But now-a-days this
privilege of exemption hag been 8o gradually extended that it
now encroaches upon the rights of the ordinary citizen, and is
applied to instances where no plea of sacerdotal purposes can be
advanced at all. In fact it has long been a matter of public com-
meént that one large religious corporation in this city, which has
more than once proved itgelf a powerful competitor in the finan-

cial world, has become so alarined at the idea that, were its
wealth to be known,its present exemption from all taxation.

would be speedily curtailed, that of late it has deposited its funds
in bullion in its vaults rather than attract public attention by.
depositing it in the chartered banks or investing it in local en-
terpmes.

'Phis is one cause;of our perpetual civic deficit that is pecullarly‘
exasperating to the ordmary citizen. Brought up in the belief
that all men are equal before the law,he racognises theé in-
justice of these bodies enjoying all the benefits of the civic
govemment he pays for, while at the same time they compate for
profit in ‘the open market with our manufacturers and business
men. WIiy, thinks he, should they be free from the impoststhat
bear g0 heavily on the weaker snd less wealthy layman?

This is rapidly becoming the questlon of the day, and despite
the perelstent shirking of our . civie fathers, who fear to express
any opinion that might endanger their re-electlon, it is one thai
will sooner or later become an issue at’the polls. It is the exis-
tence of this unjust anachronism that renders the corporation 80
desirous to avoid by means of loans that necessity of increasing
existing taxation which the continuous deficit “in the civic
treasury will sooner or later involve.

Tradiag with a knowledge of insolvency is eesentmlly frandu-
lent, and the same may be gaid of undue preferences to special -
creditors, and of the reckless dissipation of nssets just before
bankruptey. On the two latter points the Inspector- general
writes as follows :—%The prevalence of these practices is amply.
demonsirated in the large proportion of cases which come into-
Court without any assets whatever, and by the frequent litiga- .
tons and proceedings to which trustees are compelled to resort
for the ‘purpose of recovering assets thus disposed of. Much' of
the expense and delay involved in the realisation of eatates gl
due to this cause,-nor is it likely to be materially checked when
the granting of such preferences receives no groater punishment -
than & few months’ suspension of dischaige; and when the waste- -
ful dissipation of ‘assets, which so frequently occurs- just prior to. .
the making of the receiving order, constitutes no offence at all
under the Bankraptcy Act. There is even reason for bellevmg
that some debtors act upon the supposmon that they are less -
likely to have their transabtions ugorouely inguired into if they
come into Court without any assets available to' meet the ex-
penses of inquiry. If debtors were made to understand that
‘(unless in cases where their failure was clearly traceable to mis-
fortune) their discharge in bankruptey would depend to some
extent upon the proportion of assets which they brought into
Court, it is probable that ihis evil would be greatly 'diminished.
Some defects in the law of frandulent preference require to be
dealt with by the Legislature, but no legislation upon this sub-
ject is likely to be effective whless the debtor's own pérsonal in-"
terest in this respect is made to coincids with his’ daty” Itis ..
doubtful, however, whether the Rollit bill which prevents a
bankrupt, whose failure is due to ‘Teckless trading, from obtain-
ing his discharge for ten years, until aeum of 10gin the £ has:
been paid to his creditors, will be put into operdtion as it would -
-decidedly lead to hardship and perhaps frequent injustice. .

Fraudulent breaches of trust have been common in conne¢-
tion with bankrupteies, and few criminal prosecutions have fol-©
lowed, owing to deficiencies in the law. It appears that deliber-
ate breaches of trust can only be dealt with under the Larceny :
Act, and the Bnnkruptcy Courts bave no power to order & pro-
gecution, even when the cloarest breach of trust may be dleclosed
Section 85 of the Larceny Act exempts from prosecution “any .
person charged with such offences if he shall hiave first disclosed
the same in any compulsory examination or deposition hefore
any Court upon the hearing of any matter in bankruptey or in-
golvency.” It thus appears tbat & bankrupt cannot 'be. prose-
cuted for aetual fraud under the Larceny Act if he makes a dis-’
‘closurseé of the same on his public examination: ~Another diffi-
culty in-the way of prosecutions ariges from the .fact that mot
only must deliberate misappropriation exist, but “intention ‘to
defraud ” must also be proved both under the Debtors Act and’
under the Larceny Act. As the Inspector-general says, “it ap- ;
pesars to be very doubtful whether the necessity. for diving into
the debtor's mind and proving -the intentions under which -he
.ncted is really requisite to protect innocent trustees, while there
can be no doubt that it has in many instances led toa grave mig-
-carriage of justice, and that its bendency is to mcreaee the num-
ber of fraudulent trustees.,” -~

BOOT AND SHOL TRADD AN',lICIPAJ?lONS

The stern competltwn wlnch prevalls in certamlmes of etaple
goods, more especially in boots and shoes’and dry goods, e caug-
ing the trade season to be-. anticipated, or forced ahead, even
earlier than before, Scarcely are orders well'i in handfor the fall
trade before boot and shos manufacturers are- tlnnkmg of thelr

'. All reports concur, in’ statmg that'a: eatlafactory number of
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fall orders have heen hooked throughout Canada in spite of the
competion of Quebec houses, who have not confined themsgelves
to their nsual (rade in supplying western Jobbers wnth ‘the
cheaper and coarser class of stock. Tt i8 1o he presumed that'a
larger proportion of orders than usual will require careful sifting,
and shipments of manuafactured stock will he moderate until
gome definite information i8 to hand in regard to the safe in-
gathering of the crops. In Canada the credit system has heen
abused, and perpetual vigilance becomes more than ever the-
first necessity. I'he plan in more than one hranch of trade

i to follow American methods, and in this connection we may

atale that Doston manunfacturers are about re'l.dy to show their
spring sninples, and some have already done so, The tendency
in most lines of manufucture in New England is to open the next

guch o course is to reduce the profits of the manufacturer to the
smallest compass. Naturally, as the sitnation is well atated by a
‘United States contemporary, the ghoe buyers are in no hurry to
place orders for goods which they will not need before next
They are in a position f{o calmly survey
the field and play off one manufacturer against another to their
own ndvantage. With buyers holding off, the market naturally
becomes ungetiled, and soon some eellers with less resolution or
stubility, due, il may be, to the lack of fingncial strength or to a
nervous dread of “gelting left,” drop their opening prices to secure
goma orders, This suflices to break the market, as to secure a
ghare of thie business other houses must meet the new prices.
This was the situntion Inst spring. . Buyors held off and the
market was geriously demoralized in consequonce. Prices de-
clined five per cent. from the opening, and houses which had
already sold goods were obliged to make like concossions or
have Lheir orders countermanded.

Prices for thie coming spring trade are expected to rule on
much the same basis ag at present, and are not likely to be any
lowor. Tew will deny that goods are cheap and that leather is
not likely to decline, but rather displays a tendency the other
way. Tor somo time pasl jobbers have carried nosurplus stock
but have preferted o place their ordersin strict conformity with
the wanis of their customers. Trade has been working the right
way, outside of the adverse influencesstated, and with good crops

“throughout the J)omiuign, the boot and shoe industry should be

fairly prosperous during the coming season.

CONSUMPTION. Y

1T wo desiro to trace the gradual rige of any people in material
prosperily, we are {oo apt to investigate their consumption of
importaut products, especially of those which may be termed
luxuries, and to bage our deductions as to whether their con-
dition i3 improving, or not, primarily upon the facts thus col-
lectod,  ‘This has been the method always followed by what we
may fuirly term statistical “cranks,” and as the data upon
which they buse their views are frequently both contradic ory
and perplexing, we often find mon basing their opinions and
arguments upon precigely the same statistics and yet coming to,
divectly opposite rosults. The condition of the workingman has
heon the subject of innumerable opinions based upon the fluctua-
tions in the vonsumption of ordinary products, and it Lins been
allernately pointed out that he was day by day growing in
prosperity and materinl woalth, and that he was being ground

. into starvation under the heel of the merciless millionaire.

The fact is there are a numboer of other outside causes
ontirely distinet from the personal prosperity of the individual
which influonce the consumption of any article, hiowever im-

.porlant its position in the domestic economy may be. We have

geon how in the cnse of coppor an increase in the cost of the raw
materinl raduced the consumption by nearly 25 per cent. The
riso consequent upon the epeculation in coffes had & precisely
similar effect.  After ranging between 63 and 7} lbs, yearly for
ten yonrs ending with 1870, the consumption suddenly advanced

in order to furnish the.funds necegsary for the purchase of liquors : il
and tobacco. 'I'wenty years ago 51-3 gallons per capita of beer : g
were consumed ; ten years ago only 7.15 gallons; five years ago - ‘%

with a glight:dec'ine to 1211 gallons during the fiscal year just
closed. Statistics of whiskey consumption are less satisfactory
because of the large storage, but there appears to have been an
increase from 1,17 gallons per capita in 1588 to 1.19 in 1889, while

ten years ago the amount was but 1.10gallons. In tobacco the in-
creage in the consumption of its more expensive forms is very .
marked. Since 1880, cigars have averaged 60 per head for every
inhabitant in the United States and Canada. In 1837 they .. .
reached the maximum of 62.3 and since then they have steadily -
declined to 60.1. The reason for this is not the poverty of the
working clagges but simply the increase in cigarette smoking.
The consumption of cigarettes is just double this year what it
was last, and it now amounts to 32} per capita. As the demand
for smoking tobacco hasincreased from 3.23 lbs. to 3 32 1hs, during’
the twelve months it js evident that the cigarette has not dis-
placed the pipe, but that it is rapldly replacing the domestic
cigar.

From these figures it ig evident that no check to the consump-
tion of those articleswhich are usually relied upon to prove the
progress or retrogression of the community is visible, In fact it
gesms to be abundantly evident that the populatlon a8 & whole
hasg just as much money to spend on voluntary articles as it ever
hud and that the dismagl diatribes to the effect that the rxch are
growing richer and the poor poorer, are based upon distorted
views of the situation. Of course we are well aware that statis-
tics are but a poor guide at best, in spite of the ordmary belief
that figures cannot lie; but in this instance we think that the
lesson they teach us is plain enough. No matter what the
moralist or the reformer of sociely may say, the steady growth ‘
in the consumption of excisable articles is & direct evidence of a - Al
growth in the material prosperity of the people that c?muot be
gaingayed. '

AMERICAN PROGRESS IN IRON MANUFACTURE.

The development of the iron and steel induatry in the United
States, to which reference lias on several occasions being made
in these columns, is most significant and points to still further
changes in the old order of things before long. In 1888, the -
United States imported iron and steel to the value of $48,992,000, ‘
but in 1889 thig value had fallen to $42,377,000, in spne of the
fact that the consumption of pig-iron, is eatnnated to have in-
creased about 500,000 tons.

"The articles of import on which there have been any marked
increase have been cotton ties, hoop iron, tin plate, cutlery and
machinery. The chief decreases were as follows:—

The Southeru furnaces have thus been en-
abled to place their iron all ovér ‘{hie North a.nd West at rates that
has compelled sharp reductions price’ by \Iorthern furnacee
to hold their trade. Some sho.rp cuts hive been made wltlnn
the lastsix months and while the oonau&:ptlon is very large, the
production is great and =ny rise of; lmp_ortance would mean’
an increased output, and the prospects are ‘that the St'ttes is now
entering on a period of low" prices wlnch has never been paralled.
In fact, with the marvellous development of the iron mdustry in
the South, the prospects are for low if not for lower. prices for pig
iron in the next half decade unless some great and’ unexpected
increase;in consumption oceurs.

Up to a few years ago, every large i iron founder in the United
States used Scotch and English iron for mixing' with American
pig, and if wis deemed absolutely necessary to produce the pro--

. per quality. During the past figeal year the consumption of
British iron has largely decreased, thongh still large ; the policy
of the United States is, of course, to shut it out altogether, and in
time, to obtain control of all branches of. the iron industcy in
many of which England is still supreme in thz American
markets. In the items of decreased importations that insteel rail-
way bars ig perhaps the least significant as the heayy unportauone
of 1888 were caused by an exceptional condition of the market
which lasted but a short time. - Thus of the whole importations of-
136,779 tons for 1888, 130,342 tons were received in June. The de-
mand for railway materml has been smaller thig year than last
but American manufacturers have got the most of it. The de-

. erease in the importation of serap iron is due to the slow demand
and low prlces wluch have prevailed for that materml during
the year and does not represent any particular gain in trade to
American dealers, - The decreased importation of steel ingots,
blooms, etc., was caused by low prices and a quieter market, but
a considerable share of the great decrease in steel blooms ete.
represents a gain to American industry as “United States manu-
facturers have supplied a larger proportionate share of the de-
mand at the lower  prices.~ The decrease in wire rods shows
partly a slower market and partly a gain to American industry,
though the low rate of duty-on this material makes it dlﬁicult*
for American manufacturers to manufacture rods i in competition
with Great Britain, Belgium and Germany

The exports of home-made iron and steel from the United
St‘ttes are steadily increasing, Their ‘value in 1880 was over
fourlcen million dollnrs, which had increassd to over seventeen

millions in 1888 and over-twenly-one xmlllona for the figcal year
1889, The chief exporls were pig iron ($228,040), castings
($369,335), cutlery ($102,252), fire-arma ($820, ,933), builders’ hard-
ware ($1,700,390), ronchinery, ($7,166,748), cut nails ($290,807)
other naiis ($157,339), printing presses ($233, 990), steel rall;
($235.377), .saws and tools ($1,980 1/8), scales ($301,486), sewjng
machines ($2,247,876), locomotive engines ($1,227,149), stationary

One or the other suffers in con-
gequonce, except in the improbable cvent of the conﬂignes slipping
through the closely-woven meshes of a modern Dbill of lu'diug, and
substantiating a claim against the shipowner. Should he succeed in
doing this the shipowner pays, but comes back under his letter of
indomnity on the shipper. The practice is altogether a vicious one,

and if respectable loading brokers look it in the face they must re..

cognize its ugliness, 1f they, nevertheless, persist, it is to be hoped
the English law will tench them a lesson in morality such as that
brought home by the Wrench law to au English captain, who had to
pay the differonce betweon the sound and damoged values of a Inrge
cargo of wheat, because, at tho request of the shippers, he falsely
dated bills of lading, and so deceived the buyers of the carygo.

BRITISH TIREAD EXPORTS.

From the dofailed statement of exports of the manufactures of the
United Kingdom for the year 1888, recently issued by the Board of
Trade, it would appear that British c¢xports of cotion sewing thread
still continue to expand in w most satisfactory manner, Last year the
tolal quaatity cxported waus 21,712,100 1bs., valued at £3,180,885
sterling.  'U'ho figures for the previous year, 1887, wera 20,392,000
1bs,, vnlued ab £2979,181. The most notable changes in the de-
tailed list of exports to cach country are a decreass in exports to
Bolgium from 1,565,100 1bs,, valued at £270,649, in 1887, to 1,259,500
Tbg, valued at £178,692, in 1888 ; nond an increase in exports to the
Austrinn territorics from 192,300 1bs,, vnlued ab £19,263, in 1887, to
806,400 1ba., valued at £114,869, in 1888, "These changes are to bo
explained mainly by the fact thut exports intended for Austrin in
1887 wuro credited to Bolgium simply because the port to which they
wore shipped was in that country, and they are now credited to the
couutry for which they were ullimately destined. Qtherwise the list
shows u substantinl incroase of trado all round, und particulatly to
Rusgia, Gormany, France, Portugal and the Azores, Spain and the
Janaries, the United States of America, Mexico and Brazil, There is
a considerable decrenso to bo noted in exports of cotton sewid}f thread
to Italy, and in a smaller degreo to Turkey, Venezuela and Chili.
The most notable featurcs in tho figures rolating to exports to the
colonies and British poseessions is & decline in the exports to Hong
Kong nnd British North Americs, which is more than balanced by the
lnrgo increaso which hus taken place in the shipment to Australagia,
Tho total exports to the colonivs and British possessions abroad in
1888 were 3,448,400 1bs,, valued at £460,902, compared with 3,f.".1,900

INDIAN WHEAT.

Our latest English exchauges contain the official report upon this
year’s [ndian wheat crop. The genson was, on the whole, unfavorable .
to wheat cultivation, the rainfall being untimely and unevenly distri-
buted. In some provinces it ceased too early, and in others too Iate,
to admit of the land being properly prepared and sown. Daring - .
November the young plunts suffered from excess of rain, while in the
siicceeding months of December and January the irregularity and
scantiness of the full caused considerable auziety. In Fabruary good
goneral rain greatly improved prospects, particularly in the north, the
Pupjab yielding, after all, a crop slightly above average. The exports
during the last three years and the corintries to which they proceeded
are detailed below :— .

The wheat crop of 1887-8 was considerably )
better than the preceding year, though below that of 1884.5 and
1885-6, but the grain was wanted in India itself to replenish the local
foed-stocks, and the high prices which ruled were sufficient to cauge a
materinl reduction in the export. The exporte in 1888-9 amounted to
881,000 tons, ngainst 677,000 in the preceding year. It may here be
montioned that Russia had an excellent crop in 1887 and 1888,
though in America the harvests of these yeara were somewhat de-
ficiont, The exports from India to Italy have declined considerably
