It seems then that when Canada nagged
against the sttempt to curtail her honding privileges,
which we regard rather as »ights, she was fighting the
hatble of American intevests of * great pith and wmo-
ment.”  The outery in the States against the Canadian
Pacific becanse of its having heen su sidized by the
Government of Canada—which the Grand Trunk was,
a fact usumlly overlooked—is childish, hecause their
own main lines to the Pacific were also subsidized hy
the American Government.

It is much to be regretted that our trade relations
with the States are so unsatisfactory, but the hlame
cerbainly cannot justly be laid upon Canada. What-
ever “ nagging” we have done, and whatever policy we
have adopted whichis complained of hy a certain class
of Ameriean journals, have heen necessitated by the
duty of self-protection against attempts to destroy our
national rights and privileges and commerce.

SHIPPING STATISTICS.

Reburug recently published by the Bureau Veritas
are albracting more than usual attention, as showing
the remarkable rapidity with which steamships are
taking the place of sailing vessels the world over. The
tolal registered tonnage of the world passes for the
first time the highwater mark of a round bwenty mil-
lion tous. The increase in 1897 is the greatest yet,
heing 424,000 tons as compared with 263,000 tons in
1891, whicll was congidered a record-breaking year,
The inerease in steam bonnage was 242,000 tons greater
than the total inerease, owing to a decrease of that
amount in sailing tonnage. In Great Britain alone
there is a disappearance of no less than 500,000 tons of
sailing tonnage in this year’s returns. This is more
than twice the net decrease for the whole world, and
ghows that in some countries there has been an opposite
movement offsetbing the decline in construction of
sailing vessels in lngland.  Tn France, for example,
the building of sailing ships during the year has pro-
ceeded apace, no less than%16,139 tons heing reported
on the stocks on October I, while in Great Britain the
total at the same date on the stocks was 6,049 tons.
The tonnage of steam vessels of Great Britain is now
fwo-thirds of the cutire registered bonnage of the world
or -6,741,000 ons, being an increase of 328,000 tons
during the past year.

The following table £rom the Burean Veritas, shows
the growth of the merchaut navies of the world put
together from 1889 to 1897 inclusive :

- Tt nppears that Germany holds the second pluce as
regards steam tonnnge, with 1,034,000 tous ;. the United
States come.next in-net tonnage, with-535,000 tons.
Qi 0w Dominion- of Gannda comes¥next -in- order.

Ttaly has 218,000 tons. Japan appears at the foot of
the list, with 192,000 tons. Canada’s vessels of -all
kinds registered 825,000 tons at the opening of the
present year. Of these 247,007 tons were steam.

“Louoking backward twenty years we behold a wonder-
ful change in the aspect of the British merchant ma-
rine. In 1876 the flag waved from the masts of 20,265
sailing vessels, with a registered tonnage of 5,807,000
tons; bo-day there are but 8,545 English sailing ships,
with 3,008,000 tons, a falling off of nearly 50 per cent
in tonnage and nearly 60 per cent in the number of
ships. The decrease in sailing ship tonnage during the
past year,-amounbing to 500,000 tons, suggests to the
Philadelphia Record the query : What beeomes of all
the ships that disappear from these registers ? Do they
eo down to the sea in unsafe condition, cansed by ovey-
loading, by want of proper supervision, by poor sea-
manship—or how ?

A disappearance of half a million tous in one year
ont of a total of about 9,000,000 tous seems a large pro-
portion: but when new inventions and improvements
in the machinery and construction of steam vessels,
continually heing made, are considered, while the day
for invention and improvement in sailing vessels is
past, it is to beinferred that many sailing vessels are
abandoned hecause they have proved to he unprofitable.
The increase in steam tonnage of the world during the
past year is even layger than appearsfrom the statistics
cited, for the reason that 267,000 tons represented the
loss, from various canses, in steamships. 1t is calen-
latéd that if the change from sail to steam shounld con-
tinue at its present rate * the last sailing ship would
disappear from the face of the ocean a little more than
27 years hence;” hub this, says our contemporary, is
very nnlikely. There is always a field of usefulness
for sailing ships, as American coasbwise trade clearly
indieates. 1t would require some revolutionary econo-
mies in steam ocenn service to enable steam vessels to
compete with the big schooners which now carry 8,000
tons and over of coal hetween Philadelphia and New
Hngland ports at a rate of about 60 cents a ton. These
big modern schooners, explains the Record, are peculiar
to that country, and are practically unknown in Eng-
land. They are as a rule provided with donkey engines
for hoisting sails, anchors, loading and unloading,

trimming cargo, steerivg, efe., aud as a consequence are °

economically handled by a very small crew. In this
way the expenses are reduced fo a minimum, and money
is made even at the low rate of freight named. These
sehooners are frequently owned in partnership by the
captain, men and a few landsmen who divide up at the
close of every trip, and do not trouble themselves
about intriente hookkeeping, and save clerk hire and
other customary expenses,

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THE CITY CHARTER AMENDMENTS.

"The opposition to the City Couneil Bill, now before
the Legislature ab Quebec, to authorize a further tem-
porary loan of $635,000 to cover expenditure and cer-
tain new works required in the immediate fufure has,
ag was to be expected, assumed a deﬁmte form, and 1L
comes from different quarters, :

: As already stated in these eolumns, we mush 1eg1et
the delayed action on the part of the City Couneil in
preparing the new charter, which was so carnestly
promised at the last session’and on the strength of
which promise the city was grauted the authority to
raise a temporary loan of tiearly $600,000 for two years.
That delay has rendered necessary the present applica-
tion-as a remedial wmeasare—the alternative being a
special tax to square matters financially. This alter-
native would of course he unpopular for the aldermen
to face just before the general municipal eleetions,
now close nf hanl.

The feeling is strong Lhab the city debtis already be-
yond theline of safety. [t is now over $27,000,000
without taking into aceount a nnmber of obligations
that must be met—sooner or later—and the extent of
which we have no meaus of estimating. The valnation
of taxable property last year was about $140,000,000.
The limit of debt was 15 per cent on the taxable pro-
perby, but three years, ago, when the great struggle
was on trying to prevent the rapid increase of the.debt,
a concession was agreed to by whieh the city might
borrow up fo 15 per cent on a supposed valuation of
$160,000,000. 'F'hatb arrangement, we fancy, still holds
good,—although the assessed value has not yet reach-
ed that figure, simply becanse the assessors had already

‘based their estimates, in a general way, on the full

market value. This every taxpayer feels when the
annnoal accounts are sent in. Notwithstanding that
concession, the limit of debt which wonld allow one of
$24,000,000 has exceeded it by unearly three milliony
without taking into account the other obligations
which are so sednlously kepb in the background.

This is the condition of things so strennously object-
ed to ; and stress is laid on the unfairness to the
bondholders that the securities they bought on
good faith would nowise be depreciated by succeeding
legislation. It has been stated by some of the alder-
men that Montreal is the lighbest taxed city on the
continent. Bven if that were so—and it may perhaps
be doubted—it is no good and sufficient reason why
these periodic deficits should be made good by regular-
ly adding to the fixed debt what should be paid ont of
current expenses.

Montreal is well able to pay for all it wants as it
gaes along. The straightforward;way wouldbe to fix
the rate annvally for the estimated expenses of the
year, as is done in other wel] regnlated cities, leaving
what is really special and permanent works to be pro-
vided for by loans, if approved by a vote of {the people.

It is an ungracious thing to lay blame for the pre-
sent financial position on any individual, and we ‘do not
desire to do so. Collectively the whole Council has
been to blame for several years back. For a long time
the citizens were dazed with all' those expropriation
schemes the culmination of which was® reached when
the amendment of 1891 or 1892)iwas passed. »Under
that law, whilst many  individuals would: have. heen

" henefited, the mty “ould have beeu Thearily bmdened

That amendment was repealed, but it leaves behind -2
doubttul mass of litigation, eonstautly olo\nn t_hm;
has yot to be settled in some way. C '

1t is evident to-every one thab thxa system of bonow-
ing to pay for ordinary expenses,-which has been -the
custom for several years back, must cease. if the credit
of the ciby is fo be upheld. As we have on several.ae-
casions pointed out, this can only. be brought about in
one of two wuys: either a curtailment of expenses or
inereased taxation. Uf the former is impossible, then
it would be wiser to adopt the latter course.  Probably
no one sees the necessity for this more elearly than
our worbthy Mayor, whose term of office is about to ex-
pire. He has done good service in the interest of the
city since he has been in the Council. As an alderman
simply, he did much to stem the tide of extrad agant
expenditure that led up to the present financial condi-
bion. It was he that led the opposition to the attempt
that was made some two years ago to increase the bor-
rowing powers to such an alarming extent, and with
the help of many influential citizens lte was successful.
It was he, if we remember aright, who suggested the
temporary loan of some $600,000 last year, hut unfor-
tunately he failed to provide any means of raising the
revenue to meet it when it comes due as it will in some-
what over a year from this time. Now it is proposed to
repeat the same so called temporary operution, and to
the extent of $685,000, without any provision to meet
it when it,becomes due some seventeen months hence,
besides the leaving of many other obligations uncover-
ed. This is neither businesslike or worbhy of the finan-
cial management of a prosperous city like Montreal,
...In connection with this question of the legal limit
of our civic debt—which is now exceeded and reaches
already nearly 18 per cent of the assessed value of tax-
able real estate—it may he well to look at what is
going on in the city of New York. There they have
for some time been agitating for a system of
rapid transit by means of an underground electric rail-
way to run the whole length . of the city, The
commissioners appointed made a report hased on-pro-
fessional estimates, tlnt it could be constructed for
$35,000,000 in five years. By law that report had to
be sanctioned hy the Appelate Division of the Supreme
Court from whose decision there was no appeql When
the matter came hefore it a shorb time ago m’my of the
more conservative proprietors of real estate:—as well as
other interested parties—opposed the measure on the
ground, chiefly, that the city could not incur that ob-
ligation without violating the law which limits the
city’s debt to ten per cent on the taxable property.
The funded debt, it appears, is now $20,000,000 nnder
the limib ; but there gre other obligations not funded
that would reduce that amount by ten millions. Tt
was argued on the other side that fthese uncovered
obligations should not count, and that before the five
vears in which the work would be done, the assessed
value of real estate would so inerease that the city debt
would he within the limit of ten per cent,
" The decision of £he court was‘rendered last week. 4[t
was & peccliar one and: has given rise to'much interest-
ing. discussion.” Foui of. the ‘judges decided - that the
work wmight go ‘on, with the condition that the con-
tractors give security to- the extent of $15,000,000
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that the road should he finished in the lime, and thal
they. shonld operate it for the {ifly years the honds in
payment-had 6o run. As bo the lwo points bearing
on the question of the limit of the borrowing powers,
no.opinion was given. by the wmajority of she court
which they said would have to he decided by the
Supreme Court, if they ever arise ; but in any ense, if
the nmount of the obligations exceed the legal limit,
the city could not he held liable for any excess over
the ten per cent limit. The ffth judge of the court
‘dissented on the ground that it was clear the limit of
dhe city’s debt would he exceeded, and the contract
could- not legally be awarded ; in a very elaborate
opinion he deprecated any ackion that might lead to
the incurring of obligations in excess of the legal
dimih which would result in the holders of the illegal
honds having to suffer the loss aud the discredit of the
eity,

M progressive New York will nob allow the civie
debt to exceed L0 per cent, which is considered the dan-
ger line, Montrenl real estate owners may well feel
uneagy ab the rapidily with which its civic debt has
reached 18 per cent on the assessed value of all the
taxable property in the city, the ussessment being
bused on its full market value-—or, ab all events,
nearly so.

Whatever may be the fate of the Bill now hefore the
legislature, ns presented, it will be productive only of
further difticulties. 1t is contrary to all the experience
and cusboms now prevailing in the world, that loans
‘should be authorised without provision being made for
a'revenue, bo meet the interest. In this, as in previous
cases, this feaburc is completely ignored. It is well
‘known that the revenue of the city is not suflicient—
ander the present methods of administration—to meet
the requirements—or the supposed requirements—of
the different committees now controlling the expendi-
Aure of the eity’s revenue, In the face of this we see
uo'sign of any endeavour at vetrenchment on the part
of the different committees. On the contrary, those

committees have all reecently made their estimates of |

what will be required for next year's services in their
several departments. Notwithstanding that the mem-
l)els of those committees must know perfectly well the
hnancml position. The commitbees appear to vie with
one another in increasing their demands and trying who
‘shiall have the strongest “ pull” to get what they ask for.
Bub in all this we do not hear a word as to the manner
in- which the money is to be got, or where it is to come
ifrom. 'There must surely be something wrong in a
gystem- hy which snch » state of things could he
‘hrought about. This whole system of expenditure by
“eommittees—-with its attendant dangers of patronage
“and spolintion-~mustbe changed, and the change eannot,
“gome too soon. Until it does come—and the revenue
of the eity is pub on o solid basis—we can see no hope
tor a healthy progress in the material improvements
" that are imperatively called for, but rather the pro-
longuation of the present costly hand-to-mouth
tadministration to.the detriment of all the bestin terests
tof: this goodly city. of Montreal.
reiSinee the foregoing was written the city's bill has
biendenlt with- by the private bill cominittee of the
“House"in‘a very -nnusual manner. Notwithstanding
the protests of the city's representatives” sent specially

bo guard against any unaubhorized additions to the bill,

the committec added 2 compulsory clause that the city
shall borrow §250,000 to widen Sb. Antoine street,
which widening proceedings shall he commenced next
May. Aunother elause was also added in a similar way
authorising the horrowing of $250,000 to purchase pro-
perty for the extension of Bonsecours Markes.

Tn neither case was any attempt made to show that
the sums so arbitrarily named will he sufficient to pay
for the improvem ents, and the citymay, if this mode of
legisiation is to prevail-~be committed to an indefinite
expenditure of large proportions.

Ouar City Council musi have a feeling something
akin to humiliation al the treatment they are receiving
at the Lands of the lower hranch of the Legislature.
The aldermen have represented thaf the revenue is not
sufticient to make both ends meet for ordinary expen-
diture, yet at one sitting the private bill committee
added to the eity hill the two loans above mentioned,
and they also passed a bil authorising the pay-
ment of another streeb widening on Notre Dame street
eash that will-—with the other two sums—add nob - less
than $1,000,000 to the city's debt, beyond what the
Council asked for. The protest of the Chairman of the
Finance Committee was of no avail.

The elimax of absurdity would seem to he reached
when members of u committee.drawn from all parts of
the Province shall decide that certain improvements
shall be made in Montreal contrary to the decisions of
the City Council, and yet without any provision being
made whereby the Couneil ean raise the money neces-
sary to meet the interest of the cost of these improve-
ments. The unreadiness of the City Council with the
uew charter promised last year, is the main cause of all
the present trouble. The tentative bill prepared
opened the door for the attael on the city’s eredit by
increasing its debt. Until that charter was ready it
would have heen wiser to have run along under short
sail another year rather than have given the opportun-
ity for taking away the autonomy and right of self
government of the city of Montreal.

However the end is not yet—although the extent of
the danger for this session is reached,—but these
measures have yetb to pass through the later stages of
the House, and entirely through the Legislative Coun-
cil. The latter hody has before this proved itself to be
a veritable safeguard against the offen hasty legisla-
tion of the Lower Chamber, and Montreal may have—as
it has had before—reason to be thankful that it exists.

There is & number of bills now before the Quebec
Legislature aftecting the interests of Montreal, and the
ontcome will be watched with interest and some
anxiety by our citizens generally. '

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INLAND REV BNUE REPORT.

The Report of the Commigsioner of Inland Revenue
on the inspection of weights and weasures, gas and
electric light for the fiseal year ending 30th June last,
is- an interesting document. The oversight of -the
Tnland Revenue officials over weights and measuores re-
sults in services to the public of greater value than the
entire cost of this branch of the public service. When
we consider that the entire bulk of all the domestic
supplies of every household of food, fuel, clothing, are
affected in value by their conformity in weight, or in
measure, to the official standards, we may form some
general idea as to the enormity of fhe interests so
affected. Accurate standavds of weight and measure
being maintained in all stores, and other places from
whence merchandise §s delivered to consumers, or
vendors, means the protection of such purchasers from
the losses incident to defective scales, weights, and
measures. Such instronments and appliances are liable
to deterioration by constant use, so that storekeepers,
without any dishonest intentions, may be furnishing
short weight or measure. The Inland Revenue officers
keep up these implements to the standard, and so save
consamers from loss, and protect honest vendors of
oods from unconscious wrong doing, and from the
competition of fraudunlent rivals. The following table
shows the results of iuspections for the year 1896-97 :

We regard this as a satisfuctory exhibit, "The total
number of instruments for weighing and measuring
was 189,930, of which only 1,285 were found defective,
and of this number over one half were platform seales,
which are peculiarly liable to get out of order from
exposare to the weather, and the severe straing fo which
they are subjected.

The report on gas inspection shows that out of 43
city and town gas supplies only four showed the illum-
inant to be helow the standard. St. John, N.B., has
the discredit of leading in this feature ay out of 86
tests made no less than 25 showed the gas to be defec-
tive in gnality. Our friends in 8t. John are us bright
as the citizens of any other part of Canada, but they
can do with more and better light than they seem to
have been supplied with. We note that out of the
gross amouut of salaries of the Deparbment the Pro-
vinee of Ontario secures $21,344, while Quebec has only
$12,986. As their respective populations are much the
same, this disparity is remarkable, bub is probably ac-
counted for by the larger number of towns, and conse-
quently of stores, in proportion to total population in
Ontario, compured with Quebec. This would seem to
be so as the measures of capacity inspected in Ontario
were 44,557, while in Quebee they numbefed only 27,-
211, We are glad to see that the gas tests showed al-

most a total absence of sulphur, and that, in the ma-

tered npon; in a few vears even the humblest homes
will probably be lighted by electricity, as we jearn they
are now in Buckingham on the Lievre.

ALLEGED CUSTOMS IRREGULARITY.

Soma stir has been created in local dry goods circles by the
publication of alleged customs irregularities on the pax t of
Pitzgibbon, Sehafheitlin & Co. of this eity by whick, it iy as-
sumed the customs has besn defranded ont of $400, 000 It
is admitted by the firm that a discharged employee or factor
in Europe who fult himsell aggrieved, communicated with a
Montreal corvespondenl sebting forthsomesuch eharge. One
of the partners getting wind of what was being braited
about the city, and knowing the interest of customs employes
in such cases, supposed or real, instrucied ihes lrm's lawyer,
Mr. B. Guerin, to deposit with the authorities $7,000 and to
court the funllest enquiry in the maiter. The firm have in-
stituted actions for $100,000 each against the several papers
publishing the aliegations. \o(hmc hus been done beyond
a formal notize from the Government at Ottawa stating that
the Depariment bad the matier under notice, but could not,
furnish any specific stalement of the case. Nov has the Gov-
ornment so0 far received any affidavit. It is perhaps no.more
than a coincidenco that a cerlain local manufacturers’ agent
whose business is in compelition, is synonymous witl the ve-
uistered ownerghip of the papor initially responsible for the
sensation—iu print. At the same time it has been heel)
stated by dry goods men that the prices at which the fum in
question has been selling goods throughout the - counﬁ 'y im-
ply a “pull” soinewhere. It is also Leing un‘:tmbmcly, if
not facetiously, remarked by friends of the papers which re-
published the story that *if they havé to’ pay—each of tliom
—that "$100, 000 ‘they may .not "all have. money dnough
to go on with I It is to be hoped that.the judge or jury==if
the matter goes before the courts—way consider this merci-
ful if not bumorous side of the case..

My. . MeLeod, a prosperous mevehant of Prince Albort,

N, W., and ex-mayor of the pluce, is on a visil of soma days-
to Montreal. Being estublished afl one of the leading poinis

en vorfe 1o tlie now great gold fields, Mr. Mclisod has heen

much besieged by newsmen and intending gold-soekors for

information concerning the land of promise and how to get
thore. As tho chief route during lust season was by swa via
Dya or the mouth of the Yukon, the ontevprising spirits of
British Columbia or the Sialss on the Pacific naturally tak-
_ ing one or other direction, the possibility of an easier rouls
over land and by the Mackenzie Rivor was little heeded.
Meantime it has been asesvtained that the Klondike is much
more acesssible over the all Canadian route, besides that it
costs mueh less,  OF Lhe Lwo vonles perbiaps tho betfer is that
trom Prince Albertto Green Lake—a good trail of about 120
milos-—wlere boak may bo taken along the Beaver and Mae-
kenzio Rivors with their chain of lakes, for TFort Murray.
Here some persons have lurned westward on the affluent
Aihabasca, whicl is however a raging forvent for a consid-
grable part of its course, while others continue northward lo
[iake Athabasea, by the mouth of the Peace River and via
thg Great Slave Lake to Torl Simpson, Here the River
Liard flows into tho Mackenzioe, and along if the route leads
in a weslerly direction to the walershed which divides the
hoadwaters of the Liard River from the River Pelly. Here is,
probably, as rich 2 country as the neighboring Kiondike dis-
trict, readily aceessible along the waters of the latter river
which runs by Dawson Gity lo the Yukon. 4s ¥y, MeLeod
points out, much prospecting may be done and valuable in-
formation obiained along Lthe Pelly River which is suspected
to be rich in placer gold also. Indeed wherever a party
way interrapl their journey or elect to stay, they must cast
abont them for a spof to begin on. Another advanlage
along this route from Drince Albert is the number of
Fludson Bay forts at intervals along the Mackonzie, and the
prosonce of pioneer missionaries will not prove any obstacle
alongz the way. 'Tho eost, which along the ocean from the
Northwest States is estimated about $1,000, would, it is be-
ligved, be scarcely a fourth of that sum by the Canadian
voute. The advantages of not boing obliged to satisfy Cus-
toms olficials is also a strong point in favor of the way over

our own lorritory.—-Information and maps over this route

may bo obtained ab Prince Albort from Mr. Alex. MeNab,
secretary of tho Boayd of Trade there.

DRY GOODS NOTES.

A Canadian manufacturer has made a slight reduction on the
prices of white yarns and warps.

The Knitting Mill Manafacturers Association have decided
upon shortening their terms to conform with the woolien Manu-
{acturers’ Association, which ave four months Marel 1st and four
months September 1st, und a uniform cash discouut. There is
not now the same necessity for dating ahead as formerly, as mer-
chants are buylag goads in a hand to mouth way. The prices at
which manufacturers have beeu selling knitted goods have been
entirely toolow, and havo not given satisfactory results, At the
recent meeting certain prominent manufacturers stated they had
bedn making staple lines at 2 1ess and intended to advance their
prices whether the manufacturers did so or nat. Jobbers have
been short on leading lines of underwear throughout the season.
All the knitting mills ave tilled with orders for spring goods.
The prospects for knitted goods were never brighter than they
are for the ensuiny season,

Gift merchandise after to-day will be relegated to the space
occupled for the greater part of the year, and fabrics and textiles
will again come to the fore. Hollday purchiasing has been good,
and for the most part the volume exceeded expectations,

Taffets siliks in all the different styles will be the leaders again
next gpring, thus particularly favoring Zurich which has pro.
duced these woeaves for years, Considerable stir has recently
been made against the Swiss silk manufucturers for adulterating
silks, There is no silk centre in the "world where silk weight-
ing is more Jargely practised than in Zurich, and nearly all the
silk goods that come from Switzerland ave adulterated,

The hosiery trade in Germany is rushing, says a Chemnitz
corrospondent, and plaid effects are being ordered in bewildering
profusion to the total exclusion almost of staple blacks, The
sight of the tartan during the coming summer when the bicyclist
wots awheel, hence promises to reach that stage which according
to Macaulay inflamed the populace of Loudon with batred, and
especially so the dealer who has not full lines in stock when the
season opens.

The textile industry of Damascus~—the vldest city in the warld
—~now employs 8,800 looms and about 10,000 workmen as com-
pared with 6,000 looms which wuas the number constantly at
work twenty yeurs ago,

~—CoNsEQUENT on the demise of Mr. Alox, Jwan, the selling
agency of the Merchants Mfg, Co. will in futare be conducted
practically by Mr. W. A. Mackay, connected with the agency
for some yeara, T'he name of the cotton company will in future
appear on the office front, Mv. J. I, Knox will be the agent in
Toronto.

GROCERY NOTES.

The feature iu the spice market is the firmuess of pepper,
Jroraign advices report higher prices, placing the market abroad
on a rolatively much higher basis than locally.

The proposed abolition by the Earopean countries of the sugar
bouuty system, is a strengthening factor in sugar, inasmuch as
such an action would result in a decreased prodaction.

Barbadoes molasses is in smeller compass locally than for
years past, and at 28¢' many wholesale grocers think the. price
too low,

The total number of rejections of impure teas at New York
last weel amounted to 1,101 packages, distributed ag followa ;
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A oable from Patras guotes n very firm murket for currants
with prices showing an upward tendency.

‘A forther slight advance in the price of olive oil is reparted
from Lucca. 'The upward tendency of the market is due to the
short crop of good oils, _

The market for currants in Greece continnes strong, perhaps
influenced sotsewhat by the unusunal circamstance of a demand
from America in December, at which time of the year orders ars
not Rsually expected from any consuming market, ‘Lotal ship-
ments Irom Greocs to all countries to November 80th are reported
at 88,800 tons, against 97,800 tons for same time in 1896,

The latest development in the geeded raisin industry across
the line is a combination of New York and California firms, The
growth of the seeded raisin in popular favor has been rapid in
the States, and the sale of the convenientl b, carton has ex-
ceoded that cf loose raisins during the past holiday season, In
Canada seeded raisins have not been so marked a success. The
difference in the retall price being a consideration which retards
large cousumption,

The war talk from the East has had some slight effect to help
the market for both China and Japan teas, It would however
require real hostilities to make any radical change in the out-
look,

Japan rice promises to be socarco. Reports give the crop
ghortage at {rom 10 to 20 per cent. As a result Japan mills are
not preporing any for export, and advices from Japan stato that
the crop ia late and prices ure high, Japanese merchants pur-
pose contracting for sufficicat from Bormah to make up the
shortage,

The Italian Government pays a Lounty of § francs per kilo on
macaroni exported. The French Guvermment do lilkewise, This
fact is engaging the attention of the U, 3. whose tariff provides for
countervailing duties equal to the amouat of bounties, and it is
poasibie the U. 8. tariff wiil be increased to 1}5¢ per lb, If such
3 provision could be utilised on behalf of the Canadian macaroni
industry, onr manufacturers instead of doing business principally
as agents for the foreign article, could hope to resume manufac-
ture on the same scalo us some years 1o,

.The scarcity of cocoa beans and the low price of cocoa-butter,—

the by-product—has increased the cost of munulacture from 5 to
8c per pound, and whilst stocks in grocery hands, bought some
time ago, will perhans not be udvanced in price there is indication
that later invoices will compel higher figures.
