Opinions on the New Land Bill

THE LANDLORDS BUSILY EVICTING

Deeuty, April 12.—At the Land League
Conference to-day, while not at present ex-
pressing 8 definite opinion on so complex a
meagure a3 the Land Bill, Parnell pointed out
that meny of its provisicns werae {llusory, par-
ticularly the provisions for securing tree sale.
The bill, he said, would not benefit tenants in
srrears. 'The balaboce of opinion as expressed
by the other Home Rulers present was wn-
favorable to the bill,

At the Land Lesgue Conference to-day,
Parnell sald the first portion of the Bill rela-
tiog torents aud tenure was cbscure and dis-
fioctly prejudicial to the tenamte. There
were 32,000 holdings under eight pounds, and
750,000 under four pounds, mauy of the
tenants being in a baukrupt condition; and
a3 far 8 it regarded these, the Bill did not
secure free sale, and only increased the power
of lsudiords to enforce rack-reniing. Ap-
other important defect related to those
small tenants who bad been compelled to
accept leases, and were thus deprived of
those benefits which the Land Act of 1870
confarred on them, There were thousands of
these leases which were of such & character
a5 to make it impossible for tenants to satisfy
the clauses of the Bill pertaining thereto.
Dillon said if the Bill passed it would destroy
the power of the Land League, and the com-
bined strike of tenantry against rack-remts.
A resolution was passed declaring the Bill
nadequate.

New Yorg, April 12.,—A mass meeting
under the auspices of the united Land
Leagnera of this city was held to-night in
Cooper Institute, to protest against the jm-
prisenment withaat trial of American citizens
in Ireland, and to exprese sympathy with the
Irish people in the struggle for land reform.

Loxoown, April 17.—The Pall Hall GQazette,
after referring to the events in Irelend during
the past week, showing that agrarianism is
still nochecked ; that process-servers are at-
tacked as they were previous to the enforce-
ment of the Protection Bill, and that sheriffs
and bailiffs find no stock and get no remt,
gags:—« Coercion bas hardly done what was
promiged. On the contrary, it is quite failing
to do it. Criticisms or the Land Bill in-
creass. Omne set ot critice point out that as
the tonants’ interests must be deducted before
the rent is agsessed, this arrangement will re.
duce the valuetio the landlord by one-third.
In cases where estates are encumbered land-
lords may be forced 1o sell out or accept
bankruptey. It is likewise urged that us
the Land Commission cannot purchase pro-
perty until the tenants agree upon a price,
tenants may be in no hurry to decide upon
one, knowing that if they let the landlords
simmer in tbeir difficulties, the estate may
pass to them for a mere trifle. Another set
of critics consider the landlord to be little
better than an apnuitsnt. Competition will
algo arise for newly created tenauts’ interest
which is beld to be really so much plunder
from the landiords, The present tenants are
likely to sell their interest in the hope of
getting ready money. A pew race of ten-
ants will then spring up who will have past-
ed with their working capital in purchasing
a preliminary interest. The answer to
these objections is that the equitable powers
granted the Commisgion are extensive and
may cover these csses of supposed in-
justice. The most serious practical object-
tion to the Bill seems to be that it will en-
cournge much litigation, Law journals an-
ticipate that much of the effects of landlords
and tenants will pass tolawyers. An obstinate
fight on the Bill is expected ir. Committee on
it. It is certnin to pase the House of Com-
mons,

Dunnin, April 18.—Dillon, addressing a
mesting at Ksnturk, Oounty Cork, to-day said
Itish farmers were agreed that unless Radical
changes were made in the Land Bill in Com-
mittee of the House of Commeona it wonld be
theduty of Irish members to reject it with
contempt.

KewcasTLE, April 17.—An anti-ceercion
demoustration was held on the town mcor
to-day, 15,000 being present. Parnell, addres-
ging the assemblage, said the Land Bill ie a
very wide measars, but marred by wmany
serious defects. He especially condemned
the emigration clauses, which he sald must
be struck out. The Blll must protect small
equally with large tenants. Proper provisien
must be made for tenants in grrears, through
the rent beipg rackrent. Resolutions were
paseed deprecating coercion, and demanding
that evictions be stopped.

Liverroon, April 17.—Dr. Commins, M.P,
speaking here to-day called the Land Bill a
sham. The promoters of the movament for

Dusriy, April 14.—The Land Bill is re-
garded as & miserable failure by every true
man in the Land League.

It will be repudiated by the people.

This Bill is the lust effort of the enemies of
honest industry to boister up a condemned
systom.

At a conference of the Land League, on
Tuesday, the Government Land Bill was th-
subject of the discumsiomn. Parnell presided.
Reprosentatives from every county in Ireland
were present. Parnell said that the bill ad-
mitted the existence of rack-renting, evic-
tions, and landlord oppression, and ac-

change; but it did not provide means that
would effectually change sll this.

He refurred to Gladstone's staternent that
the Government ought to congratutate itself
oun thegradual disappearance of the small hold-
ers of land. Such, howewver, was not the view
of the Land League,

The major'ty of the people condemn the
provisions by whick bolders under existiog
lenses are debarred of the benefits of the
bill. These are penal leases; which bave
been forced upon the tonants, and do not de-
serve to be catled contracts.

O’ Doberty, of Londonderry, on behalf of
Ulster, showed that Ulster would suoffer, and
not gaip, by the adoption of such a measure.
Fattier Sheehy, on behalt ot Munster, said
tbe bill had not met the requirements of the
Land League ; the Land League, therefore,
should refuse to accept it. If it were passed,
and if it conferred additional power on the
people, the people should use that power to
kill the system.

Lalor, on bebalf of Leinster, pointed out
thut the bill was specially framed against the
fnterests of the laborers, who had mude this
movement—who were ever first in the battles
for their country’s rights.

Louden, on behalf of Connaught, was em-
phatic In his rejection of the bill. He aaid:
w1f I were to say one word in favor of muhis
bill 1 wmight as well never present myself in
the West again. Popular sentiment i over-
whelmingily agaiust it. Conscious that she was
the first ot the provinces to raise the banner of
resistance to landlord tyranny, the West will
accept no half-way measure. She is deter-
mined to carry on the war until Laudlordiem
is levelled with the dust !" Mr. Louden re.
pudiated fixity of tenure as laid down in the
bill. ¢« What is wanted,” he said, #is the
fixity of the peoplein the ownership of the
soil.” He counreled the people to continue
the battie for their ipalienabie righta in the
Land League organizstionm, until all that is
vital in fendalism is forever crnshed.

Rev. Mr. Rylett, a Presbyterian minister,
referred to the objects of the Land League
when it was first formed. Hesaid the bill
had In no way met such vbjects ; therefure the
war must go on.

Mr. Rylett paid a tribute to Davitt, the
foundec of the organization, and sald the
Government which he compelled to introduce
a bill on the land question should send a
copy of it to Davitt's cell in Portland prison
in order to have his opinion thereon.

Dillon will not accept tkis bill asan in-
stallment. He declared he would not vote
for it if it should be go declded by tae Land
Lesgue. He said he would vote against
those who might vote for strengthening the
collar round the neck of the Irish temant.
He warned those who were ready to accept
this crumb instead of the whole loaf that
they may be poisoned by the crumb,

jordan of Enniskillen said they should take
off their conts, like men, and. fight 1t out once
for all, and pot be forever begging.

A resolution was passed which is to

the effoct that Gladstone's Lnand Bil},
whilst it appears to provide agalnst

LETTER FROM SOUTH AFRICA.

ADVENTURES OF BIR MYLES O'REGAN

THE POPE ON THE OBSERVANCE 0t
SUND

Roug, March 21st.—Yesterday morning
the Pope granted audivnce to the Catholic
Society for the Observance of Sunday and
Religions Festivals, and, in reply-to &u ad-
dress read to him, delivered a discourseon
the want of respect prevailing amongst the
authorities for thie day. Amongst other
things he said :—

«In the shadow of a greatliberty, it is very
difficult indeed to distinguish the days conse-
crated to the Lord from those destined teo
work, The shops and stores are opened:
manual labor, public and private, is protract.
ed to & late hour. It seems as if the proposals
of the impious to wipe out from the earth
the Lord’s Day had revived. As the cbser-
vance wag willed by (God from the first origin
of man, 80 is it demanded by the abso-
lute dependence of the creature on the
Creator. And this law, which so admirably
responds to the honor of God, regards not
only individoals, but the peoples and the
nations, who are debtors te Divine Provi-
dence for their well-being. Through that
fatal tendency, which prevatls to-day, of lead-
ing mun away from God, and of organizing
the pations without the idea of God, is it
owing that the Loxd’s Day is beicg lost, It
is said that thus it is intended to pro-

mote iodustries and ta procure pros-
perity.  Foolish and false words. [t
is  pought, instead, to take from

the neople tke consolations of religinn ;-it is
desired to weaken the sentiment of faith;
and ¢hey call down upon their heads the most
tremendous chastisements of God, justly irti-
tated. That which renders still more de-
plorable such an excess is that it happensin
the midat of the Catholic nations upon which
God has shed#His benefits—in Rome, the
cenire. of Catholicity, at the very time whet
anti-Catholic nations feel the need of return-
Ing to the observance of the days sacred 0
the Lord. Hence it is that we can-
not, without sorrow, see that the faith-
fal of the whole world, instead of
findIng motives of edification, find motives of
gcandal. Our grief becomes atill deeper
since we, belng reduced to this state, find it
impossaible to repsair the evil and to vindicate
the outraged honor of God.”

The Pope then recommends these Oatholic
associations to use every effort tg bring 8
remedy to this crying evil. It is indeed t0o
true that the aspect of Rome on Sundays ¥
shocking to the ideas of Christianity. Parlf
seems to be the model adopted by the ne¥
Government, and public works proceed wiih
more energy on this than on other days.

Every circumstance connected with the
recent reception of Dr. Cleary at Kingston
was of a pleasing and significant nature.
Everything proved, what has long since been
conceded by friend and foe, that the clergy
and laity of Kirgston dioceses possess the
old faith and fidelity ot Erin, pure and unsul-
lied &s it fell from the holy lips of Rome's
great messenger of glud tidings, St. Patrick.

Music and bauners, immense crowds and
hearty cheers, flowers and triumphal arches,
smiling faces and congratulations, burning
words of welcome and sincere pledges of
obedience, love and respect, made sweet har—
mony of Catbolic feeling about the person of
the nobile exile of God, who sacrificed him-
gelf to the obscurity of colonial provincialism
and humbly stepped out of the current of
great events to serve the Divine Master in the
person of His poor. He arrived amongst his
people on the feast of St. Celestine, of which
touching coincidence, Dr. Sullivan availed
himself in a striking preface to the address of
the laity, which that eminent physician com~
posed and read. «lc augers well for the
juture,” he snid,  that you come to us on the
tenst of the immortal Pontift, Celestine, who
sent St. Patrick to Erin. Cao we doubt that
that gloricus successor of Peter is looking
down to-day with complacency vpon thisscene
which shows another Irish Apost!e from across
the sea, clothed with the authority of Patrick
for the benefit of the exiled children ef Erin,
bringing the same faith and meeting the sam<
love and submission tkat rendered the con-
version of Ireland illustrivus and uanique
fif een hundred years ago.”

And here let me say a word for the Catho-
lics of Kingston. Tiuer or more faithful
hearts do not exist on the continent of
America to-day. Their piety and uatiring
generoeity surpass all enlogy. Thelr attach-
ment to the prelates that God sends them is
truly remarkable. They never forget them ;
they speak of them as if they had lost them
yesterday ; they never cease praying for their
eternal repose. Bishops Macdonald, Gaulip
ard Phelan are household words. DBishop
Horan, that noble heart,that high-spirited gen-
tleman, that true father, they hold in dearest
remembrance. Over the recent grave of
Bishop O'Bricun the best tears of their tender
love are still mournfully falling, for he was a
man born to the inheritance ot all men’s uf-
fectionate attachment. And it was fitting
that Bishop Cleary should express his admi-
ration of that fidelity of hingston Catholics
to their dead prelate in words that gained all
hearts. He lost pothing by the words of
kindly sympathy that fell sweetly from his
marvellously eloquent tongue, We will
treasure the song of the Irish nightingaleand
ite melody sholl return to him in many ways,
while it pleases God tu bless us with his dear
presence.

Bishop Cleary had not been speaking five
minutes to the vast assembly in the Catbe—
dral, in reply to the address of the luity, be-
fore all recognized that & leader in Irrael and
a highly-gifted man stood before them. His
voice, though not powerful, is singularly
silvery and sympathetic. It is one of those
voices which charm the ear like a sweet song.
The Bishop is also possessed of that wonder-
ful magnetism which compels adwmiration.
Theun again, one felt while he spoke, that his
large and highly-cultured mind was surpassed
by a great, loving nature, full of Christ's
gentle spirit; a stroog, though tender, a
gtaightforward, honest, though prudent
character ; bigh-minded, yet bumble, a
scbolar without pedantry ; cultured without
affcctation, pious without Pharigeeism; in
fine, a Bishop, & Christian and a man! His
tact is wonderful, C'est le premier pas qui
coute, say the French. Bishop Cleary’s fivst
step in Kingston diocese was marked by con-
summate tact, and latent possiblities ceasced
to evist beneath the holy enchantment of an
honest, loving soul,

«« My dear people,” he said to the congrega-
tiom, « I do not feel like & stranger here to-
day. I look about me and find the old
friendly faces nnd loviug hearts I bave left
behind. You areno strungers to me. Before
I set foot upon American soil I had heard—
and heard with joy——of your faith, your piety,
your attachmen: to your clergy. And if I
wanted further confirmation -of this, mv re-
ception to-day would be more than sufliciunt.
Not alone in words but in deeds have the
faithful Catholics of Kingston proven the
noble, self-sacrificing spirit that moves them.
This splendid cathedral, the epizcopal resi-
dence, the Hotel Diou, the school of the
Christian Brothers, Regiopolis College, the
House of Providence, the Academy of the
Congregation, these and other institutions ot
learning and charity, do they not speak elo-
quently of the devotion and generosity of
Kingston Cutholice?”

His Lordship continned in this strain for
gome time, while the vast assembly listened
with breathlers delight to the eloquen tongue
thut held all hearts captive.

The love
you haveexpressed for my predecessors moves
me to the heart, for I feel sure that the kind
hearts, that hold them enslrined . in loving
memory, will not forget me, when my time
comes to lay dowu my burden at the feet of
our dear Redeemer. ” : :

His Lordship then paid a high and
deserved tribute to the good Congrepation
Sisters, assuring them of his support and pro-
tection in everything tending to the pros.

By
the way, therv are 17,000 pupilsin the various
academies of the Congregation Sisters at this
moment. What glorious promise for the
future of society !

His Lordship’s greeting by his priests left
nothing to be desired. The Kingston priests
have a natural love for a Bizhop possessed of
piety, brains and munhood. Morcover, the fact
that Bishop Clesry is a Nationalist, a ftiend
of the illustrious patriot, Dr. Croke, Arch-
bishop of Cashel,—clarum: et vencrabile nomen !
—and a sturdy hater of Dublin Castle gentry
and policy, especinlly the transformed cra-
vens whose souls are chained by a ribbon or
dinner, to the Vice-regal Juggernant ;—this

I wish the
illustrious stevedores, ’longshoremen, port-
ers and ecavengers, who run the Dutch
machine at Montreal, would spend a few
months at Kingston,—(there are ono or two
convenient institutions out on the lake
chore) it might mitigate the inteneity of their
loyalty to Church and State from a Nassau
point of view. Bat letting this pass, I may
say all Kingston greeted the new Bishop with
a heartiness and good will very pleasant to
witness. This happy state of things is due
largely to the charity and kindliness of the
lamented prelates, Bishops Homn and
0’Brien. It contrasts strougly with other
localities, where a vacillating policy, now
bot, now cold, has unfortunately embittered
relations amoung different classes of the com-
munity, G.

THIE SPOILS SYSTIEM.

At a time when the subject of Civil Ser-
vice reform is occupying so large a share of
public attention in Cavada, the early histary
of the system which obtains in the United
States will be ef comsiderable interest. Per-
haps we should say that it did obtain thers,
since of late years some of its worst features
have disappeared. Still, enengh remains to
show the pernicinus character of it, and its
past i8 1n every way deserving ot study. In
the April number of the Penn Manthly up-
pears the ficet balf of a paper by Mr, Dormman
B. Eaton, whose object it is to trace the pro-
zrees of the perpicious usage from the time of
its inception to the last Presidential electinn.
'The writer coafines himself to the State of
Now York, partly for convenienco rake, and
purtly because it was in that State that tha
spoils doctrine was first formulated. The
men who were mainly responsible for its
triumph both at New York and Washington
were three: the infamous Aaron Burr, Maitin
Van Buren and Andrew Jackson. The first
of them, a thoroughly immoral man, who be-
came Vice-President of the United States, and
almost President, was a clever hut most un-
scrupulous politiclan, Partop, in his « Life
of Jackson,” gives the fundamental maxims
contalned in what he terms the « Burrian
code.” Thess we may summarize in n fow
gentences.

According to Burr, “ politics is a game, the
prizes of which are offices and contracts’
Fidelity to party is the sole virtuein politics
« He only is a politician who wounld vote un-
hesitatingly for the devil, if the devil were
regularly nominated.” There is but one un-
pardonable sin— bolting” No matter how
odiong a zealous party man may be, he must
be rewsided.

To the «* machin-
ery of party” Burr looked for the accom-
plishment of his aims. Martin Van Buren,
afterwards President, was a political pupil ef
Burr's and proceeded at the outset of his
career to carry hig principles out thoroughly.
In 1808 he bargained for and obtained a judi-
cinl office as the price of his support of a
particular candidate for Governor. Inthe
struggle between Vaan Buren and DeWitt
Clinton, who was an eminently able and up-
rizht .man, every official, including the
judges, was cowmpelled to be a partisan aud
take part in the canvaes.— Toronto Mail.

THE NIHILISTS,
THE MURDRRERS OF THR QZAR EXECUTED —SUENES
ON THE SCAFFOLD,

Sr. Prreussure, April 15—At the ap-
pointed hour the doomed Nihilists were takon
{rom their colls iv the forlress of Suints Peter
and Paul, placed upon a hurdie demwn by four
horses, aud surrounded by astrong body of
moneted troops. The cortege provevded nta
slow puce through the streets leading to Some-
nefl’ Square, the place of execution. 1he
rqunre was taken possession of in advance by
a lurge body of troops, which filled it wholly
to the exclusion of the populace, who viewed
the sl spoctacle from outside a closely
drawn cordon of military. In the middle

of the square stood the scafluhl, with
its five dungling ropea. To thoe lust every
ong of the five persons refused  posi-

tively to accept the ministration of oilices of
priests, although tenders of religions consola-
tion were repentedly made.  An appalling
incident occurred us the drop fell,  Michael-
ofl's rope broke and he fell Lo the ground, A
thrill of borror went throngly the vast nssem-
blage, and even the oflicers charged with this
terriblo duty showed signs of being chocked.
The body was raised, when upon apgain
attempting to hang him, the rope oncse moro
parted.  Loud exclamations of disgnst and
pity were heard from the people, but there
was no breach of order. The woirk of death
was tinaily accomwplished amid an awed hush
of tho groat throng,

Appunls for mercy on bohalf of the Nihil-
ints, Rugsnkofl and Michaololf, wore pul mitted
to tho Czar, but he repliad that the sentence
ot the Court must bo carried ont.

OUR MINISTER IN LLONDON.
To the Editor of Tre Pogt ard True WITNEBS.

Si,—With nll due deference I hazard the
opinion that the mission of our Ambassador to
Burope may not be so useful afterall.  Of
course I admit he had not suthority, nor
pawer, to negotiate a trealy, bub the fact of
Canada having s salaried agent at the capital
ot a foreign Power, during the negotiation of
u commercial treaty, is un assertion of some
gort, that we have a right to negotiate
treaties, or, at least, to be repregented by our
anthorized agent at the discussions which
precede such treatles. 1f our agent is backed
by a vigerous public opinion, the Imperial
authorities will hesitate before they set nside
the just interests of Canada in any treaty.
Bat if they act counter to our fair and reason-
able ipterests, in the French treaty for in-
stance, let our agent make the fact known, in
an unmistakable manner, on this side of the
water, and let the press and our commerclal
bodies ventilate the question thoroughly, and
we shall ses tho consequences. We have
prominent men smongst us in the receipt of
Imperial pensicns or favours, who endeavonr
to misdirect and misropresent public opinion,
bat the nutural sentiment {8 gaining steadily
notwithstanding, nnd this commercial treaty
question 1s one of the first that will have to
be taken up and settled. T'he Canadian people
have no des're to interfere in Iwperial politics,
and still less €o they desire to intermeddle
in the territorial disputes that agitate the.
old world, but they cluim the right toregulate
the conditions of trade between their own
country and foreign countries, and their claim.
"will ere long have to be recognized.

THE LAND BILL IN IRELAND.

Some of the Irish members of Parliament
think the Lemd Bill, somewhst improved,
will be of benefit, others of them condemn
it in ¢oto. When we say Irish members we
refer to what is known as the Irish National
party, of which Mr, Parnell is the recognized
chief, and which is acknowledged by the
Irish people at home and abroad as the Irish
party par -excellence, in contradistinction to
that of Bhaw and other poor croatures
who sadly misrepresent  their con-
gtituencies. Among those willing to ac-
cept the Land Bill as an instalment
of justice (it the cable report is correct) are
Mr. Parnell and T. P. O’Connor, while of
thoge who think it a fraud and a delusion are
John Dillon and Mr. O’Kelly, M.P,, for Ros-
common. In the minds of men who look
matters squarely in the face the chief objec-
tion to the bill is that it will give rise to a
fearful amount of litigation ; that it will take
the money of the landlord and the teuant,
anl put it in the pockets of the lawyers.
There is certainly force in the
objsction. When Bright's land Act
of 1870 was passed a comic jonrnal
of Dublin contained s picture of =a
cow, a landlord Lolding her by the tail
and a tenant by the horne, while & limb of
the Jaw was cheerfully milking away. So
far a8 we can discern the provisions of the
Act of 1870 were simplicity itsel{ compared
with the proposed bill. But leaving the
legal aspect of the Dill aside altoge*her,
Meossrs. Kelly and Dillon contend that even
if it be paseed in its present shape without
amendment or emasculation it will be
inadequate to protect the tenant. Mr. Par-
nell says the fame in substance, bat thinks
that it is better than notbing, and that it will
place the tiller ot the soll in a better position
{for ultimately becoming the owner of the soil,
which is the object ot all the agitation. Mr.
Parnell thinks also that the bill can be
amended for the better in its pasaage through
committes, for the reason that the Irigh mem-
bers will s!most certainly hold the balance of
power, and will be therefore in a position to
overthrow the government 3f it paid
ag little attention to them as it has
during the passage of the Coercion
Bill and Armms’ Act, The old saying
that halt a loaf is better than no bread should
be remembered in this case—in fact,a quarter
of aloafis better—and also that if thebill is
rejected in a fit of passlon,ths English Demo-
cracy will hesttate before forming the alliance
with the Irish, so necessary for the over-
throw of feudalism and aristocratic privileges.
If the lrish people were strong enough to-
morrow to take forcible possession of their
lands and rights they would be actiogin a
criminal manper if they refrained from so
doing, but as they are not, it is their duty to ac-
cept a compromise which is not dishonorable.
Mr. Parnell will be only doing what is right,
by accepting the bill as i stands, and im-
proving it it he can, but if he finds it em-
asculated or materially ameoded, we under-
stand enough of his character to believe he
will reject it with scorn, and in so doing will
not lose the sympathies of the English
Democracy, who In thelr anger will move
simultaueously with their Irish allies on the
enemy’s works, and sweep landlords and land
laws in‘o the 8 1me common groove.

The aristocracy with their de-
pendants such a8 solicitors, agents, bailiffs
and the liko do not want any change; they
are satiefied to let things be, but the demo-
cratic wave is aweeping on and all the pltch
focks in the world will not stop it. The
pecple are looking forward to the removal of
a geod many grisvances which oppress them,
thelr masters tremble lest they be removed.
The land monoply is ons of those grievances.
In former times—indeed, urtil within a few
years—When the English farmers became

restive, the lazdlords got up s cry
about the Kiog and the Constitution,
no Popery, & Freoch invasion, or

some equally idiotic shitboleth, which
frightened the people almost out of their
wits, for they considered that it was better to
remain uuder the heels of the landlords, who,
after sll, were KEnglishmen, than to have the
Pope bring aver 4 French army and abolish
the Quoen and the Constitution! This may
appear ridiculons stuff enough at prerent, but
it was throughb such that the Lords ruled and
upheld feudal'sm in England when all the
other nations kicked it contemptuously aside,
Why, even yet, the rursl population of
Groat Britain lmsgine the British Constitu-
tion as sometblog as divine in its origin as
the tables of the law given by Moges, while

the rogues of fords laugh althem,and at itin

their sleeves. But, a8 we have remsrked,
the democratic- wave is moving on- with Irze.
alstible force, and when it recedes & T.oary
abuse will go with, perhaps, even the, House
of Lords, One thing pretty certain is that
the pension . 1ist will suffer. It is only
lately the eyes of the people have been
opened to this iniquaity, thoary from its age.
A lot of Dukesand other people who actually
roll in wealth, recelve annual pensions from
the State and money from the sufferings of
thejworkmen. And for what? Some of them
because of services rendered the Hanoverian
dynasty in preserving their German possess-
ions to them, some for cutting the throats of
Irishmen at the Boyne, and others sgain
because they are fortunate enough to be de~
scended from the mistresses of the Second
Charles, Since the death of that profligate
wrétch, miflions of pounds eterling have been
taken from the Treasury that his natural de-
scendants might rest In luxary, while at
Peterboro—if the people met to discuss public
affairs—drasgoons rode them down to death.
The Duke of Grafton—one of those descend-
ants sold his rights (?) in 1857 for morethar
« million dollars. The Duke of Leeds is
also a pensioner, so is the Duke of St.
Albang, so is the Duke of Richmond, and
in fact, there are fow Dukes of them who are
not pensioners on the nation besides owning
lands which once belonged to the people, but
were ta ken from them at the time of the so~
called Reformation. We have all heard of
the Duke of Wellington, a great commander
in bis time, for which he was well paid. He
is dend, but his half Junatic of a son draws an
immense pension. Bo does the descendant
of the Duke of Marlborough ; so do the heirs
of the Duke of Schomberg ever since that
thrice happy Dutchman was killed at the
Boyne. The following figures, showing the
amounts drawn by a few illustrious pension~
ere, will give an idea of the system of whole-
sale robbery cariied on :—Wellington, £288,-
000 ; Marlborough, £680,008; Schomberg:
£776,000; Nelson, £257,000; 5t Vincent,
£202000; Rodney, £91,000; Exmouth,
£132,000. These are only a few, but they
are the largest. There are others who draw
anpuities ranging from one hun-
dred to ope thousand pounds a Yyear,
and 80 obscure is their origin that it
will puzzle the Government to answer
the questions Mr. Bradlaugh is about to ask.
It is no wonder the «pposition to the mem-
ber for Northampten is so bitterly opposed
by the aristocracy. The Coustitution is in
danger surely, but the people are not dis-
turbed, believing there is somothing wrong
with an article which allows the Irieh people
to die of hunger whilelit permits gold being
shovelled into the pockets of the descendants
of females of easy virtue.

LORD BEACONSFIELD.

Denjamin Disraeli, Earl Beaconsfisld, K.G.,
died between four and five of the clock this
morning. He was, according to « Dod,” born
on the 21st December, 1805, though Mr.
Piccioti fixes the date in ‘1804, and a like
unceitainty hangs reund the place of the
gtatesman’s birth, some saying it was in
Hackney, while others contend he was born
in a lhouse at the Bsouth-west corner of
Bloomsbury Square. He was the son of
Isaac Disraeli, author of the ¢ Curiosities
of Literature,” and of Maria, daughter of
George (or Joshua) Basevi, of Brigbton, and
was the second of four children, of whom
there is surviving but one——James Digrasli,
Clerk to the Privy Council. In his earlier
years Benjamin was brought up in the Jewish
faith, and he and his brothers were initiated
into the covenant of Abraham, though his
father left the Synagogue before he died, and
his children fell away from it imperceptibly.
The earlisr part of his life is rather obscure.
He did not veceive a university education.
He first came into notoriety as the author
of #Vivian Gray,” after which he was
known asone of the jeunesse dore of London,
was admitted to the Bociety of Lady Bless-
ington and the curled darlings who frequented
Gore House, dressed in stlk velvet, wore two
watches, and was recognized both as an in.
tellectual and elegant ewell generally. He
stood for Wycombe ag a Radical in 1832, re-
commended by Daniel 0'Connell, and the late
Lord Lytton, was defeated again and again for
the same Wycombe ; but nothing dannted he
gtood for Maidstone in 1835, and was elected
on a platform which might have been either
Radical or Conservative, and was in fact a
curious combination of both, for Diaraeli saw
with the eye of genius that the Tory, being
the party of stupidity, aforded the best
chance for & young aspirant to the future
Promlership such as he was. It was dnring
these elsction contests that Disraell quar-
relled with his former patron, O'Connell, and
met him again in after times at « Phillipi,”
where he received such terrible chastisement
at the hands of the Liberator, who dubbed
him the |Dheiratlaw to the impeni-
tent thief who died beside Ohrist on
the Cross. While struggling upwards with
dauntless resolution and admirable patience,
mounting remg after rung of the ladder
of fame, he Was not forgetful of literaturs.
Ho wrote in the years between 1835 and 1852
a number of [novels mostly of & political
natare, which dazzled the paublic by their
brilliancy as much as he dazzled the House of
Commons by his wit and elogquence.  Ckief
among these novele are “Coningaby”
«The Young Duke,” # Contarini Fleming”
#The Sybil” # Venetia,’ and * Alroy.” His
late works of # Lothair and Eadymion” are
utterly worthless, except ae showing
the senility to which an old politiclan
can arrive towards the close of his life,
Diaraelf, like Sheridan, broke down in his
ficst Parlismentary effort, but as he glared
around him amid the hilarfous laughter of
the House, he uttered the memorable and

prophetic worde: # I now it dawn, but the

! time will come when you shall hear me.”

And the time did come when the House did
hear him, and:hang on his words as-if they
igsued from the lips of a magician: - As the
years rolled ‘on .and the old chiefs of the
Conservative. party-'died or retired Disrasli
.came more prominently to the front as'a
leader. When Bir Bobert Peel surrendered
his protection policy Lord George Bentinck
and the author of Vivian Gray led the party,
and on the defeat of Bir Robert part of his
ambifion was realized. He became Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer in March, 1852, on
the downfall of the Russell Ministry. From
that time until 1867 he took his turn ag one
of the Ministeraor leaders of the Opposition, as
fortune willed it, and in 1867 reached thke goal
of his ambition by beceming Prime Minister
of England on the death of Lord Derby. His
relgn was a short one, for Mr. Gladstone, now
his rival, overthrew the Miniefry in 1868 on
the Irish Cburch resolutions, and Disraelf
resumed the leadership of the opposition
uvntil in’1874 when he rode triumphanily
into power at the head of a large majority.
He bad gradually educated the Conservative
party into the kind of doctrine which he
termed liberal Comnservatism, for want of a
better name, and he now assumed the role of
dictator, dragging Lord Salisbury after his
chariot wheels, though tbat honest but
bitter tongned statesman had called his
policy one of “legerdemain” seven years
before when he made such great sacrifices on
the franchise question in order to remain in
office. The rest of the dead man’s history is
well known, how he adopted the role of an
Oriental vizler, created the Queen Empress
of India and himeelf Earl and Knight of the
Garter, made war upon Afghanistan and the
Transvaal, brought Sepoys to Malta from
India, almost declared war against Ireland,
and was finally hurled from power by the
outraged electors of the three Kingdoms, who
were heartily tired of his tricks and scien-
tific frontiers.

Although Beaconsfield led tbhe Torles he
was not a Tory bimself. He was & man of
expediency ; he was that wonder in politics,
s democratic-aristocrat ; he was anything and
everything that circumstances required of
him, in contradistinction to Gladstone, his
successful rival, who entertains convictions
and will not bend to circumstances. It is
even doubtful if he held any religlous opin~
ions, except a hazy belief in some kind of a
Supreme Ruler or Destiny who would protect
a man of genius. It was his pride to become
a titled aristocrat, and he succeeded. The
leaders of his party hated him, but they
could net do without him, and hence he rode
into the first position in the realm on thelr
necks, It was something for the son of a
semi-obscure lilteratenr and a Jew at that, to
hsve dukes and marquises as his subordin-
ates, and the probalities are, that had he
lived and assumed power once more, he
would kimself become a duke. That he was
a8 great man there can not exist the
slightest doubt, but that men with
greater genlus than he, but with weaker
will and hLonester heart, even im this
century have lived ard died and gone to their
graves unknown is still less doubtful. His
talents were more dazzling than solid; with
much of the statesman in his character was
mixed up a little of the charlatap, but that
must perhaps be set dewn to his Eastern
origin. That he really cared anything tor
tbe interests of England, except wherever
they wera bound up in his own advancement,
is also doubtful. He is now dead, and all
that can be said of him i& that he drove his
country into dishonorable and unsuccess—
fal wars, which cost blood and treasure;
thas he was & mast vindictive and implacable
enemy of oppressed Ireland, and that al-
thovgh he performed gooa actions in his life,
they were outweighed by the bad ones,

LAND LEAGUE MEETING.

The usual weekly meeting of the Montreal
Branch of the Land League was held in the
St. Patrick’s Hall on 8anday afternoon.

A motion was made that the meetings of
the League bo beld at 7 p.m. Sunday evening,
instoad of the wsual hour 3 o'clock in the
ufternoou. From the discussion which en-
sued it was perceptible that the: pressnt and
usual hour of the meeting wus prefersble and
more accoptable to the members, aud the mo-
tion was threfore not carried.

Several calls having been made for Mr.
Murney to address the meeting, that gentle-
man rose and made an eloquent speech on the
subject of forced emigration. He was fol-
lowed by Ur. Willlam Clork, a gentlemad
from Boston, who also. gave bis views in an
eloquent manner on thesituation. He saluted
them in the name of the American people,
and said that they should a1l join hands and
push this battle to & triumphant end.

Branches had
sprung up all over the Union; the press kA
become friendly, and gave the agitation its
mighty support. He asked if the landlord
should be allowed to comvict and if the
Coercion Bill should exercise 1ts terrors over
their friends und fellow-countrymen in the
old land. Here the speaker gave a fearful
snd telling description of an eviction scen®
where the curée of an orphan was uttered
against the landlord. England had giver
mora to savage tribes than she ever did to
Ireland, but this agitatlon would force her 1o
act more justly, it would in 1te onward march
sweep all tbe relics of injustice and tyranny
off the green and fertile soil of Ireland.

cuemies, and why all this ? It was to tell us
that we caunot reach Heaven without suffer-
ng; that we should trample under foot the
Pleasures of this world, and that we should
aleo be crucified with Him, for the Holy
Word rays ;— Let Him take up his cross
and follow me” Yes, vemain faithful to your
God; persevere in defending His interests,
and gwell your measnre of charity and love.

is then one of joy and bappiness, because
Jegus Christ, who was dead, has burst asunder
the chains of death, and has come forth from
the tomb triumphant and glorious, and has,
like the orb of day, u brilliant light all over
the world, O victory uunparalleled in the
annals of humanity, when sin and death: have
been conquered. Let every soul then breathe
forth a hymn of praise and of gratitude to
the Redeemer of mankind, for #He is risen,
aud He Is not here.” The mystery of this
day presented a two-fold aspect; first, it was
the signal of  Jesus - Christ's triumph;
secondly, it wag aleo the signal of our own
triumph, It was the signal of our Lord's
triumph, for, on this day He gained a victory
overthe tomb, he conquered the rage of his
enemies, and he triumpked over the weakness
of his diaciples. Thetomb wasto us the great-
est of all our miseries, but for Jesus Christ jt
was the cradle of his future greatness ;—for
us it was a dismal pricon, but for Him it was
an abode of freedom amongst the dead ; for
ug it was s proof of our humanity, but for
Him it was a demonstration of His Divinity.
This was then a marvellous victory for the
Redecmer over the tomb, and upon it de-
pended the truth of his teachings and the
proof of His Divinity. He alone of all crea-
tures had arigen from his sepulchre by virtue
of His own power. “He is risen and He is
not here.” The second victory of our Lord
was ovewthe rage of His enemies. He con-
quered them in thelr might for ever, and He
gave them their death blow. So that future.
generations might not entertain any suspi-
cions of the reality ot this glorious mystery
the Redeemer did mot choose His own dis-
ciples to witneas Fig resurrection, but allowed
Bis enemies to be forced to give testimony to
Nis great trlumph, And what precantions
did not the Jews take? The tomb was
gealed and Roman soldiers placed as
guards . over it, but all te no avall,
the power of a God was resistless.
Our Lord algo trlumphed over the weakness
of His own apostles ; St. Peter recognizes His
voice ; 8t. Thomas places his fingers in the
wounds; they all see and converse with Hiw,
and they now all belleve in the resurrection
and become the champlors of the Gespel.
These were, then, the three grand victories of

Jesus Chxist on this day, Moreover, our Lord

patroness ot Spain.

the Northwest Territories, 32,000; in British
Culumbia, 20,000; in British Honduras,
20,000 ; acd in British Guiana and Busbadoes,
18,000.

Telegrams [n Monday's papers announced
that a large body ot police proceeded on
Saturday to Clogher, near Ballaghaderreen,
to protect a process-gerver named Broder in
the service of writs on the estate of Mr.
Arthur French. A collision took place be-
tween the people and the police. Orders
were given to the police to fire, when two
men were killed snd many wounded. Ons
policeman was also killed. -

A correspondent of the Frening Telegraph,
writing from the scene on Monday, says :—

To-day I went to the spot where this ter-
rible affuir took place, and I saw the ground
besmenred with blood where the two unfor-
tunste men wero shot by the police. It oc-
curred in o townland named Monasterevan,
near Coolavin, in the county Sligo, and the
place occupies an elevated position, being
several thousand feet above the level of
Lough Gara, an entire view of which it com-
mandy, the scenery around being very pic-
tutesque. Two hills of greater altitude look
frowningly down from the immediate
neighborhood, northward of the place,
and skirting one of them runs the road alovg
which the police travelled in company with
the process-gservers. As they ascended the
hill {rom the Northern side, audgot to the top,
they came in sight of the people on the
Southern slope, and asfoon a8 they saw them
the order was given to fire, which was obeyed,
the result being that two men were
shot dead on the ground and several
wounded, many very daogerously, From all
{nformation I could gather from eye-witnesses
thore was not the slightest provocation
given by the people, whe, in fact, were seve-
ral perches away from the police when they
at once firsd. Eighteen shots were fired, and
had it net been that their commander was
felled to the ground by a blow of a stone there
is no doubt scores of lives would have been
lest. The police sdvanced in file from the
tap of the hill, the foremeut firing, and then
retiring in order tbat the next man to him
might do likewise. Ia this way a withering
fire was kept up for several minutes, till the
people, seeing the dreadful position they were
placed in, closed in upon the police and put
them to tlight. The proceas-server, after dis-
charging a six-chambered revolver, made oft
with his life, and his retreat was covered by
two of the *buckshot warriors.” In this
way he made hisescape. He had come under
escort to psrform scme duty disagreeable to
the p:ople on the property of Captain Firench
at Islund-road, or thereabouts.

The following graphic deecription of the

terrible affray is supplied by a Freeman cor-

responient, who writes from Boyle on Mon-

day night :—

I regrat exceedingly to state that the affray

between the police and the people which

occurrad on Saturday in the townland of

Clogher, county Sligo,presents all the features

of a desperate sanguinary encounter. The

appearance of the sceneof the struzgle—the

two dead men, the dyiug police sergeant,

the dangerously injured sub-constable, and

the number of peasants sufleting from wounds

aud lying In bed—would Jead one to believe
that o battle had been fought. To-day in the

village of Clogher 100 police and 27 soldiers

were loitering about tne police barracks,while

the country people discoursed in sad tones

the awful affnir of Saturday morning. Some

hundreds, notwithstanding the fact that it was

fair day in DBoyle, remalned at home

for the ©purpose of attending the

funerals of the two victims who were

shot. Buckshot entered the breast of the

farmer Corcoran, penetrating tbe heert, while

Flanuery, the son of a farmer, waB pierced

through the bead with a bullet, which paesed

from the templeright through the skulf, mak-

ing & hole which an ordinary thimble could

pass through. The circumstances connected

with the ghastly affray areshort, it not having

lasted ten minutes. It appears that James

Bioder, a process-server, was employed to

gerve processes on the preperty of

Mr., Arthar Ffrench, of Johnstown,

Straffan, county Kildare. Broder had

failed on Thursday in performing his

duties; He then rought police protection,

and on Saturday no less than forty police

were drafted into the barrucks., UBroder ap-

peared outside the village, a place of four or

five cottages. He was not escorted by the

forty police, nor by the military, who were at

Balinghadsrin, nor was he accompanied by a

resident magistrate. He was conducted

along the road by Consiable Armstrong

and three sub-constables. They were

armed with rifles, The process-ser-

ver carried a bull-dog revolver. They

nscended a hill which is so steep

having a platesu of about six feet, that one
cannot see a person coming in the opposite

direction until they are within 12 yards or so

of each other. When Broder came to the

summit on the other side of the hill were seen

about thirty or forty persons, mostly women,

boys and girls, a number of men being in the

rearjJAs the armed party approached, a ycung
woman ran forward to the police and said:

®All we want are the processes, and

that you will leave the roofs of our cabins

over us tor another year.” She, report says

pushed forward, telling the police that they

would not in any way try to harm them,

Suddenly, and I have it from those who were

preseat, the police drew acroes the road, fixed
bayonets, and, it is alleged, fired under in-

structlons. Broder was to the front, revolver
in band. Shots from the party were fired

with terrible and fqtal results. The people
fled, but those who were so close o the police
that in the mere attempt to turn they
would have been bayoneted or shot in
the back, rushed 1n on them. Constable
Armstropg and Sub-constable Hayes wers so

near the people that they selzed their rifles,
threw down the men, and beat the two other
moambers of the constabulary who were pro-
tecting Broder, who, it is stated, fired bis re-
volver. His retreat was made perfect by, it
is further alleged, the diligent shooting of his-
two protectors. These three made for the
potlice barracks, leaving the coustable and the
sub.constable on the hill with the people.
The sub-constable also escaped. From the
time the police had made their appearance on
the top of tbe bill until the three
subs and PBrodor bad disappeatsd Doi
ten minutes had elapsed. Two men,
Corcoran and Flannery, lay dead, while the
police sergeant to all appearance was aleo
dead, and geveral injured people lay groan-
ing In wgomy from thelr wounds. When
starting from Clogher this evening I learned
that a country woman was very bad, and she
and a young mam were believed to be dylng.
When the dead and wonnded had been carried
to their cabins the sergeant lay alone on the
kill, After some time, however, the police,
who were in barrackg nota mile away, turned

His head was coverad with plasters,
and he seemed to have received
bad treatment, Leaving the barracks
I proceeded to the farm house of Joseph Cor-
coran, who leaves a widow and six children.
Outside bis cabin was his coffin. His appear

a deep sleep were il not for the signs of blood
abont the nostrils, mouth and ears. On
examining the breast shocking wounds were
vigible. In the house a heartrendingscene
was enacted., His children wept and sobbed
loudly, and the wife's sorrow was most
intense. While standing in the cabin
amongst her neighbors, she suddenly
fell in 8 faint and had to be car-
ried out. Corcoran was a tenant of
Mr., Thomas McDermott, and held about six
acres. Brien I'lannery was unmarried, aged
34, and was shot, as I have already stated,
through the head. Flannery was the support
of an aged mother, father and sister,and farm-
ed about four acres on the property of Mr.
I"french,but failed to ascertain if he was ono of
the men who were about being evicted. The
following are particulars of the wounds re-
ceived by the other civilians and the police :—
Hogh Reilly, suffering from buckshot
wounds in the head, ince and shoulder.
Darby Dufly, similar wounds in the legs.
Michael Casey, bucksbhot wounds in tho
face and shoulder, and a4 bayonet wouna.

Constable Armstrong, eight Iucised wounds
on the scalp, both ears split, a contused
wound on his arm, and paralysed on theright.
side.
Sub-Constable Hayes, five wounds on the
head, one ear split, hands bruised, and a
bayonet wound.
The people say there wns some Bgtone
throwing by children, but nothing whatever
to justify the shooting. They emphatically
deny that they used sticks except for self-
protection. Quite a corps of doctorg were
engaged attending to the injured during
Saturday, Sunday aud to-day—Dr. Peyton,
Dr. O'Farrell, Dr. McMahon aad Dr. McDer-
mott. They are very sanguine ef the re-
covery of all but two—a man named Reilly
and Coustable Armstrong. There was a
slight improvement in the latter to.day, but
his case is believed to be hopeless. The Rev.
Denis O'Hara, of Ballaghaderin, was nuceas-
ing in his endeavors toalloviate the suflerings
of the people.

LORD BEACONSFIELD.

THE CLOSING MOMENTSO F HIS LIFE.
Loxpox, April 19.—Lord Beaconsfield’s
renewed debility began on Sunday night,
when ihe east wind commenced to blow, He
continued to Iose ground throughout Bonday
the unfavorable wind continuing and con-
stantly increasiogin keonness, He died at
balf-past four this morning, calinly,ns if he
were atleop. The intelligence of bis death
was immediately despatched to the Queen,
Prince of Wales and other members of the
Royal family, and to Mr. Gladstone, who is
now at Hawarden. The news became gene-
rally known throughout the city towards 9
o'cleck, when speclal editions of the morning
papers were issued. Though not unex-
pected, in view of his physician's state-
ment last night that the symptoms
gave grounds for moro grave anxiety than
at any period during his illness, creates n
deep sensation. It was obeerved at 3:15
this mornipg that Lord Beaconsfield’s end
was near. The physicians think only his
atrength of will enabled him to srtruggle as
long a8 he did. His courngonever falled him
to the last.

The executors of Beaconsfield’s will are
Nathaniel Rothschild and Sir Phillip Rose.
The latter will go to Hughenden Manor with
Lord DBarrington to-day. No arrangements
as vet have been made forthe funeral. It le
probable that unless the Quneen otherwise
orders it Beaconsfield’s romaine will be baried
at Hughenden with those of his wifo. The
accounts gathered from the physicians
show that he retained his cheerful-
ness. He several times during his
iliaess stated his belief that he would die
One Doctor says: Droweiness was apparent
earller in the night and deepened towards
midnight into a stupor from which he was
with dafliculty ronsed. He then took nourish
meunt up to half-past one. About two o'clock
he became comatoee, breathing with much
difficulty. Doctcrs Kidd and Bruce at once
applied the usual restoratives, but for the first
time elnce his illness they failed to
produce any effect and it became evident that
his death was imminent, Lord Barrington.
Dr. Quain and Sir Phillip LRose were hastily
summoned. Rose and Qnain only arrived a
few minutes Lufore the end. Five minutes
before he expired the breathing became slow
and gentle, the face was placid, and the
heart’s action and pulse coutinued a few
minutes after the breathing ceased to be ap-
parent. His friends and nurses continued
round hia bed for a few minutes after. The
deceased's end was so qulet it was difficult
to realize he was dead, All were deeply
affected.

We have much pleasure in reproducing the
following from the Irish/ correspondence of
our local contemporary the Witness. . It will
show that there is one person in the world at
least which differs from the editor of that
paper, and that is its Irish correspondent :—

Donegal, near Killmacrenun}
March 25th, 1881,

81,—To make excursions to a short dis-
tance from this pretty town of Ramelton and
to return again has been my occupation for
the last week. It whs arranged that on pion-
day, 21st, I was to go with soma_kind friends
to see life up among the mountains of ]?nne-
gal, but down came another storm. Snow,
Dbail, slest, raim, hail, sleet and rain again.
Storms rule and reign among these hills this
March, destroying all prospect of March dust,
1 am afraid. Nothing could be donebut wait
i1l the storm was over, goiug to the windows
once 1n & while to watch the snow driving
past, or to notice that it had changed to slect
rain. The mountain tops are are wuite again,
and look wild and wintry. To-day it rains
with & will. The cold hers at present is
more chilly and penetrating than Canadian
cold. I have put on more, and yet more
clothing, and I am cold. Many, very m-ny,
people during the past dreary winter have
had no bed clothes at ail. I am afraid from
what I ses and hear that the famine was more
dreadful here in Donega!l than we in Canada
imagined. Plenty of people even now are
living on Indian meal stirabout, without milk
or anything else to take with it. This, three
times a day, and thankful to have enough of
it to satisly hunger. It was pitiful to see
little children and aged women, with but
thin clothing on, wslking barefoot throngh
the snowy slush of yesterday. My uttontion
was drawn yesterday to a ballad singer, nl-
most blind, ¢ whose

was picturesque. His dreary attempts at
singing with his teeth chaiteiing, the rain
and sleet searching out every corner of his
rags, was pitiful. He was hurdly able to
staud agaiust the cutting wind. I sent out
and bought his ballad a8 an excuse to give
him the Queen’s picture. The songe wore
clever for local poetry, They were treason-
ous too, but then loyalty is the song of the
wall-fed, well clad, well-to-do citizen. Treason
nnd wretched ness fit woll together, in a help~
less, barmlesg way.

Your London correspondent of February
11th remarke: « Even Ireland has nothing
lett but to settle down and attend to putting
in the crops” This is an English and com-~
fortable view ; the remark of a man who
was not there to see, It is far otherwise here
in County Donegal.

EVICTIONS ARE PLYING AROUT

as thick as ¢¢the leaves of the forest when
asutumn hath blown" This wild second
winter is the time selected for thege evictions.
Ewery local paper has notices of evictions here
snd there, QOne of the speakers st Ennis~
killen said he had never 8een 56 many eject-
meunts in his life; never knew such havoc
mede among the Irish tenantry. Purposely
evictions are kept very secret, It is, in
general, afterward and from the local papera
that anything about evictions are known. I
am told credibly, and I can well believe it,
that any one who has seen evictions does not
forgot them in a hurry. I have beon told of.
retired policemen who counld not bear to spesk
of scenes in which duty compelled them to
take part when in the force. Captain Dobbin
has gone to France again for the purpose
of further eviction. ‘This gentleman travels in
great state, with a body guard of pnlice. The
Sheritf of this place, who was officially to
carry out thuse evictions, goes about without
any body guard. Either he is able to do his
hard duty so as not to make himself pergon-
ally obnoxious, or, as the peopls here say, the
agent is putting the county to unnecessary
expense in this matter. 1t has beensaid that
neviction is a sentence of death,” by no lessa
person thun Mr. Gladstone. Well, these
sentencer of death, are passed upon our fel-
low-creatures here and carried out without
mercy. They tell me that the renson of these
great evictions at present is to prevent the
wretched tenants from bhaving any benefit
under the promised Land Bill. If they are
svicted now and readmitted as caretakers,
they can be sont off aguin at a week’s notice,
and have no claim under the Ul!ster custom
for past improvements., I think any can-
did person can see thiat these people are
not in & position to pay back remt, or even
present rent at the high rate to which it is
raised. JIu some instances they are
not able to pay any rent at all. There bad
been some years of bad seasons ending In one
of abrolute famine. 1he report of the Re-
lief Committee for northern Donegal was
published on 28th of Qctober, 1880. I met
with a member of that Committee, which was
composed ot sixteen Protestants and eleven
Catholics, including the Catholic Bishop of
Raphoe and the Presbyterian member ol Par-
liament. This gentleman informed me that
food was given in such quantities as to pre-
gerve lifo only. Beed was also given. Many
people of respectable standing, whose need
was urgent, applied for relief secretly, not
wishing their want to be known. Helped in
this careful way the amount given, exclusive
of expenses, in North Donegal was £33,-
660.17.1. Of which amount the New York
Herald gave £2,000 besides £203 to an emi-
gration fund emabling 115 persons to leave
the country. Suvely we must think that
before these people applied for public charity,
and every case was examined into by some ¢f
the committes or their agents—they had ex—
hausted all their means, and sold all they
had to sell. How then could ihey possibly
be able to pay back rent in March, 1881.
Igee that the Land Leaguers of Maghera-
felt have determined to petition the Queen to
usé her infinence to get redress for their grie-
vances. There is'a strong feeling of distrust

They say there never will be justice dono to
the pecple by a Parliament of landholders.
Others hope everything from it. Others
again say that there i8 no need of reform in
the land laws, that everything is right if
pesple were rot stirred up by agitators, and
made discontented. 7These last are not ten-
ant farmers ; neither they nor those dear to
them have suffered eviction. On the post car
between Letterkenny snd Ramelion as we
were noticiog that the whins were budded
out yeliow iu spite of itho cold, a lady
on the car told us of a beautiful whin hedge
thet had been on the road side on a certain
firm, but hed been malicicusly butned.
Whins are dry at certain seasons, was re-
matked, snd there are 80 many swokers it
might have beenn done by accident.

THE ABBOT OF BELLEFONTAINE.
INTERVIEW WITH AN EXPELLED TRAFPIST—FRANCE
AND THE RELIGIOUS ORDERS— CANADA AND
THE TRAPPISTS,

A representative of Taxr Posr called at the
Seminnry of St. Sulpice to request an inter-
view with one of the Trappists who have
lately arrived in our city from France, and
who are, during their visit, the guests of the
Seminary. It was cordially granted, nnd the
pleasure of an introduction to the very rev-
erend Father Jean Marie was at once afforded.
Ho is the Abbot of the Monastry of Bellefon-
tuine, situated in the Province of Vendee,

Rep —Was it the will of the I'rench people
that your Order should be attacked and ex-
pelled ?

In answer to this question the Rev. Avbot
snid emphatically No, On the contrary, the
people were wild with indignation when they
were forced to realize that the authoiities of
the land were bound on wielding the baton of
despotisin and on unsheathing the sword of
persecution. On ths morning of the Gth of
November last, when the Pretect, Louis As-
siot, with his subordinates and with the

soldiery, marched to the Monastery of Belle-
fontaine to expel and cast them ob the road-
side, over ten thousand French citizens sur-
rounded the walls of the Abbuy to protest
against such acts of vandelism. Many of
them were armed and would have protested
with their blood but for the powerful appeals
ot Mgr. Freppel of the Trappists, and several
distinguished citizens to oppose this undig-
nified injustice but a passive resistance and
an indignant protest.

Rep.—To whom or to what can thig expul.
sion ot the religious orders be attributed ?

Rev. Abbot.—This open and armed viola-
tion of all the laws which protect the citizen,
iz but one of the acts of the gloomy drama
which is being enacted in France at the pre-
sent time, one of the episcdes of the bitter
war declared against the Catholic Church by
the vetaries of Free Masonry. free Masonry
is the avowed enemy: of all religion; its
socret influence is being felt in all our laws;
jt bas bamnished religious training from the
gchools; it has deprived the Jesuits of the
right of intermediate education, and it is now
rooting out the religious orders; in the future
we may expect the abrogation of the Concor-
dat ; the separation of State and Church ; the
Churches closed or in the bands of schisma-
tics, in fact an attempt at annihilation ; its
programme of destruction is progressive and
systematic.

Rep.—Do you think that this programme
will be carried out or that the ptopie will
meekly submit to it?

Rev. Abbot—It certainly will not in the
near future, for there is a wide difference of
opinion between the people and their rulers
as to this uncalled for persecution; aud al-
ready a strong reaction has set in. The Gov-
ernment itself has requested, and even prayed
me to return with my brother monks to my
Abbey at Bellefontaine; it could no lenger
resist the determined will or refuse to accede
to the wishes of the noble people of Vendee.

Rep.—How many Monasteries are under
the control of the Trappists, and were the
decrees of the 29th March executed against
all 7

Rev. Abbot.—In Fraunce there are 23 Abbeys
under our regime ; of that number the authori-
ties dared only to distucb eight, three of
which have since been ru-opened and occu-
pied by the expelled monks.

Rep.—Is it in your discretion to inform me
of the object of your visit to this side of the
Atlantic?

Rev. Abbot.—Certainly; and it affords me
great pleasure te have this opportunity to
make known our object to the general public.
We came to Canada, and to Montreal es-
pecially, on a tour of Inspection; the Semi-
nary of St. Sulpice has offered to the Trap-
pist Order a grant of land situated at the
Lake of Two Mountains, and which consists
of some 800 acres. ‘This generous offer has not
been made yesterday but is one which dates
back some nine years. At that time we wereo
nnable to accept, but nnder the present cir-
cumstances we mav find ourselves in a posi-
tion to avail ourselves of it and to establish
a Monastery on the banks of the Ottawa, It
is our intention to commence work in the
summer when the foundations of the Monas-
tery will be laid. Of course our beginning
will be small; but with time and labor we
ghall enter into larger developments.

Rep.~What 18 the object of the Order of
the Trappists?

Rev. Abbot.—Our raison d'etre ia twofold—
that of prayer and labor. After the hour of
prayer we devote all our time to egriculinre,
which constitutes the principal object cf all
our work, and demands our special attention
in all its forms, I intend wisiting the Lake
of Two Mountains to examine the land and
ascartnin what kind of agriculture will he best
suited to it. We also give special caxo to the
raising of cattle.

Rep—Do not the Trappists also engnge in
other pursuits ?

Rev. Abbot—Yes, their rule allows them
to take chargo of penitentiaries, to form neri-
cultural classes, an. to devoie themrelves
to certain mrnufactures ; their grand object 18
to prove thomselves useful to the commuunity
whaerein théy reside.

Czrenr CoLruae,—The whole description of
the culture of celery is given in Henderson’s
« (tardening for Profit,” Celery thrives best
on low, moist, rich soil ; the plante are grown
in a seed-bed and transplanted in July or
August into rows, placed four feet apatt, and
as the plants grow they are earthed up so
that only the leaves appear above the sur-
face,

Ssemye wita Torxirs.—It wonld not doto
geed timothy with sowed corn ; the corn
would smother the grass. l3ut the grass can
be very well sown with turnips. or even
alone. If-sown with turnips, mix one
pound of turnip-seed with the grass-seed, (six
or vight pounds,) and Bow half one way of the
field and have the other way, so as to get an
even seeding.

Crors ror A Brack Loax.—A black loam
full of vegutable mutter should be agoed soil
for potatoes unless potssh is lucking; il they
fail on such land a liberal dressing of wood
ashes would probably be Lepeficial, Such
soil is favorable for onions, but te have good
sizod bulbs plenty of munure or fertilizer
will be required. Potash i particularly ne-
cessary for potatoes, and forty bushels peracre
of wood ashes would perhaps supply the de-
fect in the eoil.

SyurTy OATS. —Smutty seed, whether oats,
corn or wheat, should be steeped in a solu-
tion of snlphate of copper, four ounces to a
gallon of water, or in strong brine. This will
kill the spores of smut. The solution is
poured over the seed in a barrel and the seed
stirred ; or the seed is Dlaced in a barrel with
n hole in the bottom, closed with a plug,and
the solntion poured over it,and after an hour
the residue not absorbed is drawn off and
more seed is then treated  This should be
douse a fow hours before theseed is sown.,

How To Use Maxure EcoxowmicaLry,—
With a small lot ot cow-manure and 10 bar-
rols of hen-manure you have enough for half
an acre of corn by managing as follows: Mix
the cow-manure and tbe hen-manure together
very thoroughly, adding a bairel or two of
pluster, Keep it in a beap, and turnand
remix it once before using it. Then put it
in the hill with the seed at planting. Divide
it by estimsting the number of bushels; 100
bushels will give a full quart to a hill for
half un acrs.

FEerTiLIZER FOR CoRN.—A mixture of night
soil, earth, salt, and aghes would doubtless be
useless for corn if appliedin the hill; but the
ashes should be mixed until immediately be-
fore using the manure. The following meth-
od might be used, vix,, mix the eartk and
nightsoil, stirring it well with a rake until it
is made fine, put this in & heap and keep it
dry ; theday it is used add the salt and the
nshes, mix thoroughly, and use it immediatly
while it is dry.

A Farrow Cow.—Some cows rarely show
any sigus of coming into breeding condition,
and your cow ia probably still farrow. A cow
that is expected to calve in a month wiil ex-
hibit very evident indications of Lhe calf;
the calf should be :seen to move very dis-
tinctly on the right side of the cow; milk
willdry off and the body of the cow enlarge
conaiderably. If these indications do notap-
pear, it may ba concluded that the cow is not
in cslf.

Wmcnr Graiy mpas T Most Lime?—Ot
the common grains oata’has the most lime: the
grain bas 1 pound of lime 1n the 1,000; the
straw has 31 pounds, and the cbafl 7 pounds.
Bones have 33 pounds of 1imse in the 100, and
oyster shells about 49 pounds. Crushed
bone would be digested very readily by fowls,
and all tha more teadily because it consists
of oruzanic matter, nnd contsins sowme other
nutritive elements as gelatine, and consider-
uble phosphoric acid.

ProspnaTR FoRr GARDEN Crors.-—Fine bone
flour or bone superphorphate of lime is an
excellent fertilizer for oniong or cabbage, or
indeed for any garden crops. Raw bore flour
is better than the superphospbate, because it
coutains some amwmonia; if the superphos.
pbate ia ured, it would be better to use an
eqnal quantity of fish guano or dried blood
with it to provide the nseded ammonia.
Theere fertilizcrs can be procursd in small
quantities wherever seeds or agricultural im-
plements are kept.

VaLoE or Hay.—The reason why conrse
ripe timothy bay sells for a higber price than
other hay in the city markets is becanse such
hay ig congidered better for horses than clover
hav or green timothy. ‘I'hoactually inferior
feeding vaiue is not considered ; but there is
p0 doubt horre owners are justified in pre—
ferring such hay on account of its freedom
from dust, which is injurious to the breathing
apparatus of horses fed on clover or unripe
fimothy. American timothy hay is unsalable
in England because it does not suit their
peculiar ideas and habits.

Prrservise Eoas 1N LigeE.—In packing
eggs away jn 1ime, the lime may be prepared
in any convenient way, but it should be at
leagt ag thick as whitewash that is used for
wallg; that is, ag white as milk, and some-
what thicker. This is called cream ot lime,
and not lime water. The fresher the egga the
better they are kept. One bad egz will spoil
a whole package, so that care should be taken
to bave only fresh ones. The lime will not
eat the shell, for the shell is lime. Half
barrels, pails, jarg, or anythiug that will hold
water, will gerve to hold the eggs. Auny kind
of lime will do.

InrLaveD Upbper —A cow that hea lost the
use of & portion of the udder by aun attack of
garget may regain it in coming in the next
time if proper care .is taken. As goon as
any mitk is foyvnd in the udder it should be.
drawn twice a day until the calf is dropped,
when the calf should be permitted to suck
three iimes a day until the udder is in good
order. If the calf does not suck the injured
quarter this should be milked out. A
pouitice cf corn-menl and vinegar will very
quickly dry a cowand is a dangerous applica-
tion. It is always advisable to milk a cow be-
fore she calves if there 18 milk in the udder
and the udder becomes full and hard.,

FINANOIAL.
The electric light is to all appearances
perfected at last in every particular, import-
ant discoveries having been made of late in
London and New York. An inventorin New
York is said to have invented a process by
which wires can be attached to ordinary
lamps in residences and the flame turned on

and off at random. This is equalled by the
invention of Mr. Swan, of Cragside, Eugland,
an {llustration of which is given in the Lon-
don @raphic. Tbis light can be absolutely
divided without sacrifice of economy, forty-
five lights being in use in Cragside, each lamp
giving a light equal to three ordinary lamps.
Mr. Swan makes use of a continuouns carbon
conductor encloged in a glags bulb hermetic-
ally sealed. At adistance of three-quarters
of a mile the overflow of a pond is used to
propel a six-horse power turbine wheel. This
moves o small Siemens dynamo-electric bat-
tery encased In a strong box mnear the wheel,
and produces the electricity, which is carried
to the house over a double row of copper
wires. -

jected, one iz the ¢ Montreal Electric Light
Company,” the directors of whom are Hon,
Mesers. J, C. Abbott, Join Hawilton and C.
J. Brydges, aud the other is the #Canadian
Electric Lighting Company,” which applies
to the Quebec Leglalature through Messrs.
