CABLE TELFGRAMS.

Specially reporied for and taken from TEE
MoxTRrar DaiLy Posrt.)

Loxnon, Sept. 4.—Six Englishmen, who will
sail for Zauozibar next Wednesday, will probably
be the tiret to meet Stanley, if he is alive, ot
the firs’. to send autheatic information 1f he is
dend. Nuws of the despatch of thie expedition
hag been kept a profound secret here, and is
not known us yet to more than a dozen people
besides the men who are going. Bub the con-
tracts are signed, and nearly eight hundred
hired natives are waiting for the party at Zan-
zibar. It ie in charge of Lieut. Swsine, an
English army officer, withmany veurs’ experience
in the Indian survey service. Before Lt, Weisman
get3 ready to sbart from Germany, or other ex-
plorers wha talk of going to Africa to lock for
Stanley get their plans formed, thesa men will
be on the easb coast of Africa, within abous six
hundred milea of Stnnley’s objsutive point and
right in the veighborhrod where ha will reach
the east coast, if ha renches it at all.  This new
expedition ia made such & mystery of by those
gentleinen who originated it that i ia impassible
to learn exactly what its mission is. But
thrgs fucts wure given me by one of the
party. Some timo bef re Stanley started
on the Emin Pachia ielief expedition, the
Sultan  of Zwnzibar granted an imuwense
piecs of barritory on the esst coast cf Africa to
an Engliah corporation. This grant covers over
fiftv millions of acres, bounded bv Germau pos-
gersions on the south uear the River Rovuma
and by the Wands on the north, The western
limit 18 not tixed, but it extends at least to Lake
Victoria, where supplies are waiting Stanley,
The grant includes Port Mombassa, one of the
bert harbors un the east coast and the easjest
point for Stunley to reach when travelling to
the east coast after reaching Emin Pacha, Mr.
McKinnon, the president, and ons of the rich-
est men in Eogland, has supplied a large
portion of tha funda fortthe Emin Yacha expedi-
tion, Since Stanley left Epgland Mr. McKmnon
and frierds have been busy getting a Royal
charter far the grant, It will be issued them
next Wednerdny, when the news will be official-
Iy gozetted here and become public yroperty,
but not before Lieut, Swaine and his party will
be well out to ren mnd other expeditions fore-
gtalled, It will be at least two montbs before
sny other expedition now talked of can get
started.

Loxpoyw, September 5.—The ventilation of
the Ivish question has had ona unquestionahle
effech. It hss eent n considerable nnmber of in-
telligent and obervant Epglishmen to Ireland
to study thing< themselves, With a gond many
of these pilgrims have chanced to come into
contact and I am surry tosay that, with few ex-
ceptions, the view they bring back is one of
utter and hopaless despair.  They maintain
that Ireland is verily sick unto death, that she
has beor 5o [ong shamefully and brutally mis-
nged, an wheliy and cruelly nepglected and
brought low down, so completely drained
of blood aad strength and recuperative
pnwer that never can she recover, They declare
they a~w in Iteland nothing in repatr ex-
cepb thn roads, more roofless gables than
rooferdfhouses, half ruined towns, surrounded by
wholly roined suburbs, shipless harbors flanked
by crumbiizg stones and empty and dilapidated
warehoures, the fairs apd markets badly at-
tended, the sheep and cattla of an inferior
quality and a poor qoantity of bay, Tha very
soil of the country is apent and exhausted.
“ Home Runle or no Home Rule,” says one
teaveller, ' Ireland is done for, It would take
o huudred yeara to pick her up.”

The Daily News, referring to evictions in
Ireland, says:-The evictions which are mow
cauring 8¢ nwch misery and are belng carried
out with so much violence and expense, could
not, we qnite admit, be stopped by tha
executive, ‘The Mianisters, as such, neither
have, nor ought to bave, the right of interfering
with thn ordmary process of the law, but in
their nigher aitribute of legislators, in whose
handz lies the imtiation of almost all reform,
Saliebury and his colleagnes are directly charge-
able with unroofing the peasante’ houses, and
the ejectment of overburdened tenanta for mot
paying impossible rents, The arreara clause of
the Land Act of 1887, such as was persistently
urged by the united opposition, wonld have
averted tha painful ecandal,

ORISPI'S WANT OF TAOT.

The European prospect was decidedly war-
like a few weeks ago to those bebind the acenes,
but peace now appears to be assured, at least
for the next threeor four years, While the
paperas wers abeorbed in speculating upon the
resulls of the German Emperor's visib to Rusaia,
they entirely forgot Rome, which has really
been the pnlitical centre of late, and the game
which was there beingplayed was quite over-
locked. Prince Bismarck had undoubtedly
hintcd 6o Crispi that Italy would do well to
preesutly querrel with France, and supposing
war broke out batween the two countries, Ger-
moany’s opportunity would have arrived. Crispi
hos displayed an smazing want of tack and has
muddled matters in playiog his cards far boo
fasy and in altogether 80 .clumay a maopner as to
reveal the objecs of his game t0 all Europe, I
hear from a reliable oorrelgondent in Germany
that Prince Bismarck; much exasperated ab the
etupidity of the Xtalisn Premier, who has been
sharply snubbed by the Chancellor, is now more
thun ever aunoyed that the Emperor should
have ineisted upon mekiog an expedition to
Rome this antumn, :

CAREKR OF HER WIIO, AS GODDESS OF REASON,
PROFANED NOTRE DAME.,

Few, evon of those who are most familiar
with the history of the French Revolution,
aro aware tant ons of the most frightful pro-
duote of that perlod of blasphemy and deli-
rium lived until a recent date. A womnn,
who, though sho had no moral influenco npon
the terrible upheaval of coclety that took
pluce in France townrds the end of tho last
century, sud was, In faot, a mere cipher an
regards its canae, atill was the chief actor In
one of the moet appalling scenes of that
ghastly dramo, lived to sce tha Revalatlon
finally subdued, to bahold tho rise and fall of
Napolvon L, the reatoration of the- Bourbons
and the new expulsion, the ostabli¥ament of
the monarchy of July and its collapse, the
ophemeral Republic of 1845 and its death at
the bunde of the Prince Presldent, and only
sugcumbed to the fate of all mankind
when the ““nephew of my uncle” had heen for
twelve years reated on the throne of France,
Oar historical readers will impatiently ex-
claim, ‘‘To the point! Who laehe? Char-
lotte Corday back from the dead, or an al-
leged wife of Talleyrand, or Madame de
Stael, o1 the devil?’ Listen, then. You
have all road deacriptions of the worship of
Reazon. The gentlemsn who conduated the
great French Revolution did not take kindly
to dry metaphyalcal abstractione, and so they
presented Reaeon for the worship of the peo-
ple, in a form that all, even the most obtuse,
could understand and appreclato the khint
which such nn idol conveyed. Litorally upon
the high altar of Notre Dame, the great
cathedral of Parle, a beautiful opera singer,
twenty yeara of age, was placed. This
woman, whoee reputation was infamous even
in thot evil day, was Inceneed and adored by
the mayor and oounoll of Parls, by members
of the national government, men whom oxcess
of Impiety had rendered maniacs. What
an awlul scone ! Un the very epot whero lor
so many centarles tho all holy viztim had
beapoflered to the Eternal Futher, from which
the Sacrament of His Lovoe had blessed the
assembled faithiul, now stoed impnrity per-
sonitied. The abomination of denclation aé
fength stood in the holy place.

No wonder, Indeced, that many thought
that the last days weroc now at hand, and
that this woman was but the forerunner of
the man of ain, When tho mud whirl of the
zevolution began to throw ite own idels Into
the dust, the yovernment sought for the
“‘Goddess of Renson,"” who fled in gullty foar.
They say that years afterwards the unhappy
goddess atill dreaded capture, though no such
danger need to have been apprebended, and
that the morbid, baunting fear of the guille-
tine had prodoced o certain malady, a con-
traction of the norves in the neck, and that
ahe was froquently seen to tremblingly clasp
her hande around her throat as thonghim
droad of the crathlng knife.

But the abeurdity of the
ronclad threat lies in the fact, proved by re-
cent naval manceuvres, that the British flseb is
inadequate to protact the cosst of Eogland from
nvasion, let alone attempting to defend Canada
in a war with the United States.

The object sought was to
blockade the latter, and it totally fauled, Ad-
miral Baird has admitted that the blockade was
ineffective, and all she critics, profeasional and
journalishie, who followed the course of the
mancuvres, express the same opimon, The
correspondent of the Times, who witnessed the
movements from Admiral Baird's flagship, calls
attention to the total failure of the cruisers to
answer nearly every purpose for which they
would ba required in actual warfare.

Of
what use is it for them to dream of pre-
serving their language, laws and .religion
agalnst the emcroachments of the dominant
vace when they bave public men, to whom
are committed the preservation of their
righte, ever ready to sacrifice those rights to
gain a mean advantage over their political
opponents ?

Meonwhile the cynleal old gentleman at
Ottsaa laughs in his sleeve uf the enze with
which he can kesp Juebeo powerless through
the jealousies and lack of principlo that dis-
tingunlsb hie Bleu followers.

. FENCE FUND.

Premier Mercler Gives Practical Proof ot
Nis Sympathy With the Irish Cause
—The Treatment of I-lsh Politienl
Prlsoners Condemned—The
Eongrshoremen Contribute
Fifty Dallars to the
Fund.

There was an enthusiastic public meeting
of Irlshmen, and sympathizars wish Ireland’s
struggle for Home Rule, held Sunday after
noon 1n St. Patrick’s Hall, McGill street, for
the purpose of organizing a fund to aid Par-
vell in his fight against the London Times.

Mr. H. J. Cluran, president of the Mont-
renl Branch of the Irlah National League,
presided, and in & short speech drew atten-
tion to the cruelties which were being per-
potrated upon the Irish members for exercia-
ing the right which all British subjecta hold
most dear—that of free speech—and said

thut the money they woald subscribe
would be to fight the London
Times and the Salisbury Government,

They had all read appeals from the leadera on
the other side of the ocean, and also from
such men as Harcour*, Morley and Gladstone,
Ttey had heard the appeal of the Grand 0ld
Mana to the Scottish and Welsh electora to
rise in their might and crueh the tyranuy aad
mockery of the Saliebury Government, John
Fitzzurald, the treagurer for the Stites and
Cuoada  wppealed to  all the Irish in
these great conntries to give their us-
nistance to crush savh & malevolent
minlatry, Montreal during the past yeors
had done right well, and would do so again.
Toey hud been told by :he leaders op the
otber eide that money was mneeded.

The Enforccment of Non-Interconrse fto be
More Dlsastraas to the United States
Than to Canada—The Dominion
e Thinks 18 Rendercd Indoe-
pendent by the Construce
tion ot the C, P. R,

LoxNpoN, September 9,—Sir Chas. Tupper
yesterday granted me an interview, and in re-
ply to my questions made the following impor-
taut statement : The only point with reference
to the fieheries question noy embraced in my
8peech at the Cutlers’ feast at Shetfield on
Thuraday night, was that {0 which I alluded in
my budget statement ns Finance Minister of
Canada two years ago, that while Canada would
greatly deplore any intervapiion of the friendly
commercial relations aad friendly intercourse
that has existed botwesn the two countries for
the pnat fifty years, the enforcement of
non intercourse  between the two coun-
tries would be more disastrous to she
United States than to the Dominion of Cunada.
The completion of the Canadisn Pacific Railway
has fortunately rendered Canada independent
of Amnerican lines of communication between
the varions provinces of which Canada is com-
posed. If Cavada were desied the right to use
American lines of comiunication the cffect
would be to force oll Canadian tratic over her
own lines, greatly %o their advantage, and to
build up by our cornmerce the ports of St An-
drews, Sb. John and Now Brunswick, instead
;)f, 33 as present, New Yorls, Boston and Port-
and,

" THE MODUS VIVENDIL

When it is remembared that the President of
the United States; on a very recent occasion,
dsclared, in his messaga to the Senate, that
England und Canzda had sgreed to a tresty
which settled ths long vexed question of the
fisheries upon terma  fair, honorable aund
equitable to the States, it seems impossible
to beliove that the return for such action on the
part of Great Britain, Canada and Newfound-
land would be a complete obstruction of all
commerclal intercourse between the States and
Canada. Ib must alsn be ramembered that the
President of the United States expressed great
satiafaction at the mcdus vivendi, freely offerad

| by the British plenipotentiaries and gratefully

accepted by the plenipotensinries of the Statee,
providiog for the avoidacce of all friction pend-
ing the adoption of the treaty. That modus
vivendi has been made law both by the
Canadian perliament and the leg slature of
Newfoundland, snd uader iv the American
fishermen have been supplied with licenses
granting them the commercial privileges they
desired in Canadian ports. ‘The action of
the President and administration of tho States
in regard to the trenty receuntly signed at
Washington by representatives of both coun-
tries, would sevm 10 afford the surest gunrantee
that Mr. Cleveland will adopt no meannre
which will virtually bring about a commereial
war betwuen tho two countries, We can oaly
hupe that after the Presidential clections il
parties in the States will be reundy to muot Eng-
land and Cagada by o fair, equitable adjust.
meet of all the questions av issue betwe:n tho
two countries.

They are a hardy and o necesssrily frugal
people, and I am inclined to belisve tha,
releved from the destitution aod poverty
which surround them a9 present, they would be-
come excellent colonists, obtaining the means
not ooly of a comfortable subsistence, tut of be-
coming independent in their circumstances., If
Lord Lothian’s scheme for obtaining nssistince
from Her Majesty’s Government, and from
philanthropic capitalists willing to help in
rescuing theee pzople from great poverty and
the privation of their present surroundings wore
adopted. 1 see no renson why a large number
of these hardy and intelligent people rhonld
not become entirely auccessful in anada
and o eocurce of mnational wealth instead
of embarrasement and difficulty to the country
ab large. I ahould be very glad to seosuch o
meacure carried out  Canada cannot, of couree,
be expscted to do more than furnish 160 acres of
land free to rack adult emigrant asa bams for
the operation of Lord Lothian’s schems, The
large crop luat year in Mauitoba and the North-
West, especially if supplemented by an equally
good harvest shis vear, must bave the effect of
drawing a Jurgs amount, not only of the popu-
lation, bus of capital to that portion of Canada
a$ & very early date. I have visited a large part
of the North of Scotland, where I was glad to
find much better woather than has been prevail-
ing in England,the crops being secured iz much
better condition. In Aberdeenshire I found
grent attention being directed to the importa-
tion of atore catile from Canada, and
I am inclined to shink that the trade
with this country will steadily assume
very large proportions, as it iz found
that they can obtain caitle from Canada for
feeding nt a much chesper rate than it is pos-
sible to raise them in this country, Canada, on
the other hand, will continue to i!bfmrb Iarge
quantities of shurovghbred stock of all descrip-
wmons for improving her breeds of cattle and
horees and shus be better able to supply, in re-
tur), the demand from this country.

HCOTLAND, PAST AKD PRESENT.

I bad not had s upportunity of visiting tte
Highlands of Scotland for the past furty-five
years. In 1843 I epent rn month there in the
same month of Augus,. ufter taking my degree
at the Upiversity of flinburgh, The chcoge
produced by the introduction of railways and
ateamboats since that date has alterned very
much the appearsnce of that country,
though greatly facilitating  the seeing
of much bhe larger portion of the country
in a short time. I am net quite sure

The papera are full
of them, and nothing else is talked of, The
latest murder fa exoctly like ite prode oseors,
The victim was a woman straet walicer of the
lowest class, She had no money, having been
refused lodgioga shostly lLofore because she
Iancked ). Her throat wus cut so complete.
ly that overything but the spine was severed,
and the body wna ripped up, all the vlscern
bolng scattered abont. The murder in sl its
detaile was inhutnan to the last degree, snd,
like tho others, oonld have bsen the work
only of a bloodthirsty beast in  human shape,
It was committed in the most dering man-
ner possible, The victim wus found in
the backyard of & houee in Hunbury streey
at 6 o'elock. At 5.15 the yard was empty.
To get theie the murderer must have led
through n paseageway In the house full
of =leeping people, sud murdered her
within & foew yarde of several people slaep-
fag by opon winlows. To get away,
goverod with blood, as he must have been,
he had to go back through -tho paseage-
way and into o street filled with early
market people;, Spitalficlds being close by.
Navertholess, not o gound was heard and no
trace of the murderer oxists, All day lovg
Whiteohapel hes been wild with excitement,
The four murders have Leen committed with-
in & gunshot of each other, but the detectivos
have no c¢lue, The London police aud de-
tectlve force is probably the stupldestin the
world, The mun called *‘Loather Apron,” is
etill at large. Heis well known, but they
have not been able to arrest him, and ke will
doubtless do another murder in a day or so.
Oae cluo discovered thts morning by a re-
porter 11ay develop Into something, An hour
snd o hiIf after the murder a man with bleody
hands, ~orn shirt, and a wild lock entered a
public house half a mile from the scene of
the murder. The police have a good descrip-
tion of him, and are trylng to trace it, The
a8Bassin, however, is az cunning ae he is dar-
ing, Both in this and in the last murder he
took but a few minutes to murder hjg victim
in a spot which had been examined but »
quarter of an hour before. Bath the character
of the deed and the coel cunning ulike exhibit
tho qualitiee of & monomaniac., Such a series
of murders has pot heen known in Lonrden for
a hundred years. There s a bare possibility
that it may turp out to he eomething like s
oaso of Jekyll and Hyde, as Joseph Taglor, a
perfectly rellable man, who saw the suspected
pereon this morning In o shabby dress, swears
that he has seun the same man coming our ¢f
a lodglog house in Wiltun street: very diffar-
ently dreesed.

CANADA MUST BE THREATENED,

The question was one of great Importance
and the time had come when the Government
ought to coaot legialation to prove to Canada,
Great Britain and the world that it was in
earnest. The power granted to the Presi-
dent in the bill was no stronger than it
ooght to be. It was time that Capadisn
wrongs should be resented. The bill under
consideration was no war measure ; it was a
peace measure. Lhe President would exer-
oise the power confided to him intelligently
and ocoursg:onaly., The President had a pro-
per appreciation of the dignity and honor of
this Republic and any power placed in his
hands would be nsed for the protection of
American digeity and rights, He (Mr. Me-
Creary) hoped and belleved that when the
bill was ennoted the usual good judgment ot
the English and Canadian authoritles would
be srranged without anything whick would
break up the cordial retatione which had ex-
fsted for many years between Great Britain
and the Uaited States, The President would
be supported by the people of the United
States without regard toparty. There wounld
be no division, bat the men of the South and
the North would stand sboulder to shoulder
solid to defend Amerlcan rights and honor.

Tnen negotiations went cn and bluszomed in
the Chamberlaln-Bayard treaty. Nothiog
was known outside of the consummation of
the praceedings of that pegotiatlon, That
treaty the pentieman bad compared with the
treaty of 1871, and its treatment in the Sezate
with the treatment recelved by the latier.
‘The traaty of 1588 waes an abandonment of
the rights of American citizens, The treuty
of 1871 dealt with them in a eplrit the nation
and manklizd approved. The treaty of 1871
was received with gratification and was con-
firmed by the Sewate. The troaty of 1888
abundonod a wsat region of fishing waters
which American fishermen bad bsforo snd
kept it for Canadian fiehermen. Fortunately
the Sensate did receive it in o different spiris
{rom that in whick the treaty of 1871 wus re-
coived. The epinicn of the country rejsctoed
it long beiote the Ssnate, A pors of the
treaty was uut written, There was a post-
cript that wue not printed. Tae triaty was
& bargatn.

The people of
the Northwest would be hurt i, of all the
methods of retaliation at hia pleposal, tho
President should be ro injudicious as to ze-
lect this one, He would take awuy the com-
petition of the Canadisn lues and muko the
tronk lines mastar of the oituation, He could
not help sharivg in some of tho distrust of the
sincerity of the awskening of the present ad-
minlstration, but it syould not be lony before,
in any otter and better hunde, an a?uinistra.

ment in the world would be dirgracsd that did

the like. While on btha subject of
the treatment of political offenders be-
obaerved that it was  seldom _ that

hs was able to spsak with sabisfaction of
the policy of Austris, buy he had learned with
the greatest satisfaction that Anstria bad given
liberal home rule to the Galician Poles, and_in
that respect ehe was far ahead of En%und. Re-
ferring to Welsh sympathy with she Parnellites,
he aaid the people of Wales would nob be losers
by the present agitation. They would find that
the Beotch, who were a determined people, were
with them when there came s demand for the
solution of Welsh questions.
