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PREAMBLE.

Whereas it was deemed expedient by us,
Farmers and others of British Columbia, that
w Nociety shonld be formed for friendly ir-
tercourse and mutual improvement in Agri-
cultiral Science and Art; and a meeting
having been calied of Farmers and others
for this purpose, an Association was formed,
when the following Constitution and By -
Laws were adopted.

CONSTITUTION.
ARTICLE L~—NAME.

This Society shall be known by the name.
of the “ DBritish Columbia Agricultural and
Iorticultural Seciety.”

ARTICLE IT..—OBJECTS.

The abjects of this Society shall be to ad-
vance the generval interests of Agriculture
and Stock-ratsing in this Provinee, by hold-
ing meetings for discussion, by importing
samples of Seeds and Agricultural Imple-
ments, by importing Live Stock for breeding

urposes, aud by holding Exlibitions, Plow-
ing Matches, ete., and to disseminate wnfor-

mation among its members by corresponding
with similar Socicties both at home and
abroad, and by providing a Reading-Room,
Library and Museum for the use of the
Society.

ARTICLE I1I,—MEMBERSHIP,

Any person cau become a member of this
Hociety by subscribing his name to the Con-
stitution and By-Laws and paying the en-
trance fee of five dollars annually in advan-e,
Any person can become a life-member by
subscribing his name to the Constitution and
By-Laws and paying into the treasury the
sum of one hundred dollars. Ionorary mem-
bers can only become such. by being elected
by a two-thiris vote of the members present
at any meeting. Any person whose sub-
scription is more than three months in arrears
shall thereby forfeit all right to membership.

ARTICLE IV.—--OFFICERS.

The Officers of this Society shall be a Pre-
sideut, two Vice-Presidents, a Secretary,
Treasurer, and a Board of Directors, which
‘shall consist of nine elected members, toge-
ther with the President, Vice-Presidents and
Treasurer, who shall be ex officio members of

the Doard.

ARTICLE V,—FELECTION OF OFFICERS,
The President, Vice-Presidents, Secretary,
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CONSTITUTION, 5

Treasurer, and Board of Directors shall be
elected annually on the first Saturday in
December, and shall take oftice on the first
Saturday in January, and the vote of the
inembers for the election of such Officers
shall be taken by ballot.

ARTICLE VI,~—~MEETINGS,

The regular meetings of this Society shall
be held on the first Saturday of each month,
and the annual meeting on the first Satarday
in December of each year, at such time and
place as may be designated.

ARTICLE VII.-—ALTERATION OF CONSTITUTION.

No alteration shall be made to the Consti-
tution unless a notice ot motion shall have
been given to the Secretary in writing at
least one month previous; and such motion
shall be carried by a two-thirds m jori y of
the members present,




BY-LAWS,

1. Officers =Tt shall be the dnty of the
President, or in his absence the Viee-Presi-
dent, to preside at all meetings of the Soci-
cty and of the BDoard of Directors: to pre-
serve order, give the casting vote, call special
meetings of the Society and Board of Direc-
tors, and to attend generally to the interests
of the Society,

2. Treasurer.—Tt shall be the duty of the
Treasurer to reccive all monies due or donu-
ted to the Society and deposit them in a Bank,
to pay all orders drawn on himself Ly the
Seerctary ar d countersigned by the Presi-
dent. It shall also be Lis duty to keep a
correct account of all the cash received and
expended by him, and to present to the Soci-
ety a monthly and annual report at the regu-
lur monthly and annual mectings.

3! Secrctary.—It shall be the duty of the
Secretary to keep the minutes of the meet-
ings of the Socicty and of the Board of Dir-
cctors, to record the names and veceive the
entrance tees of all members and pay the
annie to the Treasurer; to coreespond with
other similar Societies, and keep copies of all
correspondence ; to keep a labor list; to fur-
nish such information to the members of this
Socicty as may be reguired; and to wuke a
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report to the Society at the end of each year,
which shall be read at the arnual meeting.

4. Board of Directors.—Five members shall
constitute a quorum for the transaction of
business, and it shall be their duty to man-
age the general aftairs of the Society and to
prescribe such rules and regulations for hold-
ing exhibitions, plowing matches, etc., us
they may deem necessary,

ORDER OF BUSINISS.

1. Seven members of this Society shall
constitute a quorum for the transaction of
business. :

2. Reading minutes of previous meeting.

3. Reading correspondence.

4. New business. No new business can
be brought before any meeting of this Socis
cty unless notice thereof has been sent to
cach member by circulur, and a similar no-
tice posted in the Secretary’s room at least
one month previous.
