COMMERCIAL DEPRESSION.
Although unfortunately there is no dis-
pute as to the fact of the existence. of
commercial depression in Canady, it is to
be inferred from the tone of a portion of
the press that it is exceptional, that it is
owing tolocal causes, and that it is possi:
ble to restore prosperity by the action of
Parlinment. We have had occasion to ex-
amine lately a paper printed by the Lon-
don Statistical Society, showing the num-
ber of failures in  England and Wales
duringea period of years, and comparing
them with statistics of a similar kind from
the United States, published by Dun,
Wiman & Co., of New York., ‘I'he period
embraces eight years, 1870 o 1877, and
_is well worthy of consideration by those
who : think that Canada has. experienced
exceptional suffevings.

There is no use shutting onr'eyes to the
fact, that the depression under which we
are suftering is one arising from causes of
o general and notb of & local character, and
that it cannot Le vemoved by :my action
of Parliament. The question of our com-
mercial relations with our neighbors in
the United States ought to be decided on
its merits, irrespective allogether of the
depression which is intluencing people to
such a degree as to perverl: their judg-
ments We cannotl say that we are very
uneasy as to consequences, for when the
political campaign shall have terminaled,
all parties will probably recover thcu‘Jud«'
ment.,

- Before leaving the sulg]cct we may refer
to two  recent calamities arising from the
fearful shrinkage in value of real estate in
the city and imwmediate vicinity. - In no-
ticing the shrinkage in value of merchin-
dise of all kinds we should, perhaps, have
dwelt more ou the disasters which have
fallen on those who speculated on a vise in
real estate.  Serious as has been the fall
in stocks and in merchaudiso, it has been
slight in comparison with that in real
estato, We will: merely: obsorve, in oon:

STOCK BROKERS.

The report ol - the Imperial Commission
which was. appointed several months ago
to:enquire into the mode ol conducting
business on the London Stock Exchange,

_in consequence of the fraudulent foreign
foans by which Inglish investors were
victimized Lo so feurful an extent,
been the sulject of much comment by the
English and’ United States press. We
gather {rom their comments that it is im-
probable that any important change will
be made in the system of conducting
business on the Stock Fxchange. The
commitice for general purposes is elected
annually by the members, and it seems to
have been' the practice to re-clect the
members as o mere matterof form. Xven
defaulters may be re-admitted, or ab leust
might have been re-admitied without difli-
culty under a vrule recently abolished while
the Commission was sitting. The present
regulations permib defaulters to be read-
mitted who have paid out, of their own re-
sources ab least one-third of the balance of

s their losses, provided they fall under one
ol these twvo classes = * The first-class con-
tgists of  those who have failed from
“ default of principals, or from.other cir-
s cumstances, when no' bad faith nor
# breach of  the regulntions of the llouse
 has been practised ; when the operutions
“ have bLeen in reasonable proportion to
« the defauller’s means or resources, and
t where his general conduct has been irre-
« proachable. The second-class is for

The view taken in the report
is that the maintenance of" a high stan-
‘dard with regard lo the re-admission of
defanlters would conduce more than any
other regulation to maintain the charae-
ter of the Stock Exchange itsell, and it
urges that, except ‘under very specinl
circumstances, there should be an adher,
cuce to rule No. 1. Such arule, if carried
out in good fuith, as the commitice have
the power to do, would be more available
to deler members of the Stock Exchange
from reckless speculation than any forci-
ble restrictions of the Legislature. It
seems probable, judging from an article
in the London Feonomist which we have
condoensed, that the interest in the report
will cenlre chiefly in the revelations made
by the witnesses, which are'so astounding
as 1o remind people of the greal South
Sew bulble. It seems almost ineredible
that in the cuse of the Muarseilles Tand Co.
the real price was £340,000, while the
nominal price was £1,109,323, the margin
of L770,000 having been disiributed as
“ promaters’ money ! in various forms. A
very interesting paper on The Debls of
Sovereign wndQuasi-Sovereign States owing
to Bngland by Foreign Countries has been
read before the Statistical Society by M.
Hyde Clarke. Lt contains n {able of the
foreign loans placed in London from 1794
up to 1878, with the rates of interest and
the prico of jssue, whiclh, with iwo excep-
tions was under par.  There was a small

'EXPORTATION OF DALRY PRODUCE,

A Canadian gentleman, during a visit Lo
the Mother Country, was dining at the
house of a friend in London. As they
were partaking of cheese, the host said,
“ You don’t get Stilton liko thab in Cun.
ada, I suppose?®  “Some very good Siil-
tons are made there,” replied the Cana.’
dian, who meanwhile was exwmining the
cheese upon. the table, and discovered
upon it tho well-known initinls of w
Guelph cheose manulucturer. “Would
you be surprised if I told you thal this
identical cheese was mado in Canada ? 7
the Canadian asked of his host. ¢ 1 should
be very much surprised, indeod, it my
tradesman hus sent me a Canadian cheese
for a Stilton,”” was the reply. Subsequent-
ly, nreference was made to the trades-
man who supplicd the cheese, and he
confessed to having sent an “ American ?
Stilton, but added, that the qu ality was
considered by the Ll'd.([b to be ‘quite equal
to genuine Stilton cheese. Tho stor s
\vlm,h is a true one, illustrates two things,
that we can make good cheese in Canada,
and that dealers in the Mother Counbry
have not yet learned to distinguish be-
fiveen what is Canadian and what is Ameri-
can.  When we first begin tor exporb cab- :
tle to the United Kingdom, our best
beeves were classilied as - American,”
and, in consequence, fetchied lower prices
than they ought to have done. But these
things remedy themselves, and Canada is
rapidly coming to the front in the British
market as ‘a notable ‘and prominent
caterer of the food supply. '

One of the most gratifying circuin-
stances in connection with the commercial
history of the Dominion during the Jast
few yeurs is, that while general business
has been depressed ‘and der iged all the
world over, a sLemly devclopmcnt, of néw,
or’ hitherto mswmﬁcunt, articles ‘of ex-
port has taken place. The exportation
of live stock has risen in four ov five years -
from nothing to over Jthree inillions: of
dollars a year; the fish export has in-
creased during the sane ‘time by over a
million of dollfus ; and ‘the pl'oduchon
and exportation of phosphates now con-
stitute an_extensive and valuable trade.
BuL not the Ie.\sL matvellous is the grovth
of our commerce - in d.ury produce.

The British Qukh'terly Review for April

' .I:I.Sl:, the reprint of which by the Leonard-

Scott Publishing Company we have had
for somne tilné before us, contains an arti-
cle by Mr. Goldwin Smith on the ten
yews of Canadinn Confederation which
terminated on the 30th June, 1877, The
sulbiject is a large and interesting one, and
could hardly have received justice in the
very limited space devoted to il by the
leurned essayist, even had a portion of
that space not been occupied with the
previous history of Canada under the
Union.  Myr. Smith, as is well known, en-
