The report of the rajlroad and transpor-
tation committee deait with every classi-
fication of freight, baggage and trans-
portation.

¥ This weeks Christian Guardian makes

Jump of $37,000,000, which was looksd
upon as somewhat revolutionary, but
this year it has vaulted still ‘higher,
reaching ‘about ' $83,000,000. Of course,
part of this is due to bulldling activity,
but the greater part is owing to the
rapid increase in land values. In ward
tLree alone, the increase in assessmen*
of land is over $20,000,000.. Some of
those whose assessment has been in-

| creased are uttering vigorous denun-
