in connection with the railway wreck In.

night, the victim being Robert E. Cur­
ran, the railway mail clerk.

wreck occurred at midnight, 
when a freight engine suddenly start­
ed of Its own accord from the round­
house and collided with a passenger 
train running at sixty miles an hour.

It was too trivial for second 
thought. La Follette seemed to think 
so too. for he went home to get some 
sleep, leaving Stone to while the hours 
away ln talk.

But when Senator Gone sat down to 
give Stone another chance to talk the 
bill to death, Aldrich was up In a Jiffy.
"I move that the pending report t-e 
adopted," said the senator. Quick as 
a flash came the vice-president's re» 
sponee: "The clerk will cull the roll." 
Chief Clerk Rose had a roll call in hie 
hand. .

Asleep at the Switch.
“Mr. Aldrich!" he snapped out before 

the vice-president's last word was fair­
ly uttered.

"Aye!” exclaimed Aldrich In triumph. 
The roll call was on. Nothing could 
stop a roll call. All that was needed 
to pass the currency bill was votes, and 
the votes were there by 48 to 22.

It was an inglorious end for La Fol­

FOR CASH, PAINLESS

NEW TORK. May 30.—With an In­
fant clutched to her breast, Mrs. Ter­
esa Felipla of Brooklyn to-day meted 
out summary vengeance upon a man 
whom she declared she had surprised 
In the act of attempting an outrag­
eous aeeault upon her six-year-old 
daughter.

The man was John Maro. who had 
made his home with the Felipla fam­
ily since his arrival In the country 
from Italy four months ago. 
bullets from a revolver which Mrs. 
Felipla carried In her free hand sent 
him to death before he could utter a 
sound. When arrested and taken to 
the police court, Mrs. Felipla admitted 
that she had killed Maro and told of a 
most outrageous plot of which she 
said she and her family had been 
made the victims. She declared that 
Maro, while living on the bounty of 
herself and her family, had conspired 
with two other men to, ruin their two 
daughters and thru the shame of the 
children t* extort money from the 
parents.

The other men named by Mrs. Fe- 
iepia are Domlnico Francesco, aged 65, 
and his son. Gaetano Francesco, aged 
21. The father and son are now under 
35000 bail each, the son as principal 
and the father as an accomplice, on a 
charge preferred by Mrs. Felepia’s 12- 
year-old daughter, Glovanini. It is al­
leged that Domlnico induced his son 
to assault Giovanlni in the belief that 
her father, who is well to do, would 
make a money settlement on Gaetano 
upon his agreement to marry the girl. 
Mrs. Felepla declares that she had been 
told that Nf*r.o was a party to the al­
leged conspiracy, and she had been 
watching him closely. Yesterday she 
said her daughter Amelia, a child of 6, 
came to her with a story that Maro 
had sought to take Improper liberties 
With her.

She made—a complete denial when 
the mother questioned him about the 
story, and Mrs. Felepla said that she 
decided that she could only wait and 
watch. Her time came to-day when, 
she said, Maro Induced the child to 
accompany him to a vacant lot near 
the Felepla home. A few minutes 
afterwards Mrs. Felepla, with her 
baby in her arms and a revolver con­
cealed In the folds of her dress, stole 
softly out to a point which gave her 
a view of the lot. She declared that 
what she saw Justified the act wtyich 
immediately followed, when she sent 
three bullets Into Maro’s Jieart, kill­
ing him instantly. w

The Brooklyn police believe that the 
conspiracy against the Felepla family 
Is an outgrowth of the systematic 
blackmailing of well-to-do Italians, 
carried on by the Blackhand and other 
associations of criminals.

NEW YORK. May 30.—Greeted by 
the enthusiastic cheers of ten* of 
thousands of racegoers, whose Idol be 
is, Colin, the great son of Commando, 
won the valuable -Belmont Stakes at 
Belmont Park to-day. Not In many 
years, if ever, has there been such a 
demonstration of enthusiastic affection 
for a thorobred as that accorded Colin 
as he passed the finish line, for his 
14th consecutive victory, with never a 
defeat against him. He was only a 
short head in front of August Bel­
mont's Fair Play, but he stood a hard 
drive In the last furlong of the race 
without flinching. He was pulled up 
apparently strong and sound and as 
he came back to the Judges' stand the 
crowd of more than 80,000 persons rose 
to their feet and cheered repeatedly 
while the band played "Hail to the 
Chief.” The race was worth *20,766 to 
the winner, and brings the horse's re­
turns to his owner, James R. Keene, 
up to more than *160,000.

When It was announced on Thurs­
day "that Colin had suffered serious 
Injury in a sensational wrork-out in 
which he had covered a mile and a 
quarter In 2.06, and that he might never 
race again, public sorrow and sym­
pathy for his owner was widespread. 
Altho the horse is so much In a class 
by himself that the odds against him 
were practically prohibitive, thus re­
moving hlpi from the field of specula­
tion, the public generally has come to 
look forward to his races with the 
keenest" anticipation.

In spite of the rain the crowd at the 
track was one of the largest of the 
season.

It was not until almost midnight last 
night that the Intimation was made 
that the Injuries which It Was thought 
might mean his retirement, had been 
found to be only temporary. It was 
raining In torrents and the track was 
muddy and sloppy, conditions in which 
Mr. Keene usually withdraws hts best 
stake horses. Just at the last minute 
word came that Colin would be an 
added starter, arid when the handsome 
brown horse came trotting up to the 
Judges'. Stand, there was a deafening 
cheer, which lasted until he had trot­
ted out of sight thru the blinding rain, 
for the starting barrier.

The rain viras so thick that It was 
Impossible to see the start of the race, 
and it was not until the mud-splashed 
racers had swung Into the home 
stretch that the crowd was able, thru 
the curtain of rain, to pick out the 
Keene colors in front 
point to the finish there was a scene 
of wild enthusiasm which was " hushed 
Just for a moment When Fair Play 
came With a rush and" challenged the 
winner. Notter, who rode Colin, appa­
rently mistook what was formerly the 
finish line for the present poirit at 
which the races end, and had begun 
to ease his mount a little. The mo­
ment he saw the rush of Jrialr Play, 
however, he accepted the gage, and, 
riding hard, Just managed to win. 
The weather conditions were so bad 
that no time could be taken. By to­
day’s race Colin showed that he is 
thoroly game, that he can go a good 
distance, the Belmont Stakes being at 
a- mile and three-flghths, and that he 
is peerless, even under unfavorable 
conditions. Hé trotted out to the pad- 
dock after the race without a lame 
step. ' .

The McNaught-Shaiw meeting in 
Douglas Hall Saturday night attracted 
an audience which filled the hall to 
overflowing, and, despite the oppres­
siveness of the atmosphere, the speak­
ers were enabled to hold the attention 
of the gathering for three solid hours.

The chair was occupied by L. S. 
Levee, and those on the platform be­
side the candidates for North and West 
Toronto Included P. W. Ellis, 
Thornton, Trustee M. Rawlineon, Ghas 
Hurst, E. Bradford, Aid. R. H. Gra­
ham, E. R. Randall and William Wil­
son, the two last-named being Intro­
duced as representative labor men.

iMr. Wilson lent spice to the proceed­
ings by reading an extract from a West 
Northumberland paper, making caustic 
comment on D. C. Hassock's slogan, 
“Abolish the bar." The paper's state­
ment was that, some years ago, Mr. 
Boesack being then a lawyer, was a 
paid officer working in that section of 
the country against the temperance 
measure known as the Duncan Act, and 
that he “went thru the riding and 
did all he could to oppose the act.”

Mr. Randall offéred for inspection a 
circular containing a violent attack on 
the Whitney administration, which was 
termed a "30 cent government.”

Cheap Power Advantages.
An address wffSh won especial favor 

was that given by P. W. Ellis. Mr. 
Ellis in an able manner recapitulated 
the advantages which would accrue to 
Toronto from cheap Niagara power. 
He pointed out that workmen would 
be directly benefited by the expansion 
of manufacturing, and that Ontario, 
with its supply of electrical energy,need 
not be alarmed a/bput the prospect of 
ccai depletion In the United States.

Mr. McNaught assailed the position 
taken by A. G. MacKay regarding the 
three-fifths clause, pointing out how 
the Roes government had ignored the 
majority votes for prohibition. Mr. 
Hessack, if elected, would be unable 
to accomplish anything as an independ­
ent In the cause of temperance.

will cleaiA FEW HINTS FOR CAMPERSTHE FEDERAL ISSUE.

On Saturday the chief Dominion 
government organ discovered that the 
determined struggle waged by the Ot­
tawa opposition against the passing of 
the Aylêsworth election bill has sup­
plied the Liberal party with the best ! 
possible fighting ground. If that he 
the case, it is difficult to understand 
why it should rage so furiously against 
the unexpected boon. But when the 
wonderful Issue, which has linked min­
isterialists with “a bond as of steel,” 
Is regarded it turns out to be only the 
old cry of obstruction with its usual 
interrogation—“Shall the majority rule 

- this country or shall the minority rule 
it?” This, of course, is an absurd 
question. The majority is ruling the 
country. It is also seeking to legis­
late for the country and it is the 
bounden duty of the minority to 
pose the legislation proposed by the 
majority when that legislation is deem­
ed hurtful to the proper interests of 
the people of Canada.

Wanton and perverse obstruction to 
the course of public business cannot 
be justified, and no one would at­
tempt to justify it. But obstruction 
of the extremest type is Justifiable on 
occasion—such, for example, as when 
the legislation tabled strikes at the 
fundamental principles of a democra­
tic state. No majority has any ab­
stract right to abuse its temporary 
mandate or to invade the constitu­
tional rights of the people at its own 
hand. A condition of that kind would' 
be tyranny, not representative govern­
ment. And "thus the question of le­
gitimate or illegitimate obstruction is 
brought back to the character of the 

proposals against which; it , is used. 
The Dominion government organ is 
quite welcome to make the issue ralli­
ed by the position at Ottawa anything 
it pleases. The point for the people of 
Canada Is whether the Aylesworth 
election bill does or does not violate 
their right to a free and pure election.

The bill has a double purpose and 
! for one of them no defence of any ac­
count has been offered. It Is the pr6- 

; posai—curious Indeed as coming from 
a so-called Reform party—to legalize 
ballot papers which, in addition to the 
cross necessary for voting, carry other 
markings by which the identity of the 
electors to whom they are Issued may 
be ascertained. This Is a grossly im­
proper Infringement of the secret bal­
lot whose inviolability beyond doubt 
the great majority of the electors of 
Canada desire to have maintained. 
Knowing this determination, the Ot­
tawa opposition would be Indeed 
créant to democratic and constitu­
tional principle if it failed to oppose 
the proposal to the uttermost of Its 
ability. There can and should be no 
surrender on a vital matter of this 
nature upon which the majority has 

1 no mandate from the people, who are 
the real rulers of a self-governing na­
tion. And the issue that will go to the 
people is not wanton obstruction, but 
the maintenance in Its Integrity of the 
secret ballot.

The other purpose the minister of 
justice wants to achieve is to have 
the federal voting lists for Manitoba 
and British Columbia compiled by fed­
eral officials. It Is alleged that the 
provincial officials are not trustwor­
thy, tho not a shred of reliable evi­
dence has been offered In support of 
the charge, and In 'Manitoba the su­
pervision of the lists Is by statute com- 
mitteed to the Judiciary. Sir. Wilfrid 
Laurier has himself admitted the 
strength of the opposition arguments 
by suggesting that the adjustment of 
the lists should be made a judicial act.
But the Manitoba Liberal leaders want 
the bill as It stands and their refusal 
to sanction a compromise that would 
secure Impartiality In the preparation 
of the lists is of evil omen, more espe­
cially when coupled with the attack 
on the secrecy of the ballot. No hon­
est and fair-minded elector, whatever 
His party affinities, can blame the oppo­
sition for Its strenuous resistance to : 
this dangerous and unjustifiable bill 
but he will blame Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
for weakly sacrificing the first essen­
tials of the commonwealth to partisan 
clamor for the means of exercising 
electoral control.

Lord Tweedmouth, whose correspond­
ence with the kaiser created euch a 
hubbub and eventuated in his being re­
moved from the naval ministership 
when Asquith reconstituted the Camp­
bell-Bannerman cabinet, is now suffer- 
in ga, much severer misfortune.

Premier Asquith transferred his lord- 
ship to a poet called lord president, 
which Involves charge of educational 
questions "for the government in the 
house, of lords. Recently Tweedmouth s 
speeches have been noticeably peculiar.
The other day he said in the lords, to 
the utter dismay of his cabinet col­
leagues: "Of course Haldane’s army 
reorganization scheme was merely a 
big gamble, with ten to one In Its 
favor." ,

The opposition peers. dtvtiVng some­
thing wrong, forbore from utilizing this 
strange admission on the part of Hal­
dane’s colleague. Now announcement 
is made that Lord Tweedmouth has 
been suffering for some time from in­
somnia, and has been ordered to take 
a complete rest, with cessation from 
all work, for an Indefinite period.

Few men have endured such severe 
buffets from fortune within a few years 
au Lord Tweedmouth. Originally he 
possessed an income of half- a million 
dollars a year, and he and his wife, who 
is an aiint of the Duke of Marlborough, 
were leaders of the smart set. This In­
come came largely from the Mcux 
'brewery, and when the bfewery pro­
perties began to decline, his income of 
course began to dwindle. Finally at a 
crisis in the affairs of the brewery he 
sold his houses, including Brook House, 
in Park Lane, to Sir Ernest Casse*, 
auctioned off his pictures for $300,000, 
and put all the money thus realized Into 
the brewery for the benefit of the stock­
holders generally to save the prestige 
of the business, with which the Mar- 
joribanks family are closely identified.
But the sacrifice was vain, and when 
Tweedmouth was made naval minister 
he had little to live upon except the 
$25,000 a year salary of hie Office. Mean-

as naval minister, and now this mental 
collapse.

His sister, the Countess of Aberdeen,
Is devotedly nursing htm. It Is under­
stood that he will resign his ministerial 
office as soon as the matter can be ing 
arranged.

Recently his mother's death increased 
bis income, but the event made him 
melancholy and reserved. There le very 
general sympathy tot him. for if he was 
not a man of great mentality he was 
ar honest politician, with sincere con­
victions.

A. W. Wright had a Saturday night 
rally In Dovercourt hall to close a busy 
week, but the -thunder and rainstorm 
somewhat dampened the attendance.

WARNING TO SUFFRAGETTES PUBLIC MEETINGS
will be held la the latereats ofInsanity Increases When Women Get 

Votes, So Doctor Says.

LONDON, May 81.—The Lancet 
hands onto the British suffragettes a 
terrible warning from the Finnish doc­
tor Granholm, who asserts that there 
is a certain connection between the 
votes of women movement and the 
frequency of mental diseases.

Dr. Granholm has been carefully In­
vestigating In Finland, where women 
both vote for members of parliament 
and are eligible to serve as such. He 
has come to the conclusion that domes­
tic life has become unfavorable for the 
normal development of the young of 
both sexes, the result being a mark­
ed Increase in mental aberration.

In the municipality of Vurmes, 
where the doctor asserts he Is able to 
exclude any common causes of men­
tal diseases and where very emanci­
pated views are held by the female 
population, and particularly by the fe­
male teachers, he speedily noticed that 
the number of lunatic* Increased from 
29 In 1900 to 67 in 1906.

The population had Increased in that 
period from 11,888 to 12,137.

This belief Is 
based especially on knowledge that Ger­
many Is Inclined to keep on giving spe­
cial facilities.

If, however, your harvests turn out 
good and Wall-street speculation Is held 
In check, the crop movement ought to 
have a decided effect on International ex­
change—partly because of the high price 
which wheat brings on the market, part­
ly because your bills at present outstand­
ing here are few.

To-day, however. It is especially notice­
able that your ,bankers are sending on 
the usual legitimate finance Mila, in an­
ticipation of exports of your crops. The-- 
are also making enquiries as to ‘’forwui d’’ 
business In bills to arrive In London dur­
ing September. For these, however, our 
people ere disinclined to grant quotations.

The American Outlook.
Provided the lately rampant WalÙatreet 

speculation really subsides, neither vnur 
trade outlook nor the Impending presiden­
tial contest occasions anxiety. It la con­
sidered that, apart from some unexpected 
outburst of Brvanlsm among the voters 
almost anv result of the election would 
have moderately good effect, and.
