These
debts were caused by Increased expenditure,
not to benefit the people, but to benefit the
narty, The excuse made by Mr., Harcourt,
that there was no debt, beeanse It was not
Immedintely payable, was enough to brand
t as dishonest with any business man, and
they have been golng behind every year
by some $100,000. They have another elec-
tion coming off, and within the next few
days they will advertise another sale of
timber limits In the Keewatin and Rainy
River Disteict, as large as four townships—
some 275,000 square miles—from which they
exnect to realize $750,000.

Ottawa, June 7.—~(Special.)—8ir Itichard
Cartwright, Hon, L, H. Davies and Hon.
Bydney A. Fisher were the Ministers who
recelved the delegution of the Montreal
Conference of the Methodist Church this
evening, who met them in Mr, Laurier's
room at 8, to tackle the Govermment on
the prohibition question, "Mhe deputation
was composed of ‘¢le eal @nd lay dclegates
to the conference, headed by Mr. W. H,
Lawbly of Inverness, Que.,, and including
Revs, Dr. Saunders, Manly Heoson, ¥. B,
Ryckman, F, Chisholm, G. C. Huxtable, T,
G. Willlams, Thomas Griffith, Willlam
Blalr, J. B, Mavelty, A, Lee Holmes, John
Gibson, John Wilson, Johu Grenfell, John
Beanlon and several lay delegates.

Mr, Lambly, by way of introducing the
deputation, read the resolution passed by
conference in the forenoon, setting forth
the pledges of the Govergment on the gues-
tion, and the desires of the conference as

to the submission of the matter to the
pcopl'e as u single and distinet fssue, Rev,
A, C, Courtice, editor of The Christian
Guardian, set forth the position of the
conference upon the question in a terse and
poluted address. Iu the pust, he said, peo-
ple had looked upon Government dealings
with prohibition as designed to shelve the
question, Even the Royal Commisslon Lad
been so regurded by some, uad he would
not like the people to fall into the habit of
charging the present Government with such
Intentions. Sir John Thompson, dwring his
Premiership, however, sald that the Gov-
erument had no Intention of enaeting pro-
hibition, and it would be uselegs for them
to-ask for it. That was rather shocking
to the temperance people, yet they could
not but adinire his manly frankness. 8o,
if this Government had no intention of sub-
mitting a prohibition bill, let them say o,
and let the temperance people know what
to expect, But If the Government did be-
lieve that prohibition of the lquor traffic
was a higher plane of national life than
lieensmg it for purposes of revenue, then
they should say so and introduce as soon
As possible a law that would carry that
out, It had been hinted that the result of
the Ontarlo plebiscite was merely the ex-
pression of a theoretical opinfon. 1If the
tovernment held that view they had better
throw the thing overboard. But' the au-
nouncements of the Premier led the tem-
perance people to expect better things.

He acknowledged that they felt disap-
pointed that the plebiscite bill had not neen
put through this session, as promised in
the speeca from the throne. Hut they
were told that the absence of the Premier
and the exigencles of the occaslon required
its postponewent, autd they were disposed
Lo agree that it was, pernaps, wiser, un-
der such clrcnmstances, to 6.
lay it, and condone the  delay.
Yet, while temperance people accepted the
situation, be would say thut too many such
disappointments would not be so happily
1ecedved, [Hear, hear.] As to the form in
which the question wus to be, submittea
to the people, he would assure the Govern-
meut tue temperance interests would not |
favor its being incorporated with the issne
of direet taxation. That would Impose (u
them the burden of a double compaign. ‘i'ne
utterances of the public meu of this coun-
try was calculated to lead public opiulon
away from direct taxation.”

“*Not all of them,” iAnterfupted Sir Rien-
ard Cartwright, with his best smile,

FORESTRY IN SWITZERLAND,

Switzerland is setting about methodi-
cally to restore its denuded forests. Last
year over eight million young, forest
trees were set out in the denuded dis-
tricts, and daring the year previous as
many more were planted, These trees
were mostly pines and were supplied by
the Swiss forestry experimental stations.
The total expense for the work during
1806 was $55,800, When a small coun-
try like Switzerland can afford to spend
$50,000 a year in the preservation of its
forests, it surely ought to pay Canada
to give more attention to this important
industry. , |

CHEAP CORN NOW ON THE MARKET,

The other day Mr. W, W. Ogilvie of
Montreal imponted 65,000 bushels of
American corn from Chicago, This Is
the first lot of American eorn for grind-
ing purposes that has been received in
that city for some years prst. The duty
was paid and, as corn is selling at a
low figure in Chicago, this importation
will"have » tendency to. reduce the cowt
of food stuffs,:such as oats, peas and
barley. Hereafter the farmers of Can-
ada may look forward to lower prices
in these products. | There is little or n9
profit to the farmer in selling oats at the
price which now. prevails, He can ill
afford to take three or four cents a
hushel less in order to meet the compe-
tition of the corn grown by the farm-
ers of the Western States,

CREMATION,

The practice of eremating bodies does
not gain much headway in Canada, nl-
though this method of disposing of the
dead is becoming more popular in Great
Britain. We have recently witnessed
two notable instances of cremation in
this country, that of the late Mr. Mol-
son of Montreal and of Lady Macpher-
son of Toronto, both members of the
same family, A short time ago a corpse
was sent from this city to Buffalo, where
it was cremated. Montreal's late mil.
lionaire was cremated in Boston. No
crematorium has yet been erected in
Canada, although there would probably
be enough of business to make one pay.
The antipathy and prejudice against the
practice of eremation has almost entirely
disappeared, although when it was fivst
introduced in England the jdea was de-
nounced as unchristian and as an at-
tempt to revive a pagan custom. The
Cremation Society of England was or-
ganized In 1874, with Sir Henry
Thompson at its head, The society en-
countered various legal obstacles, and
it was finally found necessary to se-
etire an Act of Parliament to legalize the
practice. It was not til 1885 that the
first erematorium was erdeted in Great
Britain, This was located close to the
well-known Woking Cemetery, ncar
London, The first body was cremated
at Woking in March, 1885, and two other
cremations followed in the course of
that year, During 1886, fen bodies were
burned, five male and five female. In
1888 the number of eremations had dou-
bled, while in the following year 46
bodies were burned, 19 being female, In
1800, b4 bodics were burned, while Jast
year there were 187 cremations at Wo-
king. Three other crematoriums have
during the last five years been opened
at Manchester, (Glasgow and Liverpool.
In New England ecremation is much
more common than in England, During
the past 20 years over 8000 bodies have
been incinerated, apd the number is in-
creasing every year. In scientific Ger-
many the practice is becoming mpre pop-
ular and many crematoriums have been
established in the country.

Speaking of the advantages of crema-
tion, Sir Henry Thompson says that it
destroys all infectious qualities in the
dead body,. and so prevents injury to
the living, and it prevents putrefaction,
For the friends of deceased it is on the
whole cheaper and certainly a safer form
of digposing of the dead, when we con-
sider the dangers of exposure In cold
and damp burying grounds to the atten-
dants at an ordinary funeral, A cre-
mation is necessarily conducted within
a building, and exposure is avoided., A
burial cannot, on the other hand, be
conducted without serfous risks to the
living, and the process of decay and
putrefaction is prolonged through a
course of years, while eremation accom-
plishes it in an hour without injury to
amwyone, It takes about an hour to
cremate a body and the charge in Lon-
don is £5. This price will, it is claimed,
be considerably redueed when the prac-
tice becomes more general.

THE TAX RATE,

Oxford, June 7.—The visitihg team of the
Philadeipbia Cricket Club faced an eleven
of the Oxford University Cricket Club to-
day. The sky was overcast, a fresh wind
was blowing and there was only a thin
fringe of spectators when play commenced
at noon. The wicket was in good condition.
¥. H, Cunliffe and J. C. Hartley of the
Oxford team are considered the best ama-
teur bowlers in England. Bardswell, tap-
tain of the Oxfords, was unable to play be-
eause of a spralued thumb., Christ Church
College cricket ground, on which the match
was played, Is the only ground here where
gate money may be charged, and the pre-
sent match Is the only one of the season

of 1897 where the University dons will al-
low money to be taken, .

The American visitors were generally ex-
pected to win and to subsequently defeat
Cambridge University eleven, but it is not
believed that they will be equally success-
ful in their matches with the county elev-
ens, and regret is expressed that the pro-
gram does not Include a match with an
All-Eugland eleven, Biddle and one or
two other mewmbers of the American team
have not yet fully recovered from the ef-
fects of thelr voyage across the Atlantie,
but all of the visitors are confident.

Oxford won the toss and Champalgn and
Bamson faced King and Bailey’'s bowling.
The runs came slowly, and at 12.30 p.m.
Bamson was bowled f:y King, the first
wicket falling for 13 runs,

With four wickets down Oxford had scor-
ed 166 runs. Bromley-Martin succeeded
Bamson. .

MONTREAL LIVE STOCK.

Montreal, June 7.—There were about 700
head of butchers’ eattle, 400 calves and 600
sheep and Jambs offered for sale at the
Kast End Abattoir to-day. The butchers
were present in Jarge numbers, and trade
was good, but the prices of both beef and
mutton critters were lower than our Iast
week's markets, Very few cattle were
bought by shippers, but the unusually large
numbers of persons taking passage on the
steamships sailing for DBritain require a
much larger supply of beef than usual,
eausing the active demnnd and good prices
that are being paid for good to prime
bhutchers’ cattle. Mr. George Nicholson
bought 23 prime beeves to-day, paying 4%e
per Ib, for the greater part of them. Pretty
good stock sold at from 3%c to 3%¢ per Ib.,
and the common half-fatted beasts brought
from 2Y%ec to 3¢ per b, Calves sold at from

2 to $3 each. Shippers are paying from
3%e to 4c per 1b, for suitable sheep. Lambs
sell at from $2 to $3.50 each, Fat hogs are
rather scarce and sold to-day at $5.35 per
100 1bs,
