British Continue Advancs.
Phe British continued their advance
in the region of Arras today. but their
A -Wionl were considerably slowed

‘also gained ground between St Quen-
nd Cambrai, capturing the Le
bois Farm, near Epehy, and ad-
_waficing along the spur néftheast of

The German official statément, while
disputing the claims of both the
French and British reports, confesses
for the first time the gigantic nature
of the conflict now going on between
Lens and the Champagne, and the in-
abllity of the German defencel to
stand up under the enemy’'s attacka.

“One of the greatest battles of the
mighty war and, therefore, also in the
history of the world, is in progress on
the Aisne,” says Hindenburg's report.
1t speaks of the French gunfire along
the whole line as being “unprecedent-
& od in duration, volume and intensity,”
and admits that the German positions
were leveled, “rendering an obstinate
defence no’longer possible.”

The Germans also frankly admit
that they have been driven out of
thelr trenches. *“The fighting is no
flonger egainst a line, but over quite
a deep and irregular fortified zone.”
says the Berlin report. In other words
it has hecome a war of manoeuvres
in which both sides are inflicting en-
ormous losses on each other's effect-
dves, In yesterday's battle between
. Solssons and Rheims the Germans took

The entire first German position on a
front of nine miles south of Moron-
villiers was carried first, then Nivelle's
troops pushed beyond and stormed a
line of powerfully fortified heights
from Mont Carnilet to Vaudezincourt,
a distance of seven miles. Further
still to the east the Village of Aube-
rive and the eriemy’s Ppositions around
it for a distance of two miles were
carried.

Russians Held Firm.

VHolent counter-attacks by the Ger-
mans against these néw positions, as
well as west of Craonne and in the
sector of Courcy were turned back
without success. In the latter region
the Russians held firm against the
enemy’s assaults along the old battle-
field of the Champagne, where thou-
ands of French and German {troops
fell last year and the year before.
Everywhere the fighting continues with
ferocity.

Despite the unfavorable weather
conditions, the aerial forces of the al-
Hes still maintain their comamnd of
the air, The British statement an-
nounces the loss of three more Ger-
man machines and five British, adding
that ‘in most cases the enemy avoid-
ed combats.” Capt, Guynemer, of the

More Progress Made
by British Troops

London, April 17.—The report from
British headquarters in France to-
night reads:

Enemy Driven Back

London, April 17.—Reuter’s ecorre-
spondent at British headquarters in
France, commenting on the “present
day extravagant exaggerations in the
German. official communications com-
pared with the fairly accurate ofiicial
statements when the Germans suppose
they are winning,” says:

“Pheir claim to the capture of 22
guns at Lagnicourt Sunday was quite
erroneous. They did succeed in reach-
ing a number of British guns, ard be-
gan placing dynamite charges in the
breeches with a view to destroying

them. But so swift was the British

“The British artillerymen returned
to their guns and showered retribution
on the Germans, driving them back
upon their wire, where the British in-
fantry mowed them down. Not a
single weapon was removed from the
spot where it stood before the Ger-
man attack was launched.”

How the French
Made Big Gains

From a Staff Correspondent of the
Associated Press.

Grand Headquarters of the French
Army on the French Front, Monday
Night, April 16.—(Delayed)—Not only
did the French army get astride and
partly around the so-called Hinden-
burg line today, but in doing so they
captured many thousands of German
prisoners. After one of the most in-
tensive artillery bombardments of the
war the French today advanced along
another 25-mile front. Shells were
poured daily into the German posi-
tions, and this morning from nerth of
Soissons to just west of Rheims the
French infantry started the work for
which they bad been patiently wait-
ing.

The Germans opposed the advance
with their utmost power, bringing in-
to play thousands of cannon and ma-
chine guns which had been emplaced
in the most advantageous positions.
Nothing, however, could withstand the
gallantry and skill of the French,

“Counter-attacks by the enemy in the
direction of Mont Carnilet were brokenj
down by our fire:; The number of prison-
ers taken by us on this part of the front
exceeded 2600,

“Between Soissons and Rheims, during
the course of the day we resumed our
destructive fires against the German
organizations and reduced  isolated sec-
tions where enemy groups still resisted.

Counter-Attack Falls.

“About 8.30 o’clock this afternoon a
strong enemy counter-attack in the
region of Hurtebise farm (west of
Craonne) was repuised. Another violent
attempt in the sector of Courcy, .occu-
pied by the Russian troops, |llkewise
failed. ;

“According to latest reports, our troops,
in the battle of April 16 between Soissons
and Rheims, overthrew very important
German forces. In expectation' of our
attack the enemy had brought in nine-
teen divisions. According'to the declara-
tions of prisoners, they had received the
formal order to hold, cost what it may,
the first position, which had been rein-
forced as to depth.

““The losses suffered by the Germans
were considerable, not only in the course
of the battle, but on the preceding days.
On the eve of the attack an enemy divi-
sion which engaged in going to the re-
lief of the sector of a neighboring divi-
sion, lost under the violence of our ar-
tillery fire the greater part of its et-
fectives. The number of - unwounded
prisoners taken by us yesterday between
Soissons and Rheims has reached a total
of 11,000.”

Between Soissons
and Rheims, where the French made g brilliant advance on Monday, they
have identified nineteen German divisions as holding this front, and they
did great execution in the ranks of these divisions. The prisoners taken
on Monday total 11,000, according to a revised estimate.

But House of Industry Relief %

Costs More This
Year.

Report Hopes Government
Will Look After Such
" Cases in Future.

The annual meeting of the House of
Industry, held yesterday aftermoon, in
the board room of the. institution, was
marked by encouraging reports and a
very fair attendance, During the year
the house had accommodated 259 in-
mates, which was a decrease of 78 over
the previous year. The cost of mainte-

nance for this part of the work was $16,-
$48.61, which, despite the fact.that the
numbers were considerably less than in
the year previous, was an increase of
$608.11. The cost of capita per day was
33 1-3 against 28% last year. Of those
registered 192 were men and 67 women,
and of the entire number only about 3%
per cent.. were able to contribute in any
way to theif maintenance.

The outdoor relief to families in their
homes is carried on by 110 yolunteer
workers, and. three pald investigators.
Pamilies applying for assistance num-
bered 975 and of these 237 were y‘efuud
help, 41 cases nunzebeinmorted as “actual
frauds.” The r of persoms assist-
ed was 2506, a decrease of no less than
5443, as against last year. Among those
assisted were a numwber of returned
soldiers, d soldiers and widows
of soldlers, 85 cases in all. To this por-
tion of the reports the comment was
added that ‘‘we trust that beforg another
winter comes round, our government will
have made ample provision for all such
cases, a0 that our soldiers will not be
compelled to seek ald from our doors.”
The outlay in connection with outdoor
relief was $14,070.78, this being $14,526.68

The Political Beaﬁné Free Wat

The action of the Dominion Govern-
ment in accepting the offer of the Unit..
ed States for free trade in wheat and
flour between the two countries must
have come as a shock and a surprise t0
many faithful Conservatives who believed
that free wheat talk was rank heresy.
Those in the know at Ottawa were not
surprised, As far back as Feb. 21 our
correspondent ‘at Ottawa wired The
World:

Rumér remains insistent that the
government will tumn a somersault on
‘the free wheat question. Many gov-
ernment supporters have already beea
sounded on the subject. In view of
this fact the opposition may possibly
move a free wheat amendment to: the
address.

Last fall the governmeént made a des-
perate effort to stave off the demand
fof free wheat by authorizing sample
markets. A big room was actually rént-
ed in the Grain Exthange Bullding at
Winnipeg for sample market purposes,
but almost immediately theredafter all
the hospital elevators were suspended,
so the market had nothing to sample.
Some curious backipg and filling went
on about this time which resulted in the
retirement of Dr. McGill from the grain
commission. By the time parliament as-
sembled after the middle of January it
was evident that the boon of free wheat
would have to be eonceded to the w,ent.
The last desperate effort to stave ft
off was the proposal to purchase the
1917 wheat crop at $1.30 per bushel.
‘When that missed fjre there was nothing
but unconditional surrender.

1t is quite a somersault for the gov-
ernment to turn as one can see by read-
ing Hansard reports for the past three
or four years. The World came out for
free wheat in the fall of 1313, a day or
two after the Underwood “tariff law was
approved by President Wilson, and W.
¥. Maclean from his place in the house
of commons urged the government to do
voluntarily what it has been now com-
pélled to do. He was, however, the only
M.P. on the government side to vote in
1914 and 1916 for what is now the polficy
of the government.

The despatches yesterday announced
that Solicitor-General Meighen had al-
waye been a strenuous advocate of free
wheat. The solicitor-genéral must have
been busy seeing the newspaper corre-
spondents Monday night, for even The
World representative at Ottawa fell for
the story. Where Mr. Meighen stood on
free wheat only a year ago is sufficiently"
disclosed by the records of parliament.
Mr. Turriff of Assiniboia, having moved
a resolution in favor of free wheat, Mr.
Meighen both spoke and voted against
it. The debate and the vote thareon
are recorded in Hansard for the session
1916, vol. 2.

A number of members spoke in favor
of the meotion, Including Mr. Maclean
for South York. Mr. Maclean was fol-
lowed by Mr. Meighen, who closed the
debate. He opened his remarks by tell-
ing the house that:

I have always belleved, and never
more than now, that ninety per cent.
of this free wheat issue is purely po-
litical, while, for the other ten per
cent., it iz economically unsound.

During the course of his speech My,
Meighen told the western farmers that
the cause of their trouble was net the
tariff, but the Grain Growers' Grain Ce.

Terrific Energy’
Behind Lines

London , April 18—Correspondents
with the British headquarters in
France ascribe the apparent inactivity
along the British front to gales, rain
and snow and the sodden ground hin-
dering the bringing up of guns for an-
other attack.. They say, however, that
work is going on with terrific energy.
“RBehind the lines,” writes one corre-
spondent, “it is like a world in move-
ment, with tides of swirling traffic,
transport wagons, motor lorries, guns,
horses and mules, constantly in mo-
tion. The battle pauses a while be-
cause the guns are going forward, for,
unlike the battle of the Somme, where
the guns did not have.to move during
ground being gained
only by. yards, we have gone so far
and so quickly forward this year that
the guns have to follow hard.

CANADIAN CAVALRY
TAKE SIX VILEAGES

Honkdman . Miks Etfodiiint

Dashes Into Lines of .
Retreating Germans.

Canadian Headquarters in France,
via London, April 16.—The day of the
cavalryman in war has not passed.
Detajls are now avalilable of the re-
cent operations of the Camadian cav-
alry. in the wooded region, where the
enemy’'s withdrawal shows that the
Canadian horsemen were used to k
him on the move, and they did so wit
such success that in four days the
horsemen captured six villages, Three
of them were well organized for de-
fence and made am advance ahead of
the infamtry on a twelve-mile front to
a depth of six and a half miles. This
cavalry dash into the enemy lines was
one of the first operations of the sort
on the western front since the Marne
campaign, and it furnished many in-
cidents that, but for the great ecvents
taking place elsewhere, would have
afforded much material for descriptive
writers.

Lieutenant’s Heroism.

The most dramatic of all is the
case of a young lieutenant, who, while
leading his troops to the attack on
one of the willages the Canadians had
captured, came upon a trench which
was protected by three strands of wire
and was occupied by twenty Germans
who had a machine gun, The licuten-
ant jumped from his horse and ran
straight for the machine gun, clearing
the wire in the best croas-country
running form. He shot with a revolver
the machine gunner and captured the
gun. He found out afterwards that
the unexpected appearance of a body
of horsemen had made the gunner ner-
vous and prevented him from getting
into action before being shot down. A
second’s hesitation on the part of the
horseman would have meant many
casualties to the men of his troop,

AT VIMY RIDGE

Battle Disgraceful Defeat for
Bavarians, Say Captured

Prussian Officers.

Canadian Army Headquarters in
France, April 17.—The battle of Vimy
was a disgraceful defeat for the ene-
my troops who took part in the ac-
tion. This is the strongly-held opin-
ion of high-born officers of the Prus-
slan Guard, captured by patrols on
our front, where a whole brigade of
this guard has taken the place of the
Bavarians, drawn out after the batt'e.

An officer who is well-known in
British Colu:z-bia, where he has visit-

ade, of which itisonly fair to say, he
had no persona! experierce, the ridge
could have been hed against: the
infantry attack by resolute men who
had served on the ridge and who
knew the cxtent of the measures and
means of sheltering the force holding
it from bombandment. The blow has
been the most serious yet inflicted,
for the battle not only deprivedq his
courtry of much war material, but
indicated demoralization of the men
who garrisoned the ridge.
Surrender Easily.

Medical returns as to the wounded

Germans taken in the battle show
that slightly over 200 out of a total
of 4000 captured require surgical
treatment. There may be something
in the officere’ view that the bom-
bardment produced a panic among the
German infantry.
Smoke still riscs from Lens, where
the enemy seems to be burning
everything of value. The mines may
be wrecked in the Lens district, but
the coal remains and new shafts wil
be sunk.

The enemy resistance on our front
east of the Vimy Ridge has stiffened.
Everybody on this front has been
greatly encouraged by the good
news from the south of Arras.

During the recent scouting work of
the Canadian cavalry a young officer
and patrol of less than a dozen men
killed or captured several members of
the fleeing German infantry. A con-
cealed machine gun then opened fire
on the horseman. The leutenant fell
wounded, but refused the rescue pro-
flered by his sergeant. whom he order-
ed to run back t~ the infantry lnes
with the important information gath-
ered during the ride thru the cenemy's
country. The sergeont got thru, but
the lieutenmant s posted as missing

is presumably a p-isoner. His
eelf-sacrifice had important results.

FOR BIG ADVANCE

Swiss Advices Report Heavy
Artillery Engagements on

Isonzo.
JULIAN ZONE ACTIVE
Infantry Encounters Mark

Operations in Many Im-
portant Sectors.

Rome, April 17.—Italy may be start-
ing an offensive, timed to catch the
Teutons when they are direly in need
of men to withstand the great Franco-
British push on the western front.

Advices received here from Switzer-
land today reported the I[talian artil-
lery extremely active on the Isonzo
front. One despatch significantly men-
tioned a large number of Austrians
taken prisoner by the Italian forces.
Heavy losses were said to have been
sustained among the Austrians by the
concentrated Italian gunfire.

Increasing activity on the Austro-
Italian front is reported by the war
office today. Intense artillery fighting
is in progress on the Julian front. In-
fantry encounters occurred in other
sectors. The statement follows:

“In the Lagarina Valley our artil.
lery renewed the bombardment of the
station at Collano, damaging the build-
ing, putting trains and motor lorries
to flight and dispersing troops. En-
counters among the small groups of
infantry are reported. We repulsed
the enemy, taking prisoners and cap-~
turing rifles ‘and munitions.

“In the upper part of .the Aravio-
nodo in the midst of a heavy storm an
enemy detachment made ‘'a surprisa
attack and penetrated one of our ad-
vanced positions west of Lake Bocete
He was promptly drivem back to his
own lines. Under protection of a
thick fog an attempt of the same char-
acter was made against our positions
in the Passo Disondogna.
