.That the west eire is dertined to become 
the centre of large commercial enterprises 
ie quite evident from the fact that busi­
ness men regard it as a favorable location 
for stores and warehouses from which to 
distribute merchandiss.

The latest and most important move in 
this direction ia being made by L. C. 
Prime, who has been conducting general 
stores at Westfield and Hampstead and al­
so has a large store at the comer of Un­
ion and Brussels street, where he carries 
a heavy stock of flour, hay, feed, etc.

Mr. Prime has converted his business in­
to a joint stock company, with a capital of 
$90,000. The new company, which is com­
posed of Mr. and Mrs. L. C. Prime, Mr. 
and Mrs. L. B. Knight and Fred R. Tay­
lor, will hold a meeting this afternoon.

The company have taken over the stores 
at Westfield and Hampstead, as well as 
the one at St. John, and have leased from 
the C. P. R. the binlding just opposite the 
post office on the west side. In front of 
this structure and facing on the street 
they will erect a new building measuring 
one hundred by fifty feet, and will con­
duct business as wholesale dealers in flour, 
feed, grain and hay, with a large staff of 
road representatives.

This enterprise is the most important 
to be established in 8t. John west of late 
years, and developments are awaited with 
interest.

TOKIO, Feb. 22—Since the publication 
in Japan of that portion of President 
Roosevelt’s message bearing on participa­
tion by the United States in the interna­
tional exposition to be held in Tokio in 
1912, there has been much speculation as 
to the extent to which America would 
take part. The exposition is strictly a 
government undertaking. Bills have been 
introduced' into the Diet providing for 
the lifting of the customs duties from all 
exhibits and also for protecting the pa­
tents and copyrights of exhibitors. All 
the first-class powers have signified their 
intention of being represented but it is 
fully realized here that much depends 
upon what the United States may decide. 
Viscount Kane ko, president- of the ex­
position, has writen a letter to Mr. 
O’Brien, the American ambassador in 
which he expresses gratification at the re­
ceipt of the news that Mr. Hayes of Cali­
fornia had introduced a bill appropriat­
ing $250,000, for the United States ex­
hibit, but somewhat significantly he goes 
on to say that in view of the importance 
attached by the Japanese government to 
the constantly growing trade, and par­
ticularly the traditional friendship be­
tween the United States and Japan, he 
desires the ambassador to use hie influ­
ence toward inducing the American gov­
ernment to make as generous an appropri­
ation as the occasion, in his opinion, jus­
tifies. Viscount Kaneko points out that 
when the St. Louie exposition was open­
ed in 1904, Japan was unfortunately en­
gaged in war, but notwithstanding this 
the Japanese government appropriated 
the him of $400,000 for the exposition. In 
1893 Japan set aside $380,000 for the 
World’s Fair -in Chicago. There is disap­
pointment in business circles generally 
that no greater sum is to be spent for 
the United States representation. Vis­
count Kaneko specifically states that in 
his belief, whatever sum the United 
Spites decides to appropriate will be a 
tort of standard for other nations. The 
Japanese government ie appropriating ten 
million yen, or about $5,000,000 for the 
enterprise.

MONTREAL, Feb 22 (Special)—A farm- 
er named Noel Wilson was killed at a 
level crossing this afternoon by a Grand 
Trunk train before the eyes of his eon, 
who was waiting for his father to drive 
across. The old man attempted to drive 
in front of the train, and his horse and 
waggon were smashed to pieces, and him­
self thrown in the air.

DIABOLICAL ATTEMPT

of which is published under the title :

He is 
a young man with promise of even great- 

before him, and he is modest.
“It’s all quite a surprise to me,” he said.
“for, you see, I wrote the verses more to 
pass the time that hung heavy while I 
left the teller’s wicket of the bank at 
White Horse. The verses are really the 
offspring of makeshift and mischance, and 

more surprised than was I 
when the public bought the editions so 
readily. I was pleased, too, with the 
praise given them by Mr. Kipling, for 
praise from him is praise indeed. It’s all 
wrong, though, to talk of me as a Can­
adian Kipling; far be it from me to con­
sider myself in the same class with him.”

The public thinks differently to Mr.
Service. His book is now in its seventh 
Canadian edition, and the demand grows 
instead of lessening. The American pub­
lishers report a steady sale, and Mr. Ser­
vice is now arranging an English edition.
Reviewers from end to end of this con­
tinent and beyond the waters which di­
vide the Continents ■ have praised the 
poems; men nearer home have thanked 
the writer; in fact, within an hour a Pres­
byterian clergyman end another person as 
far removed in the social scale as pos­
sible came to congratulate him; sermons 
have been preached with the poems as a 
text at Vancouver and Toronto, and 
wherever men read books there has been 
praise for the young Canadian poet who 
has broken the trail in a new field, the 
rugged striking verse of the great North­
land.

Mr. Service is stQl a young man—he 
says that in reviews he has seen of his 
poems writers have made him younger 
and younger until he has feared that he 
will soon be relegated entirely from the 
world. He was born thirty years ago in 
England, and was taken to Scotland by 
his parents when too young to know even 
that Caledonia was “a meet nurse for a 
poetic child.” After being educated at 
Glasgow, sometime at the Glasgow uni­
versity, he came to Canada ten years ago, 
a young man of twenty, fighting against 
damnation from city to city until he 
to the Pacific coast, where for five years 
he wandered up and down from Victoria 
to the City of Mexico, liying for a abort 
time in every city of consequence on the 
Pacific coast, working at all manner of 
things.

“New Year’s Eve” shows this, 
tragedy of the poor old tramp whose life 
passes with the old year, starved, sodden 
with begged whiskey in a comer of Mc- 
Guffy’s saloon is as strong a picture of 
the disillusion and despair as has been 
written.

ficient to have constructed an up-to-date road with proper grades and substantial bridges. Why 
then is it that the road as it stands today has light rails, heavy grades, and bridges wholly unfit 
for a trunk line—the only steel bridge being one that was discarded by the I. C. R. as too 
light for modern traffic ?

1accountants were to make a report on the 
public accounts. X am surprised my hon­
orable friend thought it necessary. We 
are paying enough for bookkeeping as it is. 
I’ll teU you what it costa a year. There 
are three departments to do the business. 
The provincial secretary’s office costs in 
salaries $8,154, the crown land department 
costs $6,650, and the public works depart­
ment $6,000. So the expenses of the clerks 
and ministers amount to $20,804 a year 
without taking into account the expense 
of the auditor-general’s office at alL That’s 
what the province pays for bookkeeping.

“It seems to me with a whole business 
of less than $1,000,000 we ought to have 
the accounts sufficiently well kept for ac­
curate and clear information to be spread 
before the people at a glance, instead of 
spending money to bring order out of 
chaos. (Loud cheers).

“I am tied for time,” concluded Mr. 
Flemming, at a word from the chairman,

Mr. Chairman, ladies and gentlemen, 

I thank you most sincerely for the kind 
and cordial greeting you have given me. 
I have come among you, a perfect stran­
ger, and am asking your attention for a 
short time while I discuss the financial 
affairs of the province, as they appear 
to us. I am glad to meet so large and 
representative an audience in this city 
of St. John, the great centre of the com­
mercial and industrial life of the prov­
ince. It is a pleasure to know that the 
people are taking such a keen interest, 
and I am also glad to meet my friends 
on the opposite side.

I am before you, ladies and gentlemen, 
as a perfect stranger, and I can only say 
that I have always tried to so conduct 
myself as to win the esteem and re­
peat of my fellow men, and in doing so 
I would not use any statement which 
could be rightly characterized as unpar­
alleled misrepresentation. It implies that 
what I then stated was untrue. Ap far 
as insulting the intelligence of the people 
of this province, I have got along so far

the official report and read several items 
of this class-including one for $4.36 for 
repairs to a retaining wall in St. John 
county. The reading of this item 
received with derisive laughter and ap­
plause.

Flemming'sMr.effective refcly to 
charges. He never even referred to the 
questions Mr. Flemming had requested 
him to answer.

full significance. Mr. Hazen was inter­
rupted once or twice, but he answered 
with good nature, and turned the point 
upon his questioners with fine effect, no­
tably in the case of an unfortunate who 
inquired about the Central Railway. Ap­
plauded to the echo, Mr. Hazen plunged 
into an exposure of the government’s con­
duct in connection with the Central and 
other roads. It yvas telling work. Those 
in the audience who were adherents of 
the government ünust have wished that 
Hon. Mr. Robinggn had remained in 
Moncton. The opposition leader wait 
over the Premier’s speech in some detail, 
and when he finished amid a great burst 
of cheering, it was all too clear that Mr. 
McKeown could never repair the damage.

Mr. McKeown got a fair reception, but 
he had bad luck with his audience and 
seemed to lose his temper under the fire 
of awkward interruptions. He asserted at 
one stage of his speech that he had heard 
before the meeting that he was not to be 
allowed to speak—a declaration that elicit­
ed cries of derision. Mr. Thorne rose 
several times to request the crowd to be 
quiet, but while nine-tenths of those pres­
ent kept good order the other tenth dis­
played much impatience almost through­
out the attorney-general’s speech. He 
fought it out, but it was a tough job. 
The disfavor of the audience caused Mr. 
McKeown to lose the thread of his sub­
ject and his speech was far from effective. 
If the government party had expected that 
in the forty-five minutes at his disposal 
Mr. McKeown could swing the decision 
of the meeting to his side they were 
doomed to bitter disappointment.

Asks Premier to Explain.
**I will now pass on,” Mr. Flemming 

continued, “to the provincial hospital. 
We have under this head an overdraft 
of $22,502.31. This is the most ordinary 
kind of ordinary expenditure and should 
be taken out of current revenue. It is 
dharged to capital expenditure. The 
expenditure of the public works depart­
ment amounts to $197,065.97. __ ___
$47,000 had no right to be charged to 
capital expenditure, and last year a new 
item an overdraft on the public works 
account of $149,000—made its appearance. 
I have watched the public accounts pret­
ty closely and I don't know what it’s 
for and I don't believe the commissioner 
of public works knows either. (Laughter ) 
My honorable friend, the premier, is here 
and. I'll ask (him to give you some infor­
mation on that point to enable us to see 
if it can fairly be charged to capital.

So here we have a total of $428,558.73, 
a great portipn of which, as the St. John 
Globe said, ought never by any principle 
of common honest bookkeeping to have 
been charged to capital. If the province 
had paid its bills and if the books had 
been kept in proper shape you can clearly 
see there would have been a shortage of 
$400,000 at. the end of the fiscal year.''

“We now come to another statement. 
The premier has said I made the state­
ment that $1,500,000 of indebtedness had 
been incurred and added to the debt of 
the province during the past year. I 

said that amount had been incurred 
but that $1,500,000 had been added to the 
permanent debt, jt is made up in this 
way: The London loan amounted to $1,- 
460,000. I say that,’it has become part of 
the permanent debt. If the premier 
any part has come out of current revenue 
I will accept his statement but if not then 
surely I am right ini saying that this $1,- 
460,000 has become part of the permanent 
debt of the province.

With these slipshod meth­
ods of dealing between capital account and 
current account anything might happen.”

“We will now consider for a few mo­
ments the provincial debt. When I say 
that our government friends have rolled 
up a large debt they contend that it is 
a mere bagatelle. I want to point out to 
you that it is a very serious thing. As 
the government claim that a large portion 
of the debt was a legacy and incurred be­
fore they came into power and as I al­
ways try to be fair, I have not taken the 
first ten years after Mr. Blair came into

Last night Mr. Hemming had said he 
didn’t mean that it had all accrued in 
a single year, and he (the premier) ac­
cepted the apology.

He claimed $410,000 was the amount 
added. The premier then went on to ex­
plain how this amount was made up 
Part of it was an overdraft of $22,532.31 
for the Provincial Hospital which was 
not incurred in one year. In 1906 there 

overdraft of $24,000 in the bank 
on the Provincial Hospital account, and 
at the dose of the year this had been re­
duced by $2,000, showing a net gain of 
$2,000.

The amount of $196,000 in the public 
works accounts was not all incurred in 
1907, part of it was incurred in 1906 and 
should therefore not be charged up. He 
referred to Mr. Flemming’s statement at 
the Hazen banquet that there was an ex­
penditure of $310,000 to this account in 
1806, but about half of it should have gone 
into 1907 account.

He said he might have gone to extremes 
in calling Mr. Flemming's statement “un­
paralleled,” but Mr. Flemming was cer­
tainly wrong.

This was done 
on the same understanding but the road 
is stUl incomplete, only fifteen miles from 
Ghipman, and at the last session another 
issue of $110,000 was made, making a 
total of $810,000, already expended and no 
money left for extending the road.

“That is a sample of the frenzied fin­
ance of the government. With the $300,- 
000 spent in subsidies the amount expend­
ed on the road" totals $1,200,000 or just 
$20,000 a mile for the sixty miles of 
track.

“Han. Mr. Pugsley, minister of public 
works and formerly a leader of the gov­
ernment—( A ppl aw*') —d uring the last 
session of the legislature in an endeavor 
to rally his followers together stated that 
the road would be taken over by the 
Grand Trunk Pacific. Now nearly a year 
has passed, and Mr. Pugsley comes rolling 
from Ottawa in his palace car to tell 
Liberals how to vote and the best he 
could do Vas to read a letter from Mr. 
Moree of the G. T. P. The outcome has 
justified every one of my predictions and 
ideas of the road. The Central is a rail­
way of heavy grades, light rails and wood­
en bridges, what steel bridges there are 
were removed from'the I. C. R-, as they 
would not stand the heavy traffic.”

Mr. Hazen then told of the telegram 
that contained an offer to buy the Cen­
tral for the sum of $21,000, to be paid 
annually. The telegram was sent by 
Messrs. Greentihielde & Greenshields, a 
firm of lawyers in Montreal connected, it 
is known, with the famous Drummond 
County Railway steal, and came at a 
most opportune time. The government 
were endeavoring to secure the passage of 
another issue, of bonds and the telegram 
arrived almost as opportunely as the 
Leary telegram read : from the stage of 
che Mechanics Institute.

But I. C. R. Employes Can Take 
No Other Part in Provincial 
Elections.

MEXICO CITY, Mex., Feb. 22—Mexico 
is on the eve of great financial reforms. 
Jose Yves Limantour, minister of finance 
and public credit, has been in negotiation 
and in conference with the tearing finan­
cial, commercial and banking men of the 
republic for several weeks The result of 
these conference has been declared in a 
circular which has just been issued by 
the department of finance making an ex­
position of the aims of the government 
and calling a conference of banking men 
in the near future to devise ways and 
means for the reform of the public credit 
system. Minister Limantour, in bis in­
vitation to bankers and other important 
business men, says in part:

“The difficulties whidi have grown out 
of the recent financial crisis in the United 
States, and which rapidly spread to all 
parts of Europe, have revealed deficien­
cies almost irreconcilable with the duty

I

ferment of our conditions.
“The department of finance, Which has mnto. 

never ceased to advise in a confidential 
manner, presents means for the adoption 
of definite meaaures eequally beneficial to 
bankers and clients alike, and believes that 
the study of certain essential reforms 
made in accordance with delegates of the 
banking establishments which operate in 
Mexico under the protection of the fed­
eral legislature would be of greatest conve­
nience.”

Ottawa, Feb. 21—Hon. Wm. Pugsley 
was in hie seat in the House today when 
the proceedings opened. Mr. Foster ac­
cepted the opportunity of asking the min­
ister of public works if he would favor 
the house with a short report of the pro­
gress of the campaign in New Bruns­
wick.

Mr. Pugsley—Everything is going on 
exceedingly satisfactory.

Hon. Geo. E. Foster asked the minis­
ter o! railways if he Pad any information 
to give with reference to LeBlanc inter­
fering in the provincial elections.

Hon. Geo. H. Graham said that he 
wired the general manager of the railway 
and was informed that one of the Le 
Blancs, the traveling agent, who lives in 
New Brunswick, had been in that prov­
ince over Sunday and had returned to 
his work in Quebec. He received an­
other telegram from the general manager 
sayipg that the other LeBlanc was absent^ 
from duty, but he did not know where he 
was or if he was working in an election. 
Mr. Graham wired the general manager 
to inform the I. C. R. employee includ­
ing LeBlanc, that while they were all at 
perfect liberty to use their franchise as 
citizens with the utmost freedom, in 
whatever way they wished, the govern­
ment did not want employes of the rail­
way to take active part in election con­
tests either dominion or provincial.

Mr. Foster said that there were some 
important letters missing from a return 
brought down in regard to cold storage 
at St. John. One was an important 
memorandum said to have been entered 
into between Mr. Maooun of Ottawa, and 
F. E. Williams, of St. John, at the dic­
tation of the minister of militia. It was 
sent to the late minister of railways, 
Emmereon, but never was brou^it down.

Sir Frederick Borden—There never was 
such a memorandum entered into by my 
instructions. The statement is utterly 
foundationless. I never saw such a pa­
per, and never gave any instructions for 
such a paper to be made.

CAMPAIGN PROMISES
(Montreal Star.)

An interesting phase of New Brunswick 
politics is the not too carefully veiled 
hostility of the St. John Globe—Senator 
Ellis’ paper—toward Hon. William Pugs­
ley. While refraining from kicking the 
minister of public works downstairs, the 
paper manages to dissemble its love very 
effectually. Mr. Pugsley has promised ex­
tensive dredging operations in St. John 
harbor, ooupled with predictions, roseate 
in their optimism, in regard to the pros­
pective and general welfare of the port. 
The newspaper grimly reminds its readers 
that ten years ago, another minister of 
public works made similar promises 
which were not carried out. It thereby 
insinuates disbelief in lavish promises on 
the part of campaign speakers during an 
election. In addition to the St. John op­
erations Mr. Pugsley has promised a 
similar dredging of the Miramichi River. 
Then he had forecasted a line of rail­
way down the valley of the St. John Riv­
er under the pushful auspices of Mac­
kenzie and Mann. The double-tracking 
of the Intercolonial from St. John to Hal­
ifax is dangled in tile air. Thus there is 
something held up to the view of the 
electors in all of the important sections 
of New Brunswick. The Conservative 
press calls this bribery of constituencies 
by the promise of public works. The state­
ment of the Globe in regard to past pled­
ges should, however, go a long way to­
wards reassuring the nervously economical 
electors of the province, especially when 
the projects are considered in detail. Mr. 
Pngsley's cheery utterances, no doubt, 
make pleasant reading. But as New Bruns­
wick is one of the chief breeding grounds 
of the practical politicians the effect of 
this “promising at large" is problemati­
cal. When Mr. Pugsley "winks the other 
eye,” who can tell how many tongues are 
put to the cheek? Such methods are old- 
fashioned, we fear, when applied to an 
electorate which has a highly developed 
disposition to “take the cash and let the 
credit go.”

Doubtless a determined effort will be 
made in the near future to find some 
way out of the maze of difficulties with 
which the government has surrounded it­
self in this connection. It is too early to 
paea upon nationalization, whether as a 
success or a failure, but undoubtedly at 
present time is open to controversy and a 
popular vote would probably hand the 
reins back to private companies.

TOKIO, Feb. 22—One of the conditions 
under which the present Saionji ministry 
succeeded the late Kateur administration 
at the close of the great struggle, was 
that it should carry into effect the pol­
icy of railway nationalization formulated 
during the regime of the latter. The 
pledge thus given was duly fulfilled and 
the undertaking constitutes at the pres­
ent moment not the least of the many 
difficult financial and economic problems 
which the rulers of Japan are confront­
ed, as the result, direct or indirect, of the 
war.

The grounds upon which the authorities 
“based their determination to take exclus­
ive charge of Sovasta branch of national 
activity, were for the most part strategic­
al rather than economic, and no secret 
hae been made of this fact that military 
power was mainly responsible for the pro­
ject. (

Still the advantages to the public from 
a central ownership of the railroads were 
given considerable prominence. The na­
tionalization plan in brief was that the 
government should purchase seventeen 
private lines at an estimated cost of four 
hundred and forty-two million yen, in 
round figures. The most important (of 
these lines were the Nippon railway, as­
sessed at 136,536,461 yen; the^San Ÿo 
railway 77,14^720 yen; the Kwan Sai 
railway, 31,308,060 yen; and the Hakkai- 
do railway, 30,070,507 yen.

The remaining railroads ranging in price 
from a!million up to ten million yen. In 
lieu of cash the government decided to 
pay for these properties in national bonds 
at the latter’s face value within five years, 
interest on the railway shares being paid 
by the government in the interim. The 
proposal passed the Diet. Since the ad­
option of the principle of the scheme sev­
eral of the estimates have had to be re­
versed and the amount in bonds now to be 
appropriated for this purpose is believed 
to be about five hundred million yen in 
round figures. The yen is worth approxi­
mately fifty cents.
