any one party by any man or-set of men.
To allow such a thing would be suicidal to
the labor movement of the country. Citi-
zens have the right and should carefully con-
sider the terms and promises to the different
political parties, and should vote as they be-
lieve the broadest and best interests of our
country Ile. There can be no objection to
this from any source, and it is something
which every citizen should do. To claim
that any man or set of men has been blazen-
ed forth in the newspapers, will deliver the
Yote of organized labor to any political par-
ty, is absurd, as it is an impossibility.””

This treatment is
the discovery of Prof. Deyoke Passa, di-
rector of the Imperial Medical school at
Constantinople, and Reschad Bey, senior
physician of the same institution. Dr,
Mason says that other patients treated by
this system have shown great improvee
ment.

MILLINERY  OPENINGS

Now Being Held all Over the
Country—Paris Novelties.

: (Dry Goods FEconomist, Nw York;
Sept. 19.)

The “styles now being taken are those
for which a .good demand was: predicted
some time ago. Ottoman and other rib-
bed silks have met with marked success.
Hats with large head-size and low, broad
crowns have achieved favor. The mush-

room has been very prominent. Feather
trimmings have been accorded first place.

Retail millinery openings are now in
force. During the week a large number
of loeal concerns have made their initial
showings, while others will open up very
shortly. The same condition prevails al-
most all over the country. Consequently
a fairly tgmd idea may be obtained re-
garding the outlook and the styles which
will be featured. It may be here men-
tioned, incidentally, that practically all
the novelties spoken favorably of by the
Economist early in the season have met
with success, while predictions in general
have been borne out to a marked degree.

One special point is the favor accorded
silk fabrics for making and trimming hats.
In the popular and medium end this has
shown itself in satin shapes and satin
hats generally. It was believed that the
vogue for these materials would last only
for a ‘limited period, but manufacturers
continue to have considerable calls there-
for, and the end is not yet in sight.

Bengalines, Ottomans and other corded
weaves are being utilized to a consider-
able extent, especially in the high end.
The Ottoman and the Ottoman-trimmed
hat occupy a very high style position at
the moment and are likely to continue
good for some time. .

Felts hold a staple position. Velvets, al-
though not so strong as in some other
seasons, are still an important factor in
the situation.

The new note in shapes which has made
its appearance ‘this season, or rather
which has received particular emphasis,
is the employment of the low, broad
crown, with immense head-size, causing
the hat to sit well 'down on the head.
There has been a tendency in this direc-
tion for several seasons, but it was only
fully developed in the fall models of this
year, and the trade have accepted it.

Such models are in considerable variety.
The crowns differ materially in form,
running from the irregular Tutor effect,
to ‘the ahsolutely round, straight brim.
The brims, too, show a wide difference,
some being upturned, while others are on
the mushroom order.

Mushroom hats, by the way, are receiv-
ing considerable attention, and the later
showings contain many more models of
this nature than was anticipated earlier.
Many of the mushrooms are extremely
large. That extremely large hats would
become prominent was predicted at the
beginning of the season.

FOREIGNERS IN SWITZERLAND,

An analytical table has been published at
Berne showing the rapid increase in the
number of foreigners dwelling in Switzer-
land.

WEATHER AND WORK.

A remarkable series of experiments has
recently been conducted in a London county
council school with the object of ascertain-
ing the conditions under which scholars can
work best. In the school in question a sys-
tem of ventilation was adopted so that the
temperature could be regulated and kept at
anything betweeén 50 degrees and 80 degrees,
Twenty-two observations. were made, and
during that time there were only two wet
days. When the conditions were ‘‘Mild; fine,
drizsle,” good work was done by the echol-
ars, the subjects being algebra and arithme-
tic. When it was ‘‘drizzling; no cold,” the
work was well done at first, but subsequently
was marked by deterioration. Good work
was done on fine days, but with curious ex-
ceptions. Thus, when “sunshiny and fresh,”
the work was well done but ‘‘lazy at end.”

The meeting had beén shrewdly arrang-
ed, for Dr. Daniel was the first speaker,
Dr. MacRae the second and Mr. Powell
the  third. From a party standpoint,
this was as it ehould be, for if Mr. Pow-
ell had spoken first there would not have
been a corporal’s guard in the theatre to
hear the others. Under the arrangement,
however, some six hundred people endur-
ed Dr. Daniel and Dr. MacRae for the
purpose of hearing Mr. Powell. And
they heard him for an hour, much to
the disgust of Dr. MacRae, who fidgeted
and fumed as the audience, ‘or at least
the 'straight Conservatives who were
present,, applauded Mr. Powell’s oratory.

There was an unfortunate incident in
Dr. Daniel’s speech. In the first place,
he established himself as a humorist
when he stated that he would be elected
on Oct. 26. Then he assailed the Liberal
administration, and nobody winked. Then
he started to extoll the purity of the
Conservative party, and every light in
the house went out. Even the lights
could not stand for purity and the Fos-
ter-Fowler-Bennett-Pope Lefuagey gang
in the same breath. But Dr. Daniel talk-
ed on in the dark.

Dr. MacRae was unfortunate in his ad-
dress. He wandered all over the lot and
back again and wound up by telling his
audience that Hon. L. P. Brodeur at
Soulanges, Que., had been quoted by we
National, a French newspaper, to the ef-
fect that if the Liberals lost ten seats in
Quebec they would be defeated. ~Unfor-
fortunately for Dr. MacRae, the -state-
ment credited to Mr. Brodeur had al-
ready been contradicted by him long be-
fore Dr. MacRae heard that he had made
it. :

himself, and it was now coming to be
believed in some sectione of the country
that there was some ‘degree of truth in
the legal profession.

In referring to the charge that $25,000
had been used in his interests in West-
morland county in the election of 1904,
he said that if he had ever used any
money in an election he had done it, as
would a minister of the gospel. He would
fight fire with fire. He had done it in
the past and would do it in the future.

Referring to Sir Wilfrid Laurier, he
claimed he had not shown himself to be
a great statesman. The trade and com-
merce of the dominion had not increased
as it should have done, and the exports
were greatly in excess of the imports. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s policy was mimicry.
Laurier wanted to build a great transcon-
tinental railway because Sir John Mec-
Donald had built one.

The chairman at this point called Mr.
Powell’s attention to the fact that his
time was up, but some people called “go
on,” and he continued with the remark
that they would have to be the sinners.

He claimed to have heard Mr. Pender
denouncing the Laurier ministry some
years ago because of the traiff on steel
rods, which affected his nail factory. He
referred to his attitude on the Manitoba
school question and said the editor of the
Orange Sentinel seemed to think him an
unreliable Protestant.  Discussing the
I.C.R., he predicted a deficit of $3,000,000
this year.

The chairman again attempted to stop
the flow of oratory, but Mr. Powell con-
tinued, although many were leaving the
auditorium as it was nearly 10.30 o’clock.

Mr. Powell, in discussing Dr. Pugsley’s
connection with the local legislature,
claimed to have documents which showed
that $102,000 of the provincial funds was
unaccounted for in the building of fifteen
miles of the Central Railway from Chip-
man to Minto.’ He also claimed that Dr.
Pugsley and his colleagues. in 'the local
legislature had depleted the funds to the
extent of $100,000 with nothing' to show
for it. An expenditure of $25,000 in con-
nection with the Central Railway, he cha-
racterized ‘as an absolute steal.

As Mr, Powell finished his address, he
was applauded and nearly half of those
in the auditorium started for home.

Those who remained were regaled by
Hon. Robt. Maxwell. with the speech he
had given on the three nights previously
regarding Dr. Pugsley and his account
with the provincial government.

The meeting closed- at a few minutes
before 11 o’clock with cheers for the King,
Borden and -the candidates.
