John O’Brien and Everett Carlan were
both out on strike with the local plumb-
ers.

Harris was an apprentice. It is said
that he had been spoken to by Carland
and O’Brien about “going out.” Harris,
his people said, was not a member of the
nion, and had several months to serve

ut as an apprentice before he would be
eligible to enter the union. He refused
to strike and kept at his work.

‘The evidence of the coroner’s inguest
will be recalled and the verdict of mur-
der by person or persons unknown.

Ever since the two prisoners have been
in jail and the subsequent revelations of
the inquest, the police have been working
hard to clear up the circumstances of the
assault. The common ¢ouncil took the
matter up, and Commissioner H. R. Mec-
Lellan was given a free hand in an at-
tempt to bring the perpetrator of the
crime to justice. It is understood that
outside men ‘have been working on the
case. The nature of the evidence that
the police may have gathered is un-
known.

When the information was sworn out
by Mr. Harris this morning, Hon. J. B.
M. Baxter, Commissioner McLellan, the
police magistrate and police clerk were
present. Chief Simpson was in court as
the prisoners were led from the jail. .

After the magistrate had the clerk

read the information, hegnnounced to
the prisoners that the preliminary hear-
ing would commence tomorrow after-
noon, and that they would not be asked
to plead today. They were remanded
into jail again to await the preliminary
hearing.
Court officials said this morning that
the intimidation charge against the two
men would be continued indepemdently
of the murder.

ESTEY SENT UP BUT
COURT SAYS NO STRONG
PRESUMPTION OF GULT

Wesley H. FEstey was committed to
stand trial, in the police court this morn-
ing by Magistrate Ritchie, on the charge
of  misappropriation of funds while in
the employ of Charles A. Clark of the
City Fuel Company. The court, in send-
ing the defendant up, said that while
there was sufficient evidence to send
Estey to a higher court there was not
a strong presumption of guilt on the
part of the defendant.

Hearing of evidence was continued
this morning. .Mr. Clark was recalled
by William M. Ryan appearing for the
prosecution.

Sergeant Sullivan and Chief Simpson
were called to the stand but their evi-
dence was objected to by Mr. Barry as
they did not have first hand knowledge
of the defendant’s arrest in Boston. Mr.
Ryan closed the case for the prosecu-
tion, but first offered as evidence Estey’s
own credit in the Bank of British North
America. . Mr. Barry asked for both
credit and debit sides of the ledger to be
produced.

Mr. Ryan gave as his reason that on
certain dates Estey is alleged ‘to have
deposited in the bank certain sums to
Clark’s credit and that Estey’s personal
accounts show that these amounts were
deposited by Estey to his own credit.

Mr. Barry said that this was denied
by his client and he declared the state-
ment incorrect. It was allowed as evi-
dence, but subject to objection.

The court was of the opinion that
there was no money .proven by the
prosecution to be actually stolen by the
defendant but his hasty get-away from
the city .would leave its suspicion. He
sent him up for trial but declaved there
was no strong presumpftiod of guilt of
the defendant.

Germans in Further
Futile Attacks On
The Aisne

MORE BRITISH RAIDS

Austrian  Correspondents Report
Effort Being Made by Teutonic
Forces to Get to Rear of Rus-
sian Armies — Emperor Visits
the Front

Paris, July 24—Two German attacks
on the Aisne front northwest of Braye-
en-Laonnoise last night were repulsed.
The war office so announced today.
Between Cerny and Aillees the Ger-
mans also attacked without result, The
statement follows:

“The night was marked by violent
bombardments. In the region north-
west of Braye-en-Laonnois the enemy
made two attempts to reach our lines.
He was driven back each time. In the
morning a detachment of shock troops
caught under our fire north of Sancy
was forced back to the trenches whence
it set out, after suffering serious losses
and leaving prisoners in our hands.

«RFarther east the enemy attacked be-
tween Cerny and Ailles without re-
sult.

“The artillery fighting continued vio-
lently in the sector in front of Craonne,
especially on the Californie plateau. On
the remainder of the front there was
intermittent canmonading. During the
night German airplanes threw down
several bombs on Naney and in the
region south of the town. There were
no victims.”

British Front

London, July 24—Following is to-
day’s official report from: the Franco-
Belgian front: “We captured thirty
prisoners in successful raids last, night
west of Havrincourt, east of Vermelles
and west of Hollbecke.”

On Russian Line

Copenhagen, July 28—That the Aus-
tro-German flood in: eastern Galicia has
been turned southward. in an endeavor
to get in the rear of Russian armies
between Brzezany and the Dnlester,
Austrian correspondents at the front
report in despatches to their news-

papers.  Thé Teutonic forces engaged
in this operation, they declare, have
reached Koseva, ten miles east of

Brzeany, which is in Austro-German
hands. The Koseva-Tarnapol railway
has been crossed by them in several
places. These despatches forecast the
Russian armies’ stand behind the Ser-
eth and reiterated reports that Tarn-
opol was in flames.

Copenhagen, July 24—According to
advicés received here Emperor Charles
of Austria has visited the Galician
front apd spent a day with his ad-
vancing troops. He was several times
under fire.

GERMAN AR SCOUTS
SEEK FOR AMERIGANS
BUT WITH NO SUCGESS

American Training Camp in France,
July 23—(By the Associated Press) —
German aerial squadrillas apparently
bave persistently sought to locate the
American troops since their arrival here,
but without the slightest success to date.
Counter squadrillas have been so watch-
ful and energetic that the Germans have
been unable to approach the encamp-
ment and have been beaten off each time
they crossed the French line.

OUT OF COMMISSION.

Both the civic public works motor
trucks are out of commission and the de-
partment is getting along without motive
power of this description for the present.

Outline War Aims of Britain
and Her Allies :

BEGINNING FOURTH YEAR

Inauguration of Work of National
War Aims Committee — King
and Queen to Attend Service of
Intercession in London

»

London, July 24—The beginning of
the fourth year of the war will be sig-
nallized in Great Britain by important
events, notably a great religious inter-
cession service in London, at which
King George and Queen Mary will be
present, and a big meeting in London
on August 4 when Premier Lloyd
George will inaugurate the work of the
national war aims committee in an im-
portant speech.

The object of the war aims com-
mittee is to keep before the nation the
causes of the war and the necessity of

continuing hostilities until the forces
which brought about the conflict are
destroyed. The committee has four
presidents, Premier Lloyd George, Her-
bert H. Asquith, Andrew Bonar Law,
chancellor of the exchequer, and Min-
ister of Pensions Barnes.

According to information from par-
liamentary lobby sources, the premier’s
speech will outline as precisely as pos-
sible the war aims of Great Britain and
her allies.

SOCIALISTS SCORED
FOR ASSOCIATION
WITH THE KARER

Taken to Task by Their Fellows
For Violation of SecialistTenets

Copenhagen, July 28—The Kaiger soc-
ialists were taken sharply to task at &
meeting of socialist voters in a big elec-
toral district of swburban Berlin yester-
day for violating socialist tenets by as-
sociating with the Emperor at Dr. Karl
Helfferich’s garden party conference last
week.

Protests were voiced against socialists
accepting office in the cabinet of DL
Michaelis, the imperial chancellor. The
defenders of the policy of Phillippe
Scheidemann, socialist leader, declared
that the socialist party, as the revolu-
tionary perty, must not hesitate to re-
volutionize itself. It was asserted that

Serbian trade
is stated to have been ruined by the
abolition of the Serbian moratorium for
the purpose of allowing enemy merchants
to collect. immediately, with six per cent.
interest, debts estimated at 120,000,000
crowns. Failure to pay is stated to be
penalized by the sale of property at
ridiculous auction figures, which allows
the invaders to make imamensely profit-
able purchases of large stocks of goods.
In addition, many shops have been pil-
laged and trade has fallen off at least
one-half,

“By such arbitrary measures towards
our merchants and by means of this
legalized pillage,” says the note, “the
military authorities have attempted to
ruin our trade. Austrian and German
firms will take the places of the ruined
Serbians and will so bring about the de-
nationalization of Serbian commerce.”

Sells Equitable
To P@ Holders

Gen. du Pont Makes Life Insur-
ance Company Mutual at Last

Control —When
Stock is Retired Directors Will
Be Chosen by the tiolders of

Insurance

(New York Times.)
The Equitable Life Assurance Society,
with its assets of more than $500,000,~
000, and outstanding insurance of more

than 81,600,000,000, is to belong to its
500,000 policy holders for all time, by
the terms of a plan adopted by the
board of directors and announced yes-
terday by William A, Day, president of
the Equitable. Under the proposal Gen-
eral T. Coleman du Point, holder of a
majority of the stock, would turn it into
the company for $2,000,000 less than he
paid the J. P. Morgan estate for it two
years ago, and the holders of minority
stock would recelve a price of approxi-
mately $1,500 a share for their holdings.
The stock would be paid for out of the
reserve funds of the soclety and then
canceled, the society being then made
entirely . mutual. The plan has to be
ratified by the policy-holders before be-
ing put into operation; it is regarded as
most probable that they wil lapprove it.
The plans were worked out under the
direction, as counsel, of Charles E.
Hughes, who was counsel for the Arm-
strong Committee.

The plan announced yesterday is an
echo of the famous Armstrong insurance
investigation of 1906, and means that

control of the half billion and more of;

assets passes permanently into the hands
of the policy-holders and forever guaran-
tees against a repetition of the use of
the funds of the company for specu-
lation and other purposes by those in
control of the company, as that insur-
ance investigation showed had been
done. There are 1,000 shares of Equit-
able stock of a par value of $100 each,
but this stock has reached a value as
high as 10,000 per cent for the reason
that its possession meant control of the
vast funds of the concern. It can, un-
der the charter of the society, pay only
7 per cent dividends. i

In giving up the control of the Equit-
able General du Pont surrenders control
of the society’s affairs completely. At
the time of the purchase of the stock he
let it be known that he would like to
see the policy-holders become the pos-
sessors of it. Officials of the Equitable
said last night that for the $2,000,000
the transaction cost him he will receive
nothing except the satisfaction of
knowing he had done a good thing.
General du Pont is chief owner of the
Equitable office building at 120 Broad-
way, on which the Equitdble Society
holds a mortgage of $20,500,000. The
payments to be made to General du
Pont for the stock will be paid in the
form of deductions from the interest and
amortization charges on the mortgage.
So the reserves of the society will not be
weakened. ;

The stock. of the Equitable has had a
variety of ownership since the insurance
investigation. Prior to that time it was
held by the Hyde family, under whose
ownership the late E. H. Harriman ob-
tained the use of large parts of the so-
ciety’s funds. Harriman and Hyde
quarreled, which did much to bring on
the investigation. @At a time when
Harriman was thought to be after the
stock, Thomas F. Ryan stepped in and

bought the 502 shares which the Hyde
family held. This led to a feud be-
tween Harriman and Ryan, already in
embryo, and the railroac builder, when
| asked at the investigation if he had been
| trying to get the stock and whether he
ilmd succeeded, made his famous reply,
 “Not yet, but soon.”

| 1In 1809 the late J. P. Morgan bought|
i the controlling interest. He got part of
the. stock from Ryan and a part from
the Harriman estate, thus showing that
Mr. Harriman did get part of it from
Ryan. Charles A. Peabody, who acted
as counsel for the Harriman estate, said
last night that half of what Morgan got
came from the Harriman estate. Mr.
! Morgan formed mutualization plans be-
cause, he said to a friend, he wished to
remove the Equitable as a menace to the
financial situation. A ¢ mmittee on mu-
talization was formed, and when General
du Pont got the control in 1915, he
pledged himself to lend aid to the mu-
tualization plans. He bought the stock
soon after he had sold his interest in the
E. 1. de Nemours-du Pont Powder Com-
pany, of which he had been the head,
for a sum said to have been $20,000,000.

BRIBE ARGENTINA

Buenos Aires, July 24—A German
bank is reported to have offered con-
fidentially to the Argentine government
an immediate loan of  4,000,000,000
piastre. Although much German capital
is concentrated in the banks here, the
manoeuvre is thought to have-been made
in an effort to neutralize the growing
sympathy in Argentine for the allies and
to profit by the ficancial necessities of
the government and its difficulties to ob-
tain a loan in Europe.

k Protection of Interests in
Event of Prohibition

New York, July 24—Arthur J. West-
ermayr, a lawyer of 90 Nassau street,
announces the organization of the Na-
tional Investors’ Protective League to
protect the interests of investors  in
brewerles whose investments are in dan-
ger of being wiped out by prohibition
legislation. Although incorporated as
a membership corporation under the
laws of the state of New York only last
week the organization already has sent
two bulletins to senators and represen-
tatives.

“We do not oppose prohibition,” Mr.
Westermayr said in explaining the ob-
jects of the new organization, “we only
ask compensation.”

In the logging camps of Oregon and
Washington a “sky-line” method of log-
ging is proving much cheaper and more
efficient than the former method of
dragging out logs from the forest by a
donkey engine and cables operating on
the ground. The sky-line plan is to run

a cable through blocks or pulleys sus«
pended at a great height on giant trees,
so as to form a sort of trolley line, by
which the logs are hoisted into the air
and then hauled over the tops of ordin-
ary trees and other obstructions to the
rollway, where they are loaded aboard
freight cars for shipment. The donkey
engine which operates the sky line has
five drums, including two for main lines
and two for trip lines. The top cable,
from which the log is suspended, is one
of the main lines, while the other is us-«
ed to haul the log. In operation the top
cable is lowered with its block, or trols
ley, directly over the log to be picked
up; it 1s then pulled taut, raising the
log with it by means of a “choker,” or
steel tongs. In the air a log can, of
course, be moved much faster than on
the ground. An interesting illustration
of this form of logging appears in the
August Popular Mechanics Magazine.

The suggestion is made that the
germs might have reached the court
plaster accidentally but such a supposi-
tion will be received with grave doubt.

Hard To Pick Leading
Player in Baseballdom

Picking a leading baseball' player in
a named position is a man-sized task.
To draw a comparison between certain
players is overstepping the bounds of
sane criticism at times. To say that
Babe Ruth or Walter Johnson or Grover
Alexander is the best pitcher in the
game might be true, but it would be sure
to start an argument over the merits of
the rivals.

For instance, it can hardly be said
that Arthur Fletcher or Roger Horns-
by is the best shortstop in the National
l.eague merely because it is true that
they lead as hitters. Neither can it be
said that Maranville or Bancroft or
Wortman is the best because he is a
flashy, fast and accurate fielder. Each
man’s worth has to be considered.

From the strictly defensive standpoint
it probably is permissible to announce
Maranville as the premier, with Ban-
croft and Wortman running close be-
hind. Everett Scott of the Red Sox,
doesn’t rank with Hornsby and Fletcher
as a hitter, but he is a better flelder
than either. However, that does not en-
title him to be called the best shortstop
in the game.

Comparisons of the same sort may be
drawn from almost every position. Ty
Cobb, of course, stands alone as an of-
fensive playing outfielder. As a flelder
he is not a Tris Speaker.

One might pick. Babe Ruth as the

best southpaw, but that hardly pro-
nounces him the best pitcher.

of living. The new commission will
check up Mr. O’Connor’s findings, par-
ticularly with regard to the W. Davies
[Company and the Mathews Blackwell
Company and will endeavor to ascertain
net profits with a view to establishing
whether or not prices for food commodi-
ties charged to the Canadian consumer
have been unreasonahle.: The commis-
sion is clothed with all necessary powers
of examination of the companies books,
and may examine under oath any neces-
sary witnesses.

The chairman of the commission is G.
F. Henderson, K. C,, of Ottawa. He is
one of the best known lawyers of the
capital, has had considcrable judicial ex-
perience as a drainage referee for the
province. Associated with him are A.B.
Brodie of the firm of Price, Waterhouse
& Company, chartered accountants of
Montreal, and Geoffrey Clarkson, of
Toronto, one of the leading chartered ac-
countants of Canada. All three mmembers
of the commission have offered to serve
without compensation, but they will be
allowed to engage a staff of accountants
in order to carry on a full and accurate
investigation. It is expected that a full
month or so will be required before the
commission will be in a position to make
a report to the government.

It is probable that the offer of Food
Controller Hoover, of the United States,
to place at the disposal of the commis-
sion, in an advisory capacity, the services
of a competent man from his staff will
be accepted by the governmnent.

Ottawa, July 28—Sir Clifford Sifton,
Sir Robert Borden’s Warwick of the 1911
campaign, emerged tonight from behind
the scenes, where he has been indus-
Lriously exploiting for some months past
the union government idea, with Sir Wil-
fried Laurler left out of the equation.
The ex-minister of the interior has is-
sued an open letter to Senator Bostock,
Liberal leader in the senate, imploring
him to get the Liberals in the upper
house, as a court of last resort, to give
a reprieve to coalition.

The last rites were practically per-
formed on the “coalition” or “union” gov-
ernment child last Friday when the Lib-
eral members and candidates in Ontario,
without a disserting voice, decided that
coalition under Premier Borden was im-
practicable and undesirable. Since then
a sort of bitter despair has settled down
upon the government ranks, who have
been hoping to the last that the Liberals

in the house, who had endorsed the con-

scription principle, would finally consent
to some form of coalition, leaving Sir
Wilfrid Laurier out of it entirely.
Tonight the drowning men are grasp-
ing at two straws. One straw is that
thrown out by the small group in To-
ronto who call themselves the “Win the
War Association.”

Whiskey May Jump
To Radium Prices

Distiller Predicts Conditions if Pro-
hibitive Amerdment Finally Bee
comes Law

i

There is enough whiskey manufactur-
ed and held in bond in this country ‘to
last the United States about a year and
a half under the ordinary circumstances
of consumption, according to a calcula-
| tion made by a prominent New York
| distiller. At the end of eighteen months,.
according to his figures, if the food
with the amendment prohibiting the fur-
ther manufacture of whisky finally is
passed by congress, whiskey will be as
scarce in America as radium, and prob-
ably as expensive.

Likewise, according to celculations of
the same man, the ban on whiskey will
throw 100,000 men out of employment,
deal a staggering blow to industries

’

ioﬂ' revenue of the federal government:
| amounting to $150,000,000 a year.

“There are about 180,000,000 gallons
of whisky distilled and in bond at the
present time,” said the distiller. “Of:this-
liquor, not more than 20 per cent is he}
by the distiller, the rest is.owned'by the
wholesale and retafl liquor dealers, groe-
ery stores, and drug stores. The average
consumption of liquor in the United
States is about 180,000,000 gallons a year,
so you can calculate for yourself just
how long it will be before a man will
have to forget he ever heard of whiskey,

“Whiskey pays excise taxes of $150,~
000,000 a year to the federal government,
and they were planning to get $300,000,-
000 from the industry when the threat
of prohibition ended that discussion.
You would be surprised, too, if you
.| should stop to consider how many trades
and how many different sorts of people
.| will be affected if the distilleries are
forced to shut down. Feor example, there
are the barrel makers, and the bottle
manufacturers, together with the many
employes at each distillery. There are,
besides, the malsters—malt'is a compon-
ent part of whiskey—and finally there is
the little bank which has loaned its
money to the distiller. These banks,y
many of them, will be pretty hard hit,
and through them their customers, the
small town trader and the farmer.”

Asked how much he thought the price
of whiskey now on hand would increase
if the ban were placed on its further
production, the distiller shrugged his
shoulders.

“I cannot say,” he replied. “And I do
not think anybody else can. But the
price is going to jump, and it will con=
tinually go higher as the stock of
whiskey in the country diminishes.

“A few, a very few, of the distilleries
may be turned into plants to make com-
mercial alcohol, or perhaps some sort of
war munitions, but the great majority
are too small to be of service in this
way, and the only thing left for their
owners. is' to discharge their workmen
and put up the shutters.”

The distiller predicted an enormous in-
crease in the consumption of beer and
wines, if whiskey were forbidden.

Court History

ACTION BY MR. MULLIN

Makes Several Peoints in- Protest
Against Selection of Jurors in
Secend Trial of Joseph O’Brien
and John Hughes

The new trial of Joseph O’Brien and
John Hughes, who are under arrest on
suspicion of setting fire to a summer cot-
tage owned by Willlam J. Crawford on
the Loch Lomond road, was taken up in
the supreme eourt this morning before
His Honor Chief Justice McKeown. Dan-
iel Mullin, K.C,, J. A. Sinclair and E. J.
Henneberry appeared on behalf of the
defendants, and Attorney-General J. P.
Byrne and J. MacMillan Trueman on
behalf of the crown.

Jury Panel Objected to

At the opening of court, Mr. Mullin
took objection to the swearing in of the
jury, challenging the whole additional
panel of thirty on the ground of partial-
ity and misconduct on the part of Amon
A. Wilson, sheriff‘of the city and county
of St. John. The point was argued at
some length and the objection made in
writing.

Attorney-General Byrne replied, and in
demurring against the challenge said
that there were not sufficient grounds in
point of law.

The court finally adjourned to give the
crown an opportunity to draw up plead-
ings. The session was to be resumed
at 2.80 o'cleck this afternoon. This is
said to be the first time in years that a
whole panel has been challenged. Mr.
Mullin’s objection was thus set out:

Challenge to Asray

1. The said Joseph O’Brien and John
Hughes .severally challenge the array of
the panel on the ground that it was re-
turned by Amon A. Wilson, Esquire,
Sheriff of the County ot the City and
County of Saint John, whose duty it was
annually in the month of January to en-
ter in a book which he should provide
for that purpose an alphabetical list of
all persons qualified with their additions
and residences, and return the same to
the county secretary of the said City and
County of St. John to be kept among the
records of the county, and that, contrary
to his duty in that behalf, the said sheriff
of the City and County of Saint John did
not, in the month of January, nor at any
other time, enter in a book an alphabeti-
cal list of all persons qualified with their
additions and residences and return the
same to the county secretary of the said
City and County of Saint John to be
kept among the records, but therein
wholly failed.

2. The said Joseph O’Brien and John
Hughes severally challenge the array of
the panel on the ground that all the per-
sons whose names appear thereon are not
qualified to be empanelled as jurors to
try the issue between the king and the
prisoners at the bar by reason of the
omission of the sheriff to make the entry
provided for in section %, sub-section 1
of chapter 126 of the Consolidated

| Statutes, 1908, and to return the adpha-

betical list required by said section to
the county secretary to be kept among
the records of the county.

8. The said Joseph O’Brien and John
Hughes severally challenge the array of
the panel of the thirty additional jurors
on the ground that it was returnea by
Amon A. Wilson, Ksquire, Sheriff of the
County of the City and County of Saint
John, and that the said Amon A. Wil-
son was guilty of partiality in returning
said panel.

4. The said Joseph O’Brien and John
Hughes severally challenge the array of
the thirty additional jurors on the ground
that it was returned by Armstrong B.
Clifford, Deputy of Amon A. Wilson, Es-
quire, Sheriff of the County of the City
and County of Saint John, and that the
said Armstrong B. Clifford was guilty of
partiality on returning said panel.

5. That the High Sheriff of the City
and County of Saint John hath not
chosen the panel of the thirty additional
Jjurors directed to be summoned indiffer-
ently and impartially as by law he is
required to do, bui on the contrary there-
of and in breach of his duty as such
sheriff, and contrary to the laws of this
province, hath knowingly and improper-
ly chosen, summoned and returned a
panel of such thirty additional jurors
that is partial to the prosecution and that
does not stand indifferent between the
crown and the defendants.

6. That the said High Sheriff of the
City and County of Saint John hath
not fairly returned an impartial and dis-
interested panel of thirty additional jur-
ors to try the defendants, summoned
from the body of the said county, but on
the conirary thereof, hath designedly re-
turned a panel of such thirty additional
jurors composed almost wholly of jurors
hostile to the defendants and favorable
to the prosecution.

7. 'The said Joseph O’Brien and John
Hughes severally challenge the array of
the additional jurors summoned for the
second trial of this case 'on the grcund
that the order directing such additional
Jurors did not specify the time notice
should be given to such jurors, nor did
the clerk of the circuits give to the
sheriff the notice required for such ad-
ditional jurors in the manner and form
prescribed by law, nor were such addi-
tional jurors summoned as the law re-
quires.

8. The said Joseph O’Brien and John
Hughes severally challenge the array of
the additional jurors summoned for the
second trial of this case on the ground
that the provisions of Chapter 126 of the
Consolidated Statutes, 1903, providing for
the summoning of additional jurors is
“ultra vires” in so far as procedure in
cdiminal cases is concerned.
