' A DOUBLE BURDEN

Teaders of Other Parties
Willing to Give the New
Premier a “Chance.”

(By Canadian Press.)
London, Feb. 14.— At the
very outset of its career the
Labor government finds itself
confronted with & serious dilem-
ma, through former Premier
Asquith’s declaration in the
House of Commons that the ad-
ministration must reconsider its
attitude toward “Poplarism’ or
lose the support of the Com-
mons.

The theory that all citizens
have the right to work or to
maiptenance at ‘public expense
has gmined - this sobriquet of
“Poplarism” because of its re-
cent application in Poplar, the

Had the incident arisen in a
later stage of the government’s
existence the situation would un-
doubtedly have been described
as a crisis threatening its con-
tinuance in office, since both the
Liberals and Conservatives are
equally opposéd to the govern-
ment’s policy in this matter, and
it is therefore obvious that a di-
rect motion of want of confi-
dence, if submitted to the House,
would have brought the govern-

ment down.

Such an outcome, however, is not
expected now, as neither opposition
party wishes to oust the new ministers
yet and involve the country in another
election, The position, nevertheless, is
one of extreme difficulty for the min-
istry and not without its anxieties for
the other parties.

The cabinet met late last night and
discussed the situation, but whether

J. R. Clynes, Lord Privy Seal, and
deputy leader in the House of Com-
mons, speaking on behalf of the gov-
ernment, has promised the facilities of
a special debate on the subject, and
it is understood this will take place
next week. Meanwhile, there may be
developments clearing the way for a
settlement.

Whether the Daily Herald, London’s

only Laborite newspaper, speaks for
the government in this matter is
doubtful, but today it emphatically
supports “poplarism.”
j “All over the country,” says the
‘Herald, “the workers are keener about
this than about anything else. It is
an issue upon which Labor can fight
united and confident, and it is a good
thing that Asquith called for an en-
counter upon a field where the work-
ers are so clearly ranged together.”

“Poplarism,” however is not support-
ed by all the ministers, and it is re-
garded as certain that means will be
sought in the interval before the Com-
mons debate to placate the extremists
throuzh some method of parliamentary
procedure.

While the opposition leaders criticiz-
ed the Government platform freely
there was noticeable throughout the
debate a friendly note of moderation
and indulgence. - Everybody appeared
eager to give the new Government the
fullest opportunity to make good.
This note was emphasized when Mr.
Baldwin, turning to the Prime Minis-
ter, who looked worn and fatigued, said
that his opponents realized his tre-
mendous difficulties and would do or
say- nothing to embarrass him in his
relation with France and other coun-
ries.

Father Grady, in Pittsburg, Says
Killing of Housekeeper Was
Accidental.

Pittsburg, Feb. 14—Miss Anna Mc-
Donough, 45, was shot and killed late
yesterday in the study of the parish
house of St. Francis Xavier Roman
Catholic church, where she was em-
ployed as hpusekeeper. -

Rev. John J. Grady, pastor of the
church, was arrested and is being held
the shooting, according to the police,
but said it was accidental. Miss Mary
MeceDonough, sister of the dead woman, |
and Robert Shields, janitor, both living
at the parish house, were being held as
material witnesses.

Under questioning by police, Father
Grady is said to have stated that he
found a pistol while cleaning a drawer
of his desk in the study. While finger-
ing it the priest said the pistol was
discharged, according to the police, and
that when he turned about in his chair
he saw Miss McDonough stagger out
of the doorway of the study into the

hall. She died in a few minutes. A {

bullet pierced her right shoulder and
police say her dress was burned by
powder marks.

Washington, Feb. 14—Proposals of
the Johnson immigration bill which
“singles out Japanese immigrants for
exclusion,” are inconsistent with the
treaty of 1921 and should be eliminat-
ed, Secretary Hughes informed Chair-
man Johnson of the House Immigra-
tion Committee in a letter made public
at the state department. :

“I believe such legislative action
would largely undo the work of the
Washington conference on limitation of
armament, which so greatly improved
our relations with Japan,” Mr. Hughes
warned Representative Johnson.

As a substitute for the exclusion pro-
posals the secretary suggested that
Japan be placed on the same quota as
other nations and that the immigrant
certificate plan now in the bill to pro-
vide for selection abroad be made ap-
plicable to Japanese nationals.

SAYS HE FOUND NO
AUSTRALIAN DESERT

Explorer Declares Reputed

e

Desert,” which was supposed to extend
over an nrea‘ol many thousands . of
square miles in the northern territory

tralia, does not exist, according to
Michael Terry, a 25-year-old world
traveler, Russian war veteran and ad-
venturer, who arrived in New York
last week on his way to England to
lecture before the Royal Geographical
Society and the Overseas Club. - He
declares the “desert” is rich, fertile
land, capable of development of irri-
gated.

The fact tha]& this Brittish society
has requested Mr. Terry to appear
before them lends credence to the
statements he makes. The youthful
Anglo-Australian is among the very
few “laymen” who have been ac-
corded this honor. He recently made
a 8,000-mile trip on a second-hand
Ford through trfickless wildernesses.
His voyage of adventure, research and
discovery has never been previously
made in these circumstances. The trip,

Indeed, this part of the world presents
great possibilities from an agricultural
point of view. In the whole of its
580,000 square miles there are only
4,000 white men, and they are all on

the fringe.
Belteves There Is Oil

“The Government rents in many in-
stances land in this district at the rate
of 25 cents per square mile per year.
I found a substance which a geologist
subsequently pronounced to be a bitu-
minous deposit. This pointed to the
fact that somewhere in this hidden
wilderness is a vast natural reserve of
oil. It is possible that some of the rich-
est wells may be eventually. opened up
there. Already the Government is pros-
pecting a few hundred miles distant
from where I found the bituminous
substance. I mean to go back next
year and see if there is not a fortune
in oil waiting to be picked up. In any
case it is worth a chance at 25 cents
per square mile per year.

«Adventures I had aplenty. I don’t
want to dwell on them, but I did not
expect to come through the trip un-
scathed. They were not as alarming as
might be expected in a territory as
wild as the northern district. The first
unpleasant experience was after the
seventh week out. We were enorting
along peacefully in an old Ford near
some small trees when a buffalo,
which, for some reason eor other, had
left the herd, dashed out and charged
the car. Incidentally, a buffalo is the
only dangerous animal throughout the
whole of Australia. The beast was so
close that we had no time to level our
rifles, which were at the moment at
the back of the machine. When he was
about ten yards from us and evidently
pre‘parcd to hurl ‘us sky high I started
to race the engine, more by accident
than design, 1 admit. The old Ford
made a great deal of noise under pres-
sure. The buffalo paused in its rush,
Tifted its head, started at us, then made
off with a disdainful snort. The speci-
men we saw then was enorgnous. He
was nearly twice as big again as a
large bullock, and I would estimate his
horns were fully seven feet long.

Describing his journey, which was
taken by himself and a companion
who has since gone to sea, Mr. Terry
said:—

. His Story of the Trip.

“We made the trip through the
heart of the northern territories
through. lands little known to white
men. In fact, in the whole vast.area
there are not more than a handful of
settlers, and for months on end we
never saw sign of civilized habitations.
In all we covered more than 8,000
miles’ of trackless wilderness. After
we had bought the car from a scrap-
heap in Winton for a few dollars, we
patched it up and put a special body
on it to protect us against weather
conditions; We also made and built a
special trailer to carry the heavy' sup-
plies and fuel necessary for the jour-
ney. :

“We started across Northern Aus-
tralia early last year and arrived at
Broome on the West Australian coast
late this winter. For about 700 miles
of the trip we traveled through coun-
try without the faintest sign of a trail.
Once we spent 14 days doing 80 miles.
That was while we were crossing a
range of mountains near the Arm-
strong River. The first part of the
trip was right across the Barclay Table
Land, which was very soon traversed.
Eventually we arrived at Hell’s Creek
in Western Australia. Thence we
struck the old Tanami track and fol-
lowed it down to Derby, which is only

We backed the -car a
bit, took a flying run and came
through a wall of flame with nothing
worse than a bad scorching. I was
greatly afraid the petrol tanks would
burst. Anyway, it was a close touch.

“Something of the same nature oc-
curred the following week. That con-
vinced me it was not an ordinary bush
fire, but the work of enemies. On this
occasion we had warning of the danger
in time and managed to escape in com-
parative comfort.

“Number four adventure was during
the latter stages of the journey. First
we ran out of gas more than fifty
miles from the next cattle station.

+That meant we had to proceed on foot

in order to get the necessary supplies.
‘We were also pretty low as regards
food and water. We calculated, how-
ever, if we traveled light we could do
it before our supplies were exhausted.
The second day we got lost in the
bush. I cannot adequately picture with
words the utter sense of loneliness and
‘helplessness we felt. After a few hours
it seemed as if we were condemned
‘to go on wandering until we dropped
from sheer exhaustion. At the end of
the third day I succumbed from lack
of water, food and fatigue. My mate,
however, was still able to keep on his
feet. He made me comfortable under a
tree in the shade and gathering all his
energy and-his wits finally made his
way out and reached the station. By
the time he came back I was in a pret-
ty bad way. We had to rest up for a
week before we had strength enough
to go back to our Ford.”

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DR. DAVID ALLISON

- The name of Dr. David Allison will
always be associated in a striking way
with the history of Mount Allison Uni-
versity. He was a classical instructor
in Sackville Academy before he became
instructor in Mount Allison College in
1862, a post he resigned to become
President of the College in 1869; and,
though in 1877 he gave up this office
to become Superintendent of Educa-
tion for Nova Scotia, he came back
sgain in 1891 as President of Mount
\'Allison University, holding this posi-
tion until his retirement from active
work in 1910, at the age of seventy-

four years. He lived to attain the age
of eighty-eight years, and in his re- |

‘tirement his heart was still with the
institution which owed so much to him
as a great teacher and capable ad-
ministrator.

Those who attended Methodist Con-
ferences during the years of his active
leadership remember with what ability
and force he presented the claims of
the denominational university. He had

" the gift of clear and persuasive speech,
“and an enthusiasm which carried con-
viction. Not only the Province of Nova
.Scotia but the Maritime Provinces owe
much to this earnest and lovable man,
who for so many years pleaded the
cause of education, and in his own
life and work set so conspicuous an
example. If all those who came under
his influence in their academic and
college life could come from all parts
of this country and the United States,
his funeral cortege would be an im-
rosing testimony to the value of - his
services to the cause of Christian edu-
cation. He saw Mount Allison grow
from small things to a successfil Uni-
versity, and lived to see many who
were his scholars attain places of
prominence in the professions and in
public life. It is impossible to measure
the good influence of such a life, de-
voted to the task of fitting the young
for the battle of life. That influence
radiates far beyond the classroom and
the campus, and finds expression in
other lives far removed from the halls
of learning.

Many tributes will be paid to Dr.
Allison, but those he would himself
most appreciate would come from men
and women he had helped along the
way that leads to the pursuit of high
jdeals and worthful purposes in life.
The task of the teacher is too little
valued by those who do not reflect
upon the impress made upon the plas-
tic mind of youth. The,more we come
to a realization of the effect of educa-
tion upon life the more we will value
the contribution to the common wel-
fare by men like Dr. David Allison.

A JUST MAN

President Coolidge of the United

on Monday night by resolution called
oun him to demand the resignation of
Edwin Denby, Secretary of the Navy.
It has not been shown that Mr. Denby
was improperly connected with the oil
scandal, but he signed the leases, and
the majority of the Senate declares he
should resign. The President, however,
chooses his own advisers, and he has
courteously but firmly invited the
Senate to mind its own business. In a
.message sent promptly in reply to the
Scnate’s demand he reminded that
body that under the constitution the
dismissal of an officer. of the Govern-
ment is an executive function. He
quoted former Presidents Madison and
Cleveland, the latter of whom said of
the Senators on one occasion:—

“They assume the right of the Sen-
ate to sit in judgment tpon the exer-
cise of my exclusive discretion and
executive function, for which I am
solely responsible to the people. My
oath to defend the constitution, my
duty to the people who chose me to
execute the powers of their great office
and not to reliquish them, and my
duty to the chief magistracy, compel
me to refuse compliance with these
demands.”

President Coolidge is not less em-
phatic in stating his own position. He
says:—

“The President is respounsible to the
people for his conduct relative to the
retention or dismissal of public offi-
cials. 1 assume that responsibility and |
the people may be assured that as soon
as I can be advised so that I may
act swith entire justice to all partiesf

|

coﬁ?c/'erned and fully protect the public;
interests I shall act. I do not propose|
to sacrifice any innocent man for my
own welfare, nor do I propose to re-
tain in office any unfit man for my
own welfarc. I shall try to maintain

2 the fénctions of the Government un-

" {mpaired to act upon the evidence and
the law as I find it, and to deal thor-
oughly and summarily with every kind
of wrong-doing.”

*  This is sufficiently emphatic, and
will tend to elevate President Coolidge
In public estimation. Secretary Denby
may be asked to resign, but not until

_ the evidence submitted is conclusive
that his relations with the oil deals

‘the Replé)lican politicians, who are
{looking for scapegoats, but the Presi-
dent is firm. In his address In New
York on Tuesday night he declared
prompt prosecution would follow the
oil lands investigation, without fear
or favor, no matter who was hurt or
what the consequences. “In the effort
there will be no politics, no partisan-
ship,” said the President. “It will be
speedy, it will be just.”

Men of the calibre of President
Coolidge in high places are greatly
needed—men who will not be moved
by clamor, bat who will hew to the
line, letting the chips fall where they
may.

A PHARAOH'S TOMB

! Yesterday more than thirty centuries
rolled back, and the teeming millions

of earth who have access to the daily

printed word stood for a moment in ;

imagination beside the mummy case,
covered with plates of gold, which
enshrouds the mortal remains of an
Egyptian king. Nothing to equal it in
splendor and beauty has been discov-
ered in all the more than forty years
during which pyramid after pyramid
:nd tomb after tomb have yielded to
the gaze of Egyptologists the funerary
magnificence of the Pharaobs. It is a
little difficult to adjust the mind to a
contemplation of that far-off period in
human history, when even such civili-
zation as existed was confined to a
small portion of the earth's surface;
snd yet when some of the arts had
attained a remarkable development,
and wealth and luxury flashed their
dazzling jewels in a world where the
masses were little more than slaves.
Kings and priests there were, and the
opened tombs so long sealed and for-
gotten tell a marvellous story of the
honor paid the rulers when they came
to the end of life’s journey. Many of
these tombs had been despoiled by
robbers centuries before moaern seek-
ers after knowledge of early Egyptian
Listory began their excavations, but
that of Tutankhamen escaped, to yield
 its unrivalled splendors to the gaze
of the explorers of today.

Practically every article of diet is
chosen today for its appearance instead
of for its nutritive value.

And not only is eating done with
the eyes in point of quality, but in
point of quantity as well.

There is an old vulgar saying, which,
stripped of its vulgarity, might be
translated, “his eyes are bigger than
his stomach.” People today spend a
quarter of their waking hours stretch-
ing their stomachs to the size of their
eyes.

Unless the human race begins to
substitute common sense for greed as
a diet gauge, or unless evolution works
overtime to provide us with a new and
hardier digestive apparatus, the prac-
tice of “eating with the eyes,” is going
to produce generations so ‘physically
unfit that even all the resources of
science cannot keep them long alive.

There Is no more important relation |
among the many conditions and items
which  make for a health, strong
body than proper food and proper eat-
ing habits. When the right kinds of
food are supplied to the body and
digestive processes are normal in their
functioning, all the various elements
and chemical ~combinations which
make up the body perform their ac-
tivities naturally and the energy and
strength necessary for robust health
are produced.

But there is such a vast difference
in the quality and quantity of food,
according to the state of poverty or
riches in which a family or individual
is situated, that health is often a

mere matter of money.

The average individual must take
the proper amount of proteids, fats
and carbohydrates as daily food in
order to have a healthy growth and
renewal. If excessive amounts of any
of the three classes are taken, or if
the three classes are taken, or if the
amount of one is deficient, it will not
be long before the health will be in-
jured and bodily resistance lowered.
But only a certain part of our vast
population choose their food wisely or
well.

DRIED VEGETABLES.

Dried or dehydrated vegetables,
whether home cured or commercially
prepared, have many delicious possi-
bilities.

They lose none of their natural
sweetness in the process of drying.

There are two good ways of pre-
paring dried vegetables. They are
soaked for a long time in cold water
or put into rapidly boiling water and
kept at a high temperature until
tender. I prefer the long soaking in
cold water for several hours and then
gentle simmering until tender.

This method allows the vegetables
to absorb their natural amount of
water and swell to their natural size.
But the rapidly boiling process is de-
sirable when time is an object.

Keep in mind, however, that dried
ripé beans must soak at least eight
hours in cold water. This is true of
any vegetable rich in protein.

Dried Corn.

Dried corn can be used just as
canned corn and has a rich sort of
nutty flavor entirely lacking in the
canned product. It is seldom neces-
sary to add sugar to dried sweet
corn. Let the corn soak over night
or five or six hours in cold water to
more than .cover. As the water is
absorbed, add’ more. Then simmer an
hour, adding water to prevent burn-
ing. Or pour rapidly boiling water
over dried corn and boil rapidiy for
two hours. Add boiling water as
needed. The corn should be tender
when ready to season and should be
solid enough to allow the addition of

milk.
Baked Spinach.

Two cups dehydrated spinach, %
cup dried mushrooms, 2 tablespoons
butter, 1 cup white sauce, %, teaspoon
salt, ¥ teaspoon paprika.

Pour boiling water to cover over
spinach. Let stand five minutes and
drain. Pour over cold water to more
than cover and bring slowly to the
boiling point.

Dried Pea Timbales.

One cup dried peas, 1 egg, 2 table-

spoons melted butter, 1 teaspoon salt,
2 sprigs dried mint, 4 tablespoons
milk, 1-8 teaspoon pepper.
. Wash peas and let stand over night
in cold water to more than cover. In
the morning add a pinch of soda about
the size of a pea and bring slowly to
the boiling point. Add mint. Simmer
gently until the peas are tender and
the water is absorbed. Rut through a
sieve. Beat egg with milk, salt and
pepper. Add topea pulp with butter
and mix well. Turn into buttered
molds, cover with buttered paper and
bake in a pan of hot water until firm.
It will take about half an hour. Serve
with one cup of white sauce to which
one-half cup of diced cooked carrots
have been added.

Tale of Interest Told by a
. Brother of W. S. Ferris
of St, John,

A tribute to Theodore Roosevelt
by Sylvane Ferris of Pasadena will be
read with interest in New Brunswick,
as Mr. Ferris is a former resident of
the province. ' Born in Queen County
he went west while a lad and has made
good, but has aiways reteined his
interest in his pative province. The
article referred to was published in
the Pasadena Star-News, a copy of
which was sent to his brother, W. 8.
Ferris, 70 Main street. Following is
the tribute paid to Mr. Roosevelt:—

By JACK MITCHELL.

+ It is one thing to read about the
great in various biographies, histories,
and articles. It is quite another, to sit
at ease and listen to someone who has
had a real and intimate friendship with
some personage who has carved his
name in lasting letters upon the shaft
of fame. The written word is potent,
but it falls into insignificance when
compared to the oral, in describing a
person or place, when the one giving
the description has a thorough ac-
quaintanceship with that person or
place.

Sylvane Ferris of 47 Bonita avenue,
Sierra Madre, knew Theodore Roose-
velt, the anniversary of whose death
the nation observed on Sunday, Janu-
ary 6. He knew the great man, not
from the casual standpoint of the poli-
tician, the writer, or the statesman, but
from the close and intimate association
#f a long and personal friendship. He¢

ew Roosevelt on the plains, in camp,
at the round-up, and in a hundred
other places where a man’s real self
and not his public side would become
evident. Mr. Ferris’ knowledge of the

eat American, therefore, is not only
interesting, but it is original, for he has
never written a book, or article, or
sought in any way to capitalize his
friendship with the fighting President.

! The beginning of this long and inti-

mate friendship came about in the
eighties, when Roosevelt bought a
partnership in the Maltese Cross Ranch
at Medora, N. D, at that time owned
by Mr. Ferris and A. W. Merrifield,
and it ended only with Roosevelt’s
death.

Mr. Ferris’ beautiful Sierra Madre
home shows the love, admiration, and
respect, in which he holds the depart-
ed warrior-statesman’s memory. In
‘one corner of the living room, stands
.the 45-90 sharps buffalo rifle, which
was Roosevelt’s personal, and favorite,

. big game piece for many years, and
which he gave to Mr. Ferris. The
curtridge pouch encasing the original
cartridges which “Teddy” purchased
himself, are with it, and no amount of
money could buy them.

Prizes Group Picture.

On the wall hangs a group photo-
graph of Roosevelt, Mr. Ferris, his
brother, Joseph Ferris, A. W. Merri-
field, and George Meyers, taken at the
first Progressive National Convention
in 1912, at which Mr. Ferris was dele-
*gate from North Dakota. In the guest
room hang other pictures of the Presi-
dent, duty inscribed, while the Ferris
beokcase holds volumes of Roosevelt’s
books bearing personal ‘inscriptions on
their fly-leaves. ; S
Describes Statesman. ' :
'#Sylvane Ferris, = from these little
glimpses, knew Roosevelt and in a
réminiscent vein yesterday had the fol-
lowing to say about “The American.”

““J{e was the cleanest, noblest man I
ever knew or even reall about. ‘T never
knew him to do or say an unclean
thing. Out on the range, sweating,
laboring, in and out of ‘a thousana
hazards and difficulties, I have never
heard him swear. I never saw him use
tobacco in any way, and never knew
anyone who did see him. Some years
ago there was a vicious slander against
him regarding intoxicants. It was a
deliberate, malicious, and unqualified
lie. He never tasted them in any form,
during all the long and strenuous
years 1 knew him, and he certainly
would not have broken the clean habits
of a lifetime to please unscrupulous
enemies.

“He was kind. On the hunt he
would never kill a buffalo cow if the
calf was running, nor would he allow
her to be killed by anyone else, and
he found no sport if the game itself
did not have better than an even
break.: The men all loved him, for he
made himself one of them, and he was
always approachable by the lowliest.
_ “One peculiar thing was this. In our
ranch work, myself and A. W. Merri-
field, who was in partnership with
Roosevelt, and I, were always known
to our friends, and ourselves as Ferris
and Merrifield as the case might be.
But Roosevelt always had the prefix,
Mister used when he was addressed.
He did not demand this; but somehow
or other we couldn’t help it, and no
matter what mission we were on, or
what exciting situation we faced, it
was always, Mr. Roosevelt.

“He did not claim to be a great
horseman in the sense the professional
cowboy uses the word, but there was

no horse that he would not mount, re-

¥

&

gardless of consequences. He was the
best friend I ever had, and when he
became great, his position did nol
affect that friendship in the least—he
was just the same old ‘Mr. Roosevelt.

“It is not for me to pay small tribute
to the great, and I can only say that
he was one of God’s own gentlemen.”
Tells of First Round-up.

Mr. Ferris accompanied Roosevelt
on his first round-up, and speaking of
the incident Roosevelt in his autobi-
ography says: “The first time I was
ever on a round-up, Sylvane Ferris,
Merrifield, Meyers and myself, each
chose his own string of horses. . Three
or four of the animals I got were not
casy to ride. The effort, both to ride
them and to iook as if I enjoyed doing
so, on fome cool morning when my
grinning cowboy friends had gathered
round ‘to seé whether the high-headed
bay could buck the boss off,” doubtless
was of benefit to me, but lacked much
of being enjoyable.

“The time I smashed my rib I was
bucked off on a stone. The time I
hurt the point of my shoylder I was
riding a big sulky horse named Ben
Butler, which went over backward with
me. When we got up it still refused
to go anywhere; so, while I sat it, Syl-
vane Ferris, and George Meyers got
their ropes on its neck, and dragged it,
choking and plowing the ground. When
they released the ropes it lay down
and wouldn’t get up.

“The round-up had started, so Syl-
vane gave me his horse, Baldy, which
sometimes bucked: but never went over
backwards, and he got on Ben Butler.
To my discomfiture Ben started quiet-
ly beside us while Sylvane remarked,
‘Why there’s nothing the matter with
this horse; he’s a plumb gentle horse.
Then Ben fell slightly behind, and 1
heard Sylvane again, ‘That’s all right!
Come a{ong! Here, you! Go on, you!
Hi, hi, fellows, help me out! He’s
lying on me!” Sure enough he was:
and when we dragged Sylvane from
under him, the first thing he did was
to execute a war dance on the iniqui-
tous Ben. He never became a good
saddle horse.”

This was the companionship in
which, off and on, for 15 years Mr.
Ferris was associated with Theodore
Roosevelt, and his simple statement
that the great man was “One of God’s
own gentlemen,” must indeed be true.

DUTPUT OF 1323
§214,000,000

Coal Contributed Over One-
Third of Canada’s
Minerals.

The estimate of Canada’s mineral
output for 1923, issued by the Do
minion Bureau of Statistics, says the
Financial Times, showed a value of
$214,102,000, 12 per cent. over 1922, Of
this, $74,269,000 is the value of coal
$57,968,000 of non-metals and $81,865,-
000, the metals. It will be worth
while to examine each of these groups
briefly in turn.

Bigger Market For N. S. Coal.

Coal is by far our most important
mineral, contributing ever one-third of
the total value. Even at that we im-
ported considerably more coal than we
produced. The attempt to reduce the
amount imported by bringing Alberta
coal to Ontario was not particularly
successful, due to the long rail haul.
More Nova Scotia coal can be, and no
doubt will be, brought to St. Lawrence
ports in competition with imported
coal. Alberta’s output for 1928 is the
largest in point of tonnage, but falls
below the value of Nova Scotia’s out-
put. British Columblia is a good third,
with about half as much as either of
the other province. L

Record in Asbestos.

The non-metal group contributes 27
per cent. of the total value of min-
erals. Two-thirds of this Is due to
cement and other structural materials
such as brick, lime, sand and gravel.
After these, asbestos is the most im-
portant mineral, with a value of
$7,400,000. It is noteworthy that a
record output of asbestos was attained
in point of tonnage, though the value
per ton was low. The competition of
'South Africa is felt most keenly -in
the longer and more expensive grades
of fibre; and, besides this, the uses
of the shorter grades are developing
very rapidly.

Nickel Reaches Pre-war Output.

Gold leads the metals group, with
$24,8682,000. This is slightly less than
Jast year, due to power shortage in
Northern Ontario last winter. The
coming year will see this total in-
creased substantially, due to the en-
largement of old mills and the con-
struction of new ones. Silver also has
fallen off by one and one-half millions,
being $10,944,000 this year. The out-

HAS NEW PLAN

FOR TAXING AUTOS

i

The Quebec Government, it is an-
nounced, will propose a new plan for
the taxation of motor vehicles at the
present session of the Provincial

Legislature. Hitherto, says the Toronto |

Mail and Empire, Quebec has imposed
taxes upon automobiles in much the
same manner as has Ontario. That is
to say, the “amount of the annual
license fee payable by the owners of
such machines has been in proportion
to the horsepower of their engines.
By that means a graded tax has been
evolved.

The Quebec Government, however,
contemplates the introduction of a
graded tax based not on the power of
the motor vehicle but upon its weight.
In addition, the Government plans to
levy a tax of two cents a gallon on
gasoline. -

More Equitable.

The idea of the ministry, its mem-
bers state, is not to increase the
motorists’ burden of taxes, but to dis-
tribute it more equitably. It is pointed
out that at the present fime a light
gas-driven motor car pays larger tax,
based on horsepower, than some
heavy electric automobiles. Moreover,
there is a difference due to the differ-
ence in power, in the fees paid upon
gas-driven cars of different makf:s, but
of practically equal weight. Finally,
it is stated that the motorist who uses
his car for only a portion of the year
contributes as much to the provincial
treasury as the man who drives it
daily and nightly the year around.

The Quebec Government seeks to
alter this condition of affairs and to
establish a relationship betwen the
taxes the motorist will pay and the
wear and tear his machine will occa-
sion on the roads of the province. It
argues that a motor car will affect the
? roads in proportion to its weight, the
speed at which it is driven and the
distance it travels. The administration
eliminates the sz{cd factor from con-

sideration becausethe law establishes |

speed limits. It proposes to deal
with the weight factor in assessing
annual license fees and the distance
gactor by the psollnc tax.

It asserts that by taxing cars at the
rate of 70 or 80 cents per hundred
pounds and gasoline at two cents a
gallon, it will take from the automo-
bile owners of the province approxi-
mately the same amount annually as
at present. It may be observed also
that under the scheme tourists from
other provinces and from the United
States would also contribute through
the gavoline tax to the provincial
yevenue.  Their contribution, is is
estimated, would
$100,000 a year.

| Nardini Indicted in

Boston, Feb. 14. — Antonio Tron-
gone, 40, a tailor, wanted to be nice
to Mary Nardini, 19, of Somerville,
whom he had employed for several
years, he says, 50 on Jan. 8 he allowed
lht:.l' to take $1,200 in order that she
i might show her mother how nice such
' a large sum of money looked.

Trongone now regrets the act of
kindness, according to his statements
to Inspectors Finn and Flaherty. He
says he was unable to obtain the return
of the $1,200. He had Mary arrested
on an indictment charging her with
the larceny of the $1,200. She was
bailed for her appearance in the
Superior Criminal Court.

The inspectors said they had never
heard such a strange story before as
the basis for a larceny charge.

Trongone, who lives in the North
End, says he went to the Shawmut
National Bank, Jan. 8, and drew $1,200
by check. He received 12 $100 bills.

“What a bunch of money you have,”
he alleges Mary said.

“Yes,” $1,200,” replied Trogone.

“0, will you let me have it? I
would like to show it to my mother,
I'll bring it back tomorrow,” said
Mary, fairly dancing with delight,
Trongone says.

“Yes, you can take it home and
show it to your mother, Mary,” said
Trongone, “but be sure and bring it
back tomorrow.”

Mary left with the $1,200, according
to Trongone, and he says that was the
last he saw of the 12 new $100 bilis.

The next afternoon, Trongone says,
Mary called him on the telephone, stat-
ing that her mother didn’t believe she
got the $1,200 the way she said she
did and refused to give it up.

“Are_you trying to kid me, Mary?”
asked Trongone, according to his
statement to the inspectors. 3

“No, but I'll get it and I'll call you
on the phone tomorrow,” he alleges
Mary said.

The next day Mary is alleged to
have called on the telephone, but
could not report any further progress
in regard tq the recovery of the $1,200.
In the course of a few 'days, Trongone ’
journeyed to the girl’s home, he says,
and told Mrs. Nardini that' the time
for looking at the pretty money had
expired and that he wanted it back.
Deay Story.

Mrs. Nardini confessed herself
ignorant of the entire affair, according
to Mr. Trongone’s statement, and on
top of that Mary denied ever having
taken the $1,200 to show her mother.

Going before the Grand Jury Tron-
gone told the same story he told the
police. An indictment was returned
against Mary. .

She denied to the police all know-
ledge of the affair. She remained at
headquarters until bail of $2,000 was
secured, then departed with her attor-
ney and some friends.

TRANSMITS 1,000
WORDS A MINUTE

Magnetic Telegraphic Drum
Recorder Invention Ex-
hibited in London.

London, Feb." 14—Striking evidence
of the advancement made in invention
during 1928 is found in an exhibit of
telegraphic and other instruments at
the British Imperial College of Science
and Technology. The most notahle de-
velopment is in telegraphy; delay in
submarine cabling has been largely
eliminated by utilizing the action of
light on selenium, which responds so
rapidly that the signal sent out is
recorded even before the full current
has passed over the wire.

A magnetic telegraphic drum re-
corded is shown, capable of speeding
up messages to 1,000 words a minute.
This is effected by the current of the
incoming signal passing through colls .
contained in a rapidly revolving irem
drum and turning it into a magnet for
a brief space, thus attracting a slight
piece of iron, shaped like a brake shoe.
This operates a fine syphon tube
| charged with ink, causing it to record
the signal on the paper tape as it flies
past it.

. Another exhibit is an “undulator,”
or an instrument used in high speed
wireless telegraphy, capable of print-
ing on an endless slip of paper up teo
300 words a minute.

Another device which appealed both
to laymen and professional is the com-
plicated photographic apparatus for
taking motion pictures at the rate of
5,000 a second.

RAISES FUND T0
-~ AID HEBRIDEANS

New York Paper Acts—
30,000 People Reported
Facing Starvation,

A fund for rellef of the distress in
the Hebrides and the Scottish High-
lands has been started by The Scot-
tish American of New York, with the
approval and co-operation of prominent
Scots and Americans and various so-
cleties and clans.

Distribution will be made through
the Highland Soclety, with headquar-
ters in Glasgow, acting in co-operation
with Sir Hector Munro, Lord Lieuten-
ant of Ross and Cromarty, one of the
first movers to the relief of the dis-
tressed crofters.

Little intimation of the true s/ .-
tion reached even relatives in” tie
United States direct, although it has
been known to the cotters and crofters
since early in the fall that thousands
of them would be faced with starva-
tion. Pride and independence of these
people, representative of the best Scot-
land has or had, prevented even the
folk . on the mainland from kpowing
Just how acute is the suffering in the
Western Isles until very recently.

Much Needed

Unemployment in the principal cities
of Scotland has removed the last re-
sort of the crofters, who managed
thereby in former years to eke out a
bare living through the winter for
themselves and their families after bad
seasons. Where possible the government
has launched public undertakings, par-
ticularly the huilding of roads, to fur-
nish some employment, but this will
make only a slight improvement in
conditions. It has been estimated that
no less than $500,000 will be needed in
the next three months to alleviate the
most acute suffering.

In the Isle of Lewis alone fully 20,000
people are threatened with starvation.
In the Isle of Skye proba''y 10,000 are
in a similar plight. There is distress
in a similar degree throughout re-
maining islands of the west and in
parts of the mainland.

The Lewis War Record

The Lewis furnished 6,000 men to
the Seaforths during the World War,
recruited by the REarl of Seaforth,
whose name is taken from an inlet on
the Isle of Lewis. The Prince of Wales
honorary colonel of the regiment, at
the recent unveiling of a monument at
Fort George in Inverness recalled the
fact that the Seaforths enlisted as many
men during the recent war as the
Duke of Wellington had at the battle
of Waterloo. Casualties of the Sea-
forths were heavier than the losses of
the entire British army at Waterloo.

It is the families of these dead heroes
and of men returned from the service
who are suffering most keenly now.
Conditions forced thousands of these
voung men in the last few months to

of means to earn a livelihood. They are
ineligible to the Government dole,
which takes care of the wants of the
tradesmen.

Play Ilfustrious Part.

In 1314 at the Battle of Bannock-
burn the Islesmen fought under the
leadership of Angus Oig in order to:
win  Scottish independence from
Edward II. These men have played
an illustrious part in both the land
and the sea fighting of Britain up
until the recent war with Germany
and her allies.

At the best it is a hard fight to
make a decent living, and when the
season is bad times are hard for mest
of the people. No man living ever

Isles as are to be seen in miany parts

every part of the more remote dis-
tricts come the same pitiful tales.
Children are sent without breakfast
to school, because there, at least, they
will ind warmth. If they are kept at
home they crouch, shivering, by the
hearth, where the sodden peats, dry-
ing around, taking away one-half of
the already insufficient heat. The
aged people stay in bed because it is
the only warm place in many a cot-
tage. This is not the testimony of
these people themselves, but of people
from the mainland and the south
country who have gone to find out for
themselves.

These people are proud, and many
of them would die rather than reveal
their bad luck. They were celebrated
by Scott in his great poem, “The Lord
of the Isles,” and by William Black in
many of his charming novels. In
short, the Islesmen are a gallant and
romantic people, linked by blood with
Norway on the eastern side of the
North Sea, and with the Gaels of
Scotland on the western side.

Roosevelt once made a remark that
if he had his way he would import
all of them to the United States in
order to improve the American stock,
and leave over there only enough to
keep up the race.

BANKS CLOSED 120
BRANCHES IN 1923

Year was Notable for This
in Canadian Finan-
cial Circles.

(Financial Times.)

The year 1923 was notable for a
large decrease in the number of branch
banks in Canada. -From figures sub-
mitted to the Financial Times by the
various banks, iz will be noted that
during the last year there were 78 new
branches or sub-branches opened in
Canada by the chartered banks, and
almost three times that number closed,
228 in all. The net result was a re-
duction in the number of branches of
the 16 banks by 150, in addition te
which 78 branches of the Home Bank
were closed. This would represent a
total loss of over 220 branches. The
forthcoming merger of the Bank of
Hochelaga and La Banque Nationale
will mean a further addition to the
number of closed branches, so that the
total in the twelve months may easily
run up to 250.

Reached Height in 1920,

The number of branches of banks in
Canada reached its height in 1920. Be-
tween 1916 and 1920 there was an
increase of over 1,600 branches, or
almost 15 per cent. of the total. This
was the period during which the banks
were spreading out rapidly, and this
period reached its peak during the
year 1919, when, after the close of the
war, following upon the breaking up of
an agreement that had bound the
banks fairly closely for some years,
there was a rush into various centres,
and the number of branches increased
nearly 900 in a single year, or at the
rate of nearly 18 branches a week. This
rapid multiplication of branches has
been found to be a mistake, as 'a num-
ber opened up during these years never
proved profitable, and had finally to be
shut down. The tendency today seems
to be for a further reduction in the
number of branches.

, (Financial Times’ Editorial.)

The particulars supplied for the Sta-
tistical Review and Outlook Number
of the Financial Times by the various
chartered banks of Canada indicate an
improved development that has been
taking place in the direction of elimin-
ating branches that have proved un-
profitable and whose future prospects
hold out little promise of an improve-
ment.

During the war there existed a tacit
agreement among the banks under

which little expansiort was carried on.
When the lid was taken off, following
the armistice, the banks, for the time
being, fell from that high level of dig-!
nified progress with which their names'
are ordinarily associated, and indulged
in a most undignified rush towards
establishing new branches in hundreds
of centres, upon which they evidently
had been casting envious eyes during
the three or four years of prohibition |
that preceded the letting down of the
bars. The result was that in a single|
year over 900 new branches were estab- |
lished; in- some instances two banks |
jumping into a small centre and in-i
creasing the number of existing banks
to three or four, or even five. The
rivalry was unnecessary, the service|
provided excessive, and the banks |
themselves were the losers. During the
past couple of years, the former policy
has been revised in the light of un-
profitable experiences, and during 1923
there was a net reduction of 150
branches among the banks at present

Unities of Stage Are Instilled Into
Film Drama By Niblo

(By JACK JUNGMEXER.)

Hollywood, Feb. 6—The mature in-
telligence and artistic comprehension of
Fred Niblo is aptly expressed in “Thy
Name Is Woman,” his latest produc-
tion. Adapted from the story by Karl
Schoenherr and the play brought to the
American stage by Benjamin Glazer,
Niblo’s rendition comes as a worthy
successor to his “Blood and Sand,”
*“The Three Musketeers,” “The Famous
Mrs, Fair” and “Strangers of the
Night.”

It is a story of Spanish intrigue
which Niblo focuses to powerful inti-
mate drama by concentrating almost
exciusively upon the triangular play of
passions among the crafty old smug-
gler, his young wife baffied of mater-

nal yearnings and the artless soldler -

over whom rhe exerts her sway.

He maintains the old dramatic uni-
ties from which the screen shows

arked tendency to digress. Virtually
here are but three persons in his cast,
and virtually the action is confined to
the smuggler’s isolated hut. By limit-
ing his explanatory excursions to a few
scenes essential for atmosphere, after
the true manner of the short story form
instead of the novel, he creates in the
beholder the sense .of inevitable
tragedy.

“Thy Name Is Woman” receives its
title from the picture personification of

-Its oblique
angles of love, the devious bypaths of
a shrewd female barbarian in her
efforts to fulfill maternal desire, may
slightly bewilder audiences accustom-
ed to formulistic film fare. They will
not be able to anticipate outcomes.

JERSEY MOVIE MEN
DEFY SUNDAY LAW

Friends of Statute Get Evi
dence Against 17 The- !
atre Owners,

New York, Feb. 14—Efforts will be
made to obtain the indictment ot
seventeen proprietors of moving picture
and vaudeville theatres in Jersey City,
‘who last Sunday defied the charge of
.Suprcme Court Justice James F.
Minturn to the Hudson County Grand
Jury that New Jersey “Sunday laws”
must be observed and all places of
amusement closed on Sunday.

The seventeen theatres in Jersey

City and thirty others in various sec-
tions of Hudson County were open as
usual, most of them playing te capa-
city audiences. Neither police nor
county officials interfered.
‘ Hetbert Clark Gilson, general coun-
sel for the Society for the Prevention
of Crime and the Protection of Morals,
Wwhich has led the fight for the enforce-
ment of Sunday laws, said a meeting|
would be called today of members of
the society and members of the Clergy
Cor.nmunity Club, and the Lord’s Day
A_lllance, that evidence of Sunday
‘violation might be tabulated. This evi-
dence, he said, would be turned over
to Prosecutor John Milten for presen-
tation to the Grand Jury.

Prosecutor’s Warning

A few weeks ago a request to have
the matter brought to the attention
of the Grand Jury was refused by
Prosecutor Milton, but he intimated
Saturday that if evidence of violation
of the law was again brought to his
notice he would take official action.

Those who advocate strict enforce-
ment state that the action of the thea-
tre owners in opening yesterday is a
flagrant disregard for the law. Every
effort to have the law enforced will
be made, they declare.

Statement by Gilson

After Mr. Gilson had been notified
by members of his soclety that the
thgatres had open defled Justice
Minturn’s charge he issued the follow-
ing® statement:— B

“We have the evidence against the
offenders and will ask that it be sub-
?}l:tttedpto the Grand Jury. I feel sure
tha rosecutor Milton wi
this evidence. oL i

AL the time of his refusal to pres
sent evidence against the blue-law vio-
lators a few weeks ago he asked &
delegation of closed-Sunday advocates
to obtain the opinion of a Justice on
blue-law effectiveness. Justice Min-
turn’s opinion of last Friday meets the
request made by the Prosecutor,

“I am surprised to learn that theatre
managers have defied the law and the
highest court in Hudson County.

“We expect Prosecutor Milton to

take the initiative and send for us to

appear before the Grand Jury at once.

“In addition to setting a very bad
example, city officials have failed In
their duty to enforce the law as in-
terpreted "by the highest court in the
county. They are responsible for law
enforcement in their various communi-
ties, and steps may be taken at a con-
ference tomorrow morning to punish
those who have been indifferent or
worse.”

Not only theatres, but news stands,
drug stores, confectionery shops and

Frank La Pointe of Hoboken, Fore-
man of the Grand Jury, said he would
call the ministers and see if they had
any complaint to make.

“The charge has been made,” he

open on Sunday they are disorderly
houses. If that is true on Sunday, then
it must be true on other days.”

At the State Theatre, Jersey City,
a benefit performance was given for
St. Michael’s Roman Catholic church,
of which the Rev. Monsignor John A.
Steppard, vicar general of the Newark
diocese, is pastor.

In some residential quarters where
there has been a neighborhood protest
against the opening of theatres on Sun-
day no attempt was made to contro-
vert the wishes of the residents. In
other sectiohs efforts of various socie-
ties to close the theatres were unsuc-
cessful, residents petitioning to have
them continue theit performances.
