ELORA.

An incorporated village in tho township of Nichol, pleasantly
and romantically situated near the junction of the Grand and Ir-
vine rivers. The village was laid out in the year 1832, by the
late William Gilkinson, of B:antford, and in the fall of the same
year the village plot was surveyed by Lewis Buswell, and in the
following year a bridge was erected across the river, but was sub-
sequently destroyed by the spring floods. The present bridge
was erected in 1853, Previous to 1844 little improvement was
made. In that year the late Charles Allan formed a company,
purchased land, and built the grist mill, stores, &e, Sincé that
time the village has steadily improved, Elora was so called by
Mr. Gilkinson after the celebrated caves of Elora in Indfa. Tho
first actual settler was Roswell Matthews, who, in :1818; made a
clearing at the Falls, his nearest neighbour being eleven/miles dis-
tant, and the nearest mill (Erbs’), near Preston, twentytwo miles
distant. The village is, like Fergus, founded on a limiestone base,
a rock of which, being probably harder than the poftions on each
side of it, stands alone in the centre of the river, dividing the
rush of the waters. The “Falls ” are remarkable for their beauty.
Elora was incorporated in 1857. David Foote was the first Reeve.
Elora is thirteen miles from Guelph, three from Fergus, thirty-
six from Listowell, and fifty-two from Walkerton; Alymer, five
miles; Creek Bank, three; Drayton, seven, and Hollen, five.
Population in 1864, 1,043 ; present population, about 2,000. It is
an important station of the Wellington, Grey & Bruce Railway;
has monthly cattle fairs, and is one of the most prominent mar-
kets in Ontaria for cattle and grain. Excellent stone for building
purposes is abundant here. The village has a daily mail, and a
money order office.

Harriston has a bright prospeet before it, situated as it is in the
centre of a rich and fertile agficultural district. Its public and
private buildings will compare favorably with those of older
towns, and during the present season a splendid three-storey
brick buildin ,'Iwiti mansard roof, has been erected by Alexander
Meiklejohn, Ksq.

ORANGEVILLE.

An incorporated village, one part of which lay in the townshi
of Mono, in the county of Simcoe, and the other in Garafraxa, in
the county of Wellington ; but when it was incorporated in 1864,
it was annexcd to this county, and is now wholly separated from
the county of 8imcoe, as far as municipal affairs are concerned.
The large and fine agricultural district every year growing into
more importance, and its favorable geographical position—at the
convergence of the three counties of ellington, Simcoe and
Peel—ﬁave contributed, doubtless, very much to its rapid growth,
It is heautifully situated on a handsome slope on the town lines
running east and west between Amaranth and Mono on the one
side, and Caledon and Garafraxa on the other. A small stream
runs through the village, Joining the Credit a little below, having
in & short distance the great fall of 120 feet, and driving in its

There are quite a number of
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course several mills and factories.
stores in the village, besides other places of business and mechan-

ical shops. Ft is forty miles from Toronto, and thirty-six from
Guelph. !

This village is likely to become one of the most important
towns in the western section of the Province, being now one of
chief stations of the Toronto, Grey & Bruce Railway. There are
two tolegraph offices, an.express office and two bank agencies,
several c%mrches, excellent grammar and common schools, one

flour mill, one tannery, two saw mills, two foundries #nd machine
shops.

Messrs. Crawford & Fitzgerald, cabinet makers, were establish-
od in 1868. The factory consists of two buildings, each two
stories high, one 18 feet x 50 and the other 18 feet x 30. Seven
hands and steam power ave employed.

Mossrs. Buyers & Meredith were, established in 1867, and em-
ploy fourteen hands in the manufacture of carriages, buggies,
seleighs, &c., and in general job work and repairing. The build-
ings are roughicast, thr?g.stories high, 80 x 50 feet, the black-

ee

smith shop being 50 x 30 feet. The firm are chiefly manufactur-

ing light carriage work.
