THE FURNESS LINE.

The arrangement which has been
made for a continuation of the subsidy to
the Furness line for the next four years
is one that will be pleasing to our mer-
cantile men and advantageous to their
interests. Its immediate result will be to
give us a boat every seventeen days or
thereabouts, thus introducing an element
of regularity and frequency into
the service which until now it
has lacked. If the service is main-
tained as arranged, and there cannot
be a doubt but this will be the case, our
merchants will be able to regulate their
shipments by scheduled times of sailing
and the freight business in both di-
rections will increase., To prevent any
disturbance of the sailing arrangements
Mr. Furpess has purchased a
fourth steamshig, the  Dewart
Castle, ~ which will be kept in
reserve in case an accident such as
the loss of the Ulunda, should occur to
either of the three steamships that will
be regularly employed on the line. Thus
our people have an assurance that the
gervice willnot be allowed to become
irregular and that they may
make their arrangements with
confidence, knowing that whatever they
have to send or bring by the Furness
Line will reach its destination at the
time advertised. This is a matter to
which we desire to direct the attention of
our people especially those who have
goods to export, for it has been notic-
able that for the past few trips of the
Furness line steamships they have taken
little or nothing from St. John. This is
a condition of affairs which ought not to
exist and which we trust will not exist
hereafter.

One thing that is grertly needed in
order to enable the Furness line to do
the best work possible for St. John is
better wharf accomodation. The cor-
poration wharf at which the Furness
line steamships lie is not properly
equipped for business. It is without
railway connexions and the warehouse
upon it jis wholly insufficient, besides
not being in the proper place. It is the
duty of the corporation to see that
both these defects are remedied at once.
The government is prepared to extend
the rails of the Intercolonial to the
Corporation wharf whenever the city
makes arrangements forithe right of way
and land damages. We.cannot understand
why this matter has not been disposed
of long ago, and our Common Council
would certainly Jook very foolish if the
result should be the withdrawal of the
offer of the government to do this work.
As to the warehouse, that is an absolute
necessity, and should be attended to at
once. It may be necessary for the city to
purchase thelots to the eastward of the
corporation pier, and if 8o, there should
be no delay in doing i{. On the other
side of the harbor we rely on the Cana-
dian Pacific to make the necessavy im-
provements, and to provide the facilities
which will be required for the Furness
line and other steamships carrying
freight going to or coming from the upper
provinces.

FREE TEXT BOOKS FOR THE PUBLIC
SCHOOLS.

The Toronto Globe, which in the mat-
ter of public education is the most ag-
gressive of all of the newspapers of On-
tario, is agitating for the passage of an
act at the next session of the provincial
legislature empowering the municipal
councils of cities, towns and incorporated
villages, to impose a rate for the pur-
chase of text books for the child-
dren attending the public schools.
The measare is urged as an economical
one, because if it should become law the
books would be purchased by each mu-

nicipality at wholesale rates, a saving
of 20 to 30 per cent, and because the
books which wonld belong to the
municipality, would be loaned to the
pupils, and thus would pass from hand
to hand until they were worn out, in-
stead of being thrown into a lumber
room or destroyed as is the case at
present, as soon as the pupil
bas no . further use for them.
Furthermore the measure is commend-
ed as a righteous one on the ground that
no one but a bigot, at this day, has the
hardihood to deny that the welfare
of a community largely depends upon
the ability of each of its members to
earn a livlihood,which can only be assur-
ed by each of its members -having, at
least,a rudimentary education. Sucha
law, it is argued, would not be oppresive;
everywhere where education is public
those who have children and those who
are childless are alike taxed for the sup-
port of the schools on the ground that all
are alike interested and benefitted by
their maintainance. To the majority in
this province the cost of the childrens’
school books is a trifling burden, but to
the poor and ignorant, and poverty and
ignorance go hand in hand, that trifle is
of no little importance, and withount
compulsory education, keeps hundreds
out of the schools ; hundreds who can be
raised above the position which their
parents occupy by no other means than
those which the free public schools af-
ford. There was a time when instruc-
tion in schools in the state of Connecti-
cut cost the parents of pupils about
§3 per capita per annum. When this
tax was removed, the number of pupils
enrolled was immediately enlarged by
about 12,000 which could be accounted
for in no other way than because the
schools had become absolutely free ; and
it cannot be doubted that with
free books, without a compulsory edu-
cation law, the attendan-e at the schools
of this province would immediately be-
come much larger than it is. The Gaz
k17E is glad for the advance that edunca-
tion is making in Ontario;that that
province has a compulsory education
law,that is likely to be made more rigid,
that its pupils are soon to have, in all
probability, text books supplied by the
State as well as school houses and teach-
ers; and it hopes that New Brunswick
will not be a laggard in following its
example as regards compulsery educa-
tion; an example which has been set
for the Ontarioans by the most progress-
ive nations in the world.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

Birchall was hanged this morning and
the particulars of his execution will be
found elsewhere. Thus ends the life of
one who was in a peculiar sense the
victim of that snobbish spirit which has
its seat in England and which Thackeray
did so much to render ridiculous. Birch-
all desired to be a gentleman and to live
without work, but he lacked the means
to giatify his ambition. Unwilling to
face the common lot of man he resorted
to murder to obtain money, and now his
career is closed by a disgraceful death
on the scaffold.

CARRYING BONDED GOODS.

HEARING ON PRIVILEGES GRANT-
ED THE GRAND TRUNK.

A Before Siates Treas-

ury Officials for and Against a
Change in the Syetem—Alleged Dis-

i A A In-
Y s Views.

WasaiNGroN, D. C., Nov. 12.—At the
hearing at the treasury department to-
day on the general question of the privi-
leges granted the Grand Trunk railroad
in the transportation of bonded goods
through American territory, arguments
were made by ex-Senator Conger of
Michigan and Mr. E. B. Conger against
a continuance of the existing system,
and by Judge Day, representing the
Grand Trunk road, Mr. A. C. Raymond
of Detroit and others in opposition to
any change in the system.

Messrs. Conger asked for such a change
in the present system as will no longer
permit cars or vehicles laden with bond-
ed freight for transit through contiguous
foreign territory to be loaded, bonded,
sealed and manifested outside of Ameri-
can ports and within foreign territory.

They asked that the entire system of
granting such permission be revoked
and that such permits be cancelled ;
that, in accordance with the general
meaning and unquestionable intent of
the law, the work and supervision of gov-
ernment officials in this respect shall be
performed npon American territory un-
der full and direct American supervision.
with American labor and cspital for
American wages and profit, where Am-
erican laws have full local force and ef-
fect.

They presented statements to show
that the present system operates to en-
danger American revenue:to throw
unneccessary temptations  around
American officers ; to build up gigantic
systems of foreign railroad eorporations
in competition with American railroads,
without any returning benefits to
American citizens ;to enable these
foreign r s to escape the operations
and restrictions of American law, to
which our own railroads are subjected :
to destroy or impair the value of a vast
amount of the property of American
citizens ; to throw out of, employment &
vast Zamount of American capital ; to
paralyze an immense amount of Ameri-
can labor ; to seriously injure American
merchants and farmers; to affect
injuriously American vessels. They
contended that the Grand Trunk
Railway discriminated against Ameri-
can interests.

Judge William A. Day, counsel for the
Grand Trunk Railway Company of Can-
ada, defended the present system at
length. He said it is now proposed that
the secretary of the treasury shall issue
an order to the customs officers to no
longer respect the seals of consuls to
cars containing imported merchandise
landed in Canada for transit through it
to the United States, but to require such
merchandise to be unloaded, entered
and inspected at the frontier port of
arrival.

He contended that such a rule will re-
sult in much expense, delay and confu-
sion to merchants of the United States.

He asserted thst the merchants of the
United States would certainly not be
benefited by the proposed change, since
having a choice of routes and port of en-
try, they do not select Montreal unless

the transportation charges by that route
are more fovarable to them and to their
customers than other routes.

Judge Day said that the Grand Trunk
railway rested its rights under the treaty

that treaty fally justified the present
system of consular sealing of cars. Con-
gress had not he said repealed this arti-
cle, and had never intended to do so as
was clearly shown to his mind by the
debate in the Senate when certain arti-
cles of the treaty were abrogated.

He denied that the road he represented
had vitiated in any way the provisions
of the interstate commerce act.

A. C. Raymond, of Detroit, who said
he represented American railroad inter-
ests desiring the retention of the present
regulations, followed in the same line of
argument. He denied that there was
any discrimination on the part of Cana-
dian roads against American elevators,
and quoted statistics toshow that Amer-
ican roads received more than their re-
ciprocal share of business in the trans-
portation of merchandise between
Canada and the United States.

Secretary Blaine questioned Mr. Ray-

dise arriving at ports on the Pacific coast,
both British and American, intended for
Canadian ports, is diverted from Ameri-
can roads to Canadian roads, with no
corresponding diversion of British freight
arriving at Vancouver to American roads.

Mr. Raymond argued that this was
the natural result of a struggle between
rival corporations, and on this point an
informal discussion occurred %etween
Secretaries Blaine and Windom ard ex-
Collector Magone of New York.

Secretary Blaine remarked that he
was there simply as one of the spectat-
ors,and nut in any official character
whatever. He wished to say, however,
in answer to Mr. Raymond’s suggestion
that this might be a policy of retaliation,
that he felt suregthe government had no
such thought.

“Mr. Raymond,” Mr. Blaine said,
“was himself the representative of the
Canadian Pacific railway, and if the gov-
ernment of the United States had been
desirous of throwing obstacles in the
way of developing that great road it
would not have given it the privilege of
going through two states of the North-
west and crossing at the Soo, nor would
my own state of Maine have given it
the liberty of crossing the entire territ-
ory in order that its connection with
cities of the Maritime provinces of New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia might be
made some 200 miles nearer.” i

Mr. Blaine suggested that the best
mode of resisting retaliation or unfriend-
liness was to make the system absolutely
complete and perfect. He 8aid that it
would be much more satisfactory to the
section from which he came if Halifax
and St. Jobn could treat New England
as fairly and as generously as Portland
and Boston treated the Proyinces.

Mr Blaine suggested that Mr. Ray-
mond would labor to a good end in mak-
ing the system for which he spoke ab-
solutely perfect if he could wipe out an
ineqnality which was known and re-
cognized over the whole country as far
as Vancover, and which was a running
sore, against which no eloquence could
prevail.

Alfred Russel,representing theWabash
railroad, and Daniel Magone of New
York, representing the Rome, Water-
town & Ogdensburgrailroad, made short
addresses in defence of the present sys-
tem.

There were also present Mr. Middaugh
representing the Chicago, Grand Trunk,
Detroit & Milwaukee railroad; L. A.
Emerson, representing the Rome, Water-
town & Ogdensburg railroad ; J. B. Kerr
of the New York, Ontario & Western
railroad ; J. C. Prothy and John Porteous
of the Central Vermont railroad; J. N.
Haniford of the Northern Pacific railroad
and Mr. Pine, representing the Deleware
Lackawanna & Western railroad.

Mr, Raymond explained that thesec
gentlemen,representing about 7,000 miles
of American railroad, were opposed to
any disturbance or interference with the
present system of transportation of
American merchandise over Canadian
roads.

Secretary Windom said he would re-
serve his decision for the present.
