The story thatshe had
contracted the disease from the sailor
Teigh is utterly false, anid in my opinion
she did not die of Asiatic cholera, but
of ordinary English choleraic diarrheea.”
“And how is the man Teigh doing ?”
“I think he is now in a fair way to re-
cover. Such excellent sanitary measures
have been taken that I doubt very much
his having communicated Asiatie cholera
to 'any one in London. S8till it is too
soon to speak positively on that point as
the period of incubation, has hardly yet
psssed. One good result of the cholera
alarm may be;to cause England’s sani-
tary authorities to open their eyes to the
many existent conditions which could not
but favor the spread of the pestilence.”
The Globe last night, speaking editor-
ially, says:—“Londoners pride them-
selves with good reason on being inhab-
itants of a city which for its size has no
sanitary equal in the world. That is
true. The British metropolis shows a
far lower death rate than any other
capital in Christendom. Still there is
abundant evidence to prove that some
districts are swept and garnished for the
reception of King Cholera. Who can
pass through any overcrowded locality
without becoming unpleasantly
aware that he is among [highly
unsanitary = surroundings; and  if
he enters houses he will soon learn
through his organs of sight and smell

There are other great English
cities which have still more occasion
to be up and doing.

THE DUTY OF THE HOUR.

Our editorial of Monday on the real
duties of the provincial government has
attracted much attention and has met
with almost universal approval. We
published yesterday a letter from a cor-
respondent who thinks that we were too
severe on the reeal voter, and who is at
some pains to defend him. We are glad
that our correspondent’s experience of
the rural voter has been more favorable
than our own, and we are quite willing
to let the matter rest where it is. The
main object of our article was not to de-
cry. the rural voter but to censure ignor-
ance and narrowness, wherever found,
and to point out that the’ real duties
of local governments were being wholly
neglected in consequence of the man-
ner in which political issues, wholly
foreign to the needs of the province, had
crept into our local affairs. At the same
time we feel convinced that there is
enough honesty - and virtue left in the
province to deal fairly by any political
leader who will strike out on the true
line and bend all his energies to the ac-
complishment of those objccts for which
provincial governmenis should exist.
The duty of the hour is so plain that it
cannot be mistaken and no political
leader who refuses to recognize it will
receive the support ot Tue Gazerre. This
province must have a policy not merely
of subsidizing railways, and expending
bye-road money, but a policy for
the promoting of immigra-
tion and the settlement of our
own sons upon its soil. In nine cases
out of ten the reason why a boy leaves
the farm is not that he is disgusted with
farm life or that he is unwilling to work
hard, but because he has no prospect of
obtaining a farm of his own until he has
reached middle age. There are too
many fathers in New Brunswick who
try to keep their grown up sons in the
position of children, and to check their
natural ambition to improve themselves.
In many cases the farm is not big enough
to divide and the sons are not rich
enough to buy land for themselves.
They may have heard, perhaps, that
under some circumstances a free grant
of land might be had, but they have no
accurate information on the point be-
cause the information has not been
generally  distributed. They visit
some railway station and see a flaming
advertisement of lands to be had for a
nominal sum in the Western States or
in Manitoba but they do not see, what
ought to be there, an adver-
tisement of the f{ree- lands of
New Brunswick. This information is
not published either in pamphlets, hand-
bills or newspapers because to do so
might cost a few hundred dollars and a
ery would be raised that the bill for
printing and advertising was outrageous
and extravegani. At the same time
while such an expenditure would be ob-
jected to tens of thousands of dollars
would be voted for subsidies for useless
railways, without a word of protest. The
first duty of our government is to
make this province known to its
people, to encourage new settlements, to
give the widest publicity to all informa-
tion regarding them and to teach every
boy who attends a New Brunswick
school that when he becomes a man, he
may have a free farm in his own land
and attain independence or even wealth
without going abroad.

AND NEGLECTED

OUR BAD ARCHITECTURE
STREE

Mr. Arthur L. Calhoun, a young gen-
tleman who evidently thinks himself no
small potatoes, has a letter on St. John
in the Boston Traveller, in which he
draws an elaborate parallel between this
city and Constantinople. It appears
that this resemblance is due to the bad
architecture of this unfortunate city
and its dirty and neglected streets. It is
fortunate that Mr. Calhoun made this
comparison or the fact that he had visited
Constantinople might have been over-
looked. We quote a few sentences from
Mr. Calhoun’s letter :

8t. John, alas resembles Constanti-
nople too, in that an exterior view of it
is the best—not that 8t. John is behind-
hand especially, but, like small and
most of the large American cities, for
the matter of that, it is uninteresting.
It stands about on a par with Lynn,
Lowell and Worcester, and jother Massa-
chusetts manufacturing cities, for archi-
tecture. There is an obvious lack of
care of the streets, and the people are
not so careful of their houses and sur-
roundings as are most New Englanders.
Speaking of St. John’s lack of good .ar-
chitecture in common with that of other
American cities, there is one particular
exception here—a little gem of a church
edifice known as “the stone church,” the
equal of which, in its modest way, I
know not of on this side of the Atlantic
at least. It belongs to the Episcopalian
denomination, and its correct tit{c is, I

“believe, 8t. John’s. It isin the Gothic
style, with castellated ornamentations,
betokening its English origin. It was
built long before these days of show,
pretence and false taste, so that it is en-
tirely beautiful and unobtrusivein all its
characteristics. It is almost entirely
plain, and its plan is simplicity itself,
8o that the effect is a tribute to the good
judgment of its architect. Its lines are
exquisitely graceful, and years have
given its walls a that mellowness that
comes with age, so that one’s memory of
it is undisturbed by any element of dis-
cordancy.

The people of St. John have held to
the opinion very properly, that their
streets were kept inexcellent order, but
it seems that Mr. Calhoun knows better.
Our architecture, too, was thought quite
respectable but the Stone church, built
nearly seventy years ago is the only
building in 8t. John that Mr. Calhoun
has been abletc admire. This young
gentleman must have left his spectacles
behind him or he might have found half
a dozen other St. John churches worthy
of admiration for their architectual
beauty, tosay nothing of public buildings
like the Custom house, post office and

savings bank and a score of private resi-
dences among which we need only par-
ticulize those of Senator Boyd and Mr.
Simeon Jones. The Stone church is
well enough, but to point it out as the
only example of good architecture in St.
John isas absurd as it would be to select
Mr. Calhoun as the best journalist in
Boston.

THE WESTMORLAND ELECTION PETITION.

The Westmorland election petition
came near being ruled out of court in
consequence of the neglect of the clerk
of the pleas at Fredericton to forward
the petition to Dorchester in time for the
trial. Under the controverted elections
act the petition should have been in the
hands of the sheriff of the county or
of the judge on Monday afternoon when
the court opened, but it had not then
arrived and the case had to be adjourned
until Tuesday morning. At that time
the petition was still- missing although
the clerk of the pleas telegraphed that
he had mailed it Monday at
Fredericton in time for the after-
noon mail. Judge Tuck ex-
pressed the opinion that under {these
circumstances he had a right to adjourn
the court sine die, which would have
killed the petition,as he considereg it to
be the duty of the petitioner to see that
the petition was on hand. He, however,
agreed to adjourn the court until 10
o’clock to-day on condition that the
petitioner pay the respondent’s costs of
the day amounting to $30. This
decision was a dreadful disappointment
to Mr. Wells who wished the case to be
dismissed at once, Messrs Stefens and
Powell being extremely anxious to
escape the penalties involved in the
trial of this case. The decision of the
judge that it is the duty of the petitioner
to see that the petition is on hand is of
considerable interest to politicians. If
this be good law then the neglect of the
clerk of the pleas to do his duty and for-
ward the petition in time may result in
the most important consequences to the
petitioner and may virtually amount to
a denial of justice. The fact that the
petitioner has no control over the clerk
of the pleas, who is an officer of the
court, seems to cast some doubt on the
correctness of Mr. Justice Tuck’s decis-
ion, but in this case, fortunately, the
only substantial loss the petitioner has
suffered is the payment of the costs of
the day.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

It is reported from Belgium that the
main object of the strike at Mons was to
make a demonstration in favor of uni-
versal suffrage. The present election
law in Belgium is almost as illiberal and
absurd as that which was repealed a
year and a half ago in this province.
The qualification of. an elector is the
payment of direct taxes to the amount
of 40 francs a year. Under thislaw only
about one thirteenth of the adult male
population have votes. The natural re-
sold of such a state of affairs is a demand
for manhood suffrage.

TERRIBLE EXPERIENCE.

STAMPEDE OF ANIMALS FROM A
WILD BEAST SHOW.

An Awful Panic in a Town in South Africa
—A Fiend Lets Loose a Whole Mena-
gerie.—Ferocious Lions and Tigers Mans
gle Human Beings and Horses.

Shortly after 11 o'clock last night a
general stampede of all the animnals com-
prising Fillis’ menagerie took place, says
the Diamond Fields (South Africa) Ad-
vertiser. This appalling occurence is
attributed to a miscreant—at present at
large—who, possessed of a grudge
agsinst Mr, Fillis or members of his
compauny, thought to pay it out by climb-
ing on the fence of the inclosure in
which the animals are kept, and, at im-
minent risk to his own life and limbs,
releasing from their cages and chains
the whole of the wild animals. This
fiend in human shape is evidently one
well acquainted the show, for not
only has he exhibited a familiarity with
the locks and bars of the cagés, put he
elected theday and hour when the super-
vision of the animals was most relaxed.
He appears to have made good his es-
cape before the animals realized their
froedofn from. restraint, and, as the
four employes who slept on the premises
have all fallen victima to the ferocity of
the wild beast, it is impossible to say at
present if his identity is known.

About 11:30 the residents within a
sile radius of the circus building were
Yoused from their beds by a most fiend-
ish and indescribable noise. The fierce
sroar of the lions, the trumpeting ot the
elephiant, the snarls and ' growls of the
leopards, cheetas, and jackals, the snarl-
ling bark of the wolves, the cries of the
frightened horses and- the groans and
screams of the mangled and dyiag em-
ployes, made a medley of sound which
will never be forgotten by those who
heard it.

he has always borne this horse'a most un-
accountable grudge, and invatiably gave
signs of displeasure and disiike when
within sight of him. The horse’sscreams
aroused the four attendants—a Scotch-
man named Patterson and three Kaffit
boys—and hastily arming themselves
with stable forks, they rushed to the
scene of the disturl ance, evidently ignor-
ant of the numeric. strength of the foe
they had to contend with. These gallant
fellows met a feariul death. From the
few last dying words of one of the Kaffir
boys to Mr. Filis, when he arrived upon
the scene, it appears that he and his mates
when endeavoring to beat the lion Pasha,
were attacked from the rear by the three
other lions and one of the cheetahs ; they
were then literally torn limb from limb
by the ferocious brutes, and the scene of
their death is one of indescribable horror.
Having tasted blood, the liens (male and
and female), the cheetahs, the wolvesand
the leopards seemed to regainall the fero-
city of their class, and Mr. Fillie' fom
Hungarian horses, Sang d'Or, Kremis,
Lenore and Etolle, and the performing
horses, Beauty and Black Bess, fell vic-
timsto their lust for blood. The elephant
frightened at the noise, in his endeavor
to escape, burst through the heavy iron
gate and rushed into Curry street, follow-
ed by nearly the whole of the wild ani-
mals, who appear to have been startled by
something whilst engaged in their work
of carnage in the stables.

A cabman residing at Beaconsfield,
Nelson, had a narrow escape. Hearing
the noise he drove down from Main street
to see the animals rush out. He likens
the scene to the exit from Noah's ark.
An elephant came out first and a few

The wolves, with the instinct of their
race, immediately rushed upon Nelson’s
horses, and two of the lions attacked
them also. Strange tosay they left the
man himself unmolested and he managed
toclimbup a post at Glover’s Athletic Bar
and secure his safety in one of the rooms.
‘When last he saw his horses they were
galloping madly down the Dutoitspan
road, snorting and screaming with fear
and pain, followed by the wolves and
two of the lions. The remainder of the
animals, Nelson says, dispersed in all
directions, but the man appears to be sc
unstrung by his terrible experiences that
nothing coherent can be obtained from
him at present. We have as yet heard
of but one death since the animals left
the circus building. A littlechild named
James Grindly, ason of Mr. Grindley,
produce dealer, happened to be in the
back yard of his father’s premises, in his
little night shirt. He noticed a cheetah
which had taken refuge there, and with
the fearlessness of childhood walked up
to it. His agonized mother from her
bed-room window saw the brute lay her
darling prostrate with one blow of its
paw and then mangle him beyond gll
recognition. We have obtained from
Mr. Fillis—who is of course terribly dis-
tressed by the fearful occurrence, bui
bears it asa brave man should—a full
list of animals at lange: Four lions, two
lionesses, two tigers, three bears, two
wolves, one hyena, two cheetahs, four
jackals, one elephant, one camel and
seventeen baboons.

Mr. Murchison, re-
siding in Dutoitspan road, having been
awakened by the noise, was looking out
of his bed-room window, and seeing a
jackal run across the yard, shot it dead
with his revolver,

A Smart Old Man.

The Bowling Green (Ky.) Times tells
how the postmaster at Rochester, Ky.,
who kept a small grocery, made a smart

Osgood was present during the excution
of the ill-fated Maximilian, and wasone
of the prisoners captured by the king’s
troops. Mr. Osgood met with a very un-
fortunate mishap while in Mexico, which
was overrun by a large combination of
half breeds called Greasers or Gringoes,
wholead a nomadic bandit like existence.
