WHAT THE VARIOUS ATHLETIC
CLUBS ARE DOING.

This Will be a Greit Sporting Year

From the Prep in
Time the Boys Will All Be Athletes.

This will be a great year in the sport-
ing existence of St. John. The re-organi-
zation of all the old base ball clubs and
the advent of many new ones; the intro-
duction of Canada’s new game, lacrosse
the wor'd of sport promised in lawn ten-
nis, cricket and football; and the hundred
and one different contests, meets, and
tournaments devised in connection with
the Summer Carnival and proposed ex-
hibition will all tend to make the year
1880 in this city one of the greatest im-
portance to athletes and one of greater
interest to all lovers of manly and legit-
imate sport. People are waiting impa-
tiently for the 24th of May when their
favorites will meet the South- Portlands
on the diamond, and will formally open
the base ball season here. They are
waiting, too, for the day when the Sham-
rocks will play their first game on their
new grounds; and still more impatiently
are they waiting for the day when the
old Nationals will meet their rivals of
long ago, the Shamrocks, or their res-
pected colleagues in arms—the Socials of
Halifax.

Baseball promises to be a drawing
card, for the St. Jobn A. A. Club have
spared no efforts or expense in getting
a team on the field which will be likely
to sustain the excellent reputation earn-
ed by the Nationals of the same club last
year. The Shamrocks have surpassed
themselves in procuring grounds for their
own private use and will doubtless have
a good professional battery to support
the well-known players of that club;and
to supplement the preparatiors here, the
Fredericton and Moncton clubs have
thoroughly re-organized and procured
the professional services of ball men who
are among the leading prophets in their
own country. Verily this will be a great
year for cranks.

As the longest established club and
the one in which the general interest in
baseball is centred the St. John A. A, C,
(the Nationals) must claim first atten-
tion.

THE NEW CITY.

A week from to-day the present city
of St. John and the city of Portland will
become one city, underthe ancient name
which was given to this river and har-
bor by Champlain two hund red and
eighty-five years ago. The area of St
John will be increased from 1ts present
limited dimensions of 810 acres to 7810
acres, or about twelve square miles, and
its population will be at least 45,000, so
that it will be the fourth city in Canada.
While the new city will retain all the
ancient privileges given to the old by
the charter it will have opportunities for
growth and development such as the old
could never possess. Its northern
beundary, instead of being the line of
the City Road, will now be the Kenne-
beceasis and its possibilities in the way
of extension and improvement will thus
be immeasurably increased. Old St
John could not possess eyen a public
park withent going into the neighboring
city for the territory, but now St. John
will be able to equip itself with as fine a
park as any city on this continent and
that at a comparatively small expense.

When our people come to study the
possibilities of the new territory which
the union act makes a part of St. John
they will have good reason for congratu-
lation. The natnral beauty of our un-
equalled position must make St. John
a great summer resort in the near future.
Tt will be the duty of our civte rulers to
see that our natural advantages are made
the most of, and thatonr new territory is
made accessible to our people, so that
those who desire fo live in the couniry
wiil not be obliged to go into the next
connty to find a spot to built npon. The
increased size of St. John will add new
duties and new responsibilities to our
civie rulers, so that it will be necessary
for us to select men equal to the work
thus imposed upon them. We therefore
hope that the new Conimon Conneail, to
be elected a few weeks hence, will be
composed of our best  citizens and that
it will make a fine stat in the important
Lusiness deyolving upon it.

HALIFAX AND THE SHORT LINE.

Some of the Halifax papers profess to
be still confident that the Harvey-Salis-
bury line will be built, but their hopes
seem (o rest rather on the necessities of
Halifax than on any assurance they have
received from any quarter with regard
{o the matter. The Critic admits that,
owing to the rejection of the bill by the

Senate, the most that can now be ex-

pected for Halifax is that it may become
the point of arrival and departure,
of the Atlantic gmail and pas-
senger business. It adds: “The great
steamships will then take their way to
st. John to be loaded with freight, and
Halifax will remain simply a port of call.
St. John will reap the benefits of the im-
mense outlay on the short line, while
this city will commercially remain at
a stand still.“

As, owing to the route adopted, the
Intercolonial, which cost a vast sum of
wmoney, was built mostly for the benefit
of Halifax, it is only fair that St° John
shall enjoy the main benefits of the Short
Line. Our object in returning to this
subject to-day, howeyer,is to remind
our readers that the Short Line fight is
not yetover. The Halifax people may be
counted upon to make another desperate
effort to have the Short Line built, and
they will be assisted by Fredericton and
Moncton to the extent of their small ab-
ility. It is the duty of the people of St.
John,and especially of the Board of Trade

and the Common Council, to take such |

steps as will defeat the Harvey-Salisbury
Line and dismiss it from sight for ever.
To do this it is only necessary for us to
make the western members, both of the

THE PORTER BUTLER QUARREL.

The quarrel between General Butler
and Admiral Porter in regard to the
operations before New Orleans during
the civil war, is likely to be the means of
bringing out a good deal of secret history
in connexion with the affair. General
Butler calls Admiral Porter “a coward”
and the Admiral replies calling Butler
“u liar and a knave,” and both officers
may be quite right in their estimate of
each other. The people of Canada are
not interested in the quarrel farther than
as it illustrates that phase in American
life which make every man a demi-god
who is supposed to have added lustre to
American history. Porter been
lauded to the skies, in American books,
as a second Nelson; his conduct before
New Orleans has been described as
heroie, and yet here is the general of t-e
land army declaring that Porter is a
coward, and that his conduct at New |
Orleans was dastardly and cowardly to
the last degree. It is rather unfortunate
for Porter’s reputation that a good many |
officers who were at New Orleans agree |
with General Butler. Capt. Pickering,who !
was at New Orleans with Farragut, and |
who himself wrote all that Admiral’s |
orders to Porter says of the latter:—“I do
know from my own experience that he
isa d—d coward, and of no use as an
officer.” And he adds:—“I have al-
ways believed that Porter would have
been cashiered during the Mexican war,
had it not been for his father’'s great |
reputation.” Capt. Tarr, another nf}
Farragut’s officers, says:—“Admiral
Farragnt spoke very slightingly of
Porter, and said that the mantle of |
Commodore Porter of Algiers fame had |
not fallen upon the shoulders of his son" |

THE END.

The Talmud.

Rabbi E. L. Hessof the Mount Zion syna-
gogue has some valuable books in his library.
Ho has, what comparatively few persons pos-
sess, a complete copy of the Talmud, in
twelve volumes, folio, of the Frankfort edi-
tion of 1833. This enormous work, embody-
ing the accretions of ages of Jewish comment
and exegesis on the law, hasnever been trans-
lated into- English in its entirety. A very
small portion of it, indeed, is accessible to
English readers. ‘‘There have been reports
of plete English tr ions forthcom-
ing, but you should receive such reports with
incredulity,” said Rabbi Hess. “Idon't be-
lieve the Talmud will ever be completely ren-
dered into English. You see, in the original
Hebrew, or rather Aramaic, it is not com-
pressed into less than twelve volumes, and to
render it into an English equivalent would
take many more volumes, for the Hebrew
language is so condensed in expression that
there are small sentences on a page which
would require several pages of foolscap in
English to properly and clearly render.
There are, moreover, comparatively few
who havo really read the Talmud through.”
Rabbi Hess has also one of the only four
copies in existenco in the world of Yakoub
Ben Shemmeth’s Commentary, published in
1609. This rare book is worth several hun-
dred dollars.—St. Paul Pioneer Press.

THE RELIGIOUS WORLD.

CHURCH NEWS AND NOTES GATil-
ERED EROM ALL DUARTERS.

An Account of Monaghan Presbyterian
Church at Dillsbury, Pa.—It Was Organ-
ized Nearly 150 Years Ago, and the
Building Is Over 100 Years Old.

Lying at the foot of the South or Blue
mountains, at a point in York county,
Pa., nine miles east of Carlisle and about
an equal distance south of the state capi-
tal, is the quaint little village of Dills-
town, or more recently known as Dills-
burg. ‘Th. region roundabout this place
was until a few years ago thoroughly
agricultural, but the lud was then dis-
covered to abound with a superior quali-
ty of magnetic ore, from which a fine
steel could be produced. and now several
large and paying mines have been de-
veloped.  This has. to some extent,
changed the pursuits of the inhabitants
and their country neighbors, but withal
the majority of them are still bent on
husbandry and the cultivation of their
land.

Dillsburg is not the most progressive
place in Pennsylviciv. and there is but
little change in the town of today from
that of seventy-five or a hundred years
ago, and there is nothing really to inter-
est; except a Presbyteri church, which
antedates by more than a quarter cen-
tury the Revolution. und with which is
connected a great dezl of historic remin-
iscence.

The church was organized in 1745. It
is ecclesiastically known as Monaghan,
receiving its name from its Scotch-Irish
founders in memory of their former
home in Ulster, in the north of Ireland.
This venerable church was for many
years the only one inall that community,
and therefore was the great conservator
of the morality of the settlement, as |
from its pulpit emanated the only words |

of religious instruction heard in the wide
surrounding country. Its congregation |
also took a very prominent part in the |
educational interests of the day, and in
the old church was a room called the
“study,’"and for many years a secular
school was kept.

The first preaching services at Mona-
ghan, says The Philadelphia Press, were
held the year of its organization, 1745,
in a house of worship constructed rudely
| of wood and surrounded by a high
'l stockade of the same material as & pro-
|
|

tection against bands of tho hostile In-

dians which prowled about the country.
| The early settlers carried their firearms
with them tochurch and during services
stationed sentinels on the ramparts |
formed by this stockade. Rev. George !
Duffield was the first settled pastor, and ‘
in this church Rev. John McDowell, who |
subsequently became provost of the |
University of Pennsylvania, was con-
verted, when only 8 years old, by one of
Dr. Duffield's sermons. Dr. Duffield’s
pastorate closed in 1772, and ten years
later a stone edifice took the place of the
original wooden structure.” For twenty-
five years after the erection of the stone
building Rev. Samuel Waugh was pastor.
It was then served with various pastors,
and about the year 1832 Rev. Nathaniel
Snowden, father of the late J. Ross
Snowden, of Philadelphia, was called,
and for a long time the congregation was
ministered to by him.

Rev. A. B. Quay, father of United
States Senatof Matthew 8. Quay, filled
the pastorate from 1880 to 1838, and it
was during this period that Matthew 8.
was born.

The stone church erected in 1783 was
burned and rebuilt in 1818, and in Octo
’beh 1882, a centennial celebration was
eld.
