It was not believed, but :he
was so por:ntpnt that it was true that
next day several hunters went with him
to see the wonderful ships, and their
surprise and partial fear was as great as
his own. They examined the hulls more
closely than he had done, and the result
of this examination was such that the
story cannot be doubtéd. They went to
the interior of the vessel and brought
back with them some cups and plates
made for ‘table purposes, and of an
ancient and ponderous des¢ription. Only
a few of them could be brought out by
the Indians.

“The Indians 'also found a petrified
forestr of tropicdl’ growth even higher
on the mountain, though in the immedi-
ate vicinity of the ships.’

To the Editor:—Shortly after the gen-
Crous ofter of Mr. Carnegie’s for a library
was made public, some far seeing citizen
was good enough to suggest that the
James Bay flats be chosen for the library
site. 'When carefully considering his
timely idea, it will be seen that a better
place eould not very well have been sug-
gested, from a finanecial point of view, as

city. This being ‘the case, no outlay
would be necessary for obtaining a site,
and the wholé sum of $50,060 could be
devoted, first, to the construction of the
building, say one half of the total; sec-
ondly, to supplying furniture, fixtures,
etc., say one quarter, and thirdly, but
not least, to the supplying of books and
literature, say one quarter.

A splendid site could be obtained on
the flats, and to make it sufficiently cent-
ral, it could be constructed on the north
gide of the bay, facing Government St.
"T'he construction could begin as early as
the plans and other incidental arrange-
ments are completed, as the structure,
whether of brick or stone, would in all
probability have to be built on piles,
which could be driven more easily, and
make a safer foundation before the flats
are filled in than after. It is only neces-
sary to go to Seattle to see any number
of brick and stone buildings standing on
piles, in from 15 to 20 feet of water, but
they do not remain in water long, as in
a few months they are surrounded by
high and dry made ground from the har-

INTERESTING LETTER
DESCRIBES VOYAGE !

All Aboard Manhattan Had Pleasant
Trip—Victoria Boys Enjoying
Good Health.

Below will be found a -very interesting
letter from Trooper A. Haggerty, the
Times correspondent with the Canadian
Mounted Rilﬁ#}‘? §iz an account of the
voyage to South Africa. The letter,
which is ddted “on board the transport;
Manhattan, in sight of Capetown, _l“ub-
ruary 12th, is as follows:

I am sending you a short'account of
the voyage of the 2ud Ci- M. R. on board
the steamer Manhattan (Capf. Gowdx) |
from Halifax to Capetown, trusting that
it may be of interest to your readers.

I. had a letter prepared to send you
from Cape Verde, but we, unfertuntely,
did nob go within “two' huhdred miles of-
it, so I will describe the whole voyage
in this letter.

We embarked on January 14th, having
put the hLorses, saddles, etc., on board
the day previous. 'The gangways were
drawn down and the lines cast off about
2 p. m. amid great cheering, waving of
bandkerchiefs; flags, ete.

As we passed down the harbor all the
tugs which were at the different wharves
gave us a parting ‘‘toot,” which was an-
swared by the siren of the Manhattan.

Several enthusiastic persons put out in
small- boats to see the last of us, and
one of them almost came to grief through
waving a large Union Jack, thereby los-
ing his balance. However, the oniy
thing that got wet was the flag, which
went over the side, It wag, however,
1ccovered promptly. The weather was
. decidedly raw, and I fancy the gentle-
man was somewhat relieved when bis
boat righted again:

As woon-as we had .passed out of the
Lisrbor wit- hands?wentobelow, dnd fell m.
at our respective. dining’ talfiés, taking
the places that we were to occupy dur-
ing the trip. Supper was scon served,
and there was considerable domment re-
garding the cooking, the soup being very
salty, and the meat nearly raw. They
also gave us a mixture that they had
the nerve to call plum pudding. A com-
plaint to the ‘“‘orderly officer,” however,
resulted in 2 marked improvement, which
was kept up all the way. In fact I ean
state from the experience of thé boys
.o the other transports, that in the pro-
visioning line the Manhattan is second
to none.

Reveille the next morning found many
of the boys feeling decidedly dry, owing,
I presume, to the fact that a wet night
often makes 2 dry morning. Heowever,
a frontal attack was made on the can-
teen, but it secms that they do not open
until twenty-four hours out of port, so
there was little result, which if not en-
“tirely satistactory to the partics engaged:
had to be put up with, As all things
come to those that wait, the canteen
opened about 2 p. m. for thersale of
_ginger beer, ete. The boys took to it,
but with many expressions of disup-
proval regarding the “soft stuff.”

Business was better on the 16th, as it
was then possible to procure a limited
supply of beer (one pint bottle per man),
which, although a very small dose, acted
in the capacity of thirst-quencher.

I will here append a list of the daily
duties, which 1 think you will admit
fills the day very comfortably.

Br January 17th the boys were be-
ginning to grow accustomed to the daily
routine, -which, with unimportant
<hanges, has been as follows:

Breakfast, 7.30 a.. m.

He is
a ‘well known“praetical- horseman, who
has-the ewperience- of previous voyages
in the service capacity, and it is mainly
due to his painstaking management that
cur total loss in horses is only seven out
of the 520 on board. .I understand this
is the best record yet made.

Mr, MeNicol is en optimist regarding
the transportation of horses, and believes
it quite possibie under ordinary condi-
tions te convey horses to South Africa
without any loss whatever, and as re-
gards the present trip, he has certainly
proved himself to be the right man in
the right place.

The squadrons on board the Manhat-
tan are D, E and F, and one troop of
A. They are all Easterners, with the
exception of A troop, which include the
boys from Vancouver and Victoria and
a few Revelstoke boys. We are going
to act as scouts for this column till fur-
ther orders, We expect the. remainder
of the regiment to arrive in Capetown
in_about a ‘week, and it is likely. that
we, will stay there a couple of yweeks fo
sive the horses a rest, -

In my next letter I will give you .all
the details concerning our quarters and
camp life at the Cape.

I will now conclude this letter by
stating that all the Viectoria boys are
Keeping in good health, but we were all
very much surprised to hear of the fire
at Spencer’s, and they all agree with me
that it must be quite a loss to the -city.
I will say au revoir for the present, as
we have to prepare to land our horses
in a few minutes, and we are all anxious
to pus our feet on terra firma once
again, ?

CONVICT LIFE.

That the convict guests' of His Maj-
esty are not dlways “unwilling guests”
is demonstrated by M}'. George Griffith
in an article in Pef\.‘rson’s magazine,
showing that prison is often at -once
a home and shelter to habitual  crimin-
als.

“The habitual eriminal is better off in
prison than he is out of it. He is regu-
larly fed with better food than he can,
as a rule, get during freedoﬂy‘, He is
well ctad and protected most serupul-
ously from the vagaries of 3' : British
climate. "If he falls sick he % carefully
nursed at the nation’s expense and cured
of ailments which, in freedom. would
e}t_]hgr ruin his health or kill him out-
right.

easy and pleasant one, free from all
responsibility and cares, except, perhaps,
for those—wife and child or other rela-
tions—who are left outside, usually to
starve; but this is not a matter which
as a rule affects the habitual eriminal
very deeply. Lastly, there is the fact
that the tendeney of the present-day
sentiment—sentimentality would, pez:-
I‘Ifl{)s. be the better word—is all in the
direction of leniency towards those who
dnserye least of their fellow men. This
fact is particularly emphasized by the
new regulations which came into force
on the first of May, 1899.

mission by good conduct.”
