It would be far from my intention to 
say a word reflecting in any sense up­
on the board of school commissioners 
which, from the establishment of the 
free school system in Halifax nearly a 
half century ago, has, with its annual 
re-organization of membership, ad­
ministered the educational affairs of 
the city with so singularly a degree of 
success. Indeed, it may be said that 
Halifax has good reason for congratu­
lating itself that, as a rule, men so 
zealous and faithful, and having so 
thorough a grasp of the educational 
requirements, have been willing to take 
upon themselves, the arduous duties of 
a school commissioner. It was not a 
case of a fair day’s work for a fair day’s 
pay, but rather a large expenditure of 
time and thought for the simple con­
sciousness of performing a share of 
public duty in which the vising gener­
ations have been so vitally concerned.

In view of these facts it appears 
utterly inexplicable that the miserable 
condition of things as regards the 
Royal Acadian school, on Argyle 
street, should have been suffered to 
exist for so long a time. Citizens 
whose attention has been called to the 
sanitary state of the building have 
not hesitated to say that in no other 
well-conducted city would children be 
permitted to attend school, with the 
basement of the building used for 
school purposes, in the deplorable'con­
dition that the lower apartments of 
the Acadian presents. The strong arm 
of the board of health should long 
since have been stretched forth to 
save the helpless children from being 
contaminated through the noisome­
ness of the wretched place.

The Royal Acadian school has strong 
claims upon the consideration of the 
citizens of Halifax. It has done a • 
noble work in its long day. The ' 
university of Kings college has a Royal I 
charter, but through prescriptive 
right the old Acadian is justly classed i 
as the Royal Acadian, and it has been ; 
the proud boast of its old pupils, run- ; 
ning down through the ages, that they 
hacT received their education at an i 
institution bearing the high sounding i 
title of Royal.

In the history of Halifax by T. B. 
Akins there maybe found the following 
reference to this famous school : The 
Acadian was this year—31st July, 1813 
—established by Walter Bromley, Esq., 
on the Lancaster system. It was in- ! 
tended chiefly for the instruction of 
the poor. Mr. Bromley had been pay­
master of the 23rd fusiliers, and having 
retired from the army while that regi­
ment was in garrison at Halifax, de­
voted all the energies of his philan­
thropic mind to the amelioration of the 
condition of the poor. He" first opened 
his school on the 13th of January, 1814, 
in the old building on Argyle street, 
then lately used as a theatre for 
amateur performances, where he held 
Sunday school for poor children of all 
denominations, and had a large class 
of blacks, both children and adults, to 
whom he devoted particular attention. 
Many colored men and women who 
afterwards became valuable servants, 
and some of whom entered into busi­
ness in Halifax, owed their success and

established by him at the 
school, became the means of dissemi­
nating his views regarding education 
throughout the province, and his little 
pamphlets, entitled “Appeals to the 
People of Great Britain, on behalf of 
the Indians of Nova Scotia, were very 
forcible and touching. When Brom­
ley left Halifax in 1828 the poor lost a 
true friend and the Indians their chief 
patron.

In his history of Nova Scotia, Mur­
doch. in referring to the events of 1813, 
states : It was in this year that Wal­
ter Bromley, who had been here 
previously as a captain and paymaster 
of the 23rd regiment, commenced the 
establishment of a school on what was 
termed the Lancaster system, intended 
chiefly for the instruction of the poor. 
He succeeded eventually in building 
the Acadian school on the site of the 
theatre on a lot extending from Argyle 
street to Barrington street. He was 
an enthusiast in his pursuit, and made 
friends and created opposition, but his 
sole aim was the improvement of 
human beings, and he was a fine speci­
men of the earnestness, industry, and 
singleness of heart and purpose of the 
English race.

And then the historian Campbell, in 
his very interesting history of our 
province—written at a much later date 
—thus refers to the Royal Acadian 
“Any record of educational movements 
in the province which did not contain 
au allusion to the labors of Mr. Walter 
Bromley would be extremely deficient 
—a gentleman who proved himself a 
most persevering, laborious and emi­
nently successful teacher. Mr. Brom­
ley established in Halifax a school, in 
July, 1813, on the Lancaster system, in 
which reading, writing, arithmetic, 
grammar and geography were effi­
ciently taught. Girls were taught 
every kind of needle work, and a room 
was fitted up for the purpose of train­
ing them in the arts of carding, spin­
ning wool, and of dressing and spinning 
flax. With this energetic teacher 
there was no day of rest, for he was 
the first to begin Sabbath school work 
in the province, which he personally 
superintended, and which proved so 
successful that the people of Pictou 
founded a Sabbath school in the year 
1817, and in March, 1822, formed a 
society for the promulgation of the 
system in the eastern part of the 
province. In a year after the forma­
tion of the society twenty-nine Sabbath 
schools were in operation, in which 
about a thousand young persons re­
ceived instruction.

Before the days of the free school 
system Halifax was exceptionally well 
equipped with efficient schools. The 
education of the girls was by no means 
overlooked, but tne boys of all classes 
had within their reach the opportu­
nity to acquire a good sound English 
education. And the undeniable fact 
that Halifax could always fairly boast 
that it was far in advance of many 
important towns in the high character, 
educationally speaking, of the natives 
of its soil, was due, in a large measure, 
to the Royal Acadian school.”

In the Halifax newspapers of one 
hundred years ago there were very 
few items of local events published. 
The population was small, and, it is to 
be presumed, it was taken for granted 
that if a fire occurred in the town, or 
any accident whatever took place a 
day or two before the weekly news­
paper “came out,” everybody knew 
of the circuiqst^nce, so that it was 
scarcely worth while to teil a tale that 
had already become stale. The only 
exception to the pule was the shipping 
intelligence, and then, in a spirit of 
enterprise, and of loyal purpose, good 
care was taken that everything relat­
ing to the capture of the American 
privateers—and which were brought 
into port—should be reported with 
scrupulous detail.

It was noteworthy the hold that the

establishment of the Acadian had upon 
the public mind. Wilb commendable 
reportorial zeal the t< «wnspeople were 
advised of tlu>school taid its meetings. 
On one occasion much more than a 
“stickful!” was give « to a pathetic 

awnomired
that “ in this town* on Monday last, 
Ann, Æ111 years, daughter of "Mr. L. 
Lighleazer, died after an illness of a 
fortnight. She had expressed, whilst 
lingering on the verge of eternity, a 
particular wish to be carried to* the 
grave by the children of the Royal 
Acadian school, in which she had been 
educated for some time, and had 
given early proofs of rising genius, and 

she was particularly at-

i

The funeral of Ann Lighteazer took 
place on Wednesday last, attended, in 
compliance with the request of the 
interesting girl, by a procession of the 
whole school, consisting of several 
hundred children of both sexes, very 
neatly dressed, wearing whjte rib­
bons and distinguishing b^dj^* as 
monitors, etc. At the graven in old 
St. Paul’s churchyard, they sangxin a 
plaintive and beautiful style appro­
priate to the mournful occasion, 
which, together with their orderly 
appearance, attracted generaJnotice 
and approbation. It was a sight cal­
culated to excite the interest of every 
feeling heart, and to reflect the high­
est honor upon its benevolent sup­
porters.”

This little incident comes down to 
us now—one hundred years from the 
beautiful afternoon in which it was 
enacted—with the echo of the child­
ren’s voices influencing our hearts as 
deeply as the feelings of the actual 
spectators of the scene had been im­
pressed. On the other hand an elegant 
monument of fine marble, executed by 
one of the finest artists in England, 
displaying a just tribute to departed 
worth and representing, upon a field, 
an angel leaning over an altar, with a 
palm branch in one hand, and point­
ing toward Heaven with the other, 
has long since become as “crumbled 
earth.” The name of the one who 
sleeps beneath the spot-has thus been 
wiped out by the hand of time.

On Monday, June 11, 1866, the City 
Railroad Cars were inaugurated in 
Halifax. The Recorder of the fol­
lowing day had the following in con­
nection with the important event : 
“On Monday last thiscity witnessed 
the inauguration of a work which, we 
feel confident will be found to be of 
immense convenience to our citizens, 
and we trust pecuniary benefit to the 
enterprising gentleman, to whom the 
Halifax City Horse Railroad owes its 
existence. On that day there was 
given another, to the already numerous 
instances, of the rapid strides which 
this city is taking on the i*oad to 
material progress. To many of the 
citizens, a Horse Railway was a new 
thing altogether—in the minds of 
others who had travelled in them 
abroad, a curiosity was created to wit­
ness the cars running through the 
streets of their own city, — conse­
quently an immense concourse of 

fathered together near the Pro-

mentioned to view the cars as they 
were drawn over the line for the first 
time. The pleasant faces of both old 
and young, white and black, showed 
with what delight our people hailed 
the undertaking and goes to prove 
that notwithstanding the slurs about 
old fogyism, their feelings are strong­
ly progressive. Precisely at the hour 
arranged the cars numbering 5, filled 
with guests moved off. On two plat­
form ears, preceding the others, the 
splendid Band of the 4th Regt. dis­
coursed sweet music. His Excellency 
the Lieut, governor and Suite, Major 
General Doyle, and His Honor The 
Provincial Secretary, stepped into No. 
1 at Government House wnere it had 
stopped in order to receive them—the 
Band playing the National Anthem. 
A start was then made, and the whole 
train proceeded àloug to Freshwater— 
the termination of the line. Crossing 
on to the second track—to the leftside 
of the road, the cars returned and in 
capital style, they passed through 
Pleasant, Morris, Hollis, and Granville 
streets, on to the depot at Richmond. 
The cars ran into the building here, 
where the company disembarked. A 
large table, on which a sumptuous lun­
cheon was spread, occupied the eastern 
end. Immediately the company left 
the cars, they were cordially invited 
by Mr. O’Brien to partake of his hos­
pitality. The ladies being all seated, 
Mr. Cr Brien, who had on -either side 
of him His Excellency Sir Fenwick 
Williams and Major General Doyle, 
rose and proposed—“The Health of Her

Majesty the Queen.” Next, the same 
gentlemen in some well chosen words, 
gave—“His Excellency the Lieutenant1 
Governor Sir W. F. Williams—one of 
Nova Scotia’s noblest sons.” Sir Fen- | 
wick thanked the company for the 
honor done him, and "using some, 
eompti roeatarv language pr&pfcs _ _ 
“The Health of the President of the 
United States.”

Judge Jackson in some sound practi­
cal remarks delivered in an exceeding­
ly neat style, returned thanks on be* 
half of the President, and compliment­
ed Mr. O’Brien, on the successful com­
pletion of his enterprise.

The next toasts-“ The Army and 
Navy brought Major General Doyle to 
the front with some very happy re­
marks.

“The Health of the Honorable Prov­
incial Secretary” was next given by 
Mr. O’Brien. Dr. Tupper replied in his 
usual off-hand manner, expressing his 
gratification at the completion of the 
City Railway.

Several otner toasts were proposed 
and responded to, and then the party 
returned to the city in the cars.

Everything passed off pleasantly. 
Mr. O’Brien, Mr. Glennan, Mr. Grant 
and the staff of officials were exceed­
ingly attentive to the guests, who will 
long remember with pleasurable feel­
ings, the first ride on the Halifax City 
Railroad.

The service commenced each day at 
5 a. m. to meet the early trains leaving 
the city, and continued throughout the 
day in each direction at intervals of 15 
minutes. The fare was sixteen tickets 
for $1.

On July 30,1860, His Royal Highness 
the Prince of Wales landed in Halifax. 
The executive managing committee ot 
the demonstration were William 
Young, Joseph Howe, Benjamin Wier, 
Samuel Caldwell, Chas. Twining, John 
A. Bell, John Tobin, A. M. Uniacke, 
Wm. Cunard, and P. Carteret Hill.

It was in H. M. S. Hero that the 
Prince came to Halifax. At 8 o’clock 
the squadron was signalled, and the 
Yacht Club, the Neptune (with a band), 
the Eastern State, a lot of sailing 
craft, and not the least, the even then 
venerable Dartmouth steamers went 
out to meet the ships.

The salutes and demonstrations will 
be well remembered by those who took 
part in the events at that time. A 
most pleasing feature of the occasion 
was a raised platform on Barrington 
street, on which were seated four 
thousand children, all dressed in white, 
(under the leadership of Wm. Ack- 
hurst), who sang a loyal anthem as the 
Prince’s procession passed by,

The volunteers who took part in the 
route w ere : Captain Anderson’s Vol­
unteer Rifles, Captain Chearnley’s 
Chebucto Greys, Captain Kenny’s
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Halifax Rifles, Capt. Faulkner’s Dart­
mouth Rifles, Capt. Bulger’s Irish 
Volunteers, Capt. Traunweiser’s May­
flowers, Capt. McKinlay’s Scottish 
Volunteers, Capt. Hartshorne’s Dart­
mouth^ Engineers, Capt, Caldwell’s

The decorations were very profuse. 
The first names mentioned opposite 
the Dockyard were the houses of 
Napean Clarke, William Penny, Mr. 
Heffernan and Mr. Woodridge. At 
the foot of Gerrish street, on Barring­
ton street, the dwellings of J. Inglis, 
Wallace, Fidler, Smith and others 
were decorated ; and also, at Darby’s 
wharf, at Murphy & Smith’s, Mr. 
Spencer’s, Mr. ForrestaU’s, Wm. Mc- 
Kav. There were tasteful decorations 
at Mr. Hogan’s, Mr. Richard O’Neill’s, 
Mr. Newport’s, Mr. O’Malley's, Mr.

If any feeling ia stirred at all, it will be ii 
the form of a desire to possess,man, officer 
and control a fleet of similar ships, not the 
wish to pay out Canadian money to sup­
ply ships elsewhere. Would not Cana­
dians be more deeply moved if the splen­
did ship that Is coming were commanded 
by New Zealand officers and manned by 
New Zealand bluejackets? Most empha’ 
tically would this be so.

Besides, it will be remembered by Cana­
dians that brave little New Zealand de­
cided upon making this contribution 
because brave little New Zealand decided 
that it could not financially afford to pro­
ceed with a native navy until her popula­
tion and wealth had greatly augmented. 
And It will not be forgotten that the New 
Zealand statesmen of both parties on every 
occasion express their regrets that they 
cannot just now follow the example of 
Australia, and express their determina­
tion to construct and organize a Navy 
of their own at the very earliest 
opportunity. Colonel Allen, Minister of 
Defence for that flourishing colony, 
in London, In Melbourne, in Halifax, in 
Toronto, In Vancouver, expressed his 
regrets that his Government cannot as yet 
tike up the naval unit policy. Hence the 
gift ship is the best, with regrets, that 
they can do under the clrcumstancesi 
and they anxiously look forward to the 
day when the New Zealand fleet will 
guard the New Zealand coasts and thus 
do their full part In the general defence of 
the Empire. Our Tory friends might also 
take to heart the fact that New Zealand 
statesmen of both parties very emphati­
cally express themselves against the idea 
that all the fighting ships of the Em­
pire should be kept in the North Sea. Col. 
Allen calls this “North Sea-only” policy 
as a lamentable confession of weakness 
and a lack of judgment regarding the 
broader needs of the Empire.

CANADA AT THE HAGUE.

Panama Canal question to be
discussed,

Toronto, July 26.-An Ottawa despatch 
to the Toronto Globe says :

That the question of tolls exemption on 
the Panama Canal and the discrimination 
which it would Involve against foreign 
shipping, will be admitted to the Hague 
for arbitration, is a matter of definite 
knowledge at the Capital.

The manager and staff of the Halifax and 
Bermuda Cable Company have for several 
weeks worked like trojans in making 
preparations for occupancy of their future 
home on the' ground .floor of the Dennis 
building, corner Granville and George Sts. 
The company is obliged to move from its 
present quarters, in the Local Government 
building (formerly Burns & Murray) in 
consequence of the government’s decision 

renovate the structure, and on com­
pletion of the work to occupy the entire 
mllding. The Cable management expect 

to be in their new home by August 1st. 
These quarters will be more commodious, 
inasmuch as they have leased half of the 
ground floor, and their present offices are 
somewhat cramped. The various offices are 
finished in quartered oak and throughout 
the partitions are fitted with frosted glass. 
The suites of offices and work rooms all 
present a handsome appearance.

All the instruments are new, and the 
most modern obtainable, and everything 
is being done to insure quick despatch in 
both delivery and transmitting cable­
grams to all the West India Islands.

The Halifax flrBermuda Cable Company 
first started business here in July, 1890, at 
210 Hollis St. This building (which is now 
being renovated to connect with the J. & 
M. Murphy premises, comer Hollis and 
Dube Sts.), and the Cable Co., have almost 
what might be termed a historical attach­
ment for each. The company was located 
there during the Spanish and American 
war, and shortly after hostilities had 
broken out all the cables in connection 
with the United States were cut at the 
Cuba end, and the only communication 
with both fleets, countries and armies 
had to be done through the Halifax and 
Bermuda Cable Company.

In 1899 the company moved to the 
Burns & Murray building, which at that 
time was considered commodious enough.

The Halifax & Bermuda Cable Company 
was Incorporated under the Company’s 
Act of 1886, in London, England, with a 
capital of $600,000 in 4è per cent, first 
mortgage debentures, and $250,000 in ordi­
nary shares of $25, paid in full. The com­
pany received from the Imperial Govern­
ment a subsidy of $40,000 a year 
twenty years.

In 1898 the cable was extended from 
Bermuda to Turks Island and Jamaica, 
under the title of the Direct West Indies 
Cable Co.

Mr. D. Budge, who came to Halifax in 
1890, as manager, when the company com­
menced business here, ia still in charge, 
he having proved to be a most efficient 
official, and not only that, but he is a 
gentleman who compels respect notonly 
from those who have business with his 
company, but also in his private life.
