TREATMENT FOR SMUT IN SEED
WHEAT.

Smuts in all farm crops are caused
by parasitic plants. The life cycles of
these smuts consist of two stages,
the mycelial or growing, and the re-
productive or spore stages. ‘The
mycelium comsists of minute white
threads filled' with pretoplasm, and
are iavisible to the naked eye. The
plant grows also by means of slender
elongated cells, which increase in
length, dividing and keeping pace

‘with the growth of the host plant.

In the first stage of growth the smut
does not visibly show itself in the
way of ewollen or discolored tissue.
The spore stage is caused by the
collection of innumerable mycelium
threads at ome point, usually where
the blossom or seed'of the host plant
is situated. Here they are changed
into microscopic, round, spiny dark
sporoes filled with protoplasm. These
are the seed of the smut. In the loose
smut of wheat, these microscopic
spores “re detached by the wind be-
fore . e unaffected grain is yet
ma nre, and in flying about lodge in
the glumes of thy unaffected heads of
wheat, where the spores germinate
and push their mycelial threads
through the soft coats of the im-
mature grain. When these grains
harden, the mycelium threads become
dormant until the kernel, if planted,
germinates, them the smut grows
agaia with the young plant. This af-
tected seed does not show any dif-
ference from other unaffected seed,
and, for the reason of the smut germ
being imbedded in the seed itself, can-
not be treated successfully, as any-
thing that would destroy the smut
would destroy the vitality. i
If the smut spore does not get iu-
to the kernel of wheat, it, lodges in
somc convenient place on. the sur-
fuce of the seed, iy planted with the
wheat, germinates about the same
time and penetrates the tender.sprout
and grows with it, buti if the spore
germination is delayed until . the
young plant has bardened its outer
coats a little and the spore’s threads
cannot enter, having nothing to live
in, it dies.: Wheat is more generally
smutty if the winter ia wet at 'the
time of germination of the grain. The
moisture makes the ' sprouts more
tender and-fulfills conditions for ger-
mination and growth of the smut
spores. If the seed wheat is per-
meated with mycelium, practically no
treatment or method of treatment
has amy effect without destroying
the vitality of the seed. If the spores
ure simply attached to the: sced, the
tollowing treatment is of some value.
The apparatus needed for hot water
treatment is a 75-gal scalding kettle
or anything sufficient for heating
water, a barrel, several gunny sacks
and a thermometer. From 35 to 60
gals water should be heated ip the
kettle. The wheat should be cleaned.
ready to plant, then put one bushel
in & gunny sack, tie loosely and sus-
pend in the water heated to 132 to
137 degrees F for about five minutes.
Stir gently, thean take out and dip
the sack of wheat into the barrel of
cold water to prevent the center of
the sack of grain getting too hot and
injuring its vitality,. The wheat
will then have to be dried to get it
in shape to be drilled, as it would clog
up the drill if wet. Enough can be
treated this way to raise seed free
from smat for the pext year's plant-
ing. Two men can in one: day treat
enough to furnish secd for the next
year.
The apparatus for formalin treatment,
consists of a barrel, gunny sack,
formalin and water. Formaliv is a
40 degree solution of fermaldehiyde.
It is not poisonous, but has a very
pungent and penetrating odor.” It
can be obtained at large drug
stores, or from: the manufacturer ata
small cost. It is liquid, not d
ous or disagreeable to handle, but
animals should not be allowed to
drink the solution. One pint of
formalin to 25 guis of water will
treat 15 bushels of seed. Dip the
sack containing about one bushel of
seed into the solution 10 minutes, then
take out the sack and allow to drain
The seed can be sowed in a force feed
drill or dried before sowing. Several
barrels can be used dnd & great deal
treated in a short time at small
cost.

MAKING HIGH-CLASS DAIRY
BUTTER.

By using lime daily it is not so dif-
ficult to keep down the bad odors in
the stable  writes a correspondent.
We always try to milk as near 5
o'clock each morning as possible, and
at the same time in the evening. The
milk is strained, into a 10-gal can.
As soon as milking is completed, the
milk is run through a separator and
the cream placed In a threc-gallion
shotgun can. When the weather is
warm we set the cteam in cold water
but during winter time we simply set
the cream of each milking. in a sepa-
rate can and put it in a cellar ‘where
no vegetables of any kind are kept
A day before churning, we mix all
the cream in ome vat after it has been
warmed to 70 or 75 deg. by setting
the cans in hot watev. For astarter
we use skimmilk which has been kept
in bhalf-gallon fruit jars for 24
hours. These are put in awarm
place and are kept tightly cov-
ered. Before putting iato the cream
we skim one inch from the top of
these jars.

When the cream and the starter
are in the vat, we put a cloth over
it and stir often until' the cream be-
gins to thicken. Then it is wheel-
ed into a cool place, uncovered and
left until the next morning. It is
then churned. If the room is not
cool enough the cream is cooled by
placing a large can full of cold wa-
ter in the cream vat. We churn ata
temperature of 52 to 58 dogrees,
using a gasoline engine tosupply the
power. \We do not care how long it
takes, but the time wusually varies
from 40 minutes to 1 1-2 hours. A
60-gallon barral churn is used, As
soon as the cream begins to break.
we throw im ome or two pails of cold
water. This, 1 think, helps tvo sepa-
rate the butter more completely from
the milk.

When the putter comes u granules
about the size of bird sbot, the but-
termilk is drawn off and a small
hair sieve used to catohr the butter
which tries to escape with it. After
draining for a little while, a few
handfuls of salt are thrown in for say
50 ibs of butter and 25 to 40 gallons

of cpld well water, which is usually

below 50 degrees. The churn is turn-
ed -quite rapidly for a halt minute,
when the water is drained bff again
as quick as possible, and two ounces
of salt added for every pound of but-
ter. The butter is raked to one side
of the churn by means of a large
wooden fork, and the salt sprinkled
in during the operation. If every-
thing has been satisfactory, the but-
ter will rake like a pile of wheat.
Under these conditions there is no
trouble to apply the salt evenly. Af-
ter the salt has been added, the
churn is closed and given a few turns
and allowed to stand for 20 to 30 min-
utes... Then the churn is turned un-
til the butter comes together in
balls. Care is taken in removing
the brine 'which accumulates during
this process. so it will not drain away
all the salt. After the butter is ace
cumulated in balls, the faucet of the
churn is opened and the butter given
o good ‘pounding - with a heavy
packer. It is then packed into tubs
/or jars as circumstances require.

Some Marvellows Pleces of Mochanieal
Workmanship. .

Among ‘the treasured of a Swiss
museum, ingerted in the top of an old-
tashioned ' penocil-cage, is the tiniest
watch ever comstrusted. It ig omly
three-sixteenths of an inch in dia-
meter, and its little dial not omly in-
dicates houry, minutes, and seconds,
but elso the dayy of the month. So
perfeotly  formed is thig Liliputian
watch that it keeps excelleat time,
and is a marvellous pieve of meochen
cal workmenship, :

Two of the most elaborate and curi-
ous watohes which the world has
ever seen belonged to Queen Elizabeth
and ber unfortunate contemporary,
Mary, Queen of Scots. Good Queen
Bess 'had a watch made for her in the
form of 'a duok, with beautifully-
chased feathers, the lower part of
which opened. The face was of sil-
ver, with an elaborate gilt deaign,
and the whole was kept in a cage of
brass, oovered : with black leather,
thickly studded with big silver knobs.

The ill-fated Mary was the posses-
sor of & watoh in the form of a skull,
The dial was introduced where the
palate should have been, and the
weorks occoupied the place of braing in
the granium. In the hollow of the
skull, mwreover, wasa bell, which
bhad works of ity own, and by means
of which a hammer struck out the
hours upon it.

One of the choicest waritiest of the
Bernal collection was a book-shaped
watob.  This curious time indicator
was made by order of Bogislaus XIV.,
Duke ‘of Pomerania in the time of
Gustavus Adoiphus. On the face of
the book, where the dial of the: watch
is set, thare is an engraved inscription
of the duke, and his title and armor-
ial bearings, together with the date,
1627, On the back the engravings
are also very finely and skilfully exe-
outed, among them being the por-
traits of two gentlemen of the seven-
.teenth century. The dial-plate is of
silver, chased in relief, while the in-
aides are. beautifully chased with tig-
ures of birdds and foliage. The
watoh has two separate movements
and a large, aweet-toned bell. At
the back, over this bell, the metal
ia ornamentally pierced in a circle,
with a dragon and other devices,
while the sides are pierced amd en-
graved with a complicated design of
beautiful soroll-work.

A pleasant and nourishing dish for
a sick person with a weak stomach,
is an egg well beaten with 3§ tables
spoons rich, sweet milk, a very lit.
tle sugar, and a little grated nut-
meg, or other flaver, if preferred.
Set the bowl or cup into a basin of
hot water, stirring the egg coatinu.
ally, uatil it is warm, pour iato .a
dainty glass, and let the. patient cat
it slowly with a spoon. This makes
an agreeable changé from moups,
broths, ete,, and is very strengthen-
ing.

Break a fresh egg lnto a small
oup, or basin, beat thoroughly, add
2 tablespoons milk and a tiny pieve
of butter, with salt and pepper teo
teste. Bake quickly in a hut oven
and serve immediataely. This is
much more easily digosted than
poached or boiled eggs.

Broiled eggs in paper cases is an
attractive dish.. Take confectioner's

Perhaps as extraordinary s case of libel as
was ever tried in a court was disposed of in
New York recently. The New York Word
described » man as a burglar, which térm if
applied to a decent man it will be admitted
isa term of reproach sud injury to his
reputstion. The man dued the newspaper
for libel, when it appeared that he was oot &
burglar, but a far worse criminal. He b

‘entered a young giri’s room for the purpose

of commi:ting a greater crime thao burglary.
Relying, however, on the fact that he was
pot a boussbreaker, and hoping, wo doubt,
to meke sowe mopey out of the transaction,
he sued the World for damage to his reputa-
tion.  Oa the face of it thie looks hke the
very height of check and boldue.s. The
jury retaroed a verdict givinge the man
nomioal damages, but the judge set their
decision aside for these reasons :

»What is the injury by libel? Is it the
actaal wrong to the character of the man, or
the lowering of a filse reputation for honor
snd good conduct? The character is what
the man - is; the -reputation what he is
supposed to be. For defamation compensa-
tion to equaize the dimiuution of
reputation below the r.a' worth of the

The Result of “‘Fhilanthropy.”

Mr. Potter sued
to recover the amount of notes given by
defendants to raise money to help Jobe E.

The judge decided
all the points in the case jn favor of the
plsintiff, but said the plaintiff not being the
polder of the notes should not have brought
the suit.

The testimony, it will be remembered,
showed that Potter never saw the notes
antil after the suits were begun and had no
personal koowledge of any intention on
anybody’s part to enter proceedings for
them.

The judge, therefore, allowed a non-suit.
He said, however, that if Mr. J. J. MoGaf-
figan had himeelf, broaght the sait he would
have given him a verdiot.

This is a suit which has heen watched
with conmderable interest on the North
Shore because of the course takea by Mr.
J. J. MoGafligan of St. Jobn, who, it
appears, while acting in the role «f a
philanthropist, . induced » ber of his
frisnds to become lable on n.tes for the
purpose of eoabling him to- assist Mrl
Baldwin to tide over his difficulties in con-
nection with the Bathurst custom house.

Here Dunald McLeod,
the Iather, perished in the well near the
farm house, his son Archibald being rescued
from the same well at the same time in a
nestly drowned condition. And here the
aged mother, living with the same son
Archiba!d, was found dead in the kitchen on
10th April last. The circumstances attend-
ing Mrs. McLeod’s death were felt to be most
extraordinery. Bat the funeral arrange-
ments were made and the body of the
dedeased lady was consigned to the grave in
the usual way amid the sincere sorrow of
many who had known and respected her
duriog life. Then the whisper of suspicivn
grew and was spread abrosd that she had
met her death by violence, Probably not
maoy actaslly believed that such had been
the case, though some who did not believe
still had their fears Many who perhape
neither believed nor feared that death in
this case had been a tragedy still saw and
felt that the mystery ought to be cleaved
and any basis for suspicion swept away.
These feelings grew so strong that the
suthorities were moved to take the extra-
ordinary course of ordering an exhumaticn
of the body and the holding of & coroner’s
iogaest.”

At the irqaest the ductor who made the
post - mertem exsmination of the body
depoted that death was by strangulation,
the meck and throat showing marks of
violence,

Archibald McLeod, with whom the
deceased lived, testified to finding the body
of his mother in the kitohen and potifying
the neighbors. There was » mark like a
seratoh on the cheek, and a little blood on
her hands. Half the farm on which he
lived belonged to his mother, At her death
it would go to him.

Mrs. McKeozie, & neighbor, who helped
to dress Mrs. McLeod’s body, said thet on
each side of her face there were marks and
ber nose was brnised. Her neck was. bine
on the left side and blood came outside her
mouth when she was moved.

Several other witnesses testified to h-ar-
ing in the di of Archibald
MeLeod’s house between nine and ten o’clock
on the night of her death, and McLeod
himsef said he heard & noise but thought it
was made by the horses in the stable,

After a short deliberation the jury return-
éd a verdict that deceased came to death
either by choking or straugulation.

FANCY BREADS.

Raised Waffles—Now that new ma-
ple dyrup is coming into market is
the time for waffles, Scald one¢ and
three-quarters cups of milk, add one
level teaspoon of salt, one level ta-
blespoon of butter, and when luke-
warm, add one-quarter yeast cake
dissolved in one-quarter cup of luke-
warm water and two cups of flour.
Let rise over night and in the morn-
ing add the yolks of two eggs well
beaten and the whites of two eggs
beaten stiff. Cook on p hot waffle
iron and serve with maple syrup. The
waffle iron must fit the top of the
stove; heat one side, then the other,
Hent the iron between each frying.
A waffle should bs crisp. Part gra-
ham and part flour mnkes excellent
waffles.

Coffee Cakes—Scald one cup of
milk and when lukewarm add two
yeast cakes, and as soon as dissolv-
ed add four egg yolks, four eggs, two-
e dmilk over one-quarter cup of su-
gar, one-half teaspoon of lemon ex-
tract and four and two-thirds cups
of bread flour. Bsat for 10 minutes
with the hand. Let rise six hours,
keep in the ice box one night, turn
onto the moulding board or a floured
cloth, roll one-quarter of an imch
thick, spread with softened butter
and fold so as to make three layers.
Cut off peices three-quarters of an
inch thick, shaps into cakes, let rise,
put some distance apdrt in the pan
and bake 20 minutes. Cool and frost
with confectioners’ sugar moistened
with boiling water.

Hot Buns—Pour one vup of scald-
ed mlik over one-quarter ocup of su-
gar, two level tablespoons of butter,
one-half teaspoon of salt, and when
lukewarm, add one-half yeast cake
dissolved in one-quarter cup of luke-
warm water, ope egg well beaten,
three cyps of flour and three-quart-
ers teaspoon of cinnamon. When
thoroughly ‘mizxed add ome-quarter
cup of raisins stoned and quartered.
Let rigse, shape into buns, let rise in
the pan and bake 20 minutes.

Grabam Popovers—Mix two-thirds
cup of grabham flour with one and
one-haif teaspoon of salt, Pour on
slowly two cups of milk, beat two
eggs until light, add to first mixture
and beat again. Turn at once into
bot buttered gem-pans and bake in
& hot oven 80 minutes. Miss Farmer
prefers the round iron geml pans and
fills them nearly full,

Fruit Biscuit—Pour one-half scald-
ed milk over .two, tablespoons of sa-
gar and one-quarter teaspoon of salt,
when lukewarm add one-half yeast
cake disgolved in two tablespoons of
lukewarm water and three-quarters
ocup o( flour. ' Let rise and then add
two tablespoons of melted butter,
onc cgg well beaten, the grated rind
of ome lemon and enough flour to
knead. Let rise, toss on a floured
cloth and roll to one-quarter inch
in thickness. Brush ovor with melt-
ed butter; sprinkle with ome-third
ocup of stoned maisins and two table-
spoons of chopped oltron. Roll and
cut in three-quarter inch pieves. ILet
rse in pan and bake in'a hot oven.
Glaze the top with white of egg di-
luted with water.
