DR, LYMAN ABBOTT HAS
LITTLE USE FOR RUSSIA

P

Present State of Affalrs Is - Blameable
Only to the Emperor Who Makes
No Effort Towards Reform

—

NEW YORK, March 4.—Political
conditions in Russia were described and
appezls to American sympathy for
those struggling for a constitutional
government, were made before an audi-
ence that filled Carnegie Music Hall
tonight. The meeting was arranged
by the Society of the Friends of Rus-
sian Freedom. Addresses were made
by Dr. Lyman Abbott, who presided;
Alexis Alladin, the Liberal leader of
the Douma; Nicholas Tohaykovsky, G.
Kennan, Dr. Felix Adler and others.

After referring to many alleged
c¢rimes committed, under the eyes of
the Russian government, Dr. Abbott
said.

“The civilized world justly holds the
czar responsible for these high crimes,
for they are perpetrated in his name
and under his authority. If the Rus-
sian government authorizes them, it is
intolerably despotic; if it is unable to
prevent them, it is intolerably incom-
petent. In either case it is intolerable;
and it is the right, it is the duty of the
Russian people to throw oc such gov-
ernment and provide new guards for
their future security. A political or-
ganization under which such crimes are
perpetrated is not worthy to be called
a government, it is organized anarchy.

«“Whether Russia is ripe for a repub-
lic, is not the question; the question be-
fore us is whether the Russian is to
hold his life and his property as a ten-
ant at will of an unscrupulous bureau-
cracy.

«1f revolution is ever justified, the
revolution in Russia is justified by the
causes which have provoked it, and the
end which the revolutionists have in
view, the substitution of a representa-
tive for an autocratic government
must commend itself to all who believe
in justice and liberty.

«We Americans do not identify our-
selves with any particular group of
Tiussian reformers; we do not stand as
sponsor for any particular methods
which any group may adopt; but we
assure you and your compatriots of our
sincere sympathy in your endeavor to
overthrow the Russian bureaucracy
and to establish in its place a govern-
ment which will secure protection for
the lives, the liberties and the proper-
ties of the Russian people.”

“SAN MARCOS (Honduran frontier),
Feb. 20.—Nicaraguan troops set ambus-
cade on Honduras territory, near the
frontier, but were driven out by the
Honduran forces. Nicaraguan loss
14 killed, 40 wounded; Honduras two
wounded.”

“TEGUCIGALPA, Honduras, Feb. 20.
—QGeneral Lee Christmas, an American,
formerly living in Memphis, Tenn., and
General Barahona, with 2,000 men
marched for the frontier of Nicaragua
today. Thirty-five hundred soldiers
have arrived at the capital from the
western department of Gracias, Intubca
and Copan and Dbeing uniformed
and equipped. The soldiers are the
famous fighting Indians called ‘‘Graci-
anas” men of great valor and endur-
ance, who remember the sacking ef
Cholutea by Nicaraguan troops in 1894
and are enthusiastic for war. ‘When
this force arrives Honduras will have
on the border between 15,000 and 18,000
troops. A reserve of 15,000 will be rap-
idly organized, the entire fighting force
of the country being called out.” v

“TEGUCIGALPA, Honduras, Feb. 26.
—The columns_of Gen. Barahona have
arived at Guinopo, within four leagues
of the Nicaraguan frontier. No en-
gagement of importance has occurred
within the last few days, only skir-
mishes being fought. On account of the
close proximity of both armies, serious
encounters are looked for daily.”

REMOVES PART I
BEARD ON HIS TOMB

Phineas White Has Sculptor Change St;le
of Whiskers on His $1,500
Monument

DERBY, Conn., March 5—Because he
dreamed that he could not enter hea-
ven with his beard parted on the bust
of his $1,500 monument, Phines Gard?
ner Wright, said to be the wealthiest
man in Putnam, has had a sculptor
bunch the stone whiskers at an ex-
pense of $400.

‘Wright, who is a bachelor seventy-
eight years old, erected the monument
on his family plot, in Grove Cemetery,
three years ago. It attracted much at-
tention because of the line he had in-
scribed upon the granite shaft just be-
low his bust, “Going, but know not
where.” At the same time he had an
immense grave dug and bricked up, he
said, so that the earth would not
crowd him and he would have enough
room in which to turn over and move
about, and with flat stones at the base,
so that he could not sink.

“Them’s true words,” said Wright,
referring to the’odd inscription, “but
there air’t many folks what’s got the
honesty or the courage to say the same
thing.” A short time ago Wright took
the notion of having a gas pipe placed
in the ground above his grave so that
there would be no difficulty in finding
the flat stone cover, but last week he
concluded that people would think he
was trying to get air after he had been
buried, so he is having a five foot steel
flagstaff with a banner bearing his
name made to take its place. He has
placed demijohns of gin and whiskey
in the grave so that he will not be
lonely.

Wright's mother and sister are bur-
ied in the plot, and their names, birth
and death dates, with those of his
father, who dicd at Stockton, Cal, in
1849, while gold hunting, are inscribed
on the monument. Wright was born at
Fitzwilliam, N. H., April 3, 1829, and
two years later his parents came to
Connecticut. They were poor, and

young Wright had to work hard. He |

says he broke the first earth for the
air line railroad.

Then he carried the hod for 75 cents
a day. After many years he got ahead
by buying lumber. He retired ten years
ago, after he had amassed a fortune
of $125,000, invested mostly in real es-
tate and mortgages. Wright says he
was disappointed in love forty years
ago, and he has written reams of poet-
ry on the perfidy ef woman.

He has provided that after his death
this additional inscription shall be
placed upon his monument, “Never
beat by man, but by woman.”

Wright lives in a plain house with a
niece, Miss Etta Crane, twenty years
old, daughter of Willlam Crane, a
Hartford manufacturer.

She does the housework, shaves him,
cuts his hair and washes his face and
hands. She owns a $4,500 farm at El-
lington, and Wright has made a will
leaving all to her except $2,000 to the
Putnam Congregational Church, Dbe-
cause his moth:r attended it, and $2,000
to the Putnam Hospital. An old mon-
vment, costing $600, which the present
one displaced, he 1 2s offered to the city
for a soldiers’ monument, but it has
not been accepted.

Wright's occupation is given in the
Putram city directory as ‘having no
business but to mind his own.”

“It is an awful thing to talk with
men who have the gleam of eath in
their eyes,” said Colonel Holland yes~-;
terday, “and, although I have been a
Salvatfon Army officer in many phases,
I have never met with life as it has
presented itself to me the last seven=-
ty-two hours. Desperate men and wo-
men have come with desperate stories,
and I have tried to do as much good .
as I could to hold out a helping hand.;
The Salvation Army believes in the
brotherhood of man and that the high-
est service is the service we render ong
to another, and the Anti-Suicide Bu-
reau is only another feature of our”
work of reaching out to help those
who in a sense are unable to help
themselves.” :

NEW YORK, March 5—General
Wm. Booth, the aged leader of the
Salvation Army, arrived in this city
today on the steamer Minneapolis from
London. He will spend two days here
as the guest of his daughter, Com-
mander Eva Booth, and then will leave
for Montreal, Toronto, Ottawa, Van-
couver and _Seattle, whence he will
sail for Japan. After a short stay in
that -kingdom he will go to India and
thence return to England. In the fall
he will again come to the TUnited
States, this time for a general ‘tour:
of the country, during which he will
hold a number of public meetings in
the larger cities.

His present visit is purely a private
one, and he will make no public ad-
dress. During his stay in Ottawa he
will' be the guest of Earl Grey, *he
Governor-General of Canada.

The first game of the series will
be played in Marysville, the second in
the Marathon Rink. Ii a play off is ne-
cessary it will most likely be played on
meutral ice.

Some timé before the sason opened
a letter was sent to the different clubs
from Sackville, saying that they were

ville men. It is also said that the
Fredericton delegates were not admit-
ted into the confidence of the star
chamber gathering because it was
thought the Celesials had some sort of
a dicker with Moncton to play semi-
professional hockey. Then in the even-
ing when, after the minutes of the
previous meeting had been read, the
three teams withdrew from the league
and their delegates from the meeting,
Fredericton was invited to enter a
team in the new league. The delegates
rightfully refused to enter the new
league as they were sent as represent-
atives to the older association. So the
upshot of the matter was that a three
team league was formed—and Sack-
ville should certainly have been satis-
fled. ¢

ANGERS GOVENTRY

Varlety Actress’ Imitation of the Feat
Told of in Legend Makes a
Great Stir

LONDON, March 5—There is perhaps
no angrier community in the length
and breadth of the land just now than
the people of ye “antient toune of Co-
ventry.” ‘They simply decline to be-
lieve that while they slept a woman
rode through their streets on horseback
in very much the same way as their
beloved Godiva made the journey in
the days of long ago. But their unbe-
lief doesn’t dispose of the fact.

Scepticism has been aroused by the
feat of “La Milo,” a beautifully shaped
woman who Is going the rounds of the
variety theatres posing as certain
classical figures in the “altogether.” In
making the midnight ride she has only
had the effect of adding to the per-
sonal enjoyment she has derived from
the .realization of a strange whim.

“Knowing that steps had been taken
to discredit the story, I took advan-
tage of ‘La Milo's’ presence in Liver-
pool,” writes a correspondent, “to call
upon her and her manager, Mr. Cruick-
shank, to hear what they had to say.
The fact that her feat was less detail-
ed in the newspapers than it might
have been was a concession to local
feeling and a protection to some extent
to those who in the face of the authen-
tic particulars might have been called
to account for allowing a nude woman
to pass thgpugh the streets.

“My talk .with ‘La Milo’ and her
manager enables me to give for the
first time the true story of ‘La Milo’s
escapade. When she was a mere girl
she desired if ever she found herself in
Coventry that she might repeat the
feat of Leofrac’s fair bride. When she
arrived there on her tour the whim re-
turned.

“She would have made the ride with-
out secrecy but for the frowns of of-
ficiaidom. The sanction sought being
refysed, ‘La Milo’ took matters into
he®own hands. ‘The ride started,” said
Mr. Cruickshank, ‘at two o’clock in the
morning. ‘La Milo® made up at the the-
atre, as she does for the usual show,
the only difference being a preparation
which she used that contained proper-
ties for resisting cold. With a big cloak
she left the stage door for St. Mary’'s
Hall. She mounted a white steed which
was waiting, the cloak being strapped
to the side of her saddle for use in
case of an emergency,

FORTY-TWO-OF GANG
OF THIEVES ARRESTED

Syndicaie of Criminals Who

Perpetrate Many Murders
and Robberies.

Thief ‘at Early Age, Leadef Devel.
oped by Stages Mto a
Bandit  Ghief,

PARIS, March 4.—The police have
Just arrested forty-filva members of a
surprisingly well organized gang of
criminals which, for the last two years,
has terrorized the north of France.
The chief of the gang, Abel Pollet, his
brother, August, and an assistant, call-
ed Canut, are among those in custody.

The gang, which has & branch in Bel-
gium, is know to have been implicated
in ovar 100 robberies and several mur-
ders. Villages have been literally
sacked and peasants murdered.

Detachments of this crime trust de-
scended simultaneously on several vil-
lages. In this way twenty, thirty, or
even fifty, robberies were committed in
one day. Private houses, workshops,
factories, farms were plundered in
turn by these modern brigands. At the
same time the police were informed of
several murders and attempted mur-
ders committed with the purpose of
robbery. :

Abel Pollat, the leader of the gang,
has & sensational record of crime. As
a boy he secured the place of honor
among a number of candidates pre-
pared for their first communion, but
sold it to the son of a pork butcher for
$10 and a suit of clothes. He followed
this up by slipping away from the party
of communicants and robbing the till
of a tradeswoman who was present at
the ceremony. For this he was sent to
a reformatory for three months.

On his release he laid the foundation
for a long series of crimes; He entered
the service of a horsedealer named De-
ciercy, and became familiar with some
of the best-known houses in the north
of France. Thirteen years later these
houses received the attention of Pollet
and his band.

He was imprisoned again when 15
years of age for a jewel robbery, and
on obtaining his release induced a
brother to join him as a smuggler.
While smuggling coffee over the Bel-
gian frontier he was again captured
and handcuffed, but managed to break
away, and crossed the frontier, where
the police were unable to follow him.
He jeered at them from a distance,
and releasing himself from the hand-
cuffs, threw them back to the police.

He afterward served his time as a
soldier in a most exemplary manner,
and on his return to civil life married
a girl of fifteen. He celebrated his
weddihg day by robbing a house at
Pradelles. Again joining forces with
his brother, he accomplished two hun-
dred robberies within two months. So
successful were his raids that other
bancits agreed to serve under his
leadership, and the band increased in
numbers until it had a hundred mem-
bers.

It was not long before murder was
added to the list of the band’s crimes.
Three people were found murdered
and mutilated in January, of last year.
Mystery surrounded the murders for
a time, but they were eventually traced
to the band. and Pollet and a man
named Vroment were arrested. Since
then other arrests have been made, and
the police believe they will be able to
capture the rest of the band.

TENAMENT HOUSE
BADLY GUTTED

A large tenement house on Erin
street, owned by Patrick McCann, 8r.,
was badly gutted by fire early this
morning. The building was insured
and the damage will be considerable.
The fire started shortly after one
o'clock in the store which is in the
front of the building. The blaze soon
spread and some of the occupants had
narrow escapes in getting out of the
house. Some of them had not time to
dress, and came outinto the street in
their night clothes, They were hurried
to neighboring houses. A number of
the occupants of the house were young
children.

Wwilliam McCann occupied the front
of the building and conducted a gen-
eral store there, His store was totally
damaged. Owen McCann lived in the
rear of the building. His apartments
were badly damaged by fire and water.

Mrs. Susan McKinley lived in the up-
per flat of the building. Her home was
completely destroyed and the damage
was extensive.

Robert Thompson lived in the rear
of the building, down stairs. His home
escaped the flames but was damaged
by smoke and water.

The store and stock of McCann were
partially insured.

The morning was bitter cold and the
firemen were coated with ice.

Mrs. McDonald, who resides in the
next house to that destroyed kindly
furnished the firemen with hot tea and
coffece for which they were extremely

thankful.

THE SUFFRAGISTS AND THEIR
CAMPAIGN IN BRITAIN

Trials ana Tribulations of the Leaders [n the Movement
Which is Arousing Widespread Interest

* (Copyright, 1907, by W. R. Hearst.)

lLONDON, March 5—The sayings and
doings of the women who want the
vote is the topic of the hour. The great
procession last Saturday was an ar-
gument that it was difficult to refute,
as to whether women desired to be en-
franchised or not. Through the mud,
the slush and the rain, the long pro-
cession wound its way to Hyde Park,
and there
must be in earnest who could tramp
through such weather and under such
difficulties. Three points seemed to be
clear to all who took part ip the de-
monstration. First, suffrage must come
before party and binds no party. Sec-
ondly, women are not prepared to wait
for it until the question of universal
suffrage is before the nation. Thirdly,
that women, once accorded the vote,
will be content to wait until a dissol-
ution occurs in the natural course, ex-
ercising their power only at.the by-
elections. “Qui veut la fin veut le
moyens,” Mr. Zangwill said in his
speech at Exeter Hall, and the mile-
long process of women Jproved that
many were willing to go through any
difficulties ‘in -order to arrive at that
end.

There were many who had never
demonstrated publicly before, who had
for years been working quietly for the
principles ‘of Woman Suffrage, many
who disa@pproved of the noisy ‘means
lately used by some of their comrades,
and yet one and all were imbued with
the feeling that something must be
done. “I hate crowds, I loathe proces-
sions, and I feel a fool, but I want the
Vvote, and if I stay at home and let
others get it for me I should feel mean.
1 would rather feel a fool than feel
mean,” said a tired woman in the
crowd., But women are beginning to
learn that if they desire a thing they
must put aside other considerations
and make straight for the goal. The
event of the day undoubtedly was the
speech of the well known writer, Mr.
Israel Zangwill, at Exeter Hall. “Like
most simple truths,” he said, “this ax-
fom took the human race a long time
to learn. Woman was a personality, a
human soul, and what was more to the
point a taxpayer. The last great meas-
ure brought in by the male half of the
population in this country was the
education bill, but if there was a sub-
ject in the world with which women
had a right to deal, it was education;
but men managed this alone, and the
mammoth flasco which had been
_brought about was a monumental ex-
emple of male mismanagement,

“There is nothing particularly fem-

{nine in being ignorant of the affairs of |

your country,” he said. “The late
Queen Victoria, who had much to do

swith the politics of the world, was a'

domesticated woman, not to say Early
Victorian. Woman demanded the vote
because of her womanly capacities, and
a husband and wife who wanted to
quarrel had no need of politics. The
tactics women adopted were called un-
womanly, but they had to do dirty
work. Ladylike means were all very
well when you were dealing with gen-
tlemen, but they were dealing with pol-
fticians.”” Mr. Keir Hardie, the labor
leader in the House of Commons, was
also present at the meeting, to show
his sympathy with the cause.

So far all was peaceful, but a differ-
ent scene was destined to take place
three days after. An army of Women
Suffragists laid siege to the House of
Commons on Tuesday. They first gath-
ered in Caxton Hall in Westminster,
and then in a body they marched to
Parliament. In gerried ranks they pro-
ceeded across the great square, sing-
ing: y ®
We have stormed the House of Com-

mons,
‘With our little band so true,
We have frightened all the statesmen
Till they don’t know what to do,
They have flung us into prison,
And we're waiting there for you;
And the cause goes marching on,

But mounted policemen who were
waiting for them charged the womea
and broke through their ranks, and
then began a scene which was unpar-

alleled. A score or more of burly
policemen, massed in front of the
house, struck, pushed, kicked and

hustled the women, and the wildest
seenes were witnessed. It is said by
an onlooker that none of the women
returned the blows, except one very
small lady, who dealt an impotent lit-
tle cuff at an elderly constable with
her muff, knocking his helmet on one
gide; but she was positively seized
and rushed along the pavement. But
the women, of course, were destined
to be overcome, and fifty-nine were ar-
rested. Mrs. Cobden Sanderson, the
daughter of Richard Cobden, of free
trade fame, received a brutal kick.
Mrs. Despard, General Sir John
French’s sister, was arrested, waving

an umbrella, with her motor veil
streaming behind her. She had head-
ed an assault on the entrance. So

roughly was she handled by a mount-
ed constable that the sleeve of her
cloth jacket was torn off, and finally
the women were led off to the police

QUIETING DOWN.

There is sometm:g of a lull in the
Prince Edward Island agitation; the
secession movement, originated by the
Charlottetown Guardian, evidently did
tnot find as many enthusiastic support-
ers as had been expected, but perhaps
it has served its purpose in attracting |
the attention of those in authority to '
the needs of the province. The service
performed by the ice breaking steam-
ers has been, with the exception of the
last week in February, unusually re-
gular, and there has been but little
cause for complaint in this direction.
Still, the experiences of past winters
have had their effect. Shippers have
met with heavy losses by delays in
crossing, and are timid about forward-
ing any large consignments of perish-
able freight. This, of course, creates
a dullness. in trade, and it can only be
overcome by the assurance that a re-
gular service will be maintained. The
government in an endeavor to bring
about such conditions is having con-
structed a new icebreaking steamer of
much greater power than either of
those now in use. This boat, it is
anticipated, will be on the route next
November or December, and, it is
hoped, will be able to perform regular |
trips. This idea of a powerful steamer
{s the most feasible scheme for solving
the difflculty, and !{ the boat is able
to do the work, Island shippers will
regain confidence, and freight traffie
may be expected to show a marked
increase. This will partly appease the |
Island people, but they will never bel
balf satisfled until a readjustment o!'
freight rates is provided. Both im-
perts eand exports are taxed heavily
on three short hauls, and fol-
lowing the advent of the new
steamer, there will be a re-
newal of the agitation for through
rates, which movement will involve
the running of both summer and win-
ter steamers under‘the management
of the I. C. R. instead of by the Nay-
igation. Company in summer and. the
Marine Department in winter, as at

present. The government, as was to
bo expected, pays but little attention
to the tunnel scheme, but the members
are anxious to act fairly with the Is-
land province and have arranged for
the new steamer. Any other reason-
able demands will, no doubt, meet
with equally reasonable response, but
the first requisite is that the Island

people unite in their request, instead
of deluging the ministers with contra-
dictory opinions as in the past.

WANTS ALL BOYS
TAUGHT TO SHOOT

R

Special Board on Target Practice Advises
" It Adoption In Public Schools

WASHINGTON, D. C., March 65—
President Roosevelt’s recommendation
that rifle practice be made a part of the
practical training of every schoolboy
finds indorsement in a report made by
General George W, Wingate, of New
York, and General Ammon B, Critch-
field, of Ohio, who, with General L. M.
Oppenheimer, of Texas, were appointed
by the National Board for the Promo-
tion of Rifle Practice to investigate the
advisability of building up an interest
in target practice throughout the coun-
try, particularly in its schools. General
Oppenheimer died before the report
was completed.

“The result which has been attained
by the Public School Athletic League
in introducing shooting in the high
schools of New York,” says the report,
“has been so thoroughly tested that the
committee are of the opinion that that
system shquld be recommended - for
adoption.”

After reciting that there are about
six hundred thousand pupils in the New
York schools, of whom one-half are boys
and that in the high schools are at
least ten thousand boys, the report goes
into the history of rifle practice among
them, beginning in 1905. It describes
the sub-calibre device employed, which
is said to be accurate, and gives results
without noise and without danger to
those who participate. Rapidity is an-
other quality which counts in the re-
commendation.

The reports says that after a few
months of practice scores as high as 377
out of a possible 400 were made by the
boys, while two boys made perfect
scores.

Several prizes were offered as trophies
for marksmanship, and the average
marksmanship increased, although the
individual records did not rank so
high.

“Those who have had charge of the
instruction of the boys,” says the com-
mittee, ‘‘are unanimous in the opinion
that they acquire knowledge of rifle
shooting in about one-quarter of the
time that is found necessary in the
case of grown men.

«t is hardly necessary to state that
the experience of our recent wars has
pointed out that, while there is no diffi-
culty in case of war in getting all the
volunteers the country requires, and

of drill in a few weeks, it takes a long
time to teach them to shoot, and unless
they can shoot accurately they are of
little value as soldiers.

“1f, however, the young men who are
graduating from high schools in the
different states should be skilled rifle-
men the country can rest content,
knowing that in case of war it can put
into the field at.short notice a force of
volunteers whose skill in rifle shooting
will enable them to be fully the equal
of any army which may be brought
against them.”

No one, unless the victim of
" some special disease or exceptional cir-
cumstance, becomes bald below the line
compressed by the hat.

“Constant wearing of the hat will, in
a majority of cases, lead to partial or
complete baldness over the region of
the scalp so covered. The growth of
hair in some persons may be too vigor-
ous to be destroyed by the hat—an

FRANCE MAY JOIN
HAGUE DISCUSSION

Willing to Unite With Others in
Gonsidering Disarmamen
Question.

Paris Points Out Than Talk of Limitation
Might Prove  Dangerous
fo Peace

[Ru——

PARIS, March 5—As a European
power with perhaps the greatest inter-
est in lightening the military burden,
if-this can be accomplished without jeo-
pardizing national interests, France
is not opposed to joining Great Britain
and the United States in a discussion
of the limitation of armaments at the
approaching peace conference at The
Hague. At the same time government
circles are convinced that no practical
result will be obtained by such a dis-
{ cussion, but, on the contrary, that it is
raore likelv to produce international
irritation and discord.

The Temps expresses the opinion~that
a discussion of the limitation of arma-
ments might prove more dangerous to
the world’s peace than its ommission.
The article which has attracted much
attention, points out that Great Bri-
tain’s reduction of naval armaments,
to which Sir Henry Campbell-Banner-
man, the premier, referred in his article
in the Nation, is only provisional, and
says it is notorious that if nothing is
done at The Hague the conference will
be followed by the immediate laying
down of three more battleships by
| Great Britain, which will possibly, then
be construed in certain quarters as a
menace, whereas it is now accepted as
a mere normal measure of self-defence.

Apropos of the British premier’'s re-!

cognition that the limitation of arma-

ments would leave Great Britain mis-

JAMES REID WILSON
AND DOMINION COAL

e

Says Aitempt to Gain Control
Will Not Succeed.

B

He Suggests That the Steel Company
Might Do Some Housecleaning on
lts Own Account,

MONTREAL, March 5—Mr. James
Reid Wilson, director and member of
the Dominion Coal Co., gave out a
statement yesterday bearing on the
situation between the company and the
Dominion Steel Company.

“Yes,” said Mr. Wilson, “my attention
has been called to the notice published
in this morning’'s Gazette, addresed to
the shareholders of the Dominion Coal
Co., stating that a body of sharehold-
ers holding over 40,000 shares is dis-
satisfled with the manner in which the
affairs of the company have been ad-
ministered and asking for proxies in the
names of three prominent gentlemen.

“You ask what does this advertise-
ment mean? Well, to get to the crucial
point quickly, it simply means an at-
tempt of the Dominion Iron and Steel
Company to get control of the Dom-
inion Coal Company.”

“Are they likely to succeed, Mr. Wil-
son?”’

“In my opinion, they have not a ghost
of a chance because, in their circular
they have utterly failed frankly to dis-
close its object.”

“What is the reason that the owners
of 40,000 shares are dissatisfied with
the affairs of the Dominion Coal et

“Simply because they desire to make
the Coal Company subservient to the
Steel Company. The disinterested
shareholders of the Coal Company,
however, from what I know of them,
are certainly nct fools. They must
remember that only three years ago
the Steel Company failed to carry out
the provisions of ifs lease of the Coal

Company’s property, by which it
agreed to pay to its shareholders a
dividend of 8 per cent. per annum;

that the Coal Company had to take
back its property, and assume debts
incurred during the Steel Company’s
administration of over $2,000,000, and,
furthermore, paid the Steel Company
$500,000 to be reinstated in the man-
agement of its own property. By
careful management, the finances of
the Coal Company in this short per-
iod, have been reorganized, and
floating indebtedness of nearly
$4,000,000 has been discharged
partly by payvment out of cash profits,
and partly by the issue of new low in-
terasi-Learing securities. The Coal
Company, in its present condition, is
certainly a plum that the Steel Com-
rany, either for itself or some so-call-
ed holding company, would like to ob-
| tain, The steel company doubtless re-
cognizes that coal is the bovril condi-
tion of steel, and while at the present
time, thanks to the large amount paid
it by the Dominion Government in the
shape of bounties (about  $1,000,000
last year), and the heavy protective

duties imposed upon its manufactures,
it is successful, that is surely no rea-
son why it should endeavor to mislead
the shareholders of the coal company.

“Its action at the present time causes
no surprise because the c¢oal com-
pany has known for some time that
from the president Mr. Plummer down
an active canvass has been made for
coal proxies and deliberate attempts
made to cast discredit upon the action
of the coal company’s board. It would
have been easy for the coal company
to have retaliated, but I am glad to
say these are not the methods which
the coal company would adopt towards
its sister entrprise.

““All this hostility from the steel com-
pany in the guise of dissatisfied share-
holders of the coal company emanates
from the vexed question of the dispute
between the two companies now before
the courts. This question has already
been discussed at length in the press,
and need not further be referred to
on this occasion beyond this, that the
coal company is more satisfied than
ever of the justness of its contention,
and in its refusal - to permit
the steel company to interpose
a new contract on it which would give
to the steel company the selection of
the coal company’s mines, something
not in any way provided for in its con-
tract.

“The coal company owns a magnifi-
cent property which in good times and
in bad times will ke able to give a
good account of itself and I would
strongly advise ‘the shareholders of the
coal company at this critical juncture
not to attempt to swap horses but to
pin their faith and give their adhesion
to Mr. James Ross, the president and
the present board. Mr. Ross has not
spared himself during the past three
years in extricating the coal company
from its perilous position and it is due
to the results largely achieved by his

untiring industry and ability that
the steel company is viewing
with jealous eyes the coal company’s

property. I say now that the Steel
Company will never get control of the
Doininion Coal Cdmpany but when the
members of its board desire ‘to act as
reasonable business men they will find
the coal company prepared to trade
with them on a fair basis.

“If any house-cleaning is required at
the present time let the Steel Com-
pany get to work and do it. Its house
is badly in want of repairs and the eli-
mination of a few obstructionists from
its board would materially strengthen
its enterprise.”

RUSSIN'S PARLIAMENT
ASSEMBLED TODAY

ST. PETERSBURG, March 5.—The
Douma, or lower house of parliament,
was formally opened at noon today in
the presence of all the ministers and
many other high functionaries. No
member of the imperial household was
present.

The first ceremony was a religious
one, in which the Metropolitan Anton-
ius, the higher clergy of the diocese and
a full choir participated. i

The session was held in the Lauren-
tide Palace. M. Guboloff, vice-president
of the Council of the Empire, accom-
panied by Baron de Gyldebandt, secre-
tary of the empire, entered the hall
after the service. The former im-
mediately called the lower house to
order, and invited the members to sign
the oath of allegiance to Emperor
Nicholas. The Coneervatives cheered
the maation of the name of the em-
peror, but the opposition remained sil-
ent. .

The oSical Democrats did not enter
the hall until M. Guboloff had finished

! speaking, when they came in a body,
| demonstratively.

After signing the oath, the ballotting
for a chairman of the lower house
commenced. There was no serious ‘dis-
order but the crowds outside the palace
were unruly and several times had to
be driven back by infantry and mount-
ed gendarmes.

Feodor Golouvin, president of Mos-
cow Zemstvo, ahd Constitutiondl
Democratic member of Parliament
from Moscow province, was elected
president of the House.

The finance minister delivered the
budget and estimates for 1907 accom-
panied by a memorandum in which the
minister pointed out that the expendi-
ture covered up to January 11, amount-
ed to $1,299,090,000. He also showed that
the revenue for 1906 exceeded the ex-
penditure by more than $15,000,000, en-
abling him to cover the extraordinary
expenditures as well as the deficit for
1905 and redeem the short term treas-
ury bills issued in 1907.

Steam engine plant is unable
to pump sufficient water, and the cold
weather has so lowered the water in
the Aqueduct canal that the turbines
cannot perform their full duty.

In consequencz: some sections of the
city ara waterless, except for what is
delivered in water carts. The fear is
that an epidemic of typhoid will break
out owing to the fact that the water
closets cannot be flushed out. The
gravity of the situation is added to by
the fact that the principal engine has
developed a weakness in the piston rod
and will have to be shut down in order
to allow of a new one being put in. If
the reservoir can be filled this can be
done, but so far the plant appears un-
able to catch up with the demand. The

POSES AS VICTIM
OF RAILWAY THIEF

Avoids Paying Car Fare by Blinding Him-

self and Pretending tfo be Robbed

PARIS, March 5—Upon the arrival
of a train at the Lyons line station
in Paris a few weeks ago, the em-
ployes found ih a third class com-
partment a young man in a state of
coma, unable to give any explanation
of his apparently dangerous condition.

He was taken to a hospital and,
after two hours’ work of the physi-
cians, was brought to consciousness
and subsequently sent back to his
supposed home, in Malesherbes., Then
the incident was forgotten.

When a train arrived at the same
station on Monday night from Melun,
and the passengers had descended and
the train been shunted to a sidetrack,
the station employes found a man in
a third class compartment bound
hand and foot and gagged, lying un-
der a seat, stiff as a corpse.

The work of binding him had been
well done, as a long, strong woolen
scarf, such as French workmen wind
round their waists, had been used to
tie up the victim in a masterly man-
ner. Pinned to the man’s blouse was
a bit of paper, on which was written:
“wWe have strangled this man for
his money.”

Station employes hastened to call a
physician, and the man was hurried
in an ambulance to a hospital, where
he was given urgent medical aid.
Much time and care were required to
bring him to his senses, but this was
finally accomplished.

As his explanation of his case, to
the effect that he had been robbed by
three men who got into the same com-
partment, lacked somewhat in plausi-
bility, a police commissary was called
to investigate the man’s story or look
for the robbers. The commissary
took a long look at the patient and
then said:—*“You are the same man
we carried off to the hospital three
weeks ago, but it seems you are work-
ing a new system.”

The man admitted the facts and said
he found his method a good one for
avoiding the unpleasant necessity of
paying his fare. He immediately got
another free ride—but to jail.

But Decline to Pass Resolu-
. lon Faaring Probibition

Proposed Insurance Legislation Wil Not
.~ be Brought Down by the Gevern-

ment This Session

L

OTTAWA, March 4—The commons
had today their annual set-to with the
little cigarette. There are a number
of members who are against the cigar~
ette, particularly in combination with
the small boy, and they. annually de-
clare themselves against it. This has
been going on for.several vears and
Pprobably will for several years more.
Bo far the men against the cigarette
have not been able to bring their con-
demnatory resolution to a vote. They
were not able to today.

Before the cigarette business came to
the fore, the Speaker announced the
élection of Jacques Bureau, Solicitor
General, as a member of the commons.

Mr. Chisholm was told by the Min-
Ister of Customs that Bounties on pe-
troleum amounted to $804,000.

Mr. Blajn of Peel asked .the house to
endorse a resolution declaring that &
law  should be passed forbidding -the
fmportation, manufacture and sale.of
cigarettes.

He said that the number of cigarettes
manufactured in Canada had increased
from 85,994,400 in 1896 to 270,877,350 in
1906, and imposts brought the 1906 con=
sumption up to 277,620,850. Cigarettes
were bad for men and forse for boys.
Too many were being smoked in Can-
ada.

Mr. MacDonald of Pictou asked if
this was not a matter for the prov-
fnces.

Mr, Blain thought not.
sRailph: “Smith thought those who
wanted t6 smoke cigarettes would make
them for themselves if the manufac-
ture and sale of them was forbidden.

Sir Wilfrid agreed that cigarettes
‘were bad for boys and the question an
important one. However, it was gen-
eg‘ally agreed that they were not bad
for men. To pass the law asked would
‘be:to deprive a large and responsible
class of their liberty. Nothing offend-
ed him more than a boy with a cigar-
ette in his mouth, but the matter was
for police regulation and parental in-
fluence. It did not seem to him that
Dominion legislation . would be the
most effective way to deal with this.
In any event it would be inexpedient
to bring in a bill this session.
#We-are in_the third month of the
session,” said Sir Wilfrid, “and we
hope by the blessing of a kind Provi-
dence and the consent of his majesty’s
Yoyal opposition and the consent of the
third party also, to bring the session
to a close early next month.”

Mr. Foster said tobacco was an ac-
quired staste and one which he had
not had a happy experience with.

Dr. Black, of Hants, had nothing to
gay on cigarettes, but thought instruc-
tion should be given in the proper way
to rear children. More time, trouble
and money in most cases weére given
to the rearing of a bull calf than to
looking after a baby boy.

Mr. Fisher pointed out that the pro-
wvinces were taking steps to deal with
the cigarette. The question was talk-
ed out at six o’clock and after dinner
the transportation debate was brought
on again,

Mr. Wright of South Renfrew and
Mr. White of North Renfrew urged the
construction of the Georgian Bay canal.

Archie Campbell moved an amend-
ment, declaring that the government
had considered the report of the trans-
portation commission and had made a
reasonable progress toward carrying
out- its recommendations. The amend-
ment carried and the house adjourned
at 10 o’clock.

The proposed insurance legislation
will not be brought down by the gov-
ernment this session.

The police commit-
tee adopted the suggestion and made
a recommendation to the couneil to-
night.

Police matters took up a considerable
portion of the council meeting, there
being another discussion over the pol-
ice commission matter, it being finally
decided to secure legisiation to this.
One alderman criticised this method of
hiring police as cowardly, saylng it
dodged the issue. The council decid-
ed to send to Fredericton, Mayor
‘White, City Solicitor W. B. Chandler
and Ald. Colpitts, chairman of the leg-
islation committe, as a delegation to
represent the city in regard to the New
Brunswick Telephone Company’s leg-
islation.

The councit passed a resolution
that the proposed increase to
to two million dollars of the capital
stock of the New Brunswick Telephone
Company is unwise and unnecessary,
and that to protect the .interests of
the city of Moncton it is necessary to
have the city represented before the
committee of the house. It was also
the opinion of the council that the
rates and tolls charged by the com-
pany should be under the control and
subject to the Ilieutenant governor.
The council welcomed the formation of
a New Brunswick union of municipali-
ties. W. Sims Lee of Halifax was ap-
pointed city auditor.

Discusses the Need

&

GLASGOW, March 4.—Professor Os- .
ler’s lecture to the medical students of
Edinburgh University on cerebro-spin-
al meningitis is still the subject of dis-
cussion in Scotch medical circles. The |
professor mentioned that in New York i
within the last two years .there had
been nearly 4,000 cases, of which some
3,000 had proved fatal. One of the
most remarkable peculiarities was that
the disease was in widely separated
areas. It was not pandemic. Its mor-
tality as an acute infection ranked: it
to the very highest point. Perhaps in
this respect it equalled the plague.
They know of no disease which struck
f.t patient with such lightning rapid-

y.

Professor Osler related a case wherg
a man was well at luncheon time, and
being struck by the disease, was dead
by three o’clock the next morning. A
very important point was as to its
communicability from one person  to
another.  He considered that it had
the same low degree of contagiousness
as pneumonia. In somé . epidemics
there had heen a number of instances
which demonstrated clearly that the
disease might be communicated from
one person to another. He did not
think that the newspapers need alarm
the public as to the prevalence of the
disease; There was no widespread epi-
demic in Gredt Britain and no reason
why they should have it. It was not
likely that the disease would remain
longer than this winter season.

As' regarded the treatment he was
afraid much need not be said of a
complaint which killed 75 per cent. of
the cases. Still there were certain
measures of treatment which might be
carried out, and frequent hot tubs
were a very great comfort to the pa-
tient. A hopeful feature was that the
serum had been prepared. The disease
had been cured in monkeys and mon-
keys had been rendered immune.

A quantity of serum forwarded by
Professsor Kolle of Berne, who claims
that it will be efficacious in the treat-,
ment of disease, is now in use in sev=- |
eral cities of Great Britain and Ire- |
land, and the results of the trial are
awaited with keen interest.

Colonel Grant Approves of Mr. Haldane’s Army Scheme and

Glasgow I must have a land range.”
He believed that Mr. Haldane’s scheme
would really be on proper lines. The
bringing of Field artillery to Edin-
burgh and Glasgow meant that the in-
fantry and artillery could be trained
together. These were ths two most im-
portant arms in modern warfare, and
they must act in harmony. The Man-
churian War has borne elogquent testi-
mony to this fact. In deciding to hold
cavalry manoeuvres in Scotland Mr.
Haldane has taken a step which would
give a great impetus to the military
spirit north of the Tweed, and the pa-
triotic action of the Duke of Atholl in
grant facilities for the maneouvres was
worthy of the highest praise. Colonel
grant laid emphasis on the need for
taking the Volunteers seriously, When
a young man joined the ranks in the
past he was usually fired by strong
enthusiasm, but usually in the course
of a year or two, through having to
work with guns only fit for scrap heap,
his enthusiasm began to wane, and ul-
timately it evaporated. No one need
wonder why. The young men of the
country have never got a chance to
train themselves properly. Colonel
Grant expressed the hope that the nat-
fon would support Mr. Haldane in his
territorial army scheme, and said he
loked forward with the greatest in-
terest to the Scottish maneouvres,

PHILIPPINE WOMAN
WHO LIVED 150 YEARS

=

She Was Born, Reared and Died Within
Mile of Her Home.

MANILA, March 2.—~While there is no
documentary evidence on file, yet if
dates given be true, there has just died
in Manila, at the advanced age of 150
years, a Filipino woman named Apolin-
aria de la Cruz, who was born, reared
and died within a radius of less than &
mile of her home in Tondo district.

While, as stated, there is no written
record of her birth, the Senora had in
her possession papers showing that she
was a mother of several children more
than a century ago, one of whom, &
daughter, survives her at the age of
103,

A local paper, in commenting on this
case of unusual longevity, calls to mind
the fact that if this woman had actual-
ly reached the advanced age claimed
for her, she must haye been born in the
year 1756, and consequently lived
through the administration of sixty-
eight Spanish and four American gov-
ernors, would have been six years old
when the British fleet, under Admiral
Cornish, captured Manila, survived a
number of severe cholera epidemics
from 1800 to 1906, and witnessed the
terrible earthquake of 1863, which laid
waste the city of Manila, killing and
injuring many hundred persons.

Several thousand persons claim rela-
tionship with Senora de la Cruz, which
name is as common in the Philippines
as is Smith in the United States.
