retiring from the civic chair that I 
have had the honor for the 2nd time 
of filling, for a term of two years, I 
should say a few parting words. They 
shall be as brief as the importance of 
the matters referred to will permit.

1 have the warmest appreciation of 
the kindness, courtesies and attention 
extended to me while chairman of the 
water board by the consulting engin­
eer Mr. Barbour, by our own engineer 
Mr. Murdock and by the supervising 
engineer Mr. Hunter and would bear 
testimony to the ability and zeal of 
these several gentlemen as well as to 
the energy and thoroughness with 
which they endeavored to overcome 
the ffifficulties and perplexities they 
constantly encountered in the work 
they sought to successfully carry out.

In regard to harbor Improvements 
these have had the most unremitting 
attention and anxious concern of your 
honorable Board.

I obtained a list of the dredges from 
an expert in Boston that Were to be 
had—suitable for our harbor—some of 
them had been favorably recommended 
for the service by Mr. Wright, the 
Government expert whom they had 
sent on when we were thinking of pur­
chasing the Bothfleld. I sent this on to 
Mr. Fisher last March I think, through 
Mr. Emmerson. Mr. Fisher was then 
Acting Minister of Public Works. He 
personally favored the Government un­
dertaking the project, at least our Mr. 
Currell so informed mo, but somehow 
nothing was done in this direction. 
Shortly afterward he went to England 
and the Ottawa Dredging Company 
secured one of the dredges I had nam­
ed—the Packard dredge—under his 
successor, and this has divided the new 
work here with the dredge of Mr.

In carrying 9ut 
these improvements we have the as­
surance of the C. P. R. that they will 
relinquish their claim of some 1,200 feet 
of . frontage on the Beacon Bar.”

May we not reasonably hope that by 
the adoption of these recommendations 
by the government St. John will In hor 
facilities keep pace with the marvellous 

'growth of trade and commerce that has 
so signally marked the progress of our 
youeig Dominion, the expansion of 
which calls for the largest amount of 

\ preparation and indefatigable energy 
J on our part as well as on the part of 

tlic auth.cities at Ottawa.
At the instance of Vice President 

Mor>o, of the Grand Trunk Pacific, I 
endeavored to ha.ve soundings made at 
Courtnoy Bay fiat». I advised Alderman 
McG old rick to anticipate authority of 
Common Council and have the city en­
gineer secvre this necessary informa­
tion. I regret that this most important 
report haa not been in the possession of 
the city. One would naturally suppose 
our engineer would have had it year'-, 
ago. If the area alluded to be found 
suitable as is rather' surmised, then the 
faturo of the port is assured of a very 
much larger railroad development than 
wo have been anticipating, and we 
have grounds for hoping to have on 
the eastern side of our harbor even 
larger areas of terminals and facili­
ties than upon our western side.

J am pleased to know that changes 
have been brought about through my 
last inaugural within the Chamber­
lain’s office. I stated in it, “There 
should be a more effective way than at 
present exists of collecting taxes, there 
should be a separate department at­
tending to this branch of the service, 
with collectors appointed to attend 
solely to arrearages and allowing 
monthly or quarterly payments on the 
same, wo might greatly improve our 
financial position and relieve those 
who now not only pay for delinquents 
whose arrearages are met only by their 
being written off in large proportions.” 
The adoption of this suggestion by the 
mayor's committee has been found to. 
work well and to the advantage of the 
Treasury Department. I also urged in 
this inaugural, tho exemption of small 
salaries from taxation. I regret that 
no action has been had in this regard.
I hope to find that for married men an 
exemption on incomes below $800 may 
carry at least $400.

1 would particularly urge the incom­
ing Council to look at the present act 
affecting sales of property for taxes 
with a view of simplifying execution. 
The expense is altogether out of pro­
portion to the value of the warrants. 
It seems superfluous to have the len­
gthy descriptions of property that ob­
tains, and fees should be very much 
curtailed.

There must be something wrong in

“It was this appreciative senti­
ment that led me to endorse the Min­
ister of Public Works when he intim­
ated he disired I should he a candi­
date at the last local election.

It was this sentiment also that ani­
mated the oppositiono from bringing 
out a candidate to oppose the Honor­
able Minister of Public Works and 
permitted him to go in by acclamation.

It is a loyal sentiment because it is 
on account of a broad and national 
spirit that aims to promote as a bus­
iness proposition the most liberal con­
struction of the responsibilities of the 
parent government in conjunction with 
provincial interests.

The premier at least has this thought 
and his warm personal endorsement of 
the .present policy of the Public Works 
Department towards St. John, has I 
feel contributed to the great change 
from the position that held to “a do 
nothing policy” on account of private 
interests obtruding here.

I think I am within bounds when I 
say that the future will evidence that 
the recommendations your committee 
laid before the ministers when last on 
delegation at Ottawa will largely ob­
tain within the next few years—so far 
as our harbor is concerned. These you 
may recall first referred to the report 
of Mr. Coste—govt, engineer—made in 
1896 and of the Royal Commission on 
Transportation submitted to the Min­
ister of Public Works in 1905, and also 
to the first interem report by» the com­
mission on the 21 of January, 1906, 
specially dealing with the situation 
existent at the port of St. John — in 
which they say “The pôrt of St. John 
is one of the Atlantic winter ports of 
the Dominion and has admirable rat­
urai facilities. Your committee would 
recommend that it be made one of the 
free ports along the lines and upon 
conditions hereinafter set fortIV’ To 
the north of the city berths on tie west 
side of the harbor, there is a shore 
line ample enough to provide berths 
sufficient for the railway and shipping 
requirements of the port of many years 
and your commission would therefore 
recommend that this property be at 
once obtained by the government and 
that the government proceed with the 
construction thereon of a wharf 1,200 
feet in length, giving accommodation 

і to four large steamships.”.... “Your 
commissioners are convinced that with 
the increasing volume of traffic pass­
ing through the port of St. John in­
creased accommodation and facilities 
are urgently required.’’.... “A compre­
hensive scheme of future improvements 
should be submitted by the City of St.
John to the government. Your commis­
sioners further recommend that the 
government extend the present break­
water to Partridge Island and that as 
soon as possible the necessary dredging 
be done to straighten and deepen the 
entrance to St. John harbor as report­
ed on and recommended by Mr. Shew- 
ln, C. E., the resident engineer ot the 
Department ot Public Works at. St.
John.” It is clear that new docks re­
quired for our trade should be built 
and expanded to the south from Sand 
Point towards the Beacon light and 
suitable docks and warehouses can 
there be provided for all time as the 
future development of trade may de­
mand."

OSMAN'S CAREER.

Osman Digna was a slave dealer of 
Suakin in the Red Sea littoral. He 
joined the MahJi in 1883. Raising the 
local tribes, he invested Sinkat and 
Tokar. After destroying Egyptian re­
inforcements intended for Sinkat, he 
engaged General Baker’s force of 
about 3,715 men, on the march from 
Trenkital to Tokar, and defeated It on 
February 4, 1884, at El Teb with great 
slaughter, 2,375 being killed, including 
eleven European officers.

In February 1885 it was decided to 
send a force to Suakin to deal with 
Osman, and in March General McNeill 
started for Tamai. They were engaged 
àt Tofrik. The tribesmen swooped 
down on the British while he latter 
were preparing a zariba. Then Khar­
toum fell, and the British withdrew, 
and Mahdiem triumphed. Osman was 
particularly active. In 1885 he was de­
feated by the Abyssinian Ras Alula. 
He was engaged by Lord (then Colonel) 
Kitchener in 1886, who rallied the dis­
affected tribes and captured his strong­
hold. Osman eluded Lord Kitchener’s 
efforts to capture him, and continued 
his raids. His cruelty and tyranny, 
however, alienated many of the tribes, 
and in January, 1891, he was defeated 
by Colonel Holled Smith, and driven 
into the interior.

After the defeat of the Khalifa, Os­
man was a wanderer without an army. 
He was surrounded and captured at 
Jebel Warrida on January 19, 1900.

OF INTEREST TO WOMEN.

Colorado women are rejoicing over 
the huge vote for woman suffrage in 
Parliament. The Denver Times has a 
cartoon entitled, “Catching up with 
Colorado.’’ It shows Colorado as a 
young lady leaning over the fence 
with a Smile to greet Mrs. Britannia, a 
buxom dame who is coming down the 
steps of the opposite house, waving 
exultantly a paper bearing the words: 
“House of Commons Club. Dear Brit­
annia: I have decided to grant you 
suffrage by a vota of 271 to 92. John 
Bull.’
’France,’’ is looking wistfully over her 

fence in the background, and still an­
other, marked "Germany,” is hanging 
out clothes on the line, and pays no 
attention. The Denver News publishes 
a column of interviews with prominent 
Denver women, expressing pleasure 
over the victory. Mrs. Helen L. Gren­
fell says, “I believe nearly all women 
of this State will sympathize with 
their English sisters.’’ All the other

Another labelledwoman,

Miss Florence Nightingale has been 
given the freedom of the City of Lon­
don. At her own request, it was pre­
sented to her in a casket costing only 
$25 instead of the usual $500, and the 
money thus saved was given to the 
Nightingale Hospital for the training 
of nurses. Miss Nightingale is the 
second woman to be given the free­
dom of the City of London. Baroness 
Burdett Coutts was the first. As Miss 
Nightingale has been all her llfo a pe­
titioner for the ballot, and is now 
nearly 90 years of agè, it would be the 
most appropriate tribute that England 
could pay her to make her an enfran­
chised citizen before she dies. Years 
ago she wrote: "Yen ask my reasons 
for believing in women’s suffrage. It 
seems to me almost self-evident, an 
axiom, that every householder and tax­
payer ought to have a voice in the ex­
penditure of the money we pay, in­
cluding, as this does, interests the 
most vital to a human being.’’

After Forty Years.

Mr. John Stuart Mill commenced in 
the House of Commons in the year 
1867 the movement in favor of the en­
franchisement of women which secured 
its first victory, as Mr. Philip Snowden 
pointed out in his speech, after move 
than twenty unsuccessful attempts.—

«resent time in coal mining circles in 

■ Ntova Scotia. The fight is between 
those who believe that the union of 
nine workers should bo conducted as 
it present, and those who are more 
radical in their ideas and wish greater 
activity. The latter are endeavoring to 
have the mines controlled in s<^ far as 
the men are concerned by the United 
Jdlno Workers of America. For some 
time past ail the unions, which in­
clude practically all those men who 
are employed in the province in this 
Industry, ha/ve been associated as the 
P. W. A. This organization has been 
conducted in a manner satisfactory to 
the majority of the men and to the 
min* owners. No very unjust demands 
have been made and although minor 
disagreements have occurred from time 
to time, the employers as a rule have 
met the reasonable wishes of the men. 
They are willing to continue this pol­
icy. The P. W. A- executive is com­
posed chiefly of the older men. The 
younger element now have an impres­
sion that the success which has at­
tended .the efforts of the P. W. A. in 
the past has been won by reason of

PROPHECY OF FAMOUS MAHDIST
chosen out the English, for He saw 
that they arc the strongest. He has 
ordered the world to walk after the or­
dinances of His Book. He has placed 
His Book and His Prophet in the keep­
ing of the English. The Lord has or­
dered the English to spread Islam, and 
to destroy its foes. The English are 
now the prophets of Islam. Hear the- 
voiee of God. It is written in the Book, 
"The Lord has chosen the English." 
Are they not the first in war? Have 
they not captured the Book and im­
prisoned its Prophet? Let the Egyp­
tians be humble before them—he 
glowered at his gaoler—‘they are Mos­
lems only by the permission of the 
English. So is my mission ended. I 
have waited for this day. I have trans­
mitted my message by your hand to 
the English people. I am happy, for 
by message is spoken.’

OSMAN’S PHILOSOPHY.

"The old man was silent at last. The 
centuries had rolled backwards in his 
whitewashed cell. I had seen Sinai 
and Mecca, and talked With a patriarch 
who was young with Moses, and con­
temporary with Mohammed. He had 
wrestled with facts and destiny, and 
woven from it a philosophy of history 
as naive and as cogent as Daniel’s.

On January 19, 1909, Osman Digna, 
the De Wet of the Mahdi’s forces, was 
captured at J'bel Warrida. He who 
had been a terror to the tribes of the 
Eastern Soudan was a wanderer and a 
fugitive.

Today Osman is in an Egyptian pri­
son, a harmless lunatic, prophesying 
the greatness of the British as a Moh­
ammedan Power.

Mr. H. N. Bniisford in the current 
number of the Nation portrays graphi­
cally the old slave dealer in his cell. 
Describing his visit to the prison of 
Demletta, where the Khalifa's follow­
ers were interned, Mr. Brailsford says:

“There was y et a seventh orisoner, 
the most famous of them all—Osman 
Digna. We paused at Ms door and the 
goaler peering cautiously through the 
peep-hole, bade us wait, tor the old 
man was at prayer.He rose at length— 
a tali, gaunt figure, stately: in his 
white robe, and simple turban. Cour­
teous, yet tacilurn, he answered my 
questions curtly and with indifferent 
negatives. He was well and vigorous. 
Ho complained i t nothing. He asked 
for nothing, not even liberty.

"I bepan to despair of gaining his 
confidence. Neither his wife nor child 
shared his captivity. A single book 
carefully folded in a threadbare linen 
cover gave the only clew to his occu­
pations. ‘He eats,’ whispered the goal­
er. ‘only once a day, and does not mix 
with the other prleoners.’ He was talk­
ing now more rapidly to my interpre­
ter, and his hoarse, guttural voice be­
trayed a note of excitement. A scries 
of unintelligible questions reached me, 
one after the other.'What Government 
was it which held him prisoner?’ 
'What is the place you call a prison?’ 
‘Ho has something to say,’ whispered 
the interpieter; 'let him talk.’

THE BOOK FORGOTTEN.

“ 'In the years before the Mahdl 
arose,’ the hoarse, eager voice was say­
ing,‘the world walked in ignorance and 
in darkness. It had forgotten God, and 
nowhere was the law obeyed. The 
Book was forgotten and even the Sul­
tan ruled by man-made laws. Are not 
the Laws by which men should walk 
set forth in the Koran? Yet the Sul­
tan had made laws of his own inven­
tion for the government of the earth. 
Then God spoke to the Mahdi and he 
arose, the Prophet whose coming is 
foretold in the1 book. The Mahdl sum­
moned the Sultan to obedience saying 
‘Arise and repent, and rule by the law 
of the Book.’ If the Sultan had obeyed 
the Mahdl would have retired, and 
spent the rest of his life in prayer, but 
the Sultan would not hear, neither 
would the Egyptians transmit the 
message.

“ "Now when God saw the disobedi­
ence of the Sultan and that he ruled 
by man-made laws, and would not 
hearken to the voice of the Mahdk His 
Prophet, he sent a scourge to punish 
the Turks and the Egyptians. That 
scourge was the English. They have 
taken Egypt. It is the Lord’s judg­
ment on Sultan Abdul Hamid.’

"A PHOPHET."

"Here the old man paused. Rising to 
his full height, he spoke again, his 
voice clear and authoritiva at last. 
‘Know too,’ he Ivent on, ‘that I also 
am a Prophet, the interpreter of God, 
even as you are the interpieter of this 
Eh gliehmatV He clutched his throat. 
'The voice is mine, but the words I 
speak are the words wHch God has 
given тз. To me, Osmai Digna, is 
given a message. I am a Prophet. My 
commission from God came to me from 
the hands of the Mahdi. I vent to him 
at Kordofan, whore he was with the 
Khalifa, when I heard that the Eng­
lish were coming from India, and the 
Mahdi made me his equal. He gave 
me a letter and sealed it with his seal, 
and in the letter was written, “Let him 
who obeys us, obey you, and let him 
who honors us, honor you also." Thus 
he did that the Prophecy might be ful­
filled, and the Book obeyed. For it is 
written.“We sent unto them two apos­
tles, but they charged them with im­
posture. Wherefore we strengthened 
them with a third." (Koran Sura 36.) 
I am that third.
