ns from all parts of Europe and
Atnenu: are flocking to Berlin, to be
initiated into'the mysteries of the dis
covery and Prof. Koch's methods of
treatment. Consumption as well as all
forms of tuberculosis, according to the
theory upon which the German professor
has worked, is the result of ocertain
microscopic germs or bacilli This he
has demonstrated by transplanting dis
eased human tissue into the body of
some other animal, thereby inducing the
disease. The problem was then to dis
cover a substance which would be fatal
to these disease germs. or bacilli, snd
which might be introduced Tto the cir
culation of the living body with the re
sult of destroying the bacilli found in
the affected parts and thus arresting
disease. This problem Professor Kooh
clais to have solved by the preparation
of alymph male from certain metallic
salts, which, being injected into the bloos,
kills the bacillus and choecks the diseass,
provided it has not become too deeply
seated. The composition of the lymph
and the méthod of treatment are no
longer to be kept secret, but the fullest
opportunity is to be afforded the medi
cal profession for informing itself in re
gard to the facts. [t is asserted that
the success of the treatment has been
rated both in the case of animals

The poasibility of rescuing the children
of the degraded classes in great cities
from the condition of wretchedness and
vice into which they are born, seems
especinlly worthy of attention. The at
tempt to lift up to the place of decency
and morality, those with whom pauper
ism and vice bave become ochronic and
professional is little hopeful, but there is
much more of hope connected with the
endeavor to save their children. It is
believed that the Kindergarten system
is capable of being applied 80 as to effect
much good in this direction. If the
children in the crowded and filthy tene-
ments of the cities can be taken, at the
earliest practicable age, for a few hours
each day, frond the vicious and degrading
influences by which they are constantly
sur ded, to a pl hool-room
where ideas and habits of order, decency,
cleanliness and morality would be in-
culeated, and where the intellectual and
religious faculties would be awakened
and trained, the results might be of the
most salutary character. This is being
attempted in some cities by the establish-
ment of free kindergartens. In Boston
the success of the endeavor, we are told,
has been such as to silence criticism and
win the cordial approval of those who at
first prophesied;failure. So weil approved
is the work of the Boston kindergartens
that they have become incorporated as
& part of the public school system of the
city. “The New York Kindergarten
Association,” says the Christian Union,
“hopes to carry on this work on even a
‘greater sca le—since the needs of the city
are greater than those of Boston. It
would like to establish in every block of
tenement houses a school which should
be a contihual object lesson of cleanli-
ness, decency and purity; where for a
few hours each day, the children of the
quarter could be collected, kept from the
streets, trained to good habits, to obser-

wation, to bhonesty.” The free kinder-
gartpn aystem o New York has scarcely
passed ‘an yot beyond the stage of ex
periment, but if it shall receive from the
wealthier olasses the support to which
its merits would seem to entitie it, we
shall hope to hear from it the. most grati

bundred inhabitants. Besides the quaint

station, There are not more
little stone church, there are only about
twenty buildings, including a store-house
| and & blubber-boiling house. Fur and
| blubber are the chief articles brought
| in by the Eskimos. These are exchang.
ed for breadstuff, sugar, coffee, and
other necessaries of life.

If you lived at Upernavik you would
seo the Eskimos eome in with their dog
teams laden with blubber and fur. The
Eskimo sledges are made wholly of
bobe and leather, all carefully fitted and |
lashed together. The runners are about |
six feet long, seven inches high, and are
set about filteen inches apart. They are
s0 valuable that they are handed down
from father to son, sometimes through
several generations.

To these sledges are attached ten or a |

dozen dogs, which are used instead of
horses in Greenland. They are controlled
by the voice and by a whip with a very
short handle and a long lash. I think
you would have to practice with this
whip a long time before you could use it
at all skiltully. When they wish the
dogs to run.very fast they shout the word
“ Nannook," which is the Eskimo name
| for the tierce Polar bear.
|° The Eskimo children are funny look-
ing little creatures. They are short and
plump, and are dresded in fur. Men,
women and chifiren drees very much
alike. Their undergarment is made of
| bird skins ; sometimes it takes five hun
dred auks to furnish skins enough for a
| single shirt. Over this is worn a jacket
| of fox-skins, which has a hood to cover
the head when needed. Bearskin
breeches protect the legs, and the feet
are.covered ;with bird-skin short socks.
(Their mittens are made of seal skin wad
ded with dry grass.

These people live in queer-looking
houses built of house. These huts are
thimble shaped, or rather, they look like
the old-fashioned straw bee-hives. They
are usually about six feet high and ten
broad, with long passages just large
enough for & person to creep in on his

and knees. The Eskimos have
no fires in these ice huts, but do their
cooking over little lamps fed with seal or
whale oil.

Many of these Eskimo. villages are
near Upernavik, and not a few of the
people have been converted by the mis-
sionaries. Gloomy and desolate as is this
cold northern land men live here who

forty |

have left their comfortable homes to do
work for Christ. And their labors have
not gone unrewarded. Even “from
(ireenland's icy mountains” songs of
praise rise to the Ionn; Saviour who
died to save mankind.

The great event of the year at Uper-
navik is the annual arrival of the ship

from nmark, bringing supplies acd
news. This usually occurs in July or
August. How glad they must be to

have tidings of the great world, and how
lonesome 1t must seem again when the
white sails of the vessel have disappear-
ed on ita homeward voyage! Yet per-
chance they are as happy in that dreary
little village near the North Pole as we
are in our pleasant homes in more hos.
itable lands. - At any rate, home and
ove and duty and heaven are there the
same as here, And those ought, nay,
lbey do, make happiness.

Putting Away Summer Clothing.

The following practical suggestions on
this seasonable topic are from Table
Talk : The same boxes or trunks that
held the winter clothing will answer as
receptacles for the summer clothing, if
all the tar, camphor and far paper are
carefully taken out. The old fashioned
method of putting away wash dresses
rough-dried has been given up. Wash
gowns are found to last just as long if
put away starched and ironed, and, be
nides, one has pleasure in knowing there
Iresses are ready to be put on the first
warni  day. I'he wiite embroidered |
Artones aauti(be waalied through two
clean, soapy waters, then rinsed through
two clear waters, aud then through pale
indigo water. Mark the word indigo, for
if you use Prussian blue the dress will
be yellow before spring. Then they
should go through a very thin gum ara
bic water, this also slightly blued. Dry
them “in the hot sun, sprinkle, fold
sifinothly and roll up tightly over night.
Next morning have ironed on the wrong
side over & piece of flannel.

In ,this way all the.figures will be
yressed out in bold relief anl the gown
Jook just as well as new. When perfect
ly dry, fold smoothly and put away in
the trunk. Each gown may be wrapped
separately in a piece of tiesue paper, then
in & piece of heavier manilla paper, and
marked plainly, so that the bundle need
not be untied to find the dresses. Light
chintz»s should be washed and ironed in
precisely the rame way, on the wrong
side over flannel.

Dark-colored chintzes or sateens should
be washed carefully through warm, light
suds ; by this [ mean suds containing very
little soap. They must then be rinsed
through clear waters and starched in
mourning starch, then carefully ironed
on the wrong side. You can darken the
ordinary starch by adding coffee. These
can aleo be starched in gum arabic water
colored with coftee;and will then have
the a; pearance-of a perfectly new gown.
