THE SPIES SENT OUT.

Letter from Rev, Thomas Baldwin, who visited
the country with Dr , L avidson in 156,

In April, 1860, at the semi-annnal
meeting of the Board of Home Mis-
sions, convened at Aylmer, Oat, on
motion of Rev. Dr. Fyfe, it was resolv-
ed to appoint & deputation to visit the
North-west Territcries to look at the
country, and to write a veport of it, in
view of sending & mimionary at the
earliest poesible date, and on.recom-
mendation of Dr. Fyfe I was appointed,
and & vote was passed t0 draw on the
troasurer for the sum r quired.

Bubsequently Rev. Dr. Davidson was
also added to the deputation, and on
Jude 12th we started from Ingemoll.
After three days we reached Bt. Cloud,
in Minnesota. This wsa at that time
the end of the railrond. From this
point we took the Hudeon Bay teail
for the town of Winnipeg. Oa this
journey of ten days we met many oars-
vans of northern traders, and gained
much valuable information of the
oountry sven ag far north as York Fae-
tory, and west as far as Edmonton.
We saw but two houses where people
lived, during this space of over 400
miles. Winnipeg st that time econ-
tained but twenty-one log houses and
one small brick drog store. At that
time the whole country was open snd
uninhabited for over 40 miles east of
the town, We journeyed to Fortage Ia
Prairie, vis trail along the Assiniboine.
Here st this point we found s small
settlement and some three settlers, all
doing some trading with the Indiand.
On our journey as we neared the Lake
we encountered & band of Bioux In-
dians. They were, as [ learned, that
notorious band of murderers who com-

mitted the massacre in Northern Min- | §

nesota in 1862, They as refugees had
fled over there for protection under the
British flag.  As yet the Dominion of
Qanada had not taken possession by
the residence of any official in the
country, but nominally the Hudson
Bsy Co. were holding rule in the inter-
ests of the Dominion and of themselves.
FIRST MISSIONARY EFFORTS

Extract of a letter from Rev. A. MeDonald,
Plon: er Baptist missionary 10 the North-west.

When brethren Baldwin and David-
son eturned from the West they re-
ported stromgly in favor of haviog a
missionary undertake the work im-
mediately. Their suggestion met with
s hearty approval from the many
throughoat the churches in Ontario;
and in a short time & sufficient amount
was subscribed to sustain & missionary
for three yesrs; snd a committee was
appointed to obtain a suitable man to
undertake the work.

In the winter of 1872-8, the ‘commit-
tee’s attention was turped toward Rev.
A. McDonald, then paetor of the First
Y th and Sparta church
they urged him to go West in the
spriog and begin the work. After
peayerfal consideration, and being as-
sured of the confidence and sympathy
of the great mass of his brethren in the
ministry, Mr. McDonald consented to
the appointment, and having been
formally designated to the work public-
ly in London on Msy 20th, 1873, he set
out on the following day “for this new,
distant and wide fleld, resching Winni-
peg May 30.h, nine days after leaving
London

from twelve to thirty miles out on the
prairie, and ocoasional preaching tours
were made to Portage and Palestine.
Along in the summor, as the tide of
immigration began to flow, the immi-
grant sheds afforded large ocongregs:
tions, and the grassy flats in close prox-
fmity 1o these sheds, supplied & place
of meeting, where frequently & box or
& leg constituted the pioneer's pulpit
while he told the ‘old, old story.”
This was decidedly the most encoursg-
g station occupled during that sum-
mer by Mr. MoDonald.

As the sesson advavced and the cold
sutumn oame, the filthy, cold, uncom-
fortable setool house in the town was
exchanged for a small “upper rcom;”

Long before the canvass was complet-
ed it became apparent that the means
for building the Winnipeg place of
worship were forthooming; so in the
early summer the contract was let and
sdvancement made in the building,
which was subsequently completed dur-
ing the same season.

from parts of the British possessions,
especially from Ontario snd Quebeo,
the Maritime Pravinces and the British
Isles.

Dauring this year also, the church at
Winnipeg, which bitherto had been
partly sustained by friends in the east,
became self-sustaining, and the pioreer
missionary devoted his exclusive time
to the osuse in Winnipeg city.

During the year 1880, Prairie Collegs
was established at Rapid City throogh
the efforts of the late Dr. Crawfcrd, as-
sisted by Prof. G. B. Davis and others.
Daring the three years the college was
in operation its existence was not in
vain, nor was the noble, heroic self-

There bas been a marked quickening
of spiritual life in the churches and a
large ingathering of souls. About 350
persons were baptized, and 650 alto-
gether added to our churches last year,
8ix churches were organized—two Eng-
lish, two Germsn, one Indisn, one
Scandinavian. We have now 46 church-
es. Thus year by year we are forced to
advance by the onward march of the
country’s progress. When the Lord
bids us go forward and plant New Testa-
ment churches on new groucd we can-
not refuse. Who are we that we should
withstand God ?

HOUSES OF WORSHIP BUILT.

Five houses of worship have been
built the past year, makiog fourteen in
two years at a total cost of $63,000,

THE GERMAN WORK.

Oar work amongst the Germans be-
gan about eight years ago, when
Brother F. A. Petereit, our first mis-

sionary amongst them, opened & mis-
sion in Winnipeg. There were oaly
aix families cf Germans (n the city at
that time.

This whole
field is very ripe for the harvest, and
the Lord is sayivg to us: “Thrust in
thy sickle and reap.”

THE { CANDINAVIAN WORK.

A now snd important work has been
opened amongst the Boandinavians of
the country. Ii has been known to
your Board for some time that & cont id-
erable number of these people are set-
tled in this country, bul we were un-
able until recently to do arything for
them. This speivg & Boandinavian
brother named Martin Bergh was
providentially directed to ve. He held
scme seavioes in Winnipeg and a»
ohurch was organized. He then visit-
ed Calgary, where he fcund more of his
countrymen. Meetings were held with
encoursging results,  About fifteen
professed conversion., At Wetaskiwin
he found s colony of 800 families
where no missionary work is done by
soy denomination.

Bat there are others in our conntry
equally destitute, There are bands of
Indians in beathenism. In Manitoba
alone there are not less than twenty-six
bands of these people without any
Ohristian work being done amongst
them by any denomination. Thereare
nettlements of Germans snd French
and Halfbreeds whose condition is piti-
able. Ob, brethren, what shall we do?

Let us prafse (iod, sherelors
that we have not that sbundance which
might tempt us bayond what we would
‘be ahle 1o bear

* Gliving thaoks always for all things
unto God.” - It is possible to reach &
#'ate o which we are able to do that.
You have made plans and have been
dissppointed in the matter of carrying
them oat.  "How have you met disap-
polntment ! Or, changing ooe letier
without changing the chacacter of that
qaestion; how bave you met His s,
polntment ! God meatt that you shou!
got good from that.,  He planied that
tree in your Jife and comes looking for
fruit thereon. When He gives good
orops in antumo m ;| when He gives
& relgn of peaoe, absence of oy clone snd
earthquake, He expects gratitude ; He
expeots fralt from these trees of Hiy
planting. But what about poor crops ;
what sbout war when it comes; what
sbout epldemiio; what aboat blizserd
and typhoon, smiting heat and biting
cold?

THE hOBl‘aWEBl‘ WORK

No apology, of ccurse, is necessary
for our giving up so considerable
an amount of space in this issue
to a spebial presentation of mis
sionwork in the N .rthwest and
the claims of that work upon the
sympathy and aupp- rt of Baptists

people in coming years, and with what
the people shall be religiously snd
mcrally, all political and national in
terests are involved.

3. There are reasons why Baptists
#h0uld desire that their principles
should be proclnimed aud Baptist
churches founded, wherever practio
shte, in our'North-west country. We
have little sympathy with that extreme
denominstionslism which insists on
building ite! own particalar churoh—
even though §t be » Baptist church—
in every little villags or hamlet, al-
thongh there may be no partioulsr
desire for it on the part of the people,
snd although their spiritusl iostraction
may be well provided for by othem
who preach essentially the same goapel.
Toe world is so wide aud the places
where Christ haa not been preached are
&) many toat such a duplication of or-
ganizdion and «fit appears unwise
and unchristian. At the same time
Baptists do not doubt but that they
have a reason for existence and a real
miseion in the world. They stand for
distinctive principles in doctrive -and
in practice which the Christisn world
(or soy section of it) cannot afford . to
lose. sight of. While they rejsice in
the service to Christ which other
Christisn bodies are rendering and are
glad to count themselves co-workers
with their brethren of other names,
they feel commissioned and bound to
proclaim the whele truth as they un-
derstand it wherever a suitable open-
ing is p! d. Baptists believe that

in these eastern p
the vastness of the field, the multiplied
opoortunities and the urgent appealsq
for help on the one side, and the limit-
ed fuods st command on the other,
those who ar2 in charge of cur Nonhv
wmv. work are continually and greatly

d. “This inadequacy of re-
sources to the prosecution of the great
work in hand sadly hinders our breth-
ren in oarrying out their generous plans
for laying the foundation of Baptist

the North-west needs them, and that
in sending forth missionaries and
planting churches in that new country
they sre fulfilling the commission of
their Lord and rendering important
service to His cause. The conditions
which ob'ain in & yonng and growing
country, it is to be observed, may
justify s course in respect to planting
churches that in more settled commun-
jes would savor too much of that ex-
treme d ionali which we

churches aod thus providing conditi

for the extensjon of Baptist influerice
through the length and breadth of that
wide prairie land; and it seems but
right, therefore, that we should render
assistance so faras possible to open up
the channels through which help may
come for this important work.

There are many ressons which may
be urged why the work in the North-
west should have a liberal support from
the Baptists in the older provincss of
the Dominion. These have been fre-
quently presented through the press
and on the platform, and for the most
part are pot new.to our resders.  Yet it
miay not be amiss to reiterate s few of
of these reasons here.

1. The work in the Northwest should
have our sympathy and support be-
causy it is in line of the fulfillment of
our Lord's great commission. That
broad land is destined'to be the home of
» numerous people of diverse (rigin,
who are coming and will continue to
come in increasing numbers from many
countries. Already the people of the
Oanadian Northwest are a people of
many tongues and nationalities. Be-
eides those of our own race and lang-
uage, there are Germans, Sandinav-
ians, French, Ivelanders, Indians, all of
wbom need the Goepel, snd many of
those are seeking it at cur bhands.

2. It is of the greatest importance to
Cancada in & pational point of view, that
the goapel bepreached Lo this incoming
population, that the people be brought
under pure religious influences, and
that they be instructed in wholesome
religious doctrine, for only thus can the
couditiona of political health be secur-
od and the foundations laid . for real
national greatneess. The pictures which
prophesies
been uttered concerning
our Northwest Bave not all been realiz
od, nor perhaps are they Jikely to be.
that siretchies a thousand
miles westward from Winnipeg (0 the
bast of the Rogkies, and from the 49th
parsllel north ward indefinilely, isnot
all € fair and fertile s & well-watered
garden.

The
people who srs to develope the re
sources of that broad !spd will come
in, and in the hands of them and their
children must largely lie the d:stinies
of Cansda. It is therefore, as we have

odndemn.  For in & rew town in the
West where there are now ten Baptista
there may be twice or three times as
mary pext year, and in five years'
time there may be a flourishing church
self-sustaining and send forth influence
to establish Baptist churches else-
where.

It is true certainly that upon our
churches in these eastern provinces
many and urgent demands are roade in
the interest of other and important
causes. We bave our own homs mis-
sion work, and our foreign work, and
our edncational work—all so impor-
tant and their treasaries in pnuing
need of funds. Tbere is the Grande
Ligne work, too, which claims our
sympathies. But after all there is
still much Baptist money in these
provinces which has mot found its
way into these enterprises, and which
could scarcely find more proftable in-
vestment than that which is afiorded by
the great mission field of the North-
west,

No ocontribution came from either
church or Sanday-school to Foreign
Missions. Bome of these churches are
old anouﬁx and large enough to hear.

IN THE SHUI-UP HOUSES:

As & rule, includiog city and country

life as & whole, the summer is the ses-
son of the largest mortality. Not even
the cold blaats and sunlees skies of win-
texr briog such ills as the torrid heat of
summer.
@ Yet thers are diseases peculiar to
winter, and most of these are the direct
result of the close shutting up of the
house. It is siill the exoeption, not the
rale, for the house-keeper to air all her
rooms every moming, Themain effort
seems to be to keep the house warm,
without any regard to the faot that
fresh air is as necessary to health as
pure alr, though we do not recognizy
the need of it by our senses 8) quickly,
A great many people in this country
livein overheated bouses, and resent
the o) ng of windows and doors that
may bring ia the least change in the
stmosphere. While only strong psople
osn endure to alt in & draught. people
of the most delicate physique will sit
in a room which has been pr ally
unventilated for days, withoat recog:
nising the presence of the over-
breathed air, which & healthy person
coming in from (resh cold aixwill find
stifling.

There are & greatmany house-keepers
who are serupulous about the presence
of dust and whose kitchen floors are al-
ways white with mach scouring, but
who babitually live during  the winter
in an atmosphera ‘oo foul for health.
The windows are fioished with double
sashes, and they resent the opening of
them, even for an instant, on the plea
that they csnnot afford to heat all out-
doors, and they shudder when any outer
door of the spartment is open. They
hardily go out doors or breathe the
outer air without wrapping themselves
about in cloaks and shawis and veils,
and by the time the shut-in season ix
bver they are pale and sallow specimens
of womanhood,

The result of such s system in the
winter is that the the vital powers are
enervated and the body is-poisoned by
the foul air of the house, which is cer-
tainly present even when not percep-
tible to the senses of those who live in
it. Buch people are peculiarly liable
to colds, becsuse they lose the power to
resist even theslight inevitable ohanges
there must be in the temperature,
even in passing through halls or from
one room to anothér, In spite of all
thelr wrappings they take cold every
time they go outdoors.
