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THE DRY DOCK PROJECT.

Mr. Geo RoBERTSON'S plan for the build-

ing of & dry dock is before the people of
St. Jobn in somewhat desultory way.
They would like to make up their minds
about it, but apparently they have nothing
upon which to decide. Mr. ROBERTSON
has not told them, as yet, what the chances
sre for a certain revenue from the dry
dock. There are docks in Halifax and St.
John’s, Newfoundland, and it seems to us
that it would be an easy matter for the
promoter of this enterprize to obtain all
the information that the people ot St. John
should bave upon thissubject. It has been
said that $2,600 is not & large sum for the
city to grant inaid ot such a project.
That is quite true, looking at it from one
point of view, but the amount asked for is
not inconsiderable and is worthy of the
most careful investigation and fullest infor-
mation. Mr. ROBERTSON, we trust, is not
promoting a dry dock simply for the sake
of having it said that the port of St. John
is 80 equipped. He must bave his statis-
tics and some information regarding
the dry docks of other ports.
How they are built, what their cost, is and
what their annual revenue is. We under-
stand that an anual subsidy is provided
for, both by the Dominion and Provincial
governments, and a further grant and a free
site are asked from the city of St. John.
The estimated cost ot the dock is about
$1,000,000 Upon this sum five per cent at
least, would have to be paid, which would
mean $50,000 aonually for interest. In ad-
dition to this there will be the expenses of
running the dock, which would, no doubt,
be considerable. Now, if Mr. ROBERT-
ON couli point out just how many *‘lame-
ducks” it would take to make the dry dock
pay, the people of St. John would have
some information that they bave not now.
No doubt he has considered all these things
and all the facts that ProGrrss asks for
may bein his hands. It they are we will be
glad to print them at an early date, but if
they are not, let us suggest that they be
obtained as soon as possible.

escents cared for at the emergency hospital
there. The work of distributing heavy
clothing to soldiers who are in need of it
also progresses with much facility.

““There are plenty of nurses here and the
poor fellows are getting good care. It is
terribly sad to see the large frames of the
men with scarcely & bit of flzsh on them.
The hospital tents contain about 20 patients
and are very comfortable. The weather
continues cold and though I was wrapt in
three army blankets last night I wes none
too warm. I have many souvenirs that
have been through the thickest of the war
and hope to have several more before we
leave. Our hours as you can imsgine are
all taken up and the days pass quickly
from the time we rise at bugle
call until we retire. ‘We have braskfeast
at 6.30 and roll call at 7.a m. We listen
with almost breatbless interest while the
soldiers tell their story of the war. Not
one of them would be willing to have it
over sgain. They are teiribly bitter
sgainst the Cubans but all speak so well of
the Spainards both as soldiers and men
**‘We have about ten hospital tents on one
division and these with the mess room,
kitchen and diet kitchen make quite a
showing on a little elevation of ground.”
A third letter bears date of Sept. 15, 2.
m. and says! *‘Most of my boys are sleep-
ingand Iam trying to keep warm by
writing—and I assura you I find it bard
work to keep from freezing to death after
midnight. I do not think we shall be
here much longer as it is too cold to keep
the sick boys in the tents. As soon as
they can stand the four houra ride to New
York they are being sent there and this
camp is being broken up 8a : quickly as
possible. At present I bave thirty men in
my tent and all are doing fairly well. One
poor boy is having an awful chill. Itis
simply terrible the way they shake.

¢In my division we have had a doctor who
gives the cold water cure. He tried it on
our men and more than one poor fellow has
died for the want of nourishment and medi-
cine. I went and complained sbout it and
we got whiskey and gave it to our mep with
all the hot and cold milk they could drink.
We made it so hot for the doctor mentioned
that today his resignation was accepted and
8 new man takes his place tonight. I
thought that 90 men—the number we had
under him too many to risk in that way. It
is the talk of the camp, and now that it
has hsd such & good result I'm glad I
complained.

‘A ride in an ambulance may not ba
the most cheertul way to take an outing but
I did enjoy the one I had yesterday in that
gruesome vehicle. Or a olear day it is
lovely to go to one of the hills and get a
view of the camp. This morning—or rather
yesterday morning—I saw the colored regi-
ment taking the horses down to the water
in squads of one hundred, and such pum-
ber of horses. All the teaming and heavy
work is done by mules and their antics
afford considerable amusement for us all. I
missed & chance of going to Turkey recent-
ly. A former patient of mine—Mrs. Strauss,

ARCHIBALD FORBES, MEMOIRS OF
NAPULREON THIRD.

Bxt From an g Book on the
BLife of & Great man—His Birth and Ineci-
dents in his career—After the Batile of
‘Waterloo and Otber Stories.
Mr. Archibald Forbes has written what
will probably be accepted as the authoritat-

.ive “Life ot Napoleon IIL.” It will be

publisbed in this country by Mesers Dodd,
Mead & Co. about September 1.

An advance copy of the book lies before
me as I write. Mr. Forbes is an sdmirer
of the Man whom Victor Hugo dubbed
Napoleon the Little. But he doés not
carry his admiration to any absurd lengths.
He weighs his bero in carfully adjusted
balances and fully recognizes where he is
found wanting. It 18 no demigod he pres.
ents to us, nor, on the other band, is it
the human monstroti y of Hugo and King-
Iske’s imaginations. It is a man of more
than [sverage mentality and force, who
went through many strange experiences
with credit, who built up for himselt an
extraordinary csreer tbrough sheer sel!
confidencejand belie in his own star, but
who &t the end found himself bested by
mightier minds then his own, chief among
them being Cavour and Bismarck.

Birth of Napolecn.

In ‘act, the vicissitudes which Louis Na.
poleon experienced almost from the cradle
to the grave were probably all but unex-
ampled. Born April 20, 1808, be was the
third son of Hortense de Beauharnais, Na-
poleon’s step-daughter, and of Louis Bona-
parte, Kinglot Holland, Napoleon’s brother.
Some doubt was indeed cast upon his birth.
Hortense was no saint. Itis uoquestioned
that three years later, in October, 1811,
she gave birth to a son the father ot whom
was the Comte de Flahault, a son who was
consequently afhalt brother of Napoleon
IIL., andjwho was the well known Duc de
Morny of the Second Empire. It was
more than hinted that the future Empercr
was himself the son of Admiral Verhuel.

Some color was given to the scandsl by
the fact that neither in features, in physique
nor in mental{cbaracteristics did Napoleon
III. resemble any other Bonaparte. It is
also true that about nine months before the
Prince’s birth Queen Hortense and Admir-
able Verhuel were together in the Pyrenees.
But, as it happened, King Louis was their
also, and it {msy be added that if he was
with his wite neither immediately betore,
during, nor after her,confinement it was be-
cause he was excessively annoyed by her
refusal tojlie in at The Hague.

As he learned of Hortense’s accouche-
ment the King announced the event to the
peoplefot his capital collected under his
balcony, and received the customary felic-
itations. He wrote to Hortense:—I
should like the little one to be solemnly
baptized here in Holland, but I subordinate
my wishes to yours and to those of the Em-
peror.’

It seems evident, then, that King Louis
was in the full belief that he was the father
of the infant. He proved that conviction
later by leaving all his property to Louis
Napoleon, whom he described in his will as
.my only surviving son.’

An Imperial Heir,

The boy’s birth was ceiebrated with great
rejoicings throvghout France as that of a
presumptive heir to the imperial throne, for
by the law of tuccession the crown, in de-
fault of direct diecendants of the Emperor
himself—and be at tbat time had none—
could be inberited only by the children of
two of his brothers—Joseph and Louis.
But Joseph bad no male offspring, and the
sons of Lous, in consequence, became for
the time ‘heirs presumptive’ until the birth
of the King ot Rome.

The Emperor bimself stood sponsor at
little Louis’ baptism. When the child was
etill in his cradle the prospects of his broth-
er and himselt (the elder of the three broth-
ers had died in childhood) were imperilled
by the Emperor’s marrisge with Maria Lou-
isa, and they were apparently blighted when
in 1811 a son was bcrn te Napoleon hime
self. Louis, however, was in great meas-
ure brought up at the Tuileries and was a
favorite with the Emperor.

Last 8ight of Napoleon,

A curious story was extant of the last
words which passed between these two. It
was at the moment when Napoleon was
setting out on the campaign which proved
to be his last. The little boy, on hearing
that bis uncle was to leave within an hour,
became strangely sgitated. He sought out
the Emperor in his cabinet and taking hold

surely realiged. These were the last words
be heard his uncle utter. He never saw the
Emperor again. Bat the words sank deep-
ly into his mind, to awaken afterward as
the voice of destiny. '

Waterloo and After.

Louis Napoleon had scarcely attsined
his seventh year when the fortunes of the
French Empire were overcast by the terri-
ble reverses which culminated at Waterloo.
He was a fugitive before hes could speak
articulately. Adter the death of his broth-
er, of his uncle Jogepb, of bis tather and of
the K ng of Rome he became the heir ot
the Bomapartes. Nephew of the great
Emperor, yet condemned to the vexations
of an obscure youth, his kindred persecut-
ed, wkile ha himself was exiled trom the
country which he loved, and in which the
memory ot Napoleon was still alive. Louis
Bonsparte looked forward confidently to
the establishment of his claim. He be-
lieved himselt destined to uphold the honor
of the great name he bore, to punish the
persecutors of bis family and to reopen for
his country a path to fame and glory.

But it was miny years before his dream
was even approximately to be realized.
Those years were full ot humilistion and
even ignominy.

In the interval between his twentieth and
his fortieth year he was a prisoner in Stras-
burg, Lorient, Ham and the Couciergerie.
He was an outlaw for more than half ot his
life. There were incidents at Strasburg
and later at Boulogne which brought upon
him the mock and jeer of Europe. During
his exile in Eogland he carried a baton as
a special corstable in Park Lane on Chart-
ists’ Day. During his exile in America he
lived in a dingy street in Hoboken, which

Mr. Forbes describes as ‘‘a squalid suburb.

ot Jersey City over against New York.
He was halt starved and presented ‘‘as
sorry a specimen of seedy gentility as one
need look at, 1n wornout and threadbare
coat.”

President of tte Republic’

Then by a sudden turn of fortune, he be-
came president of the French Republic.
The coup d’etat made him Emperior of the
French and thnceforth, for some fifteen
years he became the most important figure
on the Continent of Furope. It was said
of him that on being asked whether he
should not find it difficult to rule the French
nation he replied :—

‘Oh, no! Nothing is more easy. They
only need a war every four years.’

This policy held good in 8 modified de-
gree. The Crimean War was for him a
success, slthough not precisely a triumph
The Italian campaign, in spite of its hard
fought victories, ended abruptly in approx-
imation to a failure. The Mexicsn expedi-
tion was an utter fiasco. Yet Napoleon
might bave gone on with his programme of
& war every four years but for the circum-
stances that there happened to be in Europe
in the middle sixties and infinitely subtler,
more maste: ful and more ruse man than the
dreamy and decayed Napoleon. When he
and Bismark walked along the Bisrritz
beach ir October 1865, Bismarck expond-
ed his political speculations as they stroll-
ed.

*He is mad?’’ the Emperor whispered to
Prosper Merimee, on whose arm he leaned.

Before another year was over the Schles-
wig-Holstein controversy had taught
Napolson that madness bad no part in the
character of Oito von Bismarck. The
Prussian Premier was his superior in energy
in determination and in finesse. At every
turn he foiled the French Emperor.

Lack of Preparation,

Alter Sadowa Napolean could not but
have felt assured that war between France
and Prussia was inevitable sooner or later.
Yet the French army was gradually de-
teriorating and its diccipline and readiness
for war were becoming more and more im-
paired. Looseness on the part ot the high-
er officers ocoasioned carelessness and ir-
regularites in the lower grades. Yet the
reduction ot the contingent of the year
1870 by 10,000 conscripts was beld to be
justified by the Prime Minister, who ssid:

‘The government has no uneasiness what-
soever; at no epoch was the peace of
Europe more assured. Irritating questions
there are none. We have developed liberty

his ruin. From his asscession ‘wp to the
autumn of 1860 be bad ruler, ia effect, an
absolute monarch, ‘He would bave seted
wisely if he bad never communicated his
resolution to liveralize the Parliamentary
ground work of the empire. After he
made this concsssion to a ‘nation which

‘Constituliona] reforms’ were simply the
the vestibule to the arena of heated and |
venomous political conflicts. The Em-
peror was frequently compelled to express
disappointment at the manner in which bis
acts were mis-interpreted. So long, in-
deed, as he remained physicially capable,
constitutional government w.s tempered in
a measure by the supreme sway of the
soverign. But about 1862 the germs of
ailment which tortured bhim for the re.
mainder of his life began to rack him. In
most things an abstemi and p
man, he allowed himselt freedoms in a
certain way. A list of s armours, from
La Belle Sabotiere, of Ham, down to and
beyond 'Mergot Bellsngar need not to be
given here. During bis frequent and
lengthened wisits to watering places for
tho sake of his health constitutional gov
ernment had & good deal its own way, and
when he confided the government of France
to the responsible ministry of wbich M.
Olliver was the head, he finally retired
from the direction of public affairs, and
resolutely restricted himselt to the duties
of & constitutional sovereign. With the
appointment of the Olliver administration
the role of the Emperor as active ruler
ended.

THE DBACON'S GROWING STONE.
Oarried io His Pnnmhen 8 Boy and It
Now Welghs Sixty Five Pouuds.

The most interesting thing [ saw down
in Maine was a growing stone that belongs
to H. H. Hammond of Smith’s Cove, near
Wiater Harbor, and lies upon a grani-e
post beside the steps that lead to his front
door. It is egg shep:d and of perfect
symmetry, with the exception that it is
somewhat flattened upon the side which
rested upon the ground.
Thirty years ago or more William Ham-
mond, s brother of H. H, who now lives
in Sao Francisco, picked up this remirk-
able stone upon the edge of the cove. He
was then a boy 10 years old, and was at-
tracted by its regular shape and smooth
surface, which, contains a good desl of
mica schist and sparkles in the sun as if it
had been sprinkled with dismond dust
The boy took the stone homs in his
pocket, for it was very small in comparison
with its present size, and eould bave been
easily slipped into a quart cup. He played
with it in the yard for several years, and it
lay upon the mantelpiece in the house dur-
ing the winter months, but as he grew old-
er he lost interest in the plaything and it
rolled under a lilac bush beside the front
door. There it remsined for fifteen years
or so. When young Hammond returned
from Sin Francisco, he recognized it, bus
was much sstonished to find that it had in-
creased in siz3 and weight toa most re-
markable degree. When he was a child,
as I said, be carried the stone in his pock-
et. Wken he recovered it, as 8 man. It
was lirger than the crown ot a stovepipe
bat and weighed at least twelve or fitteen
pounds more than when h3 saw it last.
H. H. Hsmmond became so much interes-
ted in the ph anon that he r d it

placed it upon the granite step at the right
of his front door, where the sun rests upon
it the greater part of the day.

Snortly after it was placed there, about
six yesrs ago, Mr. Hammond got the
meat peddler to put it on his scales, and
its weight was forty-one pounds, which was
marked with a pancil upon the stone itself
with the date. Three years latter it bad
grown ts fifty pounds. Oa the 1Zth day of
May last tha stone was weighed again by
the same scales and tippad the beam at
sixty -five pounds. Mc. H d then
mide & series of measuremsnts and will
preserve them for future comparison. The
circumference of the stone by tape
measure, the longest way, is 3 feet 214
inches, while at the widest part the narrow
way it is 2 feet 414 inches.

Mr. Hammond is & respectable farmer,
is & deacon in the Baptist church and was
borne in the house whare he lives. Even
it he did not have so high o ‘reputation for
truth and veracity,’ the tacts about growing
stone have buoen known to everybody in
the neighdorhood ever since young Ham-
mond came back from Calitornia and
found it under the lilas bush. Mr. Him-
mond has been offered large sums of
money for the curiosity, but will not part
with it for any price.—Chicago Record.
