“I do not believe,? he continued, 
“that" we should put Great Britain to 
the trouble of resorting to an arbi­
tration tribunal to determine a ques- 
tfon that has no basis either in fact 
or in good conscience. The question 
is one which from eve

ourselves, and if we rightly under­
stand it, there can be no doubt that 
It will be settled in entire harmony 
with our manifest national duty.

. “In the event, however, that we are 
unable to accept the view that we are 
not entitled to preferential treatment, 
then we owe it to ourselves and to 
Great Britain, and other nations to 
submit the question to the determin­
ation of an impartial tribunal.”

Mr. Fairbanks reviewed the history 
of the canal negotiations, citing that 
the Clayt.on-Bulwer treaty which wad 
abrogated by 
treaty, specifically stated that the In- 
ter-oeeanlc canal should be open to 
the subjects of the United States and 
of Great Britain on equal terms. He 
quoted
“that there shall be no dlacriminaion 
against any nation.”

“If it had been in the minds of Sec­
retary Hay and Lord Pauncefote," con­
tinued Mr. Faribanks, “that so radical 
a departure—-th^ exemption of Ameri­
can ships from canal tolls—should be 
made from the equality principle of the 
Clayton-Bulwer treaty, they would nev­
er have followed so closely the phrase­
ology of the old treaty.

“Shall we now read into It an excep­
tion that was not intended when the 
treaty was negotiated or when it re­
ceived the deliberate assent of the 
Senate, or shall we stand by what we 
said and what we intended to say?

“While the treaty was in the senate- 
one of the considerations urged In fa­
vor of the equality of all nations, in­
cluding the United States, in its traffic 
provisions, was that, there would be no 
ground for friction with reared to 
the use of the canal and that all na­
tion» alike would be Interested in pre­
serving it against attack.”

A meeting of the Bricklayers and 
Mason’s Union was held last evening 
to hear reports as to the result of the 
move for an eight hour day at 55 
cents an hour. Yesterday all the mem­
bers of the union went to work at eight 
o’clock instead of seven. The reports 
showed that some ,of the bosses had 
objected to this way of taking the 
eight hour day. but that when told 
that the other contractors were facing 
the same condition conceded that they 
could stand it if the others could.

None of the contractors told their 
meu that they would not grant the 
eight hours, so the union is anticipat­
ing i>o difficulty. However, it was de­
cided to hold another meeting next 
Monday to find out whether any of 
the contractors tried to cut the wages 
of their men, in which event there 
will-be a strike.

It was stated at the meeting that In 
practically all the cities of Canada, 
but three, the bricklayers and masons 
had the eight hour day, and in many 
cases only worked 44 hours a week, 
while the wage of 55 cents an hour 
asked here is somewhat lower than 
the average for Canada. In Windsor,
Ont., a city not half as large as St.
John, they get 63 cents an hour and 
work 48 hours in winter and 44 in 
summer. It was stated that the Inter­
national was behind the movement 
here and that the International had 
never been beaten so far. Its last big 
fight was with the millionaire contrac­
tors of Montreal and it won out there 
in thirteen

Woodworker» Out.

The Hudson Bay Company, which 

for two centimes exercised authority 
throughout a large part of British 
North America, was granted a chart­
er by Charles II, 243 years ago today. 
For an annual consideration of two 
elks and two black beavers—these 
only to be paid to the sovereign when 
he was within, the territories granted 
—the company was given a monopoly 
of “the sole trade and commerce of 
all these seas, straits, bays, rivers, 
lakes, creeks, and sounds, that He 
within the entrance of the traits com­
monly called 
gether with all the lands and terri­
tories” within euch confines, not prev­
iously granted to or in possession of 
any British subjects, or those of any 
other Christian prince.

The company was given the power 
to make and enforce laws. The offic­
ials of the com pa 
that their territory was 
unfit for cultivation and 
and thus delayed the 
development of what is now becoming 
one of the richest sections of the Do­
minion. The grant given to Lord Sel­
kirk for his Red River colony was an 
opening wedge to a great store of agri­
cultural wealth.

Mr. McLeod, as member for the city, 
was asked by representatives of the 
Harris estate to assist in making the 
sale of the land to the Government, 
but neither Hon. Mr. McLeod nor the 
present Minister of Marine and Fish­
eries had any personal interest in 
the transaction. It* was a matter of 
business between the Government 
and the Harris estate.

Having circulated this untruth The 
Telegraph proceeds to remark that 
"since Mr. Hazen entered the Borden 
cabinet his Government have can 
veiled the North Shore dredging con­
tract at a price which the old contrac­
tors regarded as remunerative, and 
have rerlet the work to Mr. Richard 
O'Leary and other friends of the Min­
ister—at double the old price.” Mr. 
Pugsley’s organ is again caught in a 
deliberate misrepresentation of the 
facts of the case. The old contrac­
tors, Messrs. A. & R. Loggie, were 
not making money out of this trans­
action, and an investigation by engi­
neers of the Department of Public 
Works confirmed this fact. They sold 
their plant to Mr. Richard O'Leary 
and his friends. Owing to the loose 
way in which Mr. Pugsley, the late 
Minister of Public. Works, had drawn 
this contract the new owners by for­
feiting $5,500 were able to cancel it. 
New tenders were called for this 
dredging and Mr. O'Leary and those 
associated with him were the lowest 
tenderers at 25 cents a cubic yard. 
This price was reduced by the engi­
neers of the Department to 20 cents, 
at which figure the work was com­
pleted. The whole transaction was 
open and above board, and there is 
not the slightest gropnd for its being 
made the subject of “sharp comment" 
directed against “Mr. Hazen and his 
associates,” as Mr. Pugsley’s organ 
maliciously implies.

Next, the threadbare and unfounded 
charge that Mr. Hazen has deprived 
St. John of "naval shipbuilding 
works” Is made the^ subject of the 
Telegraph's comment! As has been 
plainly stated by Mr. Hazen in Parlia­
ment the Government returned the 
deposit of the Cammell Laird Com­
pany because the ships would have 
been obsolete before they could have 
been built. Admiral Kingsmill and 
Commander Roper, appointed by the 
late Government, both made written 
statements to this effect. The Tele­
graph unguardedly seeks to secure 
some credit for Mr. Pugsley by stat­
ing that his policy was “to build the 
ships here.” Sir Wilfrid I curler’s 
policy, by his own statement 
in Parliament this session, was 
to build the ships in Montreal. To 
tbat statement neither Mr. Pugsley 
nor his organs have attempted to 
make any reply.

In concluding its unwarrantable 
and scandalous attack upon Mr. 
Hazen the Telegraph lnsinutes that 
the Minister has the record of ap­
pointing “jailbirds to office.” This, 
presumably, refers to the case of 
Capt. Landry of Descousse, N. S., 
which has been fully discussed In 
Parliament. The Government were 
not aware that any charge had been 
made against this man and he was 
appointed wharfinger, an office worth 
from $9 to $22 a year. There were 
mitigating circumstances in connec­
tion with the case but as soon as 
the facts were known he was removed 
from this position. Mr. Hazen was 
leaving for England at the time and 
knew' nothing of the letters written 
by his deputy. Again, Mr. Pugsley’s 
organ finds that a true statement of 
the facts - leaves no ground for its 
false and ridiculous charges against 
Mr. Hazen.

If the Telegraph desires to com 
pare political records it should^, bear 
in mind that when Mr. Hazen 
Province to become a Cabli 
ister of the Dominion he did 
one cent to the Province and had 
never overdrawn his salary.

FIRST OF THE EARLY CROPS.
One hundred years ago today was 

fought the battle of Lutzen, the first 
conflict of Napoleon's Leipelc cam­
paign. It was a desperate and bloody 
engagement, and. while the Prussian 
and Russian allies were defeated, they 
were able to retire in good order. Only 
» short time before Napoleon had re- 
turned from his disastrous invasion of 
Russia. He saw his empire crumbling 
before the assaultjs of a multitude of 
enemies. Germany was aflame with pa­
triotism, and Russians were eager to 
avenge the wrongs they had suffered 
at the hands of the invader, who had 
caused the destruction of their sacred 
city of Moscow.

Austria was luke warm, and Napol­
eon realized that only a victorious cam­
paign would prevent his new father- 
in-law from joining the coalition 
against him. His success at Lutzen 
served to revive the drooping spirits 
of the French, but in the following 
August Austria joined the allies, and 
in October Napoleon was beaten at 
Leipslc. Then came the invasion of 
France, the capitulation of Paris, the 
abdication of Napoleon, the banish­
ment to Elba, the triumphant return— 
and Waterloo.

General Gorhard Johann David *rago.
von Sohamhorst was killed when the 
Prussian Hussars, on the night follow­
ing the battle, attempted to pierce the 
French centre, but, were repulsed by 
Napoleon's artillery fire.

Sohamhorst was a Hanoverian by 
birth, and entered the Prussian service 
in 1801. soon becoming the leader In 
the reconstruction of its forces. He 
was the author of the “Krumrersys- 
tem,’ or s hort-service system, by w hich 
the Prussian nation was prepared for 
the war of liberation.

Marshal Jean Baptiste Bessieres, 
Duke of Istria, was also slain at Lut­
zen, and by his death Napoleon lost 
one of his ablest officers. After years 
of brilliant service, for which he was 
made a marshal and a duke by Napol­
eon, lie was given command of the 
whole of the French cavalry at the 
beginning of the 1813 campaign. He 
was mortally wounded on the morning 
of the battle of Lutzen, while leading 
on foot the tirailleurs to reconnoitre 
the field, and in him Bonaparte lost 
his most faithful friend. The news of 
his death was concealed from the army 
throughout the day. for fear of the effect 
it might have ou the soldiers who lov­
ed him.

The upward tendency of the leaders 
was held in check during the early 
part of the day by renewed liquida­
tion of the recent weak features ; 
over 30 new low records were made 
during the forenoon. In the list were 
New Haven, which dropped 3% to 
102\, Baltimore and Ohio. New York 
Central and Illinois Central. While 
this movement was in progress the 
market was unsettled, some stocks 
moving back and forth with violence.

Bonds were irregular.
Total sales, par value, $2,230,000.
United States bonds were unchang­

ed on call.

New York, May 1.—An outburst of 
strength such as had not been wit­
nessed for several weeks radically al­
tered the appearance of the stock mar 
ket today after a long period of hesi­
tation and declining prices. Such 
market leaders as Reading, Union Pac, 
Steel and Amalgamated rose two to 
three points. Canadian Pac. scored a 
six point advance. The market was 
broad and vigorous on the upturn and 
while the demand was keenest for the 
speculative favorites, all classes of 
stocks benefited by the movement.

The reason commonly ascribed for 
the change is the decidedly hopeful 
tone of cable advices following the 
conference of ambassadors in London. 
Montenegro's reply to the powers was 
believed to have done much to clear 
the atmosphere. The principal Euro­
pean markets being closed on account 
of the holiday, traders were deprived 
of the usual barometer of conditions 
abroad, but the vigor with which the 
list responded to the London cables 
showed that there was no hesitation 
here in placing a bullish interpretation 
upon them. It was probably true, 
however, that the technical condition 
of the market was largely responsible

Waited on By Mayor.

Canada Is an orphan today. The last 
of the fathers of Confederation sailed 
on the Empress of Ireland last even­
ing. Sir Charles Tupper’s visit to St. 
John has vastly increased the respect 
of the reporters and various other 
great men ajid ladies of St. John for 
the makers of Canada.
Grand Old Man of Canada sailed away 
to the Mother Land last evening he 
was in excellent health and spirits, 
and as bright and vigorous as if he had 
not spent a day that would have been 
counted laborious by Teddy Roosevelt

In bidding goodbye to St. John Sir 
ChaMes said he had spent a delightful 
day, but as a matter of fact he spent 
a day that would be considered mighty 
strenuous by any one not accustomed 
to the laborious ways of the great days 
when Canada was in the making. He 
wore out two relays of reporters.

"I tell you I am mighty tired and 
glad to get to bed,” said, at nine 
o'clock last evening, Mr. Hlllson, who 
looks big and powerful enough for 
the labors of Hercules, and who was 
with the veteran chieftain throughout 
the 'day. "I spent what I would call a 
very busy and arduous day with Sir 
Charles, and I want to tell you that 
when I left him just before the boat 
pulled out he was feeling brisker than

an informal reception In the parlors 
of the Royal Hotel to citizens of St. 
John who had gathered to pay their 
respects to the last survivor of the 
Fathers of Confederation.

A pleasant time was spent, and 
those present thoroughly enjoyed list- 
rniijg to the old chieftain conversing 
in an interesting manner on various 
topics. He chatted sociably of congen­
ial subjects, recalling events which 
had transpired many years ago, and 
showing to his hearers that he still 
possessed a keen insight into public af­
fairs, and though at the advanced age 
of ninety-two, his memory is active 
tfnd unfaltering.

Mayor Frink’s View.
Mayor Frink said he thought that If 

a contract for another wharf was let 
in May the work on It ought to be 
carried far enough forward by January 
to provide .protection for the wharf 
now being built by Mr. Connolly. He 
pointed out that in the past winter 
there had been no serious congestion 
until t.he latter part of the season of 
navigation.

“But I would like to see the govern­
ment let a contract for still another 
wharf, so we might be sure about the 
future,” said His Worship. “The gov­
ernment, however, no doubt, has de­
mands of many kinds upon It, and it is 
not an easy matter to get money for 
everything the people of Canada want 
in a hurry.

"We’re doing pretty well, but we 
may ag well agitate for more. The de­
velopment of the port of St. John is 
as much, in the interests of the people 
of Canada as a whole, as of the citi­
zens of St. John."

Suggests Other Measures.
Com. Schofield said he did not think 

the work on the new wharf for which 
tenders are to be called could be car­
ried forward sufficiently to protect the 
Connolly wharf, and t,hat some other 
measures should be taken to meet the 
probable situation next winter.

"I am having a report prepared,” he 
said, “on the feasibility of erecting 
another shed on No. 6 and making a 
berth for smaller steamers available 
in Rodney slip. If we can get somebody 
to run a grain conveyer to the wharf 
now under construction, it might help 
out a good deal. The berth on the 
south sldeo f the new wharf would not 
be safe In bad weather, but we might 
very easily put ships there In fine 
weather to load grain if we can get a 
conveyer built in time."

Bad Advertising.
A shipping man said he did not 

want to discuss the situation, but he 
was not sure that It was in the interest 
of the port to cry out that the harbor 
was so unsafe that it was necessary to 
build one wharf In order to protect an.
