East Fortune, Scotland, June 19,
(By The A. P.)—The British dirigible
R-34 carried no bombs or ammunition
when she left here Tuesday for an ax-
tended oruise over the North Sea. A
strong wind prevented her landing to-
day, so she was ordered to remain
over the sea until the wind abates.

Labor and Food Situation in
Italy is in the Air and the
Country on the Verge of
Industrial Strikes.

Rome, June 19. — (Hpvas.) — The
Italian Government mef with defeat
in the Chamber of Deputies, today,
‘'wben the Chamber defeated a vote of
confidence in the (Government by 293
0 70. Premier Orlando had demanded
that the Chamber meet in secret ses
sion to hear explanations regarding

the foreign policy and made it a ques-
tion of confidence in the governmeni.

Under the ordinary course of p.o-
cedure the defeat of the Government
of a vote of confidence would be fol-
lowed by the resignation of the Gov-
ernment. The resignation of the
Orlando Government might have an
embarrassing effect op the Peace Con-
ference, as Premier Orlando has been
a member of the Council of Four with
Premiers Lloyd Gearge and Clemen-
ceau and President #¥ilson.

A political crigis arose several
weeks ago in Rome and caused several
members of the Orlando Government
tc resign. The Premier returned to
Rome. from Paris and was able to ad-
nst the difficulties.

The labor and food situation in Italy
has not been of the best since the
signing of thie armistice, and a general
strike began in Rome Tuesday night.

Montreal, June 19.—Strong resent-
ment at the summary arrest and pro-
posed method of trial of the Winnipeg
strike leaders was evinced by the
Montreal Trades and Labor Council at
its meeting tonight.

Sydney, N. 8., June'19—Rev, D. M.
MacAdam, pastor of one of the largest
English speaking parishes in Canada,
in an address to the graduating class
at the Convent of the Holy Angels
here, urged the young ladies to right
the wrongs of their sex. Now they
have the vote he hoped they will in-
fluence conditions so as to secure
better working conditions for their
own sex. No one seemed to consider
the working woman. While he did
not agree with Bolshevism as practis-
ed in Russia nor take his stand with
the strikers of Western Canada, never-
theless he did not think it strange,
he said, that when a Government did
not protect its people the people
should take the law into their own
hands. He pointed out that greed
wag responsible for the conditions
prevailing, greed of the powerful over
the weak, greed of the wealthy classes
preying on the poor. In this connec-
tion he made special reference to the
Telegraph Companies which, he stat-
ed, employes young girls to take mes-
sages at the rate of two and a half
cents a message. To rectify just such
conditions was where women fitted
into politics. The thing then was to
educate the women. But education
alone, continued Father MacAdam,
was not always constructive. Some-
times it can be destructive. ‘There
must be a safe ideal. Education with-
out religion ‘can never raise the
world.

ITS SIXTH WEEK SHOWING

Some Confusion Exists in Regard

to Arrangements for

Winnipeg, Man., June 19—It developed

some little confusion exists in
forming a board of inquiry to

today that
regard to arrangements for
try cases of the eleven promi-

nent labor leaders under arrest on a charge of seditious con-
spiracy. No commission of inquiry was sent from Ottawa.
Mr. A. J. Andrews, retained by the government to conduct
the prosecution, announced late this afternoon that it will be
composed of members of the local immigration staff, still to
be selected under the chairmanship of Thomas Galley, act-
ing commissioner of immigration for Manitoba.

Mr. Andrews stated that he had
been misinformed yesterday when he
sald that a special board had left
Ottawa for Stoney Mountain, but that
he had received positive information
from Ottawa to that effect.

No date has been officially set for
the trial, but it will be held as soon
as arrangements can be completed.
Both sides are anxious for prompt
action.

The formal announcement of Mr.
‘Galley’s appointment was made at the
conclusion of a lengthy meeting at
‘which Hon. G. D. Robertson, Minister
of Labor, and other officials conferred
with a delegation of five representing
‘the Central Strike Committee, headed
by James Winnings, President of the
‘Winnipeg Trades and Labor Council.
No information as fo the subjects un-
der discussion was given out.

Today the sympathetic strike enter-
‘ed into its sixth week and prominent
business men profess to see growing
evidence of disentegration of the
movement. It was declared that nego-
tiations between various employers
and employees gave rise to the belief
that a large number of strikers would
return to work within the next few
days.

The street car service is gradually
improving. Thirty-five men have re-
ported for duty, and company officials
are confident that there will be a
speedy resumption of normal street
car traffic.

Railway officers said that the strike
of certain members of the running
trades union entirely exhausted it-
self, and that many of the men are
dpplying for their old jobs. Some
little difficulty is still experienced in
regard to freight shipments on branch
lines, it was stated, but normal con-
ditions are e‘(pe('tud soon.

Announcement was made this morn-
ing that owing to conditions here as
a result of the strike an embargo
‘has been placed on all cattle ghip-
‘ments from western points by the
Canadian National railways.

Labor Aroused.

Under the title “Robertson and Sedi-
tion,” the Western Labor News special
strike edition No. 29, says in part to-
day:

“There i8 a type of individual whe
believes in hanging men first and try-
ing them afterwards. But that {s not
the British way. Those who praise
British- law and British justice shouil
have the decency to refrain from the

methods of the Spanish inguisition’
and remember that British law holds
every man innocent until he is prov-
en guilty.

“Men have been arrested before
now on false and malicious charges
from ulterior motives. Sedition and
conspiracy are serious words to use
against men who by their character
have won the esteem of a large body
of British fellow<workers.

“We will not say that Senator Rob-
ertson is aiding and abetting a foul
conspiracy, but we will ask him to
restrain RQis language, to bridle his
passions, and if he has evidence, to
produce it at the proper time and
place.”

The Labor News makes a good deal
of capital out of the newsipaper re-
ports of proctedings belore the High
Cost of Living Commission at Ottawe,
showing big profits in the textile fac-
tories. After quoting the evidemce of
W. E. Paton, it says:

“Let the people rouse  themselves
and insist upon the deportation of un-
desirable profiteers. Let not the Cana-
dian nation be shamed by the depor-
iation of men whose only crime is in
that they have agitated against infus
tice, while profiteers chuckle over
their illgotten gains in the commit-
tee rooms of the House of Commons.
Let us purge Canada of grafting poli-
ticians and greedy profiteers, and
make this country safe for democracy.
Roll up your shirt sleeves, ye lovers
of liberty, and let us make a sweep
of these foul animals that have infest-
ed our country so long. Up with the
patriots, down with the profiteers.”

The number of
French soldiers missing in action has
reached 314,000, the under secretary
sald.

After all deductions, which totalled
in last year's statement $611,011,
against $266,805 in 1918, and $193,025
in the previous twelve months period,
there remained available for dividend
purposes a surplus on the year's oper-
ations of $375,332, or equal to slightly
over 16 per cent. on the preferred
stuck of the enterprise, on which in
initial dividend was lately declared.

THE SCHOOL OF
RURAL SCIENCE

Session for Teachers Will be
Held in Sussex July 8 to
August 5—They Receive
Practical Knowledge of Ag-
riculture.

The Schobl of Rural Science will ho
held in Sussex, July 8 to August 5. The
school will teach agricultural methods
adapted to conditions in this Province
and the courses are designed to give
the teachers a practical knowledge of
agriculture as well as methods of
teaching these subjects.

At present there is a large school
garden in connection with the schoul
now in fleld crops, but the remainder
of the space will be used by the stud-
ents in real farm work. They wili
plow, plant a garden and care for it
during the course. There will be pras-
tice in making hot-beds, transplanting,
otc. Chemistry of the soils, value of
fertilizers and their uses, chemistry of
animals, the value of feeds, etc., wiil
also be taught.

Nature study will also be under-
taken, in which economic entomology,
insect pests, plant diseases, are the
features. Methods of spraying and
other work necessary for successful
farming will be undertaken
Agriculture is being taught in many
rural schools, but there is an increas.
ing demand for teachers, and = this
course has for its object the training

school and a garden put in in order o
obtain the grant.

or more,

HOMEMADE COOKIES.

Homemade cookies, snaps and jum-
bles are always in demand where
there are children and the following
recipes will help to fill the coolkie jar
for the holidays: i

The girls are partial to the crisp,
gnappy ones, while the boys demana
the thick, crumbly cookies “that fill
a fellow up.” Make the cookies and
enaps two or three days before serv-
ing, but the spiced drop cakes ar®
beést when fresh and warm from the
oven.

For the “crispy snaps,” boil one pint
of dark molasses, half a cupful of
shortening and one cupful of crushed
maple sugar for eight minutes. When
luke warm add a scant tablespoonful
of ground ginger, a teaspoonful of
ground cinnamon, one level teaspoon-
ful of baking soda and sufficient finely
sifted flour to form a dough that will
roll very thin. Bake in a rather quick
oven.

For the old-fashioned cookies, near-
ly half an inch thick, take two cupfuls
of molasses, three-quarters of a cup-
ful of shortening, two scant teaspoon-
tuls of baking soda, half a cupful each
of sour milk and water, half a tea-
spoonful of salt, one teaspoonful of
ground ginger, one grated nutmeg, one
teaspoonful of ground cinnamon an®
half a teaspoonful of allspice.

British, Aroused By
High Shoe Prices
Want Bar Removed

Criticise Government  for
Keeping Out American
Product and Also for Re-
stricting Leather Imports.

A London correspondent of “The
Manchester Guardian” contributes the
following information about tne short-
age of boots and shoes in England.

Before the war the boot and shoe
trade would hardly have counted it-
self one that needed the antificial
stimulus of a tariff. Most boot man-
ufacturers were free-traders. The in-
dustry easily held its own against the
competition of other countries. Since
the armistice, owing to the govern-
ment’s system of restrictions on im-
ports, the industry finds itself hand-
somely protected by stiff prohibitions
which allow only a quarter of the im-
ports of 1913,

There is a shortage of boots and
shoes in the shops. The steepness of
prices we all know too well—they amne
double what hey were five years ago.
On the face of things there would ap-
pear no good cause why the publie
should be penalized if by admitting
greater quantities of foreign made
boots the supply may become mora
ample and prices may be reduced.

Maze is Hard to Explain.

No doubt the continuance of the re-
striction is bound up with the govern-
ment’s control of leather supplies—a
War measure that has lasted long after
the armistice, and though now gradu-
ally being relaxed, has still a big in-
fluence on the market. This contrd
again is bound up with questions of
exchange, guarantee to British tan-
ners, the existence of government
stocks and government purchases in
America which have continued during
the spring.

It is & maze very hard to straightea
out and explain. All one need say
Lere is that manufacturers have been
cramped by government control and
are now anxious for the free importa:
tion of leather. Many kinds have been
freed, but there are others stil] on the
embargo list, of which quantities
bought by British firms are held up
in America. The home producer, one
of the spoiled children of the war- can-
not meet the demand, although his
pleas for state help are noisy. As one
tanner of chrome leather puts it in
the current issue of “The Northamp-
tonshire Journal of Commerce”:
“Give us protection and we should es-
tablish in this country the finest leath-
er in the world. . The British
chrome leather industry does not
want bolstering up. It needs only a
little nursing and fair play.”

Export Trade Was Large.

The British boot and shoe trade has
always been largely an export trade.
In 1913 our exports were 1,719,865
dozen pairs valued at £4,445,224, more
than halt of which went to British
possessions. The resumption of that

DIRTY SIDEWALKS
AND PAVEMENTS

Few Watering Carts, and
Scarcity of ‘*“White Wings,"’
With Inches of Dust and
Refuse on Streets Cause No
Little Annoyance.

Though the city's “white wings”
have appeared on the streets of late,
sweeping up some of the main thor-
oughfares, tha statement has been
made that their activities do nol em-
brace al the possibilities of the situ-
ation.

Owing to the sloping and undulat-
ing condition of the sidewalks, most
of these get a 'far more generous de-
posit of refusg and other matter than
is bestowed upon the streets them-
selves. In the residential sectipng is
this particularly noticeable. As most
of the houses are flats or dwellings
oceupied by several families, the duty
of keeping clean the pavement is a
vexed question which usually settles
down to'the matter of “letting George
do it,” and if the George in question
is the white wings, the work has yet
to be done.

It is not an uncommon sight to see
the sidewalks before dwellings litter-
ed up with paper, dust and other
refuse from the streets, and on the
same sidewalks the children, denied
a proper playground, play, fall in the
dust, and breathe the germ-laden air.

If men are to be employed to sweep
and clean the streets, the logical plan
would be to employ enough to do the
work right, and that work should em-
brace the cleaning and clearing of the
sidewalks and pavements as well.

“How can I keep the street clean?”
asked ong cleaner the other day.
“] sweep all the dirt up into a pile
and then go on and sweep up another
pile, and then the first one blows all
over the street and I have to start
again. I spend so much time on one
block that Commissioner Fisher could
have me assessed for abutting on the
sidewalk. A watering cart now and
then would help the good work along,
but the only time I ever see a water-
ing cart is when a rain storm is ex-
pected.”

Shop-keepers find that tha littered
sidewalks increase the waste and de-
crease the value of their goods, and
the housewives are unanimous in the
opinion that something should be
done about the matter.

Man Coming Here from Mon-
treal Finds Housing Condi-
tions Poor—Says He Will

. Return to Montreal.

A man from Montreal who came
here to take a position with a promt-
nent local business concern has been
looking around for a house and has
formed a rather unfavorable opinion
of housing conditious.

“In Montreal,” he said, “I have been

i living in a seven room flat with all

modern conveniences, coal cooking
range and gas stove, paying a rent
of $17 per ‘month. Not in the heart
of the city of course. Cost me some-
thing for car fare. But I reckon I
raised enough garden truck on the
plot to almost pay my car fares.

“Here in St. John rents of any kind
of a house run much higher than in
Montreal, the houses are inferior. The
only thing I saw that I would care to
bring my family to-was $36 a month,
and that needed improvements, I am
going back to Montreal.”

DECIDED CHANGE
IN THE WEATHER

Yesterday Was Cold as Com-
pared With Others During
the Month — Observatory
Records for This and Last

June.

There was a decided comparison in
the weather conditions of Wednesday
and yesterday. The temperature dur-
ing the first of the week was decided-
ly warm for St. John, while last night
the mercury steadily dropped. Pedes-
trians could be comfortable with
winter clothing. The cold wind that
was blowing in from the bay was
accompanied by a fog that greatly
agsisted in making matters more un-
comfortable.

Up till yesterday the June weather
this year has been exceptionally fine
and dry, fogs have been most infre-
quent, and temperatures moderately
warm, The total amount of rainfall
measured at the Observatory was 1.32
inches of this, one and a quarter
inches fell on the seventh and the
remainder was distributed as follows:
0.03 on the third, 0.06 on the tenth,
0.01 on the gixteenth and 0.02 on the
seventeenth, which practically means
the seventh day of the month accounts
for nearly the entire rainfall. The
highest temperature 83.5 degrees was
registered about noon of the fourth,
and the lowest 37.3 degrees at 6 a.m.
of the first. Temiperatures between
60 and 65 degrees occurred on six
days; between 65 and 70 on five days,
none between 75 and 80 degrees and
one above 80 degrees.

Up to this date last year rain fell
on eight days with a total of 3.77
inches. Thunderstorms on the third,
seventh and twelfth were all of light
or moderate intensity. The highest
recorded temperature was 80.5 on the
third and the lowest 40.5 on the nine-
teenth. Fogs were more ~frequent
and considerably more dull weather
experienced than during the same
period of Jung this year.

conclusion that various ted theo-
ries respecting lobsters are not borne
out by facts. He shows that it has
never been proved that lobsters are
distributed evenly over the inshore
belt extending from Deleware to the
Straits of Yielle Isle, and that the as-
sumption that it is impossible to ex-
terminate any marine animal is incor-
rect.

Investigations showed that there
were practically. no lobsters in off-
shore waters, that is outside depth of
fifteen fathoms, and that everywhere
the fishermen’s catches are falling off
year by year.

Prof. Knight comes to the conclus-
fon that there is over fishing. The
remedies he proposes are shorter
fishing seasons and the establishment
of sanctuaries, where no lohters
would be taken at any time, It would
appear from the data available that
something must be done or the lob-
sters will soon be exterminated on
centain parts of the coast.
