The Storm.
A severe storm of rain and wind visited
the city yesterday. It commenced quite
early . in the merning and gradually in-

creased in violence umtil night when it

was blowing almost a hurricane. The
storm came from the south, but during
the day, changed to almost every point of
the compass. We were ghepdiof the
magnetic observatory some hours, as it
was 1 o'clock before there was any notice
from it of an approaching storm. It
is a slow-coach storm that can’t beat a
telegraphic message between Toronto and
St. John. There is not much damage to
record. The various ships in the harbor
rode’ out: the gale without any trouble;
though some' that were moored to the
wharves were considerably chafed.
Throughout the city & pumber of fences
were blown down, and a few chimneys are
rather demoralized. The steamers City
of Portland and City of St. John were
both/ obliged to pt back after jeing out
a short time. The Scud, however, cross-
ed the Bay, and arrived at Digby about 1
o'clock. She left again at 3 a. m., reach-
ing St. John soon after daylight.

Our Market Buildings Reviewed. '’

Our citizens are all familiar with the
appearance of thecountry market as seen

by them in making their usual peregrina- |
tions through it in attending ‘to their|
family marketing. But few, pérhaps, [

have ever enjoye_d the “bird’s-cye views”
daily presented to the employes in the
TRIBUNE printing office. From the
north window the scene is one calculated
to harrow the soul of any man possessed
of the slightest degree of pride for the
city of his birth or adoption. And when
that man is a tax-payer, as well as a

{ patriot, his pride and his pocket feel like

revolting against the men who manage
our civic affairs. The evidences of sloth-
fulness; of money squandered; of valu-
able property left to destruction by the
elements; and the want of public spirit,
which permits such shameful waste of
resources, and neglect of advantages
possessed, are alike disgraceful to our
corporation and our citizens. Standing
there we see—if it is on a Wednesday or
a Saturday—the msrket'sheg on the north
side filled with produce, and extending
out into the street as far as the eye can
reach is a confused mass of wagons and
carts, wedged in withoutsystem or rule—
heads and points—there they stand, piled
up with potatoes, cabbages, beef, mutton,
poultry, and a little of everything else
usually found in a country market.
Perched up on the highest parts of their
vehicles may be seen the unfortunate
«tillers of thesoil,” who would fain quick

ly dispose of. their products at the high-
est market rates. Under the sheds,over,
around, between and everywhere about
the vehicles tramp and push and jostle a
motley crowd of anxious buyers of both
sexes. The scene presented to a stranger
is a lively one—one calculated to impress

: him with disgust and cause him to thank

his stars that he is not compelled to
undergo the cramming process in order to
obtain his dinner while ' sojourn-
ing in the city., The sufferings
of the unfortunate countrymen roosting
on their waggons are more easily imagin-
ed than described. If the day isfine then
the sun pours its scorching rays down on
their bodies unhinderd until they look like
giving up the ghost. Ifitrains, or snows,
or blows, they are entirely at the mercy
of the storm. - They pay their money for
privileges never granted, and are system-
atically robbed, month after month and
year after year, by our civic rulers, with-
out a chance to gainsay it. But our
« gountry cousins,” after all, nave no more
cause of complaint then their more heavi-
ly taxed city relatives. The latter are
supposed to enjoy privileges for which
they pay a high rate, but never obtain.
In going to market they are jostled into
the gutters by butcher’s waggons, butch-
er's boys and butcher’s dogs, which a-
ways hold a monopoly of the sidewalks
injfront of the butchers stalls--if they want
a pair of fowls, a tub of butter ora spring
pig, unless they rise with the sun, they
must purchase from the huks‘ers—those
early birds who always secure thie worms,
Tae TriBUNE might be filled with the af-
flictions under which we suffer for want
of a well-planned;. well-built and . well

managed country market, but the
task is too painful. Before concluc-
ing this article et us take another peep
from our window. To the right, on the
corner of Charlotte and Market streets,
stands the building erected some two
years ago by T. Furlong, Esq. Every-
thing that exquisite taste,skill and money
could do was done to make that corner
beautiful, and so far as the architects, me-
chanics and proprietor are concerned the
efforts were successful. But, alas! for
the surroundings. From the roofs of the
mean sheds of a meaner Corporation, rise
sundry, rusty stove pipes,  sur-
rounded by brickbats and rubbish of
cvery kind. On the vacant lot adjoining
rest more rubbish and more lumber, the
nuisance slightly abated by a rickety
platform. Opposite, the same array of
stove pipes, the same variety of rubbish,
save where an enterprising butcher has
slightly improved the prospect, and
probably. preserved the interior of his
‘gtall” from rain by the addition of a new
style ot roof—probably renaissance. We
might continue our description ‘further,
but forbear, in hope that something may
happen—a fire, earthquake, hurricane or
an election—and wipe out our present
market buildings, :
