The average of Monthly Averages was 89.4 per cent, of the 
average of Monthly Registered Numbers.

The largest number was registered in October, and the smallest 
number in July. The attendance in July was 948 less than in 

any other month, and 1,651 less than the average.

The number who attended school for over 100 days is 10,050, 
or 66 per cent, of the total registered number.

The most correct idea of the relation of the Average to the 
Registered Attendance is obtained by comparing the average of 
Monthly Averages with the average of Monthly Registered 
Numbers.

The average of Monthly Registered Numbers was 11,191. 
This shows an increase compared with last year of 1,317. (See 
Table A.)

The average of Monthly Average Numbers was 10,000. This 
shows an increase of 1,198 when compared with the corres­
ponding number of last year. (See Table B.)

The comparatively large number who attend school for less 
than 100 days can be easily accounted for, when it is remembered 
that most of the scholars who leave school do so at the close of 
the first term. The report would appear more favorable if the 
year closed in July instead of December.

During the year 1883, the following additional accommodation 
was provided :— I <

A new and greatly improved form of Honor Certificate was 
issued this year. I would strongly urge the Board to still 
further vary the plan of rewarding those whose attendance, 
punctuality, and conduct for two or more years have been such 
as to entitle them to Honor Certificates. When a child receives 
three, four, or five certificates exactly similar in form, it ceases to 
value them. It would be much better] to give special forms of 
certificates to those pupils who were entitled to them for a 
period of two, three, four, and five years respectively. Small 
medals of bronze and white metal can be obtained in England, 
nearly, if not quite as cheap as the certificates are now pur­
chased by the Board. As the numbers entitled to reward for 
four or five years’ attendance, punctuality, and good conduct 
would be comparatively small, I would recommend the substitu­
tion of medals for certificates for the longer periods.

The Board was fortunate in securing a staff of very competent 
Head Masters during the past term, and they were ably assisted 
by the other Masters in nearly every case. As the Head 
Masters have to perform extra duties, which do not devolve upon 
the Assistant Masters, I recommend that in future the Head 
Masters should be paid a little more than the Assistant Masters 
for their services. Formerly the Head Masters taught five 
nights each week instead of three, as at present, and in this way 
received some consideration for the extra work they had to 
perform.

The sexes have been taught together as high as the Junior 
Fourth Book Class inclusive since 1874, but separately in the 
higher classes. At the beginning of last year, owing to the 
comparatively small number of boys in the Fifth Book Classes 
in Ryerson and Dufferin Schools, the girls and boys were 
combined in these Divisions. The results have been perfectly 
satisfactory. The grading is much better than formerly, and the 
discipline, if affected at all, has been improved by the change.

Taking advantage of the statutory provisions relating to the 
superannuation of teachers, the Public School Board has, during 
the past year, adopted, for the first time, the course of supple­
menting the amount received annually from the Departmental 
Superannuation Fund, by those teachers who have faithfully 
served the Board for a long period. So far as I can learn, the 
honor of initiating this commendable method of dealing with old 
servants belongs to the Toronto School Board. Teachers can 
not fail to perform their duties with more spirit when employed 
by a Board which not only deals liberally with them while in its 

employ, but also helps to provide for them when they are too 
old for further efficient service.

HE" ' .

These drills, which have been regularly practised in the Public 
Schools of Toronto for some time, have been tested by real fires 
during the past year. The efficiency of the fire drills in pre­
venting a panic in case of real danger was clearly proved in both 
cases. The Palace Street School, containing four rooms, and 
attended by 272 pupils, was emptied in forty-five seconds, and • 
at Hope Street School, containing eleven rooms, the 677 pupils 
were outside the building in one minute and forty seconds. 
There was no disorder or tendency towards a panic in either 
case, as most of the pupils believed that they were taking part 
in the ordinary practice drill. The following are the rules issued 
for the management of fire drills :—

5. Pupils should not wait to put on clothing.

8. There should be a special signal given with the bell, which 
should be given only for Fire Drill.

8. The object of the Fire Drills being to prevent a panic in 
case of a real fire, it would be desirable, occasionally, to cause a 
smoke by some means in the halls before giving the signal. No 
risk of fire should be run in causing this smoke.

During the year the Board decided that teachers holding 
second-class certificates may be promoted from any grade but 
the Junior Third Book Class. Those below that grade may be 
promoted till they reach it, but cannot pass above it. Those 
who are already above it may be promoted without regard to 
certificate.

7. Teachers and larger boys should be stationed at the foot of 
stairways and in other important positions, to raise any who 
may fall.

Note 2.—The larger boys, referred to in Rule 7, Fire Drill, 
should be specially trained in reaching their positions with great 
promptness.

6. They should be urged to walk quickly, but they must keep 
in line and avoid crowding.

4. Teachers should dismiss pupils at once, and always in the 
same way, on hearing the signal.

Note 1.—It would be advisable to confine the pupils to one 
means of exit occasionally, so as to be prepared for the contin­
gency of having the other cut off by fire.

I am aware of the fact that the rule which checks the ad­
vancement of teachers with second-class certificates was made 
with a good object, viz., to induce teachers to prosecute their studies 
until they obtained a higher certificate. I need not remind the 
Board that the rule has almost totally failed to secure the end 
for which it was passed ; he has not only failed to accomplish 
good—it has in some cases been productive of evil, by leading to . 
the promotion of inferior teachers in preference to better teach­
ers who had been longer in the service of the Board. A higher 
certificate is chiefly increased in value, according to the extent to 
which it represents additional professional training or skill. The 
second-class certificates granted at the present time depend, much 
more than formerly, on professional ability and training, and I have 
no hesitation in stating that many of the second-class teachers 
in the lower grades are better teachers than some who hold 
first-class certificates. Other things being equal, there can be 
no doubt that a higher certificate should entitle its holder to 
precedence in promotion ; but of all the elements which can be 
taken into consideration, that which should have most weight is 
teaching power.

I would respectfully direct the attention of the Board to the 
advisability of endeavouring to obviate a difficulty which is con­
stantly arising from the promotion of teachers from the primary 
classes. These classes are the most difficult to manage and 
teach, and yet the most inexperienced teachers are placed in 
charge of them, and then in a year or two, when they have 
become thoroughly fitted for the performance of their duties, 
they are promoted to give place to others, who are in many 
cases mere novices. I would recommend that teachers be 
appointed first to the Junior Second Book Class, which is one of 
the easiest classes to teach, and that promotion should be made 
downward instead of upward, until the Junior First Book Class

is reached, when the next step in advance would be the Senior 
Second Book Class.
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DRAWING.—During the year, Miss B. Gunn, who had, for 
many years, ably filled the position of teacher of Drawing, 
resigned, and Mr. E. R. O’Brien, President of the Canadian 
Academy of Artists, was appointed in her stead. Mr. O’Brien 
will teach only in the higher classes, but will prepare the work 
to be done in all, and train the teachers in the method of teach­
ing. The schools are closed an hour earlier, once a month, for 
the purpose of allowing the teachers to attend his class. His 
duties are defined in the following Report of the Committee on 
School Management :

In the ordinary studies, satisfactory progress has been made 
in most of the classes. Believing that it is of vital importance 
to begin right, and also that the teaching in primary classes is 
usually more imperfect than in senior classes, I have devoted my 
efforts during the year chiefly to securing improvement in the 
junior divisions. The subjects of primary Reading, Writing, 
and Arithmetic have received the largest amount of attention, 
and I am satisfied with the results. I believe our progress in 
Reading and Writing in the primary grades will compare favor­
ably with that made anywhere, and our foundation work in 
Arithmetic is thorough and systematic. The general progress 
made by the pupils may be partly judged from the Report of the 
Combined Examiners. There are some studies which have 
hitherto been regarded, improperly I think, as of a special 
character. Of these it is worth while to write more fully :

21
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(c) To inspect the Drawing done in the classes below the 
Fifth Book between the 1st of November and the 1st of June, 
in each school year.

(d) To teach Drawing in the Fifth Book classes, from Novem­
ber 1st to June 1st, each year,, and to prescribe and give 
directions for the work in Drawing to be done during the months 
of June, September, and October, in these classes.

(b) To prepare, monthly, the details of the Drawing to be 
taught in the several classes below the Fifth Book during the 
following month, and, when necessary, to give instruction con­
cerning the method of teaching such work to those teachers who 
need it.

Music.—Much attention has been devoted to this subject 
during the year. Mr. H. F. Sefton, one of the Music teachers, 
resigned his position, and Mr. E. P. Perrin was placed in charge 
of the Music in all classes above the Junior Third Book. No 
teacher has yet been appointed for the junior classes. I recom­
mend the Board to consider the advisability of appointing a 
trained teacher to the position, as I believe it to be more 
important for the Superintendent of Music in the primary 
classes to be a good teacher, with a knowledge of the elementary 
principles of music, than a professional musician, without train­
ing or experience as a teacher.

4

Needlework.—Continued attention has been paid to this 
important department of school work. Many of the boys' 
classes have made very satisfactory progress in the use of the 
needle, especially in knitting. As most of the boys in attendance 
at our Public Schools will have to earn a livelihood by the use 
of their hands, it is essential to their highest success, in any

With a view of securing perfect uniformity in needlework 
throughout the city, the following instructions were issued in 
October :

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4. Sewing patterns and stitches should be illustrated on the 
blackboard, or in some other way, so that all the pupils may be 
able to see them.

2. Knitting stitches should be carefully illustrated with large 
wooden needles (pointers will do if the teacher has nothing 
better.)

8. In Junior Third Book a “ plain strip ” maybe made wide 
enough to form a cuff when the sides are sewed together. The 
strips should be adapted to some practical purpose.

ti: 
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9. The work of the Senior Fourth Book Classes should be 
taken in the following order : knitting, darning, patching, and 
other mending.

8. Patterns should be cut from paper. Pupils may bring 
newspapers, etc., to cut from.

5. Every pupil should do the same kind of work on the same 
day, as in other subjects.

10. This work should not in any way be slighted, but should 
receive its fair share of attention.

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6. It is suggested that one of the first articles made should be 
a work apron, for use in school during needle-work hour. This 
may contain pockets for requisites, and, at the close of a lesson, 
all work and requisites may be neatly folded in a small parcel in 
the aprons, which may then be collected in work-baskets. Each 
parcel should be securely fastened with the apron strings, and 
the pupils’ names should be written on the bands.

THE KINDERGARTEN.

W

The most important advance made during the year was the in­
troduction of the Kindergarten. Under the training of Miss Marean, 
the class, opened in Sept., in Louisa St. School, has been very suc­
cessfully conducted. The attendance has averaged about eighty. 
Miss Marean has been assisted by seven young ladies, who have 
given their services free, in order to secure a training in the prin­
ciples and practice of Kindergarten work. Most of these young 
ladies will be qualified to take charge of Kindergarten departments

Drill and Calisthenics.—The interest in these subjects con­
tinues to increase. Teachers and pupils are realizing more fully 
the great importance of physical education, in making the disci­
pline of the school easy and natural, in improving the health of 
the pupils, and in imparting a better tone to school life. Under 
the training of Captain Thompson the pupils in the senior 
classes, both boys and girls, have attained a high degree of 
efficiency, both in drill and calisthenics, and in the primary 
classes the Kindergarten songs and games have been successfully 
introduced through the agency of Miss Marean.

The Annual Review, and Competitions in Drill and Calis­
thenics, passed of very successfully. The “ Beaty ” banner 
was won for the third time by Wellesley School, and now remains 
permanently in possession of that School. The “ Hay ” clock, 
for the best senior class in Calisthenics, was won by Phœbe 
Street Junior Fourth Book Class. The Phoebe and Victoria 
Street Schools were reported equally excellent in the Drill com­
petition for Fourth Book Schools. The George Street School 
carried off the prize for Second and Third Book Classes in 
Calisthenics, and the honors in the First Book competition were 
divided between Church Street and Bathurst Street Schools.

I. FOURTH DIVISION.

The Examiners have the honor to report that in the discharge 
of the duty entrusted to them, they examined, on the 22nd and 
the 25th of June, the selected pupils sent up to them from the 
several Public Schools in the city, in which the more advanced 
pupils are taught. The Examination was conducted in the 
Dufferin and Ryerson Schools, and, as in former years, was 
throughout a written one. The pupils examined belonged to the 
four highest divisions and numbered in all 267.

Taking a general view of the schools in 
this Division, the girls’ department in the Wellesley School 
stands first. The second place is taken by the Victoria Street 
School, and the third by the Phœbe Street School. , Of the boys’ 
department in this Division John Street stands first. In this, 
as in the other divisions, the highest prizes are given for General 
Proficiency ; it must be understood that the holders of these are 
not permitted to take prizes also for excellence in the separate 
branches of study in the examination. The Examiners recom­
mend General Proficiency prizes in this Division to be awarded 
to the following :

Taking the subjects separately or in natural groups, the Exa- 
miners find that in this Division the greatest excellence in 
Arithmetic was exhibited by the pupils of the Phœbe Street 
School ; the girls’ department of the Wellesley School comes 
next, and after it, the pupils of the John Street School. In 
Grammar and Hygiene, which, for prize purposes, are grouped 
together, the highest place was taken by the girls’ department

Sixty pupils took part in the examination in this Division, or, 
rather, fifty-nine ; ten boys and ten girls from each of the follow­
ing schools : Dufferin, Ryerson, and Wellesley, with the 
exception of the boys’ department of Ryerson, which lacked one 
of its proper complement. They were examined in Euclid, in 
addition to the subjects embraced in the examination of the 
Third Division. Of the three schools, the aggregate marks of 
the girls’ department of the Wellesley are the highest, followed 
by the same department of the Dufferin, and then, again, by the 
same department of the Ryerson. Coming to the separate 
branches, the first place is taken in Mathematics by the girls’ 
department of the Wellesley School, the second and third by the / 
same department in the Ryerson and Dufferin Schools, respect­
ively. In Grammar, Composition, and Hygiene, the boys’ 
department in Dufferin School stands first, and is followed by 
the girls’ departments of the Wellesley and the Ryerson School, 
in this order.

In this Division twelve pupils appeared for examination from 
each department of the corresponding Divisions in Dufferin, 
Wellesley, and Ryerson Schools, making a total of 72. They 
were examined in the same subjects as those of the Second 
Division. The results are such as to show a great amount of 
painstaking labour on the part of the teachers, and of diligence 
and aptitude on the part of the pupils. It is difficult to compare 
one year with another as regards the attainments of the pupils, 
for the questions vary in difficulty from year to year. The rate 
of excellence, especially in the girls’ department, is extremely 
gratifying.

Taking all the subjects into account, the highest standard is 
this year reached by the girls’ department of the Dufferin School. 
The same department in the Wellesley School follows at no 
great distance, while the third place is taken by the boys’ de­
partment of the Wellesley School, the girls' department in the 
Ryerson School being almost equal. The record of no depart­
ment in the Division is discreditable. The lowest is only 20 
per cent, below the highest.
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The Gold Medal, to be awarded to the pupil in the First 
Division who takes the highest aggregate marks, has been gained 
by Jennie Charlton, of the Ryerson School, and the silver medal, 
for the pupil who takes the next highest aggregate, has been 
gained by Stella Phillips, of the Dufferin School.

Before proceeding to give the names of those who take scholar­
ships, it is proper to state that the competition for these was 
restricted, by a regulation of the Collegiate Institute Board, to 
pupils who had not competed for them, or who had not taken 
part, as First Division scholars, in the Combined Examination 
more than once previously ; also that six scholarships were to 
be awarded to the six boys eligible for the competition, and taking 
the highest places, and six to the six girls meeting these con­
ditions.

They would once more deprecate any 
except the most cautious inference from these returns as to the 
capacity or diligence of the teachers, in view of the fact that the 
ages and advantages of the pupils in the schools brought into 
competition are by no means the same.
