QUARRELING
ONCE MORE.

Differences Arise Out of
Visiting Arrangement.

University Faculty Want Others
Denied Privilege.

Make Several Other Requests—Beck
Proposal to Dismiss Superintandent
Laid Over.

The old questionregardingwho among
doctors shall treat the public waid
patients at Victoria Hospital and who
shall not was revived at the trust’'s
meeting yesterday afternoon, a depu-
tation appearing before it asking, ou
one side, that the staff of the medical
school have them all the year, and
another asking that the present ar-
rangement which gives the school
staff full charge for seven months of
the year and the outside physicians
the privilege during the other five, re-
| main as it is.
| The medical faculty of the school
wrote to the trust, and contended that
this arrangement is not peing carried
out.

The bylaw said that the medical fa-
culty should have the exclusive use of
the hospital from Oct.
and should nominate the visiting staff

during that time, physicians not con- !

nected with the scuool to nomilaie
the staff during the remaining months,
and have the exclusive use of the hos-
pital for that time. The faculty said
that its general violation was not an-
ticipated by the trust. Attention was
drawn to the present anomalous condi-

tion of one of the public wards with |

seventeen patients and thirteen differ-
ent doctors in attendance, an arrange-
ment which sericusly impaired the of-
ficiency of the ward, unduly increased
the onerous duties of the nursing staff,
i and produced unrest and discontent
among the patients. The faculty ask-
{ ed the trust to remedy the condition of
affairs.

Speaking for the faculty, Dr. Hodge
gaid that the outside doctors’ privilege
had been abused, and that very badly.

t was never suppos<ed that seventeen
patients in the public wards would be
visited by thirteen doctors. The abuse
of the privilege had acted injuriously
to the interests of the hospital, and
led to a state of affairs
desirable. It caused a great deal of
extra work for the nurses and tended
by reason of certain partial favors
shown to some patients by the outside
staff, to cause dissatisfaction among
others.

Dr. J. D. Wilson, who spoke for the

' outside doctors, although a member of
the staff himself, said that he disagreed
iwth the views of the faculty, and was
opprosed to any change in the present
arrangements. He said that the priv-
ilege had not been abused by the
| doctors. He asked why should he be
| refused the right to attend a patient
:;whom he might send to the hospital.
| The hospital was built for the people,
{ not for the faculty, and a poor man
| going there should have the right to
i be treated by the doctor he wwanted.

during the past year.

Mr, Purdom had said, when the
privilege was granted, that he wished
nothing to be allowed that would hurt
the poor, but if it were so it could be
rescinded.

Dr. Wilson assured him that it did
not hurt the poor in any way, but in
many cases caused more satisfaction
among them.

Dr. McCallum said that he had seen
cases sent by physicians to the con-
tagious wards who had been left to the
staff when their own doctors saw them
dying, and then, if they recovered,
grabbed back again. The trouble be-
tween the faculty and the outside doc-
tors had been on for sixteen years.
The only compromise ever made had
been abused, and now it was asked
that the arrangement should be dis-
continued. The outside doctors were
not fairly represented, Dr. McCallum
said, for of the ten on the visiting
staff, three were members of one fam-
ily. If the hospital was to be con-
tinued as an efficient institution the

staff must be supported. He said that |
1 twenty years ago No. 3 committee of

the council promised that the hospital
would be put at the disposal of the
medical faculty for the winter months.
Time valued at $250,000 had been given
by the doctors to the school. Ten
thousand dollars was spent in the
plant, and the trust, when it came

A Proposal to Stock the Forests of Quebec
With Them Once More.

The proposal to stock the woods of
the Province of Quebec with the Cana-
dian wapiti, or American elk, is find-
ing great favor. At one time the wa-
piti was abundant throughout the
province, so that there is not the
slightest doubt as to the adaptability
of the woods of Quebec for its habitat.

Less than a century ago it was very
plentiful in the Saguenay district,
where the Indians hunted it to such
an extent for its skin that it became
It is improbable that it was
similarly destroyed in all parts of the
province, and another reason is given
for its disappearance,

One of the peculiarities of the vari-
ous families of the deer tribe inhabit-
ing this northern part of the conti-
nent is their tendency to change their
habitat from time to time; not simply
by roaming backward and

in which they were formerly very
abundant, and making their appzar-
ance in localities to which, for at least
a long time past, they had been abso-
lute strangers. The departure uf the
wapiti from the whole of eastern Can-
ada within the last century is an ilius-
tration of this peculiarity.

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MONEY OF THE WORLD

Total Stock of Cold and Silver Exceeds
Eight Billion Dollars.

In 1873 the world’s stock of money
consisted of §1,209,800,000 in gold, $§1,-
057,685,000 in silver and $2,322,545,000 in
uncovered paper, or about $4,600,000,-
CG0 in all. Uncovered paper includes
nctes in excess of metallic reserves
leld for their security, the latter be-
ing virtuaily in circulation through
their paper representatives. In 1900
the total stock of money had increas-
cd to $11,000,000,000, of which §4.841,-
€00,000 was goid, $3,818,900,000 silver,
end $2,960,100,000 uncovered paper. This
shows an approximately equal in-
crease in gold and silver, while that
in paper currency is relatively small.
it is to be remembered that in India
and China, and mest of the east the
Luik of the money in circulation is
gilver.

Taking the last year the largest
total stock of money of any one na-
tion was that of the United States,
amounting to $1,020,200,000 gold, $643,-
<u0,000 sifver and $326,600,000 uncovered
paper, and the next largest that of
France — gold, $810,600,000; silver,
£421,200,000, and paper, $194,100,-
030. The amount per capita of popu-
lation was larger in France, being
$3703, against $2621 in this country,
but there is nothing like the same use
of bank checks and drafts in France
as here. Of the per capita amount
in this country, $13 37 is gold, $8 43
silver and $4 41 paper, making gold
somewhat more than half. In
France the proportion is still
larger, nothwihstanding a con-
siderable use of legal tend: silver,
being $21.05 gold to $10.94 of silver, and
$5 04 of bank notes.

In Great Britain the stock of money
consists of $486,700,000 in gold, $111,-
900,000 silver, wholly subsidiary coin,
and $112,300,000 consisting of notes of
the Bank of England, and a few pro-
vincial banks. The per capita amount
is $11 96 in gold, $2 7= silver and $2 75
paper, or $17 46 in all. The volume is
larger in Germany, both solutely
2nd in proportion to populaticn, the
former being $627,900,000 gold, $208,400,-
silver and $173,800,000 paper, a total of
§1,080,1€0,000, and the per capita $13 35,
13 98 and $3 32, a total of $20 65. These
comparisons indicate in a general way
a difference among the leading com-
mercial nations in the use of credit
instruments in place of money.

Australasia is credited with no paper
currency and of a per capita of $23 93
in money, $28 58 consists of gold and
$1 35 of silver. In the South Africa
colonies, too, the circulation is neariy
all gold, being $17 50 per head in Cape
Colony and %26 54 fn the South African
republic, or Orange and Vaal Colonies,
while in India it is mostly silver and
only about $1 50 for each of 296,900,000
people. China is little better off, with
$1 96 per capita, all silver. It is an
interesting fact that the increase in
the world’s production of gold just

ebout keeps pace with the demand
for money.

THE ISLE OF MAN

Something About the Remarkable Little
Kingdom in Which Hall Caine Has
Been Elected a Key.

Alas the

The fact that Mr. Hall Caine has been
elected a ‘key” by an overwhelming
majority brings to mind the curious an-
omaly existing in the Isle of Man, This
little island, which measures only 33
miles by 12, is a remarkable survival of
feudal days in the very center of the
British Isleg, Situtated in the middle
of the Irish Channel, nearly equi-distant
from England, Ireland and Scotland, the
Isle of Man has a separate existence,
and is itself a little kingdom whose ruler
i is the ruler of Great Britain. When the
ordinary Englishman i asked what this

isle is famous for he will invariably
answer its cats, which have no tails.
As a matter of fact there is an indi-
genous breed of cats without tails, and
this unfortunate circumstance has caused
the little island to be regarded in a
humorous light which its history and tra-
ditions ill deserve. .

The isle In the first period of history
was the stronghold of the Druids, and
when the Britons were driven into the
West of England it formed part of the
Welsh kingdom. Early in the tenth
century it was seized by the Vikings,
and in 1266 passed by sale from Norway
to Scotland for the sum of 5,000 marks.
In 1333 it wae seized by the English, and
Earl Salisbury was granted complete
royal rights over this tiny domain. Soon
after it was sold to Sir William le Scrope,
whose deed of purchase states that he |
bought of Willlamm Montacute, Earl of |
Salisbury, the Isle of Man with the title |
of king and the right of being crowned |
with a crown of gold. The owner, like
many of the nobles of his time, soon
after came to the scaffold, and then the
island passed successively to the Earl i
of Northumberland and Sir John de Stan- |
ley, the latter of whom passed it down !
to a long line of descendants. For ex-
actly 300 years the history of the Stan-
leys was bound up with the Isle of man,
till it passed to the Duke of Athol. In
1766 the British parliament obtained pro-
prietary rights, and in 1825 obtained com-
plete possession for the sum of £416,000,
a large sum when we consider the small
territory purchased,

The government of the Island was until |
1866 more or less of an oligarchy. There
are three estates, the governor, the coun-
cil and the House of Keys, or parlia-
ment, which together constitute what is
known as the Court of Tynwald.

The council consists of the Bishop of |,
Sodor and Man, the attorney-general, '
the receiver-general, the two deemsters,
or chief justices, made familiar to the
public by Mr. Hall Caine’s writing; the
clerk of the rolls, water bailiff, arch-
deacon and two vicars-general. There
are 24 keys, and up til 1866, when the
second reform agitation was sweeping
through Great Britain, this was changed.
Hitherto, on the death of a ‘key,” two
nominations were made, of whom the
governor selected one for the filling of the
post, Henceforward the House of Keys
consented to become representative, and
they are now elected for the period of
seven years. Mr. Hall Caine’s election by
a sweeping majority on a more or less
gocialistic platform shows that the doc-
trines of reform hold wide sway in the
litttle island, and when a popular novel-
Ist becomes a politician outsiders may
look for an interesting denouement.

Not the least interesting feature of the
Isle of Man is the fact that it has its
own bishop, the Bishop of Sodor and Man,
who has a seat in the House of Lords,
without the privilege of a vote, how-
ever. The establishment of its bishopric
is lost in the mists of antiquity. It is
supposed to have been established by
Pope Gregory VI, in the ninth century.
The name “S8odor” is of forgotten deriv-
ation, but it is suppo=zed to mark the
period when the Hebrides were in the

ssession of the Norsemen and divided
nto Norder end Sedor, or north and
south,

The Manx language, which is similar
to the Gaelic, is not vet extinct, and the
people still pursue thelr primitive way.

YOUNG POETS AND GREAT ONES.

Mr. Andrew Lang, writing of the way
young poets used to besiege the great-
er lights of the Victorian era by send-
ing them presentation copies of their
first imaginative children, says:

“By 1845, when he was thirty-six,
Tennyson had become the recipent of
the other poets’ poems. ‘Rascals send
me theirs per post from America. * *
books of which I can’t get through
one page, for of all books the most in-
sipid reading is second-rate verse.’
Coleridge and Wordsworth could not

read Tennyson; they were too old, he |

was too young. Very soon he was to
feel like them; almost every book of
verse flew straight at him, like a moth
in a candle, though I suppose that
such books like Mr. Matthew Arnold's
did not automatically assail him. Mr.
Browning’s arrived quite late from
Mrs. Browning. Nothing is so likely
to ‘put down’ a recognized poet as to
flop a book heavily down in front of
him. You might as well throw a fly
with a heavy splash at a wary old
trout. Tennyson’s friends cast his
verses as lightly as possible over Col-
eridge and Wordsworth, but these old
fish hardly looked up at the lure. This
is a lesson for young authors. I fear
that tickling, not fair fishing—tickling
by judicious flattery—is the way to
catch the big fish. Praise them; do
not try to get them to praise you.
That may come later, but the recog-
nized bard swims away whenever so
pretty a little book of rhyme is pre-
sented to him. He has seen so many.
A trout in the test has been known to
rush off with every sign of terror when
a real ‘olive dun’ floated near him.
Even real poetry—Tennyson’s—alarm-
ed Coleridge and Wordsworth. Of
course there are exceptions. Southey
and Scott used to look at presentation
copies, and praise the donors. Mr.
Browning, I have been told, was
equally good-natured. Perhaps our
modern poets rise freely at presenta-
tion copies from beginners. On the
whole, however, the plan of tickling
seems decidedly the likeliest way of
catching your poet. ‘What I particu-
iarly liked about him is that he did
not press on me any verses of his own,’
80 Tennyson wrote about Mr. Swin-
burne in 1858. Mr. Swinburne must
have been quite a boy in 1858, but he
was wiser than many much older
poets.”

THE CORONATION

Crowning of King Edward VIl. To Be Costly
and Spectacular.

[London Dafly Mail}

The jewelers, robemakers and court
costumers of London will reap an
abundant harvest from the coronation
of Edward VII. Noevent of recent
years has brought such an access of
trade to fashionable makers of habil-
fments as may be anticipated from
the crowning of the new King- The
only occasion to which one can go
for any sort of a parallel i3 the last
jubilee.

But in 1897 the people directly inter-
ested in that function—the “invited
guests,” as they may be called—were
fewer in number and lesser in degree
than the great congregation of other
countries’ kings and our own princes,
dukes, earls, ministers of state and
clergy that will assemble within the
historic walls of Westminster to wit-
ness the archbishop's crowning of
King Edward VII. And the cost will,
in fact, be infinitely greater owing to
the larger number of people who will
have to attesd and the increased gor-
geousness of the spectiacle.

An authority, consulted by a repre-
sentative of the Daily Mail, estimated
the tradesmen of the West End would
benefit to the tune of a million and a
half, if the coronation is performed
with the pomp and circumstances be-
fitting the occasion. Three-quarters
of this would be spent by private in-
dividuals, the rest by or on behalf of
the crown.

The coronation of George IV. cost
the country a million of money—that
is, the taxpayers were practically
mulcted in that sum. But Edward VII
with his natural dislike of all display
and ostentations, will not, of course,
indulge in the gorgeous extravagance
of his predecessor.

That the cornation of George IV.
transcended almost any other cere-
monial of the kind that has ever taken
place in this or any other country ap-
pears to be beyond doubt. Its im-
pressiveness may be measured from
the subjoined extract from a private
letter written by a woman who was
privileged to be present and who was
escorted by Sir Walter Scott.

‘“Here is the longest sheet I can
find,” she writes, ‘‘and were it ten
times longer and had each of my ten
fingers the pem of a Walter Scott
busy at its ppint, a tenth part of all
I have seen this day, ten days would
hardly suffice to tell.”

At 4 o'clock on the morning of the
coronation of George IV. ten miles of
carriages were already wending their
way toward Wastminster. In public
and private expenditure the ceremon-
ial cost close upon two and a half mil-
lions.

James II. did not aspire to such col-
ossal display. He was possessed with
a desire to be “economical,” and on
that score abandoned the coronation
procession. Nevertheless he unselfish-

l

grand occasion. In comparison, very
modest indeed was the cost entailed |
at the coronation of Willlam and Mary. |
However, £3,703 158 5d had to be spent
in jewels for the regalia, as the mas- '
ter of the jewel house naively report-
ed that “though he had the regalia
in his possession it had been dis-
mantled of the jewels.”

Genuinely economical was Willlam
IV. He actually suggested to Earl |
Grey, the prime minister at that time,
that the coronation should be dispens-
ed with altogether. As it was, no pro-
cession took place and the banquet |
was for the firt time omitted.

When Edward VII. is crowned all
the nobles in the country will be pres-
ent at Westminster, wearing their |
coronets and full robes, with their re-
splendently bejeweled orders. In many
cases coronets would have to be pur-
chased, for several comparatively
newly-made earls have not yet gone
to the expense of purchasing these
symbols of their high estaté. An earl's
coronet costs from £300 to £450.

To a greater extent new robes would
be required, ranging in price from £60
to £500. The royal robe of crimson
velvet, furred with ermine, and bord-
ered with gold, will cost close upon
£1,0000 That of George IV. reached
just double that sum. The late queen’s
crown was specially made, the pre-
cious stones, being taken from the
old crown, which did not fit her. The
same plan will be adopted if the rim
of the present crown be considered too
small for the king. The cost of a new |
crown, but with the old stones, would
be about £600.

Labor.

Scranton, Pa., Dec. 7.—After the formal
opening of the third day's session of the
convention of the American Federation

of Labor this morning, Miss Harriet A.
Keayser, secretary of the Church Asso-
ciation for the Advancement of the In-
terests of Labor, of
short address.
and workings of the organization which
she represents.

The contest between the
Federation of Musicians and the Detroit
Central Labor Union over the seating
of the latter’s delegate, was settled by
the Ceneral Labor Union being recogniz-
ed. An amicable adjustment of the dif-
ferences between the Central Labor
Union and the Mugicians’ Union is an-
ticipated.

Sixty resolutions have been introduced.
Four demand the re-enactiment of the
Chinese exclusion act, one commends Pre-
sident Roosevelt for the position he took
in his message with reference to the
Chinese question, and a large number
call for strict trade autonomy.

Max Hayes, of Cleveland, introduced
a resolution providing for the admit-
tance of minors under 18 years to unions
at a reduced per capita tax.

Delegate Deirch, of Washington, D.C.,
presented a resoiution protesting against
subsidy legislation by congress, and an-
other resolution called for the appoint-
ment of a committee of five to draft a
memorial to congress to prohibit the
granting of injunctions by courts against
organized labor.

Other resolutions provide for boycotts
against concerns in various parts of the
country, giving seamen the full right to
quit any merchant vessel on which the
service has been obnoxious to him, and
for universal labels.

Edward F. McSweeney, deputy commis-
sioner of immigration at the port of New
York, said the spirit of the immigration
law is being violated ‘“‘by the wholesale.”
He advised the exclusion of Japs as well
as Chinese.

The credentials committee recommend-
ed the seating of Charles Dold, of the
Piano and Organ Workers’ Union, Chi-
cago, and also John P. Bolan, of the
Terra Cotta Pressers, Perth Amboy, N.J.

Since that time
he has been connected mainly with
Journalism, having begun work as a
journalist on the London Advertiser in
1896, and in the fall of that year be-
came a member of the staff of the
Mail and Empire, Toronto, with which
he was connected for over a year.
Then he became a member of the staff
of the Montreal Herald, and was,
prior to acceptance of the position of
associate editor of the Labor Gazette,
its Ottawa correspondent, and for a
time, its city editor. He has taken a
keen interest in industrial questions,
having made a study of and written
considerable on the poor laws and in-
dustries of Canada, and conditions of
employment in the different trades.
Some of his articles on the condition
of the poor and criminal classes in
public institutions of this country have
had the immediate effect of bringing
about desired reforms in one or two
localities. His training as a student

Mrs. Clark Makes Admissions

About Her Movements.

Lengthy Cross-Examination in Which
Wiiness Appears in Unfavor-
able Light.

The preliminary examination in the
charge of murder against Dr. Alexan-
der Graham and Emma Agnes Kil-
bourne was continued yesterday after-
noon, before Police Magistrate Love,
Mrs. Clark was kept on
the stand until 5 o’clock, a total of
six hours, being foliowed by her hus-
band, whose evidence occupied the

: time until adjournment.

Mr. McEvoy's cross examination was
a searching one. He secured from the
witness a number of admissions con-
cerning her past life and her connec-
tion with the present case, which it
is believed will create an unfavorable
impression when her story is told to

8 jury.

After admitting that she had recom-
mended an abortion to Miss Kilbourne,
witness said she had taken the girl to
two doctors, then she herseif had gone
to the hospital for seven weeks, and
on getting out again had gone with
the girl to the other doctors. Witness
did the talking to the first four doc-
tors visited. She admitted that Dr.
Graham had a judgment against her
and her husband, but said that was
not the reason she did not go into his
office. She stayed out because she was
tired. Witness had never abused a
coliector from Dr. Graham. Witness
walked down the lane by Dr. Gra-
ham’s office and looked in the window.
She indignantly denied that she went
to ‘“peep” in. Witness made several
directly contradictory statenients ai-
terwards, giving as a reason that she
misunderstood the questions.

John Clark, husband of the preced-
ing witness, next took the stand. He
testified to seeing the promissory note
for $25, signed Agnes Brown, and given
by Miss Kilbourne to Mayo for his sig-
nature.

A copy of a printed note, initialed
by Dr. Graham, was identified by wit-
ness as similar to the one in Mayo’'s
possession. :

Witness’ statement as to those pres-
ent when Mayo produced the note was
found to differ from that made by him
at the inquest, and Mr. Magee sought
to refresh his memory by producing
the evidence,_but Mr. McEvoy objected.

Mr. McEvoy cross-examined for a
few minutes. To him witness said he
had never heard Miss Kilbourne say
what the note to Dr. Graham was for,
but later he admitted he had. Witness
swore positively that he saw Mayo
take the note out of his pocket and
read it, with the remark that it might
be useful in ocase of trouble. Asked if
it might not be a receipt for the $
paid by Miss Kilbourne, witness said
he did not know. He then admitted
that he could net positively swear that
it was the note he saw in Mayo’s hand.

Court adjourned till 10 a.m today.
