THE QUEEN’S CONDITION.
LONDON, Feb. 24.—Queen Victoria 

has been in London the past week, ac­
cording to the Court Circular, but if it 
had not been for the official chronicler 
the inhabitants of the metropolis would 
probably not have been aware of their 
sovereign’s presence among them, for 
save for her drive to and from the rail­
way stations her Majesty has only 
shown herself in public once, and then 
muffled up to the eyes against the cold 
weather. On the strength of that soli­
tary peep courtly but mendacious re­
porters have ventured to descant upon 
the Queen’s good health and lively 
spirits. The fact is that she never 
looked so aged and wan and worn as 
at present. She is less able than ever 
to walk even the shortest distance with­
out assistance, and she is bent almost 
double. Nevertheless, the renewed talk 
of her abdicating in favor of the Prince 
of Wales may be dismissed as pure in­
vention. for if physically feeble Queen 
Victoria is mentally a thoroughly sound 
woman, and she is said to retain to the 
fullest degree her marvelously clear 
perception of the most Intricate affairs 
of state. She will start for the south of 
France in about three weeks.

POOR JOE!
LONDON, Feb. 24.—These dispatches 

mentioned last week the possibility of 
a debate being raised in the House of 
Commons by Sir Henry James on the 
Subject of the Indian cotton duty, which 
might upset the Government. It was 
so obviously against the real interest 
of the Empire, however, and of the 
Tory party as well, that it seemed a 
likely intention to be abandoned. Ap­
parently it was due solely to Mr. Joseph 
Chamberlain that it was not.

Unrestricted equality would 
mean woman's ruin.”

ROSEBERY SNEEZING
LONDON, Feb. 24. — The illness 

which confines Prime Minister Rose­
bery to his bed is a sharp attack of in­
fluenza. Influenza now prevails in epi­
demic form throughout London. Entire 
familles are affected by the disease, and 
many firms in the city are working 
with depleted forces, owing to the ill­
ness of many of their employes. The 
malady is especially widespread in the 
East End of London, but is also severe­
ly felt in the West End. About three- 
fourths of the members of the House 
of Commons are suffering with colds, 
and several of them are so severely 
affected as to be confined to their 
houses. A number of schools have been 
compelled to close on account of sick­
ness among their pupils.

A SCHEME TO RELIEVE THE
: NEEDY.

LONDON, Feb. 21.—The House cf 
Commons committee in charge of mat­
ters affecting the unemployed was ad­
dressed yesterday by Commoner Kier- 
Hardie, who laid down his plans to 
meet the prevailing distress. He wants 
Parliament to grant immediately the 
sum of $500,000 for the purpose of form­
ing relief works. When this sum is 
placed he wants similar sums placed 
and work provided until everybody is 
supplied with employment. Mr. Har- 
tile’s proposals faithfully reflect the de­
mands of the Socialists.

Mr. George England, of the Asylum 
Staff, Passes Away,

Ased 46 Years-One of Ontario’s Best
Bowlers-Was Sick For a

Long Time.

The news of the death of Mr. George 
LEE land, sen., cf tile London Asylum staff, 
will be heard everywhere with the deepest 
regret The sad event took place at the 
family residence Sunday morning. Mr. 
England was taken ill about two years ago 
with pyaemia, a very dangerous disease, 
which soon became chronic. The 
skill ot several physicians was un- 
able to check it and last summer 
Mr. Logland, hoping in this way to gain 
health and strength, had an arm ampu­
tated. The operation was very successful, 
and for a time the deceased showed great 
improvement, but the trouble gradually 
returned. - 1

Mr. England was appointed head baker 
at the London Asylum when the institu­
tion was opened, and this position 
he retained with great credit to 
himself until a short time ago, when 
he resigned owing to poor health. 
Mr. England’s death will be severely felt 
by the Asylum cricket team, for in that 
organization he was an enthusiastic 
worker. In fact he was one of the pioneer 
cricketers of the west, and it was mainly 
through his efforts that cricket gained such 
a stronghold in London. He was 
known to every cricketer in the 
west, and wherever he went made 
scores ot friends. Mr. England was 
a clever bowler and a strong baiter, and 
with his able assistance the club carried off 
many a victory. "I do not know what the 
team will do without George England,” 
said a member of the asylum staff. “It is 
an irreparable loss, for George was one of 
the best—if not the best—players we ever 
had. When he was in a match the rest ot 
the team appeared to play better all round. 
I do not know how it was, but it is a fact.”

Mr. England was 46 years of age and 
leaves a widow and lour children. The 
oldest son, William, is superintendent in 
the laundry department at the asylum. 
Mrs. Collins is a daughter, and Maud and 
George reside at home. The funeral takes 
place tomorrow morning at 9 o'clock.

THE BABY WAS POISONED,
And Its 13-Year-Old Nurse Is Charged 

With the Deed.
St. CATHERINES, Feb 24 —A 13-year- 

old girl named Lu u Lacey, who lived 
with the family of Mr. Pierson, cf South 
Grimsby, is charged with the murder of an 
18-months-old child of Mr. Pierson.

Lulu Lacey was employed at the Pierson 
home to do light housework and attended 
the baby. On Friday Mrs. Pierson went 
to the barn to do the milking, and left the 
baby and Lulu alone. When she returned 
to the house the baby was found to be 
su lering greatly, and shortly afterwards 
died from the effects of supposed poisoning.

The medicine contained strychnine. The 
girl, on being questioned, stated that the 
baby asked her for the bottle and she 
would not give it to him. The baby then 
by some means secured possession of the 
bottle and emptied a portion ot the con­
tents into his mouth. This story was not 
believed by the parents, and Lulu was 
placed under arrest on a charge cf murder. 
She was taken before Magistrate Forbes 
and remanded for a week.

The girl denies being guilty of the ter­
rible charge.

Mary Perry, aged 18, and Thomas 
Perry, aged 22, were arrested at 326 Hill 
street on Saturday afternoon by Detec­
tives Nickle and Rider, of this city, and 
P. C. Jarvis Thompson, of Woodstock, 
and their arrest may very greatly as­
sist in clearing up a large number of 
robberies which have been committed 
in Oxford’s county town of late. In 
the house where the parties were living 
a large quantity of stolen household 
goods were found, which have already 
been identified.

The Woodstock police were complete­
ly at sea regarding a number of heavy 
burglaries committed recently. A few 
days before Christmas, Mr. George 
Peters, for twenty years steward at 
the Boys’ College, Woodstock, came to 
London to visit Mr. and Mrs. A. E. 
Peters, 474 Colborne street, the latter 
being seriously ill. Mr. Peters was ac­
companied by his wife, and he left his 
residence locked up. He remained in 
this city until about the 1st of Febru­
ary, when he received word from a 
neighbor that his place had been broken 
into and everything except heavy fur­
niture and carpets stolen. Mr. Peters 
returned to Woodstock, and, after in­
quiries, had a search warrant executed 
on the house of a man named George 
Hicks. This act led to a number of 
arrests and the recovery of an endless 
amount of goods alleged to have been 
stolen. The only stuff found at the 
Hicks place was a quantity of hides, 
which have been claimed by a Wood­
stock man named Stone. The abode of 
one Munro, a son-in-law of Hicks, at 
Embro, was next searched, but none of 
Mr. Peters’ goods were found. How­
ever, a large quantity of pork, yarn, 
webs of cloth and woolen articles were 
recovered, which have since been iden­
tified as stolen from Mr. Meadows' 
mills.

One thing and another learned by 
the police threw suspicion on the 
Perrys, who had by this time left the 
town. The London police were noti­
fied, and they found at the G. T. R. 
freight sheds here, and awaiting the 
“owners,” several boxes marked “Molly 
McGraw, London,” the waybills show­
ing them to have been sent by “Harp.” 
The cases were not called for, and P. ■ 
C. Thompson came up on Saturday. 
With Detectives Nickle and Rider he 
instituted a search for the Perrys, and 
finally found them snugly housed at the 
address where they were arrested. In 
the house was found the goods of Mr. 
Peters. There were bedding, pictures, 
tableware, cutlery, crockery, small fur­
niture and nick-nacks, vauled at fully 
$300. A number of articles belonging 
to unknown parties were also in the 
place. The Perrys, who are brother and 
sister, were given a ride to the police 
station, where the furniture was sub­
sequently brought. The prisoners had 
been living in the house for about two 
weeks. The mother, also wanted in

Still Some Points of Difference—Nine 
Workingmen's Tickets Offered-En- 

trance of Radial Roads Pro­
vided For-No Liquor at 

Springbank.

all the time,” said Ald. J. W. Jones, 
after a conference between No. 1 com­
mittee and the street railway com­
pany on Saturday night, of course the 
proposed electric street railway was 
the subject of discussion, and it was 
pretty thoroughly threshed out. Good 
temper and a desire to treat each other 
fairly were manifested by both parties, 
and the whole question may be settled 
at the special meeting of the city council 
which has been called for tonight for 
that purpose. The company amended 
its former offer of eight workingmen’s 
tickets for a quarter for three hours of 
the day, making the number nine. Seven 
tickets for 25 cents are offered for the 
balance of the day. The point on which 
there was the most difference was in the 
clause relating to the city’s assump­
tion of the road, In which are detailed 
the articles that the city shall pay the 
company for. The company wanted the 
city to pay for the concrete roadbed, 
but the committee would not agree to 
pay for anything below the regulation 
pavement. This point, and that of the 
bridges will be settled in committee 
this afternoon or brought down to the 
council as it stands. Ald. Jones (chair­
man), Mayor Little, Ald. Carrothers, 
Ald. McCallum, Ald. Armstrong, Ald. 
Dreaney and Ald. Brener were those 
present.

Clause 1—Cash fares, 5 cents.
Seven tickets for 25 cents.
Children under 12 years of age, 3 cents 

each, or two for 5 cents.
Workingmen’s tickets, nine for 25 

cents, good from 6:30 to 8 a.m, and from 
5 p.m to 6:30 p.m.

This gives three hours a day cheap 
fares to workingmen, and Ald. Arm­
strong suggested that the morning peri­
od be changed to 8:30.

Mr. Ivey agreed to recommend to the 
company to arrange the hours on a 
sliding scale, and if from 7 to 8:30 a.m. 
and 5:30 to 7 p.m. would meet the wants 
of the majority it would be done.

Ald. Jones—Mr. Ivey, will you give us 
eight tickets for a quarter all the day 
long?

Mr. Ivey—We cannot do it. We are 
not able to do it. We have given it all 
the consideration we can possibly give 
it, and from a monetary standpoint it 
is impracticable.

Clause 2—No car license to be charged.
“We are willing to put that in another 

way,” said Mr. Ivey. “That is, strike 
out the clause in the present existing 
agreement for the car license, leaving 
the question as a municipal question.”

The clause was left open for council 
debate.
Clause 3 related to the removal of snow 

and ice, and it was settled between the 
company and the committee in such a 
manner that any two miles of track 
designated by the city engineer will be 
cleared.

Clause 4—Ten hours to constitute a 
working day. The company to pay ex­
tra for overtime.

“Pass it,” said Ald. Dreaney. 
“Carried,” said Chairman Jones. 
Clause 5—All streets on which exten­

sions are made, or upon which tracks 
are at any time taken up or relaid, to 
be left in the same condition as when 
opened.

Adopted.
Clause 6—All future repairs to be 

made by the company, the company to 
furnish its own material and pave with 
the same material as the city. “T” rails 
to be used.

“Make that groove rails instead of 
T,” said Ald. Dreaney.

“We will recommend that,” said Mr. 
Ivey.

Clause 7—At the termination of the 
franchise the city may, after giving 
twelve months’ notice prior to such ter­
mination, take over all the real and 
personal property of the company, in­
cluding the track, roadbed and pave­
ments necessary to be used in connec­
tion with the working of the said rail­
way at their fair value for street rail­
way purposes, taking into considera­
tion cost and natural depreciation, to 
be determined by three arbitrators, to 
be appointed as provided in “The Muni­
cipal Acts,” and the “Acts Respecting 
Arbitrations and References.”

“That is the sticking point,” said 
Ald. Jones. “There is no use of us talk­
ing any further about paying for any 
concrete that you may want to put in­
to the ground. We are willing to pay 
for tracks and ties and electric wires— 
anything above ground.”

Mr. Ivey—What do I understand by 
that? That you are willing to pay to 
the bottom of the ties?

Ald. Jones—Well, if the pavement is 
deeper than the bottom of the ties of 
course we should pay for it.

Ald. Carrothers—I think, Mr. Ivey, 
that you had better strike out the 
word “roadbed” altogether. I think 
that will cover it.

Ald. Jones—We are willing to pay 
you for the paving, but we don’t pro­
pose to pay you for the roadbed

Mr. Carr—But won’t the roadbed be 
just as good for you when you take 
over the franchise as it is for us for 
the 30 years?

Ald. Carrothers—Yes; but you will 
have the use of the roadbed for the 30

it. “The citizens are the best judges," 
said he.

Clause 11—Here the company prom­

ised to endeavor to meet the reasonable 
wishes of the council and citizens as 
to extensions, provided they are not 
compelled to build more than eighteen 
miles of track.

“Well, I am agreeable to that,” said 
Mr. Jones. “How many have you now, 
Mr. Carr?”

Mr. Carr—About nine miles, i 
The clause was adopted.
Clause 12—In this the company agreed 

to build to Springbank within two 
years on any route the company may 
decide upon. The company wanted the 
exclusive right of entering the water­
works park, and also the catering 
privileges, for $200 a year, such money 
to be used in improving the park.

“What do you thing of that, gentle­
men?” asked Ald. Jones.

“Carried,” said Ald. Dreaney.
But the committee smelt a mouse in 

the words “exclusive” and “$200 a year.” 
There was a big difference of opinion 

as to the value of the exclusive cater­
ing privileges, and every member of 
the committee thought it was worth 
more than $200 a year. In the early 
80’s it was worth at least between $500 
and $1,000.

“Won’t the water commissioners have 
some say about the disposal of the re­
venue?” said Ald. Carrothers.

Ald. Jones wanted to make the am­
ount $400.

Some mention was made of a hotel.
"I want a clause inserted that no 

spirituous liquors shall be sold on the 
grounds,” said Ald. Jones.

“We would sooner build a new park 
on the other side of the river and take 
the people there if liquor were to be 
sold at Springbank,” said Mr. Ivey.

Mr. Carr—No liquor will be sold if I 
can help it.

Mayor Little thought the amount of­
fered for the privilege was very low. 
He pointed out that ‘* the company was 
to build a new pavilion the present 
structure could be used for the benefit 
of the citizens free of charge.

The clause was ultimately left over.
Clause 13—This was the final clause, 

and provided for the adoption of ves­
tibule cars, side and end entrances, the 
same as at present used on the Euclid 
avenue line, Cleveland, Ohio. The 
company also wanted the privilege of 
building Y’s at the end of each route 
to turn on.

This was agreed to.
“Now,” said Ald. Armstrong, "we 

want a clause inserted respecting the 
operating of Sunday cars.”

Ald. Jones—The laws of your country 
provide for that.

Mr. Ivey (laughingly)—Mr. Everett 
has joined the anti-Sunday car move­
ment.

Mr. Armstrong—Yes; but Mr. Ever­
ett won’t live forever.

This caused a laugh, but Mr. Arm­
strong probably had no reference to 
Mr. Everett’s future welfare. He want­
ed the clause in black and white, so 
that it would live after Mr. Everett.

It was then agreed that Mr. Ivey 
should meet the committee again this 
(Monday) afternoon and give Mr. Ev­
erett's decisions on some of the points 
raised, and then the whole matter will 
be discussed at a special meeting of the 
city council to be held tonight.

WANTS A BIG SLICE.

A Kentucky Woman Claims the Edwards 
Estate, Worth a Billion Dollars.

A New York dispatch has this to say of 
a claimant to the Edwards estate, in which 
several London citizens are interested: 
Mrs. W. T. Leachman, of Louisville, Ky., 
is here to press her claims as one of the 
heirs to the Robert E Awards estate, which, 
it is claimed, is worth from $500,000 000 to 
$1,000,000,000.

Their are 24 heirs, of whom Chief Justice 
Fuller, of the United States Supreme 
Court, is one. Their claims rest on the 
fact that Robert Edwards, by grants from 
King George I. acquired 86 acres of land 
fronting on the Battery and extending 
upon what is now Broadway. The heirs 
say that the town of Aberdeen, Ohio, also 
belongs to the estate, and that over 1,000 
acres cf land along the Hudson River 
and a great part of the sites of Jersey 
City and of Troy, N. Y., belong to it. In 
1770 Robert Edwards leased this land to 
the English Government and soon alter 
died. His nephew and namesake succeed­
ed to the estate. This second Robert 
Edwards during the revolutionary war 
made a second lease of the New York 
property to the English Government for 
99 years.

The heirs claim that the property should 
revert to them, as the leases have ex­
pired.

A lawyer who made a thorough examina­
tion of nil the records of this city found 
that no Robert Edwards gave a lease of 
property situated in this city from the 
year 1750 to the year 1800. The more 
singuine heirs think that when the British 
led New York they probably took with 
them the record of the leases.

This 
new movement owes its initiation to 
certain action taken by the London 
Wesleyan Methodist Council, which 
body felt that the time had come for the 
creation of an entirely different organi­
zation for young people suited to the 
genius of English Methodism. The name 
of the new organization is "The Guild 
of the New Life.” The main principle 
in the new movement" is comradeship 
in the highest aims of life. It is to 
awaken and deepen the Christian life in 
the young people of the congregation 
and the Sunday school, to link together 
the various departments of church work 
in which young people are engaged, to 
arrange for social and friendly inter­
course and to provide generally for the 
oversight of the young people by young 
people. Of course much of this scheme 
has already had practical trial on this 
continent, where church societies for 
the young have long flourished and 
borne excellent fruit, but it is somewhat 
of a novelty in English church associa­
tions, which until very recent years 
have been too sober and austere to at­
tract and interest young folks.

PROPOSED CHURCH UNION.
A question exciting great interest in 

Scottish religious circles is whether the 
Congregational Union of Scotland 
should join forces with the Evengelical 
Union. The two bodies are virtually 
similar in doctrine and polity, and their 
independent existence is now felt to be 
unnecessary and wasteful of energy. 
Negotiations to bring about amalgama­
tion have been in progress for a long 
time, and a joint committee of the two 
bodies has drafted an amalgation 
scheme. Opinion, however, is not un­
divided on the matter, and a minority 
report advising delay has been issued. 
Meanwhile the churches of both bodies 
are discussing the matter in its various 
aspects and trying to come to a con­
clusion whether the proposed union is 
or is not advisable.

W. J. Wilson, V.S., an employe of the 
company, saw the horse on the evening of 
the day on which it was taken from the 
car. It was in good working condition, 
and its legs were all right. There were no 
interfering sores whatever, and no lump on 
its shoulder or under the collar. It was in 
as fit a condition to work as any horse in 
the city of London. The lump spoken of 
was on the neck and was on the horse when 
it was purchased.

PIGS' FEET.

A Dish That Irving and Terry Relished 
and Sala Approved.

It chanced that in the winter of 1885 I 
was in Chicago, on my way to San Fran­
cisco and the Australian colonies. It 
chanced that at the Grand Pacific Hotel 
Henry Irving was staying. The great 
actor was drawing crowded houses, and 
on the midnight of my arrival I had the 
pleasure of supping with him and Miss 
Ellen Terry.

To begin with, it appeared to me that | 
12 o'clock would never come. I had dined 
sparingly at 6, in view of the repast to be 
consumed at the witching hour of night. 
Mark Twain and George W. Cable, the 
delightful exponent of Creole manners and 
traditions in the Southern States, were 
likewise staying at the Grand Pacific, and 
I went and smoked with them after dinner. 
Still, all enthusiastic devotee of nicotine 
as you may be, it is scarcely practicable to 
smoke continuously for five hours. I had 
a bad cold and could not go to the theatre. 
I had no books with me, and I had read all 
the newspapers, and altogether the mid­
night feast to which I had been bidden lay 
heavy on my soul long before I had par­
taken a morsel of it. The appointed hour 
chimed at last and I was able to enjoy 
Irving’s hospitality.

With one exception, I quite forget the 
components of the supper, although I 
know that it was a very good one. The 
exception was a dish of pigs’ feet, for 
which my host and his guests seemed to 
have a passionate admiration. I have no­
thing to say against pigs’ feet, and, turn­
ing to the "Dictionnaire de Cuisine” of 
Alexandre Dumas the elder, I find a very 
succulent menu for cooking these delica- 
cies. The feet must be split in halves,and 
securely bound with tape to keep them in 
their proper position; then they must be 
placed in a saucepan with some broth,some 
pepper and salt, an onion, a bunch of pars­
ley, a sprig of thyme, a bay leaf,two cloves 
and three sticks of celery.

After simmering for three hours, the 
feet are drained, the large bones are drawn 
out, and the feet are pressed between two 
dishes till they are cold and stiff. Then 
they are dipped in clarified butter, cover­
ed thickly with highly seasoned bread 
crumbs and broiled over a clear fire. I am 
not quite certain as to whether the pigs’ 
feet at the Grand Pacific were not fried in 
batter, but in any case I found them highly 
appetizing.

But why, you ask, should I have regard- 
ed these pieds de cochon a la Sainte Men- 
choulde as an exceptional dish? The only 
explanation that I am able to offer is that 
I had never before eaten pigs’ feet prepared 
in any manner whatever; and cogitating 
during a partially sleepless night—the in­
somnia may have been due to the supper—

We must see to it that we 
put our foot upon the causes of this 
evil. Now, it is idle for us to overlook 
that point. The White Cross movement 
is aiming, as already expressed, at a 
higher morality and a single moral 
code. It is a broader, deeper, higher, 
institution than we fancy. It was my

FIVE CARS BURNED.

9Passenger Train Wrecked En Route tc 
the Mardi Gras at Mobile and

New Orleans.
GREENVILLE, Ala., Feb. 24.—The south 

bound passenger train on the Louisville 
and Nashville, passing Greenville at 8:40 
yesterday morning, was derailed three 
miles below and a fearful wreck resulted. 
The cars rolled down an embankment and 
caught fire. Five of them were burned, 
including two passenger coaches, the bag 
gage and express carsand one sleeper. The 
engine tore its way along the roadbed 
for some distance, tearing up the rails. A 
large number of passengers were on board, 
many of them en route to the Mardi Gras 
at Mobile and New Orleans. When the 
extent of the damage was ascertained,i 
seemed little less than a miracle only one 
life was lost, that of an unknown man, 
who was killed outright.

THE NEW ARMENIAN PATRIARCH.
Izmirllan a Brave and Talented Man 

Popular With the People.
Mgr. M. Izmirllan was elected to the 

chair of Armenian patriarchate of Con­
stantinople just a few weeks ago, after the 
resignation of Mgr. Ashikian, who was 
compelled to leave his high office, as lie 
had neither the necessary courage to satis­
fy the needs of the nation in a few critical 
occasions nor to fulfil faithfully the duties 
devolving upon him as patriarch. The 
sultan, on the contrary, in spite of paying 
attention to the periodical demonstration 
of dissatisfaction of the Armenians from 
the maladministration of the national 
affairs, kept the patriarch in his office, not 
accepting his repeated resignations, for 
he expected to utilize him as an organ.

After the resignation of Mgr. Ashikian 
Armenians asked from the Turkish author­
ities the usual permission to convene the 
national assembly for the election of a 
new patriarch, but this permission was 
not granted by the government. This 
criminal negligence of the Turkish author­
ities threw the Armenian national mat­
ters into a chaotic state for nearly six 
months. But, thanks to his imperial 
majesty the sultan, the Armenians were

Particularly draws the attention of 
Canadian butter shippers to the signifi­
cant fact that Ireland turned out 97,100 
tons of creamery butter last year, equal 
to about 2,900,000 of our 70-pound tubs, 
valued at about $35.000,000. This gives 
some idea of the immense possibilties 
of the English trade; but at the same 
time, it must be remembered that Ire­
land’s product consists chiefly of the 
very choicest brands of fresh creamery.

LIVE HOGS FOR BUFFALO.
Live hogs have recently been shipped 

from Western Ontario to Buffalo, and 
realized the shippers better returns 
than sending them to Montreal.

THE EGG TRADE.
Owing to the large quantity of eggs 

that have been exported to the New 
England States, Canada has none too 
many for her own use for the time 
being, or at least until new laid stock 
becomes more plentiful. Pretty well 
all the old stock has been shipped out 
or the country, which has left the mar- 
ket here comparative! bare, although 
a few weeks ago packers and dealers 
were wondering if they would be able 
to escape the dumping ground for a 
portion of their holdings. A packer said 
2 few days ago: "I wish 1 had the last 
car of eggs I sent to Boston, as I want 
it badly for my own trade." The west 
also seems to have made the most of the 
big consumptive demand which sprang 
up in the United States, as they got rid 
oi many a carload. A New York report 
says: "The market has developed a 
decidedly stronger tone, which is due 
to the quantity in store being moderate, 
and the advices of shipments of fresh 
gathered in transit are lighter than 
they have been at any time. Best west­
ern held at 27 cents.”
