The electrical display during Sun-
day night's storm was the most
vivid of the season and one of the
most brilliant in recent years.

The whole sky was illuminated
for many hours, seemingly without
cessation. The storm did not come
from any particular direction, and
fell over the city \like a great
shroud,

While the lightning was not as
dangerous as the roars of thunder
would cause one to believe, there
was enough of the forked variety
to chill. the heart of the bravest.
Sometimes a streak would start at
the zenith and work its way across
the blackened sky in zigzag
courses; to be fost at the horizon
in a fearful crash.

East west, north and south, for
hours the lightning played, while
deep-toned thunder caused the
nervous to quake. It was a great
display, with the damage at a min-

damage reported from about the
country was not serious.

London, Aug. 26. — Most of the
London morning newspapers print edi-
torials in which regret is expressed
that President Taft signed the Pana-
ma Canal bill, ,and they unite in de-

The Hague. They also agree that the
President’'s. memorandum does nothing
to remove the British objections. The
Standard says:

“It would indeed be unfortunate it

Refers to Bntxsh Protest in Long Explanation Sent to Congress,
Declaring Great Britain Has No Case—Matter Likely
to Go to the Hague.

Washington, Aug. 26. — President
Taft signed the Panama Canal bill at
7:10 o'clock Sa::rday night. Fol-

bl lowing this he sent to Congress a

memorandum sueeestir— the advisa-
bility of the passage of a resolution
which would declare that’this meéas-
ure was not considered a violation of
the treaty provisions regardiag the
canal. - .

In discussing the British protest

against the exemption of ®American

shipping from the payment of tolls for
the use of the canal, Mr, Taft says
the irresistible conclusion to be drawn
from it is. that although the United
States owns, controlswnd has paid for
tHe canal, it is restricted y btreaty
rom aiding its own commerce in the

‘way that all the other nations of the

world may freely do.”

In view of the fact, Mr. Taft, con-
tinues, that the Panama Canal is be-
ing constructed by the United States
wholly at its own cost, upon territory
ceded to it by the Tepublic of Panama
for that purpose, and that unless it
has restricted itself, the United States

enjoys absolute rights of ownership
and control, including  the right to

allow its own commerce the use of the
canal upos such terms as it sees fit.
the sole question :s: ‘Has the United
States, by the terms of the Hay-
Pauncefote treaty, deprived itself of

the exercise of the right to pass its

own commerce free or to remit tolls
collécted for the use of the canal?”
For Neutralization of Canal.

‘The President points  out that the
rules specified in the article of the
treaty which is made the basis for the
Rritish protest were adopted by the
United States as the “pasis of the neu-
tralization of the canal and for other
purposes. This article, he further says,
“ijs a declaration of policy by the

United States that the canal shall be

neutral, that the attitude of this Gov-

ernment towards the commerce of the
world is that all nations will be tr ated
alike and ..0 discrimination ma by
the United States . gainst anv one
them observing the rules adopted by
the United States. In other words, it
was a conditional favored nation treat-
ment, the measure of which in the
absence of express stipulation to that
effect, is not what the country gives
to its own nation, but: the treatment
it extends to other nations.

“Thus it is seen that the rules are
but the basis of neutralization ntend-
ed to effect the neutrality which the
United States was willing should be
the character of the canal and not in-
tended to limit or hamper the United
States in the exercise of its sovereign
pewer to “deal with its own com-
merce, using its own canal in what-
soever manner it saw ne

An Absurd Conclusion.

The President argues that if there is

nothing in the Hay-Pauncefote treaty

preventing Great Britain and the other
nations from extending favors to their
shipping using the canai, and if there
is nothing that gives the United States

any supervision over or right to com-
plain of such action, “then the British
protest leads to the absurd conclusion

that this Government in comnstructing
the canal, maintaining the canal, and
defending the canal, finds itself shorn
of its rights to deal with its own com-
merce in its own way, while all other

nations nging the canal in competition

with American commerce enjoy that

right and power unimpaired.

“The British protest, therefore, is a

prcngsal to read into the treaty a sur-

render by the United States of its right
to regulate its own commerce in its
own way and by its own method, a

right which neither Great Britain her-

self, nor any other nation that may use

the canal, has surrendered, or pro-
poses to surrender.”

DUTHS DROWNED
WHEN CANOE WAS CAPSIZED

Detroit and Lone Survivor Tells of the
Struggle for Life in Darkness aad Rough Waters
of Detroit River.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Windsor, Aug: 26. — The capsizing
of a canoe ‘in the Detroit River mnear
Walkerville about midnight, cost the
lives - of three young Detroiters—Geo.
Robinson, aged 19; Edward Jolley, 19,
and Louis Loose, 18. Henry Steinbersg,
the fourth member of the party, and
the only survivor, drifted ashore near
the head of Belle Isle early this thorn-
ing on top of the overturned canoe,
and made his way to the police sta-
tion, where he told the story of the
tragedy, which had-cost three promis-
ing young lives.

The quartette left Detroit at 9
o'clock last evening, intending to
cross the river and spend the night at

Wolfe’s resort on the Canadian . side.

At the island boathouse Steinberg’s
private canoe was launched, and the
merry party made its way out into
the river, although warned by boat-
men not to do so, as a heavy sea was

getting about half-way across when
the wind quickly turned the prow of

the craft about and the canoe fell

into, the trough of the sea, capsiz-

ing immediately. Loose was first to
disappear.

tom of .the canoe, decided to go in
search of his friend, ‘The night was
pitch-dark and Robinson ‘disappear-
ed below the billows and never re-

French Clergy Called Upon to
Resist the Ontario.

Ottawa, Aug. 25.—A vigorous ap-
peal to French-Canadians of Ontarlo
to resist the new regulations of the
‘Whitney Government relative to Dbi-
lingual schools is contained in Satur-
day’s lssue of La Justice, published
here, and edited by Jules Tremblay,
late secretary of the Congress d’Edu-
cation d'Ontario.

The Government. continues
La Justice, would desire that the bi-
lingual teaching of French children
should come from Angliciz.d teachers,

who naturally- would have the tend-

ency to mneglect the instruction of
French children in  their mother

tongue, Wwhich, officially, has equal

rights with English in all parts of
Canada. The only thing to do is te
resist the new regulations. To that
endt La Justice calls on the French
clergy to take the lead, and urges the
formation in every district, parish and
village of committees to aid and
stimulate the school boards if they

are faint-hearted.
“This is not an m—temperei’l agita-

tion, hut a necessary oOne, provoked
by official persecution. A=y 1t will
probably be necessary to ' expend

moneys upon our rural schools, let

national subscriptions be raised from
one part of the-country-to the other,
to compensate for the loss of the
grants. Let all French-Canadians
unite, and the bilingual schools will
have nothing to fear from the new
legislation which comres into force

next month.”

La Justice does not concede . the
right of the Government to withhold

the grant ag a matter of constitutional
right.

An Eye-Witness Complaint.

To the Editor of The Advertiser:

In last night’s Advertiser is the ac-
count of an arrest, which took place
on King street, near Richmond, last
Thursday evening between the hours
of 6 and 7. Along with others, who
were coming up from the G. T-R. sta-
tion, the writer happened to be an
eye-witness of this arrest, and it cer-
tainly raised some question as to the
humanity of “London’s finest.”

Your article states that the prisoner
was charged with “being - drunk and
disorderly, and also with assaulting
an officer.” Now, the first charge can
be proven, but the second is mislead-
ing. The resistance which the man put
up was not of as active a character
as might have been, considering the
way the officer used him. He simply
made himself a dead weight and re-
fused to walk. But is not the patrol
wagon to be used in such cases? Or is
London to be disgraced by such cruel-
ty on the part of her policemen? This
man was grasped by the officer by
the . throat, shaken violently, and
thrown upon the pavement face down-
ward. Then the policeman’s knee was
placed upon his head, and his face was
battered against the cement. He was
then lifted up, Jjerked about some
more, thrown down sgain, and held
until the arrival of tke second officer,
who assisted his mate to walk. the
poor, tough-looking fellow up to the
cells. Who would not look tough after
such treatment? Any respectable eiti-
zen would present a desreputable ap-
pearance after guch * handling. But
this prisoner had mnot shouted, nor
kicked, no struck at the officer. He
simply was dead drunk, and if he bit
the policeman’s finger it was nothing
more than could have been expected,
when he received such inhuman treat-
ment,

We try to prevent cruelty to ani-
mals, and yet a poor “down-and-out”
man is treated in . this fashion by an
officer who is much taller and heav-
jer than the prisoner. Is this fair play?
There was at least one American citi-
zen who witnessed this event, and do
we want such disgusting exhibitions of
cruelty reported concerning our city?
Can our officers not handle a man de-
cently? This is not the first time I
have seen an unfortunate man shaken
and dragged quite unnecessarily by
our police; and though I believe in the
maintenance of order and the adminis-
