MILITARY SERVICEAlthough Toronto papers report that 
fresh border regulations are in effect 
today as a result of a conference be­
tween Judge Winchester, Lleut.-Col. R. 
H. Greere and other military authori­
ties, no word to this effect had been 
received here. No notification of any 
kind referring to new regulations has 
reached the offices of Dominion Im­
migration Inspector John Riggs or 
Crown Attorney J. B. McKillop. Mili­
tary headquarters here has also re­
ceived no word.

The Toronto report asserts that the 
control of issuing passports has been 
placed entirely in the, hands of mili­
tary authorities and that regulations 
have been drafted with a view to 
catching the one man in a thousand 
who might try to slip across the line, 
and so beyond the control of the Can­
adian military officials.

• A marked feature, which the Toron­
to papers point out, is the any Class 
1 man who wants to go to the States, 
even for the most Devious business 
reasons, must first satisfy the office of 
the crown attorney that his reasons 
are legitimate ones, and must follow 
this up with a $1,000 guarantee of 
his return within a specified time.

According to the Toronto reports reg­
ulations to this effect are to be is- 
sued from the immigration offices at 
Ottawa to go into effect all over Can­
ada. These if they have been issued 
have not reached London.

Go to All Points.
A Toronto paper reports further 

that
“These Instructions have gone out to 

all the border inspectors, to the im­
migration agents and their officials all 
along the line, and they draw atten­
tion to the fact-that all single men 
and widowers without children be­
tween the ages of 20 and 31, are 

.deemed to be soldiers signed on until 
’the end of the war. Further instruc­
tions are that the men in the class 
now called out may be granted a per­
mit to cross the border only upon the 
production of a certificate of exemp­
tion from the local tribunals, or, if 
not in possession of such, the produc­
tion of documentary evidence that 
the applicant has leave from the 
proper military authorities to go out­
side the Dominion. Applicants for 
permits to leave Canada, coming with­
in the class covered by the proclama- 
tion, who do not produce the docu­
ments mentioned, are to be refused 
permits, whether the same are re­
quested for a short or a long period. 
Whenever an applicant comes under 
one of the later classes not yet called 
to the colors, a permit may be issued 
as in the past, for a period not ex­
ceeding three months.

Must Satisfy Militia.
“Here is where'the military authori­

ties come in. As there are no exemp­
tion tribunals now sitting, it is quite 
impossible for any Class 1 man to 
produce a certificate of exemption, 
the only alternative being to get a 
permit from the military authorities. 
And it is the military authorities, 
who, as a result of Monday’s con­
ference. decided to exact the bond of 
$1.000 for each man. As it is only 
men of some business standing who 
can get such a bond, any leakage 
across the border seems checked. 
Even the $1.000 bond is only good 
when a substantia! reason can be 
given, the reasons being limited 
strictly to business emergency or 
cases of life and death. The permits 
will be granted for two weeks only, 
and when the man returns to Canada 
he must report to the military head- 
quarters to take up his bond.

act applies only to British subjects 
(who are such either by birth or natur- 
alization). A man cannot ask for ex­
emption when he has not been called 
up by the act.

Citizens of the United States will be 
subject to the arrangements now being 
made between Great Britain and the 
United States (similar to the agree­
ments between Britain, France and 
Russia) by which the subjects of the 
allied countries must either enlist 
where they are living or return to their 
own country.

Question.—-Will it be necessary 
for a Swiss citizen to apply for ex­
emption from military service? If 
not, what would he do, if asked on 
the street to produce his papers 

, showing that he had reported for 
service or claimed exemption?'A/J. P.
Answer.—!. See answer to Inquirer
2. He would simply state that he 

had no papers because he was not sub- 
ject to the draft. In thia case he might 
be required to prove that he was not

Question.—Would a young man, 
who is unmarried, but the support 
of a widowed mother, be in Class 1 
or 2? .. .. XIf he Is In Class 1, would it be 
necessary for him to apply for ex­
emption?

Question.—Is it necessary for a

The majority of the mem- 
bers felt that as the honor of the na- 
tion had been pledged to these people 
they should not be called upon to| 
prove their cases before the tribunals..

Arthur Meighen, then solicitor-general, 
stated he did not think the clause 
would apply to all Mennonites and 
Doukhobors, as the orders-in-council 
did not in definite language carry the 
exemption to succeeding generations.

MONTREAL, Oct. 16.—So serious is 
the situation with regard to the United 
States embargo on corn, the local im­
porters state that if there is not relief 
in eight or ten days the supply of 
corn in Canada for manufacturing pur­
poses will be exhausted, and starch and 
other manufactories which use corn in 
their products will have to close down.

This is the message of Edmund T. 
Backhouse, the well-known author and 
authority on Chinese affairs, who has 
just arrived here from Peking, to take 
up his position in France as director 
of Chinese labor in that country. Mr. 
Backhouse said that while the acting 
resident, on leaving Nanking to take 

up the affairs of state, was adverse 
to Chinese participation, he signed the 
documents, placing China in a state of 
war against the Teutonic powers, hold­
ing the view that the premier was the 
head of a responsible government, and 
he was only the nominal head, who 
must act as he was directed. Premier 
Tuan is strongly in favor of active par­
ticipation, and with him in power the 
feeling against the Germans will be 
directed to favor the Allies.

“In the present phase of the war­
fare on the western front when trench 
lines have practically disappeared and 
advanced posts have taken their places, 
the Hun artillery does not attempt the 
old front line barrages that made life 
in the trenches so uncomfortable. It 
is that section in behind the new posts 
that comes in for Fritz’s constant at­
tention, and it is in this area that the 
Canadian railway troops have been 
winning great praise from all sections 
of the army. In this devastated coun­
try, where a pile of broken bricks, 
overgrown with weeks, and a sign, 
with a map location designates a for­
mer village, where roads have alto­
gether disappeared and even cross­
country trails melt in a single night, 
the railwaymen construct and main­
tain their lines. They are shelled by 
Fritz if anything more persistently, 
and in greater volume than the men 
in the front line, yet night and day 
tons of ammunition and supplies go 
forward over the repaired railways to 
feed guns and men alike.

No Lack of Excitement.
“The experiences of the Canadian 

railway troops are not lacking in ex­
citement. A colonel of Peace River 
fame and his battalion from Alberta 
have one of these areas to look after. 
In a district which can be compared 
in size with Hamilton and Dundas, 
Montreal and St. Agathe, or Van­
couver and Burnaby Lake, they, have 
constructed nearly one hundred and 
fifty miles of light railway. It has 
been planned strategically so that if 
one line is suddenly destroyed by 
shells the traffic can be sent around 
another way. The men and guns ahead 
never want for anything.

The construe ion men are not sup­
posed to be operating troops, but when 
the hot times come they are always 
found running trains and loading cars, 
in addition to doing their own jobs.

Such comments are no doubt calculated to 
hinder the proper application of the act, and the 
Warning was timely. The law is on the statute 
books, and may be disregarded at the risk of those 

to whom it applies.
In passing, it may be pointed out that M. 

Bourassa, editor of Le Devoir, should be furnished 
with a copy of this warning. He has printed many 
things for which an Ontario editor would probably 
have been placed in limbo. ,

REGAIN THE BALKANS FIRST 

TYTHEN the German chancellor says that W Alsace-Lorraine is the only obstruction to 
peace he forgets or ignores a multitude 

of considerations. There are the Hun atrocities 
that call for punishment, and will get it. Then 
there are Trieste, Transylvania, Schleswig- 

- Holstein, Poland, Armenia, and other stolen 
goods which must be restored. Disarmament, 
also, which the Pope’s manifesto seemed to re­
quire, is definitely scouted by German authorities.

The Allies are not listening to the peace 
squealing in Hun circles. A peace negotiation in 
the present stage of the conflict would let Ger­
many out with a draw at the worst for her. At 
the best for us, Belgium would be somewhat re­
stored by Germany, but unable to protect herself 
from another attack, at any time, like that of 
1914. Serbia would be put in the same positiqn 
as Belgium, one of cowering under an uplifted 
sword. Turkey would be a satrapy of Berlin. The 
very thing for which, immediately, the German 
Government made the war, the control of Turkey- 
in-Asia, and the advance to Suez and the gates 
of India, would be achieved.

We can never for a moment forget that the 
Germans regard England as their chief antag- 
onist, the one power to be utterly destroyed. The 
great majority of German Socialists noisily agree 
with their junkers on that point. Treitschke, the 
history teacher of the kaiser, was a German 
Cato, droning that the English “Carthage must 
be deleted.” The whole nation sings after him 
that laconic, mad-dog chorus. We have to quell

Vendors state 
that this increase is made necessary 
by reason of the higher price charged 
by the wholesale dealers for their prod­
uct. As has been previously announced 
in The Advertiser, the Sarnia Cream­
ery Company has not as yet advanced 
the price of milk, but other vendors 
are now charging 10 cents per quart.

.NO FAMINE IN COAL. 

ASSARNIA, Oct. 16.—Despite dire pre­
dictions that this city would be facing 
a coal famine in the near future, local 
dealers do not anticipate any such 
crisis, and strike an optimistic note 
when discussing the situation and the 
outlook for the future. One dealer 
reports that until October 1 of this 
year he had sold and delivered to the 
consumers fully 23 per cent more hard 
coal than for the corresponding months 
of last year.

At the present time the bulk of the 
coal Is being shipped to western 
points, and the supply coming into this 
portion of the country has been cut 
down so that it only equals the demand, 
is the opinion of the optimistic dealer. 
He points out that if the consumers 
will purchase only what is necessary 
for their immediate needs, a shortage 
can be averted, and at the present time 
no attempt should be made to lay In a 
winter's supply.

Russian and English Generals Make Optimistic Statements 
on Return From Inspection Tour in

METROPOLITANSTOCKHOLM, Oct 16.—An encourag- 
ing report as to the military factories 
in the interior of Russia comes from 
the commission headed by Gen. Ger- 
monious of the Russian army, and an 
English general, which has just fin­
ished a tour of inspection of all the 
factories newly erected or under erec­
tion for the manufacture of airplanes, 
arms and munitions.

The Associated Press Correspondent 
talked at the Russian legation here with 
a man who had participated in this 
tour of inspection, and who accom­
panied the two generals to Stock­
holm. He reports that Russia’s new 
factories, the erection of which be­
came necessary through the diminu­
tion of supplies from other countries, 
were found to be the most modernly 
equipped and efficient factories of their 
kind in the world. The experiences of 
the Allies, according to his account, 
had been drawn on to full measure.

The new plants include a great air- 
plane factory now nearing completion, 
a large machine gun factory already 
working to full capacity, and artillery

factories at various places. A further 
encouraging feature noted by the vis­
itor was that at all the factories where 
the electrical and mechanical side pre­
dominates over purely manual labor, 
the capacity and output have diminish­
ed only negligibly, despite the an­
archistic conditions prevailing through­
out the country.

Need of Locomotives.
There is great need of more locomo- 

tives. The capacity of the Port of 
Murman has been greatly increased, 
and the present capacity will have 
been increased again by 30 per cent 
by the beginning of winter. The par­
tial demobilization, which recently 
was ordered, is confidently expected 
immediately to have beneficial results. 
Not only will the demobilization bring 
an army of laborers back to the land, 
but it will at the very outset make 
available a million horseshoes now re­
quired by the troops at the front. This 
aspect of the situation is of more im­
portance than might appear since the 
shortage of horseshoes has seriously 
handicapped the Russian farmers.

Joseph Harris Held for Jail- 
Breaking, Assault and 
2 Theft.

Germans Continue Frightful­
ness In Sinking of Mer­

chantmen.
BRANTFORD, Oct. 16.—Joseph Har­

ris, alias William Snow, jail-breaker, 
horsethief and one of the worst des­
peradoes ever lodged in the Brantford 
Jail, was today committed for trial on 
three charges by the police magistrate. 
With his brother, Robert Snow, one 
year ago, while awaiting trial in the 
county jail, they assaulted the governor 
of the jail and turnkey, and made good 
their escape. A few days ago he was 
captured in Toronto, and brought back, 
yesterday. Today he answered charges 
of jail-breaking, assault and theft. Har­
ris has spent six years and nine months 
of the past fifteen years in jail, and 
has a bad record. His brother, who 
was a short time ago captured in 
Montreal, also has a bad record.

Slowing Down. -

London, Oct. 17.—James Tringor of 
Roanoke, Virginia, according to a dis­
patch to the Daily Chronicle, from a 
British port, was killed by shrapnel fired 
oy a German submarine upon the open 
boats of a torpedoed British steamer 
on which the American was employed. 
Another member of the crew in Tring- 
or’s boat, a fireman, was wounded by a 
shell from the submarine and died as he 
was being placed aboard a rescuing ship. 
There were twelve Americans among 
the 49 survivors landed at a British port.

Byron Wood, one of the American 
survivors, said that eight survivors had 
been taken to a hospital suffering from 
serious wounds. "We were attacked at 
6 o’clock Sunday morning by two Ger­
man submarines," said Wood.

"We tried to escape by zigzagging, but 
it was no use. They got our range and 
soon shells were bursting all over the 
deck. We succeeded in launching two 
boats on the starboard side, those on the 
port side having been shot away. When 
the nearest submarine was only a quar­
ter of a mile away she sent six shrapnel 
shells at us, only one of which took ef­
fect. The approach of the rescue ship 
caused the submarines to dive."

Consular dispatches received by, the 
state department Tuesday reported that 
two men were killed and seven others 
wounded when small boats from a Brit­
ish steamer were shelled by one of two- 
U-boats which had attacked it.

Finally, at the beginning of the pres­
ent year, it was decided to publish an 
interesting daily newspaper under the 
auspices of the Canadian War Records 
Office, London, a Government depart- 

I ment headed by Lord Beaverbrook. The 
I newspaper started with a modest circu­
lation among units in France and Bel­
gium and camps and hospitals in Great 
Britain, and was received with enthus­
iasm and a demand for more copies.

A Daily Cable.
Owing to the appreciation expressed 

by officers and men, and at the sug­
gestion of Sir George Perley. Sir Ed­
ward Kemp, in September, decided to 
extend the news service from Canada, 
and for this purpose to establish a news 
bureau in Ottawa to supply the mat for 
the Canadian Daily Record. Capt. Wil­
liam Wallace, M. C., formerly of the 
Toronto Star, who had been wounded 
and invalided to Canada, was placed in 
charge.

The Canadian Daily Record now 
consists of four pages, magazine 
size, and each issue contains the hap­
penings of the past 24 hours in Canada. 
The news furnished from Ottawa by 
cable nightly and through the medium 
of press clippings and special articles 
forwarded by mail. The Canadian 
Press, Limited gives access to its news1 
service free of charge. Thanks to the 
co-operation of the Canadian Army 
Postal Service, the paper reaches the 
majority of the units in France on the 
day of publication, containing news dis­
patched on the previous day. It is 
hoped to so extend the circulation that 
every Individual member of the Cana­
dian Expeditionary Force can count on 
seeing the paper daily.

In a recent letter. Lord Beaverbrook, 
the head of the war records office, in­
formed Sir Edward Kemp that the Can- 
adian Daily Record has now attracted 
the attention of the imperial authori­
ties to such an extent that they might 
undertake the publication of a small 
journal along similar lines.

time independent and should be now. 
Might Be Strange.

This view, he said, would perhaps be 
considered a strange one to be held by 
a Roman Catholic bishop, but, he asked, 
Austria-Hungary being a Catholic now, 
would it be any less Catholic in nine or 
ten parts?

“When is the old superstition to dis­
appear that Austria-Hungary dictates 
the papal policy?" he asked. A man of 
ordinary sense could see what a disas­
ter to the pope a German victory would 
be, he said. It would mean the Prus- 
sianization of Austria-Hungary. “Can 
you tell me when or how the pope could 
wish to see fifty million Catholics In 
Austria-Hungary Prussianized? Can 
you defend the situation that the pope 
would desire to place Austria-Hungary 
in the Prussian power? German victory 
is impossible without that.

Not Touch Moslems.
“Such a plan as pan-Germanism Would 

not touch the Moslem Church, or the 
national church of Bulgaria. It would 
strike against the only International 
church, the Roman Catholic. That is 
the reason why first of all the pope is 
intensely opposed to the very thought 
of German victory. It would set the 
Roman Catholic Church face to face 
with one of the gravest crises In its 
history, and in a condition only slightly 
stronger than in 1870 it would have to 
face the greatest power the world has 
ever known. „„

“Therefore, as a Canadian, as a Brit­
ish subject, and as a Roman Catholic. I 
say that the pan-German plan must be 
defeated at whatever cost."

In a short digression the bishop re­
ferred to his statements made last 
March about Lloyd George. “When I 
made that reference I was thinking more 
of the British Empire than of Ireland,” 
he said. ‘Those who know me the 
best realize that. I was thinking of 
the British Empire and the lost chance 
to solidify that great fabric. I think 
that subsequent facts will bear out my 
diagnosis of the situation. No sensible 
man would claim Independence for Ire­
land. but every Englishman should want 
her freedom."

Bishop Fallon Declares That 
Pan-Germanism Must Be 
Stamped Out and Austria- 
Hungary Broken Up Into Its 
Component Parts.

PRAISES CLIMATE THERE
For once the pupils of the London 

Collegiate Institute were so engrossed 
with the business of the hour that 
they missed the 4 o’clock bell yester­
day afternoon. They were listening 
with fascinated interest to the story 
of prison life in Germany as told by 
Lieut. Ivan Rossiter, who was exchang­
ed early last winter as permanently 
incapacitated for active service, owing 
to the condition of his right hand.

Lieut. Rossiter, in the midst of a 
lecturing tour in the United States, 
ran over to London this week for a 
couple of days' visit in the home of 
his aunt, Mrs. W. A. Tanner, 428 St. 
George street. Hearing he was in the 
city. Principal G. F. Rogers asked him 
to go to the collegiate at 3:30 o'clock 
on Tuesday afternoon, to address the 
students. The students filled the two 
assembly halls to overflowing. They 
hung on wherever they could get a 
perch, and they also hung on to every 
word of the speaker as If their lives 
depended upon it.

Marked Contrast.
In the course of his address, Lleut. 

Rossiter told of the marked contrast 
between the humane treatment accord­
ed the German prisoner in England 
and the treatment of an opposite na­
ture which is the lot of the English or 
Canadian prisoner in Germany. How­
ever, he stated. a good deal depends 
upon the conduct of the prisoner. The 
man who resents being in Germany 
and shows It is likely to be treated ac­
cordingly. The one who accepts it as 
the fortunes of war, neither his own 
fault nor that of the prison officials, 
is likely to fare better. The greatest 
suffering, he stated, is from scarcity 
of food. . .“Going overseas with the 3rd C. 
R., he was taken prisoner in June, 
1916. In five months in Germany he 
was shifted about from one prison 
camp to another, five in all. his Idea 
being that this was done to keep the 
prisoners from becoming too familiar 
with their ‘surroundings.

Native Londoner.
Lleut. Rossiter was born in this city, 

but when still a very young boy. re­
moved with his parents to Medicine 
Hat, Alberta. On his way there last 
winter after being released from Ger­
many. he paid his aunt, Mrs. Tanner, 
a visit in January. After reaching the 
West, he spoke on a number of oc­
casions in Calgary, Edmonton and 
other places. The United States heard 
about him. and invited him to go there. 
After speaking in Chicago he had a 
number of engagements booked ahead. 
He will be kept busy lecturing in the 
United States now until about Christ­
mas when he expects to come here 
again for the holiday season.

A number who heard him yesterday 
spoke enthusiastically of his ability as 
a speaker. He is only 22 years of 
age.

Galbraith, who has been in the region 
of Saloniki for more than a year, was 
a witness of the great fire of August, 
and took part In rescue work. He 
writes the following description to 
his mother:

"No doubt you will have read of the 
fire at Saloniki. Well, I was on hand 
as usual, and saw the whole thing. I 
was spending a week’s furlough and all 
but three days proved a failure, owing 
to the fact all the hotels were burned. 
The fire started Saturday afternoon. 
August 18th, and as there was no pro­
per fire fighting apparatus in the city 
the Royal Enginers tried to blow up the 
surrounding buildings, but only suc­
ceeded in starting fresh fires. By night 
the whole city was burning. I man­
aged to move my belongings from the 
Hotel Splendid in the nick of time. The 
population of Jews. Turks and Greeks 
swarmed around the streets, crying 
pitifully, and although we all helped 
in the rescue work there were several 
lives lost. There was quite a bit of 
looting, particularly by the Greeks and 
French. I bought a piece of tapestry 
from a chap for $1. Will try to send it 
to you as a souvenir."

In addition to the story of the fire, 
Lleut. Galbraith gives some interesting 
details In regard to conditions in 
Saloniki and news concerning himself.

“The hot weather is nearly finished 
now, and the days are simply beauti­
ful," he continues. "Really, this is a 
fine country in many ways. I can’t 
help comparing it with home. Even 
the frogs and mosquitoes sing the same 
tune. You will be pleased to know 
that I have been transferred to the 
battalion headquarters as intelligence 
and signaling officer, also that on the 
recommendation of our O. C. I have 
been promoted to full lieutenant, so will 
have two pips up now. I expect to get 
leave in December, and will have three 
weeks in England, which will suit me 
fine Am looking forward to the trip 
as we stop in Rome and Paris. I would

But if there is an honest desire to 
serve the country and to leave all party 
issues out, if these men are to be 
allowed to “leaven the lump," and if 
from now on the political atmosphere is 
to be purified, and the nation, not 
party, Is to be the premier considera­
tion, then it is good.

There should be an end to the obso- 
lute twaddle that has deceived no one 
about a win-the-war party. All true 
British subjects want to win the war. 
Those who do not are interned, or 
should be.

I never heard of a military board who 
when a man volunteered asked whether 
he were a Grit or Tory. A man goes 
to fight the Empire's battles as a man, 
not as a partisan.

It is left for those who stay at home 
to indulge in these pettinesses that are 
unworthy of men and an insult to the 
intelligence of the people. And just 
political tricksters work to utter these 
high-sounding phrases, to make party 
capital. Let us hope now that there is 
a belated union government formed, that 
there will be a consolidation of effort, 
and that these men of the new govern­
ment will get right down to work and 
use all the resources of men, money 
and material of the Dominion to "win

Pan-Germanism aimed also at Portu­
gal and the remnant of her colonial em­
pire; at Holland and Switzerland, which 
was to come freely or be forced. The 
United States, Canada and Australia 
were to be settled at a later date. € 

The plan had received certain great 
shocks, the first one being the defeat 
of the Turks by Italy in Africa; next 
the second Balkan war, followed by the 
treaty of Bucharest, the first great blow 
at pan-Germanism.

The bishop asserted that the blunder- 
ing of British statesmen and those of 
the Allies in regard to the war led him 
to believe that it was more by accident 
that design. The treaty drove a wedge 
into middle Europe by which Montene- 
gro, Greece and Rumania were set 
against the Bulgarians and Turkey. 
Practically 800,000 soldiers were avail­
able from the countries antagonized. 
Although it left the central European 
powers still strongly allied, it cut them 
off from Turkey and broke the con­
tinuity of the pan-German plan through 
Europe.

The final shock was the unrest that 
developed in the scorned elements of 
Austria-Hungary, as a result of the 
treatment of the people in the Balkans.

Kaiser to Blame.
"As a result of these three shocks 

and dread for the future of the German 
empire," continued the bishop, “the 
German emperor, and he alone, decided 
to find some cause for war. It was not 
safe to defer longer the putting into 
effect of the pan-German plan. The 
assassination of Archduke Ferdinand 
was merely an occasion, not a cause. 
Using it, the German emperor forced 
his vassal, the Austrian emperor, for 
such he was rather than an ally, to 
send Servia an ultimatum that no nation 
could accept without surrendering the 
last vestige of national honor."

The result of the plan after three 
years of war he termed appalling. "Pan- 
Germanism has been realized in nine- 
tenths of its entirety," he asserted. 
"From Berlin almost to Bagdad the 
kaiser's trains run and his soldiers 
march. These lines that looked so fan­
ciful five years ago to European states­
men are almost the German lines of 
battle today, and are In almost undis­
puted sway. It is quite useless to close 
our eyes to the fact. We can best 
solve our difficulties by meeting them. 
The pan-German plan of 1911 is this 
very day practically realized. The ter­
ritory controlled by Germany today 
stretches from the mouth of the Somme 
to the extreme end of Greece, and from 
the Gulf of Riga to the mouth of the 
Danube. The pan-Germanism must be 
dealt with as an accomplished fact for 
the time being."

Folly to Talk.
It was tolly to talk of the dismember­

ment of the German nation, he asserted. 
It would continue as a power of the 
highest type. Britain’s entry into the 
war and her control of the seas has 
saved the situation in its essence, al­
though the pan-German plan had suc­
ceeded.

"There was only one thing to be done 
now—fight through to victory," he said, 

une would cline to Austrie-rsunsary and 
Turkey. There she must be forced, the 
bishop asserted. This empire was the 
keystone of the pan-German arch and 
must be destroyed. India would thus 
be saved and forty million people, who, 
had they a voice, would not be Ger­
mans for 24 hours, would be set free 
and would be a wedge of safety between 
Germany and Turkey "Let Germany 
be a world power of the first rank, but 
let her mind her own affairs and not 
attempt to reign in the Balkan states 
or hold a high hand over Turkey,” he 
said.

Of the 55 to 60 millions of people in 
the Austria-Hungarian empire, he as- 
serted, only twelve million were Ger- 
mans. The other peoples were at one
