FIREARMS LICENSES CANCELLED. Lean.
London, Dec. 3.—A proclamation has 

been published in Cairo declaring li­
censes for carrying firearms to be in­
valid, says a dispatch from the 
Egyptian capital. Applications for per­
mission to carry arms must be submit­
ted again, and persons unlawfully pos­
sessed of firearms will be liable to 
court-martial.

OTTAWA. Dec. 2.—Interesting fig­
ures supplied by the department of 
public health regarding the Importation 
of harmful drugs for the six months 
ending Nov. 30 reveal the fact that 
since the coming into force of the 
restrictions in May last the use of nar­
cotic drugs in Canada has been re­
duced by more than 50 per cent.

The figures in the first column fol­
lowing show the imports Into Canada 
for consumption during the fiscal year 
ending March 31, and In the second 
column for the six months ending 
Nov. 30, 1919;
Cocaine, ounces ............... 12,333 3,293Morphine, ounces ... 30,087 9,424Crude opium, pounds .. 34,263 7,222

In this connection an official of the
department of health points out that 
the figures included those for June, 
1919, when the department had just 
been taken over from the board of 
commerce; consequently they had no 
control during that month, as the great 
majo ity of the dealers’ supplies were 
already in Canada or on the way to 
Canada. A more correct Comparison 
of the enormous reduction Is to take 
the figures . for the quarter ending 
Oct. 30, when the total supply for 
consumption was 1.100 pounds, as com­
pared with 8,500 pounds for the cor­
responding period last year.

Montreal Big User.
That Montreal imports more than 

95 per cent of the whole quantity used 
In Canada was the statement made by 
an official, who added that most of 
the remaining five per cent was im­
ported by dealers in Quebec. While 
It was true that these importers sup­
plied the remainder of Canada, it was 
a fact that Montreal holds a quantity 
altogether out of proportion to its 
needs, he declared. It was known that 
in that city a headquarters for the 
illicit distribution of drugs existed and 
that a large percentage was smuggled 
into the United States. That this prac­
tice was profitable to the people en­
gaged in the illicit trade was shown 
by the fact that morphine valued in 
Montreal at $12 per ounce was sold 
in Chicago at $60.

OTTAWA, Dec. 2.—Hitherto the 
regulations governing free transporta­
tion and refund of passage money to 
dependents of Canadian soldiers have 
only been applicable in favor of those 
dependents who sailed from England 
or any European port for Canada sub­sequent to the 11th of November, 1918.

By the provisions of a recent order: 
in-council the benefits of these ref­
lations have been extended and made 
retroactive in favor of all wives, widows 
and children of Canadian soldiers who ieturned to Canada prior to the 11th 
of November, 1918, since the outbreak of the war.

A departmental memorandum deal- 
ing with the matter says:

“Forms of application for refund of 
passage money in accordance with the 
terms of this order-in-council are ob- 
tainable from the assistant directors 
of pay services in all military districts, 
or may be had direct from the pay- 
master-general. Canadian Building, 
Ottawa, to whom all applications should 
be forwarded when completed.

"The pay department is prepared to 
deal promptly with cases governed by 
the new order-in-council. Under the 
previous order-in-council a large num­
ber of applications were received on 
behalf of dependents who retu.fed to 
Canada prior to Nov. 11, 1918. These 
were carefully listed by the pay de­
partments which was therefore in a 
position to deal with them imme­
diately the new order-in-council was 
passed. Within two hours after the 
new order was received over 1,000 
notifications together with forms of 
application were dispatched to de­
pendents who became entitled to trans­
portation under the regulations. Many 
claims have been approved and 
checks will be dispatched immediately.”

An excerpt from the strike bulletin 
of June 10 entitled “Woodworth in Fine 
Form," precipitated a scene that near­
ly resulted in the expulsion of Robert 
Cassidy, defence counsel, from the 
court. The article was concerning the 
development of unionism and comment- 
ed favorably upon the O B. L.

Mr. Cassidy objected to Mr. An­
drews' reading of portions of articles, 
which he said had an entirely different 
meaning if read along with the re­
mainder of the article.

Commencing to speak, Mr. Cassidy 
said: “With great deference to your 
lordship."

Demands Apology.
Mr. Justice Metcalfe—"There's no 

need of your deferring."
Mr. Cassidy continued by stating his 

objection.
Mr. Justice Metcalfe —"Until you 

make some apology to me, Mr. Cassidy, 
for continuing to do in my very face 
what I said you must not do. and what 
1 again say you must not do. I feel 
that I should not listen to you."

(This had reference to Tuesday even- 
ing's session.)

Mr. Justice Metcalfe continued by 
saying he was supreme in the court 
and his orders must be obeyed.

Mr. Cassidy—"I am an officer in this 
court, the same as your lordship; 1 
have a very high position. I am inter­
posed to sec that this accused is given 
a fair trial, and I am entitled to pre­
sent any argument with this end in 
view, with deference to your lord- 
ship."

Mr. Justice Metcalfe-“You were not 
presenting any argument: you were 
reaping a paper: and I told you not to 
do so. You continued to read the 
paper, and again ( told you not to. I 
know the functions of your office is a 
high one: but you must not disobey 
the court."

Mr. Cassidy denied that he was read­
ing a paper at the time.

Mr. Justice Metcalfe (with heat)— 
"Am I a fool? Did I not see you with 
a newspaper in your hand?"

Judge Grows Indignant.
Mr. Cassidy explained that he was 

speaking to the matter in the news- 
paper, and had to hold it In his hand 
to do so. He, thereupon, came to his 
particular objection concerning the 
item about Woodworth. He said that 
the item stated that Mr. Woodworth 
congratulated the strikers in the man­
ner in which they had preserved law 
and order.

"Must ' wait for two weeks and re­
member each one of the—there must 
he over a hundred—before 1 can take 
from the minds of the jury the wrong- 
tul reference?" continued Mr. Cassidy. 
"Is it not fair to me to put this in as 
my evidence----- "

Mr. Justice Metcalfe commenced to 
speak, hut , Mr. Cassidy continued: 
"When it should"—again Mr. Justice 
Metcalfe attempted to speak, but again 
Mr. Cassidy continued: "should be put 
in by my learned friend."

As the words were pronounced, Mr. 
Justice Metcalfe, raising his voice as 
loud as possible without shouting, ex- 
claimed: "Mr. Cassidy, when I speak, 
you stop. Any man of your brain ca-
