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Thefollowing concife obfervations on Hemp are publijbed by the Committee,
appointed by His Excellency Sir JOHN WENTWORTH,for the infor­
mation ofthoje, who may be difpofed to cultivate that article.

SOIL.

HEMP requires a foil which is naturally a loam, or is made fo by a 
due mixture of light and heavy earths. Sand and day, for exam-1 
pie, will make a loam, fit to produce any thing of a vegetable nature, 

fins compofiuon fhould be conftdered as tiie receptacle for manure 
the one or the other, when alone, poflefl'es cither too little or too mud 
enacity. In a due mixture of tiiefe, fuited to the article to be cuhiva' 
ted, conflits the fi: It rule in the economy of agriculture. Wheat re­
quires a loam where clay chiefly abounds ; Hemp where fand predo­
minates, and which is not fubjeét to be flooded by rivers or rains ; but 
hemp will thrive in a damp utmofptrere, it free from f.olt, though it will 
not piotper in wet land■

CULTURE.
THE land fioul l be, eith-r, frofl ploughed, that is laid in ridges,ft 

ns t) expofc it to the frojt, or if Jhcu/d have been eulti: atecl, tbefeujon 
beforein potatoes, lard, if kept rich, and Jawed alternately in fiat an, 
hemp may be referved far tbofe purpejes for ever ; but tl. e manureJloulu 

“if a mix cn wellrotted, ploughed in or trenched intbefall of the year.— 
If iejignei for feed, it cannot well be too rich, or /owed too thin—If in- 

t, Jew a bujlel on an acre, anil keep it rich.—If " 
intended for linen, Jaw five peeks, and do not make it quite fiorich 

Never pull the male hemp by itfelf, it is a very laborious and painfvt

ta/k ; and, btfidts, it is not good economy. When you want it for feed, 
jaw a fmallpatch by itfelf and take cure to watch thcjmall birds ;which, 
in this cafe, can be mote eajily done than,in the ether method. If the 
leafon will permit it,fow from the 20th of April, to the 1ft of May, at 
Intejl ; it will, infomefewfeafons andjitnations, anfwerin Aova-Scotia, 
si late as the 20th.

Tull when t'-e lower .'eaves begin to turn yellow and fall of, and the 
jlall s look -u i. itiflI ie into bundles ai big as you can grafp, when the 
hands arc fir etched, and the twothumbs and the two middle fingers are 
three in- hes apart ; then place them in circles of five feet diameter to dry 
•■n end, with the tops tied together, each bundu eight inches a-part, at 
the foot.
Here the farmer's labour ft-ould ceafr, and he ought to fell to the hemp- 

miller ; but, if he chafes to be his own manufacturer, which is very 
bad economy, he may take the following directions.

Tou may ejfell this operation by Jetting it up thin, on enl, againjt fenced 
ft cured by lines ; to be expofed, during the winter, to the frojl, i his taj.) 
method is the befl for linen.

TJ DRESS HEMP.
Tou may asm eoncife plain rule, manage in the fame way, in regard (I 

Breaking, Switching or Swingling or Scutching and Heckling, as u'/>/'] 
ilax ; but with coarfer machines and tools; only obferving, that hemp,l 
lefignedfor cordage, does not want heckling, but ilmufi be welljwitdsA 
or fwissgled, or fcutched.

T) PACK.
Make your hemp up into hands, as they are railed, of Jive pounds e*<h\ 

Having cutoff the root) andfwitcbed it well, it will become thin, at fill 
•ni, like a horfes tail ;—twifi it round the root end, and make a tie t] I 
it, leaving the other end looje ; then take it by the middle and snake «I 
>wijl of it, always placing the root ends outwards. Toe bunihI 
jbould weigh five hundredweight.—It will, therefore, require one bundrr. I 
and eight hand for the body of the bundle, and Jour others to make n '
