PARISIAN FORTUNE-TELLERS.

Tue following account of a Parisian For-
tune-teller apprared a short time ago in various
lll'“llldll('l’! o=

“ Aclerkin one of the French offices of
police was some years ago appointed to super-
intend he legal proceedings instituted against
a fortune-teller.  The inguiry furnished him
with some cutious information concerning the
geeeral principles on which the art is founded];
he discovered that upon the whole it was
merely a calculation of probabilities, which, i
manayed adroitly, might become susceptible
of successful application ; and he thought it
would be an excellent thing to turn conjuror
himsclf.  He began by dividing the workable
matter, namely, public credulity, into its two
sexes, its four ages, into married and unmar-
ried, masters and servants, cleigy and laity,
nobles and commoners, &c.  He then set down
the general accidents common to all classes,
the special accidents more comu in each,
and, finally, the more rare and individual ac-
cidents, He thus acquired a mass of about
four thousand of the accidents of human life,
which are constantly occuring— it must be
confessed, a tolerably good foundation to tell
fortunes on.

Whilst he was thus studying the theory of
the ar, he devoted himsell to the practice of
a branch no less important ; he observed
phsiognomy, fixed names in his recollection,
introduced himself irto parties of every de-
scription, endeavoured to sift in‘o the secrets
of families, and assumed every ible dis-
guise ; finally, when he found himself suf-
ficently rich in materials, and powerful in
means, he opened a cabinet of necromancy.
His success was prodigicus ; his door was be-
sieged by females, noblemen, tradesmen, ec-
clesiastics, and even high prelates eagerly
thronged to consult him ; and with the excep-
tion 01 seme few mischances, our conjuror had

ful in carrying on the trade in the French
metropolis :—+ A little mgre than sixty yes's
since, a fortune-teller in Paris was aroused
from his bed at the dead of night by a loud
knocking at his door. On opening it, he per-
ceived standing before him a man muffled up
in an ample cloak, with a large hat slouched
over his face.  “What do you want ?* said the
fortune-teller, somewhat alarmed. The stran-
ger answered sternly, ‘If you a.e wnat you
profess to be, you cantell me that.’ *I can tell

unothing without my cards,” replied the other.

They both walked in, and the fortune-teller

having shuffled his cards and laid them out,
after a pause observed with a tone of defer-
ence.” ¢ perceive I am in the presence of
illustrious person.” *You are right,’ said the
stranger ¢ and now tell me what it is [ wish
to know.  The fortune-teller, again consult-
ing his cards, answered. *You wish ¢ know

whether a certain lady will have a son ora
daughter.” ¢Right again,’ said the stranger.
Afte’ another pause, tie fortune-teller pro-
nounced that the lady would bave ason. On
which the stranger replied, “If that prove

true, you shall receive fifty piczes of gold—

il false, a good cuagelling.” A few weeks

after, about the same honr and in the same

mannes, the stranger reappeared, and before

he could speak, the fortune-teller exclaimed,

You find I was right. ¢Ido,” said the stran-

ger 5 “and I am come to keep my promise.’ So

saying, he produced a purse of fifty louis, and

departed.

The stranger’s mode of proceeding seems to
have been designed to put the fortune-teller’s
skill to the severest test: The circumstance
of his coming alone, and at such an hour, makes
it probable he had not 4 his in-
tention to any one ; whils* his carefulness in
concealing his person and face, and his ex-
treme caution to afford no clue to the discovery
of himself or his object by conversation, were
admirably  calculated to render imposition
impossible, The history of the case in tais.
I heard it about seventeen years since from
a gentleman in Paris who learned it from
Volney, the celebrated travciler in the East.
Volney, had it from the fortune-teller himself,
who applied to him for some Syriac expres-
sions.  On being asked for what purpose he
wanted them, he confessed his trade; and
Volney finding him a remarkably shrewd per~
son, inquired of him the story of his life. He
said that when he was young, he had a great
turn for expense,very slender means,and an in—
veterate repugnance to any thing like dindgery
After long puzzling himself to discover some
mode of life, by which be could unite certain
profit with continual amusement, he deter—
mined to set up as a fortune-teller He com-
menced by taking Iodgin7 in the obscure
quarter n!’ the Marais, and practicing in a
small way in that neighbourhood, where the
blunders of a beginner would not be of much
consequence. At the same time he never
failed to be in daily attendance about the
courly and spared no pains to make himsel
familiar with ‘he persoral appearance and pri-
vate history cf every person of the least note
there. After two years of practice amongst
the great, he thought himself qualified to be-
gin vusiness on a grand scale, and having by
bribery of a servant piocured a proper cus-
tomer, he tried his artin his sphere with great
success. His fame, and of course his gains,
increased rapidly, and it was when he was in
his zenith, that the adventure above related
happened. He explained it thus, Whilst
shutfling his cards, he purposely let two or
three fall, and inﬂricking them up, he contri-'
ved so catch a sufficient glimpse o}’lho stran-
ger’s countenance (o discover that he was no
less a person than the Duke of Orleans, and
afterwards Philip Egalité, and the father of
the present king of the French, who was ace
tually the child in question. He took not the
least notice of the discevery he had made, bat
pretended to ascertain the fact from the con-

lation of his cards. Having overcome

no cause to regret the resig of his lu-
crative post in the police.”
