John Wesley.
It has sometimes been asked whether 

Wesley is entitled to rank in the highest 
class of great men ? The question is vague, 
and hardly admits of an unqualified answer 
(jf the two highest classes of great minds— 
the speculative, or “ philosophical” think­
ers on the one band ; and the practical, 
r imprising great legislators, captains, and 
inventors, on the other—it may be doubled 
which is entitled to the supremacy. The 
former, if we do not include in it the poetic, 
or rather the artistic genius, has afforded 
comparatively little advantage to mankind, 
beyond an exhibition of the greatness of the 
human faculties. Speculative inquiry baa 
seldom given to the world a great demon­
strated truth. It is doubtful, that it has yet 
afforded a single unquestionable result in the 
highest field of its research—that sublime 
sphere of abstract truth which is usually 
called speculative philosophy ; and its in­
vestigations of the constitution of the mind 
are yet far from settling, with scientific cer­
tainty, any theory qf psychology.

Oo the other hand, a single great practi­
cal life, sometimes a single act of such a life, 
has advanced appreciably the whole civi­
lized world. A great captain has broken 
the chains of a nation. A great legislator 
has set free the energies of millions of men 
for progress in all useful enterprise». A 
single philanthropist has initiated improve 
ments in the administration of justice which 
have alleviated the anguish of tens of thou­
sands, have re'ormed the prison discipline 
arid penal jurisprudence of his country, and 
promise yet to turn prisons into schools, and 
to render the gallows a barbarity, abhorrent 
as well to the justice as the mercy of man­
kind. A diffident, poor, drudging artisan, 
by the invention of the steam engine, has 
given to his own country art aggregate ol 
steam power equal to the bands of more than 
four hundred millions of men, more than 
equal to twice the number of males capable ol 
labor on our planet—an invention which has 
already, in its combined power throughout 
the globe, a capacity for work equal to the 
male capacity lor manual toil ol five or six 
planers like ours ; such a man may be said 
to create new worlds on the surface of our

Even the greatest mind which has influ­
enced modern scientific inquiry, while teach­
ing the world how to thick, never discovered 
a new scientiSc fact. He gave not a single 
original invention to the practical arts, tbo’ 
hi/mighty intellect, expounding and system- 
atizrng a thought which was scientifically as 
old as Aristotle and practically as old as 
human reason, has directed all subsequent 
practical studies.

Tne classification of great men must in­
evitably be difficult and ambiguous ; .butjtbe 
genius which most influences the sentiments» 
if not the intellect of men, the genius of 
great paiaU-re, sculptors, architects, arid 
poets, may perhaps be mure relevantly in­
cluded in the class of great practical, toao 
m that of great speculative minds. The 
speculations of Plato, Descartes, Le.boitz. 
and Kant, considered apart from the benefi­
cial example of superior intellectual power 
which they present, have added little or 
nothing to the advancement of the race, and 
the few examples of practical utility which 
c .n be cited from the history of philosophic 
thinkers might be claimed as exceptional to 
their usual classification. Even the mathe­
matics rank doubtfully, at least, between the 
two classes : the discoveries of Newton ap­
pertain to the physical world, and the great­
est of his successors has legitimate^ placed 
the proudest monument of astronomical 
kuowiedze in the c!a s of scientific meeba- 
nies But amid the ambiguities which beset 
this question—a question more curious per­
haps, than important—there can be little 
hesitancy in placing John Wesley in the first 
rank of those historical men whose great­
ness in the legislature, the cabinet, the field, 
philanthropy, or any sphere of active life, 
is attributable to to their practical sagacity, 
energy, and success. ,

In these three respects what man in his­
tory transcends him ? If it cao he affirmed 
that be was far from being a great, a pro­
found thinker ; that, aa” some of his critics 
have proDOttflfced, his Uiiod was more •‘ logi­
cal,” or even “ intuitional,”* than philoso- 
pkic, yet who can deny him the tribute of 
the historian of his country, that he con­
ducted “ a most remarkable moral révolu- 
lion ; was a man whose eloquence and lo­
gical acuteness might have rendered him 
eminent in literature ; whose genius for

government was not inferior to that of Ri­
chelieu, and who, whatever hie errors may 
have been, devoted all hi* powers, in defi­
ance of obloquy and derision, to what he 
sincerely considered the highest good of hie 
Species.”f The somewhat vague affirma­
tion that bis mind was more intuitional than 
philosophical, if it has any meaning at all, 
must signify that his sagacity was so rapid 
and acute that the processes of reasoning 
and judgment, usual in other men, were (not 
absent buf) scarcely perceptible in his clear 
and prompt intellect. The results of the prac­
tical facts with whicbWesley bad to deal,like 
all the practical affairs of men, must always 
be contingent, and there can be no intuition 
of contingent results. Their right antici­
pation muet be the effect of calculations and 
combinations of the intellect.

If Wesley was deficient in what consti­
tutes the highest speculative or philosophic 
mind, this deficiency itself was perhaps a 
necessary qualification for the more utilita­
rian greamese to which be was appointed. 
It was necesary that he should be a great 
legislator in order to render secure the fruits 
of his greatness in so many other respects. 
Speculative philosophers have seldom been 
good legislators ; the history of great men 
affords not one example of the two charac­
ters combined. The Republic of Plato is 
still an ideal system of beautiful peurilities 
to statesmen ; the Politics of Aristotle have 
seldom had a legislative copyist ; Utopia ol 
Sir Thomas Moore is still a Utopia, the 
source of proverbial expression to our lan­
guage, but of no laws to our commonwealths; 
the new Atlantis of Bacon is yet a dream, 
not withstanding its utilitarian suggestions ; 
Locke's Fundamental Constitutions of Ca­
rolina were found impracticable ; and Rous­
seau's Contrat Social ranks only as an ex­
ample of political rhetoric Bat John Wes­
ley founded an ecclesiastical system which 
has only become more efficient by the lapse 
of a hundred years, and which is acknow­
ledged to be more effective, whether lor 
good or evil, than any other in the Protes­
tant world. More than has been usual with 
the founders of systems of policy, whether 
in Church or Stale, it was his own work. 
His most invidious though must entertaining 
biographer bas acknowleged his ability as a 
legislator, |and conceded that “ whatever 
power was displayed in the formation of the 
economy of .Methodism was his own.” He 
began bis great work not only without pres­
tige, as has been shown, but in entirely ad­
verse circumstances.

The moral condition of the nation, which 
required h>s extraordinary plans, was the 
most formidable difficulty to their prosecu­
tion. He threw himself out upon the gene­
ral demoralization without reputation, with­
out influential friends, without money, with 
no other resource than the soul within him 
and the God above him. Before he bad 
fairly begun his great career, be was re­
duced even below the ordinary advantages 
of common English clergyman ; he bad be­
come already the object of derision ; he bad 
no church, and was turned out of the pulpits 
of bis brethren. Excepting some insignifi­
cant societies, like ihat of Fetter Lane, the 
highway of the field and the reckless mob 
were all that remained to him. But he be 
gan his work ; he united his rude converts 
into “ Bands," formed “ Classes," built 
Chapels, appointed Trustees, Stewards, 
Leaders, Exhortera ; organized a Lay Mi­
nistry, and rallied into it men of extraordi­
nary characters and talents ; founded the 
Conference ; gave his society a discipline 
and a constitution, a literature, a psalmody 
and a liturgy ; saw bia cause established in 
the United States with an episcopal organi­
zation planted in the British North A uteri 
can Province*, and in the West Indies, and 
died at last with hit system apparently com­
pleted, universally efleclive and prosperous, 
sustained by five hundred and fitly itinerant 
and thousands of local preachers, and more 
than a hundred and fifty thousand members, 
and so energetic that many men who had 
been bis co-laborers lived to see it the pre­
dominant body of Dissenter* in the United 
Kingdom and the British Colonies, the most 
numerous Church of the United States of 
America, and successfully planted on most 
of the outlines of the Missionary world.

The success of such a career depends, of 
course, much upon “ circumstances," but cir­
cumstances may develop great men, they 
cannot create them. He is great who can 
turn favorable circumstances to great ac­
count ; he is greater who can create his own 
favorable circumstances, as well as turn them 
to account. Wesley did both, if any man 
in hisio'y ever did. The success which de­
pends on external conditions is often impair­
ed or defeated by the lack of the compre­
hensive vigilance ar.d skill which can control 
the whole series of circumstances essential 
to success, often the critical one in the series 
may bd secure ; the key to the whole may 
therefore be lost in an unguarded emergency, 
and many a career, splendidly begun, has 
thus come to an impotent conclusion It 
was next to impossible for Wesley to have 
tailed in this manner. Not only bis clear 
discernment saw, but bis unitermuted and 
steady energy seized and appropriated all 
the facilities, small and great. If it should 
be said that be bad superfluous labors, it 
certainly cannot be said that he had deficient 
dil.gence ; and if he sometimes availed him- 
sell ol unnecessary circumstances, it was 
hardly possible be could lose a necessary one.

There are confessions to be uttered by the 
uoi.ed head of the family which canoot be 
appreciated by the whole household ; there 
is an intimacy of religious communion, and 
a strictness of religious enquiry, proper be­
tween parties thus intimately related, which 
would be precluded by the presence of their 
guests, domestics,or even their own children. 
In this connubial sanctuary wbat errors 
may be corrected, wbat misunderstandings 
prevented, wbat mutual confidence inspired 
as the united spirits become more and more 
transparent to each other in the presence of 
their common Father ! How their love may 
be heightened and their fellowship sweetened 
as they trace each other’s footsteps toward 
the world of life, and prepare for the pure 
and peaceful fellowship of the angels ol God 1 
Such an inner altar may be less necessary 
where parties live constantly in the presence 
of each other, than amid the excitements, 
the confl cts, the company, and the tempta­
tions of a great and guilty city. To parents 
wbese marriage is rather a business partner­
ship than a spiritual union, and whose inter­
course is embittered by want ol confidence 
or lack of affection, by repeated misunder­
standings or petty offences, I would say : 
Try it.

On my last visit to the excellent family 
alluded to, 1 was admitted into their interior 
place of worship, where, after, taking a gen­
eral farewell of the family, 1 might bid a 
s/ecial farewell to its head. First the stran­
ger prayed, then the wife, then the husband.

Speech of a Returned Mission­
ary from Ceylon,

AT Tne ANNIVERSARY MEETING OF TUX
WESLEYAN MISSIONARY SOCIETY IX 

EXETER HALL.

The Rev. John Walton, Missionary from 
Ceylon, said—I observe that time presses, 
and I «m sure that tbe wishes of the meet­
ing and ibe arrangements for the day will 
be best consulted by my abstaining from all 
preliminary remarks 1 occupy a position 
which almost every returned Missionary in 
the order ol his course is called to fill. For 
once in his life be stands in this place, and 
commands tbe ear of the whole Connexion ; 
and as it Las come to my lorn, and as I 
never expect to have such a chance again, 1 
tun anxious to make tbe most of ibis oppor­
tunity. If I do not mistake the elements of 
which this meeting is composed, it is em­
phatically a representative assembly. Tbe 
leading supporters of this great Society are 
here present. This is a sort of Missionary 
Pentecost to which devout Methodists come 
up from every Circuit in the land, and I 
strongly feel that if I bave any thing to 
-ay,and know howto say it, this is the time. 
1 feel too that my subject is capable of in 
spiring strong utterances of thought, which 
your minds might carry to your friends, and 
rooms, and churches in every part of our 
land. I am a Missionary to the Hindus, 
and it is very fortunate for me that India 
and the Hindus are exciting great interest 
at the present time. The cry of your East­
ern Missionaries, l* Come over into Mace­
donia and help us,” so feebly responded to 
by the British Churches, seemed to wax 
iainter and fainter until it was still, and 
Christendom securely slept. Then was 
heard ano.ber cry—the yell of mad rebel­
lion, tbe shriek of dying mothers and mur­
dered innocents. That cry seemed to enter 
Britain’s ear, and to touch Britain’; heart 
I find that the conscience of this nation, is 
now thoroughly awake on the subject of In 
dia It feels that it has proved unfaithful 
to every part of tbe Indian trust—that there 
has been as much guilty neglect on the part 
of the Church as of gross mismanagement 
on the pnrt of the State. I will not specu 
late as to the probable position of India at 
this moment, if the scenes of tbe recent 
Mutiny bad been occupied by Christian 
Missions when God confided them to oor 
keeping and threw open the door to the 
Gospel. Bat the fact is that the seat and 
centre of the Mutiny wu the legion where 
Christian Missions were always few and 
feeble, and where Christianity bas always 
been repressed by the Government ; whilst 
in South India and Ceylon, where the Mis­
sions have been vigorous, we have hardly 
felt tbe distant shock of wars. That is a 
fact that cannot fail to read a lesson to all 
men who believe Almighty God rules tbe 
world. The island of Ceylon has been a 
British dependency for upwards of sixty 
years It has been ruled, in whole or io 
part, by Europeans for three centuries and 
a half. For 130 years it was held by the 
Portuguse. For 150 years more it was 
ruled by tbe Dutch. Tbe Dutch deprived 
its wretched inhabitants of the last shred of 
civil and religious liberty, and chastised 
with scorpion* where the Portuguese had 
but chuitised with whip*. Tbe history ol 
tbe Dutch rule in Ceylon can never be read 
by Protestant* without • blush. The force 
they used, the bribes they cflered, the cruel 
edicts they enforced to restrain the coo-

Government in Ceylon, than from Heathen 
priests on tbe one band or popish priests on 
tbe other. When the British took possession 
of Ceylon, there were 500,000 baptised na 
lives, members of tbe Dutch Church. They 
had been won over to a nominal profession 
of Christianity by worldly hopes and world­
ly offers. None but baptised natives were 
eiegible to places in the public service, and 
when a man apostatised from Christianity it 
cost him something more than his place.— 
The Government tempted the natives into 
the Church by bribes, and passed a Law un­
der which the magistrates flogged all deser­
ters—a device which served to make men 
hypocrites, and to keep them so. Tbe 
Dutch rule in Ceylon is a bitter hereditary 
memory, which rankles in the hearts of the 
population to this day, and makes many re­
gard Christianity with repugnance, and even 
with loathing. A venerable Hindu, who io 
bis jouth had been a Presbyterian school­
master, was asked how it was that while the 
Dutch succeeded in converting ntarly the 
whole population, the British had con­
verted to very few ? “I will tell you,” said 
the old man ; “ when the Dutch brought the 
Gospel milk to Ceylon, they gave it to us 
scalding hot : it scalded our throats, and now 
tbe people are afraid to come to the vessel 
to drink.” I need not point out the truth 
which underlies the simple figure. When 
the Lland came into tbe possession of its 
prerent masters, the London Society was 
the first to attempt to form a Mission. In 
the year 1804 the London Mission sent out 
three men, but the Mission encountered 
difficulties and eventually failed. One Mis­
sionary died, one was deported by the Gov­
ernment, and the third entered the public 
service as a Colonial Chaplain I do not 
say that the London Mission has allowed 
itself to be beaten It has entered tbe most 
difficult fields, and bis cultivated them with 
a patience, a perseverance, and a success 
which entitle it io hold the very first rank 
in ihe great battle, and it has been serve ! 
by agents whom tbe civilized world delight 
io honour. And as I have no doubt there 
are now present some gentlemen connected 
with tbe London Society, I may take the 
opportunity of saying that if their hearts 
incline to these fields of their early cuoice, 
our missionaries there will be happy to point 
out a useful sphere, and give them a cordial 
welcome, and wish them God speed in their 
work. Eight years later the Baptists en­
tered Ceylon, and they have an excellent 
cause, resting on a good foundation, and car­
ried on by able and self-denying men. In 
the year 1814 Methodism sent its humble 
contingent, and we were followed by the 
Missionaries of _ the American Board, the 
Church Missionary Society, and tbe Society 
for tbe Propagation of the Gospel. Our 
Mission is the second in point ol arrival, 
but in its influence and the extent of its 
operations, in tbe devotion and capacity of 
its agents, it is second to none. 1 will not, 
however, make any comparisons of lhat na­
ture. That is what tbe Missionaries in 
Ceylon never do, Tbe M*ssion*ries cf the 
various Denominations labour in cordial 
harmony, and whilst every man is conscien­
tiously attached to his owo Society, they all 
feel that they are the servants of one Mas- 
ter, and fellow-labourers in one common 
cause In Ceylon I never saw anything ol 
that envy wbicù “ sickens at another’s good.” 
Ephraim does not envy Judah, and Judah 
does not vex Ephrairn ; and I have seen 
Churchmen, Baptists, and American Con- 
gregationalists uniting in hearty doxology 
over Methodi-t success. It was my happi­
ness to be connected with a Missionary 
union in Ceylon for several years. Thu 
union comprehended all the Missionaries 
labouring in the district belonging to three 
Societies. It met on the first Monday in 
every month for the interchange of intelli­
gence and mutual counsel and prayer-— 
These meetings had tbe effect of confirming 
our brotnerly attachment to each other’s 
work. A Church Missionary in Jaffua 
might well take my place here to day and 
give you an account of the state of the Wes­
leyan Mission there ; and if I were suffi­
ciently advanced here for that sort of thing 
I should be willing to do my best on the 
platform ol bis Society to testify tc the suc­
cess which a wonder-working God has 
vouchsafed to him There nas been an 
Evangelical Alliat.ee in Ceylon for more 
than half a century—tbe substance as well 
as the form—and that Alliance was com­
menced by a Methodist, Thomas Squance. 
Thomas Squance, the last surviving pioneei 
of Ceylon Methodism, the last of that brave 
band led by Dr. Coke, who bas left behind 
him a memorial which our M-esionaries will 
never allow to die—that Missionary union 
to which I have alluded. As to Missionary 
agencies, the missionaries of different Socie 
ties are much of the same mind and the 
same judgment, and while thpre have been 
minor differences as to details, the plans o' 
labour in all the Missions have been sub­
stantially the same, and from a description 
of one you may know all the rest. The 
first thing has ever been tbe preaching ol 
tbe Gospel—the blowing of the trumpet, to 
which the gentleman who preceded me has 
so eloquently.alluded—the preaching of the 
Gospel in the vernacular of tbe people-— 
Such was the Mission commenced by Mr 
Clough, Mr. Lynch, Mr. Squance, and 
others, twenty years ago, and such is tbe 
Mission at tbe present time. I am Ibe more 
careful oo making this statement because 
those who do not know us imagine that edu­
cational flans have absorbed all our ener­
gies, and eclipsed God’s great ordinance of 
preaching. Nothing of tbe kind. Tbe 
world does not contain more competent and 
vernacular preachers than are found in India 
and in Ceylon. It is true that we have 
schools to which we attach great importance. 
We teach as well as preach Jesus Christ, to 
the young as well as to the old. We lay 
bold of ihe young, anticipating if we can 
Brahmioism on the one hand, and Buddhism 
on the other ; and train them for tbe service 
of Him who said “ Suffer little children to 
come unto me.” It is true that our success 
among the adults has been comparatively 
small. Bot we have never faltered in our 
faith in the power of the Gospel to save the 
Hindus, nor have we faltered in preaching, 
oor have oor Missionaries wanted encour­
agement in their woik. A celebrated French 
Missionary, the Abbe Dubois, said it was

impossible to convert tbe Hindus, and (bat 
he bad tried every expedient of his church 
for 25 years ; and the good Henry Martyn, 
after some years' toil, said, “ If ever I see a 

, Hiodu become a sincere believer in Jesus, 
! I shall see something more approaching (he 
j resurrection of a dead body, than anything 

1 have yet seen and two years afterwards 
he said, ” I have a doubt of every Hindu­
stani Christian in Hindustan.” It is true, 
the work is hard ; but we have lived to tes­
tify that tbe impossible can be done. We 
have witnessed many such a resurrection, 
and have lived in sweet communion with 
Hindu converts, whose experience is of the 
deepest, and whose Christian character we 
could not doubt. From these Christian 
schools we expect great fruits, and 1 have 
often remarked that, in cases of adult con­
version, they were persons who io early life 
bad been in oor Mission schools. It is a 
common thing to bear a parent say, “ I am 
too old to change, but my children will be­
come Christiana.’’ We know that aa well 
as he does, and we la boor to lay hold of the 
young. There is a great and growing in­
terest in this country at present, with regard 
to Indian education, and I would say, with 
reference to the Mission schools in Ceylon, 
that they have in every respect been per­
fectly successful. Io the district from 
which I came, up to the year 1943, the 
Goverhment maintained school* of its own ; 
but these schools had so entirely failed, 
that in that year (hey sought the advice and 
co-operation of the Missionaries in carrying 
on the work of general education. 1 was 
reading a few months ago the correspon­
dence which took place on the subject. Af­
ter several letters had pesaed, they arrived 
at this conclusion, the Government schools 
were abolished, and tbe Missionaries of the 
three societies, the American Board, the 
Church Missions, and the Wesleyan Society, 
were requested to take charge of ihe educa­
tion of that province, each society receiving 
a grant from the ' s treasury, and the 
Government stipulating only as to tbe right 
of inspection. Now that plan has worked 
well, without friction on either side, and 
greatly lo the satisfaction of the public. I 
should like to say a few words anent those 
Government schools in Ceylon. We hear 
a great deal in these days of the neutrality 
of the Indian Government. What the neu­
trality of the foture may be remains io be 
seen WhaY lhe neutrality of the past has 
been we know very well. Tbe neutrality 
of the past was a neutrality with a shame- 
fui preponderance oo tbe aide of Hinduism. 
It was a neutrality which shut out the Bible 
and let in tbe Sbasler. It was a neutrality 
which excluded Ibe native Christian from 
the army and public offices because he was 
a Christian. It was a neutrality which en­
couraged Hinduism, and as openly discour­
aged Christianity. Now sir, to the credit of 
the Ceylon Government be it said, that it 
has ever scorned such a neutrality a* that 
Whilst the Indian Government were driving 
Mr. Judson from ils shores, the Governor of 
Ceylon received the Wesleyan Missionaries 
with open nrmi and gave instructions that 
the Government house Should be prepared 
for their accommodation. The position oc­
cupied by the Ceylon Government is the 
only position which a Christian Government 
can occupy ; for whilst it does not encourage 
heathenism on the one hand or compel Pa­
gans to become Christiana oo the other, it 
provides Bible Schools to which all classes 
may freely resort. A neutrality which al­
lée la to stand aloof from Christianity has al­
ways been partial, baa always been inconsis­
tent, has always been one sided, has always 
favoured heathenism, and will always do so 
It cannot be otherwise, in the nature of duty 
and responsibility, and the history of the In­
dian Government is the most striking com­
ment on our Lord’s memorable words.—14 lie 
that is not with me, is agaiost me.” Now sir, 
in these Government schools in Ceylon tbe 
Bible has always been io use, and the rules 
of the school in that island, require that the 
first hour of every day should be devoted to 
Bible lessons. Parents may keep their chil­
dren at home if they think proper ; but al­
though there are Hindus end Mohamme­
dans and Budhists learning in these schools, 
I never yet met with a parent who objected 
to the Bible, or expressed a with to keep his 
child from school during the Bible lessons. 
Tbe only case ol objection 1 ever beard ol 
was that of Roman Catholic boys, put up by 
a meddling priest ; the objection,however not 
being so much to the reading of the Bible 
as to the use of our au'horised version 
Some time ago when the Hindus in J-ifna 
opened a school on caste principles,!bey com­
pelled the master to introduce Ibe English 
Bible into the school The population ol 
Ceylon is made op of different races, profes 
sing widely different faiths; but not a voice 
has refused the Word ol God. Let the 
Bible have % chance, and it can dispense 
with letters of commendation. There is a 
power in it that will command the respect 
and homage of the Pagan world. Let its 
professed triends take off tbe ban they base 
laid upon it, and it will hold its way againsi 
all its enemies. Through the liberality of 
tbe Bible Society, the Missionaries in Cey­
lon have been able freely to circulate the 
Word of God in that country—a land io 
which tbe Word of God is not banned by a 
timid G-veroment—a land rich in various 
gems ; but Ceylon i* richer in the possession 
of tbe Bible, whose price is above that of 
rubies and of all the goodly pearl* that ever 
were fished op from its waters. Ceylon 
clasps the Bible to her heart, and God 
greet that tbe precious treasure may ever 
rest with her. Tbe education given in our 
principal Mission Schools is of a first class 
character. Many of tbe pupils continue 
with os for eight or ten years. Some of 
them are 20 years of age, and some remain 
even after they are married. They are 
men in muscle and in m«od, and tax the 
energy end capacity ef tbe best teachers we 
are able to obtain. Tbjse young men will 
be influential leaders of society, and we try 
to prepare them for tbe poeition by a tho­
rough training in tbe doctrines and morals 
of tbe Bible. I base witnessed scenes io 
connection with tbe examinations of these 
Schools which for a sharp intelligence and 
keen discrimination, and firm confident 
grasp of tbe whole subject, could burdly be 
surpassed in England A class of ten boys, 
a very short time before I left Ceyloo, were 
examined in the evidences of Cbrieuanity, 
and when that was over, an old Missionary, 
connected with another Society, who had 
been much impressed with their exact ac­
quaintance with tbe whole subject, came to 
me and said, ” 1 sbeeld not libs those boys

to examine me.” I state these facia to give 
! you an idea of the character of our pupils, 
i and of the quality of our teaching, t am 
often asked in this country, “ What become* 
of those yoong men who pass through your 
Christian schools ?” Why, sir, some of 

i them become Christians, but not all. Many 
} of them, leave us to return to native society, 
i without making any profession of Christian­
ity ; but 1 should be sorry for this vast au­

dience to think, that in those cases our la- 
l hour is lost. Much as I regret that those 
men should have left our institutions without 
being truly converted to God, I think still, 
in any country, at id most ol all, m s coun­
try like India, a Christian education is a 
thing of great value, even where it does not 
lead to personal conversion to God Why, 
air, these Hindus can never be wbat they 
were before. They have resigned Hindu­
ism, and with it its physical errors, its ab­
surd ceremonies, and its moral weakness, 
for ever. Go where they may, they carry 
a living conviction with theor which makes 
them our allies. They are our sappers and 
miners, our artillerymen, ever at work on the 
Hindu fortress ; and did you know how vast, 
and terrible and strong, is that lortress, you 
would rejoice over every little corner that|was 
blown op or battered down. “Therein 1 do 
rejoice;yea, and will rejoice.” It is very 
true, sir, that there is a large class ol edu­
cated men in India, who do not embrace 
Christianity, and who fill our minds with 
earnest concern. They never cao return to 
Hinduism p but sonic goto Deism, and a 
few go to open infidelity ; but it is my deep 
conviction, that tbs great majority of them 
are simply halting in their practical decis­
ions, and waiting lor religious guides. Now, 
sir, let those With whom it rests to provide 
Missionaries for India bear in mind ihe ex­
istence of this class, which is ever on the in­
crease, and let them make some provision 
for it Well, there is a field which might 
tempt tbe ripest scholarship, the strongest 
intellect, and the most lengthened experience 
that can be found in your ministerial ranks 
at home. In this island of Ceylon we have 
a population of a million and three quartets: 
a million of Budhists, half u million of Hin­
dus, 100,000 Mobammf ana, 100 000 Ro­
manism, and about 3” who call them­
selves Protestants. i : are five Protes­
tants Missionary Societies in Ceylon, and, 
in connection with them there are about 
8,500 communicants, and more than half tbe 
number belong to our own Society. lo 
connection with the Missions of car own So­
ciety north and south we have about 4,000 
chiluren in tbe schools, and of these one- 
fourth aro girls." Let me describe more par­
ticularly the field you have undertaken to 
cultivate, and stale as modestly as I may, 
but as strongly a* I can, its present urgent 
claims. Now sir, you have io Ceylon 100,- 
000 Mohammedans, for whose soul no man ; 
no Society cares. Why, such a thing as 
the conversion of a Ceylon Mohammedan 
was never heard of, nor is it jikely to be 
heard of, till Missionaries are sent to preach 
to them ; to undeceive them with rtspect to 
their strong delusions, and that lie which 
they hold so fast. Then there are the Ved- 
dabj, the wild men of the mountain and ihe 
forests, ibe remnants of that aboriginal race 
which is fast dying out. Tbe fact that the e 
interesting tribe* are rapidly diminishing, 
seems to be tbe only thing, in regard to 
them of which we are certain. They are a 
people of tbe slightest possible intelligence ; 
their habits are those ol rode mountaineer», 
and their religion is a simply a form of devil 
worship. In ihe course ol last year, 1 trav­
elled through part of the Veddah country, 
and had an interesting interview with a chief 
and several of bit men. My questions they 
received with a wild and idotic laughter, io 
which all shared, and they never answered 
me, until until I had asked the question a 
second time. I do not think the world con­
tains people with darker minds. I was anx­
ious to get information as lo their social and 
domestic life, and 1 asked ibo chief what 
steps a Veddah would take when he wanted 
a wife. •• W by," said he, “ when I want a 
wife I go from village to village, until I meet 
a woman to my mind, and then I call her, 
and she follows me.” “ But,” said I, “ sup­
posing, after you have been married for a • 
time, yoo do not like tbe woman, what then ? * 
He laughed—as if he thought I had asked 
a question which did small credit to my in­
telligence. “ Well,” said he, “ if I do not 
like her, I tell her to go, and she goes." 
This almost justifies the remark of Sir Ar­
thur Bullér, that iu Ceylon, under the Can- 
dian law, marriage is contracted by a hick 
arid dissolved by a kick. It can hardly he 
called a knot among such people ; and it is 
easily undone without Ihe intervention of a 
divorce Court. Extremes meet, Sir, and it 
is a most curious coincidence, that the rav­
agea of Ceylon,and Christian people in Eng­
land, now a days, can manage to get rid of 
their wives, when they are tired of them, 
with almost equal facility. But there is one 
point to which I should like to refor, and 
that is the growing of ihe Turn il population 
of Ceylon, which is now quite equal to b»!f 
a million, and is incieaur , every day. In 
ihe mountain district4 o are 400 coffee 
plantations, the property ,f European gen­
tlemen, and these estate* are cultivated, not 
by Cinghalese, who will not work, though 
they are not a-bamed to beg or steal, but by 
industrious Tamuls from tbe adjo-ning con­
tinent It i« calculated that from 150 to 200 
thousand Tamul coolies are drawn to the 
coffee districts in Ceylon ; and op to a recent 
period, when the Church Missionary Society 
sent an agent t» open a Coolie Mission, tbit 
mass of immortal men were oncared for. 
Why, sir, the rapid extension of ccffee culti­
vation, and tbe thriving trade of the port of 
Colombo, have created an ever ircreaslng 
demand for labour, end the whole of that la- 
boar is drawn from the dense but poor pop­
ulations of the adjoining continrtil. I real­
ly think sir, that tbe energetic Tamuls will 
either push tbe apathetic Cinghalese into 
the depths of their forests, where they will 
perish, or they will fattrijr swallow them up. 
(No, no.) Some one says, 41 No, no ;” I 
strongly suspect i* i* Mr Spence Hsrdy. 
Very well ; I will give the opinions of the 
people. Thoughtful men have long been 
looking at this fact—that in Ceyloo, where 
labour end intelligence are wanted, and 
where money is lo be made by those quali­
ties, the Tamul population flows, acd the 
Cinghalese population retires. Why, Sir, 
it is considered that in Colombo Proper, 
which is the Cbinghaleee (owo, the capital 
of tbe colony, the Tumel population oeurly 
equal» that of tbe Cbiughaleee. 1» is eaka-
hued that U cannot be kee tbaa frees twenty-
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presence of • son of Dr. Hoole’a year* and 
•orrice*. I may refer to inch a subject aathi- 
without impropriety- Few men bare ren­
dered more substantial or enduring services 
to your indien Mimions than Dr. Hoole. 1 
do not refer to '.hose official services which 
be renders a* Secretary, invaluable they are, 
bot I refer to his personal services as a work­
ing Missionary on the spot. His Tamil 
version of many of our hymn* all tbe Mis­
sionaries there regard with especial favour- 
Other hymns have been wiitten since ; bat 
tbe older hymn* are better, tbe people una­
nimously say, baring tried them, and they 
are all of them pie-eminent favourites in 
our service of song. They are quoted in 
the Class Meetings, they are committed to 
memory by tbe children in tbe schools, they 
are sung by natire Christian tamilies at 
domestic worship, and they are repealed by 
native Christians wheo they come to die. I 
will just mention, before sitting down, one 
circuma-ance which I am sure will greatly 
gratify Dr. Hcole, and it will greatly interest 
you A few months ago I was called to visit 
a native Christian who was dying of cholera 
l found him unable to speak, but be signi­
fied by signs bis desire to receive the Sacra­
ment of the Lord’s Supper When 1 had 
administered to him tbe element! he seemed 
to gain strength, and gradually raising him­
self on bis mat, be feebly repeated in the 
Tamil version these lines

The head fell beck on tbe pillow, but tbe 
spirit bad fled to the patadise ol God.

Opening of the Conference.
Toe sixth Conference ol the Ministers af Ihe 

Wisleyan Meibodiel Church of Eastern British 
America commenced its setsiou. in tbe Wealey- 
an Cborch, at Fredericton, N. B., on Ihe morn­
ing of June 17.b, 1860,at 10 A.M. Tbe Presi­
dent took the chair, and Dr. Pickard read the- 
1st chapter ol the 1st epistle to Timothy, after 
which the firat and fifth verses ol the 664 b 
By urn, beginning, “Infinite God, to thee we 
raise,” were snog, and prayer was offered by 
Fathers Temple and McNott.

Tbe nsm-i ot the ministers delegated by Ihe 
diflrrent Districts to attend this Conference 
wi-re then tesd, and their nomber was found to 
be 4 7, ot which nearly iff were present ; besides 
-bee* there were present brethren fiom varions 
Districts; and an unusually latge number ol 
yoong men, who, having completed their proba­
tion, had come op to Coolerence to receive cr 
dtoaiion. Tbe ballot for Sectetary was then 
taken, and on counting the votes there were— 
for Dr. Pickard SO, Mr. McMurray 10, and 
scattering 5 Dr. Pickard was therefore duly 
elected. Tbe Joornal Secretary was next cboaen, 
and. as in the former case, by billot ; the votes 
weie—for Mr. McMurray St, seitleriog 11, and 
Mr. McMurray was declared dely elected. The 
Secretary then nominated, with the approbation 
ut ibe Conference, James Taylor and R. A. 
Temple, Aesir'sot Secretaries, and the Journal 
Secretary nominated G. S. Milligan bis Assistant.

The President then addressed the Conference, 
expressing bw feelings of unfeigned thankfulness 
lo God that he war pet milted, on this interesting 
occasion, to meet to many of bis brethren, and 
feelingly referred lo ihe loss tbe Connexion bad 
sustained by the death of two aged ministers— 
Fathers Croscossbi and Khioht, and to tbe 
loss he had personally experienced by the te 
moral from earth to heaven of his beloved friend 
end co-labourer. Dr. Knight, and offered a grate 
Ini tribute lo his memory, as an able Coolerence 
iffier, • Christian minister, and a man; and 
g'owingly expatiated on bis triumph and death. 
He gave utterance to his gratitude lo God for 
the health he had enjoyed during tbe past year, 
and esteemed it s privilege, a blessing and a 
duty to be consecrated to tbe service of Christ, 
to which be bad been never more fully devoted 
thin during the past year, of which be hid 
spent less iban two monihs in his own home.— 
He offered bis devout tbsosgiving to God tor tbe 
spii.iml et joymeni, ;#eace,and success which He 
bad vouch,a rd ; but ul tbe efficiency ol bis ser 
vices he would leave u'beis lo a(-eak.

worshippers.

Tbe afternoon session wis opened at 8* P. M-, 
with singing end prayer by Brother SoowbalL

Tbe question wss now asked,—- who are now 
received as Pieacbers on trial ? ‘ end Ihe very 
gtSiilying fact was elicited, that eleven yoong 
men of promising talents, moved by the Spirit 
of God fo undertake the work of l ha ministry, 
hid creditably parsed their examination before 
tbe varions D strie s from which they came, and 
were cordially recommended to be employed in 
tbe Circui's of our Coolerence ; be,ides these 
there was one placed on Ibe President's list ol 
reserviL Tbe hours of session were then fixed 
as follows—from 9 A M. to 12 j P. M.,and from 
2j P. M. to 5 P M. The examination of can- 
didaiet for ordination was sppoinled to take 
place on Saturday morning, at 9 À M.

Ou Sunday evening next a funeral sermon on 
the death of tbe Istnented late Co D legate, Dr. 
Knight, will be preached by tbe President of 
the Conference.

Session closed with prayer by Brother Des- 
Brissy.

soldiers, end protected by several sb-ps o' 
war have been compelled to succumb ; and 
the tricofour of liberty now fluats from ibe 
walls The details ot the capture are moat 
thrilling The bravery and tact of the pat­
riotic Garibaldi, as well as the daring of bis 
recruits, are beyond all praise. He is un­
questionably the most popular man ot his 
day. Great questions of national policy 
have for a tune lost their interest, while 
cabinets and people have locked on, and 
witnessed ibe sudden lapse of half a king­
dom from ihe Bourbon throne.

Tbe young King of Naples, a true son of 
hie despotic and execrated father, baa acted 
jost as tyrants do in the hour of their peril. 
Infuriated by tbe success of the insurgent 
troops, he despatched'one of his generals, 
with sealed orders, to Lanza, tbe comman­
dant of the garrison of Palermo, ordering 
him lo bombard and destroy tbe entire city. 
The wise Larza, more prudent and more 
humane than his master, replied that such a 
step would be impracticable, as his own 
troops were going over to the insurgents, 
and could not be induced to sack the city. 
He advised the capitulation of the garrison, 
to which mortifying arrangement the K ng 
was compelled to submit. The Neapolitan 
Hoops, therefore, passed out of the city, with 
the honors of war, and were embaikcd for 
some other port, leaving Garibaldi in full 
possession. The Kmg has promised and 
vowed all sorts of constitutions, but it is now 
too late ; and the one favor which tbe Sfoil- 
isos a-k of him i« that he will take himself 
away from them for ever

Tbe first appeal of the King to the Euro­
pean Powers was reused with dignity.— 
Evtn Austria declined a1! intervention, 
and left tbe joung tyrant to his fate. The 
attitude of England was fi:m and decisive. 
But it is to be leared mat a second-appeal 
to France has met with a more favourable 
response, and that the French Emperor is 
anxious to have •• a finger in the pie.” In­
deed i‘ has been reported that he has a 
seLemi. for constituting S-cily a tine-royalty, 
under the K og of Naples, and putting ano­
ther Bourbon loto the vice-regal position.— 
This will hardly be allowed : tbe Sicilians, 
after long and intolerable oppression, btfte 
thrown off the yoke ol tyranny. They have 
•hewn themselves capable of managing their 
own tffurs,—and why should they not be 
lef' to do so t Tbe presence of the eagle 
of France in each a sphere is neither for pro­
tection or counsel :—the French eagle is too 
food of picking the bones.

The papers are full of the reeking atro- 
ebis which have been committed by tbe 
Neapolitans. Hospitals, with all their help 
less inmalts bave bei-n burned. The dead 
bodies of wotrtn and children, frightfully 
multilated, have been discovered; and an 
eye witness, writing to tbe Tints, describes 
a visit to one ol the state-prisons, in which 
were found tbe putrid bodies of maoy mis­
erable victims of tyranny, in all attitudes ot 
agony and torture- Xu imagination could 
have conceived of such horrors in tbe rune 
leenth ceniory. Such relations have been 
made, that it will not be wonderful if tbt 
slave» of such a government rise in one mass, 
atrfo their king ot his royal (unctions, and 
send him forth branded with tbe curses ol a 
nation, a wanderer and a vagabond on iht 
face of the eaitb.

Great anxiety is entertained as to the fu­
ture movement» of Garibaldi. Probably 
his next post will be Men na—a far ntor« 
d fficult position than Palermo. If, however, 
he should succeed io winning over the gar- 
neon, or spreading dUsffcction among them 
his work will be comparatively light. It is 
said that he possesses a strong faculty o 
lascinatioo, and that many of the officers o 
the Neapolitan army wire so charmed by 
their intercourse wi.b him during the armis­
tice, that they offered him their swords ano 
services. He is now engaged in the forma 
non of a provisional government, and tbe 
levying ol Iresh .troops. Tbe minister ot 
the king of Sardioia has addressed a not? to 
the cabinet of the Tutllmea. requesting it 
not to lend its aid, by any intervention, to 
the Kmg of Naples, but to follow the pol.cy 
io regard to Sic ly which was observed wilt 
respect to the Legations. Tbe Neapolitan 
ambassador has had an interview with the 
Emperor at Fontainebieo.

There is no hogjgat present, of the peace­
ful seulement of tut Chinese question. Tbt 
Emperor ba« rejected the ultimatum ol the 
British minister, and tbe result must b< 
bloodshed. Tbe Angfo French expedition 
has by ’his time led lo some definite results 
But what the eod will be, it is impossible to 
surmise However successful ihe issue, 
such a war can never prove «#■ «factory, and 
it is to be feared tbal no settfemeot can evei 
he regarded as final. The occupation o 
PeKm would probably strike terror into the 
people, but even <hat terror would provt 
only temporary. Would that the now rs o' 
ihe gloi.ous go-pel of piece could be urougb 
io bear on ll.u millions of China ! This i, 
the only full aud fin*! soluuoti of the Chin 
ese d fficuity.

Intel igeuce has rrachtd its respecting an 
insurrection n New Z aland Tbe ground 
of Ibe revolt ia the land question. I' rp 
peats that the native chiefs nave no right to 
-ell land to,tbe British government. Under 
the native law all land is held by ihe tribes 
in common. Hence, when the chief sells 
land, he compromises tbe interests of the 
people. Seme of fbe native tribes have 
bound themselves by oaths nut lo sell land 
The adjustment of this point has been » 
matter ol much perplexity to the govern- 
ir nt The outbreak is not serious, but ibere 
have been some slight skirmishes, which 
have excited alarm among the colonists.

Tbe Pope’s army ol Irish recruits is grow­
ing rapidly. Volunteers by hundreds are 
leaving tbe “ emerald isle," not without kin­
dred greenness, lor the defence of his Holi­
ness. Some of these have already given 
trouble enough to :be government which 
'hey are seeking to defend. An Irishman 
has an intuitive love of a row. Wherever 
beads are lo be broken, there ;be Irish 
cluster in troops, not at all particular as to 
the right or wrong of the rquabble,—bent 
only on the breaking of beads. To the re­
cruits, in their passages through tbe cities 
of the continent, many golden chances of a 
•* row' " have offered, and have been eagerly 
accepted. The result is that the authorities 
have had no little trouble in trying to keep 
metiers straight: and the Pope little dreams 
what a cargo of combustibles he is import­
ing from distant shores. By tbe way, :be 
Irish journals have discovered that Garibal­
di is descended from a native of the “ firs: 
gem of ihe tea.*' Of course !

Tbe bold atttitode assumed by toe House 
of Lords io throwing out the bill for tbe re­
peal of the Paper duty has thrown England 
Into considerable excitement and agitaiion. 
It is undoubtedly a most grave and ques­
tionable strain of prerogative, and one ihat 
could not by any means be tolerated, save 
io extreme cates. Tbe prinep'e that the 
people should be taxed only by their own 
representatves is one of the pillars of our 
free and glorious constitution. Bol it the 
•aae time there may be eases wheo the ac-

to the masses. Literature is cheap enough, 
almost too cheap. If the duty were taken 
off. who would get the benefit Î Not tbe 
public certainly, for what udvuntage it it to 
the poor woman who goer lo market, that 
her pound of sugar is wrapped op io paper 
less course than the baa been io tbe habit of 
recetvioe ? Toe publishers ol" cheap litera­
ture, and above all tbe proprietors of the pen­
ny press would reap all the benefit. It is 
said that the Morning Star for insfanee, a 
penny paper of eigbi pages, in the pay of 
Mr. Bright and his fraternity, is published 
at a da.ly loss of some hundreds of pounds. 
No wonder that tuch a paper ns this should 
take fire at the conduct ol ihe Lords, seeing 
all prospect of possible gain taken away from 
it.- The great fault of the present Govern 
ment, and especially of tbe Chancellor ol the 
Exchequer, has been that of pandering to the 
Bright party, from a fear that such a coalition 
was necessary to the stability of the present 
Ministry. Toe proposal lo repeal tbe psptr 
duty was a sop to conciliate tbn cheap press, 
and lo secure its sanction fur be remaining 
items ot the Budget. But it never c.n be 
i igbt to sacrifice principle. Cabinets as well 
as individuals have lo suffer the penalty of 
dishonourable alliances; and tbe result ol 
this policy is that tbe Lotds and Commons 
is now ranged against each other, and tbe 
whole country thrown into excitement.

Mr Glads'one never had faith in his own 
scheme, and probably no man was better 
pleased than himself, that the Lords rejected 
if e bill. But ibis is a dangerous game to play. 
The Lords were justified io their course, on 
the ground of common sense, hut the people 
ol England are very chary of me violation ol 
precedent, and such s violation is most un­
fortunate a: a time when such a man as Mr. 
Bright is going up and down the country, 
inflaming th i popular mind, and almost driv­
ing the working classes to op-n revolt. At 
present the two Houses are referring tbe 
case to a Committee on Precedents, whose 
decisions are awaited with considerable anx­
iety.

The Reform Bill, introduced by Lord John 
Russell, after having dragged out a miser­
able exritence through the session, has st 
last been withdrawn, to tbe mortification ot 
al all Radicals,but to the sincere satisfaction 
of alleni gbtened patriots who would not 
wish to see England ruled by a mob, and 
that mob ruled by John Bright. This bill 
has never bten honestly taken up ly the 
Government. It was abo a sop to the 
Bri.ht patty, and it* withdraw»! by Lord 
John Riieerll was another melancholy illus­
tration ol tbe vanity of all such miserable 
coalitions. If Lord Palmerston cannot or­
ganize a ministry strong though to stand 
Without tbe aid cf Ihe Bright party, let 
•umtbody else try. Surely England is not 
io far gone as that every government must 
ruckle to a rampant democracy- Surely 
.here are some men of principle left to Us 
yet.

Tbe National Defence Committee has just 
brought up its report Tbe results are ruf- 
U ienily alarming It appears that an outlay 
ul no I- ss than ttetive millions is rtquired 
to make England at all aale against foreign 
evasion. This is the testimony ol men the 
most competent to give judgment on the 
q «ration. N’.,r will it be difficult to persuade 
ne English people that 'he judgment ia cor- 

-ect. Far belter would be an outlay ol 
twelve millions than the cost of any descent 
upon our coa-ts. We may never bd trou- 
oled at a 1, but who Can say that wc shall 
oot ? There can be no safe ;y during Ihe life 
une of tuch a mao as Liui» Napoleon. Per 

hup» ibe expenditure of such a sum would 
ue chtap.il only lor the sake of allaying the 
national mind, lor it cannot be denied thaï 
tor the last two years there has been very 
utile coofidei.ee in the stability of our pres­
ent relations with France. The surest way 
io prevent all descent upon England is to 
make her impregnable. A very simplt 
p an has bee# proposed by the highest au- 
h inly on the subject, lor surrounding Lon­

don with a cordon of forte and earth-worke, 
n be garrisoned in caae of invasion by ibe 
Vulumters, so as to leave the regular troops 
to lake the field. This plan has the merit 
ot cheapness.

Another question which ia exciting coo- 
•idcrahle le-Img in England is that of the 
Religious Ccn.-us of 1861. It is proposed 
o call at every house in the land, and as 

certain the religious persuasion of each ol 
os tenants. This, it is Itlf, would not only 
>e a serious ioiru»ioo, but would recul- in a 
allaciuus result, lor all who belong to no 
church would be tabulated as members ol j 
• be Church ol England, thus giving the Es 
ahlial.meitt, in alt statistical records, an over 
whelming majority over the non conformist 
hudiec. The opnositiou btonghl to beat 
against this clause in the coming census ar- 
rhDgeuirU will probably pr-«ve fatal to it, and 
perhaps to the hope of gathering any relig­
ious Malierics at all.

A very dangerous bill is now before the 
House ot Lordo, professed y to restrict, but 
n reality to license Sunday trading. A 

dumber of mimsteis and c-agrégations weie 
led so far astray, at the ou sw, as to support 
the bdl o; peinons.

-lacing tb? measure intend- d probably to se- 
i ure greater attention lo the decorum cf the 
Sabbath during church hours, but he provides 
at the same time for whnfeea’e desecration 
durino ail other hours of the Lords’ day. 
An organized oppos lion wifi probably induce 
his Lordship to withdraw fcis motion. . A far 
-nore likely measure is that of tfce Duke ol 
Marlborough, who proposes to take of tbe 
restriction from tbe u-u iff the Bible ic the 
Government schools and college! of lodia.

.ur vision. Lot'j mountain langea, still scow, 
c'ad, drew tbeir sheltering anna ctour.d i>»u'i- 
ful gLns, in which nestkd many a peace lui, 
pte-fy village, or they formed tbe cioud-ntenlUd 
summit from which for maoy a league along ike 
kicks ol Ibe unrivalled rivet, ibe green slept* 
vretebed tbeir Con inuous bel: of ve,dure, stud­
ied with fair white collage* a* picture-que a* 
iney were innumerable. Here a stiver robed

five to thirty ibouaatd eonL:, and for them 
Protestant Miaakm* make bo provision what- 
ever. A few months ego, I wee going ibro’ 
ihe Tamil quarter of the town of Colombo. 
1 fell my leer! deprearad lo see howr it was 
•• abolly given io idolatry;’’ it made my 
heat i to ache lo find no Missionary there, lo 
tell them, in their own tongue, of the saving 
wutk of God. Tbe Wesleyan Missionaries, 
the Cbutcb Missionaries, and tbe Baptist 
Missionaries, at Colombo, all expressed 
themselves S'rongly on tbe spiritual deaiitu 
tion cf the Tamil population of Colombo. 
Now, Sir, I will not believe that the Me­
thodist Body will allow 30 000 loule fo 
remain wnh one Missionary I will not 
believe Ibat our Committee, proverbially 
cautions ns it is, will refuse to send a man, 
when they know the facta. 1 do not believe 
that God withholds tbe x«en, and 1 cannot 
bel eve that yon will withhold tbe meuca 
But while I indicate unoccupied fields which 
I desire tbe Society tc enter, I leel it a duty 
to tell ihts meeting that the existing Mis­
sions of the Society greatly need to be more 
literally cared for and more vigorously eup- 
perted. When tbe Indian Mission is com 
mer.ced, all parlies concerned should have 
theft w:ts about them. It you do not lay 
the foundation broad and deep, and if you 
do not sustain it hy an ample and regular 
•opp'y of men, you bad holier lef it a'one 
acd leave the work to others. Wbv, Sir, 1 
could almost say of your eastern Missinra- 
rite what the Duke of Wellington said of 
the English soldiers, that they are men who 
can do anything or go anywhere. But in 
sending the Missionaries to India by units, 
in telling a miserable bandlnl of men to take 
a stronghold which has stood for 3 000 years, 
and which swarming miliions defend, you 
have been expecting loo much. You may 
not know, Sir, that it is a *nw of Meihodrm 
that iit agents shall never flinch in a peri­
lous seivice, that they shall never turn their 
back* in dese-t tbe poet of danger, that they 
shall never go sneaking home, like tbe 
French Abbe Dubois, and say, “ It cannot 
bi done. ’ I will say pf those Eastern Mis­
sionaries that they bave kept this law. W ny. 
Sir, I have wept »t the grave cf Mieeioua 
îie», wlo, humanly speaking, would have 
been living to labour now, but that they 
have been left to ainggle alone with im- 
po aibic ta»ka. I never go to tbe nort ol 
Madras without v siting the burial ground 
co nec id with the:C?thtdril there A few 
months ago, I stood between two grave? ; 
ths dust of Joseph Roberts slept on one «idc 
and ibo dust of Tbcmaa Cryer slept cn the 
other. I felt ihat I stood oo clas«ic,oo sacred 
ground, and I fe'l info a reverie thus : — 
" Those brave, good soldier» bore Ibe brunt 
ol the battle for twenty years ; many ol 
their old companions they bad boried ; the 
re»' were disabled in the conflict, aud borne 
from the field ; but they stood steady, true 
to each other, and lo tbeir tiust. They did 
all that men could dn ; they struggled against 
mighty odd., until, overpowered by nnmb-TS, 
and by farigue, and crushed by anxious care, 
they foil at their posts. They who had been 
companions in arms so long, sleep aide by 
side ; in their death they are not divided ; 
btave men, I venerate your memory,d,rever­
ence your very duet, and I will tell it on the 
house tops of Methodi-m, that you died in 
obedience fo her laws !" I learned some- 
fbing the other day, aod I may as well give 
this audience the benefit of it. I took up a 
book on India, in wh'ch the writer paid cer­
tain compliments to Wesleyan Missionaries. 
He said that we were a very decent sort ol 
men, with the best intentions, but he did riot 
think that we were exactly adapted to ihe 
Indian field. Hetbooght wc did exceeding 
ly *ell amongst negoea, savages, and canni­
bal* ; that Africa waa juat the place for us ; 
that we might pray and preach in Africa, 
from one end to- the other, but that wc did 
not possess these special attainments which 
Ike Indian demanded. India, with its anci­
ent superstitions, ita complicated mythology, 
and its abstruse pbylosophy, was not fined 
to our capacities. Now, Sir, 1 did open ray 
eyta wheo I read that statement, (or, whilst 
I think well enough of our Missionaries 
everywhere, 1 have been accustomed to think 
that our predecessors and companicns in tbe 
East were men equalled by few, and eur- 

aased by none, in Methodi-m or out of it. 
deny that any Stciety has beaten us in the 

quality of oar men. Talk ol scbolarah'p !
— why took at Dmiel Gogerly and Spence 
Hardy ! Ta'k of capacity !—why lot-k at 
tile late R chard Giiffiibs, and Ebefitter 
Jenkins, of Madras. It Indian Missions have 
failed at all, let me say they have not laifod 
in Icff'a, but in London. You have seni us 
tbe tight men, but tbe men have been mise­
rably tew t tbe force has been pitiably smell. 
The f under of our Indian Mission ia aman 
whom we never ihir.k of without ptide ; a 
man whoee moral character we cannot study 
without sell improvement,—I refer to tbe 
truly upustolic Dr. Coke. We claim our 
descent Irom him-, through a noble line of 
such men as Clough, and Lynch, and 
Fqtacce. Toe relation of Dr. Coke to C- y- 
lou is a perfect study, of which, I am »ure, 
Dr E heridge will make the mo-t. That 
b autitul istecd seems tc have taken com­
plete possession cf til hia-'.ympctbiea ; he 
waa prepared to easnfice tvcryihtup for it, 
nut only Lis fj-ione but hi» very li:e There 
are lew ibrngs on rtdid mote touching than 
tb« scene tvitneettd at the Contereuco o! 
18! 3, when Dr Cuke, utgmg on hie cau i ns 
brethren ibe claims of latdia, declared that, 
if they did not let him^go there, they Would 
break his heart. Tntre ia noibing in all ibe 
history of ihe missions, which is a biafory 
oi nob e sacrifices, lo match the self dévolu g 
eloq teuce ol our father—* l had rather be 
placed naked on the shoraa of Ceylon, with­
out clothe», and without a friend, than not 
go there " Dr- Cuke died on tbe way, bui he 
died on bia knees, praying, as 1 believe, lot 
tbe poor pagans ol Ceyfoo ; and 1 believe 
that we have felt the influence of th se dy­
ing prayers of ibat apostolic man a!’ ibe 
way tutough.

Remains of Monasteries In
England.

There are net many remains of the mon­
asteries or other building» ol the tissons in 
England Some writeie profess to point 
out eerersl 8»son ebnrebe* ; oihers deny 
that sny ol oar eeeleeieetiesl structurel 
ere older tbee Ibe Norman conquest ; other* 
uke e middle cooree, which is generally 
ibe beet, aed in tbie cite the truest, end 
maintain that while most ol oar old cherche» 
may be t'eead 10 the Norman period, there 
•re certain parte oi many of thoee churches, 
and of ibe reios ol old monasteries, which 
ate, beyond all doubt, of Saxon origin. 
Spec I mens of tbi* soit aie found it 
Jarrow, in Durham; Reptoo, in Derby­
shire; at Ripoo, tlexem, and many’other 
piieee, including Finch*’» Prio y, near
Dai him

As we etaod amidst tbe rums uf ihie 
encient build in/, it need* no my eirong 
effort of the imagination to restore th- 
•tructur* to something resembling ite old 
beaoty, and to fill tie desolate aisles wl h 
worshippers end pneus. Here, before King 
Alfred wae boro, a number of men, who 
had deroted tberoselree to religious semes, 
retired; here they dwell in seclusion; here 
they died, end were buried. Just es, it tbe 
present dey, in Italy nod Spain, end other 
Roman Ceibolic caoolriee, you may «till 
find a large number of then mooastic 
booses, where men end women immure 
tbemselree from the world, and think—bow 
reinly !—that they do Qud service.

The origin of cooven osl seclusion is 
attributed to a professed Chrieno of Egyp1, 
nsmeJ Aniony, who wee made i saint by 
tbe Pope for this fanaticism. The first 
Saxon monastery esta Wished in England 
w»s et Bangor, and contained it one time 
3,000 roooka.

When Chrietisnity wae first brought into 
England, it wae pure end simple. It wee 
eagerly embraced by a large number of our 
em-neoi Bruieb father», who welcomed wiih 
werm heeria tbe ’’ glad tidings uf gréai 
joy." When the Ssxioa settled in Eog- 
leod, Cbristiaoi’7 suffered. Tbe Sssous 
were psgene. They professed a rude, bar- 
berous creed, of wbieb some trseee ere etill 
retemed smoogst oe Tbe deye of ibe week 
ere oemed afier ibe old Ssxon deities; and 
Mara of Night, the spirit tbit was eaid to 
terrify people in tbeir deep, is reproduced 
ee ” oigbironre.” Cbrietieniiy suffered from 
tbe Ssxoo* in two different ways—by per­
secution, and patronage. Tbe former wes 
the least dangerous ol tbe two, end, indeed, 
wee not cerried no with any greet degree of 
ferocity. Bot tbe Popedom wae becoming 
a great power. The Pope wae eoxioue to 
win orer pnocee end people io hie euiborily. 
Tbe epitheie. Most Illustrious, Most Pious, 
end Most Christian were freely bestowed on 
those king» who would recognize the Pope’s 
ao'boruy; and those poor people, who etill 
clung io the simplicity of the Go pel, were 
berebly dealt wnh hy the Roman See. Mis­
sionaries were sent orer to Eogleod. They 
came with croesea and censers, singing 
anthems end intoning prayers They exened 
themeelfte to eieile tbe coriosity, gratify 
the pride, and lead into spiritual ylsvery, 
thoee to whom they came. To e large 
extent they succeeded. Idolatry—of the 
rough, coarse, hut, if possible, less ob 
jectioLsble kind—was ovenhiowu, and 
Romish Christianity reered upon its ruins.

Tbe priests of Rome ivrned tbeir alien 
lion to the eonnilinitoo of tbeir Ssxon cou­
verte, end to the destruction of iboee Bricth 
Christians wbo etill held fast by tbe Goepe!. 
Tnese’p vjr people sew tbeir danger ; st.,1 • 
Chris lac bard, in en ode squsl, in its 
original Isngusge, to any of Horace, arooied 
Idem io resistance :

M Woe to tbe hind who «bail not keep,
And, with hie erook, defend hie sheep. 

From Romish wolves nod snare !"
Uoe ’•er',eoli of the Lord Jesus 

looked with dreed on the religious lopperiee 
which were rapidly introduced. They sew 
•impie, retioeel, end manly devotion orer- 
eome by fameeiie ceremonies ; they eaw 
tbit external ornaments and spurioue em­
bellishment* were destroying—a» they have 
done since—tbe nul godlineee of tbe 
people.

Gradually ibe whole lend became Ro­
manized—• second Roman conquest, won 
by priests instead of eoldiera. Everybody 
seemed mad with e phreozy to viait Rome 
—to purchase relic»—to immure themselves 
in cloisters—to enforce oe each other the 
Roee-scot, or Peter*» pence, ehtcb flowed 
directly into the pontiff's coffers ; end thus 
it ceme to pies that Italian prieete first 
** tubed sod tolled in our dominion».*•

Looking roeod ee oe the prostrate pillars 
sod broken erchee of tbie mooesiic ruin, 
we eell to mind with bow much fear aod 
reverence it was at one period regarded. 
Tbe eooietery wee a sanctuary, wbtoh eo 
officer of juatioe woeld presume to nofeie, 
oe pern of leeieg hie right loot. It wee 
exempt from ell texee, «bat ite inmate» 
■igbt be eeMefeeied ie tbeir étudiés or 
deveiiooe. The character of these may be

teferted from the feet Ibet eeereely one of 
tbe moeke could repeat tbe Lord's Prayer, 
aed the' wee P,e,lf «I"»11!
divided between luxury and sloth If e 
prieei wae accused ol a crime by oely thru 
persons, he »se et liberty to purge himsell 
hy his single ostb. What tbe mooks and 
priests might do id ibe way of leediog 
eeeodelous lives, wes left almost to tbeir 
owe discretion ; but it wae etrictiy enjoined 
that they should never perform Drviee 
service without stockings, or prey without 
tbe es see book I

Without stockings! Why, to recall ih# 
gorgeous drteeee they wore—the “ besu ifel 
feel meets "—one would tb«ek ibey could 
never have been to roas t*. There was ibe 
long germent celled •he alb; the eb'.ubre 
or manile; lb* narrow strip of cloib kcowi. 
ee the üaU, ell covered wiib eroesee ; here 
wee tbeloog flowing robe, eel'ed tbe 
dahstatica, to eey nothing ol tbe stole, or 
•cerf. Aod tbeo, whet i vstiety of colours 
wss displayed in ibe priest»’ coetume I— 
wbi.f, io indicete perity; bine, to show 
heavenly madunoo ; green, io symbolize 
cheer fulness ; red, io typify Divine love. 
And then, ooi coly tbe colour», but ibe 
shepe end meke of every put uf tbe drees 
wee symbolic of eome office or virtue. Why, 
did ibe biebop have more stripe to bis 
sandale tbee en ordinary priest ? Because, 
id visiting hie flock, be bed further io travel, 
a whole diocese being Inrger then • single 
parish.—We need oot trouble oorselvee in 
obeeive these absurd distinctions closer. 
They were eot regarded by the early Chrie- 
tiaee—they are oot ee eemed by Cbner’e 
follower» now ; but, even in our own dey, 
we beer ibeee frivolou* questions, as to tbe 
putting on of epparel, egem end again 
revived

Assuming en eothoriiy superior even to 
that of Ibe king bimeelf, and indulging io 
vices ibet woeld have disgraced tbe lowest 
swineherd in ihe kingdom, ibe priests soon 
mede tbeir religion contemptible and tbeir 
learning despicable. They eared nothing 
(or study—very indiffareni •• io iheir 
pastoral duties; ibey now end then pre­
tended io work some grossly ebeerd miracle, 
or to Ht on foot new feebioos of leiib, but 
chiefly confined themselves loeniog, drink­
ing, sleeping, end the leading of vicious ee 
well as of Isay live».

Bot we must not forget that there were 
some really good men, even imoogst those 
•eneusl monks. Ood bee, in ell ages ol 
corruption referred to Himself a few troe 
men, wbo will not bow ihe knee lo Bail. 
Neiiber moat we imngioe ibet eo effort vu 
mede to reform the clergy, or to edveoce 
education. King Alfred exened himself to 
purify ibe church and improve the people. 
He wm assisted in this good work by 
Johannes Scoiui, Eugene, and GrimbiW. 
Johannes Scotoe vsiabliebed a school io tbe 
monastery ol Milmcebury, where hie 
scholars, lor eome cause sever tuad* known, 
harbirously murdered him with, tbeir pen­
knives. King Alfred founded several mon­
asteries, end established the University of 
Otford. He encouraged learned man to 
Mille io bie kingdom. No ignorant pereon 
-as allowed to bold office. All freeholder* 
•ere obliged lo send iheir aona lo school 
till ibeyR,lamed the ege ol sixteen year». 
To ibe* regulation» be added the force ol 
hi» own example. His grandson. Atbelatao, 
ordained ibet whoever eo fir improved iheir 
education à» io entitle them to become 
priee.v, should rank with noble* and gentle­
men. He directed ibet tbe Bible should 
be ireoeleted into .be common lenguege ol 
the people, and made public for tbe use ol 
h» subjects. Succeeding monerebs in­
veighed against church corruption and 
popular ignorance ; bot what could be done 
■gainai a dominant priesthood I The mon­
asteries were tbe schools, such ee they 
were ; tbe monasteries were tbe libraries 
aod muMome, inch as they were ; the mon­
asteries were the abode of ihe public 
teaebere, such ee they were ;—and eo the 
churchmen increased in power end impor­
tance, till Edward tbe Confessor resigned 
neerly all tbe public treaeoree into tbeir 
bande, end sighed for the cowl sod the 
cloister.

So, •« we el nod here emoog those old 
ruine, we tbmk of tbe* things. Towerde 
the* now proetrue well», end such ae ibeee, 
tbe people looked with ewe end reverence; 
within the* well», and eueb as ibeee, dwell 
ihe only teachers which tbe people hud. 
Our Saxon (orefit hers bed no other light 
but that wbieb the Romish church could 
give them ; end bow ren we wonder el iheir 
ignorance ? “ il ihe light that ie in thee be
darkness, bow great ie ibet darkness.’’

Grease an Antidote for Arsenic.
M. Blondlot, of Neney (Frince, bee cal­

led attention to a very curiooe toxicological 
feci, nsmely, tbit greesy metiers here ibe 
power of diminishing considerably the solu­
bility ol arseuioes acid, either io pure wa­
ter or in ncid and alkaline liquors. Tbee, 
in eooiact with grease, tbe poisonous pro­
perties of arseoioae acid ere very mueb de­
creased, end et the seme time it becomes 
more difficult lo render tie presence evident 
by chemical reaction» A very slight qusn* 
tily of gresey matter, accurdiog to M. Blood- 
lot's experiments, reduces ibe eolubility of 
ereeoioue acid io l-15tb or l-f20ih ol what 
ii ie when in • pure eteie. Tbie explains 
why arsenic, liken in ibe form of powder, 
remains sometimes for a considerable inter* 
val in the body without producing injury ; 
it explitos «So bow it is ibet, in cases of 
poisoning by arscoic, ibis eubeisoce bee not 
i»een itadily detected in eueb portion» of 
the body or ibe ailmenie wbieb contain 
much grease. Ii eeema to leach u* also, 
• hei cieam, for instance, is no excellent en 
udo'e for er*oioue acid. Morgegui telle 
ue, In bie writings, hit, in his nee, ibe 
Itvlteo boetmm us-d io eetooieb ibe by 
etiodere by ewaliowiog, without hurt large 
pioebee of.areenious acid, having taken tbe 
precaution beforehand of dnokieg • quan­
tity of milk or enneg some greasy mener. 
As soon es ibe public bed retired they get 
ud ol ibe poison by vomiiing.—Loudon 
Photographic Newt.
