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CO-OPERATIVE TRADING IN

N an address delivered in Ingland
in 1874 Prof. Goldwin Smith said
that when negotiations were once
going on between Napoleon Bona-
parte and the Austrian Gov-

ernment, before the treaty of Campo
Formio, the Austrian Government offer-
ed as a concession that they would ac-
hnowledge the Krench Republic. “‘The
\ustrian Government might as well of-
jer to acknowledge the sun in heaven,”
‘was voung Bonaparte’'s answer. And an
attempt to defend co-operative stores,
continued Professor Smith, to attempt
to show that co-operative stores might
be successful and beneficial would be like
oliering to acknowledge the sun in
heaven.

Since that time the co-operative move-
ment in  England has made enormous
strides and in the twenty-six years pre-
ceding 1890 the sales made through the
societies amounted to the almost in-
credible sum of £471,200,000, and the
profits for the same period amounted to
nearly £40,000,000. In 1890 there ex-
isted in Great Britain one thousand five
hundred and fifteen societies with over
a million members and a capital exceed-
ing £11,000,000. Their annual business
at that time amounted to upwards of
£140,000,000 and their yearly profits to
£3,755,646. Of the number of members
ol the societies Lord Rosebery said :
“We have an army as great again as the
army Napoleon led into Russia, and the
capital of the movement is as great as
the national debt of England in the
reign of Queen Anne; and the co-opera-
tive annual income is as great as the in-
come of England during the reign of
Williamn I11.”

Mr. Gladstone speaking at West Calder”

m 1890, remarked that co-operation in
the distribution of commodities was at-
tended with immense economy. ‘‘Most
heartily,” he said, ‘“‘wherever it can be
had, in manufacture or in agriculture, I
for one cordially wish it well.”

The co-operative societies in England
are chiefly trading concerns, but they
also carry on numerous mills and fact-
ories and many of them own a large
number of houses and other properties
which have been acquired for the use and
benefit of their members. Mr. Holyoake,
author of the ‘‘History of Co-operation
in England,” and other economic works,
says :  ‘‘The reader who has proceeded
thus far will understand what are the

signs of the co-operator and will almost
know him at sight. You may know one
in the streets of Yorkshire—the men are
better fed and the women better dressed,
the children are healthy and plump. In
the face of a co-operative workman there
is more satisfaction, his face has fewer
furrows of care.”” The same author
further says : ‘‘No store ever fails that
pays a fair dividend and no store ever
fails to pay a fair dividend whose mem-
bers buy at it.”

At the British Co-operative Congress
tield in 1902, reports were received from
1648 societies doing business in  the
United Kingdom, with a membership of
1,919,555, a share capital of £214,595,-
706, and profits of £9,000,000, or nearly
37 per cent. on the share capital. The
annual sales reported for 1901 were
£81,782,949.

Prominent among the KEnglish co-op-
erative societies are the wholesale con-
cerns, which are really the purchasing
organizations for the retail stores
throughout the country. The Economic
Review for April, 1903, speaking of the
annual report of the co-operative whole-
sale societies says :

““The Wholesale Annual, as it is popu-
larly called, never appears but it has a
tale to tell of growing business and
strength  which  thoroughly astonishes
outsiders. For what is related must
appear to them truly fabulous. The
Manchester sociely alone has in the
latest instance in the report for 1901
£17,642,082 of sales to record, as com-
pared with only £8,766,130 ten years
previous, and £3,574,095 in 1881, and
only £758,761 in 1871. That society be-
gan business in 1864. Up to 1901, in-
clusive, it sold in all £208,163,058
worth of goods, netting £3,073,251 of
profits, which means that the latter sum
has been paid back through this society
into the pockets of the purchasers. From
year to year the society has gone on ex-
tending its business, perfecting its
methods, widening its sway like a great
empire; laying new provinces under con-
tribution, unceasingly conquering, an-
uexing, absorbing, consolidating. It has
its branches and depots now established
all over the world, in Australia, in
Ceylon, in France, in Denmark. It runs
its own flotilla of steamers backwards
and forwards to interconnect them. It
grows its own tea out in China on its
own plantation. It manufactures its

own boots and shoes, every description
ol clothing, its own furniture, its own
soap, cocoa and other provisions.

“The Scottish wholesale co-operative
society, which is smaller and newer, but
really more abreast with the times,
comes in to swell the total by £5,700,
713 of sales in the year, with £251,686
profit.”’

IN GERMANY, AUSTRIA AND FRANCE.

Complete statistics concerning the co-
operative societies of Germany are not
available. The principal sources ol de-
tailed information about them are the
reports published by the Central Union
The union, however, only furnishes sta-
tistics for those societies which accept
its rules and make regular reports to its
central oflice. The co-operative move-
ment in Germany appears to have or-
iginated near the middle of the last
century and in 1888 a statement com-
piled by the union gave the names ol
5,950 societies with two million mem-
bers and an annual business of about
§700,000,000.  The German societies
carry on various lines of business, in-
cluding banking 2nd manufacturing and
the supplyving of machines and  other
goods to rarmers.

In the Austrian Empire and the King-
dom of Hungary statistics gathered in
1883 show a total of 1,872 societies.
Eight years later when a convention was
held in Prague it was estimated that
considerable progress had been made but
no statistics were available, there being
no central bureau for the gathering of
information of any Kkind.

In France it is probable that in the
case of co-operative societies, as in the
case of other institutions, the Govern-
ment keeps complete statistics ifrom
year to year, but up to the present time
I have not been able to get any satis-
factory statement. The {armers - ot
France, however, supply themselves very
extensively through co-operative socie-
ties with their agricultural implements
and other articles required on the farm,
and to such an extent is this the case
that the large American implement com-
panies find it necessary there to set
aside their ordinary methods of doing
business and place goods to a consider-
able extent through the farmers’ or-
ganizations.

“The Syndicats Agricoles,” says M.
Fougerouse in an article in Le Co-oper-

ateur Francais, in January, 1888,
“formed originally to obtain for their
members the articles necessary for their
Lusiness, such as manures, implements,
&c., show in their development one of
the most surprising social facts ever
witnessed in France or elsewhere. They
date from the law of March, 1881, which
permitted such bodies to be formed, and
already they number seven hundred. They
have done what they professed in secur-
ing to their members the increase and
amelioration of their produce by buying
cheaply  and under protection agalnst
fraud what constitutes the elements ol
good agricultural produce.”

In Italy the co-operative movement is
making remarkable progress. Until
within the last few years it had to meet
with the determined opposition of  the
Government, who feared its political
power. In Turin there is a society
which owns seventeen general stores and
two chemist stores, and in other parts
of the country the movement is gaining

a tirm foothold.

CO-OPERATION IN DENMARK

In no other part of the world has co-
operation among the agricultural classes
1eached so complete a development as in
the Kingdom of  Denmark. The total
population of Denmark is about 2000 -
000, the adult male population is esti-
mated at 580,000, There are Y00 co-op-
erative stores  with a membership  of
about 140,000, and annual sales amount-
ing to $7,000,000.

In addition to these stores there are
1,057 co-operative dairies with a mem-
bership about equal to the store mem-
bership. The extent ol the co-operative
dairying socicties may be imagined when
it is stated that over ecight-tenths of all
the cattle in Denmark are owned by the
co-operative societies. It was estimated
last October that in the whole country
there  was about one million cattle of
which the co-operative dairying socie-
ties  owned 850,000, The co-operative

dairies  in Denmark did not come into
existence until 1882, and it will there-
fore be readily seen that their growth
Lhas been  simply marvellous. In the
vear 1901 the co-operative dairies of
Denmark sent to  lkngland 162,110,000
pounds of butter, or 42.2 per cent. ol
all the butier imported by Ingland, and
so great an effect has the co-operative
movement had upon the quality of dairy
products that the butter sent to lkng-
land trom Denmark brought an average
ol 1§ pence per pound higher price than
other butter sold in England. At the
last World’s Fair held in Paris, the first
prize for dairy products was taken by
Denmark, notwithstanding the fact that
the butter sent from that country had
been made several days belore the date
set  for the judging, while it had to
compete with fresh butter brought in by
i‘rench peasants immediately belore the
test.

So marvellous had been the success ol
Gsilier co-operative enterprises that in
158% the Danes set to work to establish
co-operative  slaughter houses. Their
growth may be gauged by the fact that
in 1888 the one co-operative slaughter
house then existing did a business valu-
ed at about $250,000, while in 1901 their
annual business had reached a total ol
nearly $10,000,000.

Another co-operative society in Den-
mark is the Danish Co-operative Iigg
I.xport Company, which last year sent
1o Ingland alone nearly a million doll-
ars worth ol eggs.

The total membership of ‘the co-opera-
tive societies of Denmark is estimated
at 100,000, or within 180,000 of the
total male adult population of the King-
dom. Their total sales amount annually
Lo nearly £50,000,000,

CO-OPERATION IN BELGIUM.

The growth of the co-operative move-
ment in Belgium during the last twenty
vears has been very rapid. Two great
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trading concerns, the “Vooruit o
Ghent, and the **Maison du Peuple’” i
Brussels, had their beginning with a few
hundred francs and in a cellar. To-dayv,
less than twenty years after, these 1\\‘..
co-operatives cach possess real estate to
the amount of more than $300,000. So
poor were the people who started then
that the membership fee of ten Irancs
(1.93) was paid during a term of years
the candidates for membership not being
able to pay it all down. It seems in
credible that from such small beginning
such great enterprises should be built up
but the dominant factor in co-operation
15 not the capital contributed by the
members but their purchases.

On the Ist of  January, 1901, ther
were in Belgium more than 1,800 co-op
crative  societies  of all classes. Uy
furtunately there are no complete sta
tisties for these societies, but Mr. Loui
Bertrand, who represents Brussels in the
Belgian Chamber of Deputies, in a mag
azine article written in 1901, esti
mated  their  membership at 200,000
which on a basis of fire persons to
family would represent a total of
million consumers or more than a se
enth of the population of the country

The same writer, speaking of the co
operative movement in his own countr}
says : ‘‘“To-day the movement is ind:
structible; it has roots too deep for an:
crisis to overturn them. It makes
integral part of our national life, it ha
entered into our customs and nothin
lienceforth  can  arrest its forwand
march.” ;

The widespread character of the o
operative movement in Belgium is show:
by the divergent channels into which 1t
cuergies are directed. Of the new soci
ties founded during the three years end
ing with 1900 there were 116 saving
and loan societies, 210 creameries, 1Y
trading societies, 65 hreweries and ¢
tilleries, 18 manufactories, 31 insuranc
societies and 45 miscellaneons organiza
tions.

The export of butter from Canada for
1903 shows a remarkably large talling
off. prineipally due  to the high price
cheese commanded thronghout the sea-

milk to the c¢heese Factories, as well as
the high price obtained for butter at
the ercamery doors, heing higher than
aiferines for export.

Canadian Butter Satisfactory.

According to one  of the Canadian
Government s agents residing in Great
Britain the quality of Canadian butter
on the whole has been satisfaetory, and
it <hould continne to he made with the
utmest eare and shipped as fresh as pos-
sible.  The great  competitor in this
market ix Danish, which realises 10s.
per ewt. and sometimes 15s. higher than
the average price of Canadian. The
proximity of Denmark to this market for
fresh made ereameries, gives it an ad-
vantage over the Canadian production,
but this may to a great extent he eoun-
teracted by the super excellence of Can-
adian butter. As a proof of the fine
quality of Canadian butter some dealers
rather unserupulously sell it as Danish
to customers who prefer the latter.

100,000 gallons.  This, as soon as con-
verted into vinegar, is put into barrels
and sold in quantities to suit the buy-
cis.

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AMERICAN CAPITAL TO DEVELOP FISHERIES
OF NEWFOUNDLAND.

bill “has just been passed by the
A Legislative  Assembly  of New-

toundland which is full of signifi-
cance 1or the future of the fishing indus-
try of the island colony, and possibly of
the Maritime Provinces as well.

The bill, as recounted by a special rep-
resentative ol the Toronto Globe, now
in Newioundland, provides for the grant-
ing of assistance 1o a United States
company which proposes to go into the
cold-storage bhusiness .on a large scale.
The company Is guaranteed for twenty
vears a dividend .of 5 per cent. per an-
num on a capital o halt a million dol-
lars on condition that $250,000 is spent
on a cold-storage plant and $200 000 ex-
pended vearly inothe purchase of fish in
the island  ter export.  The company
also undertakes to preserve bait in cold-
storage, and distribute the same at . a
reasonable price wherever it is needed
by Newfoundland fishermen, an undertak-
g that will undoubtedly ~ be a great
boon to the fishermen, enabling them, as
it will, to overcome the difliculty they
have hitherto labored under, of frequent-
Iv being unabice to obtain bait in locali-
ties where fishing is good.

Ship Fish Into United States Free.

The company, as has been said, in-
tends to go into the business on a very
large scale, and instead o being capit-
alized at halt a million it will probably
issue stock to the extent of two or three
millions, and instead ol spending $250,
000 on plant, a million will be nearer
the mark. It proposcs to establish a
central cold-storage station, and a num-
ber ol sub-stations in various parts ol
the island. At these sub-stations fish
will he purchased, shipped to the cen-
tral  depot  and  thence to the United
States.

The American duty on lish, both fresh
and dried, averages about three-quarters
of a cent  per pound. ‘The Bond-Hay
treaty looks to the removal of the duty
on dried fish, the Washington authorities
refusing  absolutely 1o consider  2ny
change in respect to iresh fish.

The Newioundland Cold-storage Com-
pany, the concern which has been given
assistance by the island Government,
will be able to ship fish, both tresh and
dried, into  the United States free of
duty " and this is how it can be done :

The law  department  at Washington
has given an incontrovertible opinion
that, under an Anglo-American treaty
signed in 1818, any American citizen
may fish in certain waters of Newfound-
land, and that the fish so caught in such
waters are  not liable to duty in the
United States.  On representations from
the Newloundland  Cold-storage om-
pany that certain disabilities exist pre-
venting Americans  from deriving full
henefit from the treaty concessions, and

22

that it proposes to remove those dis-
abilities by employing  Newfoundland
fishermen to assist in supplying the com-
pany with fish, the Washington authori-
ties have declared that there is noth-
g to  prevent all the fish shipped in
American- bottoms by the company to
the United States from entering free of
duty, even though not entirely caught
by American fishermen.

In other words, the company referred
Lo can apparently take into its employ,
i it chooses, ail the Newfoundland fish-
ermen, and ship the product of thei
llulmrx into the United States free  of
duty.

Newfoundland Now ‘Helpl.ss.

The leverage the Newfoundland Gov-
ernment  has  hitherto used in its en-
deavor (o obtain .concessions from the
United States has been that at any
time it could enforce a bait act against
American fishermen, such as that now
in  operation against  the Krench, or
raise considerably the license fee now
imposed.  But the Newfoundland  Gov-
ernment by its guarantee has connected
itsell financially  with the Cold-storage
Company and cannot place any disabili-
ties in its way without materially ai-
fecting its own interesis. It has guar-
anteed this company 5 per cent. interest
on its  hali-million capital for twenty
vears, and cannot restrict its operations.
The bill  providing for the guarantee
was a special bill, and, therefore, prac-
tically grants a monopoly to the com-
pany, and hands over to it, to all in-
tents and purposes, the control of the
hait supply.

Enormous Saving in Duty.

An idea of the concession which has
been granted 1o the company may be
sathered from the fact that, should it
confine -its operations to  storing and
shipping 50  tons of fish per day, the
saving in the American duty at three-
quarters of a cent per pound will alone
amount to $225000 yearly. The com-
pany proposes, however, to operate a
line of steamers, and the probability is
that its output wiil be from 100 to 150
tons per day.

The company originally proposed to
export the fish to the United States in
hond via Sydney, Cape Breton, estab-
lishing at that point a cold-storage
warehouse, but the severity of the past
Winter having proven that Sydney is
not a Winter port, it is most probable
that this idea will be abandoned and
Boston made the receiving port.

All the advantages of the agreement
will not by any means be on the side
of the company. The island fishermen
will undoubtedly benefit very - consider-
ably. They will obtain not only all the
advantages of the Bond-Hay treaty, but
their fresh fish will be admitted into the
United States free; they will have the
benefits of a great modern cold-storage
system, and in addition will he enabled
to obtain frozen bait in localities where
hait is scarce.

So valuable is the concession to the
company, however, that there is very
little likelihood of the Government bheing
called upon to make up any deficiency
in the profits.

SMALL OYSTER CROPS.
! ARYLAND is facing a serious diminution in her oyster
i\' crop, and the once famous fisheries of that State are

being rapidly depleted. .\ writer in Collier's devotes You never saw

—
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some space to a discussion of the question. He says : A\
recently published table of statistics shows that in the last 17
vears the number of bushels of steamed and raw oysters pur-
chased and marketed in Baltimore, has decreased from 7,500,-
000 approximately to 2,800,000. Throughout the State the
same ratio of reduction of output has held, and now arguments,
lippant and serious, are being hurled at the Maryland law-
makers to prove that legislation is necessary to recover the
prosperity lost through the exhaustion of the natural beds.

** The former flourishing oyster trade of Baltimore is said to
be almost extinet.  Many packing houses are closed and 10,060
employes have been thrown out of employment. The oyster
fund of the State Treasury is bankrupt.  Packers and the boat-
men themselves are suffering from the prevailing famine.  The
price of this food is so high as to make it prohibitory to the
average consumer. It is to repair the shattered state of the
trade that a measure, known as the ‘ Haman Bill’ is before the
Legislature of Maryland.  This bill has had the indorsement of
practical men in the trade, and has also been approved by
experts appointed by the United States Fish Commission. Its
object is to stimulate an increase in the supply of oysters by
openirg the now unproductive parts of the bivalve beds.”

THE COMING CROP OF _FILBERTS.

Latest reports from the filbert-growing districts in Sicily
state that owing to recent hailstorms it.is feared the new crop,
which is already expected to turn out small, has been seriously
damaged. Under this impression sellers, both of old and new
crop, have completely withdrawn from the market, although
buyers are not pressing forward, and prefer to await fuither
developments.

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Trap Fishing.

N INCE the  announeement  from  Ot-
b tawa that the taking of salmon in
traps is to be permitted, it is in-
teresting to note the opinions of cannery
men as to the probable effect upon the
industry of the new regulations.  Men
prominent 1 the bhusiness on the main-
land of British Columbia prediet a great
revival on the Fraser River. Others

say those who experiment with traps

will he heavy losers, for the reason that

traps eannot be suecesstully  operated
along the =hores of Vancouver Island.
They hold that strong tides and heavy
storms will frustrate any attempts to
plant sueh paraphernalia as is nsed with
marked suceess hy the cannery opera-
tors on Puget Sound.

It is to be supposed that the people
who have been agitating for permission
to do business upon identical lines with
their rivals in the United States have
caleulated all the advantages and  dis-
advantages and are agreed that there
i= at least some prospect of success. In
any case they are willing to enter upon
the experiment. It they do not suceceed,
a controversy that has caused a good

deal of ill-feeling amongst the men and

hetween the seetions interested in an

nmportant industry on ‘this coast will be
permanently disposed of.  If they are
snecesstul, Canadians will have within
their grasp a possible means of solving
the greatest problem  confronting the
salmon industry at the present time.

B. C. Canners Fix Salmon Rates.

HE Fraser River Canners’ Associa-
T tion have anticipated the annual
threats ot strike by the salmon
fishermen, and fixed the rate to he paid
for sockeyes at 20 cents per fish. This
will apply from the commeneement of
the season carly in July to its elose the
latter part of August.  Last vear the
canners offered the fishermen the choiee
of a flat rate of 12 cents per fish or a
shiding seale, the latter bheing aceepted
by the fishermen. The rate now offered
1= the hghest paid for four years.
While the canners have peen busy dis-
cussing the price of fish, the Chinese con-
tractors have not been idle in looking
after their interests.  They have de-

cided net to make contraets for packing
fish unless the canners gunarantee 75 per
cent. of  their contracts.  These con-
tractors provide the lahor for packing
the salmon inside the ecanneries, and
claim to have lost money through the
poor catehes of recent years.

An advance in the price of packing
salmon has also been demanded by the
Chinese contractors.  They ask 50 cents
per finished case mstead of 48 cents, and
the difference, it granted, will amount to
¥10,000 in the course of the season.

The Chinese who make a business of
contracting with the eanners c¢laim t{o
have put up the price because of the
sceareity of labor this yvear as compared
with past seasons.  They announee that
the merease in the head tax on Chinese
entering the country has cut oft all im-
migration and that Chinese labor is he-
coming very secarce.  They state that
since January hetween 1,500 and 2,000
Chinese have gone from this coast to
points in the Northwest and to Eastern
Canada.  British Columbia contractors
are therefore going to take every ad-
vantage of the exelusion of their coun-
tryvmen from Canada.

Fishing Crews.

The aggressive policy of  the United
States fish concerns in Boston and Glou-
cester 1n giving  added inducements to
Canadian fishermen to ship with them,
with the objeet of erippling the chaneces
of the fish houses  of  northern  Nova
Seotia in finding a erew, is causing grave
apprehension this Spring.  The major-
ity of Canadian fishing vessels are own-
ed by fish coneerns who pay the men a
monthly salary or ship on shares.  The
United States vessels pay on shares only
and as a result of the inercased price
received for their cateh the fishermen
receive  almost double  what  ean be
carned in Canadian vessels.  This will
tend to foree Nova Seotia dealers to pay
higher for the cateh, it good erews are
to be had. A large number of Canadian
fishermen have already shipped on Am-
erican vessels and the class left are those
who prefer the life of American tour-
ists to the strenuous  task of fishing.
The practical result is seen in many
Canadian vessels lving idle a good part
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of the season. All natural advaniages
lie with Canadian  dealers, the three-
mile law keeping the Americans out of
cocd ground. In export trade Cana-
drans at present ean lay down salt fish
at almost half the Americans’ figures
However, the fish dealers of Boston and
Gloucester by buying any quantity and
paying a higher price than Canadian
dealers are tending to gradually mini-
wize the available supply in Northern
Nova Seotia.  Canadian  dealers must
pay higher wages to their erews in order
to avoid .disastrous results.

Fresh Spring Salmon for B. C. Markets.

The institution of trap fishing in
British Columbia will mean among other
things the supplying of fresh Spring
salmon for the local market in quantity
that will ensure to British Columbians.
a plentifulness of this kind of diet the
vear round. Formerly there has heen
a searcity except during the immediate
fishing season. This  will  now  he
remedied and the Fresh fish business will
he developed along the entire British
Columbia coast.

Alaskan Hatcheries.

British Columbia (unn('rym.«-n will  be
interested in learning there is a likeli-
hood that the present session of the
United States Congress will end with-
out any action looking toward the estah-
lishment of salmon hatcheries in Alaska,
or the enactment of any other important
legislation to protect the fisheries in the
territory. The proposition to establish
hatcheries is a Government measure,
pure and simple. Some of the cannery
men would like to have the measure car
ried through and all of them are more
or less interested in the matter because
they would probably be relieved of the
legal provision which requires them to
plant a lot of salmon fry in the Alaska
streams every secason. This provision
is, however, almost a dead letter; al
least it is physically impossible for the
cannerymen to comply with the letter ol
the law.

Bass and 'Lunge Season.

A change in the close season for black
hass and maskinonge has been announc
ed. This will now extend from January
I to June 30, instead of from April 15
to June 15.

CANADA’'S UNDERPAID.
JUDICIARY.
JROOF of the interest taken in the
agitation for more adequate sal-

aries for the judges of the Supreme

Court has been furnished The Grocer in

a remarkable manner since the publica-
tion of the article on the subject in last
week’s issue.

It is manifest that
Canadian business men realize that this
subject is not one of moment merely to
the legal fraternity. 1t is one that is
intimately  connected  with  so  many
transactions which affeef industrial and
commereial  eonditions in sueh a ma-
terial  degree that all business men
whose operations or interests are of any
considerable magnitude are keenly sen-
sible of its importanee and timeliness.

There is general recognition that it is
of the utmost moment to the average
litigant who eannot afford to pav the

excessive fees which wealthy corpora-

tions are called upon to  pay, that the
ultimate court -where the law is settled
for all Canada, and the court which all
the provineial courts must look to for
their guidanee, should be eomposed only
of members  whose judicial strength is
sueh that no matter who the member of
the bar may be who appears before them
the court is not overawed by his pres-
ence and does not teel that the bar is
superior in knowledge to the bench, the
vesult being that the poorest litigant
represented by counsel, who perhaps is
appearing tor the first time, is sure that
whether his counsel takes all the points
in his favor or not, the beuch will be
astute enough to appreciate every con-
sideration and not be wisled by the
sophistry of the abler couunsel.

This matter has been before the Do-
minion Parliament several times but in
each case decision regarding the matter
has been deferved. The interests of the
business  community, apart altogether

from the injustice to the judges at

present in  office, demand attention to
this matter. It is, moreover, impera-
tive that attention to it be given at
this session. Vacaneies may  oceur at
any time and the salary attached to the
oftice should be at once raised to a level
that would attract the most brilliant
menibers of the bar. It should ever be
the ambition, the great desire, of each
member of the bar throughout (anada
to aftain, as a erowning end to his
career, to a seat upon the Supreme Court
hench.

The matter is of such magniture that
to refer to  the financial aspeet of it
seems trivial. It the salaries of the
Supreme Court judges were placed at a
minimum ot $12,000 per year for the
puisne judges and $12,500 for the chief
Justice, it would only mean an inerease
of $30,600 a year, which is a mere bag-
atelle as compared with the importance
to the country of having a court the de-
cisions of which would command respect
and confidence thronghout the whole Do-
minion.

When one considers that the Govern-
ment  reports issued a  few days ago

showed a revenue of over $52,000,000
29
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and a surplus over all charges of over
$12,000,000 in the first nine months of
the fiseal year, the expenditure of $30.-
000 to ensure the maintenance of the
highest possible standard of  judieial
strength in the Supreme Court of Can-
ada 1s seen to be such a small consider-
ation that the cxpense  entailed will
hardly be put up as an objeetion to the
proposal by even the least reasonable of
its opponents.

Nov should it be necessary to consider
the other objection which has been rais-
ed in the past, the necessity entailed of -
re-arvanging the salavies of the judges
in the other courts.  The Supreme Court
is essentially in a elass by itself. It is
not i a position similar to any provin-
cial court sinee it is laying foundations
for law throughout the whole of Canada,
and sinee, as the country is growing by
leaps and bounds at the present time
this work is likely to be of the greatest
importance within the unext few years.

WILL TRADING STAMPS GO?

I'l' is with great expectaney that the

Retail Groceers® Assoeiation of Mont-
real arve waiting for the coming May
Day, that being the time appointed ftor
the law to take its course in regard to
trading stamps.

It is recognized that the manutacture
of anything in the form of money with-
out speeial license and Government au-
thorization is against the law.

TORONTO GROCERS VISIT
CHRISTIE, BROWN & CO.

N April 27 members of the Toronto
O Retail Groeers’ Association to the
number of 75 or upwards, assem-
hled at the invitation ol the Christie-
IPrown Company to he shown throngh
their large biseuit factory.  This is the
<econd visit to be paid to leading eity
imdustries by the Toronto  assoeiation,
at, marks the beginning ol a new era
i the guild of grocers.

The tour through what is acknowlede-
ed to he the largest bisenit factory in
Canada  was personally ~condueted by
Mre. Christiey the president of the com-
pany, and Mr. Edmonds, the seeretary-
treasurer, to whose nevertfailing conrtesy
and overcaretul attention on the part of
cvervone present the sueeess ol the al-
ternoon was largely due.

It was nothing short of a revelation
tooevery member of the association to
e 200 men. women, bovs and girls at
work with as mueh precision as a body
ol regular soldiers.  The writer was -
pressed with a sense of the magnitude
ol the industey by observing that the
stairs used by the employes were worn
down in the eentre. e was told that
stairs have to be built onee a year.

The factory itsell’ is a neverending
satree of interest. No less  than 480
ditfferent Kinds o cakes and bisenits are
mwanulactured : one cannot appreciate the
full significanee of this faet, however,
antil he sees the almost endless variety
ol ovens and processes of manutacture
e actual operation. One new oven which
is the curtosity and delight of all who
~aw it is i the shape of an immense
exhinder with a revolving paddle-wheel
fitted with swinging shelves on which are
placed  pans of  bisenit-dough  already
cut. From the time a pan is placed on
the shelt until the wheel makes a com-
plete revolution an <dthe pan of dough
comes haek thoroughly baked is about
cight minutes.  This particular oven is
said 1o be the largest in Canada. and
has a capacity  for 20 barrels  a day
more than an ordinary oven. Kqually
wonderful are the other ovens and ma-
chinery in operation in the factory. The
rolled dough is startied in at one end
ol a machine; then it is spread with
Fruit, eut, stamped and sent by carriers
tight into the oven whenee it comes
some fen minutes later in the form of
Iruit biseuit

. By a most  ingenious
process of carrying machinery the cakes

and biseuits from the ovens are earried

and distributed to the various sorting

and packing departments. Another in-

teresting process is the manufacture of
marshmallows. .\ single machine which
15 self-regulating drops paste and fruit
i exactly the required proportion on
the cake. A\ similar machine spreads
ieing an the eakes, as they pass along
cnearviers and - arve topped by girls
standing on either siude.

One might ramble on and on hefore he
would have finished disevibing all the
mteresting  things  the grocers  saw,
sulfice it to say that they were atforded
a delighttul surprise as well as a means
ol aequiring valuable information, and
will never regret having avatled them-
selves ol the special privilegze of being
shown throngh a lavee up-to-date hisenit
industry.

Groceries.
Toronto, April 28, 1904
RADE in groceries has only been
fair for the week under re-
view, with collections dull in
the eountry and slow it any-
thing in town. ~The dulness
is to be attributed largely to the bad
condition of the country roads, but it
is confidently expected that as soon as
there is an improvement in this respect,
business will brighten accordingly. The
<near market is much stronger than it
was last week, and prices have advaneced
Se all vound.  Canned goods continue
to be in brisk demand at firm prieces, an
advance being recorded in sockeyve sal-
mon.  Trade in syrup and molasses has
heen unsatistactory, with prospeets for
tirmer prices.  The tea market is show-
ing inereased signs of aetivity. Prices
rule firm and there has been an inereas-
ed demand for low-priced Indians and
Cevlons.  Advieces from Yokohama state
that the Japan market has opened 10
per cent. lower than last year. Coffees
continwe firm with a rair market and
very little doing in Rios.  Riee and tap-
icea and spices are without speeial fea-
ture.  Sultana raisins  arve  firmer in
price, also currants. Only a fair trade is
doing in foreign dried fruits as usnal
at this season.

CANNED GOODS.

Canned goods are very active this
week at firm prices, the demand for corn
and peas being particularly active
Stocks in these lines arve already begin
ning to run low, and it is not improb-
able that they will be exhausted before
the season is over. Ou account of the
lateness of the new season all stocks are
likely  to  become depleted. Sock-eye
salmon is searce and advancing in price.
Horseshoe salmon is out of the market.

SUGAR

The weakness reported in last adviee
has at last spent itselt and we are now
able to report a veturn to healthier con-

,ditions with large sales of raws at prices

establishing 1-16 to '1-S advance. Tt is
reported tlhrat on Friday, 22ud inst., the
American Sugar Refining Company pur-
chased quietly 40,000 hags of Cubans for
May shipment at 25-16¢ ¢. and t. for
basis 96. Tt was understood that they
were willing buyvers of further guanti-
ties on the same prices, but that sellers
were disposed to hold on although  on
Monday, 25th inst., refiners secured a
further lot of 13,000 bhags at 25-16.
Later in the day they advanced thewr
bhid to 23-8 and secured 180,000 hags
for April-May shipment. This is equiva
lent to $£3.73 duty paid, or tully 1-16
above former highest  quotations, and
establishes an entirvely new  level of
values.  Indications are favorable to the
maintenanee of present basis and it may
be that in order to seceure furthier sup-
plies in view of prospective heavy melt-
ings, refiners will advance ideas turther.
The prime reason for the change in buv-
ers’ ideas is evidently the unfavorable
weather reports emanating from Cuaba.
indications being that mueh of the cane
still standing in the fields will not he
cut for this campaign, and that it may
he necessary to reduce estimates of the
final outrun  from 100,000 to 200,000
tons.

We hear of the sale of THO00 haes San
Domingo sugar about due to arvive at
2¢, ¢. and .. which is cauivalent to
$3.68 duty paid, and establishes an ad-
vanee of 3-32 on nearby sugars.  The
Cuban campaign is rapidly drawing to
a eclose, and at’ latest advices there were
only 39 central factories  orinding, as
compared with a maximum of 171 dur-
ing the height of the season. At the
same time last vear there were 162 fae-
fories \\‘ul‘l\'ill:'.

Stocks at Cuban shipping ports ave
94,000 tons less than at the same time
last year, and it appears that planters
have already sold 700.000 tons of the
season’s erop. from whieh it mav he -
fevred thai from now on they will he
in a pesition to take full advantage of
the sitnation. as with moderate supplies
coming forward they will he able to re-
tain holdings for betier prices.

Combined stoeks in United States and
(‘uba are 416.67S tons, a deerease of

33

146,342 tons trom last year. “l'l‘('i.l“
at United States Atlantie ports tor the
week ending April 20, were 49,630 tons
of which the bulk was to refiners, melt-
ines remaining unchanged at 39,000 tons.

Total stocks i all hands are 160,678
tons. It is interesting to note that total
stoeks and receipts trom Januvary 1 to
April 20 were only 29,600 tons more than
for the corresponding  period of 1903,
while refiners’' meltings tor the same
]I(‘l’ilnl show an inerease of 90,000 tons.

The bill provides for an
extension of the bounty to a period of
five vears trom the eeption of the in-
dustry. the arant being  £75,000 per
vear or an additional paviment from the
treasury of £150.000 to aid the industry

It is noted
that in spite oi the large increase in im-
ports the stock is only some 1] millions
over ‘that of last vear, and the excess
has already been practically absorbed.

In- Cevlons competition has been ac-
tive and the general tendency in favor
of sellers, the more attractive quality
of many of the recent arrivals often ac-
counting for an appreciable advance in
quotations  for higher grades.  Medinm
Pekoes were in special request for both
hoge and  export; while common Kinds
were  steady  and very  little  Pekoe
Souchong was obtained under 6;d. per
Ib.  The demand for Java was strong at
hardening  values.

Messrs. Watt, Scott & Goodaere in
their report state: Currants—Condi-
tions in Patras have for some time been
favorable to an advance, and in Greek
curreney prices have heen actually high-
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er, netwithstanding lack of demand from
consuming  countries.  So  far, how-
ever, fluetnations in exchange have off
set these gains, until now buying has
set in, with a result of an advanee in
sterling quotations.  Raisins—There ap-
pears to he sufficient stock in the eonn-
try, both of Musecatels and Valeneias, to
prohibit any interest for import, al-
though jobbers report fair buying con-
sumption is evident. In Sultana raisins
considerably better  business is doing
and this fruit is very firmly held. The
stimulus has come from unfavorable
weather reports from Smyrna, where it
is the general opinion that even if every-
thing goes well henceforward, that the
crop will be smaller than that of last
vear. From this non-committal view of
the position there is a range of opinion
up to_ that held by some growers,
who say that the vines will not
vield more than  half  of last
vear’s  quantity. Figs—The  mar-
ket is entirely in favor of huyers, not-
withstanding that spot stoeks, with the
exception possibly of layer figs, are eon-
siderably less than these of last year at
this time.  What demand does obtain
is from manufacturers.  Walnats—Lit-
tle interest is being shown in nuts in
shell and not muech more in ““Cerneanx.”’
Lfforts made earlier in the season to
corner the market have only been main-
tained spasmodically and may now he
looked npon as abandoned.  The serious
drop in the market, of recent weeks, is
attributable to this. A favorable point
as to prices and weather conditions has
now  heen reached for acquiring cold
storage stoek to ceover October and No-
vember requirements. Valeenia Al
monds—Stoeks in Malaga are praetieally
lacking, but up-country dealers still have
supplies whieh they are holding baek, in
expectation of higher prices, based on
the ealeulation that the erop of 1904
will be 20 to 25 per c¢ent. less than last
vear, owing to a great deal unusual
cold  and wet  weather experienced
thronghout the vieinity of Malaga in
March. Filberts—Messrs. Ferd. Baller
& Co. advise: Reports from the growing
distriets of Sieily state that on April 1,
severe hailstorms oceurred in those see-
ticns of our island, and as the voung
fruit is just now forming, fears are ex-
pressed that the new erop, already ex-
pected to turn out small, has heen seri-
ously damaged. Under this impression.
sellers hoth of old erop, prompt, and new
crop, October, have completely with-
drawn from the market, but buvers are
not pressing  forward, and prefer to
await further developments.

THE MARKETS

BRITISH COLUMBIA MARKETS.
Vancouver, B.C., April 21.
I XTREME aetivity in salmon ean-
_~ ning operations is likely to mark

the present season. The canners
have already offered the fishermen of

_the Fraser River 20 eents per fish dur-

ing the coming sockeye season, which
hegins on or about July 1st, or when-
ever the sockeyes begin to run in the
gult. This price is considered liberal
under present  conditions. It is the
highest paid for some years, and is the
rate which the canners offered the fish-
ermen in 1900 in the season when the
fishermen struck and later accepted 19
cents per fish.

As the likelihood is that there will he

a state of war in the Far East for many
months yet, and as the Japanese Gov-
ernment is altogether likely to buy up
all the eanned salmon they can get hold
of, the canners here are laying plants
to put up all sorts of salmon this year
The humpback or dog salmon is not
cenerally bothered  with in  ordinary
trade, but a few canners have heen put-
ting up a small pack. They have dis-
posed of all of it, and all do-overs and
other heldover stock has been sold for
the Japanese commissariat, so that the
market here 1s bare of canned salmon.
The possibilities are very great of a
large demand from Japan and the inten-
tion of the trade here is to take hold of
the openings.
s * =

It is to be noted that the Chinese can-
nery operatives who usually take under
contraet the work of handling the fish
through all the processes from eutting
up to packing into the tins and solder-
ing, are this year advancing the rates
they demand. Formerly they were paid
48 cents per case for this work. Now
they ask 50 eents. In addition, the
Chinese contractors who have heen los-
ing money in the last few seasons hy
reason of the light pack, demand that
they shall be guaranteed the pay for at
least 75 per cent. of the fish they eon-
tract to put up, whether the fish are
forthecoming or not. The reason for
this is that they have bheen under big
expense getting their erews of men to-
vether and have paid them various sums,
in many eases more than they realized
from the work of the individuals reeceiv-
ing the advances. The matter has not
vet reached a settlement. The Chinese
are naturally independent, for by rea-
son of the high head tax amounting to
practical exclusion, the number of the
Orientals available is limited, and they
have formed a close union, embraecing
the control of practieally all the Chinese
cannery operatives, who are all skilled
men.

* & »

The Japanese market is to he exploited
by a new firm which is being organized
by Mr. R. W. Clark, a Vietoria eom-
mission merchant, and Mr. A. R. Tufts,
a well known tea man, who has spent
the past year in the Orient. Mr. Tufts
says that a company will he organized
to handle general mercantile lmes, es-

Edwardsburg
stareh  1s up a I-4¢ in  some grades,
notably No. 1 white or blue, and Canada
laundry, also in culinary. Canada pure
corn starch i1s up 1-4e¢, according to lat-
est guotations reeeived by the trade.
Importations of riee by the steamer Em-
press of China which arrived on Tues-
day were heavier than expected, there
heing over 14000 packages, about hall
of it being mats of China rice, the re
mainder bheing sacks of Japanese riee.
Tea was very lightly represented, there
being barely 2200 packages, much of
which was China tea. The heavy ship-
ments of new season’s Indian tea have
not come forward _\ul. One hundred
cases of refined camphor and 20 ecases
sublimed camphor were items of the
cargo of the Empress, indicating thai
the fear of prohibition by the Japanese
Government of exports from Formosa
have not any foundation.

Produce—Non-arrival of shipments of’
butter from the east and continued small
receipts of loeal, keep the market bare.
The lot of 300 boxes of Australian re
ceived by the Aorangi was soon absorb
ed. Small consignments from Wash
ington are received by some dealers. 1t
is expected local supply will come for
ward more freely soon. The egg mar
ket is still bare and prices faney.

Fruit—Australian  grapes, a variety
much like the Malaga, a green grape, and
packed in familiar cork sawdust to
heighten the illusion, appeared on the
market this week as a new importation
from the Antipodes. They eome in ob
long hoxes about the size of 20-1b crates
for tomatoes. The fruit was in good
shape and is very fine quality. The
priee is high, $4.50 per crate. Oranges
are still plentiful and cheap, apples
scarcer and nearly done. Prices are
about 25¢ higher for choice apples.
Bananas are coming in freely, in ecar
lots, but the price is not any lower.

Karly is the sea-
son a firm of St. John importers cut the
price from 42 to 37 cents and contracted
tor a large quantity of the present sea-
son’s crop. The Halifax interest has
now retaliated by a further drop to 33
cents. What the end will be it is difi-
cult to say, but this unbusiness like pro-
cedure has greatly unsettled the mar
ket and has brought considerable loss
and annoyance to all branches of the
trade. The decline is not at all war
ranted by the cost of molasses at the
islands of production and is due entirely
to ill-feeling between the two chief im-
porting interests.

Butter— There is a heavy demand for
choice butter  and the market quotes
fresh pound prints at 22¢ and rolls and
tub butter from 18 to 20e¢.

Canned Froits— The market  quotes
canned fruits, all around, much higher,
they having advanced on the 25th inst.
5 to 10 per cent.

Evaporated and Dried  Fruits—All
lines are firm with the exeeption of
evaporated apples, which the market
guotes at 71-2¢ a pound, and currants,
which are much higher and have ad-
vanced 6 to 9 shillings per hundred-
weight. Oregon prunes are cheap in the
large sizes, 70 to 80 at 51-4¢; 60 to 70
at Ge: 50 to 60 at 61-de¢; 40 to H0 at
6 3-4e.

Corn Meal —The market quotes corn
meal as having advaneed 90¢ per half
sack, and $1.75 per sack.

Flour—The market remains strong
and praetieally unchanged. No. 1 patent
is still quoted at $2.75.

Cured Meats—The market is firm.
Hams are quoted at 13 3-4e; pienie hams
at 13 1-4c: shoulders, 8 3-d¢; breakfast
backs, 11 1-2¢; long spice rolls, 11 1-de;

GATES RICE COMBINE SEEMS
ASSURED.

HE proposition of Johin W. Gates
for the consolidation of the rvice

mills and canal eompanies of the
Texas and Louisiana rice belt seems to
have culminated in success at the third
session of the rice men having in view
the aceeptance of Mr. Gates’ offer to
subseribe one-halt” of the stock ot a rice
company to be capitalized at $1,500,000,
provided the rice men subseribe the re-
maining amount.

The authorized capital of the company,
to be known as the National Rice Dis-
tributing Company, is placed at $1,500,-
000, and the required amount has been
subseribed with  whiech  to commence
bhusiness. Al that now remains to com-
plete the organization is the preparation
of the charter and other legal formali-
ties.

The rice interests o New Orleans arve
vigorously opposing the proposed com-
bine of the country millers, rice growers
and brokers, and they are devising ways
and means whereby New Orleans may
hold the control of the erop which is
likely to be wrested away from her.

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Advice to Apple Shippers.
HE following letter  has heen re-
T ceived by The Groeer from the
Association of  Liverpool Fruit
Brokers, Liverpool, Fungland:
I<ditor Canadian Groeer

Attention having bheen called, at  a
meeting of this assocetation, to an article
i your esteemed issue of Mareh 4th,
1904, headed ** Advice to Apple Ship-
pers,” 1 have heerr asked to write you
i reference thereto and as it may be of
interest to your readers to request yvou
to give my letter the same publicity as
was eiven to the article in question.

The *radviee’  ostensibly  seems to
hear the stamp of official authority, hat
whether it 15 entitled to do so is not so
clear, as it is net usual for any such ad-
vice to bear such an impress unless of
value to a particular trade as a whole,
rather than to any individual shippers
who are not entitled 1o be ““piloted’’ at
covernment expense. 3

The opinien of those best qualified to
speak 1s that the “*advice™ is bad and
that 1t 1s a distinet advantage to the
trade to have it centralised as it is
largely at present in Liverpool, where
the competition of buyers eoming from
all parts of the kingdom and even from
the continent is consequently focussed,
recessarily eiving  more  regular and
satisfactory results  than  could other-
wise pessibly be hoped for.

It is evident that of whatever advant-
age 1t might upon oecasion he to indi-
vidual shippers to get more closely in
touch with eonsumers, sueh deceniralisa-
tion as is recommended in the “adviee’’
must lead to the loss here of attendance
and orders of buyers who find consign-
ments sent to their door.  Under the
most favorable circumstances the prices
in the different towns over which the
consignments were ‘““spread’” would he
largely coverned hy the immediate re-
cuirements of the more limited arvea, or
fixed by the mueh more easilv controlled
local competition. whereas those of the
Liverpool auction sales  represent the
actual state of {rade in the country,
and at the same time from the publieity
of all operations, and the hieh stand-
ing of the firms engaged. afford ship-
pers the assurance that resulis are re-
turned to them. to the last penny, in
their account sales.

Pineapple Culture in Florida.
I:h’(’.\l 25 degrees  north  latituds

southward, the pineapple helt of

Florida stretehes, chiefly  where
spruce pine lands formerly existed. Foi
vears this grey sandy waste was tabooed
by fruit growers and farmers, hut when
a knowledge was gained of the aection
of fertilizers upon free soil, attention
was turned to improving this huge sand
bed. Now several train loads of splen-
did pines are sent away daily during the
shipping season, and huge fortunes have
Leen made in the business.

The selection of the land is the most
important problem connected with sue-
cesstul pineapple growing, for the pine-
appie cannot endure wet fteet. Here
along the pine barrens the land has proy
ed to be ideal.  The soil looks like pur
sand and as a matter of fact some of 1
contains nearly 99 1-2 per cent. of sub
stances which are quite insoluble even
i strong acids.  Faney raising a ero)
of fruit - from soil  only one two-hun-
dredth part of which is soluble in water!
Yet it 1s done, and last year Florida pro
duced about 4,000,000 pines tor marke
from these onee barren lands.  The mys-
tery is casily explained. They have an
ideal base for the ecultivation, viz., fre
drainage, and the art of fertilizers i~
thoroughly understood.

A complete fertilizer would he about
as follows: To a hundred pounds of dried
blood, two hundred and fifty pounds ol
low grade sulphate of potash, and on
hundred and fifty pounds of bone meal.
This is about the right quantity for the
first application to an acre of twelve
thousand plants.  The fertilizer i~
sprinkled between the rows and then
worked in with a scuffle hoe. The first
application may -be made eight or
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ten weeks after the tield has been plant-
ed, and the next about January or Feb-
rnary. After the field begins to bear,
applications of the above mixture should
he made immediately after the crop is
marketed and again ahout January or
Febhruary.
Planting Out the Suckers.

About twelve thousand plants of the
Red Spanish variety are set out to the
acre. and in the course of eighteen
months 50 to 75 per cent. of plants will
produce truit.  Under very favorable
circumstances, by selecting  the finest
~suckers, and planting out at the earliest
apportunity, a larger percentage of the
plants will fruit.  The plants which
have fruited usnally produce from one
to four new plants.  All but  two of
these to each plant are removed for set-
ting out.  The suckers which are lett
on the parent plant produce the second
crop a vear later, so that for a second
crop it is not unusual to harvest fitteen
thonsand or morve fruits from the acre
whiteh has been set out to twelve thou-
~and plants.

I the pine woods and the spruce-pine
fand, the favorite method of  planting
pineapples at the present time is to lay
the aronnd off in beds of about six rows,
the rows heing planted about twenty
inches apart, the plants about twenty

A to these narrow beds are much
nore cheaply worked and fertilized than
en laid off in a solid block.

The
advantage of  shedding are these: (1)
Vi inereased amount of nitrogen is de-
loped in the soil; (2) the fexture of
e fruit is improved; (3) the size of
he Fruit is inereased about twenty-five
per cent.: (4) temperature is reduced in
Summer and inereased in Winter.

plants in a mass ol rubble, equalled
only by the refuse tfrom the rock-quarry.
Sometimes there is no leat’ mould left
alter cleaning and it becomes necessary
to brace the newly set plant on all four
stdes with roecks to keep it from falling
over. No cultivation is given as it is
impossible to use a plow or even a hoe.
Young plants arve usually set out within
a few weeks after the crop on the old
field has rvipened, and are allowed to
have their own way for several months,
when laborvers are employed, who use
large knives to eut out the weeds that
may have sprung up or whatever shrub-
bery may not have heen killed by burn-
ing over in clearing. Tt may be neces-
sary to go over the field again before
the first erop comes in, but ordinarily
one weeding is sufficient. In this see-
tion if is impossible to plant in rows, as
the plants have to he set out wherever
possible aif convenient distances from
cach other. By the time the second
¢rop is rvipening, the foliage will be so
dense that the ground is completely
shaded. Fertilizing is not practised in
this section.

A pineapple plantation on the Keys
produces erops  for from five to ten
vears, when the field is said to be ““run
out.”” Then Nature is allowed {o elaim
her own, and the sturdy ““Coneh,”’
moves on fo a new field. Unfortunately,
the ambitious from other sections of the
country have entered the field, and the
end of this comfortable system is prac-
tically in sight.—Agricultural Journal.

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TRADE SHOWS IMPROVEMENT.

_C,\.\'.-\]L\ 'S ageregate  foreign trade

for the nine months ended March

31st  amounted to the enormous
total of $345,307.651, or $14.832,238 more
than tor the same period of the year
previous.  This is on the basis of im-
ports for consumption and exports, and
ineludes coin and bullion.  The figures
for Mareh show a decided improvement
in the exports. evidently caused by the
improvement in the train service, due to

CONCERNING AUSTRALIAN TRADE
“J° HE market of Australia in propor-
] tion to its population is a large
one. the imports amounting to
nearl eighty dollars per head or double
that of Canada, but the trade 1+ made
up of a large variety of articles rather
than a large trade in cne article.  This
fact conduces to a misunderstanding in
Canada of  the conditions  prevailing
there. The population is scattered over
a great extent of countr) and the cost
of travel is considerable. It is neces-
sary, therefore, that a traveller should
carry a larger line of goods in Australia
than is deemed necessary  in Canada.
As far as expenses are coneerned this
applies only to wholesale houses.
With much enterprise Canadian firms
have sent out travellers selling only
single lines.  Canadian manufacturers
wounld find it ditfieult to sell enough of
any one line to maintain representatives
althongh there is no  reason why one
man could not combine single lines and
make it pay. especially when the com-
hination can be sold to the same houses.
There are only a few instances of effec-
tive combinaticn on the part of Can-
adian exporters, and Canadian trade
with Australia suffers in consequence of
the lack.
The bulk of United States goods ex-
ported-to Australia is sold by six United
States agencies ,who represent very large

industries in one instance or a combin-

ation of several industries in the others.
In many eases the trade has been opened
by a specialist who devotes himself to
the one line until he has secured a mar-
ket and then the business is transferred
to less expensive machinery. The firms
doing the general trade are branches of
New York firms who can look eclosely
after each branch of the export trade,
buying, shipping, finance and selling.
There are as yet no such aids tc Can-
adian trade, but with the development
now going on and the inerease of capi-
tal there is no reason why (‘anada should
not have them.

HIGHER TAXES ON TEA AND IN-

COME.

In his presentation of the Budget be-
fore the English House of Commons on
April 19, the Chancellor of the Exche-
quer, Austen Chamberlain, estimated
the expenditure for 1904-05 at $714,400.-
000 and the revenue on the basis of ex-
isting taxation at $695.300,000. a defieit
ot 19,100,000 to he made up.

He proposed. therefore. to inerease
the income tax by 2 cents. to put an ad-
ditional tax of 4 cents per pound on
tea, and to readjust the tobaecco duties,
mmposing a duty of 81 eents on tobaeco
stripped before imported: also an ad-
ditional duty of 12 cents on eigars, and
an additional 25 cents on foreign eigar-

ettes.

SORGHUM INDUSTRY FOR
STRATHROY.

IT 1s reported that D. R. MeKinnon,
who has a sorghum  industry at
Komoka, Ont., is anxious to move to
Strathroy and enlarge his business if
sutficient aereage can be obtained. Prior
to the vear 1896 he was located in lowa,
where tor yvears he followed cane grow-
ing and syrup manufacture.

He believes sorghum to be the most
profitable erop in the agricultural line.
the result of his first tests in Ontario,
in 1900, being most gratifying. Nine
acres were cultivated next season with
even hetter suceess, the vield being aver-
cee and the syrup of exeellent quality:
1,125 gallons of syrup from nine aeres
was realised. In addition to the syrup
180 bushels of eane seed were threshed,
which by analysis, are worth one-sixth
more than oats for stock food. Eight
tons of silage per aere were also ob-
tained from the yield, and by test the
silage 1s found to be better than corn.
It is claimed that any land suitable for
corn or potatoes will grow sorghum,
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sandy and elay lands vielding the fines
quality. Land producing 40 bushels o
corn per aere will yield 140 gallons ol
syrup, and the erop is not hard on th
soil, as sugar comes from the air an
sun.  From 110 to 120 days will matu
a erop of cane, and cultivation is easy

MEATS KEPT FRESH BY STEAM

%3 HIS is the method now in vogu

on many of the big steame

which earry meats from A
erica and Australia to Europe,’” says tl
St. Louis Globe-Demoerat. Meat plac |
in refrigerators where the atmosphe
is kept continually at an average te
perature of from 36 to 40 degrees wiil
remain fresh, but not entirely untainto|
for an indefinite period.

The Australians are given eredit {or
having solved the problem first.  Tho
tried experiment after experiment, hu
all without avail, until some one thouglt
of using steam to volatize the gascs
which cause meat to disintegrate and 1o
draw them off. A steam pipe was plac-
ed in a wooden duet at the bottom of
a refrigerator chamber stored with meat:
the gases of this kind are low lying, aud
the duet led directly to the brine tanks.
This experiment oceurred at Sydney, aid
for 89 days the refrigerator compari-
ment was kept closed, at the end of
which time it was opened, the meat
drawn forth, and every piece thoroucl-
ly tested. It was as fresh and pure
without the slightest suggestion of hone
odor or mold. as on the day it was pack-
ed. The gases had bheen volatihized by
the steam, carrvied off by the woodon
duet, and the entire noxious conditin
purified by the brine tanks. With (iis
aid to the refrigerator process, provided
care be taken that the temperature d s
not fall below freezing point, meat 11y
now he kept for years, and be perfeciiy
fresh when taken forth for consw

tion.

Tobacco Culture in Turkestan and the
Transcaucasus.

HE following is taken from a report
T ot the British Consul at Batoum:
The enltivation of the tobaeceo

plant in Kahetia is prineipally concen-
trated at two points, viz., near the town
of Signah and in the flat country lying
about Lagodel and the fields of the vil-
lages adjacent thereto.  Of recent years
the production of tobaceo in the Signah
I’l’_:ill|| has J«‘\('IH]N'J and thrived to so
orcal an extent that the  erops have
vielded better returns than the planta-
tions in and around Lagodeh. Tt would
appear that plantations on an extensive
scale in Kahetia ave few and far be-
tween. and the largest single areas un-
der the cultivation of tobacco do not
execed 27 acres, the bulk of the tobacco
heing erown on plantations not execeed-

ing from one to five aeres.  The quality

~of the tobaceo erown in the distriet, hav-

e any commercial value, appears to

he exelusively that known  under the
pame of Trebizond tobaceo: other guali-
ties, as. for instance. Samsoon and Du-
beek. are eultivated i exceedingly in-
significant ounantities. and therefore are

of no commeraial value: the latter-men- -

tioned tobacceo 1 =old at the same rates
ax the Trebizond  quality.  Trebizond
tobaceo 1s subdivided mto two qualities,
locally known  under the names of
Lagodeli-Trebizond and Trebizond-Plata-
na. The first-mentioned quality has heen
2rown for a grcat number of vears: on
the cother hand, owing to the distribu-
tion of the seed among planters by the
Department of Aericulture, the Platana
quality was only mmtroduced into the dis-
trict at a comparatively recent date.
The difference in the two qualities
spoken of above consists in the follow-
ing: The Lacodeh-Trebizond is eonsid-
crably superior to the Platana. The
plant contains a considerable number of
leaves, the size of which are larger than
those of the Platana plant.  Theyv are
of a round shape, whereas the leat of
tne Platana is eblong.  The so-called
Lagodeh-Trebizond, being  superior in
cuality and color, ax a rule yields a
heavier crop: planters  therefore wive

this quality of tobaeco the preference.

There are but few plantations on which
Platana tobacco is cultivated but this
tobaceo 1s frequently to be seen inter-
mingled  with the Lagodeh-Trebizond
plant. The Platana quality. however,
i1s eradually acquiring the favor of to-
hacco planters, and the demand for the
seed s annually inereasing.  Tobaceo
egrown in the distriet of Signah is con-
sidered to he of  greater quality than
the Lagodeh tobaceo, but the manipula-
tion of the leat is carried out with
greater care in the Lagodeh distriet,
where cultivators of tobaeco are in gen-
eral better acquainted with the indus-
try than their brother planters in the
Nignah region.  The difference of  the
price of the two tobaecos i1s not very
areat.

Prices of tobacco fluctuate verv con-
siderably and are entirely dependent on
the nature of the crops, the yield, and
s quality.  In the year 1900 the bet-
ter qualities of tobaceo were sold at 5
rubles 50 kopecks, and medium quali-
ties at 3 rubles per pood (11s to 155 per
pood of 36 pounds avoirdupois weight) :
whereas in the year 1901, 9 rubles to 10
rubles 50 kopecks for the hetter qualities,

Tobacco Growing in Burma.

UNITED STATES PEANUT CROP.
1 HE scareity of peanuts during the
l present season has directed a good

deal of attention to the various
countries of growth.

The United States  produces  about
100,000,600 pounds of peanuts annually,
which ix one-sixth ot the entire erop of
the world.  Virginia is the banner pea-
nut growing state. although Tennessee
and the Carolinas are rapidly assuming
considerable importanee as peanut pro-
ducers.  lu the Swithfield  seetion of
Virginia where the culture of peanuts
has proved most suecesstul, many large
Farns, souietintes  running up to 100
acres, are devoted Q‘X(’Ill.\i\'t'l'\' to peanut
crowing.  One of the  largest peanut
factories mm the world is located in this
distriet. its vearly output being 350,000
hags, valued at $1.500,000.

The largest peanut fields in the world
are supposed to be o Guiana on the
north coast of Africa. There they are
arown by hundreds of tous.  The qual-
ity is inferior. however, and the bulk
i~ shipped to Marseilles, France, where
it 1= made into oil, a considerable pro-
portion of which is used in adulterating
the cheaper grades of both Freneh and
Italian oilve oil. When retined and puri-
fied it is a desirable article of food. but
of conrse net as coad as the pure olive
uil. :

The shortage in Virginia this season
has overturned the usual  practices of
the trade in the States.  While many
low grade peanuts are shipped- from
there to Marseilles in ordinary seasons.
this vear considerable guantities will be
imported to make good any possible
~hortage in those particular grades. The
tirst arrivals are already due and will
he distributed among consumers ot low
crade Spanish shelled nuts. They ean
be imported trom Marseilles for about
five cents a pound. which ix below the
cost of the same elass of nut produced

in Virginia.

' SALT AREAS OF CANADA.

T may interest the trade to learn that

l Jutario supplies nearly all the salt
used in the Dominion of Canada.
The salt deposits in the lilll(l.\“ﬁll‘(l(‘l'ill,‘_"
on the esatern shore of Lake Huron and
the River and Lake St. Clair  were
known as far back as 1646, when the
records of Jesuit explorers mention the
existence of salt springs. It was not
until 1855, however, that the Canadian
springs were exploited.  The diseovery
or re-discovery—was made aceident-

ally, near the town of Goderich, in a
bore-hole whieh was being made in
search of petroleum. At a depth of 964
feet, the drill  struek rock salt. The
boring was continued 1,010 feet, and in
that distance passed through a solid,
thirty-foot bed of rock salt.

It is probable that the greater part of
that section of the Western Peninsula
comprising the counties of Kent and
Essex is undedain by salt-fields. The
whole land portion of the salt basin is
estimated to measure an extreme length
of one hundred and fifty miles, trom
Kincardine to Lake Erie, with a maxi-
mum width of about forty miles at the
centre.,

The Western Ontario produet is said
to be considerably purer than that of
Cheshire. Tt is used nearly altogether
for domestic uses in the central and
western  provinees.  In Nova  Scotia
and New Brunswick, however, the salt
consumed by the sea and gulf fisheries
is all hmported.  This enters Canada.
when used in ‘the curing  of fish, duty
free, and the trans-Atlantie freights are
considerably lower than those trom. On-
tario’s salt fields. In all, Western On-
tario produced during the last fiscal vear
nearly three hundred thousand dollars’
werth of the artiele.  Nearly four hun-
dred thousand dollars’ worth of duty
free salt was used by Canadian fisheries
aleng the Atlantie coast.

SHORTNESS IN BRAZIL CROP.

HIE danger of  shortness in  the
Brazil coffee ¢rop has been ac-

centuated by news from Havre,

dated March 25, which states that the

Santos **O’Cate’ reports as tfollows on
the future c¢rop and the damage done by
drouth and excessive heat :

“*The rains cnly  commenced in De-
cember instead of in October: therefore
they harmed the vegetation of the shrubs
very much during the period of their de-
velopment, whieh extends from Oetober
to March. In January the rains were
not —as abundant as theyv should have
been.  During eighteen days we have
examined the different distriets of the
state, and have only had two days of
rain. It is well to take note that the
rains were in  spots and only fell in
limited distriets. ’
“+‘In February the western distriet con-
tinued to be the vietim of the drouth.
as the rains were not general. The level
of the rivers and brooks continued to

he very low.
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**Let us now compare the observatio: «
made by Mr. Edouard Lemasson on ti.
plantation de Monte Alegre, property
Mr. Franeiseo Schmidt: Decemlby
1903, 215m-m; January, 1904, 174.5 m-
February, 1904 (up to 22d), 203.2 m-

**The flowering in September and \u-
gust: has been remarkable, perhaps the
finest that has ever been seen in the cu-
tire provinee. But what remains of ihe
flowering? To-day in travelling o.er
hundreds of thousands of feet of cotive
area it is hardly worth while to pick i1he
scanty and meagre beans which have o
far appeared. This fHowering is a 1l
ure, and rather indicates a poor state of
the shrubs, caused by the bad weaticr

*“At the moment we do not see aiyv-
ting to justify the prognostications of
an abundant erop for 1905-1906. a~ all
the plants are still weakened, and e
rains have not been sufficient to mee ihe
necessities ot vegetation.

““Formerly the rains lasted fifteci to
twenty days, sometimes even one month
in succession.  They began often
October and continued until Mareh. -
ing these three or four months of rain
the plants improved, multiplying m
branches and spreading same consider-
ably.
