¢jects, the Assembly of New-Brunswick, in
¢ General Assembly convened, for raising the

. “have freely and voluntarily resolved to give and
‘to grant to the King’s Most Excellent Majes.-
‘ty, the several Rates and Duties herein after
¢ mentioned, and do therefore pray Your Excel-

" ¢lency that it may be enacted ;> And be it en-
acted by His Excellency the Lieutenant Go-
vernor, by and withthe Advice and Consent of
the Legislative Council and Assembly, and by
the Authority of the same, that from and after
the Commencement of this Act, there be and
are

are hereby granted to the King's Most Excel-
lent Majesty, His Heirs and Successors, for the
Use of this Province, and for the Support of the
Government thereof, the several Rates and
Duties herein after mentioned, on the following
Articles, which may be imported or brought
into this Province, either by Seca, by Inland
Navigation, or by Land, from any Part of the
British Empire, or from any Ioreign Port or
Place ; (thatis to say,)

For every Gallon of Rum, One Shilling and
Three Pence;

For every Gallon of Molasses, One Penny;

For every Gallon of Shrub, Santa or Lime
Juice, Six Pence ;

For every Gallon of Brandy, One Shilling
and Ten Pence;

For every Gallon of Hollands, Geneva, and
Cordials, One Shilling and Six Pence ;

For every Gallon of Wine, One Shilling and
Nine Pence ;

For every *Gallon of Whiskey, Two Shillings
and Six Pence;

For every Hundred Weight of dried Fruits,
Five Shillings ;

For every Pound of Coffee and Loaf Sugar,
One Penny ;

For every Hundred Weight of Brown or
Muscovado Sugar, on the Quantltv mentioned
in the original Invoice, allowing Twenty five
per Centum, for Tare and Wastage, Two Shll-
lings and Six Pence ;

For every Foreign Horse, Five Pounds ;

For every Foreign Ox, 'I‘wenty Shillings ;

For every Forelon Cow, or other horned
Cattle, Three Pounds Ten Shillings ; '

For every Hundred Pounds of Foreign dead
fresh Meats of all Kinds, Six Shillings and
Eight Pence ;

Foreign manu- And upon the following Foreign manufac-

tured
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tured Articles, when not imported from the
United Kingdom, upon every Hundred Pounds
of the real Value thereof, the Rates and Duties
following ; ‘that is to say,) _

For Chairs, Clocks, Watches, and every
Description of Household Furniture, Pictures,
Mirrors, and Looking Glasses, Twenty five
Pounds ;

For Soap and Candles, Ten Pounds ;

For Tobacco, Five Pounds ;

And for all other Foreign Articles, manu-
factured or not manufactured, not herein before
enumerated or described, when not imported
from the United hxngdom, upon every Hundred
Pounds of the real Value thereof, Ten Pounds;
excepting nevertheless, Liquors, Vinegar, Pltch
Tar, Turpentine, Rosin, Lumber of all Des.
criptions, including Mahooany, Logs or Boards,
Grass Seeds, and all other Seeds and Plants,
Hides, Tallow, Cotton Wool, Indigo, Tea, Dye
Wood, Salt, Leaf Tobacco, Bees” Wax, Felt,
Lignum Vitse, Bristles, Horse Hair, Horns,
Cordage, Canvass, Hemp, Iron, India Rubber,
Books, Flour,and Meal ofall Kinds, Wheat, Rye,
Barley, Oats, Buckwheat, Rice, Peas, Beans,
Indian Corn, Bréad, dried and salted Meats :
and in all Cases where the Duties imposed by
this Section are charged upon the real Value of
the Articles imported, such Value shall be as-
certained by the Qath of the Importer or Con-
signee of such Articles, before the Treasurer of
the Province, or any Deputy Treasurer, in
Manner and Form following; (that is to say,)

the 'Treasurer or a Peputy), shail be written
on the Bill of Entry of such Ariicles ; and ifit
suall appear to the Treasurer or Deputy Trea-
surcr that such Articles have been invoiced be-
low the real Value thereof at the Place from
whence the same were imported, or if the Value
is not known, the Articles shall in such Cases
be examined by Two competent Persouns, ap-
pointed or to be appointed by the Licutenant
Governor or Commander in Chief of the Pro-
vince; and such Fersons, or One of them, shall
declare before or certify to the Treasurcr or
Beputy Treasurer what is the real Value of
such Articles ; and the Value so declared or
certified shall Le deemed to be the real Value
thereof, and upon which the Duties imposed by
this Act shall be charged, paid and received.

II. And be it enacted, That the whole
Amecunt of the several Rates and Duties impos-
ed in and by the Ifirst Section of this Act shall
be demanded, paid to and reccived by the Trea-
surer of the Province or any of his Deputies,
as the Case may be, notwithstanding any Dua-
ties which are or may be imposed and collected
at any of the Custom Houses in the Province,
on any of the Articles and Property therein
enumerated and described, by the Means and
Powers of any Act or Acts of the Imperial
Parliament.

IFI. And be it enacted, That the Rates and
Daties imposed by this A ct shall be paid at the
Time of Importation of such Articles as are li-
able to the same, to the 'Treasurer of the Pro-
vince, or to any 1Jeputy Treasurer at the Place
where the same may be imported, unless such
Rates and Duties on any One Cargo or Importa-
tion, asmentioned in the Master’sor the Owner’s
or Consignee’s Report,shall amount to upwards
of Twenty five Pounds; andwhenthesaid Dutics

upon
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upon any One Importation as atoresaid shall
exceed T'wenty five Pounds and not amount to
Fifty Pounds, it shall and may be lawful for the
said Treasurer, or any Deputy 'I'reasurer, to
takea Bond duly cxecuted by the Owner or Con-
signee of such datiable Articles, with at least
One good and suflicient Suarety, in Double the
Amount ot such Duties, for the Payment of the
same in Three Months ; and whea the said
Puties amount to Fifty Pounds and are under
One hundred Pounds, then the Bend shall be
taken, and doly executed in like Manner afore-
said, for the Payment of the sanie, One Half
in "Three Months, and One Half in Six Months;
and when the said BPuties amount to Cne hun-
dred Pounds and are under Two hundred
Pounds, then the Bonds shall be taker and du-
Iy execuated in like Manner as aforesaid, for the
Payment of the same, One Third in Ifour
Months, One Third in Eight Months, and the
remaining Third in Twelve Months; and when
the said Duties shall amount to Two hundred
Pounds and upwards, then the Bond shall be
taken, and duly cxecuted in like Manner as
aforesaid, for the Payment of the same, One
Third in Six Months, One 'Third in Fwelve
Months, and the remaining Third in Eighteen
Months : all which Bonds shall be taken in His
Majesty’s Name, and made payable to His said
Majesty, His Heirs and Successors, and condi-
tioned for the Payment of the Amount of the

said Duties respectively at the Time or Times:

specified therein, to the Treasurer of the Pro-
vince or to his Deputy at the Place where the
same.may be taken : Provided always, that in
Cases where by the Provisions of this Act the
Importer or Importers' are entitled to have
Credit for Payment of any Duties upon giving
Bonds as aforesaid, the T'reasurer or any De-
puty Treasurcr shall be and they are hereby au-

' : thorized

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thorized to receive Payment at the Time of
Entry if required, and to allow a Discount or
Abatement thereupon at and after the Rate of
Six per Centum per Annum, proportionable to
the Credit which the said I'mporter or Impor-
ters may be so entitled to have.

IV. And be it enacted, That the Masters or
Porsons having charge of all Ships and Vessels
arriving in any Port or Place in the Province,
shall severally and respectively, within Twenty’
four Hours after their Arrival, or sooner if re-
quired by the Treasurer or any of his Deputies,
makea Report to thesaid Treasurerof the Pro-
vince, or to Qne of his Deputies ator nearest the
Place of such Arrival, under Oath and subscrib-
ed by them respectively, containing an exact Ac-
countofthe whole Cargo of the Ship or Vessel
under hiz Command or Charge, whether subject
to Dutics or not, and shall in the same Report
state, upon QOath as aforesaid, the Name of each
and every Owner and Consignee of such Cargo,
and where the same is intended to be landed,
and whether any and what Part thereot has been
landed and taken from such Ship or Vessel af-
ter arriving withinthe Province; and upon Ne-
glect or Refusal of such Master or Person having
charge as aforesaid to make such Report, he
shall forfeit and pay the Sum of One hundred
Pounds ; and in Addition to the Report of the
Master or Person having charge of any Ship or
Vessel, each and cvery Owner, or each and
every Consignee of the Cargo, shall alsomake a
Report, in ertmg by him subscribed, upon
Oath before the said Treasurer or Deputy Trea-
surer, as the Case may be, of all dutiable Arti-
cles belonging to or consigned to him on board
such Ship or Vessel: and any Part of such
Cargo which shall be landed before such Re-
port of the Master or Person having charge,
and before the Reports of the several and re-

spective
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pective Owners or Consignees thereof, and a
Permit obtained from the said Treasurer or
Deputy, as the Case may be, for landing the
same, shall, together with any dutiable Articles
‘which may be found on board such Ship or Ves-
sel, or landed therefrom and not included in the
Report of the Master or Person having charge
and the Report of the said Owners or Con-
signees, be forfeited, and the Master or Person
having charge of such Ship or Vessel, and every
‘Person concerned in concealing such Articles
on board, or in landing them without a Permit
for that Purpose, shall each respectively for-
-feit and pay the Sum of One hundred Pounds:
and it shall and may be lawful for the said
Treasurer or any of his Deputies, at all Times,
to enter on board any Ship or Vessel, and to
search the same for dutiable Articles, and if
any are found on board not having been duly re-
ported, and the Duties paid or secured, to seize
and take the same from such Ship or Vessel;
and the said Treasurer, or any Deputy Trea-
surer, being authorized by Writ of Assistance
under the Seal of His Majesty’s Supreme
Court, or of the Inferior Court of Common
Pleas in the County in which such Articles shall
be found, -(which Writ the proper Officers
of such Courts respectively are hereby author-
ized and required to issue upon the Allowance or
Fiat of One of the Justices of such Court,) shall
and may take One or more Constable or Consta-
bles, and,atall Times in the Day Time, enterand
gointo any House, Store, Warehouse, Outhouse
or other Building, and, if resisted, break open
any Door or Doors, and search for dutiable Ar-
ticles, and if any such are found having been
imported and landed contrary to Law, seize
and carry the same away ; and it shall be the
Duty of the said Treasurer or any Deputy
Treasurer to causethe same Articles forthwith

to

the Articles shalinot exceed thobum of Twenty
five Pounds, they shall be proeocuud to Con-
demnation in the Name of 'Zreasurer, or De-
puty Treasarer malking the Beizure, in Thirty
Days from the Time of making such Seizure,

before any Two of His Rajesty’s Justices of
the Peace residing near the Place where the
Secizure shall have been made, who are hereby
required and direeted to keep a Book of Re-
cord, in which they shall fairly enter all Causes
tricd before them under this Act, together with
ail the Iividence taken in the Course of the In-
vestigation; and when the Value of the Articles
so soized and taken as aforesaid shall exceed
the Sum of Twenty five Pounds, they shall be
p"o.,ec,u'cd to Condemnation as aforesaid in the
Name of the 'Treasuver, or Peputy Treasurer
making the Secizure, or by Information of His
Majesty’s Attorney or Solicitor General, or
any of the King’s Counsel learned in the Law,
in Ninety Days from the Time of making such
Seizure, before His Majesty’s Supreme Court,
or before any Two Justices of the Inferior
Court of Common Pleas in the County where
the Seizure shall have been made : and if any
Dispute shall arise whether any of the Articles

- so seized as aforesaid were illegally imported,

the Proof in all Cases shall be upon the O wner
or Person claiming such Articles.

V. Andbe it enacted, That when any dutiable
Articles imported into the Province are inten-
ded to be exported without being landed, the
same shall be stated in the Report and Entry
required to be made by this Act, and the Arti-
cles intended to be exported particularly dis-
cribed and specified in such Report ; and such
Articles so reported  for Exportation shall be
actually exported in the same Vessel in which

they

they were imported, or reshipped on board of
any other Ship or Vessel without being landed,
and shall actually be exported in such Ship or
Vesscl to any Port or Place without the Limits
of the Province, then and in either of these
Cases, any Duties which may have been paid on
any Articles so exported shall berepaid, and any
Bonds which may have been given for securing
such Duties shall be cancelled, after the requi-
site Proofs of the actual landing of such Arti-
cles without the Province in either Case shall
have been produced at the Officewhereihe same
were First reported for Exportation.

VI. And be it enacted, That upon the fol-
fowing Articles upon which the Duties have
heen paid or secured by virtue ofthis Act, there
shall be allowed when exported after having
heen landed from the Vessel in which they were
mmported, or imported by land or Inland Na-
vigation, or which may bave been purchased
at any Custom House Sale or Sale of Govern-
ment Stores, the following drawbacks ; to-wit,
for every Gallon of Rum, One Shilling and
Three Pence ; for every Gallon of Wine, One
Shilling and Nine Pence; for every Gallon of
Brandy, One Shilling and Ten Pence; forevery
Gallon of Shrub, Santa, Cordials, and Lime
Juice, Six Pence; for every Gallon of Molas-
ses, One Penny ; for every gross Hundred
Weight of brown Sugar, Two Shillings and
Six Pence; for every Pound of Coffee, One
Penny ; upon every Head of Foreign horned
Cattle, Twenty Shillings ; Provided always,
that no Drawbacks shall be allowed unless the
Articles be exported within Twelve Months
from the Time of their Importation, and in the
same Package or Cask in which they were im-
ported, and not in less Quantity:in any One
Ship or Vessel, at any One Time, than Fifty
Gaallons or moreof Wine (except in Cases where

cles to produce to the Treasurer, or Deputy to
whom the Duties shall have been paid or secur-
ed, within One year from the Time of Expor-
tation thereof, a2 Certificate under the Hand and
Seal of the Collector or principal Officer of the
Customs or of the Revenue of the Place to
which the same were exported, or a Certificate
of Two resident Merchants of the Place where
such dutiable Articles may have been landed,
that such Articles have been there actually
landed, and he shall at the same Time make
and subscribe the following Aflidavit :

IX. Andbe it enacfed, Thatif allor any of the
Articles reported for Exportation without be-
ing landed, or which having been landed have
been shipped for Exportation, with a view to
obtain a Remission of the Duties thereon, or to
obtain the Drawbacks allowed by this Act,
have been landed or relanded contrary to the
truc Intent and Meaning of this Act, all such

Articles
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Articles so landed or relanded, and such asmay
be on board at the Time of discovering such
intended ¥Fraud, shall be forfeited, and shall and
may be scized and prosecuted to Condemnation,
and the Proceeds of such Forfeitures applied, as
herein after directed; andifit shall be discover-
ed within Onc year after the Articles so repor-
ted for Exportation, or which may have been
shipped for Exportation after having been land-
ed, or after any Drawbacks may have been paid
or received, that the Whole or any Part there-
of have been fraudulently relanded within the
Province, the Owner or Consignee of such Ar-
ticles, and the Master or Gwner of the Ship or
Vessel from which the same were relanded,
shall severally forfeit and pay the sum of Onc
hundred Pounds, to be recovered and applied
as herein after directed.

X. And beit enacted, That the Evidencere-
quired to obtain any Brawback on horned Cat-
tle exported from this Province, shali bea Cer-
tificate of the T'reasurer or Deputy Treasurer,
as the Case nay be, that the Cattle upon which
the Drawback is claimed were on the Impor-
tation of such Cattle reported for Exportation,
also an Afhidavit shall be annexed, in Blanner
and From as follows; (to-wit,)

their Importation: Provided always, that if
any Cattle shall be frandulently relanded in this
Province after Shipment for Exportation as a-
foresaid, the same shall be forfeited, and may be
sold forthwith, without further Process, by the
Treasurer or nearest Deputy Treasurer, and
the Proceeds applicd, One Half tothe Informer,
the Residue to His Majesty for the Use of the
Province; and the Owner or Consignee of such
Cattle, and the Master of the Vessel from which
they have becn fraudulently relanded, shall
severally forfeit and pay a Fine of Onc hundred
Pounds.

XI. And be it enacted, 'That any Importer or

Consignee of Rum, Whiskey, Brandy, Geneva,.

Wine, Shrub, Santa, Cordials, Loafand Brown
Sugars, may have his Option either to secure
the Duties on the same in the Manner prescrib-
ed in and by this Act, or to warehouse such
Articles and pay the Duties thereon from time
to time as the same may be sold for Home
Consumption, and before Delivery thereof from
such Warehouse as herein after provided.
XII. And be it enacted, That before the

made and provided : and if any dutiable Ar-

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ticles which may have been imperted into the
Province, or purchased from some resident
Merchant or M'rader, for the Use of His Ma-
jesty’s Army or Navy, and upon which no BPu-
ties have been paid, or upon which the Dutics
may have been repaid, shall at any Time be sold
by Order of Government, the Purchaser or Pur-
chasers shall report the same, and pay or
securc to be paid the same Amount of Puties
as such Articles are liable to when imported in-
to the Province, and shall be entitled to the
same Drawbacks upon the Exportation there-
of, subject to the same Regulations, Provisoes,
and Restrictions as are hercin before provided
and made as aforesaid : and any Purchaser of
dutiable Articles at any Custom House Sale,
or at the Sale of Government Stores as afore-
said, who shall refuse or neglect to make Re-
port of such Articles so purchased, and to pay
or secure the Puties thereon, shall, if the same
Articles cannot be found, forfeit and pay the
Sum of One hundred Pounds, and ifthe Whole

tiable Articles shall be exempted from the Pay-
ment of Dauties, and before any Repayment of
Duties shall be made, or Credit given therefor,
the Commissary or other authorized Oflicer of
Government shall, if the said Articles have been
imported, produce the Invoice or Bill of Lad-
ing of such Articles to the Treasurer or his
Deputy at the Place of Importation, and shall
malke and subscribe an Affidavit before the said
Treasurer or Deputy as aforesaid, that the
several Articles contained in such Invoice or
Bill of Lading arc imported expressly for the
Use of Mis Majesty’s Army, Navy or Ord-
nance, and received into his Charge for that
Purpose; and if any such Articles shall be sup-
plied for the like Purpose by any resident Mer-
chant or Trader, such Merchant or Trader shall
report, and make and subscribe an Aflidavit
before the Treasurer or his Deputy. as afore-
said, that the Articles mentioned in the Report
and Affidavit were actually delivered to the
Commissary or other authorized Officer, and
the said Commissary or other authorized Offi-
cer shall also make and subscribe an Affidavit,
before the Treasurer or Deputy Treasurer, that
the Articles mentioned in the said Report and
Aflidavit of the Merchant or Trader are actually
delivered into his Charge for the Uses afore-

said,
XXIV. And be it enacted, That the Quan-
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tity of all dutiable Liquors and Molasses shall
be ascertained by Gunter’s Callipers, and shall
be gauged by a sworn Gauger or Gaugers ap-
pointed by the Lieutenant Governor or Com-
mander in Chief ; which Gaugers shall not
gauge any dutiable Articles in which they have
any Interest or Property.

XXV. And be it enacted, That it shall be
the Duty of the Treasurer of the Province for
the Time being to appoint fit Persons, to be
approved of by the Lieutenant Governor or
Commander in Chief, to be his Deputies in each
Port or Place in the Province where a Deputy
may be required for the due Enforcement of
this Act, or any other Act relating to the Re-
venue; which Persons so appointed and approv-
ed of shall give good and sufiicient Security,
by Bond to His Majesty, for the faithful Dis-
charge of their Duties respectively, as follows;

of the Procceds of any Seizures which he may

XXVI. And bé it enacted, That the Tide Sur-
veyers and Waiters, and all other Revenue Offi-
cers who may be appointed by the Lieutenant
Governor or Commander in Chief for the Port
of Saint John, or for any other Port or Place in
the Province, shall.in all Respects be under the
Orders, Directions and Control of the Treasurer
or his Deputies respectively for the Places where
such Officers may be appointed; and the said
Tide Surveyors and Waiters, and other Revenue
Officers, shall attend to the unlading of Ships and
Vessels with dutiable Articles, and shall not al-
low any such dutiable Arti¢les to bé landed from
any Ship or Vessel arriving at any Port or Place
for which they are respectively appointed, without
a Permit from the Treasurer or Deputy Treasurer,
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as the Case may be; which Permit to land dutia-
ble Articles shall be made by the 'Freasurer or
Deputy imnrediately upon the Duties thereon be-
ing paid or secured agreeably to the Provisions of
this Act : and if any Tide Surveyor or Waiter, or
other Revenue Officer attending the unlading of
any Vessel with dutiable Articles, shall discover
any such Articles on board which have not been
cntered and particularly mentioned in the Mas-
ter’s Report of the Cargo of such Vessel, or in the
Report of any of the Owners or Consignees of
such Articles, or if any such Articles shall be by
such Officer found to have been landed from such
Ship or Vessel, or otherwise imported contrary to
the Provisions of this Act, it shall be the Duty of
such Tide Surveyors and Waiters, and other Re-
venue Officers respectively, and they are hereby
required, forthwith to take Possession of such Ar-
ticles and detain the same, and make Report thereof

been taken, is hereby directed to transmit the

AXEX. And be it enacted, That the Treasur-
cr of the Province andabiis Deputies respectively
arc hereby authorized and empowered to adminis-
ter all the Oaths required to be made and taken
for carrying the several Provisions of this Act in-
to Effect; and every Person who shall be convic-
ted of making a false Oath to any of the Particu-
lars herein required to be sworn to, shall be liable
to ail the Pains and Penalties to which Persons
are liable tor wilful and corrupt Perjury.

XXX. And be it enacted, That the several
Pcnalties and Forfeitures incurred under the Pro-
visions of this Act, may be recovered by Informa-
tion ef the Treasurer of the Province or any De-
puty Treasurer, or of His ajesty’s Attorney or
Solicitor General, or any of the King’s Counsel
fearned in the Law, before any Two of EHis Ma-
josty’s Justices of the Pcace residing near the
Place where such Penalties and Forfeitures may
be incurred; and the said Justices shall sunmumon
the Party accused to appear before them, and if

XXXI. And beit enacted, That all Vessels
and Boats of Fifteen Tons and under, and all
Carriages, Horses and Cattle which may be seiz-
ed under this or any other Act relating to the
Revenue of the Province, may be prosecuted up-
on Information of the Treasurer of the Province,
or any Deputy Trcasurer, or the Command-
er of any Revenue Vessel, in the same Manner as
is provided in and by the Fourth Section of this
Act.

XXXII. And be it cnacted, That upon the
Tntry of any Goods of Forcign Growth or Pro-
duce subject to Duties under tnis Act, and which
are also subject to Duties and intended to be
warchoused under the Provision of any Act or
Acts of the Tmperial Pariiament, the Importers of
such Goods, instead of paying or securing the
Provincial Duty as directed in and by this Act,
shall give Bond with at least One sufficient Sure-
ty, to be approved of by the Treasurer or Deputy
Treasurer, in Double the Amount of Dutices pay-
able at the Treasury thereupon, with Condition
for safe depositing the Goods in the Warchouse,
and for the Payment of such Duties before taking
the same out of the Warehouse for Home Con-
sumption or for the Exportation thereof, and with
further Condition, that if the Goods be not taken
out of the Warehouse in 'Two Years the Dutics
shall at the Expiration of that Period be paid.

Be it enacted by the Lieutenant 'Governor,
Council and Assembly, That the said Parish
of Kent shall be and the same is hereby divided
into Five Towns or Parishes; which Towns or
Parishes shall be and hereby are named and bound-
edin the Manner herein after mentioned and des-
cribed, any Liaw to the contrary notwithstanding :

The First Town or Parish to be called, known
and distinguished by the Name of Kent, and to'be
abuited and bounded as follows: Southerly, by
the Northern boundary Line of the Pirish of

Jrighton; esterly, by the River Saint John;
Hortherly, by a Line running due East from the
said River Saint John, at the Division Line be-
tween the Lots Numbers Torty and Forty one,
granted to John Marro, nearly opposite to the
Mouth of the River De Chute; and Easterly, by
the boundary Line of the said County of Carleton.

The Second Town or Parish to be 'éalled,
known anddistinguished, by the Name of Wicklow,
and to be abutted and bounded as follows : * ‘South-
erly, by the Northern boundary Line of ' the Parish
of Wakefield; Easferly, by the River Saint John;
Northerly, by the River De Chute, following the
Course of the said River to the boundary Line of
the said County; and Westerly, by the boundary
Line of the said County of Carleton.

the Province for the Use and Support of the Go-

or injure the natural Course of Salmon in any
River or Place where they usually go, such Per-
