FERNIE, B. C., May 23.—One of] the
worst coal mining disasters in the his-
tory of British Columbia occurred at
the Coal Creek mines at 7 o’clock last
night, when from 125 to 150 men met
almost instant death in mines Nos. 2
and 3. The explosion occurired in the
depths of No. 2, and not a man of
over 100 employed in that mine escap-
ed to tell the tale. From No. 3 work-
ings, whi¢h are comnected with No. 2,
about 21 men escaped.

COAL DUST AND FIRE.

The first intimation of the disaster
which those on the outside received
wad a rush of coal dust and fire to the
height of over 1000 feet above the fan.

VOLUNTEERS CALLED FOR.
Volunteers were called for and a
score of brave men sprang to the
work and for nearly six hours this
policy. was pursued with tireless en-
ergy. Every few minutes the ‘men
would collapse and were borne to the
outer air, and their places were quick-
ly filled by new volunteers.

WILLIE ROBERTSON, LAD OF 13.

The first body recovered was taken
from No. 3 mine about 11 o’clock, and
was that of Willie Robertson, a lad
of 13. Several hours elapsed and then
three more bodies were recovered.
None of the victims gave the slightest
signs of life and were removed to the

GAS BECAME UNBEARABLE.

At 4 a. m. the relief parties had pene-
trated so far 'that the gas became un-
bea_rab]e, and operations had to. be
suspended forl an hour or two in order
to let the mine clear of the afterdamp.

ACTS OF BRAVERY.

Many acts of bravery were witnessed
during the night. The heroic work
of a miner named True Weatherby,
who time and again entered the pit
where men were falling all’ around
him, was particularly noticeable.

So far only ten bodies have been
taken from the mine and several days
will elapse before all are recovered.

General Superintendent
Stocket and Superintendent Drennan
have been on the scene ever since the
accident, and are doing all in their
powen for. the comfort of the men who
are working.

TOWN HORROR STRICKEN.

The town is horror stricken and
heartrending scenes meet the eye ‘on
every side. All day the trains to the
mines have been crowded with anxi-
ous friends and relatives of the im-
prisoned men, hurrying to the scene of

FOR RELIEF FUND.

A meeting of the board of trade has
been called for tonight to organize a
relief fund for the sufferers.

The cause of the accident is un-
known, but the opinion of many of
the miners is that it was the result of
a heavy shot fronj one of the machines.

EMPLOY, NEARLY 1000 MEN.

No explanation has yet been made as
to the cause of the explosion. The
Crow’s Nest mines, in which the ex-
plosion occurred, are situated on Coal
Creek, six miles from Fernie, having
immediate connection with the town
by rail and telephone. There are three
working seams at Coal Creek which
have been extensively developed and
which gave employment to nearly 1000
men. Many nationalities are represent-
ed by the working force at the mine,
the Slav element being predominant,
althoughi Scandinavians, Italians, Eng-
lish and Welsh miners are well repre-
sented.

The mines are worked from levels:
There is no ascending or descending
in cages. The ventilation of the mine
and removal of inflammable gases was
carefully looked after by the manage-
ment, the most modern system of ven-
tilating plants having been installed.
This is the worst fatality that has
aver occurred in Southeast Kootenay.

Imme-
diately after, the mouth of both tun-
nels vormted an immense cloud of
blinding dust and gasses.

STRANGE COINCIDENCE.

This was the first intimation that
anything unusual had taken place in-
side the mine. The people who rushed to
the mouth of the mine were astounded
to see about 17 men rush out from
No. 2 tunnel blinded with dust and all
but dead. These men came out after
the explosion, but not one can tell how
he got out nor can they tell what took
place in their particular places. From
No. 3 tunnel, in which all the rest of the
men were at work, not one man em-
erged alive.

RELIEF PARTIES ORGANIZED.

Immediately after the explosion re-
lief parties were organized and an ef-
fort was made. to investigate the in-
terior, but the greatest difficulty was
experienced in doing anything at all
for although, strange to say, the big
fan was still pumping air into the
slopes, the terrific concussion had al-
most completely wrecked the mine, and
piles of fallen rock, coal, timbers, cars
and dead horses choked the passage,
so that air could not penetrate very
far into the long tunnels. This circum-
stance made ‘it very dangerous for
search parties, and almost as soon as
they entered they were dragged out
to the surface, completely prostrated by
the deadly fire damp. During the night

SUPPOSED CAUSE OF EXPLOSION.

Opinions as to the cause of the explo-
sion differ widely, but one that is gen«
erally offered by the miners themselves
is, that it was caused by the drilling
machine hole close to the “rib.” When
this is done the black powder has not
sufficient chance to expand and not in-
frequently catches fire. It is said that
experiences of this kind have been
had before and that Jdifficulty was, ex-
perienced in getting the fire out. It is
now thought, in view of the position
in which a number of the bodies taken
out were found, that W. F. Brearly,
the fire boss, had endeavored after the
explosion to get as many men together
as possible and effect an escape. Where
Brearly’s body was found there were
some sixteen others. They were all
overtaken with the damp and died to-
gether without a tremor.

ATLIN, May 21..—With an abundance
of water, the washing up of Atlin's
dumps for the winter of 1%01-2 goes

steadily forward with eminently satis-
factory results. The banks report gold
coming in in greater quantity than ever
pefore, and it is expected that the to-
tal output will be more than double
that of last season.

More than this, Carmichael of Otter
ereek, has exposed a second pay streak
six feet deep under a layer of clay,
previously taken from the bedrock of
the pay channel. Big prospects in coarse
gold are here with every pan, although
no “actual estimate of average value
can as yet be made.

Heavy coarse gold is being picked up
from the bedrock on the Atlin Lake
Mining Company’s ground on Birch
creek, while Gold Run continues to keep
up its record, and with the advent of
pumping and hoisting machinery al-
ready ordered very satisfactory results
are anticipated, “with justifiable con-
fidence.

Nearly - all the hydraulic companies
are in active operation already. The
water is rising steadily in all the
creeks but no high floods are looked
for. The hydraulic operators are confi-
dent of a very prosperous season.

Wheelock & McClosker will begin at
129 below on Spruce creek about June
1st. The adjoining ground yielded very
large returns from the winter drifts,
and the ground should do well with
the use of a small monitor.

The iceon Atlin lake went out last
night, and early connection is expected
to be made between the boats from
Cariboo to Atlin, navigation presumably
opening three weeks earlier than last
year. The steamer Scotia arrived at
Atlin at 8:30 this evening, and an early
appearance of the Gleaner from Cari-
boo is looked for. All the lakes are
fast breaking up. Several dangerous
rocks on Atlin river have been blasted
out by F. T. Roughton, and that river
wil be safely navigable for small craft
when the water rises.

DELIGHTFUL OUTING

300 ROSSLANDERS ENJOYED VIC-
TORIA DAY EXCURSION
ON LAKES.

DETAILS OF 180 MILE TRIP ON
LAND AND WATER: VIA CAN-
ADIAN PACIFIC.

The Victoria Day excursion on the
Arrow Lakes over Canadian Pacific
rail and water lines was in many re-
spects an unqualified success. The at-
tendance was splendid, the day mag-
nificent and the facilities excellent.
The delays on the return trip were un-
fortunate but unavoidable and were
regarded philosophically by the ma-
jority of excursionists. If the attrac-
tion was repeated on Dominion Day it
is probable that an equally large pat-
ronage, if not larger, would be ex-
tended.

The outgoing train at 8 o’clock Sat-
urday morning was crowded. The
operating deparntment had made pro-
vision for an extra coach on the train,
but they quite miscalculated the en-
thusiasm that was manifested over the
excursion by Rosslanders, for several
dozen passengers were compelled to
stand between the Golden City and
Robson, although a large party of
picnickers detrained at Murphy creek
and a party of riflemen left at Trail,
where a match was fired against the
Trail team.

At Robson the palace steamer ‘“Ross-
land” was tied up at the wharf, and
comparatively little time was lost in
getting under way. A. delegation of 35
or 40 Nelsonites jeined the excursion at
Robson, making the total strength of
the holiday-makers something over 300.
This was approximately the number of
people who had left Rossland in th2
morning, but the defections at Trail
and Murphy creek accounted for the
decreased number taking the boat at
Robson.

Stops were made at Deer Park and
Edgewood. At the park half a dozen
passengers elected to spend the day,
having some &ight hours at their dis-
posal for fishing and other amuse-
ments. To those who had not visited
the spot before it was something) of a
revelation. Rolling ground carpeted
with rich sward and well wooded with
magnificent timber combined to. give
the impression of a remarkable natur-
al park. It is not surprising thati Deer
Park is a favorite ground for Ross-
land campers.

At Edgewood some two score disem-
barked, and their report was that the
four hours’ stay was thoroughly enjoy-
able.

The
craft is “the pride of the fleet” and a
magnificent steamer for inland waters
in every respect. She draws five feet
of water, and speeds up to 20 miles
an hour. On the down trip Saturday
the steamer made 18 or 19 miles. per
hour continuously after the straight-
away course was entered. Captain Al-
bert Forstland was in command, with
Chief Engineer John Fyfe to take the
alternate tricks at the wheel. The man-
ner in which the ecraft was manoeuvred
at speed through the tortuous channel
at the narrows elicited admiring com-
ment. The other officials of the boat
were extremely indulgent, and nothing
cropped up during the entire sail to
put a damper on the spirits of the cx-
cursionists. Most of the holiday-mak-
ers patronized the dining room of the
“Rossland,” where well selected and
well served meals were served. Gra-
ham’s orchestra was aboard, and their
music was thoroughly appreciated.

The ‘Rossland” reached Robson at
8 o’clock on time, and then the excur-
sionists’ troubles . .

This was caused by the breaking
of a coach spring, and the best part
of an hour was consumed in making
repairs. Both delays were unfortunate,
but neither could be attributed to
neglect on the part of the company,
and the long stops were taken in good
humor by the passengers. The tired
picnickers slept while the younger
element sang, and thus the evening
was passed.

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RATEPAYERS’ MEETING.

The city of Rossland has 2 serious
€@inancial problem to face, and the citi-
zens are to be congratulated on their
action calling a ratepayers’ meeting
for the purpose of finding out exactly
where they stand. When the real state
of affairs is known it will be a com-
paratively easy matter to prescribe a
gemedy. The deficit on the school fund,
while serious enough, at the present
¢ime is a comparatively small matter
in itself, the really serious difficulty be-
ing the estimated cash deficit of $16,000
or more on general account. This must
be faced sometime and the best time
§s the present, as if matters are allowed
¢o drift along the city is liable to be
prought up with a jerk and the result
will be unpleasant, to say the least.
There has been a great deal of hostile
criticism of the present mayor and al-
dermen, much of which is undeserved.
*They are being saddled with the sins

|

of former administrations, some off
which were shamefully extravaéant.
At the same time, however, we must
remember that anyone who would hﬁweI
raised his voice againét these heavy
expenditures at the time they were in-
curred would have been howled down
by many of the men who are criticis-
ing the city’s financial position today.

The main offence of the present coun-
«<il was in insisting on their salaries
svhen they must have known, or should
thave known, in what shape the city’'s
finances were. The mayor has been free-
1y blamed for taking his salary, but to
do him justice, he cut down by 31000!
the salary which Mr. Lalonde held up
the city for, and would have cut this
down if the aldermen had been will-
dng to submit to a reduction of their
salaries. Alderman Hamilton, however,
was the only one willing to accept a
weduction, the others refusing for var-
fous reasons. One man’s reasons being
that he derived so much pleasure from
cashing his $25 check each month that
ke really could not think of making it’
any less. Possibly he had heard of the
aman who had become rich not by giv-
dng a dollar’s worth of work for a dol-
dar, but by charging five dollars for
a dollar’'s worfh of werk.

However, this {8 no time for recrim-
Enations, the deficit must be faced and
& way found of providing for it. With
this object in view a committee of five
was appointed by the meeting to inter-
wview the members of the city finance
<committee, and we believe .that when
the" matter is thoroughly gone into, as

it will be, a way out of the difficulty
will be found which will be satisfactory
to the citizens of Rossland.

This great labor organization has
been free from turbulent strikes, which
have so often disgraced other labor
bodies, and on the whole its rule has
been conservative and for the better-
ment of its miembers. The Printers’
Home at Colorado Springs, where
every aged or sick printer is assured
care and a comfortable home, is a
monument to the greatness and fra-
ternal fullmess of this onganization.

MR. DARLING AND THE OLALLA
COMPA’NY.

‘When the Olalla prospectus was is-
sued Mr. Wayne Darlington’s name
appeared very prominently as its con-
sulting engineer. Those who know Mr.
Darlington and his high character and
standing as an engineer knew perfectly
well that his name had been given
prominence in a prospectus of this
nature entirely without his knowledge
or consent. He was written to and his
reply has just been received. It is as
follows: “I have your letter and thank
you for the clipping about Olalla. I at
one time consented to act as consulting
engineer to that company, as they
wrote me that they wished to have their
properties examined, but a month ago
in New York I saw my name in the
Herald (Sunday edition!) and went to
the office of the Olalla company and
told them to withdraw my name from
their circulars and publications. I think
they have complied.” Mr. Darlington
further adds that he never made a
report on the properties, and is indig-
nant at the unauthorized use of his
name. He merely replied to the com-
pany’s request as any mining engineer
would have done when asked if he
would examine a property.

As he states in his letter, he has not
made an examination of these proper-
ties and the use of his name in such
a way as to convey the impression that
he was connected with the company,
was wholly unauthorized and was quite
without his knowledge.

PLAYING TO THE GALLERIES.

In looking over the proceedings of
the legislature as printed in the Colo-
nist it is painful to contemplate the
extent to which the member from this
riding is playing to the galleries. He
seems to have a few pet schemes to
which he devotes his entire attention,
to the neglect of more important legis-
lation to this part of the province, and
for want of which our one great indus-
try—mining—is languishing.

To illustrate: We read that Mr. Cur-
tis moved the second reading of a bill
to amend the public works loan act.
He explained that his bill was to protect
workmen. Hon. Mr. Wells said the
government had introduced a bill deal-
ing with the question. The speaker re-
served his decision.

Next Mr. Curtis moved the second
reading of an act to amend the provin-
cial- election act. The bill provides that
an elector shall be disqualified from
voting by ceasing to reside in' the dis-
trict for one month immediately prior
to polling day, and gives the collector
of votes power to -strike the names of
such persons off the lst.' Mr. Eberts
pointed out that there were two courts
of revision every year, and there was
every opportunity of having the names
of persons improperly on the list struck
off. The amendment would debar any
person from voting who had been absent
on business for a month or part of a
month prior to election. The other pro-
visions of the bill were also covered
by ‘existing law. The second reading
was defeated on a vote of 18 to 8.

Mr. Curtis moved the second reading
of a bill to amend the municipal elec-
tions act. Without going into details it
may be stated that Mr. Oliver moved
the six months’ hoist, as the bill was
practically covered by the bill prepared
by the municipal committee. With per-
mission of the house Mr. Curtis with-
drew his bill,

Mr. Curtis supplemented the above
by moving the second reading of a bill
respecting railway and steamship trans-
portation in certain cases. Qur readers
are all familiar with the provisions
of this bill, so we will not publish a
synopsis of it af this time. The report
states that the bill was thrown out on
a vote of 19 to 15.

And thus it has been through the
entire session. The above, with his
trades union bill, constitutes the repor-
toire of the honorable member from
Rossland.

IN REPLY TO MR. CURTIS.

In another column will be found a let-
ter from Hon. Smith Curtis. We will
state that there was no intention, in
the article quoted, to reflect upon Mr.
Curtis. His order-in-council certainly
relieved a hardship, by allowing any
work done in the early life of the claim
to be recorded as one or more of the
five assessments claimed to be meces-
sary to obtain a certificate of improve-
ments. The grievance against him was
in officially perpetuating a custom
which was only in force in very few
mining divisions, if indeed there:were
more than one, and which was contrary
to the Mineral Act. Section 36 of the
Mineral Act has never been repealed,
and is still in force, and according to it
the only necessity, with reference to
the work, is to “do work to the value
of $500:” it does not say “do and re-
cord work to the value of $500.”

It was never intended, nor was it the
practice to require five assessments to
be recorded before a crown grant could
be issued, until Mr. Curtis's order-in-
council was made, in this and many
other mining divisions.

Mr. Curtis states that his predecessor
in office made the ruling. This may be
8o in the Nelson division, though it was
not the law here, as certificates ’dtalm-
provements were issued wlthout'ﬁx:'e, ne-
cessity of recording five assessments,
until Mr. Curtis’s order was made.

After the appeal was taken the then
minister of mines ruled contrary to the
gold commissjoner appealed against. On
August 11, 1899, he wrote to one appel-
lant: “Since writing to you yesterday
respecting the necessity of recording
certificates of work done, or money
paid, under the provisions of section
24 of the Mineral Act, I have ascer-
tained that it has not been considered
necessary, in the majority of the min-
ing divisions, to require such record to
be made before a certificate of im-
provements can be issued. As the Act
{s somewhat ambiguous on this po'nt
I have decided to allow the present
custom to continue.”

This ruling he upheld in subsequent
letters. While he may have changed
his decision latér, the custom of com-
pelling five assessments to be recorded,
(and five fees to be paid), before- a
crown grant could be obtained, was not
in force in this division, (and most
others), until Mr. Curtis’ order made
it compulsory in the whole province.

However, since it is abolished, there
will be a few less fees to be paid. It is
to be hoped that the mining industry
could be further relieved of excessive
fees and taxes. Why, for instance,
should the crown grant fee for a min-
er's mineral claim be $25, while the
same fee for the farmer’s 320 acre ranch
is but $10? :

THE VELVET CLOSED DOWN.

In another column is given an ac-
count of how the new Boiler Inspec-
tion Act works out in practice. In
theory it is no doubt a beautiful ex-
ample of the loving care of our legis-
lators, but when & trifling accident can
cause the closing down of a property
for over a week, throwing nearly 100
men out of employment for that length
of time, there is something seriously
wrong with the act in question. The
Boiler Inspection Act was passed in
spite of the opposition of many mine
owners, who feared just such an oc-
currence as this at the Velvet, butj the
government, evidently considering the
act a good vote-catching contrivance,
paid no attention to the representa-
tions of those who would be affected
by the act. This is only one of the
vexatious burdens on the mining in-
dustry of British Columbia, and yet
we wonder why capital is not forth-
coming to develop the resources of the
province.

The Victoria Colonist has the follow-
ing to say of the Olalla Company which
is now trying to work the government
for a bonus for the Coast-Kootenay
railway:

“The men who were formerly affiliated
with the Salvation Army and@ who now
have schemes to ‘“get rich quick” for
the public are William J. Brewer, Carl
Hillstedt, William Halpin, and W. Win-
chell. The companies they have pro-
moted are the “International Zinc
Company,” “The Great Republic Gold
Mining Company,” and ‘“The Consoli-
dated Oil Lands.”

Brewer began his stock operations
about eighteen months ago, when he
was editor in charge of the variou
‘newspapers published by the Salvation
Army in New York City. He secured
the assistance of the other officers
named and worked assiduously to dis-
pose of stock among the rank and file
of the Salvantionists.

‘When the business operations of
Brewer were discovered, Commander
Booth-Tucker insisted that his subor-
| dinate should give up his stock dealings
or leave the Army. Brewer was not
prepared to do as he was asked and his
resignation was demanded.

When Brewer resigned, the officers
associated with him in his promotion
schemes, followed him, and with the
aid of Albert E. Hall, a printer, a com-
pany was formed under the title of the
“Albert E. Hall Company.” Suites of
expensively furnished offices were taken
in New York City and literature was
sent out broadcast.

In some of the magazines for the
present month, “The Albert E. Hall
Company” has glowing advertisements
and tells of the wealth that awaits in-
vestors in its mining, smelting and ofl
companies.

In a recent statement issued by Com-
mander Booth-Tucker as to the mining
and oil operations of Brewer and his

that, as nearly as we can learn, they
are an absolute imposition upon the

attention to first is that W. J. Brewer,
president of the Olalla Company, and
Albert E. Hall, the president of the Al-
bert E. Hall Company, are members
of the same gang. The collusive nature
of the two companies is abundantly es-
tablished. Everyone remembers the ex-
posure of Brewer and his gang in con-
nection with the Salvation Army in
New York. But it never occurred to
us to connect this gang with the Olalla
Copper Company. What did occur to
us, however, was that the tone and
style of the Olalla company’s adver-
tisements were very reminiscent of an
old, but not highly esteemed acquain-
tance of ours, Dr. J. Grant Lyman. It
looked as though the worthy doctor
must be ‘“the nigger in the woodpile;”

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LETTER FROM HON. SMITH
CURTIS.

Editor “Miner:”
In a special dispatch from Trail ap-

pearing in your issue of the 16th instant
it is stated:

“For a long time there was a con-
tention that while under the provisions
of the Mineral Act it was necessary to
do five assessments of $100 each, there

was nothing in the Act which made it
compulsory to record five assessments
in order to secure a crown grant. The
gold commissioner at Nelson contended
that it was necessary to record every
assessment, which meant a fee of $2.50
for each one. Several provincial land
surveyors then appealed to the minis-
ter of mines and he ruled contrary
to the holding of the gold commissioner.

“Then, when Hon. Smith Curtis be-
came minister of mines, he upheld the
view of the gold commissioner, and an
order-in-council was passed to that
effect, so that if a man did $500 wo~*"
of work at one time and applied for
a crown grant it was first necessa"y
to record five assessments.”

The above paragraph is wholly mis-
leading. Prior to my becoming minister
of mines an appeal was taken, as
stated, and the then minister of mines,
Hon. Mr. Hume, did not rule contrary
to the gold commissioner, but upheld
his ruling, and did this on the strength
of the written opinion of the depart-
ment of the attorney-general.

In additien to the minor grievance
of having to pay $2.50 for each assess-
ment, there was & very serious griev-
ance in that the gold commissioner
and the Hon. Mr. Hume held that ex-
tra assessments that were not recorded
as such in the year in which they were
done could not be subsequently re-
corded.

In many applications .it was found
that the extra unrecorded work had
been done in some preceding year and
so was not available, and the claim-
holders were required—although they
had $500 worth of work done—to do
additional work to secure their crown
grants. In addition, many claims would
run out before the winter snow was
gone permitting work to be done, and
the only other way to avoid forfeiture
was to pay the money in lieu of assess-
ment. 2

‘While I did not, and dof not, sympa-
thize with the extra exactions which the
attorney-general’s department had ad-
vised were required by the Amending

Acts of 1898 and 1899, T @id net feel|

that the Martin government, which had
just taken office and which had not
been passed ,upon by the electorate,
should interfere in this revenue matter;
but the larger grievance I had a clear
right to remedy under section 143 of
the Mineral Act, and by virtue of that
section I had an order-in-council passed
which entitled the claim-holder to re-
cord assessment work done in any pre-
ceding year, and thus relieve him in
many cases from going to the expense
of doing hundreds of dollars of work
to hold his property.

I cannot understand why your cor-
respondent ,should glaringly misrepre-
sent my action in this matter. By look-
ing at the flles of the “Miner” for the
early part of March, 1900, you will see
that the provision made by me gave
great satisfaction to claim owners.

‘With the repeal of the order-in-coun-

making the law clear, it may be that
some claim-holder in the future will,
if the opinion given by the attorney-
general’s departmeént in 1900 is sound
law, find that the jumper of his claim
has the better title.

Last ses8ion I endeavored to get the
mining committee to agree to amend-
ments of the Mineral Act that would
settle this and other doubtful points
and make titles much more secure, but
my suggestions met with no support
whatever.

The cancellation of the order-in-coun-
cil without any protecting enactment
to replace it, will revive the old evil
of agents, often in good faith, swear-
ing in work done on a prior location,
as part of the required $500 worth of
work on the claim for which crown
grant is improperly sought. The form
of affidavit required under the repealed
order precluded this result unless there
was wilful perjury.

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MILL WORKS WELL.

Report of Trouble at Payne Mill Offi-
cially Denied.

Alfred C. Gardie, manager of the
Jpayne mine, makes the following de-
nial of a report that the mill recently
constructed at the mine is not giving
satisfaction, addressing his letter to the
New Denver Ledge, in which the mis-
statement appeared:

THE SILVER CUP.

Will Sack Ore Extensively This Sum-
mer for Shipment Next Winter.

Bill Pool passed through Trout Lake
on Tuesday last on his way down to the
Senorita group on Canyon creek. Billy
is more confident than ever about the
future of the Lardeau, and believes this
season just opened will be one of the
liveliest this part of the North Riding
has ever experienced. Speaking of the
properties in which he is interested:
“Since we took over the Silver Cup on
the 15th of March we have taken out
about 300 tons of ore, the greater por-
tion of which is lying in and near the
ore shed. At the mine there.is about
75 tons lying sacked, and it is out inten-
tion to keep on taking out ore all sum-
mer. The daily output, we expect, will
be from 7 to 8 tons. Just as soon as the
snow has cleared off sufficiently, which
will be within the next fortnight, work
will be commenced and pushed with all
vigor in the Sunshine tunnel. It is our
intention to commence stoping in these
workings as well as in the Cup, and it
will not be too much to say that the
output from these two properties alone
this year will be egual to the total
shipped from the Lardeau since ship-
ping commenced. The tunnel on the
Sunshine will be all of 1400 feet in
length and will give; when it taps the
Cup chute, a depth from the surface of
about 1200 feet.” Billy is more than
pleased with the way the Cup is re-
sponding to the work now in progress.

CAMBORNE BOOMING.

The New Camp Is Going [Ahead Rap-
idly—Enterprise Manifested.

H. 8. Wallace, of the new town of
Camborne, spent the day in the . clty’
in conmection with the purchase of a'
plant for the Camborne Miner, a pub-
lication which is to be started within
the next fortmight. According to Mr.
Wallace, the prospects for a busy sea-
son in the new, camp are exception:lly
brjght. It will be remembered that a
versatile newspaper correspondent re-
cently forwarded to one of the big New
York, dailies a lurid story of the won-
derful gold strikes at Camborne, in
which a small army of eager priospec-
tors were depicted as tearing up the
decomposed quartz forming the main
street of the town and panning small
fortunes daily therefrom. The story
was, of course, grossly exaggerated,
but there is apparently no doubt that
the free milling ledges of Lexington
mountain will at no distant date feed
a considerable number of stamps and
that eventually the section will gain
prominence as g free milling camp, ex-
clusive of the extremely promising ga-
lena properties now_ being developed
ic the immediate vicinity of the town.

Mr. Wallace states that prospectors
are coming into Camborne at a lively
rate, and that the winter population
of 150 or thereabouts is certain to be
doubled several times. Building opera-~
tions are under way now, and John
Robinson of Rossland goes in during
the next day or two to look over the
ground with a view to establishing a
planing mill.

The snow is off all but the higher
reaches of the hills about the town, and
the regular, summer work will shortly
be in full swing. The people of the
district have unbounded faith in the
future of the camp and are manifest-
ing much public spirit. Recently it
became known that the appropriations
by the legislature for, the district were
so small as to hold out no hope of the
permanent improvements that the
rapid growth of the camp required, and
the business men of Camborne and
Comaplix raised $1000, with which a
bridge will be built over Fish river at
Camborne to obviate the ford hitherto
in uge.

Among the important work now un-
der way at Camborne is the construc-
tion of an electrical power plant by the
Northwestern Development company.
The machinery id now, being teamed to

Menhennick creek, the affluent of Fish
river, will be utilized to generate the
electrical power, and it is understood
that the company will proceed to erect
a ten or twenty stamp mill for the cus-
tom treatment of ores from their own
property and the Eva group. This en-
terprise marks the commencement of
a new era for the camp.

On the Eva group of claims, one of
the locations which brought Camborne
to the front, the Imperial Development
Syndicate of Nelson has had a crew of
13 men at work all winter, and excel-
lent progress has been made with the
opening up of the property. Recently
a good ore body was opened up by the
horizontal workings on the 200 foot
level. At the Wide West and Sunset
groups small crews are at work, and
at many points about the camp de-
velopment has been recommenced.

WATERLOO MINE.

Recent Strike of Rich Ore—Serious
Reflection on Mine’s Management.

(Special to the Miner.)

GREENWOOD, B. C., May 23.—In-
formation has been received from sev-
eral independent sources, agreeing in
the most important particulars relat-
ing to a recent strike of rich ore in the
Waterloo mine, Camp McKinney. The
statement is made that the ledge was
encountered at the 130 foot level last
Saturday. It has since been opened
up and now shows about four feet of
ore in which there is much free gold,
some of the specimens having lumps of
gold as big as a man’s thumb nail.
Since the death of the late Captain
Howe, J. W. Boyd has been in charge
of the mine, and stated that the ledge
was encountered within a foot or so
of where he expected to meet] it. Much
satisfaction is felt in Camp McKioney
at this additional promise of value.

There is, though, another story to
tell, which, if true, reflects seriously
upon the management of the Waterloo
company.

INSPECTOR DICK'S REPORT.

He Visited the Coal Creek Mines at
Fernie April 23.

FERNIE, B. C., May 27.—The inspec-
tor visited the mine on April 23rd,

24th and 26th, and iny his report said:

“No. 2 mine is worked on the separ-
ate split system, viz., high level, east
and west districts. I went into the high
level district, and examined all the
working places, and much of the old
works. I saw that all the men here had
safety lamps, yet I could not find a
trace of gas. All the places were well
timbered. Ventjlation was good; only a
short distance from the face, I found
that there were 16,800 cubic feet of air
rassed per minute, with the brattice as
close to the face as it was convenient
to .have it.

“On April 24th I again went to No. 2
tunnel, but this time to the west dis-
trict. I was in all the working places,
which I saw were in good order and
well timbered, aithough in some places
the roof is very bad and full of slips.
I put in much of my time in the old
workings to see if there was any stand-
inz cr accumulation of gas. I am
pleased to say that in neither the work-
ing places nor the old workings was
there; a trace of gas to be seen, but I
saw.that all the men worked by light
from safety lamps. There were 35 men
working. Ventilation was good here.
I saw that there were 20,000 cubic feet
of air passing per minute, with the
bre* zes up near the face.

“7 then went into what is known as
the east district. I first went into the

old workings here, and saw that they}

were ‘clear of gas, after which I' saw
that they were in good order and well
timbered, with the brattice close up, in
many cases, under the circumstances,
too close to be convenient. In this dis-
trict ‘T saw that there were 34 men at
work; all of whom had safety lamps.
I failed to find any gas in No. 2 mine,
in which at one time it would show in
the lamp at nearly every place you
could go.

“Ventilation is good near the face. I
saw that there were 1200 cubic feet of
air passing per minute, while in the
main intake there was 80,800 cubic feet
of aif per minute, thus leaving 31,400
to be accounted for, all of which es-

danger of an accident with the work-
men using safety lamps.

“At No. 3 mine I saw that all the
men were working with light on the
heads. I examined all this mine. There
were but few places in the old workings
I was not in, as well as being in all
the working places. I saw that all the
working places were in good order,
brattice close up and well timbered. I
did not see any sign of gas in the mine.

“I\saw that there were 31,800 cubic
feet of air passing per minute and con-
ductéd well into the face by brattice
and otherwise. Here there were 35 men
employed. This mine is very wet.

.“I may say that No. 2 and No. 3
mines are one and the same, by connec-
tions below ground, and are connected
in many places, and are well ventilated
By ‘the same fan, but are entered by
two tunnels from the outside. The mo-
tive power for the ventilation for these
two mines passes 112,200 cubic feet of
air per minute, and has yet 80 revolu-
tions of the fan in reserve, before it
gets up to its highest working speed.

1y all that was accomplished at Wed- |
nesday’s public meeting, convened at the

city hall by His Worship Mayor Clute
on a requisition signed by a number
of ratepayers. Three hours and more
were required to reach the conclusions
outlined, and in the course of this time
there was much said that was irrelevant
to the subject in hand and many repe-
titions of what had already been placed
before the meeting. Zest was added to
the proceedings in spots by little wars
of words that crept in when the elo-
quence of various speakers carried
them off their feet or aroused the an-
tagonism of other citizens. In the main,
however, the meeting was conducted
#n an amicable spirit, and the under-
lying sentiment from start to finish,
ultimately resulting in the the resolu-
tion quoted above was that the schools
mmust be kept open.

THE OPENING FEATURES.

‘The sftendance at the meeting was
excellent: and fairly representative.
Some doubt was expressed as to the
expédiency of holding the meeting in
the city hall.by reason of the limited
accommodation; but N6 one seeméd
wmable to secure admittance. The lack
©of seats was a drawback to those who
Tailed to secure chairs, but the corpo-
wation saved hall rent, and this is a
-<consideration in view of the straight-
ened public purse.

Mayor Clute assumed the chair at
8:15,7and 'was received with applause.
He briefly outlined the object of the
meeting, mentioning ' the requisition
that had been plaeced in his hands.

R. W. Rolt then moved, seconded by
Judge William B. Townsend, that a
committee of five ratepayers be selec-
ted to meet the finance committee, as
stated in the opening paragraph of this
article. Mr. Rolt commenced to speak
%o the resolution by remarking that
the action of himself and associates in
petitioning for a public meeting was
actuated by the statement in print as
to the probable deficit of $16,000 in—the
©ity’s finances for the year. He was in-
terrupted at this point by Alderman
Hamilton, chairman of the municipal
finance committee, who expressed a
«desire to interpolate and explain.

‘THE FINANCE MINISTER.

Alderman Hamilton’s interpolation
“was to the effect that the sum of $16,000
as used by him at the joint meeting of
<ouncil and school board represented
the difference between the city’s esti-
mated cash income and the estimated
expenditure. There was a wide differ-
ence between the estimated actual cash
wevenue and the actual assets accru-
dAng.to the corporation, the difference
wonsisting of the estimated uncollect-
able taxes. These taxes were all recov-
~erable against land, and would there-
Hfore be available as a source of raising
funds with the city’s bankers. In view;
©f this it was not fair to estimate the:
wrobable deficit at $16,000.

Ex-Alderman Rolt then resumed and
proceeded to state that it was not the
intention of himself or associates to
criticise the present council; on the
contrary, thev sympathized with the
mayor and aldermen in their present
wosition. There had been a disposition
on the part of former councils to live
beyond the city’s income, and he was
prepared to accept the proportion of
censure coming to him personally un-!
der this heading. The crisis in the civic
finances had been brought to a head.
By the necessity of financing the!
=chools, and it was to be hoped that
some solution to the problem could be
arrived at. He would insist upon the
=mchools being maintained, but what he'
objected to was_the statement that if,
sthe schools were to be maintained there!
was no method of raising the funds
wother than to increase the rate of tax-
ation. During the past few days he had
=one into the estimates carefully, and
so far as he was able to observe, had,
<oncluded that there was not the neces-
sity for further taxation and, more-
wover, that there was no real founda-
tion for the general alarm that had
been caused in many quarters. In his
-opinion a considerable amount of the

crue from the tax levy of twenty mills,
which should net the corporation $30,000,
to which should be added the $3000 ac-
cruing from the additional two mill
levy for school purposes. It was a
problem to him why the city council
should propose to increase taxation
when their own estimates demonstrated
that in their opinion it would only be
possible to collect this year $20,000 of
the $30,000 due to the city treasury. To
take such action appeared to him to
evidence a disposition to load the wil-
ling taxpayer sufficiently to offset the
loss of revenue from unwilling taxpay-
ers, a course that lacked equity and
justice. The. time had come for the
city to sue for taxes unpaid, and to
sue without delay. In this way the city
would be able to wipe out a consider-
able amount of the estimated deficit.

Supposing, however, continued Ex-
Alderman Rolt, that it was necessary
to increase the revenue, was it the only
fair plan to increase the load to he

«deficit was the- result of the estimate
that not more. than $20,000 would ac-

carried by the already over-burdened
taxpayer? He believed there were
plans that would bear inspection, and
suggested the following as worthy of
discussion:

1—An increase in the water rate.

2—To induce the provincial govern-
ment to hand over to the corporation
the poll tax collected locally.

3—An increase in the road tax.

4—Rigid economy in every depart-
ment of the city administration.

He was glad to note that the coun-
cil had already made some, retrench-
ments, but suggested that the estimate
for board of works account might be
reduced. Recapitulating Mr. Rolt ar-
rived at the following conclusions:

1—That the city’s financial éondition
was not nearly ‘as critical as he had
been led to believe.

2—So long as a large amount of taxes
due in past years remained unpaid, it
was undesirable and unjust to increase
the rate.

3—If increases were absolutely neces-
sary they should not be placed entirely
on the ratepayers.

4—Economy must be the spirit of
municipal government in the future
more than in the past.

SOME FIGURES SUBMITTED.

Mayor Clute took a hand in the dis-
cussion at this juncture, and after re-
marking that Alderman Hamilton
would give some figures as to civie
finances, made the somewhat startling
announcement that the city’s finances
would necessitate a net levy of 26 3-10
mills this year. As to unpaid taxes,
he desired to say thaft, it was extreme-
ly difficult to estimate what proportion
of the levy would come in before the
end of the year, and that it was im-
possible to knock down citizens and
take their money from them. As to
the poll tax, a strong effort had been
made to have the tax raised to $5, but
the city’s representations were ignored.

His Worship took issue with ex-Al-
derman Rolt as to the increase in taxes,
but said it did not make any differ-
ence on this point whether the burden
was borne by the umfortunate tax-
payer or the individual.

Dr. Sinclair informed the meeting
that in his opinion it was unfair not
to collect taxes; that the land was
there and if taxpayers did not settle
the city should ‘“‘sell ’em out.” Mayor
Clute retorted that this was impossible,
and that Dr. Sinclair should not talk
of something of which he knew
nothing.

Alderman Hamilton took up the ques-
tion of collecting taxes, by pointing
out to the meeting that taxes must be
in arrears a long time before land
could be sold, and it was almost im-
possible, in the opinion of most legal
men, to conduct a tax sale in such a
manner that it could not be upset in
the courts. . The alternative course,

 that of suing delinquents and obtain-

ing judgments, was now being adopted
by the corporation and several actions
were under way. He then submitted
the following figures:

H. B. Smith Completes Important Field

Henry B. Smith, C. E., has returned
from Revelstoke after executing the
initial portion of an important commis-

milling operations would necessarily be
at first largely experimental, and when
the requisite water supply could be
obtained from Rock creek by means
of a five mile flume.

Nearly all the water the smelter was

Our troop was placed at one
time in rather a precarious position—
that of riding up and over a kopje
supposed ' to be occupied by Boers in
order to draw their fire, but by ex-
treme good luck the Boers had skip-
red out before we got there.

About two days later we were sent
out on a reconnaisance ride to find
out the strength and whereabouts of
the Boers. We started out on the trek
at 3 o'clock in, the morning and at
noon caught sight of them:. Our bri-
gade colonel, a reckless old devil, im-
mediately started in to chase them,
and, as a result, ran the whole outfit
into ambush. I have no doubt that
you read about the fight at Bosch Post,
but it will do you no harm to tell you
about it again. We rode right out in
the midst of them about 2 o’clock in
the afternoon. The Boers started to
skell us immediately. Our column, un-

One man
man had a leg blown off by a pom
pom shell and was begging the doc-
tons to let him die. About 50 yards
from the hospital 50 men were stretch-
ed out dead, among whom were 12
Canadians.

On the night of Easter Monday the
Boers made a half-hearted attempt to
take the camp, but were met by too
heavy a fire and gave it up. We re-
mained in the trenches all night in a
pouring rain and all the next morning,
being relieved by” General Kitchener at
noon of April Fool’s Day. We marched
out of that camp about 2 o’clock in the
afternoon and pulled towards our con-
voy. We got lost at dusk and had
to stand by our horses in a drenching
downpour until 5 o’clock the next,
morning.

We are now in camp waiting for re-
mounts, having lost about 170 horses in
the mixup. . When the remounts arrive
we expect to pull out for the enemy
in rea learmest.

Principal Tait’s Pupils Anxious to Get

The children of Rossland are wearied
of the long cessation from school. This
was demonstrated this week when
Principal Tait of the Central school
announced that his class for the en-
trance examinations would resume at
once, and that all members of the
class might attend if they desired to do
s0. The entrance class only embiraces
seven scholars, but Principal Tait
stated that the balance of the class,
those who are not going up to the en-
triance exams, might attend also. The
consent of the health officials and
trustees was secured, and the first
sessions were held early in the week.

The response from the children was
spontaneous. Mr. Tait
found himself on the first morning
with more pupils than he had in at-
tendance in the early part of the ses-
sion, although it was distinctly stated
that the work would be exceedingly
hard, as it was his intention to make
up, if possible, for the seven weeks
lost through. the closing down of the
schools during the fever epidemic. The
children have taken up the work en-
thusiastically, and it is quite possible
that several of them will succeed in
gaining the coveted entrance honors,
even with the brief period available to
cover the necessary work.

SOMETHING ABOUT THE SLAVS.

The explosion has demonstrated one
thing and that is, that the Slavs are a
mmuch lower order of human than the
English miners. Throughout ,they
have betrayed an almost callous indif-
ference to the fate of those who were
imprisoned in the mines, and even at
a time when there was a prospect of
rescue and when man to man the re-
llef parties were required the most the
Slavs were conspicuous by their ab-
pence; indeed, throughout the English-
speaking miners were obliged to bear
the brunt of the rescue work.

EIGHTY ODD STILL IN MINE.

Of the 80 odd men who are now sup-
posedtobeinthemmec»tiaaayet
impossible to ascertain the identn:y,
especially in the case of the miners
who werle working on the contract sys-
tem. From the position of fhe body
of W. H. Brearly, night overman, it
js evident that they had just complet-
«ed the takingl of the names of the time
men on the ill-fated shift. His time
book, which was found on the body,
furnishes a clue to the identity of at
least half of the men who are yet im-
prisoned. Of the names appéaring on
the overman’s book, the - owners . of
which have not since reported to the
company or been taken out of the mine
dead, the following is a list, and a
reading of it will show that it accounts
for at least one-half of the men sup-
posed to be in the mine:

FERNIE, B. C., May 25.—Today
marked the recovery of fully 50 of the
wvictims of the colliery disaster, and the
town had all the seeming as if the
angel of death had passed over it. In
the miners* section there were few of
the cottages which did not display the
badge of mourning. On some of the
doors it was al large piece off the black
crepe to signify that tne head of the
family had gome, and on others, by
far too many, the crepe was set upon
a ribbon of white to indicate that the
victim was but a lad, who had been
attracted to the mines by reason of the
fact that they offered him the speed-
jest means of earning a man’s wages.
The bade of death in- Fernie is not
posted until the body of the victim has
been recovered. This has been gen-
erally observed, and although there
are close upon a hundred houses walit-
ing for their dead, and with every cer-
tainty that their relatives are dead,
yet the crepe does not go up until the
corpse is brought out of the mine, and
it remains only so long as it is neces-
sary to perfect the funeral arrange-
ments and have a start made for the
cemetery. Thus {t happens that the
house that is missed today wears its
badge of crepé tomorrow.

DAY GIVEN UP TO FUNERALS.

Today, was given over wholly to fun-
erals. These W all conducted by
the relatives of the deceased. There
were close upon 15 of them, and in
most instances were attended by none
but the immediate friends of the fam-
ily afflicted, and at the cemetery it fre-
quently happened that four or five lit-
tle circles would be around open graves
at the same time. It is by the arrange-
ments for the burial of the victims
that the awful nature of the calamity
is appreciated. The victims are to
have a cemeterly of their own. It forms
part of the old burying grounds, but is
situate upon the top of a bench over-
looking, the town. Here a gang of men
is engaged steadily in digging the
graves and in covering up the podies

as they are lowered into them. It is
sald that the coal company has con-
tracted for 150 of them, and this num-
ber, it is sald, will proba,bly renpre-
sent the killed wken the mine has been
fully explored. The graves -ere lined
up 25 in a row, and Catholice and Pro-
testants will lile side by side, with
nothing but a pathway to separate
them in their last sleep.

THE FLOODGATES OF SORROW.

The' arrangements that have been
observed in the apportionment of the
graves is in itself suggestive. Blood
and social ties have been observed
as far as possible. In one group there
are four brothers, in others there are
father and son, while earthly friend-
ships have been observed by reserving
and ticketing adjoining pits for men
who had been comrades until the fate-
ful Thursday night which carried all

There were innumerable cases of
little children too young to under-
stand endeavoring to comfort, but
each family appeared to be too full of
its own sorrow to realize the affliction
and need of solace of the other.

MAKING MINE MORE SAFE.

Since midnight on Saturday the
efforts of the men engaged on the
rescue work has been along the line
of making the mine more safe for them
in their mission of reclaiming the
bodies, as it has since been shown that
nothing in the shape of timber has
been left in the vicinity of the ex-
plosion. That no accidents nhave hap-
pened so far is due solely to the ex-
cellent roof of the mine. Considerable
difficulty was encountered during -the
earlier hours of the morning, as the
gas was very oppressive, but upon
the whole very good progress was
made. The total advance made by the
rescue party up to 6 o’clock this even-
ing was 300 feet, but this brings them
fully 3000 feet into the mine, and they
are now practically up to the face of
‘the workings in the No. 2, the ¢ne in
whicki the explosion is believed to have
occurred. Of the remaining distance
to be traveresed before the mine work-
ings can be said ta be thoroughly ex-
plored it is estimated that 1500 feet
will cover it. The rescue party is now
closetooneotthemmmwbichl.
number of the men were working, and.
it is fully expected that at least 30
bodies will ' be taken out during the
course of the evening or early tomor-
row' morning. '

60 TO 100 REMAIN IN MINE.

As to the great loss of life there ap-
pears no prospect whatever that it will
be cut down. Some 51 bodies were out
by 6 o’clock this evening. Of those
still remaining in the mine the estimate
varies from 60 to 100. There is at
priesent no exact check upon the num-
ber of men at work available. Of the
men working as miners, that is, the
men who were working upon the con~
tract system, the check upon them is
the lifting of their tallies before they
enter the mine to go on shift. This
list of tallies has not yet been made
up by the clerk who has charge of it,
and even if it were made up it would
not be a safe list of the dead, since it
not infrequently happens that one man
takes another’s shift forl him. Of the
men who were working by the day
the check upon them is the time book
of the overman. When the body of W.
H. Brearly was recovered it was
thought that he had completed the list
of the dead men at work, but it is now
evident that he had not made a com-
plete round of the mine at the time
the explosion occurred and his record
is therefore incomplete. The officers
of the coal company concede that the
loss of life. may reach to 110, and it
may be found to be nearer to this fig-
ure than the 150 which la set by some
tof the miners. !

STENCH 18 AWFUL.

There were a number of horses in
No. 2 mine at the time of the explo-
sion, and the stench arising from their
carcasses this morning was overpower-
ing. An effort was made to get rid of
them by eating them up with lime,
but this proved too slow and finally it
was decided to cut the carcasses up
and remove them in pieces. This was
done, and alternately a section of dead
horse would be packed out on a stret-
cher to be followed by the body of a
humen, and another section of horse
in turn. It is the stench from the car-
casses that is likely to cause the great-
est trouble-in the recovery of the bodies
now ahead of the workers in the No.
2, as they have been exposed to con-
siderable heat and are in an advanced
stage of decomposition. The same is
also largely the case with the miners’
bodies that are now being met with.
One of those recovered early this
morning was so badly mangled that it
was only by the.shreds of clothing
clinging to it that identification was
possible. In another instance of one
of the boys recovered the force of the
explosion had beenl so great that there
was not a shred of clothing remaining
on the body save the leather belt
which the vietim had worn.

BODIES BADLY MUTILATED.

The presence of fire in the mine at
the time of the explosion is also shown
by the severe burning of several of
the bodies that have been recovered
within the last few hours. The faces
and hands of the victims are also shot
full of fine rock and coal dust, and pre-
sent a most revolting appearance, even
after they have been cleaned upin the
wash house. It is doubtless the realiza~-
tion of the fact that the bodies will be
found to be badly mangled and burned
that has caused those in charge of the
relief to change their procedure and
have the remains coffined as soon as
they are brought out of the mine in-
stead of bringing them to Fernie on
stretchers. A carload of coffins was
taken up to the mine this evening.

CAUSE OF EXPLOSION NOT
KNOWN.

There are the usual number of nar-
row escapes, but none of those who dil
escape know  anything of the where-
abouts or the origin of the explosion
or its cause, and those.who did are all
numbered among the dead.

There was little of the spectacular
in the explosion save the blowing off
of the roof of the fan house. This was
accomplished by a rush of fire and a
volley of coal dust and fine particles
of coal and rock. The roof in the fan
house went because it was the weakest
point in the structure, and it was for-
tunate it was so, for it gave the ex-

plosion a vent without working any
injury to the fan itself, which did not
stop working for an instant. The value
of this was important, in that it secured
the clearing of the mine of gases much
sooner than could otherwise have been
attained. The blowing off of the roof
of the fan house was witnessed by a
number of persons in the company
boarding house at the mine. They say
the force of the explosion was so great
that the roof went up until it did not ap-
pear to be any larger than a “man’s
hand, and was followed immediately
after by a column of fire and coal dust
and small pieces of coal, which lasted
several minutes.

ATTRIBUTED TO MACHINES.

The miners generally attribute the
explosion to the use of machines in
the mine; which occasions heavy
blasts of powder.

These machines while used in other
properties with comparative safety,
are held by the miners to be dangerous
in a mine such as the No. 2.

MINERS WILL SMOKE.

There is another probable cause, and
one which is held by many in view of
past experiences. This is that the ex-
plosion was caused in the first instance
by some of the foreign miners smok-
ing in the mine and lighting matches.
It is said that there have been a num-
ber of convictions in the local stipend-
fary magistrate’s courts for this of-
fence, and that in nearly all, if not
all of the cases proven, the offenders
were the foreigners. If this was the
cause it will never be possible to prove
it, but if the explosion was caused by
the machines it is said that it will be
indicated by the shape the machines are
in when they are reached.

ABOUT THE FOREIGN MINERS.

Ono ‘matter which has been widely
commented upon was the action of the
foreign miners after the explosion.
While the people of the town were
climbing the mountain, having missed
the train, to be of some assistance to
the imprisoned, they were all foreigners
who were making their way down,
the English-speaking miners almeost to
a man remaining to ‘assist their im-
prisoned comrades. In the first reports
of the disaster it was given out that
from the position in which the bodies
of the two fire bosses were found in
close proximity to a number of others

were leading the men out of the mine.
This idea, heroic as it is, is now 'said
to be incorrect, and that the men found
with the fire bosses were there because
they were short of cars, and that follow-
ing their usual custom had met to-
gether to while the idle moments.

A THOUGHTLESS REMARK.

There was an exciting time in town
this evening and for a time it was
feared that there would be a breach of
the peace. It appears that when the
news of the frightful calamity at the
mine was first brought to the town, a
provincial policeman named Stevens,
on hearing that there were 150° men
killed at the mine made the thoughtless
remark that it was a pity there were
not another 150 killed. The remark did
not come to the ears of the miners un-
til this evening, when they hedard the
evidence of the men who had heard Ste-
vens make the remark. They  then

marched in a body fully 300 strong to
the recreation grounds in the center
of the town and calling upon Chief
Constable Barnes laid the case before
him in the presence of the accused
Stevens and demanded that he forth-
with be ordered out of town. The chief
endeavored to reason with the angry
miners, that they should give the ac-
cused a fair trial, but the men were
all in a high state of excitement over
their sufferings and would not listen to
what the chief had to say. They insisted
upon the accused leaving town forth-
with, and in order to prevent a worse
fate happening to him the police offi-
cer decided that Stevens should go. The
verdict was received with cheers: from
a crowd swollen to fully 600, and the
accused was forthwith hustled throush
the principal streets of the townamid
the jeers of all. At 11 o’clock the ecrowd
had passed outside the city limits; Chief
Barnes is accompanying Stevens oh his
trip. He was not given time by the
miners to change his clothing.

OF IMPORTANCE
TO ROSSLAND

A report was cutrent yester-
day tHat the War Eagle and
Centre Star mines had closed a
deal for the purchase of the Sil-
ica reduction works and the
concessions owned by the Brit-
ish Columbia Bullion Extraction
Company, Limited, located at
Silica, a mile and a half south:
of this city, but no definite in-
formation is obtainable.

It is generally known: that the
War Bagle and Centre Star
mines have had under consider-
ation for a long period the ad-
option of a process of reduction
more economical in its opera-
tion than the ordinary smelting
process and the incidental divi-
sion of profits with the custom
smelter, so that the rumor car-
ries weight in the minds of
many.

The Silica plant wu built to
treat Rossland ores by a cyani-
ding process, and the experi-
ments conducted there from time
to time were claimed to have
given excellent results. Opera-
tions on a large scale have never
been carried on at Silica, 8o that
the plant is practically as good
as the day it was installed. The
last work done at the Silica-
plant was the treatment of a
100-ton test shipment of ore from
the Tamarack mine, and it was
demonstrated that the process
secured as large a percentage of
valueq from that ore as could be
secured by any other system of
treatment.

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HOW BOILER IN

PECTION ACT WORKS

The Velvet Mine Closed Down For
More Than a Week=-lanager Tele-
graphing For Elusive Inspectors.

The latest example of the way in
which existing legislation hampers and
injures mining operations, is attribu-
table to the Boiler Inspection Act which
was passed last year, notwithstanding
the earnest protest of several mine-
owners. A trifling accident to a boiler

at the Velvet mine has necessitated
the closing down of the mine for the
last week, while the mahager has been
telegraphing all over the country to
get the resident inspector, who alone is
authorized to supervise the repalrs
Section 81 of the Act provides that “On
the occurrence of an accident to any
boiler or engine or any part of same,
the engineer in charge shall report such
accident in writing to the inspector in
whose jurisdiction it took place, or in
default the inspector may cancel his
certificate.”

More than a week ago a small blister
was observable in the boiler. Any com-
petent boiler master could easily re-

A special messenger was at once sent
into Rossland for a boiler maker and
a bricklayer to do the necessary re-
pairs. Thege went out post-haste, but
when the &ngineer saw that the repairs
involved tmehmx the shell of the boiler,
he refused to touch it without the boil-
er inspector’s sanction, as he had had
previous experience of the operation
of the Act, which was far from bene-
ficial from the owner’s point of view.
The manager thereupon at once wrote
and telegraphed to the inspector.and
received a reply from the telegraph
company that the message had not
been delivered, as the inspector was
somewhere about Kamloops, but they
would try to find him and deliver the
message. Next day came word from
the telegraph company that the inspec-
tor was in the neighborhood of Ver-
non, and it would require a special
messenger to get the message delivered.
This message had to be sent out by
rider to the mine and answer was sent
in authorizing special messenger and
to continue efforts till they found him.

VICTORIA, B. C., May 26.—The Fer-
nie disaster caused hot words in the
British Columbia house this afternoon.

As an illustration of thisi he men-
tioned that in the month of March he
had received a report from the inspec-
tor that nine men had been found in
tobacco,

latter were prosecuted, but he express-
ed the opinion that the accident was
due, not to the company’s or govern-
ment’s lack of inspection, but was at-
tributable to Providence orl the care<
lessness of the men.

J. H. Hawthorntwaite, the labor and
miners’ representative, resented
and said he was informed that 36 men
who had failed to pass the examining
board for mines had been sent to the
working face by the company, and if
the accident was due to carelessness
it was probably due tof thesel men.
