Paris, via St. Pierre, March 14—This afternoon ‘ the
Belgian troops continue to advance in the Yser belt. Their
artillery, supported by a heavier artillery, destroyed an im-
portant position organized by the Germans in a cemetery at
Dixmude.

While this and others of that period
were propelled by hand power, it is
worthy of note that a man named
'Alstilt is said to have built a subma-
rine at Mobile in 1863, to be propelled
by both steam and electricity, but it
does not appear to have accomplished
anything. A peculiar fact, showing
the biblical influences prevailing in the
South at that time, is that all these
isubmarines and partly submersible
‘boats were called “avid,” with the
\idea that they would slay the Goliaths
of the blockading fleets.
