Compulsory investment of half- the
increase in the assets of insurance
companies in Dominion debentures
stock, and a foreshadowing of fur-
ther domestic loan issues, were fea-
tures of Sir Thomas White's an-
nouncement.  Between the public
issues it is proposed to authorize the
sale of Dominion stock in denomina-
tions of $100 and multiples for the
purpose of affording a suitable field
of investment and encouraging thrift.

ONLY TARIFF CHANGES.

Coming to the question of taxation,
gir Thomas stated that the only tariff
changes would be with regard to ap-
ples and oils, the duty on apples be-
ing changed to go cents per barrel.

“We regard this duty,” he said, “as
indispensably necessary for the pre-
servation of the apple growing indus-
try of Canada, and particularly that of
British Columbia, whic been
most seriously affected since the out-
break of the war.

The oil duty would be one-half
cent a gallon on oils, petroleum, not
including crude petroleum
to be refined or illuminating o )
cating oils.  This change would 1n-
clude heavy distillates that are now
assessed at 2 1-2 cents a gallon and

LOAN FROM IMPERIAL
TREASURY.

liced to export gold to Great Britain
or to the United States for part, at
least, of the war expenditure abroad.

“YWhile “his arrangement absolutely
ensures the stability of our finance
for the year,” said Sir Thomas, ‘it
will be our most earnest endeavor t2
avail ourselves as little as possible of
this generous provision, on the part
of the Imperial Government, sus-
taining, as it is, the heavy burden of
financigg its own unparalleled expern-
ditures, and making loans on a vast
scale to her allies. Further, it is ou¥
intention, to the extent we may be
able. to make advances in Canada to
the Imperial Government to facilitate
its addition:l purcraces here of munt-
tions and supplies.’

CASE OF FOREIGN COMPANIES

Provision would be made to meet
the case of foreign companies which
have already made their deposits for
the present year. The aggregate
amount of such investments had
reached a total of at least 15 mil-
lion. “Having regard to the rate of
interest which the Dominion is now
paying upon its securities, there can
be no hardship in such legislation,
either to the insurance companies ot
their policyholders, who will obtaic
an investment of the highest charac-
ter, yielding a most attractive inter-
est return. 1 have less hesitation 1
proposing this legislation because, un-
like other financial companies, lif 2
insurance companies and associations
have not been subject to Dominion
taxation, In connection with this
measure I desire to express my sin-
cere thanks to the life insurance
companies and associations for their
prompt, generous and patriotic r2-
sponse to the appeal for subscriptions
to the Canadian war loan. Their
holdings in this issue will, of course,
be available pro tanto in discharge
of their obligations under the pro-
posed Act.

“To promote saving among the
public and afford a ready means of
remunerative investment in Domin-
jon securities, we have determined to
authorize the sale from time to time,
in principal sums of $100 and mul-
tiples thereof, of debenture stock re-
payable in five years from date of
issue, and bearing interest payable
half yearly by cheque, negotiable
without discount at any branch of
any chartered bank in Canada. The
price will be par, and full informatiol
as to the nature and terms of the
issue will be published later. The
Government will reserve to itself the
right to limit the amount of individ-
ual sales and generally to deal w'th
the issue as may be deemed advis-
able, having regard to the national
credit and requirements.

“It may seem premature, at this
stage of the conflict, to touch upoa
the question of policy to be pursued
after its termination. But 1 feel
justified in_stating that the Govera-
ment is fully alive to the importance
of taking immediate action, look-
ing to the promotion of desirable im-
_migration and Jdand gettlementy both
during and after the war, and the
creation of all necessary machinery
and organization to that end. The
future of Canada rests with the de-
velopment of its great resources, of
which the greatest and most funda-
mental is agriculture, and this de-
velopment is, in turn, bound up with
the question of increase in popula-
tion, of the productive sort, and
the facilities afforded it for the ap-
plication of its intelligence and in-
dustry. It is probable that, in the
straitened financial conditions which
may prevail for some years forward,
the question of capital for the de-
velopment of agriculture may be of
paramount importance, and it is our
intention to inquire carefully, dur-
ing the coming recess into this most
important subject, with a view if de-
sirable, in the public interest, to
supplementing, by Federal aid, exist-
ing facilities in this connection. Par-
ticularly will the question of the es-
tablishment of a system whereby
loans at reasonable rates, repayab!=
on the amortization principle, en-
gage the attention of the Govern-
ment.

SOLDIERS RAID
BERLIN HALL

Some Men From 118th Bat-
talion Completely Wreck-
ed the Interior.

FOUND SEVERAL
GERMAN FLAGS

Drew Bust of Kaiser Up the
Street Amid Cheers
and Singing.

Berlin, Ont., Feb. 16.—Some sol-
diers of the 118th Battalion who
were on night leave raided Concordia
Hall in the new Jansen Block here
last evening, and completely demol-
ished the furniture, including piano,
pictures, etc. About fifty men t.ook
possession of the hall about eight
o’'clock, threw chairs out of windows,
jumped on tables, smashing them” {o
kindling wood, and pounded the piano
beyond repair
The soldiers opened a small store
room where flags and pictures of
German heroes had been stored, and
carried these down King street to the
front of the recruiting rooms, where
they were trampled upon and torn to
shreds.
They also found a bust of Kaiser
Wilhelm I., which had been kept in
Concordia Hall since it was taken
from the lake in Victoria Park, into
which it was thrown by practical
jokers shortly after the war started.
They dragged the bust up the street
amid cheers and singing. and it is
now stored in the barracks in Queen
St. It was generally supposed that
Concordia Hall had been closed for
the remainder of the war, but when
the soldiers reached the hall they were
met at the door by President L. Bar-
don, who was powerless in prevent-
ing them from entering the rooms.
Shortly after the raid was started
Col. Lochead, Col. Martin, Capt. Fra-
ser and the other officers of the bat-
talion were notified, but by the time
of their arrival at the Jansen Block,
all the damage had been done. It was
not until ro0.30 last night that the"men
could be induced to leave the place.
They marched to the barracks singing
“We'll never let the old flag fall.”
Last night’s events follow close an
the o:les’tructiods of the granite base of
the Kaiser Wilhelm monument in
Victoria Park last night, which re-
sulted in the park board ordering the
removal of the remainder of the
monument to-day.

Sir Douglas Haig reports that as the
result of several infantry attacks by
the Germans on the Ypres front the
enemy succeeded in breaking in on
first trenches to the extent of 600
yards. The Berlin report claims 80
yards, but the difference is not mate-
rial. And in any event these dents in
each other’s lines have no material
effect. If either side could carry first
line trenches and then have clear go-
ing beyond that, matters would be dif-
ferent, but there are many other lines
with deadly mines located in between.
This paper has frequently expressed

the opinion that, under existing cir-

cumstances, there cannot be any great
“sweep” by either side, and still in-
clines to that view. It is far more
likely that hostilities will reach their
final end on a different basis alto-
gether and in a different region.

It is the manner of the true military
man to say little, and not much of
that, and Kitchener lives up to the
type in this respect as well as any
man. He broke silence yesterday af-
ter a lengthy period of keeping his
own counsel, and then did not impart
very much. What he did say was sat-
isfactory, viz., that adequate prepata-
tions have been made to guard the
Suez Canal, and that 150,000 men of
the new army have been sent across
channel to help strengthen the British

lines in France.
————————

Canada’s Second War
Budget.

In presenting his annual budget to
the Dominion House, Sir Thomas
White, Finance Minister, once again
demonstrated that when Premier Bor-
den put this hitherto uniried public
man in*o the most important nost of
the Cabinet outside” of the Premier-
ship, he alighted upon what is popu~
larly termed “a, find” . %

From the very first the hon. gentle-
man has demonstrated a broad-minded
grasp of the duties attaching to his
office and very great ability in the dis-
charge of the same.

The war has forced demands upon
him such as no other Finance Minister
has had to meet, and he has most em-
phatically been quite equal to the oc-
casion. To talk of the many extra
millions required is quite an easy
thing; to provide for them is an alto-
gether different matter, and Mr.
White, it will be generally agreed, has
handled the subject of ways and
means in a most masterly fashion.

Dealing with the domestic side of
the matter, he had a notable story to
tell. Pointing out that he had an-
nounced last year that only absolutely
necessary new works would be under-
taken, and civil expenditure be kept
as low as possible, he was able to
make the satisfactory announcement
that under these heads expeuditdre on
ordinary account had been about $93,-
000,000, or $13,000,000 less than for a
like period of the previous year.
capital account the decrease was $7,-
000,000.

Taking into account increased reve-
nue on the one hand and decreased
ordinary and capital expenditure on
the other, it would be seen that, apart
from the cost of the war, there has
been an improvement in the financial
position of the Dominion for the
period since April last of no less a
sum than $51,000,000. The improve-
ment for the entire fiscal year will
probably reach $57,000,000. Three
years ago Canada had an adverse
trade balance of $300,000,000. Now
there is a favorable balance on the
right side of the ledger of $200,000,000,
certainly a remarkable showing, and
one which will give the Dominion a
high place among financiers and
others the world over.

Dealing with the war outlays, the
Minister showed the special duties
levied last yedr on customs and excise,
war stamp tax and so on had yielded
about $20,000,000 over the estimate, or
a surplus in all of $45,000,000.. Such a
favorable balance, however, does not
begin to‘meet the war outlay, and new
sources of revenue have had to be
devised. In this regard Mr. White
decided not to impose a general tax,
but to make the chief source of addi-
tional revenue come from corporations
and business firms. He has introduced
a levy of 25 per cent. in excess of
seven per cent. on the paid-up capital
in the case of incorporated companies,
