This is a matter the farmer should
consider seriously. On the average,
$15 to $20 is what the farmer offersg
the eighteen-year-old boy, strong,
healthy and with Some experience
for a menth’s work. In making ap-
plications, however, few would-be
farm hangds agree to work for lesg
than $30 per month, their board
free of course. Many are worth $40,

Now is the most opportune time
for thoge Prospective farm helpers
to commence the rural vocation,
Beginning now by the time for har-
vesting they will be fit for the heay-
ier work. This fact the farmer, too,

wrong for any man to own another’s
home. He favored giving support to
the scheme. i !

“The time has come when we
must help the people to get homes,”
declared AlQd. Bragg, favoring assist-
ance in whatever form it could be
given.

Ald. Baird declared that there
were plenty of houses for sale in'

Ald. Kelly explained that the

“The Manufacturers’ was former,
ly a minor committee, but it is be-
ing .put on the map in a. prominent
way this year,”” he declared.

“It {s n'ot the property ewners, but
the tenant, who is suffering to-day,”
he continued, eriticizing ‘ownerg of
broperty who charged high rentals
and would not improve their proper-
' ties.

Port Dover Extension,

’ Ald.. Kelly submitted a report
iupon the recent convention at Ot-
tawa in the interests of the exten-
sion of Port Dover harbor, comment-
ing that action on the part of the
Government might be tooked for
very soon.
