Kentville of the Electric Light Plant
and Franchise of the company op-
erating in Kentville gives to the
town a public utility that can be
made of supreme importance, A
good system of electric lighting is a
valuable asset, but if it can be added
to that an cpportunity fo- cheap
electric power for the running ef our
industries and an inducement for the
establishing of new industries it
