Mr. Perley said he spoke from per-

sonal knowledge and with no other ob-

jeet than to give faithfully an account

of his observations and experiencein
the North-West. He would not #d-

vise those who were comfortably
housed and _provided for here to
change their place of residence; his
remarks were intended chiefly for
young men who contemplated a
change. Manitoba, he said, contain-
eda larger percentage of good land
than any province in the Dominion.
Southern Manitoba contdfined very
fine land and that sunrroundiog Port-
age-la Praivie was, he believed, the
finest in Canada. After deseribing
the prairie genernlly, the speaker de-
voted the remaind.r of his remarks to
the North-West and particalarly to
the ternitory of Assinaboia, wherein
be resides. The C. P. R., which
traverses the territzry, hasa station
every sixteen miles and elevators and
flouring mills are located at all the
principal towns. To the ‘sonth of the
railway the prairie is comparatively
fiat, and the soilis rich, bat the dis-
triet contains but little fuel; to the
north for a hundied miles the soil is
excellent and is broken by wooded
bluffs, almost every section containing
sufficient fuel for years. Many
scttlers had made the mistake of
settling too far from the line of rail-
way. It was hetter so buy syndicate
lands” within the 24.mile belt than to
locate where there were no roads, no
schools, no churches end no neighbors.

Bonussed gristing mills were obliped
to differentiate in favor of the Indians,
He spoke in high_ terms of the char-
acter, discipline and- ,eau'eney of the
police force of the provinee, which
were for the ‘maintenance ‘of law and
order among ' the settlers 4s well as
for  keeping, .‘the Indians within
bounds.  The force was largely com-
posed of young Englishmen who, fail-
ing in their attempts at farming, had
entered the force as a dermier resore.
Almost, every villaze contained &
‘couple of these gudrdians of the peace,
Bo that life and property was as eate
in ‘the territories as in any place in
the Dominion.” The people were
highly moral, and school houses and
churches dotted the land. The edu:
cational law of the North-West was
most liberal, ,The Governmen} con-
tribute for a 1st class teacher, 75 per
cent of his salary ;' 2nd cluss, 70 per
cent and for a 8id clasg, 60 pet cent.
No distinction is made between male
and femalo teachers. An average
atlendance of eight entitles a school’
to the Government grant, ~ Therg are
only {wo {erme; séven months in all.
Asto soil, he said the best was
fonnd in Red River Valley, where
thero was an allavial deposit, very
deep and rich, but was tco low for
mixed farming. In the territories it
was from 1§ to 2 feet deep. At Re
gina the arable soil reaclied a deptl.
of 6 fect, and it was unusually good
at Indian Head. Good eculiivation
paid there as elsewhere, as during a
very dry season an exceptionally good
farmer raised 20 bus, of wheat to the
acre when crops generally were a
total failave, There was no such
thing as failure known to good tillers.
A settler could obtain free a home-
stead of 160 acres, the only settlement
duties required being a 6 mo. residence
each yoar for three years and the
bringing under cultivation of 15 acres.
Early settlers, he said, thought only
of raising wheat, “which was a.great
mistake, as it does not. do for & farm-
er to have his cggs all in one basket
Ae asserted that the country was
adapted for mixed farming andin
pursuing this  method failure was al-
most impossible. He rpoke at length
in support of this assertion and was
enthugiastic in extolling the marvel:
lous richness of the native grasses.

As to frosts, he said thathe had
never known a spring frost to do any
damage and that to make a good
crop a. certainty plowing should be
done in the fall and the seed put in
the ground as early as possible in the
spring. Frosts would disappear, .he
thought, when a_ larger area of soil
was brought under cultivation as it
would thus be rendered more porcus
and in a condition to absorb a greater
amount of heat.

Mr. Perley has had an extensive
experience in_ stockraising and in fat-
tening cattle for market, and we ro-
gret that we have not space to give in
fall his-remarks along this line. We
must be content with _gaying—which
all present will endorse—that his
speech was a fair, impartial desorip
tion of the North-West, as it was and
as it is, and contained much informa-
tion of a practical nature such as
would be of great value toany one
contemplating the establishing of a
home in that Province. :
A vote of thanks to the visitors was
moved by Mr. Parish, seconded by
Rev. Mr. Wright, and unanimously
carried. The meeting dispersed after
the singing of the national anthem.

OBITUARY,

P. Mitchell, well known te all in
thig seetion as a railway contractor on
the ‘Brockville & Weatport Railway,
died at Brockville on Friday, 4th inst.
It was under Mr. Mitchell’s directions
that the first sod on the B & W. Rail-
way was turned. He early developed
a taste for railronding and his first
contract was on a  Nova  Scotia rail-
way in 1865. He also had a contract
on the Intercolonial, and later he was
in partne:ship with J. P. Robertscn,
of Owen Sound, and the firm ef
Mitchell and Robertson had a con-
tract to build the B. & W. from Delta
to Unionville. Last year he was en-
gaged with Mr. Oaks on the Kingston
branch of the Napanee & Tamworth
railway. In Decgmber he was attack-
ed by la grippe and went .to 8t. Vin-
cent de Paul hogpital, Brockville, where
he remainad until the time of his
death. He had a son, now residing.in
Newfoandland, who came to see him
just previous to his death and remain-
ed with him to the last,  Like nearly
all railrosd men, Mr. Mitchell possess-
ed a brusqnencss of manner which
was not pleasing to prople of refined
tarter, but* underneath his rough ex-
tevior those-who knew him best say
that he possesged a frank and generous
disposition. He was in the 56th year
of his age. Mvr, Mitchell was at one
time the owner of the Clarke farm at
the Hog's Back, now the Experiment-
al Farm, Ottawa, where he resided for
eight or ten ycars. He leaves a
widow, one son and three daughters.

Seod Potatoes.

The qnestion whether the potato rot
will be cansed this season by using
sced from a field where a portion of
the crop was destroyed by rot is an
important one, in view of the fuct that
during the year 1889 this disease was
widespread and destructive. In con-
sidering this question several of the
professors at aur experiment stations
have expressed the opinion that the
germs of the disease remain in the
tubers, alive and ready to develop in
the plants wherever tue conditions of
goil and climate are favorable, and
hence the use of seed from crops that
were affucted by the disease is unsafe.
On the other hand, a number say
the seed lias little or nothing to do
with the vot, which is cansed by pe-
culiar conditions of weather and-soil.

The late Peter Henderson is quoted
as having said that there can be little
or no danger in using potstoes for seed
grown in the vicinity of fields where
the rot has been. - A review of a large
number of experiments recently given
hy prominent farmers in Rural New
Yorker makes it appear that while a
fow expressed the preference for seed
from crops not affected, the opinion
of the majority was to the effecy that,
provided the potatoes be sound at the
time of planting, these will be safe for
seed. The argnment used was: If
the disease could be transmitted from
one ¢rop to apother our potato indus-
try would have disappesred 'long ago.
It is to be hoped that this belef is
correct, for potato rot the past season
was so universal that a large proportion
of the seed to be planted this season
will hold the germs of the disease.
Great care ought to be observed in
avoidance of low, undrained land for
the next erop.
