ths old, J. T. Wil-FREE HOMESTEADS.
The suggestion thrown out In these 

columns, a few days ago to the effect 
that free homesteads in British Colum­
bia should be granted by the Provincial 
and Dominion Governments to all heads 
of families or other qualified persons, 
settling on public unoccupied lands, has 
met with general approval. Some of our 
contemporaries assert that the proposal 
comes late in the day; but better late 
than never. Whilst It is true that a 
good deal of land which should be either 
tilled or offered for sale at reasonable 
prices is not available, there are vast 
areas yet to be settled upon. We did 
not advocate that so large a tract as- 
160 acres should be given. Our belief is 
that 80 are quite sufficient for all prac­
tical purposes in the Fraser river valley 
and elsewhere where heavy timber pre­
vails. Forty acres should be set apart 
for homesteading and the other 40 re­
served for purchase at a stipulated sum 
when the homestead 40 are cleared and 
paid for. The settler should also be en­
titled to deal With the timber on his 
holding in such a manner as would en­
able him the more speedily to clear the 
balance of hie • property and get out -of 
debt. Compared with the value five or 
ten cleared acres of land would be to 
the Province, as against the stum page 
dues to be derived from logs, the advan­
tages largely favor the former. It Is 
gratifying to know that our views on this 
important subject are being favorably 
considered everywhere, and that those 
who are to be called upon to make an 
official statement on the matter are giv­
ing it that consideration which its im­
portance demands.

STRANDED IN ALASKA.

Over Two Hundred Miners in Distress at 
Cook’s Inlet.

The mining boom at Cook’s Inlet has 
petered out, and there are over 200 min­
ers in far-away Alaska who are strand­
ed. Not only have many of the men no 
means with which to come here, but 
there is no way in which the majority 
of them can get home this winter. Wild 
stories of a great boom in that part of 
Alaska were told lapt fall and the spring 
saw the fitting out of a number of ex­
peditions for Cook's Inlet. The first to 
go from San Francisco was in charge of 
C. D. Ladd in the schooner Marion, 28 
men being in the party. The stèamer 
Chehalis took 25 men from Puget Sound; 
the schooners Elwood, Prosper and sloop 
Mars also took parties from Seattle, Ta­
coma and Port Townsend. The steamer 
Jennie arrived at San Francisco from 
Cook’s Inlet eight days ago, and when 
she left the latter place only the Afarion, 
Prosper and Elwood were there. These 
boats could not accommodate - one-quar­
ter of the miners. The schooner Prosper’s 
captain offered to take 20 men—all she 
could carry—to Una at $5 a head, the 
men to board themselves on the trip. 
The Alaska Commercial Company’s new 
schooner Kodiak, built at San Francisco 
a few months ago, Is expected to arrive 
at Cook’s Inlet next month, but her ca­
pacity will not accommodate many of 
the miners, “It depends where the min­
ers are along the shores of the Inlet,” 
skid a gentleman to the Alaska Com­
mercial Company’s office. "If they have 
remained on the east side they can rea­
dily reach our trading post at Kenai, and 
there are two or three canneries on the 
Kenai and Kussilof rivers, but if they 
have gone up on the westerly side they 
are very likely to have a hard time un­
less they are provided with guns and 
ammunition. Even the possession of these 
will not avail them much after the win­
ter sets in, for everything there is snow 
and ice. If they are pretty well ac­
quainted with the country they could 
work down to Kenai, but if they are ig­
norant of the proper knowledge the case 
Is very serious. We have another station 
at Tyanock, tout I do not think that it is 
kept open in the winter months.” '

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WONDER& OF THE YUKON.

miner on Sixty-Mile. creek found the 
tusk of a mammoth that projected seven 
feet out of a / sand bank, and another 
found, a tusk so heavy that he could 
scarcely lift It. Nearly the whole of the 
Yukon basin ,furnishes fossils, 
some of the miners believe that the un­
explored country toward tiie head of 
the Copper river yet contains living 
specimens, as tales are told by Indians 
of that region of huge woolly beasts, 
with hornp like the trunk of a birch 
tree. They say that in winter puffs of 
steam issue from the nostrils of these 
monsters as from tne escape pipe of a 
steamboat. During the shortest days of 
winter, for a period of about 23 days, at 
Forty-nUle Post, the sun does not make 
its appearance above the horizon, al­
though at midday there is from three to 
four hours of twilight. The Northern 
lights glow with the utmost brilliancy, 
on the other hand, and help very ma­
terially to drive away* the darkness and 
desolation of the dreary land. During 
the summer season the order of things 
is reversed, and on the longest days In 
Jufie, for about three, weeks, the sun 
does not disappear. On the shortest win­
ter days the thermometer ranges from 
20 degrees to 75 degrees below zéro, and 
on the longest summer days from 60 de­
grees to 90 degrees above in the shade. 
The existence of active volcanoes In the 
Yukon basin is asserted by Indians, who 
say that a very high peak, situated near 
the head of White river, is at times in 
a state of eruption. White river drains 
a high mountainous country, and its wa­
ters are extremely muddy, being laden 
with a white, glassy substance called 
volcanic ash, which Is carried down 
from a point near the head of the 
stream, a section of the country where 
no white man’s foot has ever trod. Ac­
cording to Dr. Dawson, of Ottawa, the 
deposits of ash are of recént date. He 
believes that the eruption which deposit­
ed the ash did not take place in the 
Coast range. All evidence goes to show 
that it occurred at or near the head wa­
ters of the White river, and to indicate 
the possibility of an active volcano there 
at the present time.

It has been usual to apeak of a “mixed 
diet,'' meaning thereby one composed In 
part of vegetable food, one containing 
protelds, fats and crobohydrates, approx­
imately in such proportions as they are 
required by the organism; but when we 
see the effect upon disease produced by 
very small quantities of certain selected 
portions of animals commonly used as 
food, such as thyroid gland, suprarenal 
gland and bone marrow, the suspicion 
arises that these are but the more pro­
nounced expressions of a widespread 
principle, and that such marked differ­
ences In therapeutic effect between cer­
tain organs may be associated with sim­
ilar differences m nutritional value be­
tween the various portions and kinds of 
meat which we consume. We may sur­
mise. too, that the modes of preparation 
may have a considerable Influence, and 
that while good cooking may be, as it 
should be, a preparation for and an aid 
to digestion, certain processes In cook­
ing may do much more harm to the nut­
ritional Value of our food than is ex­
plained by the mere change In Its phy­
sical properties, the hardness, toughness, 
etc., which they produce. The des true-

«resting question whether and how far 
the prolonged freezing of meat may In­
terfere with its finer nutritional value. 
Healthy men, who have a great reserve 
of digestive power, can derive nutriment 
from almost any food, but for people of 
feebler frame, a mixed diet must mean 
one in which variety of substance ex­
ists of whose differences inter se we as 
yet know nothing. The healthy man, 
by taking plenty, finds among it what 
he wants, 'but until we know much more 
than we do of the value of different 

ifoods and different modes of cooking, 
we must at least afford variety to our 
invalids, and protect them from a mono­
tony in diet which may perchance be 
debarring them from the one thing need­
ful for their nutrition.

Prof. Robertson, Superintendent of the 
Dairy department of .the Dominion Ex­
perimental Farm ait Ottawa, who is now 
In thBs Province, delivered a very In­
teresting lecture on Breed and Butter 
in Victoria, last Thursday evening, there 
being present a considerable number of 
well-known and prominent citizens. Dr. 
Milne, President of the B. C., Agricul­
tural Association, occupied the chair. 
The Colonist gives the following resume 
of the lecture: 
humorously by referring to thé old belief 
■that Whenever a small boy dropped hie 
slice of bread and butter -it always fell 
upon fhe buttered ride. Now, as a mat­
ter of fact, ft did not always (fall on the 
battered aide. Hé toad tried it himself 
frequently and generally It was JuSt the 
reverse.
boy remembered the unlucky times end 
forgot the many times that his slice 
of bread and Ibutter had escaped injury 
that the belief arose that the buttered 
side always fefll downward. So it was 
that, in all the progress we were making 
as a country, we were apt to recall all 
the little misfortunes but for­
get our «deceases. Proper bread 
apkl butter conations were neces­
sary for the proper growth Of a 
man. The frail f starved, improperly 
nourished boy, forced toy want, might 
steal and grow into a criminal career, 
whereas the well nourished condition 
more favorable -to good morals as well 
as physicial growth. The Prof, told a 
comical story, Showing how pigs resembl­
ed men. He had mixed up families of 
pigs and found that those of the same 
family which toad been fed on well- 
balanced food were good ns/tured; the ill- 
nourished opeô were quarrelsome. So 
it was with men. By large charts hung 
on the wall ifhe lecturer explained the 
chemical constituents of the human body: 
Water, 60.9 per cent. ; albuminoids, 17.8; 
fats, 15.5; oarbotoydratesj 1, and mineral 
matter, 5.7; and showed that foods must 
be regulated to give a proper proportion 
of these constituents. He illustrated by 
a simple method how butter was concern 
trated sunshine, toy showûng progressively 
on a chart how (the sun’s action Started 
the germination of the seed which grew 
into corn, was swallowed by the cow 
and was flnaUly made into butter. ‘‘Find 
me a people,” he said, “that are poorly 
nourished and I find you a people that 
are not good for much.” Oatmeal did 
more to -make Scotchmen presidents of 
banks than did <the shorter catechism. 
(Laughter.) Another diagram set out 
the value of certain foods, and Prof. 
Robertson expressed the opCnion that 
there -were peculiarities In Canada’s soil 
and climate that would make Canadians 
one of the greatest of peoples. There 
were in Canada -the makings of a won­
derful people, and ail through the cen­
turies the northern nations had prevail­
ed. The albuminoids or flesh formers 
and hydro carbone or heat producers must 
be properly proportioned in foods to make 
a well balanced a fri mal or man. Oatmeal 
wias one of the best balanced of foods 
that could be swallowed. Rice, he point­
ed out on a diagram, was not well bal­
anced, as it had an excess of albuminoids. 
Potatoes had too little albuminoids, but 
buttermilk with potatoes made a food 
almost as good as oatmeal, and that was 
the reason no doubt that the Ir!3h ~ 
almost as clever as the Scotch. (Laugh­
ter.) Beans were deficient in fats but 
with pork .they made a wefll balanced 
food, and that was what had saved New 
England people. (Laughter.) Bread 
was -ndt well balanced itself, but butter 
made It a well balanced flood, bo children 
Should toe allowed to butter their bread 
and if 'both.sides were buttered it would 
do no harm. Five ounces of oatmeal 
contained as much nourishment as three- 
quarters of a pound of be erf, and cost 
■three-quarters of a cent; while the beef 
coat 10 cents. Economy did mot mean 
meanness, but the wisest uses of the re­
sources at one’s disposal, 
the use of foods means the using of the 
most nourishing, at the least cost. He 
was endeavoring to get disseminated 
through the schools a knowledge of the 
best (foods and moot economical, so that 
children might be practically taught how 
to dive with true economy and to the 
beat advantage. Then another diagram 
was used to illustrate the value of vital 
energy to be got from various foods. It 
set out with great clearness the wonder­
ful superiority of oatmeal over other 
foods in point of ecemomy. In conclud­
ing, Prof. Robertson said that Canada 
was one of

tending them, and At was essential that 
the schooling should toe carefully guard­
ed so that the knowledge acquired could 
be put to a practical use.

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NORTHERN NEWS.
THE COMMERCIAL MISSIONARIES 

A despatch from Nakusp . dated Sept. 
18th sayc: The Victoria Board of Trade’s 
commercial missionaries arrived here this 
evening homeward bound after a trfc 
that has been as beneficial as it is pros­
pectively profitable. Eight of the excur­
sionists spent two days in the saddle vis­
iting the mines, leaving Seventeen-Mile 
House on Monday and çolng up to Jack- 
son Basin. Heavy rain made the trip 
somewhat unpleasant, but the novelty of 
traveling on a steep mountain trail • and 
the hospitality everywhere met made the 
trip one never to be forgotten. One par­
ty called at the Northern Bell, In Jack- 
son Basin, crossing the divide at 8,000 
feet high and coming down the Noble 
Five mountain. On Monday night the 
party divided, half stopping at the Noble 
Five mine and the rest at the Deadman 
mine. On Tuesday the party witnessed 
sunrise above the snow capped peaks at 
an altitude of 7,500 feet. They inspected 
the Deadman, Noble Five and Last 
Chance mines, receiving the greatest of 
courtesy. They rode do vn the moun­
tain to Sandon and visited the famous 
Slocan Star in the afternoon, arriving at 
Three Forks in the evening. There they 
met the party that came by stage from 
Seventeen-Mile House. A special train 
conveyed the united party to New Den­
ver. On Wednesday they inspected ores 
from the Slocan Lake district and took 
an excursion down Slocan lake and 
caught the train at Rosebery for Nakusp. 
They may be expected home on Friday 
evening.

The last edition of. the Alaska Mining 
Record to hand contains a report of the 
Mexican mine for 1894. The receipts for 
the year were $204,000, and the costs of 
all kinds about $144,000, leaving a profit 
of $59,000. A dividend of 3 per cent., 
amounting to $25,000, was paid on the 
capital stock. The total tonnage worked 
in thê* mill was 73,000 tons, which yielded 
$2.79 per ton, and the cost of working 
the ore was $1.97.

J. C. Cramer and D. G. Stillman, two 
Montana mining men, had Just returned 
to Juneau from Cook’s Inlet, where they 
had gone with the intention of extract­
ing gold from the ocean beach, but they 
failed In the attempt.. With a 26-ton 
Gold King amalgamator they prospected 
miles of shore, but 14 cents a ton was 
the highest amount taken from any one 
Place. They were of opinion that gold 
found in that neighborhood was deposit­
ed by glacial action and brought from 
tie interior. They prospected for miles 
back of Cook’s Inlet for quartz ledges, 
but failed to find any Indication of gfcld. 
According to the Mining Record, the 
prospectors from the Yukon are begin­
ning to return, and parties of two to 
six are expected to come in almost dally.

The recent rich discovery in the Last 
Chance mine in the Upper Sheep creek 
basin surprised old-time miners because 
qf the character of the rock. Mine own­
ers had always been looking for galena 
ores and had scarcely noticed what ap­
peared to toe nothing but white quartz, 
but recent developments had proven that 
this quartz was richer than galena, but 
its principal showing was in white 
quartz, which was considered worthless, 
and as the galena bearing chutes did 
not produce enough to warrant shipment 
very little development work ^ had been 
done. It was by looking through the 
vein matter for galena indications that 
free gold was seen in white quartz. The 
quartz was tested and It was found that 
the entire width of the vein produced 
paying free gold ore.

RICH PROSPECTS.
Gold quartz is getting to be quite the 

fashion in the Big Bend yfrhere once all 
was placer and that famous district 
seems about to resume its '■place as one 
of the most important gold producers in 
the whole country, says the Revelstoke 
Mail. Less than four years ago Ross- 
land's now famous ledges went begging 
for capital, and without doubt, in much 
less tinie than that the Big Bend will be 
shipping ore. The Carnes creek groups 
of six claims is ^bowing up very large 
bodies of arsenical iron ore as develop­
ment progresses. A crosscut on the* Sal­
isbury shows 40 feet of ore, while a cross­
cut on the Aberdeen gives a width of 
six feet of nearly solid arsenical Iron. A 
parallel ledge on the Hardpan, below the 
main ledge, shows up a six-foot ledge 
about 34 inches of which is solid arseni­
cal Iron. The latest assays on the Salis­
bury give $14 in gold, the Rosebery $42, 
while the Aberdeen runs about $20 to the 
ton. It is believed this ore can be treat­
ed on the ground by Che cyanide process, 
at a cost of $2.60 per ton. About 10 
miles from this group of claims another 
large ledge of the same Character of ore 
has been discovered, during the past 
week, and traced for sbme two or three 
miles. W. A. McIntosh brought In some 
samples of the new ledge and they have 
been sent away for assaying.

*7FATAL, ACCIDENT.
A fatal accident occurred at Tranquil­

At the Inquest a verdict was re­
turned that the deceased came to his 
death by falling from the flume of the 
Tranquille Hydraulic Co. while under 
the influence of liquor.

of milk^givlng, would ensure greater ef­
ficiency in the creaming. Iri. illustration, 
Mr. Ruddick exhibited a chart showing 
that the skim milk from eight cows iriore 
than six and a half months’ milking, 
contained 1.43 per cent, of butter fat, or 
more than one-third of the fat in the 
new milk, whilst by adding to It the milk 
of one cow, newly calved, before setting 
into ice water, the percentage of JEat in 
the skim-milk was reduced to 0.55. In 
other words, 33.6' pounds of milk from 
the eight cows was required to make 1 
lb. of butter, whilst by the addition of 
one cow’s fresh milk only 27 lbs. were re­
quired and the latter was conalderably 
improved in quantity. With regard to the 
ripening of cream the lecturer said that 
this was the *part of butter-making 
where most skill was required. A great 
deal of the dairy butter grows old be­
fore It 4e churned, that is, in the ripen­
ing process of the cream. Ripening of 
cream is merely a fermentation which 
takes place, and tt is the task of the 
butter-maker to see that, the fermenta­
tion is the right one, and to keep it with­
in proper bounds. Well ripened cream has 
a pleasant acid taste, and is of an even 
thick consistency, 16 to 20 hours is suffi­
cient for the process. Churing should be 
done as often as practicable. It is im­
possible to lay down any set rule as to 
temperature, as this varies a good deal- 
according to local conditions, the tem­
perature, however, which will cause the 
butter to come in 30 to 40 minutes may 
be successfully adopted. When the but­
ter comes into granules as large as sho.t, 
the churning should be discontinued, and 
the butter milk dra 
of cold, pure water 
of the butter milk should be poured 
into the churn and a few quick tu*ns will 
wash the butter. When the water is 
dr%wn off, tfie butter may bè salted, at 
the rate of 3-4 "’to 1 onz. of salt per lb. 
of butter^according to the requirements 
of the market, and great care should be 
taken not to overwork it, also to see that 
the salt is of the purest quality obtain­
able, as op this depends the preservation 
of the butter. The butter may be put up 
in prints or rolls wrapped in parchment 
paper and be placed on the market while 
in the pink of condition. A number of 
samples of new milk, skim milk and but­
ter milk were brought in by several 
farmers and tested, the result in the 
following samples being as follows 
Henry Davie, milk from two cows,' but­
ter fat 3.0 per cent; whole milk, butter 
fat 3.6; skim milk from cream separator, 
butter fat, 0.1.

REFORM MEASURES.
Alcoholism is receiving more attention 

now than ever before. The French’ Aca­
demy of Sciences has lately been deal­
ing with the subject, and, in a meas­
ure, taken effective means to check the 
evil by commencing with the scientific 
treatment of its cause. Now Russia is 
following iu the track of the anti-drink 
reformers, and the Stkte is taking over 
the entire control of the liquor traffic. 
No country needs reform In this respect 
more than Russia, for drunkenness 
there is. of a modt persistent and de­
moralizing nature. The Government 
takes over in its entirety the absolute 
control of the traffic, and, on January 
1, 1886, private dealing in liquor will, 
cease throughout the Empire, and the 
manufacture and sale of liquor be un­
der Government supervision and made 
wholly by its servants. The proposed 
administration will be very strict and 
the Gothenburg system appears to have 
been much Improved by the Russians in 
their scheme. This step is, perhaps, 
the most important social event that has 
occurred in Russia since the émancipa­
tion of the serfs. Of the two it is per­
haps the most important, because the 
demoralization in the ranks of the lower 
orders In Russia, consequent on the ha­
bitual use of most vile- concoctions 
known as spirits, has been ten times 
more' evil in result than the ora, "so- 
called, serfdom, which, was by no means 
so oppressive as some have endeavored 
to make it appear, albeit so contrary 
to the spirit of the age as to cause the 
Emperor Alexander to abolish It. This 
latest move along temperance lines will 
be eagerly watched. Rum Should seem 
to have played a large part In returning 
the Tories t# power in qiir Mother 
Country—a reflection, that will .be dis­
tasteful to most people and by no 
means complimentary to. our boasted 
civilization.

The London Daily Telegraph publishes 
a despatch dated Uganda, Sept. 6th, 
which states that 100 of Stokes’ 
followers were shot by the Belgian troops 
after Stokes had been executed. Stokes, 
it will be remembered, Is the English­
man who was hanged by the Belgians 
for alleged participation in the slave traf­
fic, and whose execution has since form­
ed the subject of negotiations between 
the British Government and Belgium.
Stokes was one of the first missionaries 
who were sent to-Victoria Nyanza. In 
the course of a few years he thought he 
saw a chance to make a fortune in Afri­
ca, and he abandoned the missionary 
field. The growth of his influence was 
remarkably rapid and was owing to hie 
intimate knowledge of the country and 
the great success of his business enter- 
terpnses. It was due to Stokes far more 
than to any other one man that Mwan- 
ga, the fugitive king of Uganda, was able 
to regain his throne. He was hanged in 
the northeast corner of the Congo Free 
Btate by an officer of the State. When 
Capt. Dhanls, who drove the Arabs of 
the Upper Congo across Lake Tanganyi­
ka and out of the Congo State, came 
home on leave of absence, Commandant 
JLothalre succeeded him in commaed' of 
the troops. Marching north down the 
Congo, he caught and executed Chief Ki- 
bonge, who was mainly responsible fôf 
the murder of Emin.Pasha. At the same 
time he learned that a white man had 
been selling guns and powder to the Arab 
slavers and to Kibonge. Later he caught 
this white man on the Ituri river. He 
proved to be the trader Stokes. A court- 
martial was or 
he was found
Ituri river is in the northeast part of 
the State. That region was another cen­
ter of Arab slave trading, and Lothaire 
went there to put . an end to the Arab 
slave - trade in that quarter, just as Dha- 
nis had done much further south. Fif­
teen or sixteen yèars ago Stokes was 
sent to Uganda by the Church Mission­
ary Society of England, and for several 
years he was one of the most active of. 
the poineer missionaries lrv that country.
All reports of his work were to his'crc 
it. He seemed to have an nnosaai facul­
ty for winning the favor of the , natives 
and for keeping missionary enterprises 
moving. He was believed to be à man 
of exemplary character and Christian 
zeal. He had far more push and execu­
tive ability than any of his comrades 
except Alexander Mackay, and was, 
therefore, more prominent than most of 
them in the history of the early strug­
gles of the Uganda mission. Everybody 
who kept track of his enterprise was 
much surprised 10 or 11 years ago to hear 
that Stokes had suddenly left the mission­
ary service and had embarked in busi­
ness on his own account as a trader. He 
seemed at the same time to have aban­
doned all the high principles he had pro­
fessed, and was willing to do anything 
to make money. His business was to 
take anything from the coast to the lake 
region that he could exchange for ivory.
His principal trade goods were guns and 
powder, because they were what the na­
tives most eagerly craved. His business 
was regarded as nefarious, but he devel­
oped it to large proportions before the 
prohibition of the gun and powder*trade 
with natives was established. It Is said 
that he has. since secretly carried on the 
trade on a large scale in spite of the pro­
hibition. He had Some connection with 
the -big Indian traders on the Zanzibar 
coast, but nobody seems to know just 
what it was. It is probable that a large 
part of this original capital was provided 
by them, and they, of course, shared in 
his profits. Some years ago he sent into 
the Interior, a caravan of 2,000 porters.
It was said at the time to be the larg­
est trading caravan ever seen in tropical 
Africa with the exception of one party 
sent to the coast by Tippu Tib. In 1888 
the cruel King of Uganda, Mwanga, was 
driven from his throne by the Moham­
medan element in his country dominat­
ed by the Arab traders. As long as they 
were supreme Stokes could do more trad­
ing in Uganda. The fact was widely pub­
lished in the following year that Stokes 
was really the man who put Mwanga 
back on the throne and enabled the mis­
sionaries to return to Uganda.' Mwan­
ga’s native supporters were mostly mass­
ed in the . Buddu district, and It was 
Stokes’ guns and powder that enabled 
them to win the day.
, The missionaries have been very much 
ashamed of Stokes, and have had little to 
say about him for. years.

During the year when nothing was 
heard of Stanley, who was on his Em­
in relief expedition, and there were many 
reports of his death, Stokes kept men 
in Uganda instructed to bring news of 
the explorer to the coast by forced 
marches. He withdrew the men, how­
ever, just before Stanley, reappeared.

The crime of which he was guilty and 
for which he was put to death is of the 
most despicable character. He was found 
guilty of supplying munitions of war to 
the Arabs with which to fight his own 
race. The whites have been at war with 
the Arabs simply because they persisted 
in raiding for slaves, a murderous busi­
ness which all civilized nations declared 
at the Brussels conference, must be sup­
pressed.

Explanations and de­
nials were alike useless, the officer de­
cided that it was a bullet hole and pro­
tects to Capt Hoopef proved equally un­
availing. In reply to Capt. flyer's state­
ment that a rifle had not at any time 
been used since the schooner left the Asia­
tic coast, the commander of the revenue 
cutter said that he would not listen to 
any excuses—that the Canadian skipper 
had only his own Government to blame 
the British authorities having done away 
with the compulsory sealing up of seal 
hunter’s arms..

The verdict' of the Rush’s commander 
was that the papers and the one skin 
be sealed up and that the schooner, in 
charge of a prize crew, be sent prisoner 
to Ounalaska. There she was in due time 
turned over to H. M. S. Pheasant, whose 
commander took the trouble to examine 
the store of ammunition aboard, finding 
that not ohe shell had been used since 
he had himself checked it before the 
schooner left for the sea. He could not 
determine the case, however, and by his 
direction the schooner came on to yic- 
toria and reported to Collector Milne. A 
customs-officer wad placed in charge, and 
the troublesome sealskin, with all papers 
in the case, was referred at once to the 
Admiral. In dismissing the seizure Col­
lector Milne gave it as his plain and un­
biassed opinion that Capt. Hooper had ex­
ceeded his duty. T’hat he had the right 
to board and overhaul sealers is very 
questionable, but that the present charge 
waq sufficient to" Justify a setirurfe ncrorie 
taking a fair view of the question would 
for a moment admit. “This Capt. Hoop­
er,” said the Collector, “has this seaspn 
been pursuing and prosecuting oiir seal- 

,ers as though they were véritable pirates. 
He has overhauled some of the Indian 
schooners which have only spears aboard, 
and pulled their skins out of the salt two 
or three times, very much to their dam­
age. His actions to my mind show a 
vindictiveness that is not creditable t6 an 
officer in his position, and which the seal­
ing men cannot but resent.” As to the 
charge against the Marvin the Collector 
heartily agrees with the sealing men that 
it cannot be supported and should be tak­
en cognizance of by the Canadian and 
Imperial Governments without delay.

Between Ta- 
ku inlet and the head of Portland canal 
the area about which there may be a 
dispute cannot at the utmost possible 
estimate contain more than 7,500 square 
miles. It is a mass of mountains, whlcit 
may contain minerals of value, but no 
one knows anything about it. Approxi­
mately midway between the two points 
the Stlckeen river is crossed, but no 
one has suggested that the precise point 
at which It is crossed makes of itself 
any difference. When T&ku Inlet is 
reached the question will arise whether 
the boundary shall curve around the 
head of the inlot or shall disregard |t. 
Some importance attaches to this ques­
tion because if the head of the inlet is 
to be in Canada, a town may be built 
there, from which a considerable trade 
may be done with the Canadian interior. 
But there Is grave room for doubt if 
the head of the inlet is suitable for this 
purpose. A question will probably anse 
whether the boundary should cross 
Lynn canal or go around the head of it. 
This will be a matter of some import­
ance, because if the boundary goes 
across this canal it will give the whole 
Chilkoot route to the Yukon to Canada; 
while if it goes around the head of the 
canal the starting point on this route 
will be or. American territory. Between 
Lynn oaral and the 141st meridian, upon 
the location of the boundary will depend 
whether Muir’s glacier belongs to this 
country or Canada.

So much for the 
treaty and the map. The Canadian sur­
veys are on the mainland. They are for 
the purpose of settling what ought to be 
regarded as the mountain summits—a 
proceeding which would be senseless if 
a claim is to be made that the boundary 
is on the outside edge of islands more 
than a hundred miles away. The Adver­
tiser says: “ If ten leagues from the 
furthest point extending into- the sea 
is meant, the British boundary is right 
but if ten leagues from the furthest 
indentation of the coast is meant, the 
American boundary is the right one.” 
No living man has' ever made either of 
these claims. The Advertiser also 
that the fact that Great Britain refused 
to leave the Venezuela boundary ques­
tion to arbitration may be a reason for 
our refusing to leave the Alaskan boun­
dary to arbitration. As yet there, is 
nothing to arbitrate. Both nations have 
agreed that the boundary ought to be 
defined, and have appointed commis­
sioners to define it. If these commis­
sioners fail to agree It will be 
enough to talk about arbitration.

LORD DUNRAVEN’S HOME.
A few days ago, in answer to a corres­

pondent, a brief sketch was given of the 
life of Lord Dunraven, the plucky yacht 
owner. Along the same lines the follow­
ing may be of interest : That enterprising 
and spirited yachtsman, the Earl of Dun­
raven, is the representative of an ancient 
Irish family. His residence is situated 
in the south of Ireland. Lord Dunraven 
is directly descended from Donogh Quin, 
an Irish chieftain of old, who, by his 
marriage with the heiress of O’Riordan, 
a great land-holder of Limerick, 13 cen­
turies ago, acquired territorial posses­
sions. In 1800 the Quins received the 
peerage of Baron Adare, an Irish peer­
age, carrying with it no right to a seat 
in the House of Lords, 
years later, however, the head of the 
family was advanced a step on the roll 
of nobility, and became Earl of Dunraven 
and Mount Earl. This was also an Irish 
title. The second Earl of Dunraven re­
ceived an additional title, that of Baron 
Kenry, which, being a peerage of the 
United Kingdom, gives a seat in the 
House of Lords. This earl was the fath­
er of the distinguished sportsman who 
brought over Valkyrie III. to capture 
the elusive America’s cup. The owner of 
the Valkyrie was a newspaper corres­
pondent during tile Franco-German war, 
1870, and the Under-Secretary for the Col­
onies during Mr. Gladstone’s Adminis­
trations. From early years he was fond 
of boats and was constantly sailing tnem 
upon the Shannon river, which flows near 
his Irish home. This characteristic led 
to his receiving the name of “Skipper” 
from his youthful associates, and may, 
perhaps, account for his persistent 
suit of the cup. Adare manor lies In a 
beautiful watered country, the charms of 
which have inspired poets. The region 
is also one of much historical interest.

A Winnipeg Pork Packing Firm Reach­
ing Out After Trade.

In a recent Isaue of the Winnipeg Free 
Press ther appears an account of. the 
operations of a well-known pork packing 
firm of that city, which Is about ta double 
Its business. It Is Messrs. J. T. Griffin 
& Co., represented in British Columbia 
by Messrs. Knowler & Macauley, of Van­
ce uver, who are already handling the Red 
Cross brands of meats ahd lard to the 
extent of about 60,000 lbs. per month. 
After stating that the head house In 
Winnipeg had decided upon doubling Its 
capacity, the Free Press says: it was 
stated in these columns some weeks ago 
that as soon as the firm considered the 
svpply of hogs sufficient the necessary 
extensions would be zhade to meet the 
requirements in this very important part 
of agriculture. They now think that hogs 
are being raised in sufficient quantities 
to warrant the proposed enlargement of 
their premises, and H. McGowan, archi­
tect, has the plans in course of prepara­
tion. The principal part of the extension 
will be an addition of brick, and Avili 
be one of the most perfect cold storage 
houses in the Dominion. It Is said the 
plant, when completed, will be the fourth 
largefet packing, and slaughtering estab­
lishment In Canada, and, without any 

of the most modern houses of 
the day. The capacity will be about 600 
hogs per day, and as they purpose ex­
porting cured meats and lard, It is of 
great importance that farmers pay more 
attention to the class of hogs that will 
make export bacon. Hqgs suitable to 
this trade ore long, lean hogs, weighing 
from 180 to 220 lbs. live weight. Certain­
ly this growing industry Is very gratify­
ing to Manitobans, as a large amount of 
money will be retained In the Province 
instead of sending it to the United States 
and the east, as has beep done up ta the 
past two years. About 50 hands will be 
employed when the new. hoùse is in full 
operation. The firm purpose extending 
their butter, egg and chèese export trade 
and their new premises will give them 
ample storage to meet this branch of 
their business, which is growing rapidly 
to Immerse proportions. They hare al­
ready shipped large quantities of cheese 
and buttçx to Liverpool. Having exper­
ienced the excellent qualities of the 
meats prepared by Messrs. Griffin & Co.

As the passions exercise so despotic a 
tyranny over the physical economy, It is 
natural to expect that the crime of sui­
cide should often be traced to the in­
fluence Of mental causes. In many cases 
it is difficult to discover whether the 
brain, the seat of the passions, be pri­
marily or secondarily affected. Often the 
cause of irritation is situated at some 
distance from the cerebral organ, but 
when the fountain head of the nervous 
system becomes deranged it will react 
on the bodily functions and produce ser­
ious diseases long after the original 
causes of excitement is removed. Ac­
cording to a table formed by Falret of 
the suicides which took place between 
1794 and 1823 the following results appear: 
Of 6,782 cases 254 were from disappointed 
love, and of this number 157 were wo­
men; 92 were from jealousy, 126 from be­
ing caluminated, 45 from a desire, with­
out the means, of vindicating their char­
acters, 123 from disappointed ambition, 
322 from reverses of fortune, 16 from 
wounded vanity,1 155 from gambling, 288 
from crime and remorse, 723. from domes­
tic distress, 965 from poverty, 16 from 
fanaticism.

J. Arthur Brand of the Solent, Eng., 
owner and builder of the Spruce TV., and 
the performances of his new boat have 
been widely discussed among yachting 
men in Great Britain, and the gratifica­
tion is general that smalj yachts have 
been so handsomely recognized by such 
prominent club as the Seawanhaka-Coç- 
inthian. Those interested express hopes 
that the new cup may mark the begin­
ning of a revival of Interest in small 
craft in America, and particularly In 
boats of the size of Spruce IV., as the 
pleasure of navigating these miniature 
ships can be realized only by building 
and racing them. Spruce IV. is in ev­
ery respect a fit representative of the 
modern type of half-rater. There is 

^probably no faster boat of her class In 
^British waters, although in her English 
races she has never been in what could 
be truthfully called first-class racing con­
dition. Up to the last week in July, 
when Spruce IV. left the Solent to go 
to Dartmouth, she had the highest rac­
ing average of the entire fleet of Solent 
half-raters. This, too, was in spite of 
the fact that she was too badly balanced 
that she could not be made to do decent 
work to windward. In reaching and 
running Spruce IV. showed greater speed 
than any half-rater seen on the Solent 
up to that time. In leeward work noth­
ing was in sight of her, but in beating 
to windward, she was a bit deficient. 
The most radièal difference between 
Spruce IV. and American boats of her 
class lies In the mast and spars. All the 
sticks about Spruce IV. are of bamboo. 
The mast is ^-very handsome male bam­
boo, straight ahd strong. It is about four 
inches In diameter. It is fitted into a 
solid stick of deal, which passes through 
the deck Into the mast step. The boom 
is of bamboo, about 2 1-2 inches in dia­
meter and about 16 feet long. The yard 
is very nearly the same size, but Is re­
inforced by a solid deal girder, or brace, 
along two-thirds of its length. The Am­
erican defender in this battle of small 
craft, the Ethelwynne, is a double-skin 
centreboard boat, designed by WÏ P. 
Stephens, and built by the St. Lawrence 
Company, at Clayton, N. Y. She is 23 
feet 6 inches over all and 15 feet water 
line. Her beam is 6 feet and her draüght 
7 inches without the centreboard and 5 
feet with it. Her board Is of maganese 
bronze and weighs 65 lbs. She is owned 
and sailed by C. J. Field, of the Indian 
Harbor Yacht club, 
held by the 
Yacht Club on August 26, 27 and 28, the 
Ethelwynne won all three races handily, 
beating a fleet of seven small craft, in­
cluding two from the famous Herreshoff 
shops. The races were all sailed In light 
weather. In heavy weather It is thought 
the Ethelwynne’s superiority would not 
have been so marked.

EXPLORING °LABRADOR. TRAGIC TALE QF THE SE1A.

The Loss of the Mary Brown—Latest Devel­
opments.

On October 3, 1803, the schooner Mary 
Brawn started south from Sand Point, Alaska, 
and what--became of her is as yet un 
The latest developments In the matter have 
recently been published 
Chronicle. On starting o 
tihe schooner had besides her master and crew, 
James L. O’Brien and six of his men, who 
had bean conducting a commercial station at 
Sand Point for the Lynde^Hough company.

ig was heard of the vessel or crew 
e latter, part of March, 1894, when her 

hull was fçund on the Chores of Bank’s is­
land, Alaska, by a searching party headed 
by Mrs. R. H. Hazelton, a sister of James 
O’Brien. The only evidence of the fate of -the 
crew was supplied by some Indians Hving ne 
where the wreck was discovered. It consist 
of a vest which had been slashed three times 
with a knife and which was stained with 
blood on -the Inner side, and a torn coat with 
blood stains upon tthe collar 
In the back, 
vest as one her brother wore when she last 
saw him alive. The coat was Identified as 
belonging to Captain Mârzovia Brawn, who 
commanded the schooner Mary Brown. Mrs. 
Hazelton concluded that her brother as well 
as Ctuptaln Brown had been murdered either 
to enable the crew to gain possession of the 
vessel and her cargo, or make room for them­
selves in the schooner’s long boat when leav­
ing the wreck. Since then both theories have 
been exploded, 
iwhlch implicates Louis Sharp, an ex-convict 

in San Qulntin for 
a murderous assault upon James O'Brien at 
Sand Point, and who is supposed to have re­
turned to Alaska after his release. A few 
days ago a letter was received by Mrs. Haz­
elton, -which conveys the news of the finding 
of the Mary Brawn’s long boat In apparently 

itlon at a point many miles from the 
scene of the wreck. The -letter Is from the 
■wife of T. C. Moyon, superintendent of the 
Wnga mine, at Unga, Alaska. From this it 
would appear that the boat* from the Mary 
Brown was picked up last winter In 
ditlon on Montague Island, south 
William’s Sound and a* long distanc 
Bank's Island, where the schooner was 
It being incredible that such a little boat 
could drift such an enormous distance.

Labrador into the Gulf of St. Lawrence 
take their rise. He was nearly four 
months absant upon this last trip, upofi 
which he entered in May last, going into 
the interior from the coast, just north of 
Anticosti, and then ascending the Bersi- 
mis and Maniconagan rivers, subsequent­
ly, from their head waters, portaging to 
other streams that led him some 400 miles 
further to the north and'to a point near 
to a portion of his big tour of two years 
ago. The rapids of the rivers were the 
wildest and the weather the worst ever 
experienced by the explorer, and, after 
having had many narrow escapes from 
destruction, he had the misfortune to 
lose one of his Indians. A portion of 
the party was going over a portage, 
when the unfortunate Indian undertook 
to run his canoe down the rapid. He had 
miscalculated its violence, struck a rock 
and was swamped. The supplies of the 
party were saturated by water and ren-V 
dered useless. The country through 
which they traveled, like the rest of Lab­
rador, is principally valuable for its^mln- 
eral resovrees. Mr. Low says that there 
Is abundance of Iron ore everywhere, and 
good beds of copper. Forests were seen, 
but the timber is principally small in 
consequence of the severity of the cli­
mate. All the waters passed through 
swarm with trout and other game fish 
of the largest 5ize and finest quality. 
One result of Mr. Low’s last exploration 
will be to materially change the face of 
the map of the country.

MURDER WILL OUT.
In the jail of Oroville, Cal/, is Thomas 

Laughty, alias Loekiin, who Is believed 
to be the murderer of Arthur Meyers. 
On the 30th of last October Meyers was 
driving a stage near Nevada City, when 
a lone highwayman held up the stage and 
demanded the box. Meyers did not obey 
at once, and the highwayman fired, kill­
ing him Instantly. Detectives traced the 
murderer all over Northern California, 
but failed to find him, although a reward 
of $2,600 was offered. Two months ago 
Laughty was arrested In Chico on a 
charge of larceny, pleaded guilty and was 
sentenced to 90 days In the county jail. 
Four weeks ago bis cell mate, George 
Evans, heard him muttering In his sleep: 
“I shot Arthur Meyers, and if I don’t
get that old----------- - ----- in the bushes
there, he will get me." Evans thought 
he had the murderer, and spent two 
weeks in questioning Locklin. Evans said 
to him: "You should be more careful 
what you say in your sleep, for you 
might tell things about yourself you 
don’t want others to know.” From that 
time Laughty feared Evans. For nearly 
a week he was in a terrible state of 
excitement, and day and night walked 
up and down his cell without sleeping.

Gov* 
ernor Gabral, who was prominent where 
the fighting occurred last May, is pre­
paring to assist the French.

An official despatch from Havana says 
that a court-martial has condemned the 
captain of the American steamer Mas­
cotte to eight years and the firemen to 
ten years’ imprisonment at hard labor 
for landing cartridges in Cuba for the 
insurgents. ,

Eleven Mussulmen have been arrested 
for being concerned in the attack upon 
the American St. Paul’s college at Tar­
sus, which occurred early in August, 
several students having been maltreated 
and missionaries threatened.
A special cable from Shanghai received 

here to-day reports that the British 
cruisers Acetus, Spartan, Rainbow, Caro­
line and Daphne are ascending the river 
Tang Tse Kiang in consequence of in­
formation that foreigners are being 
threatened with violence In the interior 
of China.

London, Sept. 21.—The Sportsman an­
nounces that LayCock, Goodfellow and 
Bell, bankers, of Lombard street, haye 
cabled to the New York Yacht club an 
offer of £1,000 for a race in English wa­
ters between the Defender and Valkyrie 
IIL, the details of the race to be left to 
the owners.

The Catholic congress, annually held 
in England, has terminated its labors 
at Bristol. The report was accepted as 
true amopg the members of the congress 
that at the next consistory at Rome, 
another cardinal 'will be created for 
England. The congress concluded with 
a pilgrimage to Glastonbury Abbey, the 
oldest shrine in England. Thousands 
of pilgrims, including 100 robed clergy, 
travelled by train from Bristol to Glas­
tonbury. A large crowd watched with 
the greatest interest the long, banner 
carrying procession, composed of Cath­
olic guilds, Jesuits, Dominicans, Francis­
cans, Benedictines and Carmelites, al­
ternately singing and reciting prayers.

The London Christian World, which is 
informed from a high source, charges 
that the Belgian officials of the Congo 
Free State practise inhuman outrages 
on the natives, forcing them to bring 
in supplies of ivory and palm oil under 
penalty of either the lash or mutilation. 
The paper adds that baskets of human 
hands that have been cut off as punish­
ment have been seen at the Congo sta­
tions. The officials, hold the lives of the 
natives as' being of no account. In their 
drunken orgies they tie up blacks and 
use them as targets. They are charged 
with open grosenees in their relations 
with native women. The paper declares 
that the Christian missions ought to ap­
peal to King Leopold to sweep out the 
officials who are connected with these 
abominations.

San Francisco, Sept. 19.—The prosecu- 
tlon.in tshe Durrant trial win complete jts 
case early next week.

It 
has been said that an alibi for Durrant 
will b'e shown, further that another man 
than Durrant went into the church when 
the prisoner is said to have entered it. 
Miss Emma L. Turner testified on April 
3rd that she was not with- defendant in 
Emanuel church. Mrs. Leake yesterday 
testified that the girl she saw walking 
into Emanuel church with Durrant was 
either Blanche Lamont or Miss Turner, 
Organist George King was then put on 
the stand to prove that he saw the pris­
oner in the church at 6 p. m., on April 
3rd, almost an hour after Durrant was 
said by Mrs. Leake to have entered the 
church. King proved an unwilling wit­
ness, apparently shielding Durrant when­
ever possible. He admitted that defen­
dant and his attorneys advised him to 
give testimony as given on the prelimi­
nary examination. This created a tre­
mendous sensation, but on cross-examin­
ation he said he had not been asked to 
change his evidence. He told how he had 
come to Emanuel church to play a new 
piece on the organ. When he had been 
playing for a few minutes Durrant ap­
peared, pale and dishevelled, sick and 
breathless, without hat or coat. Dur­
rant said that while repairing some gas 
pipes he had been overcome, and at 
Durrani’s request witness went to a 
drug store and purchased some bromo- 
seltzer which Durrant drank. Durrant 
afterwards helped him to carry a small 
organ from one part of the church to 
another. Prisoner appeared exhausted 
and was frequently obliged to stop and 
rest. Witness stated that he detected 
no escaping gas. He thought all the 
gas jets and pipes were in good order.

THE HOP CROP.

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 19.^-It is estimated 
by Ezra Meeker, a leading grower and 
shipper of hops in Washington, that the 
crop will not be more than half those 
of former years. Estimates place the 
crop at 10,000 to 12,000 bales and 8,000 to 
10,000 bales east of the Cascades. As the 
result of low prices growers are only 
paying 75c. per box. As lice have de­
stroyed a large part of the crop and the 
pickers work has increased proportion­
ately, growers are having difficulty in 
securing pickers.

Portland, Ore., Sept. 19.—Advices from 
all hop fields in the Stats are to the ef­
fect that about a three-fourths crop is 
now saved. The total yield is estimated 
at 75,000 bales. One of the features of the 
present season Is that houses in New 
York and other eastern cities, who in 
former years were heavy buyers, this 
year are all seeking consignments. They 
know the Pacific Coast growers are in 
poor shape either to obtain picking funds 
or hold the crops after they are baled.

Two stones, one 
weighing 142, and the other 112 lbs., were 
strongly fixed with ropes to large pieces 
of lumber across the track. The engi­
neer and fireman o£/the train tried in 
vain to clear away' the obstacles. They 
called the other employes of the same 
train to their assistant and everything 
was takeir away before- the passengers 
learned of their danger. However, the 
thing finally came out, but the conduc­
tor ordered that everybody should keep 
it quiet, so as to enable the# authorities 
to investigate the matter, and make an 
example of the author of^such a crimi­
nal attempt.

CABLED FROM LONDON.!

In Open Rebellion—China Rejects a Brit­
ish Demand—Displeased Valkyrie Men.

among the natives in the Portuguese 
portion of the island of Timor. Trodps 
that were sent to quell the insurrection 
were repulsed, and5 the secretary and 
three agents of the Government were 
killed.

Some of the most prominent finan­
ciers and. merchants in Russia are inter­
ested in tjie scheme which has been' se­
cretly canvassed. The enterprise Is re­
garded as another Indication of Russia’s 
determination to wrest the commercial as 
well as political supremacy in the Far 
East from England. Trading emmissa- 
rlea of Russia have freely assisted the 
Government of China with money, and 
have already penetrated the Interior of 
China, where they are supplanting the 
British. An article which appears in the 
Globe indicates the alarm with which the 
English view the situation. It says:— 
“Russia will unquestionably extort from 
China the right of way through Manchu­
ria for the trans-Siberian railway. A 
struggle for supremacy In Asia is upon 
us. If British influence does not go un­
der altogether we must bear our part in.
