man will recall to mind, that when the
United States seceded from the Mother
Country, and -for many yedrs after-
wards, their population was not nearly
equal to ours at the present moment,
that their internal improvements did
not then approach to what we have
already attained ; and, that their trade
and commerce was not a third of what
ours has already reached, I think he
will see that the fulfilment of our
hopes may not be so very remote, as at
first - might be imagined. And he will
be strengthened in that conviction, if
he remembers that what we propose, to
do is fo be done with the cordial sym-
pathy and assistance of that great
Power, of which it is our happiness to
form a part.

Such, Mr Speaker, are the objects
of attainment to which the British
Amcrican Confederation pledged itsclf
last October. And, said I not rightly,
that such a scheme is well fitted to fire
the ambition and rouse the energy of
every member of this House? Does
it oot lift us above the petty politios of
the past, and present to us high pur-
peses and great interests, that may
well call forth all the intellectual abili-
ty, and all the energy and enterprise
to be found amongstus? I readily
admit all the gravity of the question ;
and that it ought to be considcred
cautiously and thoroughly, before
adoption, Far b: it from me to dep-
recate the closest eriticisms, or to doubt
for a moment the sincerity or patriot-
ism of those who feel it their duty to
oppose the measure, But in consider-
ing & quertion on which hangs the
future destiny of half a continent,
ought not the spirit of mere fault-
finding to be hushed ? Qught noc the
spirit of mere partisanship to be ban-
ished from our debates? Ought we
not to sit down and discuss the argu-
ments presented, in the earnest and
candid spwit of men, bound by the
same interest, seeking a common end,
and loving the same country ?

Some honorable gentlemen seem to
imagine that the members of the gov-
ernment have a deeper interest in this
scheme than others; but what possi-
ble interest can any of us have except
that which we share with every citizen
of the land ? What risk does any one
run from this measure.in which all of
us do mot fully participate? What
possible inducement could we have to
urge this scheme, except our earnest
and heartfelt conviction that it will
conduce to the solid and lasting ad-
vantage of our country? There ‘is
one consideration, Mr Speaker, which
cannot be banished from this diccussion,
and that ought, I think, to be remem-
bered in every word we utter; itis
that the constitutional system of Can-
ada’ cannot remain as it is now.
Something must be done, We cannot
stand still. We Ganoot go back to
chronio sectional hostility and discord
—to a state of perpetual ministerial
crigis. The events of the last eight
months cannot be obliterated ; the sol-
emn admissions of men of all partics
can never be erased, The claims
of Upper Canada must be met, and
met now. I say, then, that every one
who raises his voice in hostility to this
measure is bound to keep before him,
when he speaks, all the perilous conse-
quences of its rejection. I say, then,
that no man who has s true regard for
the well-being of Capada can give a
vote against this scheme, unless he is
prépared to offer, in amendmgnt, some
better remedy for the-evils and injust-
ice, that have so long threatened the
peace of our country.

Let this
be your guide in the future in the pur-
chase of poultry. 1If you arenot able to
personally inspeet the stock before in-
vesting, buy only from reliable breeders

Poultry Keeping.
' 1L —THE BREED.

There  are a great many different
breeds of hens, as there are diverse ob-
Jects for which fowls are kept. Many
persone keep poultry just for the pleas-
ure and amusement they find in so
doing, and here, of course, individual
tastes differ greatly. Others again— and
this is by far the larger class—keep them
for profit. But as there are different
products from fowls, so there are different
breeds for profit according @ eggs,
dressed fowls, or both combined is the

Another important point in connection
with the birds themselves is their age,
The two chief objects fir which poultry
are kept are eggs and dressed fowls, so
none should be kept but what are
profitable in both these lines.  After
the second season’s laying a hen has
passed her period of usefulness as an
egg producer, but if killed. then makes
very good eating, while if kept to a
greater age she rapidly declines in value
both in segard to eggs and flesh. A
pullet if hatched early enough will lay
more eggs the first season than ever
afterwards, and for this reason, as well
a4 its superiority when dressed, 1 wonld
advise everyone, wherever it is possible,

WARK TWAIN GIVEs THEM SOME ADVICE
IN A GENERAL WAY,

Every man who becomes editor of a
newspaper or magagine straightway be-
gins to receive MSS, from literary aspir-
ants, together with requests that he wiil
deliver judgement upon the same ; and,
after cow plying in eight or ten instances,
he finaliy takes refuge in a general ser-
mon upon the subjeet, which he inserts in
hib publication, and always afterwaid re-
febs such correspondence to that sermon
for answer. I haveat last reached this
station in my literary career, and proceed
to construct my public sermon :

1. Literature, like the ministry, med-
icine, the law, and all other occupations, is
cramped and lindered for want of men
to do the work, not want of work to do.
When pecple tell you the reverse, they
speak that which is not true, If you de-
sire to test this, you need only hunt up
a first-class editor, reporter, business
manager, foreman of a shop, mechanic,
or artist in any branch of industry, and
iry to hare him. You will find that he is
alveady hired. He is sober, industrious,
capable, and reliable, and is always in
demand. He cannot get a day’s holiday
except by coartesy of his employer, or
of his city, or of the great general pub-
Be, But if you need idlers, shirkers,
half-instructed, unambitious, and com-
fort-seeking editors, reporters, lawyers,
doctors, and mechanics, apply anywh ere.
There are millions of them to be had at
thie dropping of a handkerchief,

2. No. I maustnotand will not, ven-
ture any opinion whatever as to literary
merit of your productions. The publie
i3 the only critic whose judgment is worth
anything at all. Do not take my poor
word for this, but reflect a moment and
take your own. For instance, if Syl-
vanus Cobb or T. 8, Arthur had submit-
ed their maiden MSS. to you, you would
nave said with tears in your eyes, “Now
please don’t write any more !”  But you
see yourself how popular they are. And
if it had been left to you, you would
have said that “Marble Faun” was tire-
some, and that even “Paradise Lost’
lacked cheerfulness ; but you know they
sell. Many wiser and beiter men than
you, pooh-poohed Shakespeare even as
late as two centuries ago, but still that
old party has outhved thoge people. No;
I will not git in judgment upon your lit-
erature. 1fI honestly and conscientious-
ly praised it, T,might thus help to inflict
a lingering and pitiless bore upon the
public ; if I honestly and conscientiously
condemned it, I might thus rob the world
of an undevelloped and nnsuspected
Dickens or Shakespeare*

3. ¥shrink from hunting.up literary
labor for you to do and receive pay for.
Wheaever your productions have prov.
ed for themselyes that they have a real
value, you will never have to go round
huuting for remunerative work to do.
You will reguire more. hands than you
have now, and more brains than you
probably ever will have, to do even half
the work that will be offered to- you.
Now, in order to arrive at the proof of
value hereinbefore spoken of, one needs
only to.adopt'a very simple and certainly
very sure process—and that is, to write
without pay until somebody. offers pay. I
nobody offers pay within three years
the candidate may look upon this ciy.
cumstance with the most implicit confi-

to stay in the shop three years—possibly
four—and would make him' sweep ouf
and bring water and build fires all the
first year, and et him learn to black
stoves in the intervals, 1f be wanted to
become a mechanic of any other kind,
he would have to undergo this same
tedious, ill-paid apprenticeship. If he
wanted to becomé a lawyer or'a doetor,
he would have fifty times worse, for he
would get nothing at all during his long

-| apprenticeship, and in addition would

have to pay a large sum for tuition, and
have the privilege of boarding and cloth-
ing himself. The literary aspirant knows
all this, and yet he has the hardibood to
present himself for reception into the
literary guild, and ask to. share its high
honors and emoluments, without a single
twelvemonth’s apprenticeship to show in
excuse for his presumption! He would
smile pleasantly if he were asked even to
make so small a thing as a ten-cent tin
dipper without previous instruction in
the art ; but, all green and ignorant,
wordy, pompously assertive, ungrammat-
ical, and with a vague, distorted know-
ledge of men and the world, acquired in
a back country village, he will serenely
take up so dangerous & weapon as a pem
and attack the most formidable
subject that finance, commerce, war, o!
polities can furnish bim withal, It would
be laughable if it were not so sad and su
pitiable, The pour fellow would net in-
trude upon the tinshop without an aj.
prenticeship, but is willing to seize and
wield with unpractised hand an instru-
ment which is able to overthrow dynas’
ties, change religions, and decree the weal
or woe of nations,

If my eurrespondent will write free of
charge for the newspapers of his neigh-
bor-hood, it will be one of the strangesi
things that ever happened if he does not
get all the employment he can attend to
on those terms. And as roon as ever his
writings are worth money, plenty of peo-
ple will hasten to offer it.

And, by way of serious and well meant
encouragement, I wish to urge upon him
oncemore the truth, that acceptable writ
ers for the press are su scarce that book
and periodical publishers are seeking
them, and with a vigilance that never
grows heedless for a moment,
