Charles Haddon Spurgeon.

Charles Haddon Spurgeon was born
in Kelvedon, Hssex, Kngland, June
19, 1834, Tn the whole history of the
non-conformist movement in that coun-
try there is no man who has ocoupied 5
wmore prominent position, He came
from a fawmily of olergymen, his father
and grandfather both being preachers
of the Independent d ination.
When 16 years old he became teacher
in a sohool at Newmarket, which town,
by the way, is in two counties, the

north side in Suffolk and the eouth

side i Camhridgeshire,  Afterwards
he was attracted to a school in Cam-
bridge.  While there he joined an
association of lay preachers, and at the
early age of 18 he was pastor of a
Baptist congregation at Watcrbeach,
His préaching attracted attention, and
a year later he received a call to the
New York Street Baptist Chupel at
Southwark, London,

So great wore the crowds who flock-
edto hear him that the eongrrgation
were obliged to find larger accommo-
dation, first in Kxeter Hall and after-
wards in the Surrey Music Hall. In
the Newinton Butts g chapel was
erected for his congregation capable of
seating 6,000, Mp Spurgeon has a
personal magoetism in preaching that
is marvellous,
