1RK THREE PERIODS OF 
GOVERNMENT.

[Mail]
In our last issue we discussed 

the figures of the revenue and 
expenditure of this country dur­
ing three periods that have de­
fined themselves in our politics 
since Confederation. Readers of 
the papers are not li&ely to for­
get that our political history is 
so divided; But it has been 
attempted by the Opposition to 
show that the period during 
which they were in power was 
one which gave them unusual 
difficulties to overcome. Now 
the very reverse of this is the 
case, as we shall show.

The most trying and difficult 
portion of our late history is com­
prised in the first seven years of 
the Confederation. The forma­
tion of the Confederation was of 
itself a gigantic task, to which 
statesmen pledged their future 
career and their personal for., 
tunes. The government of it 
when formed was a trying task. 
There was agitation for repeal 
in one province. There was 
rebellion against authority in 
another. And men who had help 
ed in the founding of the Domi­
nion treacherously abandoned 
their allies, and leit them to 
govern the new country not 
only without aid, but against 
their bitter hostility. In those 
six or seven years the la ,vs w ere 
made uniform* the currency as­
similated, the Intercolonial rail­
way pushed on, the discontent 
in Nova tcotia conciliated, new 
provinces added to the Confed­
eration; the canals improved; 
many public works aided, or 
finished, or begun; the public 
services formed and consolidat­
ed; and yet business had been 
so good and administration so 
careful that surpluses amount­
ing in all to about ten millions 
had accrued.

Mr. Mackenzie’s Government 
took power under exceptionally 
favourable circumstances. i 
trade was get-*^ dull-éthaf 
Was a warning^yat revenue 
would be short. It they foresaw 
depression (as they say they did) 
that vvas a demand on them for 
economy. All they had to do 
was to fulfill their promises. The 
country was consolidated for 
them. * The-Dominion was en­
larged for t#. The W est Rad 
been partially surveyed for 
them. They were not hound to 
a single risky work or danger­
ous experiment. They might 
have abandoned the Pacific rail­
way, and several chances were 
given them to do so. They had 
every excuse to be economical 
in the bad times, and consider­
ing the lowness of the exche­
quer, even if they were not 
bound to economy by their own 
votes, resolutions, and promises. 
But the curse of hypocrisy was 

them. They had never meant 
what they had said, and acted 
only on their mental reserva­
tions They were extravagant; 
thev were riskful; they were m-

Uovernment. And so, as we 
pointed out yesterday, deficits 
went up and trade went down 
— and in 1878 the Government 
went down as well.

And once more Sir John had 
to take hold of the reins of pow­
er, and he found that nearly all 
his work had to be done over 
again. The Dominion had been 
weakened greatly in those five 
years—it was necessary to make 
it strong. Its trade had decayed 
—it was necessary to recover it. 
The revenue had declined to a 
point which threatened the na­
tional credit—it was necessary 
to raise it again. Our people 
were going away—it was neces­
sary to do something to keep 
them at home. The North West 
was still a terra incognita— 
something was necessary to 
make it known. The Pacific rail­
way was a failure—and it was 
essential that it should be 
speedily built. The task was a 
great one; as great as the forma­
tion of the Dominion itself. But 
it was nobly done. Every 
promise made to the people was 
redeemed by the Government. 
In less than three years the 
effects of five years of rapid 
bankruptcy have been in a great 
measure effaced. This the peo­
ple recognize as clearly as we 
do. And just as from 1867 to 
1873 the Grit orgaus declared 
that the couutry was being 
“ruined;” so now from 1878 to 
1883 we may expect to hear, 
them continue to make the same 
melancholy declaration. We can 
trust the common sense of the 
public to see through the ob­
jects of the present Opposition, 
and to defeat their ends.

tion threw off a great deal of 
this yet it retained much of it, 
and it might be said that the 
popular notion of hell now was 
gross, barbaric, devilish. “I 
believe.” added Mr Beecher, 
“there is a period of penalty that 
lollows transgression in this life, 
but it is mental, it is moral, it is 
the other life, and under clearer 
circumstances, a remorse, a self- 
condemnation. As a man who 
has squandered his estate, and is 
brought to poverty,and theif be­
gins to think what he rhight 
have had, so I can understand 
how a man’s mind may torture 
him with constant reminders oi 
what he has lost. Pain and 
pleasure are disciplinary, and 
are designed, in the divine econ­
omy, to work out afterwards, if 
not here,a salvable state of mind 
In reply to the question, “How 
should a Christain looA at 
death?” Mr. Beech'r replied. 
“Welkin the first place,he should 
not look at it at all—on purpose. 
Or, if he looks at it, he should 
do so only to stimulate himself 
to lead a better life here and not 
to brood over the horrors of an 
imaginary hereafter.” People 
wondered how they would feel 
when dying. “I’ll "tell yon how 
you’ll feel—most of you,” said 
Mr Beecher. “You’H feel stupid; 
that’s all you’ll feel. You’ll 
want to go to sleep. Dying is 
as easy as going to sleep in most 
instances. Once in a while there 
was a triumphant or a radiant 
death, or a remorseful death, but 
not once in a million times wa^ 
there such a death as is describ­
ed in books. That was ail ‘flum­
mery.’” Mr Beecher attached 
no significance to the manner in 
which a man expired, as it was 
principally the result of physical 
accidents, and afforded no test of 
his moral state.

Dying the Easiest Thing in the 
World.

A despatch from New York, 
dated Saturday, says Mr. Beech­
er complimented the zealous 
ones who turned out in the rain 
to attend the prayer meeting 
last night. He talked to them 
about death and the future life, 
particularly in relation to the 
doctrine of eternal punishment. 
He called the attention of thsse 
who clung to the idea of an 
everlasting hell to the fact that 
it is not taught at all in the Old 
Testament, asserting that in the 
administration of a nation which 
was avowedly directly under 
the Divine care, “there v?as a 
period of four or five thousand 
years, during which the doc­
trine was not taught once.” It 
was evident that among the 

•Jews there was a certain idea of 
hereafter of pain, but the teach­
ing of a gross, sensual, material 
torment “belonged to theRoman 
mind.” It was “the creation oi 
the mediaeval age, and there had 
come down to us lingering rem­
nants of it.” Mr Beecher touch­
ed lightly on the New Testa­
ment allusions to death as an 
eternal sleep. lie pointed to the 
distinction that exists between 
the Western and the Oriental 
mind on this subject. In the 
Western hemisphere everybody 
seemed to dread death, whereas, 
the Chinese and other Orientals 
had, as a rule, no more fear of 
death than they had of going 
without a meal. The Roman 
empire was built upon the Tus­
can, and, although the latter 
was conquered, the Tuscau’s 
horrible conceptions of future 
torment had permeated the 
Roman Empire. When the 
Roman Catholic Church organ­
ized itself gradually it selected 
as its most powerful instrument 
the keys. “No sceptre in the 
king’s hand, no sword in a gen­
eral’s hand, no instrument of 
torture in iniquisitorial hands 
ever had the power in it that 
was in the keys. They typified 
the Church's claim to lock and

OCR INTEREST TO UIS OWN:"
PRESIDENT 'GARFIELD.

We print in another column the 
details of the fiendish attempt made 
on the life of the President of the 
United States. At tlio moment of 
writing, the President lies so low of 
his wounds that death i$ expected 
at every moment, the bulletins 
which are put out frequently through 
the day giving small encouragement 
to hope.

Peoptc have read before of princes, 
and kings, and presidents being 
stricken down, but never for a rea­
son so paltry as that for which Pres 
idem Garfield has been shot at like a 
dog. Lincoln’s assassin fancied him­
self the representative of half a na­
tion’s wrongs, and when he fired the 
fatal shot, and saw his victim fall, 
he burst out in his enthusiasm, with 
the murderers of Caesar, sic semper 
tyrannus. But Garfield falls for an 
offence of which every politician we 
have ever known has been guilty. 
He promises a man a situation, 
he docs not see his way clear to ful­
fill his promise,—the man walks np 
and shoots him. Suppose our politi­
cians here were to be shot at by every 
one whom they deceived, to whom 
they promised offices, and then did 
not give offices. Why, there is scarce 
a politician amongst ns who would 
not be riddled worse than a cullen­
der.

Wc heard some one say about 
a week ago, I never like to hear of 
comets. One of them has never 
come yet that it did not bode some­
thing evil. Two days or so after­
wards the news that Garfield was 
shot came like a bolt out of a clear 
sky, and we bethought ns of the 
mention of the comet. We are not 
superstitious enough to think the 
starry world has any influence what­
ever over the fate of men, or that the 
wanderings of an errant star bode 
good or evil to the people in another 
pli.net, but it must be admitted that 
the appearance of several comets in 
the past has been coincident with some 
of the most startling events recorded 
in history. Aud those who have 
noted these facta, and subscribe to 
the belief in some mysterious link­
ing of the starry world with the fates 
of men, will have in the appearance 
of the comet now, and the attempted 
assassination of President Garfield, 
another fact in strength of their theory.

The news fell like a clap of thun­
der all over America. It fell too at 
the beginning of a festive time, just 
as people all over the Union bad be­
gun preparations for celebrating the 
great national festival, the Fourth of 
July. The gay flags brought to de­
corate bazaars and tented fields, hung 
drooping on the 4th, at half-mast, 
while the only drums that rolled 
were muffled. The entire sympathy 
of the nation irrespective of party 
went out to the stricken man and to 
hi* poor wife ; because the offense 
for which the assassin struck was not 
one of party or of politics.

Mrs. Garfield we believe was at 
Saratoga for the good of her health 
when the deed was committed. For 
several months before she had laii 
low that her life was despaired of. 
But when the news from her husband 
reached her she seemed to summon 
super-human courage, and has sat np 
at his bedside almost ever since.

Should the President die, and he is 
not expected to recover, according to 
the constitution of the United States, 
the Vice President, Arthur, ^becomes 
president for the rest of the term, 
about three years longer. The Pre­
sident of the Senate becomes ex- 
officio Vice-President, in the room of 
Mi. Arthur, likewise till the end of 
the term. But should it happen that 
Mr. Arthur died before the 
term expired, we do not know what 
the law would then provide. Per­
haps the incoming vice-president 
would assume the presidency, or per­
haps there would be an election. But 
we need not further speculate upon a 
contingent not probable.

Vice President Arthur is a Nova 
Scotian, and therefore should Garfield 
die, cannot be the President.

ther. But as things now go, she is 
moving every day further from her 
idols. Leading English journals that 
cried nothing but Free Trade a few 
years ago, now sec that Free Trade 
is only a nice sounding, expression. 
For example, hear the following just 
published by the editor of London 
Truth who writes in the first person :

The fundamental mistake that we 
have made is to suppose that Free 
Trade is of universal application. The 
Americans have proved th.it a coun­
try may greatly benefit by protec­
tion. We are, indeed, the only ab­
solutely Free Traders on the globe, 
aud what is the consequence? Wo are 
not prospering, whilst other countries 
are. We could not insist upon recip­
rocity with America, because our im- 
poits from that country arc almost 
entirely composed of food and of raw 
produce for our manufactures, but 
whenever this is not the case recipro­
city ought to be the rule. We reallv 
cannot consent to be ruined for the 
sake of a theory, and it is full time 
that our Free-Traders should learn 
the very great difference that there is 
betwen theory and practice. No 
doctrine ever invented by man is of 
universal application. Free Trade is 
one of thoee doctrines which are 
proved by making exceptions |to 
it.’

BEECHER AND HELL.

Henry Ward Beecher does not be­
lieve in hell. He has announced this 
time and again. Anyone who has 
made himself familiar with the career 
of the eminent divine, would know 
this without the announcement. We 
print an article on our first page to­
day, setting forth verbatim just what 
Mr. Beecher does believe ; it is enter­
taining reading.

Mr. Beecher thinks the hell of the 
other world is the remorse of the 
human mind, and that this remorse 
is only temporary. In other words, 
as soon as the remorse for transgres­
sion ceases, the “hell,” too, ceases ; 
but as the departed spirit would have 
the remorse all in its own bauds, it 
is not likely it would suffer the bell to 
continue very long. The moment the 
soul ceased remersing. according to 
Beecher, that moment the hell ceased. 
The hell period, we fancy, would not 
be very long.

But this wicked idea after all, has 
not the virtue even of originality. 
Looking, the other day, over the 
writings of some of the old pagan 
philosophers, we met a discourse by 
one of them, wherein it was tanght 
that there is no fire in the hell of the 
hereafter. The hell is within the man, 
and it never ceases to haunt and tor­
ment his spirit. Those who iu life give 
way to e^il desires, in death have not 
the power, being divested of their 
bodies, to gratify those desires, while 
the inclination is intensified by the 
impotence of the sufferer. And thus 
it was that when spirits appeared to 
men they were found hovering about 
the graveyards where their bodies 
were buried, hankering after 
their bodies, through which in life 
they gratified their inclinations.

Now had Beecher stolen the whole 
of the pagan’s leaf, instead of the part, 
the hell would be much nearer the 
mark than the part plagiarized one he 
has set np. We would like to see 
some spirit medium the day after 
Beecher died, and bear then whether 
the preacher believed in hell or not.

GOLDWIN SMITH.

We take from the New York Tri­
bune p copy of which the editor has 
kindly sont us, a report of an inter­
view which one of the Tribunes re­
porters had with Goldwin Smith just 
before the latter set sail for 
Europe. Goldwin Smith strikes the 
nail upon the head sometimes ; and 
but for his crotchets,and the influence 
personal spleen exercises over his 
view of public questions frequently, 
he would be a valuable aid to our 
staff of Canadian writers.

THAT SUNKEN WHARF.

We are not advised that the har­
bor officer has so far taken any 
steps towards compelling Mr. Snow­
ball to have that dangerous wharf 
of his, on the edge of Gordons flats, 
removed out of the track of vessels. 
Whether it is Mr. Johnson’s inten­
tion to take any action remains to 
be seen.

We have made extended enquiry 
of pilots and others acquainted with 
the navigation of the river and they 
inform us that the existence of the 
sunken wharf, is a perpetual dan 
ger to all sailing vessels, and like­
wise to the tugs whose propel tors 
may come to grief against the 
spurs and snags at low tide. We 
have been credibly informed there is 
no difficulty in finding the wharf ; 
that any calm day at low water,and 
after a few days of drought so that 
the water is not muddy it can be 
discovered.

What the evil is, we have stated; 
and what the duty of Mr. Johnson- 
is, is just as plain. Nothing can 
justify delay or dilly dallying, if the 
mass of sunken slabs, and spears, 
etc., be considered dangerous to 
navigation. If of course the harbor 
mrster should decide that the con­
glomerate mass is not dangerous, 
then would his inaction be justified 
—unless there came shortly after 
some other one who said, as we be 
lieve, that this wharf is a dangerous 
trap, and that it is disgraceful to let 
it lie any longer in the track of ves 
sels.

We sympathize with the opposition 
party iu Chatham, in the loss of their 
ally, Mr. Robert Walsb, who bus just 
been shut up iu the luuatic asylum. 
Mi. Walsh, while at large, was a 
strong follower of the opposition 
party, and in the most offensive man­
ner the day after the election of Mr. 
Snowball, at the bidding ot Mr 
Snowball’s friends, strolled through 
the streets decked out iu beaver, 
gloves and cane, personating the de­
feated candidate. It is a great loss 
to the party here to have Walsh taken 
away from them.

GOLDWIN SMITH ON CANADA.

The following are extracts from an 
interview between Goldwin Smith and a 
reporter of the New York Tribune:—

“What have yon to say about the 
Pacific Railway?’’

“It is one of the political and military 
lines destined to connect and to weld 
into a united empire the four separate 
blocks of territory, viz., the Maritime 
Provinces, old Canada, the Northwest 
and British Columbia, of which the Do­
minion is composed. By nature those 
blocks of territory are not connected 
with each other geographically or com­
mercially, while each of them is connect 
ed both geographically and commercially 
with the States of the Union immedi­
ately to the south of it. The object of 
the Imperialists is to have a complete 
interior line of communication without 
passing through the United States. The 
Intercolonial Railway, which has been 
b lilt at an immerse cost, and is still 
run at a loss, is the eastern wing of the 
line. The completion of this system of 
political and military railways across the 
continent constitutes a crisis iu onr des­
tinies and in the joint destinies of the 
two countries. Your statesmen will have 
to study Canada."

“Have you anything to say about the 
Government?’’

“Nothing particular. The Canadian 
Constitution, like yours, is a cross be- 
Federalism and Nationality. Canada, as 
well as the United States, is a demo­
cracy, although she has a trifle of mon­
archy (tuck on her bead. The structure

of society on both sides of the line is the 
same, and exercises the same influence 
on the Government. The monarchial 
forms make no difference. The benefits 
and the hopes, the difficulties and the 
dangers of democracy are identical in 
both countries. In one or two respects 
we have the advantage of yon. Our 
judges are appointed for life or during 
good behaviour, and are perfectly inde­
pendent. Contested elections with us 
are tried by the judges, and with unim­
peachable fairness; whereas the deci­
sion of a contested election by a party 
vote, which I witnessed the other day in 
yonr House of Representatives, was as 
bad as anything that ever took place in 
the British House of Commons in the 
most Corrupt times."

“Is it true that there is a large emi­
gration from,Canada into the United 
States 7"

“A controversy is raging in Canada 
about what is called the exodos. The 
Opposition says that the people are flying 
by thousands from the commetcial policy 
of the Government; the Government 
denies the fact. No doubt there has 
been exaggeration, but it is true, never­
theless, that large numbers have been 
leaving French Canada and the Maritime 
Provinces for the United States; while 
many farmers have given np their farms 
in Ontario and gone partly to our North­
west Territory and partly to the United 
States. But the fact is misdescribed by 
calling it an exodus. There is nothing 
abnormal about it It is tile natural and 
perpetual flow, varying only in vol ume, 
of population from the Northern part of 
the continent which is the least worthy, 
toward the centre of wealth. Labor in 
quest of employment, and in need of 
bread, totally disregards political lines 
and differences of flag. The emigrant, 
brought into Canada by the effort and 
at the expense of the Canadian Govern­
ment, finds himself on the skirts ot a rich 
continent, and as he wanders on, caring 
not a rush, so long as he gets good 
wages or a promising farm, whether be 
is in the political domain of the British 
Queen or in that of the American Re 
public.

“As to immigration into Canada from 
England, I should think it. the reverse of 
benefical, economically or politically, if 
we were to have a flood of mechanics 
and other people taken from the purlieus 
of the great cities, for whom there is 
reaHy no employment. We have already 
mechanics enough. A surplus popula­
tion of them will beget pauperism, and 
probably social and political disturb­
ance. It is time to be cautions and dis­
criminating in the matter of immigra­
tion. What Canada wants arc English 
aud Scotch farmers with a little capital 
to take np the farms of Ontario which 
will be left vacant by the emigration to 
the Northwest. The Northwest Terri­
tory will be settled by ' the westward 
march of population on this continent, 
rather than by any direct importation 
from Europe. The British farmer is a 
very skilful agriculturist, as the fields of 
England bear witness, but he is not a 
pioneer.”

“Are the Marquis of Lome and the 
Princess Louise going to leave Canada?"

“I know nothing about them except 
what I see in the papers. Lord Lome is 
at present trying to found a literary 
academy in Canada,which does not look 
as if he were on the wing. I have said 
already that the Jingo attempt to set up 
a court has failed. I heartily rejoice 
that it has, aud that the British aristo­
cracy has not been able to introduce that 
germ of disturbance and strife into the 
democratic hemisphere. But we have 
every reason to apeak well of Lord 
Lome personally; he has played his part 
as Governor-General with simplicity 
and well. His influence on Canadian 
Society has been good. The Princess 
made a very favorable impression, 
both by her intellect and 
her character, on those who 
came in contact with lier. Her absence 
in England has given rise to silly and 
baseless stories. The English, though 
vociferously loyal, are very fond of 
scandals about royalty. I should be sur­
prised if Sir John Macdonald is made a 
peer. Hereditary titles are sc manifestly 
out of place in a country where there are 
no entailed estates that it was supposed 
the idea of conferring them on colonists 
had been finally discarded.”

BANQUET TO PARNELL.

A banquet was given to Mr. Parnell 
on Thursday night, in honor of his 35th 
birthday. The chair was occupied by 
The O’Gorman Mahon, and about a 
dozen of. the Irish party were present, 
Mr. Jostiu McCarthy occupying the 
vice-chair. In replying to the toast of 
his health, Mr. Parnell stated that, 
though the Irish had now to struggle 
with many difficulties, he hoped the day 
was not far distant when they would 
meet in College Green as an Irish Par­
liament, and Ireland would have no 
master but- the will of the majority of 
the Irish people. The sentiment was 
received with warm acclamationi by 
those present. The dinner was strictly 
private, none but members of the Irish 
Parlianisntary party being present.

EVICTING TENANTS.

A flying column of infantry, cavalry 
and police assisted the Sheriff in en­
forcing evictions at Mitehellstown on 
Thursday. The tenants paid their rent 
iu every case, thus prevontieg eviction. 
Trees were placed across several roads to 
delay the column;' which, on entering 
the town, found a number of carts 
thrown across the streets. The mili­
tary and police charged the crowd until 
the streets were deserted. Thirty per­
sons were injured.
